A Cathedral for Massachusetts.

We are always delighted to chronicle deeds of
generosity to the Church, and very noteworthy
among such deeds 1s the gift of $1,500,000
by the late Miss Mary Sophia Walker
for the erection of a cathedral for the Diocese of
Massachusetts.

Russian Missions. , _

The story of “Russian orthodox missions” has
rccently been told by Eugene Smirnoff, chaplain
of the Russian Embassy in London, England.
The common notion is that the Russian Church
takes little or no interest in missions, but Mr.
Smirnoff reminds us that within the bounds of
the Russian Empire there is a vast number of
and unfamiliar tongues, and the
necessary mission work of the Russian Empire
itself is beyond description. But not only does
Russia try to minister to her own children, says
the writer, but she maintains flourishing missions
in Japan, China, and North-west America. Her

Japan mission began in 1865, five years after the

American Episcopal Missionn in Japan, which

began in 1859, and yet the Russian mission
claims four times as many converts as the Ameri-
can. The head of the Russian mission in Japan
is Bishop Nicholas, and it numbers 25,231 con-
verts and 34 ecclesiastics. All its clergy but one
priest and one deacon are Japanese, and the mis-
sion is perfectly loyal to the country, and teaches
the Japancse that it

The Chaco Indians,

The mission to the Chaco Indians in Paraguay
1s full of interest for Canadians,
Canada has more than one missionary on the
staff of the South American Missionary Society.
The story of this mission has just been told by
Mr. Barbrooke Grubb, who was sent out by the
above named society in 1890, and was later ap-
pointed Governor of the Chaco by the Govern-
ment of Paraguay. The chiei dialect of the
Chaco, called lengua, is a very difficult language.,
and the natural difficulties

inasmuch as

confronting. a mis-
sionary are exceedingly formidable. They in-
clude swamps, floods, alligators, stinging ray-
fish, wasps, and insects of various Kinds. Mr.

Grubb was nicknamed “Thickneck,”” because, on
a challenge, he won a wrestling contest with the
picked wrestlers of a clan. The witch doctors,
whose chief qualifications are said to be quackery,
cuteness and ugliness, are

great difficulty to the missionaries.

The Indians
are superstitious, and believe in spiritual body-
snatching, being persuaded that the ghost of a
witch can do its evil will, however far removed
the body may be.

The hopes of the mission are
centred on the children; and parents are induced,
sometimes with great dificulty, to leave their
progeny under the care of the missionaries. Mr.
Grubb possesses a keen sense of humour, an iron
constitution, a bright, lively manner and great re-
source.

History Sunday.

An interesting anniversary is observed every
year in St. James’ parish, Sydney, the capital of
New South Wales, in Australia. [t is called “His-
tory Sunday,” and commemorates the first service
of the Anglican Church on the Australian con-
tinent, The first fleet reached Sydney on Satur-
day, January 26th, 1788, and next day the troops
and convicts met for worship under a gum-tree
in Sydney Cove. That now within the
bounds of St. James' parish; and thither the
clergy and choir of the parish went as usual this
year to celebrate the humble beginning of 115
years ago.

There is talk now of fitting
another enterprise, and using motor cars insteal
ol dog sleighs. If modern inventions of this sort
arce pressed into the service of explorers, we do
not suppose that the South Pole can escape de
tection much longer.

The C.M.S.

According to, the reports presented at the meet
ing of the committee of this socicty, which was
held on Tuesday, April 12th, at Salishury Square,
the linancial status of the society was shown to
be sotisfactory in a very high degree. The income
received from all sources during the past year
amoanted to the sum of £307,434. which is the
highest total on record, beating even the incom
of the centenary year. The NMillion Shilling Fund
brought in £28828. Towards wiping off the de-
ficit of £35,000 nearly £ 25000 has been raised.
The whole of the increased expenditure of  the
year has been fully met. The ordinary income ol
the past year amounts to  £353.750.  lLast  vear
this amounted to the sum of £341.000. The in-
come of the centenary year was £303.000. All at
the C.M.S. House are most thankful for the pre
sent state of affairs, as also will bhe their well-
wishers the whole world over when they hear the
good news,

The best men require calling, and it
should be the privilege and duty of the Woman’s
Auxiliary to use their influence in obtaining
workers for Christ. The Rev.'Canon Richardson
then spoke briefly of the needs of the North-
West. The need, he said, was great, and pointed
out the enormous stretch of country that was in-
cluded in the Dioceses of Rupert’'s Land. Qu'Ap-
pelle, Calgary and Saskatchewan. People were
pouring into the country, as many as 100,000
having come in during the past year. It was,
continued the speaker, our privilege to see that
these strangers did not go out and find no
Church to welcome them. We were bound to sece
also that our own people did not lack the means
of grace. It was an opportunity to mould the
manhood and womanhood of Canada. And in
sending labourers into this harvest field we must
not delay; the devil and secularism would not
wait. Let us, then, concluded the reverend gen-
tleman, go out in heart and soul and spirit to that
great country, and if we do our part in aiding the
work of Christ, God will of a surety give the
blessing. The Rev. J. de Soyres, in a few well-
chosen words voiced the feelings of all present
at the eloquent addresses that had been delivered,
and expressed his belief that the work of the
Woman's Auxiliary, so well begun, would go on
and prosper, for it had God-speed. The meeting
closed with prayer. A business meeting was held
in the afternoon. On calling the roll there were
few absentees among the delegates irom the
branches that now exist throughout the Pro-
vince. Subsequently Mrs. Thomas Walker, the
president, gave an address of welcome. The re-
ports from the ten branches formed since last
November were then dealt with, and all showed
that the good work was making steady progress,
as many as 365 members having joined since the

Christ.—By S. D. McConnell, D.D., LL.D., Rec
tor of All Souls’ Church, New York. The Mac-
millan Co., New York; Morang, Toronto; price
$1.25 net.

This is a most remarkable book, showing what
a tremendous reaction has set in against what
may be termed “Protestant Theology.” Our
author is the most thorough going destroyer of
the old cherished teaching on, for example, “The
Atonement,” as the avenging by ari angry, des-
potic God upon His innocent Son of the sins of
the world. There is a most severe and exhaus
tive description of Protestantism. He thinks
there is not, never has been, a really organized
Catholic Church. Once there was a time whet
the primitive Church of the early Christians was
“imperialised,” and that exists as the Church ©
Rome to-day. To us there are only three divr-
sions of Christianity to-day; perhaps the Greek
Church, the Church of Rome, and the multit"
dinous Protestant divisions, including, of coursé
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the Church oi Lngland; known in the States as
P'rotestant Episcopal Church.  Our author's

We will just quote a gem or two: “The
vood man of to-day 1s uncasy because e has lost
s god (with a small g, observe). lle 1s as the
justy youth whose hunger tor love torments him
because he can find no mistress to  iold 1 his
affections.”  “The man of to-day 1s at bottom
rehigious.  He would reverence, adore, obey a
vod (small g again) 1 he could fnd one who
would satisfy him.”  Of Christ the author says:
“According to his own presentation of himsell he
is not, primarily, saviour, or redeemer, or c¢x-
emplar: he 1s the Revealer.”  We think the use
of small letters and the hinal capital 1s suggestive.
We have gathered from the book that the author
may believe in the divinity of Christ, but not in
[is derty; it 1s the same kind of divinity, we fear,
that “doth hedge a king.” In conclusion we
would say that the book can do no real good to
any one.  To the “anxious enquirer” it offers
sawdust instead of bread.

Sketches of Indian lLife.—By Rev. F. Frost.
With an introduction by the Bishop of Algoma.
William Briggs, Toronto; price
This 15 a most entertaining book, written in a

very captivating style from its very naive sim-

phcity. The author has a’ large amount ot
humour, which often comes out most oppor-

tuncly.  The author tells us that having been a

used to the Opnbway tongue that he finds it more
convenient to even think i it than to use Eng-
lish. [t must require slow speaking and careful
cnunciation te call Indians by their names.

Thit the new
diocese be called the Diocese of St bawrence
The discussion on this most mmportant topic wis
then proceeded with. The debate was of a4 most
interesting character.  After debating the ques
tion all the afternoon and cvening umtil nearly
eleven o'clock, the vote on the motion to adopt
the first clause of the report of the committee
on the division of the diocese, the Anglican Synod
came to a vote on the question shortly before
cleven o'clock, the motion, although it received
4 total majority vote of twenty-four, being lost
by the non-concurrence of the laity.

CLERICAL STIPENDS.

Sir,—The various letters and articles on  the
subjceet of clerical stipends all seem to me rather
too general and mconclusive. To say that some
clergymen are receiving miserable pay for  hard
work m out-of-the-way parishes 1s one thing, but
it is absurd to pretend that ‘cases  of hardship
are the rale, because we know that many incum
bents of well-to-do parishes receive fair incomes.
The pathetic tales of men trying to live on six or
<scven hundred a year must refer to mission par
ishes which are wholly or partly the wards of
the diocese. Common sense suggests that such
places should be served at a minimum  of  ex
pense, and as far as possible by voung men just
cut of college, who are not yet married.  |i they
meur the responsibilities and expenses of married
lic on a small mcome, they must abide by the
conscquences, hke other salaried men But
tire orimary course ol events, a capable young
man will not wmt very  long  for promot on.
¢ poctally at the present time when vacancies m
good parishes are constantly occurrimg.  There s
o doubt some real hardship nr the seli-support
g pariskes, which pay only a mimimum of six
or seven hundred dollars per annum, and per
haps at times fail to pay this i full. But in such
cases the fault s usually in the parish and not
with the church at large. It may be that the pa
ish i~ too small, that is, that there are actually
not enough familics able to contribute to the sup

1ot of a clergyman \<suming that people ar

vide other running expénscs. By this | mean one
hundred actual contributors, which may  include
adult members of familics who are not depend
ent upon some other  wage  carner. Now an
average contribution of twenty-five cents a week
means $13 a year per family, or a total income of
S1.3000 out of which a clergyman ought to re
cenve eight or nine hundred at the least, leaving
the balinee available Tor the mamtenance of the
church his wil not include any payment on
cap tal account, or contributions  for  diocesan
purpcses. which will have to be met by special
collections, but there is usually less difficulty in
rassing money for a  special purpose than in
keeping up a steady income  to meet  regular
obhgations. In many cases the trouble is not
that the people are unable or unwilling to pay,
but that the church finances are not well looked
after. People are left to pay their pew rents or
envelope subsceriptions just when they please, and
il they get behind, nothing is done_except for the
rector to make a plaintive appeal, usually punc-
tuated with some texts about “giving to the
Lord.”™ 1 really fail to sce the matter in any such
light, and behieve that contributions for the main-
tenance of one’s own church ought to be regarded
as busmess obligations, and paid with the same

The really important thing, how
cver, s tooget o suthcaent amount 1rl‘wm1\wl te
cover ordinary expenses and then to see that
i~ regularly paid In this parish we depend en
tircly upon subscriptions which run all the wi
irem $3 to $100 a year, and each  subscriber s
allotted as many sittings as he requires without
any regard to the amount of his  subscription.
Some people pay weekly, others quarterly, but at
the end of every quarter a statement 1sosent to
evervbody inoarrears showing the amount and
requesting payment. This plan may offend a few
people at first, but when it s understood  that
cveryone s treated alike,  there s usually  no
further difficulty.  The subject iIs so large that 1t
would be casy to write more, but [ cannot pre
tend to cover the whole ground. So far as my
experience goes, however, the sceret of colleet
ing revenue in a small parish is first of all to take
the people into confidence and get them to unde:-
«tand exactly what is required; then solicit their
ind.vidual assistance and keep at it until the pro
per amount has been promised.  After that lTook
after the collections in a business-like way.

That such a conception of the priesthogd should
have grown out of the “voluntary system,” ad
ministered by Bishops stripped bare of all real

that any one acquainted with existing conditions
will venture to deny that such sentiments prevaal
to a considerable  extent  among  Churchmen,
while they are practically general among all other
Protestant bodies; and  yet, strange as it may
seem, Presbyterians and  Methodists exercise  a
far more rigid discipline over  ther Luty than
the Church; in fact, you will scarch our synodical
constitutions in vain for any canon on the dis
cipl ne of the laity, while you will find them
plentiful as blackberries dealing with the clergy
and Bishops.

THE CANADIAN NORTH-WEST

HOMESTEAD

REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Dominion Lands ia
Manitoba or the North-West Territories, i
8 and 26, which has not been nomesteaded, or re.
served to provide wood lots for settlers, or for other
purposes, may be homesteaded upon by any person
who is the sole head ot a fainily, or any male over ¢
years of age, to the extent of one quarter section, of
160 acres, more or less.
ENTRY.

Entry may be made personally at the local land
office for the district in which the land to be taken is
situate, or if the homesteader desires, he may, on
apphcation to the Minister of the Interior, Ottawa.
the Commissioner of Immigration, Winnipeg, or the
local agent for the district in which the land is situate,
receive authority for some one to make entry for him.
A fee of $10.00 1s charged for a homestead entry.

HOMESTEAD DUTIES.

A settler who has been granted an entry for a
homestead is required by the provisions of the Do
minion l.ands Act and the amendments thereto to
perform the conditions connected therewith, under
one of the following plans +—

(1) At least six months’ residence upon ond culti
vation of the land in each year during the term of
three years.

(2) If the father (or mother, if the father is de:
ceased) of any person who is eligible to make aho
stead entry under the provisions of this Act, resides
upon a farm in the vicinity of the land “entered for
by such person as a homestead, the requirements of
this Act as to residerice prior to obtaining patent may
Le satisfied by such person residing with the father
or mother.

(3) If a settler has obtained a patent for his home:
stead, or a certificate for the issue of such paten,
countersigned in the manner prescribed by this Act
and has obtained entry for a second homestead, the
requirements of this Act as to residence prior to
taining patent may be satisfied by residence upon the
first homestead, if the second homestead is in
vicinity of the first homestead.

(4) If the settler has his permanent residence upon
farming land owned by him in the vicinity of his
homestead, the requirements of this Act as to res-
dence may be satisfied by residence upon.
land. '

The term “ vicinity” used above is meant to indi-
cate the same townsgip or an adjoining or cornering
township. .

A settler who avails himself of the provmomhd
Clauses (2), {3) or (4) must cultivate acres of k;"
homestead, or substitute 20 head of stock, with bul
ings for their accommodation, and have
acres substantially fenced. .

Every homesteader who fails to f:om'pw '“-hh::
requirements of the homestead law is liable to haY
his entry cancelled, and the land may be agaid
thrown open for entry.

APPLICATION FOR PATENT.

Should be made at the end of the three years, before
the Local Agent, Sub-Agent, or the Homestead
Inspector.  Before making application fOfP,““:;
the settler must give six months’ notice in Out:l"l-
the Commissioner of Dominion Lands, at
of his intention to do so.
