cf Boston, involving the failure of Oakes Ames & 
.Sons, Oakes Ames individually, and Oliver Ames 
k Sons. Tlie Ames Plow Company is said to 
have done a larger business in agricultural imple­
ments than any other concern in the world. The 
liabilities of all the Ames’ concern is $5,493,075, 
and the assets $15,237,164. At the meeting of 
the creditors over $100,000,000 of cspital was re­
presented ; an extension was granted.

Shipbulliung in the Maritime Provinces has 
been active all through the year just past. No 
fewer than 76 vessels were registered at St.-John, 
N.B., and 79 in the Bureau Veritas, which were 
built and launched in Nova Scotia. These would, 
in themselves, make a handsome fleet. The num­
ber of each class registered in St. John was

• Ships, 8 ; barques, 14 ; brig, 1 brigantines, 10 ; 
schooners, 30; steamboats, 4; wood boats, 3. Total, 
number, 76; tons, 26,812. The figures for Nora 
Scotia are : Ships, 12; barques, 28; brigs and 
brigantines, 17; schooners, 12. Total, 79 vessels, 
and.40.753 tons.

Since Confederation, Canadian commercial 
travellers have not only gone through the pro­
vince» of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, but 
have pushed their wkres into the other British 
Provinces to a very creditable extent. The New­
foundland cormqiondent of the Montreal Witness 
say* that one of these enterprising peripatetics 
had got off $405000 of Canadian manufactured 
goods in St John, Newfoundland, within the past 
year. The same authority says, however that

» Promissory Notes — Statute of Limita­
tions.—An action was brought to recoviht the 
-amfiutit of a promissory note made by the defen­
dant to one llelaiggan, or bearer. The plaintiff 
became the bearer of the note -subsequent to the \ 
following acknowledgement having Ih-ob made :
“ I aeknowlcilge the above note a délit due by 
me, less what may-have been paid on the same.” 
(Signed by the defendant) The defendant plead­
ed the Statute of limitations, that the note was 
not made within six years from the commence­
ment ct the action.1 There were two questions 
raised—the first, that the acknowledgement did 
not eontaili a promise to pay, and second, that if 
If did, it did not enure to tiie benefit of the plain) 
tiff tithe bearer), even though it might have been 
good to the original holder, McLaggnn. The 
Court held that tlie plaintiff was entitled to re­
cover on both jioint* ; that the memorandum con­
tained a snflieient promise ; ntpl that the promise 
enured to the benefit of the plaintiff as holder.— 
Marshall v. Smith, 20 C.P., 350.

Holmes vs. The Grand Trine Railway 
Co.—Court of Review, Montreal.—The question 
decided by the judgment in this case is this ; 
What is a valid delivery of goods shipped 4o a 
consignee resident at a place off the direct line of 
communication of tlie carrier ? The decision of 
the Court establishes that the delivery must be 
at that point on the line of communication near­
est to the place of residence of the consignee 
The circumstances are these : The ■plaintiff, 
bought goods in Mdntri al, which were shipped 
to him per G. T. R-, to Stanstead. There are two 
means of communication—one by rail tp Water­
loo, thence by stage forty miles ; the suçon d via 
Compton or Watei ville, tlienee by stage eighteen 
miles. The goods were sent by the former route 
to Waterloy, and on arrival there the plaintiff 
was notified by tlu- agent of the Railway Company 
that the ssiue awaited bis orders, and would be 
sent by stage line if desired, lie refused accept­
ance at Waterloo, claiming that the goods should ' 
have been sent to Compton or Waters'ille on 11n­
ti.

certain seasons of the year, a considerable 
number of French Canadians do seek tem­
porary employment across the lines ; but 
taking Canada as'a whole, we emphatically 
deny that any large or alarming pyr centage 
of ouf young men go off to the United States, 
much less "become citizens, and take up their 
permanent residence then*.

. Situated so close to the United States, it 
is not surprising that a considerable number 
of Canadians fin i their way to the other side 
of the boundary. Ôur young men would 
have lost the character of their sires, who 
have carried civilization from, the British 
I&lcs to the remotest,.parts of the globe, if 
they did not manifest-a manly and adventur­
ous disposition by going from home to see a 
little of the world. This movement of popu­
lation, however, is not confined to one side 
of the lines. There are quite a large num­
ber of Americans in Canada, and the drain of 
population from Massachusetts, New York, 
anil other Eastern states to other parts of 
the Union, is far greater than from this 
country. But very few of^his population 
ever returns, to reside in the cast again, but 
it is very rarely any Canadian ceases to love 
his native land, and after a few years rambl­
ing, a large proportion of them return to 
settle permanently among ns. *

Since the consolidation of British America 
began, we believo the number qf Canadians 
attracted to the Vnited States has sensibly di­
minished. Considering the brightening pros­
pects of the Dominion, and the increasing 
difficulty of obtaining employment in the 
American cities, the numbei «ught soon to 
be confined mainly to thoiiiWho seek after 
pleasure and adventure. Those who are 
anxious to better their position in life, can 
do as well hi Canada at present, as in any 
other part of the continent. Nothing could 
be more foolish, in our opinion, than the 
conduct of the thousands of young men 
who rush to the Commercial centres of the 
United States to gain a livlihood. 1 There are 
but few of these cities which'the local press 
do not represent as being over-crowded with 
persons seeking employment. Many of the 
young men “from the country,” who seem 
to flock tliithur, as if drawn by some irresis­
tible attraction, find themselves, when they 
arrive, without money, work or friends, and 
alas ! too often fall into the paths of sin and 
shame. The folly of this course is attracting 
considerable attention, even in the United 
States, and the case is aggravated, when 
( ’anad.ians are concerned, for they can find at 
home plenty of employment) good wages, the 
lowest taxes and the cheapest livin ' (allvant­
ages considered) in the world.

We fear that not a few of those who leave

Canada arc actuated by a desire to engage 
in some of the so-called “ genteel" orlighter 
occupations. The farm and the work-shop 
are, by some, considered too common or too 
hard work, and they have a dreamy idea that 
across the lines, by clerking in stores, book­
keeping, telegraphing—or some other light 
occupation—they can make an easy living. 
A few months’ experience generally takpsthe 
eithiir dc ><w from this fanciful picture, and 
this class of persons become alive to the fact 
that their position is of the most precarious 
and cheerless character. "We have very little 
sympathy for those thus situated, and we do 
not intend to waste words upon them ; but 
how much nobler and better—how much 
easier after all—to take hold of some manly 
employment in Canada than -to rush over to 
the United States in an uncertain search 
after something light and genteel.

The great majority of the young men of 
Canada, as wc have already asserted, prefer 
substance to shadow—the solid advantages 
of the Dominion to the uncertain chances of 
advancement in American cities. And to 
those otherwise inclined we would say : 
Think well before leaving your dwn country.' 
Nine-tenths of yo;v will succeed better here 
than in the United States, if you are not 
afraid of honest lalior. Homo of the noblest 
men who ever lived—and many of the hap­
piest—have worked at the plough, the loom 
and the itnviL In either of these industries 
there is now a wide field for onr voting men, 
not to speak of mercantile life and.the pro­
fessions ; but tlic field will lie greatly in­
creased when the North-west is fully Opened 
up to our enterprise. That consummation, “so 
devoutly to be wished,” is now not far dis­
tant, and those individuals among ns—as in 
eVery community—who love adventure and 
change, will then have an ample field within 
our own Dominion.

TIIE RED RIVER TRADE.

The more enterprising merchants and man­
ufacturers of Ontario and Quebec arc becom­
ing quite anxious to know what step» the 
Dominion Government intern! to take in 
regard to completing our moafrr-of communi­
cation with the Reel River district.

The annual trade of the new Province of 
Manitoba is already considerably over $1,- 
000,000. Nearly all of this traffic is carried 
on at present with St. Paul and other plates 
in Minnesota ; but we have liocn taught to 
expect that as soon ns the North-West l-c- 
came part anil parcel of the Dominion, its 
trade would naturally flow towards this 
country. We have no doubt these cxpectâ- 
tions would be realised provided there ex*- 
isted any cheap and speedy means of cnnul'e 
nicarfion between us and them. But the fr.ct 
is only too well known that no proper mean* 
of communication through Canadian terri­
tory-at present exist, and the business public 
are naturally Wyoming anxious to kn- W 
what is going to bo done.

It is understood that the waggon roafl 
from Thunder Bay to the water-shed (almut 
forty miles) is in tolerable c mLtj^li, and 
the other road, from the noith-west angle of 
the Lake of the Woods to Fort Gerry (about 
forty miles) it "partly made-; but can any one 
tell if the Government has made any arrange­
ments to plate steamers next .spring on the 
long-stretches of navigable water l>etween 
t’leso two roads Ï

This is a matter deeply affecting the Couj-
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Board» of Trade in the cities would do well 
’ to ventilate the subject a little. The people 

of Minnesota are making every exertion to 
maintain their grasp upon the triile of Red 
River. Their railways are being rapidly 
pushed to the boundary line, and if Ontario 
and Quebec are to be successful competitors 
for the prize, no time must bo lost in com­
pleting such means of travel and transport­
ation as will attract the trade in this direc­
tion.

The slow progress which has heretofore 
been made in opening Up a route to the 
North-West is not very creditable to the 
Public Works Department. We hope, how­
ever, there is to be no repetiti<«i of past ex­
perience in this respect, but now that splen­
did country is as much a part of the Domin­
ion as tiiis Province itself, we shall not long 
have to witness its valuable trade going 
wholly to the United States simply because 
there is no route by which we can send goods 
to them, or they to us.

Our commercial, mechanical and manufac­
turing interests are alike interested in the 
trade of Red River, and we hop# the Domin­
ion Government is prepared to grapple with 
the question of communication iy a broad 

- and statesmanlike manner. The Dominion 
Board of Trade, which is Soon to assemble at 
Ottawa, will doubtless have Something to say 
on the subject. Let us hope that their action 
may further the important object we have in
view.

ANOTHER AMERICAN LIFE COMPANY 
, CONE! 7 .]

Superintendent Miller, of New York, is 
making a slaughter of the innocents. Two 
weeks ago we reported the result of his inves­
tigation into the case of the Great Western 
Mutual Life, and the closing of that concern. 
Then the Home swindle came on the boards, 
and now we have the story of the appoint-, 
ment of a receiver to wind up the affairs of 
the Fanners* and Mechanics’ Life Insurance 
Company of New York. Mr. Miller's report 
states that the Company was organised in 
Septenil>er, 1839, with a capita! of ? 11:3,000. 
The expenses of the Company were, from the 
first, enormously large and disproportionate. 
to the business done. The returns made to 
the Insurance Department wire so cooked as 
to give a false idea of the hnsir.tss ; and false 
and fictitious entries wire made in the Com­
pany’s books of policies issued ahd premiums 
received at the office of the Company. Mr. 
Miller continues i—

“ These entries amounted to act vial hun­
dred, and appean J to have let» made With­
out the issue, in fait, of the policies or any 
application therefore having ever been made 
or the payment of any premiums, and after 
Laving been so entered and netted ihe pur­

pose of a false statement they appear npoli 
the books marked as * not taken.’ That these 
entries were entirely fictitious is so plain 
that the fact is not even denied by the officers 
of the company. Several death claims 
appear to have existed against the company 
for some time, which, although undisputed, 
have been allowed to remain unpaid \ long 
time after due. Contracts appear t<* have 
been made with the agents with great.disre­
gard’ to the interests of die company, giving 
or guaranteeing salaries and commissions 
which no cojnpanv could afford to do. By 
this and othfcr vicions practices the company 
has been eminently successful in incurring a 
largo amount of liabilities without reserving 
anything to |ueet them. ”

Tlirle w.vi no objection rains] 
at th.* lîoonl' against Uirrowjtig the money 
the contrary, it was considered an excellent rhanre. 
That did not look like an unfriendly art on his 
part towards this institution. And moreover, as 
they were aware, tiler» was no cvmmisdon charge, 
on that transaction, though they had rrceiv 
loans from a certain stock hr*'king linn to which 
commission was attached. He felt an interest in 
ibis institution, and w old hare Iren plenard to 
remiiuon the B-wide-mid be do -o consistently with 
his srn>e of hdnoa ; but was Imid to assert that the 
gentlemen with whom lie had l* en assiiciated on 
the Board had acteÿ with a fidelity to this ii.sti 
tntion that might 1* equalled, bnt could not be ex 
celhsL He could not tuny round and act deep 
tively towards tliov gentlemen, he preferred 
to go ont with them. It had been stated that 
building societies contlicted with this iiistitu 
lion, bnt he held that the class of borrowers .who 
came to tjiis institution was totally diffeWt from 
those who went to. building societies. But 
it Were true that the two societies conflicted, 
then it was apparent that the firm of Blaikie k 
Alexander, who were lenders for Scutch,firm a, 
much more conflicted, lava use their class of bor 
rowers was the very clam that could lie accommo­
dated by this institution, lie retinil from the 
Board with no nnkiinl feelings towards any one.

He (Mr. MeM.) replied that he was not 
aware that anything was the .matter ; that the 
firm of Blaikie k Alexander was a very respect­
able firm, and might very pro|«-ily lie entrusted 
with proxies. Subsequently other similar letters 
came to him, and lie was led to inf< r that Blaikie 
k Alexander were endeavoring to get possession 
of as many proxies as -they could, and the list 
before them to-day showed that the members of 
that firm and their solicitor had enough proxies 
to enable them, w ith tlieir own shares, to put in 
any Board they phased.

Mr. Hoskins said he had in his hand a lirvular 
which showed the inconsistency of one gentleman 
sitting on the Boa ids of two rival institutions.
It was issued by an agent of tlic Provincial Per­
manent Savings Society, the President or Vice- 
President of which was a Hi rector of this Com- 
l«ny. It professed to show.that the rate of in­
terest charged by them waa only 44 per cent., 
whereas, anyone acquainted with ae. uimts could 
see that it was aà high as 10 per cent.

Mr. Alexander remarked that he had not asked 
Mr. Hoskins to write for proxies, no'r had his 
firm written to mljr . I M r. M. Master's friends, 
knowing them to tv siteh foi proxies.

Mr. I has. Koli.-rtson was connected with an­
other institution, but In- always looked upon the 
Canada Landed Vriilit Cumjiaiiy ns in a far better 
position to serve borrowers than any Building So­
ciety mv.ld flôssiblv lie, and considered that they 
did l ot eomiwte with this Company at all. Hav­
ing Wen sipd it nr of this institution" from the first, 
he could cak from jvrs, nab knowledge, and he 
did not know of any institution in this country 
whese loans were on a b-tler Imsis than those of 
this Company, not cm excepting the Society 
with which lie was loi.m-tnb Tnis (

Counties Railway.—We hare Iw-n informed 
that Mr. Halbert has lieen authorized by the 
above Company, to order two locomotives and 
fifty platform cars to lie delivered on the line of 
the road by the 1st May, next. The locomotives 
are to be of the same make as the one io use on the 
IQuebec snd Gosford Railway. This road, it will 
be remembered, is to run from Sorel to Acton o:i 
the. Grand Trunk Railway, passing through 
Drumroondville, Yamaskn, and other places on 
the way. Already about 2u0 men are at work on 
the line, getting out timber, ties, fcc., for con­
struction, and as soon as the snow is off the 
ground, grading will be commenced. The bridge 
over the Yamasha River is in course of construction 
—the space is 709 feet. It is the intention of the 
Contractor to have the whole 68 miles of road 
completed within 100 days from the time of 
braking ground in the spring.

national growth.

The duties collected at this port for 1870,

Fish.—The demand is slack at present for 
all kinds, but prices are not likely to give way, 
the marketa generally lielng firm, and stocks less 
than an average. Fruit.—ltaisins, both Layers 
and Valentias, though nominally unchanged, are 
decidedly firmer. There has been an active en­
quiry during the week for export to the United 
States the shipment of large lots, both from here 
and Montreal, making holders disinclined to press 
sales excej-t at full prices. Currants are also firm, 
and for desirable samples full prices are readily 
obtainable. Rice is without change, and quiet. 
Spices are neglected, and prices are nominally un­
altered. Sugars.—Raws have sold to a moderate 
extent during the week at full prices, the market 
being very free under advices of a continued ad­
vance in Cuba. A corresponding increase in price 
has not, however, been obtainable here, there hav­
ing been large stocks of Canada refined, which 
holders have been rather inclined to press for sale. 
Values are cow gradually working up, and higher 
figures are looked for. Teal have no. special de­
mand, but sell in a retail way to a limited extent.

Haudwari.—Business lias been very quiet, 
and there arc no changes to nothin prices.

Hides and Skin».—Green hides are not com­
ing in very fast, but there have been large import­
ations of \t estera, and tbe market is now fully 
supplied, and there is sente accumulation of native 
cured, with difficulty in selling except at a reduc­
tion.- Sheepskins are coming in freely, and there 
is a good demand for them ot quotations, the al­
teration in the United States tariff not seeming to 
have affected prices to any extent.

Red Wiuter 
is held at $1.16 to $1.18, with occasional sales at 
these figures. Barley.—In the fore pint of the 
week, there was little disposition evinced on the 
part of dealers to come into the market, and nearly 
all desirable samplea arriving were taken for local 
malting purposes.

Peas 
have been wanted, snd 72c. has been paid, with 
70c. freely offered for good simples, with no sen­
ders at that figure. Stocks in store are limited, 
and receipts are very small. 1/ay has .been 
arriving freely; and sells at $9 to $13. S/mic —

Provisions.—The roads liavipg been good 
during the past week, receipts have been fair 
both by rail and waggon, and there lias been a 
fair degree of activity in the market.
