To obtain that most important object, the Commissioners would recommend
that. in future, Idiots, Epileptics, Paralytics, and cases of more than four years’
standing, be not admitted in the Institution. These unfortunate beings requiring
no medical treatment, could be taken care of by their relations or by the Muniei-
palities in which they reside. Iy this mode room would be secured for the
admission of curable and recent cases; but shonld it not bg found advisable to
adopt this system, the Commissioners would recommend 1o your favorable consi-
deration the suggestion made by the Medical Dircetors and Proprietors of having
a scparate hospital where Idiots, Epileptics, Paralytics, and all othor Patients
declared hopclessly incurable, could receive the treatment appropriate to their
state. ‘

The Commissioners have the satisfaction to report, that the unfortunate destrue-
tion of the west wing of the Asylum Dy fire, on the morning of the 2nd Febru-
ary, 1855, was attended with no accident ; the inmates, all females, were instantly
removed in safety to other parts of the building, and subsequently transterred to
the Marine Hospital, a portion of which was kindly placed, by the trustees of
that Institution, at the disposal of the Directors, and cvery assistance proflered
with particular attention.

The Patients were removed from thence in the month of May, to a building in
the vicinity of the Asylum, where they remained until the month of November
last, when they were placed in the new wing.

This wing has been re-built with very great care, is much more convenient than
the old one, better ventilated, and more secure against accidents by five.

In their visits to the Asylumn the Commissioners have always seen with pleasure
and satisfaction that cvery attention and carve are paid to the comfort and,.good
treatment of the Patients. The wards, dormitories, and cells constantly kept in

a perfect slate of cleanliness, the diet good in quality and fully sufficient in
quantity. :

The Commissioners fulfil an agreeable duty in expressing their approbation
of the manner in which the Directors have conducted the Institution ever since
its foundation. To their persevering exertions and their special care in selocting
cfficient agsistants, particularly for the vesponsible sitnations of Warden and \
Matron, is to be attributed the high and gratifying standing of the Beauport
Tanatic Asylwun. ‘

Of the Patients now in the Asylum, only a very small proportion offer any
reasonable hope of recovery. The great proportion consists of old and chronic
cases, who will only be relieved by death. ‘ :

We would remark that many Institutions for the insane only receive recent -
and curable cases, and rcject altogether Patients afflicted with Epilepsy and
Paralysis; these institutions discharge into Asylums specially adapted for the "
purpose, all cases which have remained incurable for a certain time. In conse- |
quence the statistics of these institutions shew a large proportion of recoveries -
and a very small proportion of deaths.

In the Asylum under our management provision is made by the Government
for the admission indiseriminately of recent and old cases of insanity and of
cases of imbecility and idiocy. From this cause and from the other causes to .
which we have adverted, it is to be expected that the rate of deaths will much . .
exceed that of other Asylums which reject the incurable. A

The number of Patients at present in this Asylumis 870, consisting of 183 males,
and 187 females; the great majority of these arc confirmed incurables,—the accu-
mulation of a period of 15 years. Many of these poor people are perfectly
harmless, and not a few arc very industrious, but they are friendless and housc-
less, and in the absence of any public provision for their comfortable lodgment
and support clsewhere, their detention in the Asylum is not only a mafter of

- necossity, but ‘ol simple cluistian benevolence. Itis very questionable indeed,

f

if the incurable insanc, however trivial may be their remaining mental incompe-
tence, or however docile and useful they may be found under the mild and peen-
liar discipline of an Asylum, should ever e removed from the ostablishments in
which so happy achange in their tendencies and condition has been effected. In
several of the neighboring States, in which, notwithstanding all that is said of the -
munificient provision made for the insane, the cxtent of accomodation afforded
by their Asylums falls vory far short of the requirements of the population, and
is certainly inferior in the ageregate to that. of Canada, legal provision has been
made under which the authoritics and Medical Superintendents of Asylums miay "
discharge and send back to the places from which they may have come, such
Patients as remain uncured after a certain period of treatment. This harsh mea-
sure is had recourse to under the allegement that Lunatic Asylums shoald be
saramountly rogarded as hospitals for the cure -of insanity, and uot as alms-
}1011508 for the pormanent support of its vietims. I have met with no Medical,
Superintendent of any Asylum in the United States, who has not deplored the
necessity of having recourse to this measure. The community, or the Legislature,. -
which permits such a neeessity to exist, is guilty of a heinous offence against the
laws of the Divine Lluler of the world, and shews a reckless disregard of the
moral obligations of the christian dispensation. In Canada, it is to be hoped,:
that for the sake of humanity, and of the honorable fame, which in so many.
other aspects of our public character, we have already fairly earned, we shall.
never permit so dark a spot to blemish our reputation. I would not advise the:
dislodgment of a single incurable Lunatic, who has resided for any length of time..
in this Asylum. Here they are as happy as it is possible for them to be in this
life. Here only can this happiness be afforded them; true the Asylum is full,—=
over-crowded, and cannot offer admittance to all who call for, and require it

persons for whom Asylum lodgment does not exist, are now spread over Canada,

The vealth of Canada has increased more rapidly than the insane part of its
population. Let that wealth, which has its privileges, perform its duties; and
neither the insane, nor any other class of the afflicted, will be left without that =
provigion for their wants, to whicly, as fellow beings, they ave entitled by every
sanction of sound political economy, common decency, and christian obligation.”

Visitors to this Asylum seldow {fail to admire its architectural beauty, and the
amplitude of its dimensions. Itis a large Duildiug, therefore it should hold a
great many people. But Lunatics require more space than other people, and the
the largest house has its limits of accommodation. Lunatic Asyluins may be
overcrowded. Crowds have never heen proverbial for good order; and a crowd
of insane men or women should not be expected to constitute the exception. To
huddle into one house, without these means of subdivision and classification,
which are essential to order and discipline, a multitude of Lunatics, every one of
whom, hefore admission, required one or more persons to guide or control them,
is certainly not a promising part of the course of treatment, under which' the -
passions arc to be quicted, tranquillity and comfort to he secured, and reason to be
restored.  This building is large, and so is the half of any very large house ; but
it is yot only the half of a Lunatic Asylum. The three long halls, in each divi-
sion, for males and females, with their connected rooms and dormitories, were
not designed for all sorts of Patients. They were intended for the three best .
classes ; whilst the wings, which have not yet Deen crected, were to.be devoted'
to the lodgement of the worst classes. At present classification is almost impos-
sible. Numerical necessity is absolute. When & Patient in the best ward be-
comes noisy or violent, it is often impracticable to effect removal, and the whole |
ward becomes disturbed in consequence. Even in the worst, or uppermost ward, -
all are not noisy or violent. Sixty or seventy Patients may have amongst them
cight or ten who are frequently troublesome, or two or three who are always so.

These, and especially in the female division, are found sufficient to throw all .
the rest into uproar; and when a whole ward of female Lunatics set about mak-
ing all the noise they can, the task of reducing them to quietude is certainly not -
an easy one. Were the Asylum completed, and separate and appropriate divi- f
sions for the reception of noisy, violent, obscene, and filthy Patients, at command,

May it please Your Excellency,

Much time has been consumed in the investigation of charges aminsbﬁhéi‘
the Principal of Upper Canada College, as well as against the Mathematical
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Master of that Institution, which were referred to the Senate, by Your Excellency’s
predecessor, and they beg to transmit herewith the written statements of the
parties concerned, and the evidence adduced by them, for Your Excellency’s
information. : : .

The Senate would gladly refrain from expressing any opinion of their own
upon these documents, but they conceive that such a cowrse would not consist
with their duty, either to Your Excellency or the Institution; and they feel
bound, therefore, to state briefly the conclusion at which they have arrived upon
the statements, and evidence laid before them. ' ‘

With respect to the charges of Messrs. Denison and Robarts against the Mathe-
matical Master, and of Mr. Stayner against the Principal, the Senate felt it right
to confine the parties to the particular grounds of complaint which had been sub-
mitted to His Kxcellency, and which I—%is Excellency had been pleased to refer
to them for consideration. To have permitted the evidence to take a widerscope,
would have been, as it seemed to the Senate, unwarranted by the reference, and
unfair to the accused ; and the parties were restricted consequently to, the parti-
cular transactions which had been made the ground of complaint,

The Senate do not find enough in the evidence relating to these charges to
justify theremoval of either of these Gentlemen. The expulsion of Mr. Stayner’s
son was, in the opinion of the Senate, justifiable under the circumstances. It is
moro difficult to deal with the charges against the Mathematical Master. Many ‘
of his statements in his written defence are highly objectionable, and the whole .
document is conceived, to say the least, in an unbecoming spirit, and is justly
liable to censure. But with respect to the charges against him, considering the
staleness of some of them, the conflicting nature of the testimony in relation to
others, and the strong feeling of personal hostility towards him, which, with
respect to some of the parties at least, was painfully apparent, and of long stand-
ing, the Senate do not think the evidence sufficient to warrant them in recom-
mending his removal.

The charges of the Principal against Mr. Maynard, and of Mr. Maynard against
the Principal, were open, in the opinion of the Senate, to a different consideration. .
These charges, and the transaction out of which they arose, involved necessarily
the general question as to the fitness or unfitness of the Gentlemen concerned for
their respective offices, and the inquiry took, consequently, a much wider scope.

The evidence laid before the Senate is quite insufficient, in their opinion, to
warrant the statement respecting Mr. Maynard made by the Principal, upon his
examination before the Police M%gistrate. But although the facts are insufficient,
in their opinion, to justify so grave a.charge—a charge so derogatory to' the
character of the Mathematical i[aster, and so injurions to the Institution,—still
they are not prepared to adopt the conclusion, that the Principal was actuated in
advancing it by any unworthy motive. ' ‘ '

His opinion was based upon circumstances by which, however unsatisfactory,
o%her Grentlemen appear to have been brought honestly to the same con-
clusion. : : ' .

The Senate acquit the Principal, therefore, from the charge of being actuated
by improper motives, although they believe him to have fallen into a serious error
of judgment. . . S o

Upon the other charge of general unfitness for his office of Mathematical Mas-
ter, the evidence is very conﬁicbing. Several instances of undue severity, and of,
a deportment in other respects unbecoming his position, have been satisfactorily,
established ; and the Senate ircline to the opinion that Mr. Maynard’s'manner of -
instruction was unsuited to the mass of his pupils, although'they believe it to have’
been successfal with those having a peculiar aptitude for'scientific pursuits. - But

7
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upon this latter point there is great contrariety in the evidence, while the instances

of undue severity and of unbecoming deportment are, for the most part, of old"
date; and viewing the matter in all its bearings, the Senate wounld have been of

opinion, but for the considerations stated hereafter, that a suflicient case had not

been made for the removal of the Mathematical Master.

With respect to the charge brought by Mr. Maynard against the Principal, the
statements in the cvidence are somewhat conflicting; but, upon the whole, the
Senate regret to be obliged to state, that the charge of neglect of duty has beeu
established, in their opinion, to a considerable extent. Itissaid that Mr. Barron’s
time is much occupied with duties which devolve upon him as Principal, and that
the discharge of these nccessary duties precludes the possibility of that regular
aftendance npon his Classes which is required from the other Masters. The Se-
nate have much pleasure in being cnabled to state that this defence has been in
some important respects established. They have no reason to doubt that the time
of the Principal was much occupied, and the instruction of his Class greatly in-
terrupted by matters connected with the Institution. But some of these matters,
in the opinion of the Senate, did nol devolve upon Mr. Barron, as Principal, and .
others might have been so arranged as not to have interfered with his paramount
duty, the instruction of his Class.” It was neither necessary nor gl'ol)el', that the
Principal should have accepted the office of Secretary to the late College Couneil,
by which his own peculiar dutics appear to have been most seriously interrupted.
Neither is it now necessary that he s{lould be burthened with the office of Cashier
to the College boarding-house ; all his duties in relation to which might, and in’
the opinion of the Senate, ought to be performed by the Bursar. And they are
unsz%e to discover any reason why the receipts for the quarterly dues, made to-
the pupils by an Officer appointed for that purpose, should be counter-signed by
the Principal,—a duty which is said to occupy much time. These engagements; -
which were much pressed upon the attention of the Senate, have not any neces
sary, or even proper connection with the office of Principal. They believe that
all the duties which devolve properly upon Mr. Barron, as Principal, in relation -
to either parents, pupils, or masters, might be discharged efficiently, without in-
terfering with the houvs set apart for instruction; and they trust that he will be
enabled, in future, by more judicious arrangement, to prevent those irregularities
in the discharge of his duty to his Class, which the Senate cannot but regard as
highly objectionable. ‘

Passing {rom the particular grounds of complaint to the general management
and discipline of the Institution, the Senate regret to find that a marked anta-

onism has for a long time existed between the Principal and the Mathematical

Laster, which has been alrcady productive, they fear, of very injurious conse-
quences. Ilad this antagonism been of a different character, or of more recent
origin, there would have been room to hope for amendment; but, unfortunately,
the differences between these Gentlemen are of long standing, and the bitterness:
of their animosity has latierly, at least, been manifested in a way well calculated:
to subvert the discipline of the College, and to bring the Institution into public’
disrepute. The Senate have not been able to trace these unhappy differences'to.,
their source ; but whatever may have been their origin, they find that the de-
meanour of the Mathematical Master towards the Principal has been for dorie;
time past unbecoming his position, and quite inconsistent with his duty towards™
the Head of the Institution; and they are satisfied, not only from the evidenece*
adduced by both parties, but more particularly from the written statements of Mr:;
Maynard himself, that they can no longer hope for that cordial co-operation wit
the Principal which is so absolutely essential to the efficiency of the Institution
The Senate would have gladly refrained from making any statement calculated t
lead to the removal of the Mathematical Master; but this painful investigati




which they do not feel at liberty to withhold. Under all the circumstances of the
case, however, and considering his long services, they respectfully recommend
that Mr, Maynard should receive a retiring allowance.

The Senate are inclined to believe that the abuses which have crept into the
Institution have arisen, principally at least, from the want of sufficient external
control, and from the absence of any stimulus to exertion on the part of the Mas-
ters; and for the purpose of correcting these defects, they have prepared a Sta-
tute, to which they crave Your Excellency’s assent. -

In conclusion, the Senate beg leave to state, that this report has been unani- '
mously adopted, after an investigation which has occupied them during forty-two

gittings, in ‘the course of which no less than one hundred and eight Witnesses
have been examined.

The seventeenth of October was the day ultimately fixed, and an officer of
the department was sent up to conduct it. Mr. Rankin, however, was not ready,
the sale was postponed, and though ten weeks have since elapsed I haye not yet
received the plans. I am apprehensive that the department will not be able to
proceed with the sale in the spring if the plans be any longer delayed.

Since the 25th of August last, when Mr. Rankin received discretionary power
to increasc the strength of his working parties, and was instructed by all means to
hurry on the survey, I have been unable to obtain definite information from Mr.
Rankinas to the time when the survey would be completed. Nor was Mr. Bartlett,
the agent of the department, more fortunate in personal interviews.

Under these circumstances my only course is to ask your Excellency’s
pleasure on the subject, and to enciose Mr. Bartlett’s report to me, in which the

Toythe above, Mr. Rankin replied in a letter to Your Lordship on the 8th of
the same month, in which he suggested that the sourthern portions of Amabel and
Keppel, comprising about 70,000 acres, with the town plot at Saugeen, and: the
mill site with 1000 acres of land attached, at the River au Sable, should be adver-
tiged for sale within the month of September or 1st of October, and concludes'b
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saying that ¢“should His Excellency the Governor General determine to act on
“ this suggestion, I would, being made acquainted with that determination, have
“plans of those portions ready, and forwarded to your office in time.”. ‘
The receipt of Mr. Rankin’s letter of the 8th of August was acknowledged
on the 13th, and his suggestion for an early notification of the sale was concurred
in by His Excellency the Governor General.. In that letter he was requested to

town plot of Saugeen, with the names of the streets inserted, and directing him

“as may be required to enable the sale to come off’ at Owen’s Sound on'the 17th

The advertisement for the sale was published accordingly on the 27th of

The plans, were to have been sent to Quebece in order that they might be ex-
amined and corrected by proper officers, certified by the Honorable the Com-
missioner of Crown Lands, and thereby made official documents; certified
plans were then to have been forwarded to me at Owen Sound, from whichI would
have been enabled to give the promised information to intending purchasers, and
to conduct the sale.

The plans were not, however; sent to Quebec ; and on the 12th of September
I was furnished with instructions, and directed to proceed to Owen Sound, at
which place they would be transmitted to me, so soon as they were got ready.

Owing to the dclay that had already taken place on the part of the surveyor,

His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to direct me to address a letter -

He said they were not’
ready, but hoped they would be perfected in a few days, so as to send a copy on'
tracing paper to Quebec, from which one could be made for me.

This, I reported to Your Lordship in my letter of the 1st of October instant, -

I feel it my duty to state that Mr. Rankin appeared to me to be indiflerent in
regard to the completion of the plans, and did not seem inclined to give infor-
mation until I had delivered to him Your Lordship’s letter of the 12th of Septem-
these lands. I mentioned to him the purport of this letter, but he took it and:"
threw it down unopened. .

I reminded him of his promise to have the plans prepared so that the sale’ .
might take place on the 1st of October, and to allow for delays, and to enable per-
sons 10 have the benefit of the information, the time of the sale had been fixed for!
the 17th instcad of the 1st of the month., I also stated the great inconvenience
and dissatisfaction the delay would occasion to the public. He said he could .
not help it, and complained of the department for dividing the survey of the tract
between himself and another surveyor; that he expected to have had, and ought:
to have had, the survey of the whole Peninsula, and the selection and direction of
any other surveyors that might have been appointed to that service. I told him-
that many persons had applied to me for information, and that I was unable to -
supply it without plans.

This. he had not done when, I' left g@'\j@q‘ye‘h‘g%;’v‘vﬁ
Sound on the 18th October ; consequently this plan was not delivered to'me at'allys

v
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and was of little use for giving information. Mr. Rankin said he had received
the list of names from Your Lordship, but had mislaid it.

I have not adverted "in ‘this report to the disappointment to the public, oc-
casioned by the postponement of the sale, which was undoubtedly very great.
I trust however that everything relating to these lands will be properly matured .
and prepared by the coming spring, which I apprehend will be the earliest period
at which the sale can be successfully carried on.

As there was a great demand by persons seeking land, for copies of the plans,
which could not be furnished, I would respectfully suggest the propriety of hav-
ing them lithographed for distribution previous to the sale.

ANNUAL REPORT

ON

Tue StaTe or THE ProvinciaL PENITENTIARY, With general |
Remarks on the Management and Discipline of Prisous.

To His Ezcellency Sir Epmunp Warker Heav, Baronel, Governor General of
British North America, and Coptain General and Governor-in-Chief in
and over lhe Provinces of Canada, Nova Scotie, New Brunswick, and
the Island of Prince Edward, and Vice Admiral of the same, §c., &e.

The Inspectors experience great pleasure in presenting their Annual Report,
on the condition of the Provincial Penitentiary, inasmuch as the concerns of the
Institution have been as prosperous as was possible, under the present circunistan-
ces, and, likewise, because nothing has occurred to create disquiet in the ininds of
the Ingpectors, or cause any reproach to be cast upon the managementand economy
of this extensive and most important establishment, one which is full of promise
to the country.

The increase in the number of inmates has been less than might have been
expected, from the dearness of every article of consumption and necessary of life ;
as also from the great decrease in the deinand for labour, mainly owing to the
scarcity of money. : : ' -

The number of offenders against the laws of the land, there is every reason
to hope, would be much smaller, if the economy and discipline of the Common
Jails were of a different character, and if anything like a proper system ormethod
werc adopted in their government. As they are at present, they serve as mere.
vestibules to the Penitentiaty, and too often to worse and more terrible punish-
ment still, thus casting an indelible stain upon the land. In connexion with
this subject, the Inspectors deem it their imperative dut{ to express their views as
sincerely as ‘can be, upon a matter regarding which, from personal’ experience,
considerable observation and study, they conceive themselves enabled to ‘form
pretty correct opinions. o o . o

Every person committed to Jail should be isolated, and not exposed to fur-
ther contamination, if already tainted with crime. With much greater reason
should this isolation be enforced, if the accused be yet innocent, - Under any cir-
cumstances he should not be allowed to come within the deleterious influence of.
the veteran in crime, whether from a long course of iniquity, repeated punish-
ments, or natural, or. constitutional aptitude to_wrong-doing, ' These remarks
have a special reference to'classification, of which a distinguished French writer,

on crime ‘remarks, ¢ that although much has been said ‘about the classification

“of prisoners, it is a perfectly arbitrary and impracticable scheme, as it is impos-
“sible to measure men’s dispositions, characters,or predispositions.. No two are' | *
“aglike, nor is the same individual always the same in.turn of mind ;. !iQijoody',‘ L

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Although, upon trial, an individual may not be found guilty—and it but too, !
often liappens that many really guilty escape the punishment due to their offences, '
by the ingenious aid of counsel, by means of corrupt evidence or other reprehen-
sible influences—yet, from the very fact of his being strongly suspected and
closely implicated, it is wise that the period between his arrest and trial, should
not be lost to himself and society. He should be employed in some handieraft
labour, that he may acquire something like habits of industry, and earn even but
a little towards defraying the expenses of his imprisonment, should he be found |
guilty ; and on the other hand, that on being set {ree, he should receive the value
of his work in cash, as some compensation for his detention.

The same should be exacted from the witness who is so unfortunate as to.
be unable to procure bail for his appearance at the trial of an oftence of which he
may have some knowledge or participation. A respectable man seldom has any
ditheuity in finding security, and it not scldom happens that the witness is more
or less implicated in the malfeasance in which his testimony is required. There
are, no doubt, some exceptions, but as a general rule, the principles enunciated ~
above, may serve asatext to be acted upon. The interestsof all seem to demand
it. :

Whilst it must be admitted, that there are very many instances where the
really innocent have suffered unmerited detention and punishment, which cer-
tainly is very much to be deplored, yet there arc cases without number, and these,
too, not of unfrequent oceurrence, in which the truly culpable escape scatheless ;
thus verifying the old remark, that although the law declares that the guilty shall
be punished, yet as if to frustrate its own object, it surrounds the accused with
such means of baulking conviction, as makes it equally probable, that he will
cvade, as that he will meet punishment.

The Inspectors cannot but avail themselves of this opportunity to reiterate .
what they have already recommended, that one uniform system should be organ-
ized and cstablished, for the direction and management of our Common Jails,
that one common principle of co-operation should pervade the whole. The ends
of justice would be greatly advanced thereby, and a very large pecuniary saving .
annually made. ‘

Although crafty attempts may be made to blazon forth the merits of some
particular Jail as there was to boast of the Liverpool Prison, yet upon investiga- '
tion it may be said of it, as of the latter, that ¢ it was found the most eftectual
¢ Institation that could be devised for transmitting and propagating crime.”

It will be of no avail, however, to attempt to establish any system of
management, however well digested, so long as there is such an incongruous
mode of constructing Jails generally throughout the whole Province, as now
prevails; especially in Canada West, where each County erects its own Prison -
according to its means, and its frequently crude conceptions of whata Jail should .
be ; having too often an eye to present wants and economy rather than to future
exigencies. The condition of most of the penal institutions of the Upper Province '
has been a subject of perpetual complaint and condemnation, and would appear
to demand immediate change. o

It is the unanimous opinion of every person who has studied the nature of’:
penal institutions, that ¢an uniform system of discipline is indispensable, equally, .
“in a Jail, as in a'House of Correction, to deter and reform. Small Jails are ...
¢ extremely bad, there are no means for supervision, employment, or correction.”:, -

On Prison Discipline and the Treatment of Convicts..

Differences of opinion will prevail as on all subjects, and the less certam
parties know of all the matter, the more emphatic are they in urging the adoption
of their ill-digested notions. One class will maintain the wisdom of inflicting

[
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severe punishment in revenge for the crimes .perpetrated, others will as' stoutly:
insist that the discipline 'should be dealt out in pure, sheer love, the more eflectu-!

" ally to induce reformation and prevent a return to evil. Another party would:; '
wisely combine the two modes of severe punishment and gentleness; coercing: .

the stubborn and vindictive, whilst admonishing and encouraging the weak and '
vacillating, and holding out encouragement to all. ( C

The plan of constant confinement and perfect seclusion has been attended
with such melancholy consequences both to body and mind, that it will soon be = %
exploded. The method now generally adopted is based upon sounder views, and -
a better knowledge of the human disposition, as well as of the endurance of the
body. It may he very properly styled the mixed system of Prison Discipline :
labour in common, under the strictest surveillance, to prevent conversation; and
segregation in the ccll, whed off work, and during the night, together with a
continued watchful guard for the prevention of speaking, disturbance, or infrac-
tion of the rules. Thus, in the workshop, dining-hall, school and chapel, the
utmost silence is observed. This is severe punishment in itself, yet the unhappy
conviet feels that he is not entirely alone, not a perfect outcast. He still enjoys
the company of his fellow-men, although restricted in all personal communication.
Even such restricted companionship dispels the ennui and despondency, which
have often resulted in mental alienation, where perfect seclusion is maintained,
nor does the body suffer or wane more than the mind.

This plan is strictly observed in the Provineial Penitentiary, and the Inspect-
ors would not fear to challenge comparison with any other penal institution,
wherever situated or however conducted, with regard to the success of its
management. :

The incarceration, with all its privations, the observance of the strictest rules, -
together with the almost entire hopelessness of escape, soon make the most
desperate men obedient, if not docile. But whilst the discipline is thus carried
out, it must not be forgotten that we arc brought in contact with our fellow-
creatures, not a [ew of whom, perchance, are more sinned against than sinning.

The victims of a most pernicious training from the cradle to manhood.

Many are born prone 1o evil from physical confirmation, which the best
domestic training cannot always counteract or remedy. With not a few,
sentiments of villainy are inculcated as points of duty to vicious parents, and -
obedience to unserupulons masters: commendation and caresses are bestowed -
for successtul acts of deception and villainy, whilst failure is often repaid by
severe punishment. The old story of the “pious man!” js exemplified every
day: “John, my boy, have you wetted the tobaceco? Have you sanded the sugar?
“Watered the ram?” “Yes sir!” ¢“That’s a good boy, now let us say our
‘““prayers and go to bed!” It is the instilling of such vicious principles into the
young and plastic mind which is the curse of society and peoples our Jails. -

Surely the unfortunate subjects of such natural propensities, and evil tuition,
are far more deserving of commiseration, than cruel and relentless ¢hastisement.
Even the oldest and most degraded offender, is not entirely dead to some of ‘the
noble impulses of the soul. 'There can be no such incarnate devil as not to be
influenced by the look, the address, the soothing words of kindness. R !

Instead of degrading him still more in his own estimation and 'of those who
surround him, let him %em'n that he is the arbiter of his own fate; that if heis.
under severe subjection it is te his fellows, to christian men,who feel for his fallen’ .
condition, and would cheerfully tender him the hand of succour and friendship. | :
Thus. persuaded, even the most obdurate and rebellious become, ere long in-, .
sensibly subdued. That profound. philosopher, thelate . Professor Johnston, has
these words in, his last and most celebrated work ¢ "% While/ reformation is 'aimed
“at, the moral sense will be found most. accessible, when the mind is'mairitained
- %in:the most healthy activity,” ' Some- of ‘the  last 'words of ‘the"late' excelle

Judge Talfourd, pronounced from his judgment seat, and with his dying breath,:
may be repeated here with advantage, and should serve as a lesson to socicty the’
world over.  “1 am afraid that all of us keep too mueh aloof from those beneath:
“us, whom we thns enecourage to look upon us with sugpicion and dislike. I
“attribute the frequency of erime to the denial of that education which is given',
“ by the sympathy that should exist between high and low, by the active kindness
“and gracious admonitions that ought 1o bind us to classes from which habits of
“reserve keep us now too proudly aloof.” A recent able writer treating of Prison "
Discipline says: ¢ Kindness compels belief and gratitnde ; many a casual word ",
“ gives issue to feelings long concealed under the lava cerust of viee,” A little
farther on hg remarks: “ The conviet’s confidence must be won hefore his feelings .
“or his judgment can be influenced; but on the other hand, firmness and saga- -
“ city, investigation and caution, cannot be dispensed with.” o

Thie most powerful auxiliary to the suceess of prison discipline after “the
magic influence of kindness” is the granting of rewards for good behavionr, such
as have of late been adopted in the British Military Prisong, in the distribution of
badges to the descrving. By this means the prisoner is not left to mown that
to him ‘

oo hope never comes
That comes {o all?

Colonel Jebb, in his valuable annual Reports of Military Prisons, dwells with much
emphasis upon the cificiencey and necessity of marks of good behaviour. It will
thus be found that the fate of the British soldier which certain sentimentalists so
feelingly commiserate, is far preferable to that of the civilian with all his boasted |
privileges as a free man; for so soon as the former has undergone his sentence,
hiserime is expiated, and the door of advancement is open to him as to all others
who deserve it. The “rage and fury” of the whip which was once all the fashion,
and looked upon as indispensable ix now rarely heard of in the British Army or
Navy; nor do we hear now, of combinations, violence, and mutiny, which were
once so frequent.  And we have every reason 1o believe, that there would be less
insubordination, atteipts at conspiracy and eseape, in some penal institutions, if
more regard were shown to the feelings, nay, the very rights of the miserable
creatnres nnder confinement.  Acts of violence, arson, and murder of keepers,
would seldom occur, if the conviet felt that he had all to gain by obedience and
submission. For the maintenanee of good order and a profitable government of
Prisons, and for the furtherance of reformation, the most powerful adjuvant to
kind and hmmane treatment, would be the exercise of the Royal clemency of pardon
to such convicts as by a continued observance of the rules of the prison, and a . -
clear manifestation of repentance, might be deemed worthy of such favour. This -
would have a most benelicial influence on the whole Institution, even if the pardon -+
shortened the sentence by only a few months, It would be esteemed a certificate
of good conduet, and wonld serve as a passport to a kind reception from old friends
and relatives.  Were such a system of compensation established, all would strive
1o gnin the boon—their spirits would be kept np—fond expectation cherished, and -
no other means than propriety of demeanor wounld be sought after to obtain {rce-
dom. On the other hand, as has already been mooted by a high prison authority,
a very powerful inducement for the observance of diseipline would be the know-
ledge, that its violation would be punished by the imprisonrnent being prolonged
for a time proportionate to the ill-hehaviour. There may be some difficulty in
enacting a Jaw of this kind, bnt in the interests and for the success of an_eflicient
system of penal government, the idea may not be deemed altogether undeserving
of attention. ady
The Provincial Penitentiary has supplied not a few instances in proof of the
reformatory efleets of kindness.  One case, in particular, is well deserving of being:.

even by the most harsh and coercive measures, and who was daily P’mlty of some

violent act of insubordination. He had repeatedly been an inmate of Staie Prisons '

in the United States, from, one of which he effectedhis escape to-Canada, where, '+
he was soon detected in horse stealing, and sentenced to. the Provincial Peni:
tentiary for seven years. On two occasions he attacked his keeper, with a shoe- .
maker’s knife, wounding him severely. He was: almost weekly under punish- |
ment; either confined to bread and water, or the dark cell, or severely flogged;
But all seemed to make him only the more determined. On the very first visit'ot
the Inspectors, this individual was brought before them, for destroying six pairs of
boot legs, without the colour of a provocation. After being remonstrated with,: in
the kindest terms, he was told that he had placed the Inspectors in a most painful
osition, for instead of marking their entrance upon their duties by some act ot
enity and grace, as they had fondly anticipated doing; he had imposed upon them
an obligation abhorrent to their feelings—that of sanctioning corporal punishment.
On their second visit, this same unhappy man was again under severe punishment.
Onc of the Inspectors remonstrated with him in the most friendly manner, and
closed with this remark: - “I am perhaps the only man who would take your
“word ; promise me not to misbehave until my next visit, and I'hope we will
“ become friends.” With much feeling and emphasis he replied, ¢ I will, Sir!?
in a tone never before assumed. He faithfully kept his word, and the prison
officers made it a duty to speak to him in the blandest manner. It is now more .
than two years since this occurrence, and save an almost inevitable transgression,
“looking about” his conduct has been good, and the altered demeanor of thisreckless
and obdurate man, who seemed to encourage others in misbehaviour, has served
as a most beneficent example. As his term is drawing to a close, he manifests a
great desire that it may be curtailed, even for a few months, by a pardon, in order
that (as he remarked) ¢ it may convince my friends thatI am not entirely lost.”
His case will be represented in due form, and the Inspectors entertain the hope,
that their request in his behalf, will be granted, and they would fain believe that
this hitherto deluded man, will duly appreciate the favour, and search in his own
bosom, for the cause of all his misery, and not attribute it (as was his wont) to the
laws, or a conspiracy of his fellow-men. .
No pardon, hewever, should be awarded but as a recompense for proper be-
haviour, else all the benefits that might otherwise accrue, would be entirely set .
at naught ; nor should it be obtained through any other medium than the officers
of the Institution, and on the recommendation of the Inspectors, who, if untram-
melled, should be held responsible for all their acts in the government of the
prisons under their supervision, as well as for all the suggestions they may make.
Another and a very important motive for occasionally granting this favour is
the fact, that not a few unfortunate individuals have been condemned to durance,,
for long periods, in some cases for life, on false accusations, and perverted evi-_ .
dence.  The Rev. Mr. Finlay, Chaplain of the Ohio Penitentiary, makes: the'
following remark, one that should penetrate deeply into the hearts of all just and
humane men: “T have not the shadow of’ a doubt that there arc some, perhaps
I might say many, who have been scnt to the Penitentiary by false testimony and
the carclessness of Juries.

hood. Then the gift would be a cruelty and not a favour.”—(Prison Reports,
published by House of Commons.)

Lest it should be supposed that the Inspectors were over disposed to leniency,
they would respectfully observe, that they quite concur with the sentiments of
Clo onel Jebb, who most properly asserts in his Report on Prisons for 1854, p. 19 :
that :

“The repression of crime, by corrective discipline, depends mainly on, the

punishment operating widely as an example, and thus exercising a deterring in- -

fluence on others, and in a minor degree by the individual himsclf being deterred
from future offcnce, from fear of the consequences, or by his being so reformed,
that he ccases to commit crime from a better motive than that of fear.

“J am satisfied of the necessity of preserving, under all circumstances, the

eneral prestige of a severe punishment, cither by the length of the period of con- .

ement, or the stringency of the discipline.”

But while Col. Jebb maintains thus strenuously the necessity of inflicting
such punishment as will have a deterring influence, he never fails to enjoin that
¢ eflorts should be made to prevent the repetiiion of crime, by an endeavour to re-
¢form the individual.”

Reformation may carnestly be expected, by the exereise of leniency and kind-
ness, where there is any prospeet of arousing the better sentiments of our nature.

But the only true basis is to be sought in religious instruction, for no privations

or inflictions, however ingenious, severe or cruel, will engender or arouse virtu-
ous impulses, in an old and hardened offender. He is on the contrary made
worse, becomes unmanageable, and ultimately desperate.” It is one thing to con-
vert him into a skilful mechanie, and another to induce him to become a-better
man, and the intcrests of society arc injured, instcad of being benefitted, when

for the sole sake of profit, the penalties of the law are weakened and the moral |

effects of imprisonment suppressed.”—( Crawford’s Report, p. 24.)

There is much truth in the remark *that the prison is a moral hospital.”
This being admitted, the remedy can only be found in incessantly inculcating
religious principles. Hence it was wise in our Legislature to cnact ¢ that cach
Chaplain shall devote his whole time and attention to the religious instruction
and moral improvement of the prisoners.”

This idea is now being acted upon throughout the whole civilized world.
And so indispensable is it deemed in France, to elevate the moral character of
the inmates, that in many of the prisons, the guards and warders are selccted

from among the * Christian Brothers” who, true to their self-imposed duty, sacri-

" fice all that is called the pleasures and comforts of the world, in order to devote
their very existence to edify, instruct, and regenerate the population of the prisons.
In these cxcellent men the Chaplains have most powerful auxiliaries in their
rightcous work.

In France they act upon this truly benign prineiple :

Amidst many gratifying examples that might be adduced of the benignant,
effects, which resilt from the teachings of a good and devoted'man, it is €énough "
10 cite one of the latést instances. The Revd. Mr. Finlay, (already alluded. to) .
Chaplain to the Ohio Penitentiary, published two years since, 1854, a most interest- .
ing and instructive little work, entitled, “ Memorials of Prison Life.” 'He judici-
ously remarks that more is required than the ¢ cold regularity of routine.” s The.
prisoner’s confidence must be won, before his feelings ahd his judgment: can, be
influenced.” It is by touching the chords of the heart, that reformation and con- "
version are to be expected. But that such happy ends may be attained, the Chap-
lain should be afforded every opportunity and meet with every encouragement in
this “ heaven-born task.” The good clergyman just mentioned was so alive to. '
the high importance of his sacrecgl functions, and so convinced of the amfo’u\n‘t,\of‘; ‘
good that could be achieved by a sedulous application to them, that he took up. "'
his abode within the walls of the institution under his charge, in' order that no
worldly or extraneous occupation should distract his attention. Hence his noble -
mission has not been.a fruitless one as his instructive little work proves. ‘

Whilst the Inspectors are pursuaded that the two Reverend Gentlemen, to
whom are confided the important charge of the moral and religious instruction of
the convicts of the Provincial Peniten®. ary, are fully adequate to the zealous per-
formance of their most important and responsible task, yet the Inspectors are .
bound to state that their sphere of usefulness would be greatly extended, if they |
had their residences within the precincts of the institution, At present these re- |
spectable officers are compelled to live at a considerable distance, at great incon-
venience to themselves, and detriment to the establishment. ‘ S

In pursuance of ihis impression of the necessity of the Cliaplain being ever
at hand, the Inspectors have requested the Architect of the Penitentiary to prepare
plans and estimates for suitable dwellings for the Chaplains on the prescnt pre-
mises, which afford very eligible sites for such purposes. Inadopting this course,
the Inspectors are only carrying out the views so wisely contained in the Peniten-.
tiary Act, Sect. XXIX, bui which should not be delayed, as therein ‘provided, ' -
“until the annual grant is limited to six thousand pounds in any one year.” ' .

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and that it had not been found necessary, from the same cause, to raise the officers’
salaries, say one thousand five hundred and thirty-three pounds eight shillings and
eleven pence for the past year, the Penitentiary would be very near if not alto- -
gether, self-supporting. But over these incidental causes the inspectors have no
control whatever.

The institution has suffered a loss by the parties who took the iron contract
becoming insolvent just before entering on the coniract; hence advertisements
had to be issued for new tenders; a loss consequently of about two hundred and
forty pounds arose from the convicts being under unremunerative labour before
a new contract could go into operation. o

It is true that the Warden was directed and did take good security for'the faith-
ful fulfilment of the contract, yet still that security has not paid anything in the.
shape of damages, although they made an offer of one thousand pounds to be re-
lieved from their obligation, a statement of which has already been laid before
Your Excellency, viz: ‘ L

The contractors who failed to go on with their contract were to give two shil-
ings and four pence per day, for each convict, and the present contractors only
give two shillings.

The Inspectors seeing that the convicts belonging to that contract were idle, and

- trade dull at that period, directed the Warden to accept the highest tender offered,
as the parties were wealthy and gave good security ; the contract is now going on
favourably. ‘ ‘

The contractor for the manufacture of agricultural implements, has been unable
to go on with his contract as was intended, from the unsuitable nature of the shop .
he occupied, therefore he did not take on the number of convicts agreed upon, but -
that obstacle is removed, as he has got into a part of the new shops, which are
equal to any in the Province, and he has since taken on more convicts, and is go-
ing on more satisfactory with his contract. ‘

There is a question of a rather delicate nature, yet at the same time we wishto

draw Your Excellency’s attention to the subject, as it affects the pecuniary interests =

of the institution as well as the future welfare of the convicts, At this moment
there arc no less than one hundred and twenty-five convicts on a two years’ sen- -
tence. If these convicts had no trade on entering the Penitentiary, the chances
are that the contractors would refuse to take them on the contract ; more especially
if 'they had becn kept in jail any length of time after their sentence, which the
Inspectors arc sorry to say has been too often the case. The effect to the institu-

tion is that their labour is not remunerative, but to the convict more especially, if *

he is young, it is a matter of the greatest consequence to learn a trade, that he
., may make an honest livelihood when he comes out of confinement. ‘

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ESTIMATE.

In making out the estimate for the present year, it is estimated that the ex-
penscs of the Provincial Penitentiary, and of such articles as will have to be fur- -
nished for the use of the Criminal Lunatic Asylum out of the funds of the Peniten-
tiary, at twenty-one thousand eight hundred and twenty-nine pounds nine shillings
and six pence; thatamount includes all expenses, such as finishing the new work-
shops, &c. To meet such outlay it is estimated that ten thousand pounds will be
realized from convict labour, and five hundred pounds from contingencies, and a
Legislative grant of eleven thousand three hundred and twenty-nine - pounds nine
sh1U1ngs and six pence, to meet the above expenditure. :

Some years ago the Inspectors had an idea that no such sum would be re- -
quired as a Government grant to support this institution. But the extraordinary
rise in provisions, provender and firewood, as well as the increased salaries ofithe
officers; the increase of these items alone amounts to a very large sum mdependent
of the Iarge buildings going on.

If the Criminal Lunatics have to be furnished with ratlons, clothing, beddmg,
firewood, &c., during the year, that will also add to the extra cost of the 1nst1tu-‘
tion.

The Inspectors have foreseen that an increase of convicts in the Pemtentlary
was likely to take place, and to employ them profitably for the Province, and also
to benefit the convict, it was necessary to have shops fitting for carrying on con-
tract labour. Before erecting such shops the Inspectors considered the future of

“this growing Province, and therefore concluded upon erecting such shops as would -
meet future as well ‘as present wants. The building when finished will be two -
hundred and eight feet long, and forty-six feet wide, and three stories high. Itis.
estimated that these shops “will be able to accommodate three hundred ‘convicts at
work. Part of these shops were erected during the past year.and are now occu-
pied by the contractor for the manufacturing of agncultural implements. It is in-
tended that the whole will be finished during the present year and fit for-use.
The cost of material to finish these shops, Jndependent of stone furnished within the
walls and the workmanship, will be about one thousand three hundred and thirty-
five pounds. When these shops are finished the Inspectors will endeavour to, get
all the convicts that are any way fitting into contract labour, either on the ex;stmg
contracts, or on to some new contract, that an inferior description of conviets can .
be employed upon. As the Inspectors are satisfied that the h111n of conth
labour is the most profitable to the Province and the convict. ' !

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The Inspectors have very few suggestions to make that they have not already =
made in all their former annual reports; yet very little action has been taken
upon their recommendations. Yet the Inspectors would most respectfully con-
tinue 1o press upon Your Excellency’s notice the great necessity for Houses of
Reformation for juvenile offenders, say one for Canada East and another for -
Canada West. Voluines might be written shewing the great necessity and use —
of such Institutions in this great and growing Province. B

Our Common Jails have a most demoralizing effect on all who enter them, =
indeed they cannot be otherwise than schools of vice. The very conviets them-
selves when questioned in regard to the effect the imprisonment in the jails in
which they had been confined had upon them, invariably answered, “a bad or
demoralizing one.” To remedy that crying evil, there should be Houses of Cor-
rection similar to the Penitentiary at Albany for short sentenced adults, where
criminals are kept under reformatory discipline and made 1o earn a part of their- -

" own living. The moment a criminal for a short term is sentenced, he should be |,
sent 1o such an institution.' It frequently occurs that a criminal is convicted for
two or more offences at the same sitting of the Court; for the more grave oflence .
he is often sentenced for a series of years to hard labor in the Provincial Peniten-
tiary, and for the minor offence or offences, a few months in the jail previous to -/
going to Penitentiary. It would be much better for the convict and less expense
for the Province, providing the law gave the power io the Court to combine the
double or triple convictions, in one sentence corresponding to the offences. C

The jails should only be used as a safe place of detention before trial; in- .
deed many of them are unfit even for that purpose, as nothing is more common
than the cscape of prisoners, either from the inefficiency of our jails or the care-
lessness of the officers, And we expect it will always remain so while the an- :;
omalous position of our jails continue, especially in Canada West. For instance,. ’
the Sheriff is held responsible for the safe keeping of his prisoners, yet at the
same time the County Councils will not malke the jails secure ; hence there should
be a heavy fine imposed on the County for every prisoner that escapes from the ' |
inefficiency of the jail, and upon the officer, if from his neglect or carelessness
the escape occurs. : \ ’ C

The Inspectors are sorry to see such large numbers of conviets arriving, -
whose sentences expire in the middle of a Canadian winter. If they have a
home many of them have to travel by land upwards of one or two’hundred. .
miles during that inclement season, with but very little means, and if they should "
have no home to go to, their case is even worse, as they are thrown upon the ..
world at a season of the year when even men of unblemished character often
times find it difficult to procure aliving. Ifit is bad for the male convict to be turn
ed out in the middle of winter,, what must it be to the poor, helpless, homeless
female ? Hunger and cold will drive her into the paths of vice, even if her bet
ter feelings pointed otherwise. ’

It would be a great boon to such convicts if there were proper asylums pre-
pared into which, on the expiration of their sentence, they might be received, un<
til some opening for the procuring of an honest living presented itself. i

The present supply of bools is allogether too limited, and some of them .are”
not of that description whose perusal can tend to the moral reformation of the
convicts. One of the most powerful means to make a strong impression upon.the -
heart of man is to unfold before his view the lessons of experience. God has
placed the law, by which society is to be governed, under the inevitable alternd-
tive of rewards or punishments, to be obtained or to. be suffered in proportion as
we are faithful or unfaithful to this law. History, with all the prosperity and
catastroples of which it is composed, is nothing else but the execution of this
eternal decree. I consider history, when written in a proper spirit, as a practical
lesson of religion ; and the teaching thereol as a mostexcellentschool. I would,
therefore, wish to see the convicts supplied with a proper selection of historical
books; but as for magazines and novels, even of the inost innocent description,
I would have them excluded from the Institution. Novels, the effete productions
of a mind choked with noxious weeds, bear no fruit but such as are apt to vitiate
the taste and render us unfit for the consumption of more healthy; and substantial
oourishment. Books on geography, on travels, on agriculture, and booksitreating
un the mechanical arts, might be introduced with advantage. .- T ’
It appears to me that the principal object which the Government should have
in view, in hiring out the labour of the convicts to contractors, should be toenable
the convicts to learn some trade, so that, at the expiration of their sentence, they:
may be enabled to earn an honest livelihood, without being exposed, from want *
of . employment, to relapse into their former evil habits, and yet that. this view;
from the power that the contractors .obtain to employ the convicts as-it best;suits
their-own interests, is nearly, if not altogether, lost-sightiof.

Such
language may not be very palatable with certain persons; but in thus giving -
utterance to my convictions, I beg of you, gentlemen, to believe that I do it, because -
I am convinced that in acting in this mannerI am only performing a duty ; being
wholly regardless whether in doing so, I expose myself to meet with the disap-
probation of any man or set of men. L |
The number of Catholics received in the Provincial Penitentiary during the
year one thousand eight hundred and fifty-five amounts to eighty-seven, and the
number discharged is fifty, that is forty-four males, and six  females; three were
pardoned, and six died. 'The total number of Catholics in the Penitentiary on'the
first day of January of this year was two hundred and thirty, of which eighteen
were females. There are twenty-five Catholics in the Penitentiary for life,
classified in the following manner : Seventcen for murder, three for arson, two for
rape, two for nnnatural crimes, and one for obtaining and opening a money letter
from the post office. Of the two hundred and thirty Catholic convicts, one
hundred and twenty were born in Ireland, sixty-nine in Canada East, eight in
Canada West, one in Italy, one in New Brunswick, one in Prince Edwards -
Island, onc in Brazil, and eighteen in the United States. Of the sixty-nine born
in Canada East, fifty-three are of French extraction, eight of whom were living in
Upper Canada when sentenced. Of the others, of French extraction, most of them
had made their apprenticeship to crime within the United States or in Upper

Canada.

REMOVALS TO THE ASYLUM. o

There has been this year four remavals only to the ‘asylum for insane erim
inals. These lunatics.all professed to be members of the Church of England.
They had been convicted of very terrible erimes, as two had been condemned to"
imprisonment for life, for the awful crime of murder, one for rape, one only had:
been convicted of so small an olfence as horse stealing. :

ADMISSIONS. !

During the year now terminating, one hundred and six Protestants of all de- "
nominations, have been convieted of crime and admitted to this Prison. This is. |
a larger number of commitments than has been received for several years, being
an increase on the whole of twenty-five over last year.

It is certainly very gratifying that Canada, with a 'populatioﬁ of probébly

two millions, one-half of which is Protestant, supplies only three out of the twenty-

eight life conviets ; twenty-five of these prisoners for life being natives of other
countries. It is an agreable reflection that the worst crimes are not, as a general
thing, committed by native born Canadians. There is a very striking feature in
the sentences during the years of 1854 and 1855. Fifty-five persons .have been

sentenced in these two years to the Provincial Penitentiary, for the term of two .

years only, a period too short in which to learn a trade. For the greater part
these convicts are comparatively young, and it is a question whether it would not
have been an act of compassion and humanity, to have given them three years
imprisonment, and thus enable’ them: to acquire a trade, and to leave the prison
with a certain means of obtaining a livelihood in future, '

The whole number of convicts which for the whole or part of the year have
been under instruction as Protestants, are, including those which have been
released and those admitted during the year, four hundred and eight, and there.
now remains three hundred and twenty-seven.under the pastoral oversight of the
Protestant Chaplain. In the course of the year continucus efforts have been made
for the moral and religious melioration of these conviets; and it is pleasing to
record in this respect the interest evidently: felt by .the Inspectors and Warden,

who, undoubtedly have much at heart the moral improvement of these unfortunate .

men, placed for a season under their government. Religious Looks and tracts
have been circulated freely among these erring Protestants, giving them instruction;:
inciting them to repentance, and admonishing them of their fatal errors. A

number of highly useful and instructive books, to the amount of about twenty-five

pounds, have been:procured by the Inspectors in .the course of the year, and

placed in the hands of the Librarian for distribution from day to day among: all_
the conviets, These books, which weve' non-sectarian, abounding ‘in useful,

interesting, and moral instruction, have becn received and read by the conviets
with great interest. It is, perhaps, not remarkable that as a, general thing, -

criminals prefer moral and scientific- reading to that: which is purqu‘yrel\i‘gi,oﬁsq
and, it is probable, that they receive as much religious benefit; therefore, from,
writings in which religion is, as it were, incidentally introduced,as from ‘those

The conviats. «
belonging to the Church of England are permitted to have Prayer books, but the
prisoners of other persuasions are not permitted this book unless especially
desired ; but it would seem only just that these latter convicts should be supplied
with their respective psalm or hymn books, and it is probable that such books
would often be read when the bible is neglected. . :

The school, intended chiefly to benefit the younger portion of the conviets, is
still conducted with efficiency, and is doing much good. It is a most gratifying
spectacle to behold so many juvenile offenders, by the humanity of the State, even
when undergoing the severe chastisement of the law, supplied with the means of
becoming wiser, happier, and more useful. Frequent examination of the school
Justifies the conviction that such of the convicts as the discipline of the Institution
permits to participate in its advantages, take great interest in their instructions,
and evince a progress alike creditable to their teacher, and themselves as learners.
Reading, writing, arithmetic in its simple forms, with some general ideas of -
geography, comprise the sum of the instruction given; the intention being to give
to each knowledge sufficicnt for the common business of life, and to lay the
foundation, if the convict chose to improve himself, of future advancement in’
knowledge. On the subject of the Sunday school, it is not necessary for the
Chaplain to report at length, as this matter has, in all probability, been fully laid
before the Inspectors by the Warden. ‘

In reference to public worship, the undersigned is happy to be able to state
that three services have been held weekly during the year; one on Thursday,
and two on Sunday, the time formerly occupied with the Sunday school in the
afternoon, being now devoted to a full service in divine worship and public
ministrations. It is very gratifying to observe the marked attention and serious
demeanour of the convicts at their religious services. In the course of five years
the Chaplain has never had occasion to report a single convict for unbecoming
bebhaviour at religious worship. Always attentive, and sometimes much affected
at the public ministration, it is not perhaps too much to hope that the preaching
of the Gospel, with the blessing of God, will lead some of these unfortunate '
persons to repentance and reformation. At these services, it is but just to record,
the excellent example which is sct before the convicts by all the officers; nor
would it be right to pass over the frequent presence of the Inspectors at the public
religions ministrations, which, unquestionably, has a tendency to render these .
services more respected, if not more efficacious among the conviets. It may also
be proper to note in this place that at the request of the convicts themselves, and
after frequent conversations with them, and such assistance in the way of instrue-
tion and exhortation as could under their peculiar circumstances be given, a large
number, being sixty adults, were baptised ; and. such convicts as were members
of the Church of England and wished to participate in that rite, were admitted by
the Lord Bishop to confirmation. It is to be hoped that the solemn promises
made to their minister and the solemn vows then made to their Creator, may not
be useless or forgotten, but be faithfully and religiously observed. S

The female convicts do not, however, have the same. advantages as the male’
convicts.

GenvTLEMEN,—The accompanying return of sick convicts treated in the Hos-
pital of the Provincial Penitentiary through the past year, will serve to exhibit the
sanitary condition of the prison during that period. - ' .

The health of the convicts has been in general good, and the year has been
accomplished without the invasion of any serious epidemic. In the month of Au-
gust, however, diarrheea to an almost general extent prevailed in the prison,which
though in some cases, assuming so severe a form as to require hospital treatment,
did not in the end produce any fatal result.

It will be seen by the return that the number of deaths during the year amount-
ed to eleven ; of which nine were the consequence of ordinary disease, and two
occasioned by accidental injuries. : X

The total number of convicts in the prison throughout the year was 705,
so that the proportion of deaths from all causes, will -be about 14 per centum;
while that from ordinary disease is about 1 and $ths. C

In some of my former reports I took occasion to advert rather earnestly, to
the inadequate provision there was, or could be afforded in the prison, in order
to fulfil all the indications necessary to the proper treatment of the insane convicts ;
and it is with feelings of great satisfaction that I now see a separate establish-
ment lately formed for the management and safe keeping of that unfortunate class
of individuals, and conducted by a gentleman qualified by experience for such
an undertaking ; to whose care the several cases of lunacy then in the prison were
trausferred. ’ ‘

This being my twentieth annual report, since assuming the office of Surgeon
to the Penitentiary, I have nothing to add in the way of general or particular
observation to those from time to time hitherto submitted to your Board ; to whom
I take this occasion to acknowledge the readiness with which you have uniformly
taken into consideration any suggestion I considered proper to lay before you. .

GenTLEMEN,—In accordanct with your request I have the honor to lay before
you a brief statement in reference to the department placed under my superinten-
dence, for the year about expiring. At the close of the last year there were thirty-
two convicts in this prison. In the course of the year eleven have been released,
five Protestants, and six Roman Catholics. In the same time twelve have been
received in the prison, making an increase on the whole of only one. Five of
these commitments were Protestants, and seven were Roman Oatholics, three out:
of the twelve were re-commitments of Roman Catholics, one of which on re-entering
returned herself Protestant. < '

These convicts have been busily employed, a few as servants, the.greater
part in working for the institution, making garments for. convicts’ use, shirts,
drawers, and bedding ; others in knitting and repairing clothing, while also from
six to eight have been employed daily by the contractors in binding shoes. 'In
this way 1843 days work has been done ; they ‘also have occasionally been:em-
ployed by the contractor-of the cabinet shop, in making mattresses, pillows,;and
covering buttons; on the whole the-convicts have been industriously employed, -
and I trust beneficially so both for themselves and the institution. ."The convicts
have in general conducted themselves well, though at times there has been a/little -
disturbance. The health of these women has been remarkably good during.the
year now closing. '. For their moral improvement,. bibles have:been supplied-to
.all the Protestants, and:some of the Roman Catholics have had the authorised

. version of their.church ; prayershave been held among them daily, and the Sunday -
services attended as formerly. In the chapel for the Protestant women, when *
there is the least noise in the inspection hall below, the services are not .audible,
and this way the convicts have not enjoyed so full advantage as otherviseithey '

GevtLEMEN,—] have the honor of laying before you the Annual Report of |
the school in connection with this institution, for the year ending 31st Decy., 1855,
As I have in former Reports, laid my dutics before you in detail, and thatno " -
material change in the performance of those duties has taken place since you were
pleased to appoint me to the situation, it may be presumed you will deem it suf-
ficient now to state that in accordance with your order, the business of the school
commences at the same time each morning, as all the other business of the insti-
tution, and remains open till 9 o’clock ; then the boys retire to the work-shops, and
other places where they are employed at labour. At half-past 12 school is again
opencd, and does not close until 2 o’clock. Also at the closing of the prison, -
I resume my duties in giving instruction to those convicts who have been engaged,
during the day, in contract labour, and a considerable portion of the intermediate "
time is spent in the library, in exchanging books, &c., which takes place daily.
With regard to the necessity for, and the usefulness of instruetion in Institu- -
tions such as this, it would be superfluous for me to enter into any argument, as
it is universally acknowledged to be of the utmost importance in all places, but
more cspecially, where the ignorant and depraved of all ages, creeds, and colowr '
are asscmbled, as an useful means in the improving, reclaiming,: and preparing . :
of them to be better and less dangerous meinbers of socicty., But as far as regards '
the juvenile portion of the conviets, cducation should be seconded by anothermeans
~which is in the power of this institution to pla%e within their reach, namely, they
should all be taught trades, as far as possible, in order to place them in a position |
of carning their living honestly, when liberated, without having recourse to their
former practices of stealing, &e.  This, for the bencfit of the country and society at’
large, as well as in compassion for the young and unprotected outcast, I would '/
most earnestly beg to bring under your notice, knowing you will: give due con- ./
sideration to any thing that might tend to meliorate the condition of the convicts,
not only while they are in keeping in this institution, but when they have their :;
liberty ; and I feel the more solicitous in this, that I have heard several of these
young people express their sorrow at not being able to get a trade, or at least, the
greater part of a trade, and at this always being confined to learn only one por- -
tion of it, such as sewing a particular part of a boot or shoe without ever being
changed to any other part of the work. This no doubt, is for the benefit of the 1|
contractors, but ought, if possible, to be so arranged as to turn to the future benefit!
of the boys in question, otherwise, . it is evident they would never be able to find
employment suilicient to carn a living independently of some’ other means, and
that means, in all probability, would be stealing. 'In order, therefore, to reform,
and make them less dangerous to ‘the country, it i not sufficient -only to give
them education, for few, if any, could find sitnations whereby 'they could earnva
livelihood in leaving this place by that education ; but in conjunction with itthey.
" ought, at least, to know three-fourths of some trade; and then reasonable ‘h6p
* might be entertained that they would follow it up until they would beé perfect:i
it; and hence, able to procure by lawful and honest'industry, that sustenance whic
is necessary to support the body, and which they would certainly try: toprocure;
‘ifihot by lawful, unlawful means; and besides this, it would removeta vast incus
bus from society, and T think I might venture to say, that a great portion ofi'the;
crimes which may be committed in the country hereafter would be obviated,
provided all the young delinquents who are sent here had trades in going out.;
During the past year one hundred and fourteen male convicts have been
liberated, all of whom were able to read, and those whose good conduct procured:

them the’ privilege of attending. in-the school-room for a short time after their

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meals, 'were able to write, and some could cipher very expertly. Many of the well,
disposed convicts, who are anxious to learn, regret the discontinuing of the School
in the dining-hall, which took place on the 4th of June, in order to avoid, as:
much as possible, all opportunity of breaking through the silent systemn of discip-.
line when brought together in classes, and, although, in one sense of the word,
it may be regretted, for the sake of the well disposed who would take no advan-
tage of the privilege, still I am of opinion, that, at that time, it was more judicicus
to keep them under the surveillance of the guards on their forms at the dining-
tables, ‘and furnish them, as far as possible with boolss to read for half an hour,
than to let them assemble in classes, secing that it was rumoured, that a con: -
spiracy was being formed by some of the evil disposed convicts for the purpose .
of effecting their escape : hence, these few bad men have certainly injured many
quiet and well-disposed persons, of whom, I have heard several express the
utmost indignation at the very idea of such wickedness. However, the loss which .
some of them, who are engaged in contract labour, feel by the discontinuing of
the above classes is, in part, compensated for by the kindness of the Warden in.
ermitting those who are well conducted, and consequently, worthy of the privi-
ege to pass into the school-room immediately after their'meals, when they spend
about half an hour each time in studying, reading, writing, ciphering, &c.. And
I am happy to say, they all seem to {eel an anxions desire to learn, especially since
we have got an additional supply of new books to the Library, which have been
remarkably well chosen, being, for the most part, Chambexs’ and other works.of
useful information ; but it is to be regretted that the supply is so very scanty, there
not being much over onc hundred good books altogether in the Library, which is,
certainly, a number quite inadequate to furnish reading to upwards of five hundred .
persons who ought to spend any spare moments they may have in reading, which.
is an excellent means of keeping them from infringing wpon the rules and re-’
gulations of the institution. I have inquired of several persoms, while at the -
front-tables and deprived' of their regular rations, as a purnishment for a breach-.
of the rules prescribed for them to observe, how it was they had got themselves,. .
into that additional punishment, and the reply in many instances was, ‘1 have
no interesting book to engage my attention, and consequently, am liable to be, .
reported every day for talking.” This, in a great measure, I believe to be true .
and it shews how absolutely necessary it is, as well for the preservation of good
order, and strict observance of the discipline this institution requires of the con-
viets, as placing within their reach an agreeable means of passing the tedious,
solitary hours in which they are not engaged in actual labour, to keep their minds
occupied with books; but it is obvious, that notwithstanding every eflort on the
part of the teacher to do so, it is impossible with the small number at his disposal ;
therefore, while some are reading others are wanting and are obliged to wait their
turn, so that the desire for mental or moral improvement which one good book
might have awakened in the mind, and which might have been the means of
raising that individual to be both a happier and better man, and have ultimately
rendered him the instrument of diffusing happiness and usefulness to all who
might come within the reach of his influence ds well by his example in prison,
as when he shall have his liberty, has time to become morbid for want' of proper .
nourishment to keep it alive. Indeed the-reading of good books has a powerful
effect in directing and reforming, as well as keeping the mind in a sound and
healthy condition. " ‘ ‘ ' C R
An eminent writer, in speaking of the exercise of the mental faculties, says.: '
“These, as is generally allowed, however immaterial in one sense, are connected
organically with the brain—a portion-of the animal system nourished by the sarne,
~ blood, and regulated by the same vital laws, :as the muscles,” bones,. and neryes.,"
As' by disuse, muscle: becomes emaciated, bone softens, «t/wloogl-’vesscls are obliter..

'
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ated, and nerves lose their natural structure, so by disuse does the brain fall out
of its proper state, and creates misery to its possessor.” And, again: “ The fatal
effects of the disuse of the mental faculties are strikingly observable'in persons:’
who have the misfortune to be solitarily confined, many of whom become insane; -
or atleast, weak in their intellects.” Now, in order to remedy, in a great measure,,
the many and great evils consequent on the disuse of the mental faculties of the’,
convicts when not engaged in actual labour, as well as to obviate the necessity of *
a large amount of extra punishment and suflering, the Institution should be fur-"
nished with a Library ot at least five hundred good books, and I am fully satis- -
fied, if this were the case, that the records of punishment would very soon exhibit®,
quite a different feature from what it is now, besides being a powerful means in-:
reforming them as far as is really possible. = But however badly supplied with'!
reading that portion of the convicts is, whose mother tongue is English, the French
portion is infinitely worse, the only book they have in their own langunage is the.;
Devoir du Chrétien (Christian’s duty), and this they have read so often that they
will not read it any more, and they complain that the English portion is supplied.

However desirous of reporting upon the progress of each individual whom I
teach, I find it would extend this report to an unusual length, I shall therefore, .
for brevity’s sake, confine my remarks to one or two persons whom I commenced
to teach under the most unfavorable circumstances. Peter Monture and Augustus
Johnston, Indians, and natives of Upper Canada, when sent to the Penitentiary,
hardly understood anything of the English language, and had no education what- . -
ever ; but availing themselves of the opportunity of improvement placed within .
their reach, and by their attention and perseverance, they now read the English
and Indian languages remarkably well, have learned English grammar: and
geography, write excellent hands, and Monture understands arithmetic as far as
Proportion, perfectly well.” 'Johnston, I'-have no-doubt would-have . been as’ far
advanced in arithmetic as Monture had he not been taken into the Hospital sick;
where hie has remained now some time an ¢ orderly,’ and it is encouraging to see
them still devote every minute they have to ‘spare in the pursnit of ‘knowledge .-
and, besides this, they have learned the shoemaking trade.  These'men have told. ",
me frequently that they are preparing to make:themselves useful 'to the fribes:t

Imight mention
many other instances of the good the school is doing, aund among the rest David
Gormley. This boy was perhaps the most ignorant and depraved child I have ever
met when he came here ; but in a short time he applied himself vigorously to study’ -
and has learned to read, write, and cipher almost sulficiently well for any businessy
he has been twice through the arithmetic, and has read nearly all the books in the
Library ; the fact is, I believe T have never witnessed such a change in any person ;-
I consider him now to be really a good boy, and one that has completely seen his
error. Indced all the convicts are unanimous in conceding that the school is one of
the greatest benefits the Government could confer upon them, and I trust they
will continue to appreciate it. N
Owing to the great number of uneducated men, who have been sentenced .
to the Penitentiary during the past year, my duty in the wings has increased
considerably ; there are at present one hundred and eight persons who receive
instruction in their cells, the greater part of whom are spelling and commencing to-
read their own language, namely, English, French, &c., and they all shew an
encouraging disposition to receive advice and instruction. Indeed I should fain’
hope that thispart of my daty will be attended with a great deal of good, as
I have an opportunity of reasoning with them on the errors of théir past lives, and -
of giving them counsecl to amend them for the future ; this in some cases may be;
lost, but with the majority it apparently takes effect. .
Gentlemen, in conclusion, I have to return you and the Warden my most. .
sincere thanks, in the name of the convicts, for the deep interest you have always -
shewn for their improvement, both mentally and morally, and I am satisfied that’ |
many a prayer is offered up to the throne of grace by muny of them, for your ten-
poral, as well as your eternal welfare ; and as regards myself, I have experienced:
the greatest kindness from all the superior officers of the Institution, but especially:, -
from the Warden, who has shewn himself in the most gentlemanly manner .

and the dutics imposed upon them, by the Provincial Statute 16 Vic., cap. 88;.
and they respectively invite Your Excellency’s attention to the enactments
thorein contained. Dy that Statute the Senate is rclieved from the duty of ads"
ministering the property of the University, but with that single exception, theys'
are intrusted with the management of, and superintendence over all its atfairs:::
they are to act in such manner as to them shall appear best calculated to promote:
the purposcs of the University. The power {o make Statutes which oxtendsitd:’
every purpose for which provision may be required for carrying out. the’ Agt
(Statute 16 Vie., cap. 89, section 47,) according to its intent and spirit, is an’o]
ginal power, limited only by the law of the land, and the terms of the Act,.

joct however to Your Excellency’s approval as visitor. The property of the
University is certainly transferred to, and vested in the Crown; butit is so trans
ferred and vested for the purpose of the Act, and becomos in'its nature a trust
astate, to be administered under the authority of the Crown, but for tho benefit
of the University, and necessarily therefore in accordance with the Statutes of
the Body to which the Legislative power has been entruste® The Senate humbly
conceive that the Legislature intended to vest the management of the affairs of
the Institution in a non-political Body, and the veto reserved to Her Majesty’s
Representative was designed as a security that the Statutes of the Senate should .
be in conformity with the objects pointed out by the Act, and in harmony with
the general adininistration of Public Affairs in the Province.

The Statute 16 Vie. cap. 161, empowers Your Excellency in Council, to appro-
priate such portion of the University Property, lying at the head of the Collego
Avenue, in the City of Toronto, as may not be required for collegiate purposes,
as the sito of a Government House, a Parliament House, and buildings for the
acconmnodation of Public Dopartments. But in conferring this power for an
important and provineial object, the Logislature recognize very clearly the right
of the institution to retain such portion of its own property as might he necessary
for collegiate purposes; and the Senate humbly insist that whatever portion may
be necessary for those purposes for University Buildings of cvery sort, for a
Botanic Garden, and for a i’ark, ought to be assigned to, and placed under the
control of the Senate, under the 56t1g1 section of the University Act, previous to
the application of any part of it to other purposes; and that the power of appro-
p]riatixng it to other than University purposes is limited to the objects specified in
the Act, ‘

Hitherto the prior right of the University to such portions of the lands in
question as may be necessary for collegiate purposes has not been acknowledged,
on the contrary, possession of the entire property has been assumed by the Go-
vernment, and the University las even been deprived of its buildings alrcady
crected at great exponse, which have been allowed to fall into a state of entire
dilapidation.

The Scnate have learned with equal surprise and regret, that steps are being
taken with a view of converting a “portion'of the University Park into a Public
Streot without their knowledge or consent, a fact of which they would have re-
mained ignorant had not the %ursar felt it to be an act, if not of duty, at least of
courtcous respect, to communicate to them the correspondence between himself
and the Commissioner of Crown Lands on this subject. The Senate respectfully
insist, that such an appropriation by the Executive Governmentis neither author-
ized hy the letter, nor in "accordance with the spirit of the Act of Parliament;
and they submit, that in any event, a step so materially affecting the character
of the property, and the object of its reservation, ought not to be adopted with-
out thelr approval. ‘

Tho Senate regret to find that no stops have yet been taken to carry out the
recommendation set forth in their address of March, 1854, and earnestly repeated
n their annual Report of the same year, for the immediate erection of suitable
University Buildings. It is a source of deep humiliation to thom to observe the
condition of other educational institutions OF a Collegiate or Univomity chardcter,
provided with all those accommodations of which the University of Toronto  is
s0 utterly destitute, and to remember that it is to individual exertion and
liberality, and not to a large public endowment, that those bodies are indebted
for the superior position in wIIlich they are placed. It is a mortifying contrast to
ubse_rve that those self-governed institutions are in some cases permanently,
but in all suitably, loqate%, while in the University of Toronto, possessed of large '
estates, with its expenditure under the immediate sanction of the Executive Go-. !
vernment, has, for educational purposes, but scanty and inconvenient accommo-". .-

N
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dation, while its Senate is indebted to the Bursar for aroom in which to assém
ble, and is compelled to defer the public conferring of degrees on those entitled
to receive them for want of a chamber of sufficient dimensions to accommodate-
those who would wish to be present on such an occasion. e

The expense consequent upon the vepeated removal of the establishment, and, |
upon the necessity which has now arisen for the erection of temporary buildings;
must, no doubt, be great, while the accommodation thus afforded is inadequate
to the present emergency, and would be wholly insufficiont. to accommodate tha™.
increased number of students which would flock to the University could it be'

ermitted to use its own resonrces to enable it fully to discharge and fulfil the:
duties and objeets which led to its creation. ‘ '

It is not however, on any ground of mere personal convenience that the Senate’
rest their ronewed urgency to Your Excelleney to give this matter an immediate
and favourable consideration; but they are impelled by the conviction that the .
evil of which they complain is so great, and of such a character as to paralyze
the most earncst efforts of the friends of the University, and to heget, in ‘gthm‘
public mind, a feeling highly unfavorable to the stability of the institution. .~

Conscious of the singleness of their motives, and confident of the correcti;eséi
of their views, the Senate feel it all but necessary to disclaim any intention of." .
giving offence by the strength of their language, or the undisguised freedomi of -
their suggestions. They are more desirous of disavowing any idea whatever,q
giving either risc or support to any hostile feeling, or of hecoming as a bod
antagonistic to Your Excellency’s administration. Thoy are, and they desire
remain entirely, a non-political body, and there are among them those whom
duty and inclination would alike forhid to remain its Members, were the character
of the Senate in that respect different. But they are all deeply impressed with's -
the truth of the observation addressed by Your Excellency to a similar institu-,
tion in a Sister Province, namely, that “an_endowment such as that enjoyed by,
¢ tho University of Toronto, is a most valuable element in the future progrqssf@fig”‘
« this Country, and thatsuch endowment once lost, or diverted to other purposes,:
“ js not easily recovered;” and believing themselves to be clothed with the pow:!
ers already pointed out, and that such powers are accompanied with correspon
in% responsibility for their due exercise, they are decply anxious that such’a |
calamity should not arise from any negligence of theirs, and they feel bound’
therefore, to renew and re-enforce their previous representations, in the confident;”
hope that Your Excellency will bo graciously pleased to place yourself at the:
head of this movement, conscious that in so doing, Your ]lecellency will insure;
its success, and cntitle yourself to the lasting gratitude of the Country. s
