i SOME NEW BILLS. (

Andrew Pattullo, M.P.P., has intro-
duced a bill, which, if passed, will
mean a radical change in Councils, It
proyides that in towns of 7,000 the
Councils “shall consist of a mayor and
ten councillors; in towns of over 5,000
and not more than 7,000, a reeve and
eight councillors; in towns of 8,000
and oot exceeding 5,000, a reeve and
six counocillors; in towns of 8,000 a
mayor and four councillors; in incor-
porated villages there shall be g reeve
and four councillors; and in townships
& reeve amd four councillors—all to be
elected by general vote. The bill fur-
ther provides that the mayor of every
town and reeve of every village and
township shall be elected in alternate
years, the candidate being elected in
the next election to hold office until
1902. The bill also sets forth that one-
half of each.Council shall retire each
year. Thoss retiring the first year will
be those receiving the smallest num-
ber of votes. In case more than one-
half in number of the councillors of
any such town or of any township
or village are returned by acclama-
tion at the muniocipal election to be
held for the year, 1900, one-half in num-
ber shall retire at the municipal elec-
tion for the year 1901, and the mem-
bers who shall so retire shall be de-
termined by lot cast by the olerk of
the corporatiom in opem Council, not
lat'r than the first day of December,
189y.

Mr. Tucker introduced a bill which
provides that every official who can-
vasses, speaks or takes any part in
elections shall be fined $200 and costs
on conviotion, or six months in prison.
The official will lose his position and
will not be able to accept any other
Government position.

Mr. Foy introduced a bhill to give
municipal franchises to persons rated
at $400 persomal property on the last
revised assessment roll, who have lived
oontinuously in the municipality. Tha
bill also repeals the clause in the Muni-
oipal Act which enables the Council
to eleot the Mayor of a city where
the office becomes vacant after the
first day of July of any year, and like-
wise amends the provision respecting
the Board of Control by providing for
the eleotion of four aldermen to the
Board instead of three, by providing
for the eleotion of members of the
Board by open vote instead of by
ballot, and by depriving the Mayor of
his second vote. The bill provides for
the removing of names off petitions in
connection with local improvements
without the consent of the Council or
the committee dealing with it.

AN INSURANCE COMPANY.

By a private bill introduced by Mr.
Marter, Joseph J. Follett, Wm. East.
Thomas Bell, William Fairbanks and
Martin Newman Merry, of the city of
Terento, ask incorporation as a.com-

ny to be called the “Mntuoality Life
nsurance Company,” for the purpose
of carrying on a general insurance
business on the mutual principle. The
ocompany ask power to effect con-
tracts of life insurance on the mutual
principle with any person or corpora-
tion on life or lives or on or against
any event loss or risk in any manner

life or lives, grant, sell, or pur-
chase annuities, grant endowments,
purchase contingent rights, revisions
or remainders, and generally enter
Into any tramsaction dependent on the
contingency of life, and such as are
usually transacted by life insurance
companies, including re-insurance, The
whole of the net profits of the com-
ﬁany shall belung exclusively to the
olders of participating  policies, and
shall be divided among them in such
proportions and at such times as the
directors may appoint.

UNIFORMITY AIMED AT.

Mr. ° Ross introduced a bill to
amend the Public Libraries’ Act.
The object is to make the calendar
year and the financial year for Public
libraries uniform. In the case of free
libraries the calendar year now forms
the financial year, while in other li-
braries the financial year extends from
Ist of May to 30th of April.

MR. WARDELL’S BILL.

Mr. Wardell moved the second read-
ing of his bill amending the Assess-
ment Act, providing that local Jjudges
be paid 856 per day when sitting on
assessment appeals. Under the pres-
ent law emly the judges from other
districts are paid. = The bill will be
considered by the Municipal Commit-
tee Mr. Wardell also moved the
second reading of his bill that the law
be changed that all cities may have
the right to pay their police commig-
sloners.

The Premier replied that the bill
was an open door to more taxation.

e thought that taxation should be
limited and. should be curtailed, ex-
cept where it was absolutely neces-
sary in connection with municipal
matters. The bill then went on to the
Municipal Committee.

VETERINARY SURGEONS,

Mr. German has presented a bill
asking for an amendment to the Act
of Incorporation of the Ontario Vet-
erinary Assocjation. The new clause
which the association want inserted
reads as follows: “It shall pot be
lawful for any person not registered
to practice veterinary medicine or sur-
gery, or to perform any surgical oper-

ation on animals for hire,gain or hope
of reward. And if any person not
registered pursuant to this act, for
hire, gain or hope of reward, practices
or professes to practice veterinmary
medicine or surgery, or advortipos to
give advice in veterinary medicine or
surgery, he shall upon summary con-
viction therefore before any Justice of
the Peace, for each and every such
offence, pay a penalty not exceeding
twenty-five dollars nor less than five
dollars.” -
CONFIRMATION OF BY-LAWS.

The town of Prescott asks that an
Act be passed to confirm and legalize
a by-law passed on September 5th,
1898, to raise the sum of $100,000 for
the construction of a system of water-
works and sewers in Prescott. They
further want power to issus deben-
tures to the extent of $100,000 to do
the work. These debentures are to be
made payable in forty annual instal-
ments, with interest at 4 per cent.

Oshawa wants to have a new water-
works system, and by a bill seeks
power to construct the same and issue
debentures. The by-law autho::ui.ng
this has been passed by a majority
of 67 out of a total of 481 votes. The
town wishes to issue debentures to ex-
tend over a period of 40 years. Doubts
also have been expressed as  to the
legality of the division of the sum in-
to two parts for water-works and
sewers respeotively, and otherwise it
is desirable to set the same at rest.

BINDER TWINE.

Hon. E. J. Davis, replied to Mr. Mar-
ter's question as to how much binder
twine had been made at the Central
Prison during the ocurrency of the
present contract. The Provincial Seo-
retary said that during the year 1895-
96 there was manufactured 962,000
pounds; in 1896-7, 1,518,000 pounds. In
1898 there was no twine made, as &
result of the fire at the prison. The
contractors paid 82 1-2 cents per hun-
dred pounds for labour and the use of
machinery. 4
ROPE AGREEMENT.

Mr. Davis laid on the table the agree-
ment between the Government and
Cordage Company for the manufacture
of ali kinds of rope at the Central
Prison up to two inches in diameter.
It provides that the company shall pur-
chase all the machinery, subject to ap-
pProval by the Government. The com-
pany is to be reimbursed by allow-
ances from the amount, due from la-
bour at the prison over an average
of 2 1-2 tons output each day. The con-
tractors have to pay half the salary
of the engineer, and are bound to man-
ufacture after March 1st, four tons
of binder twine per day. The agree-
ment is to be in force until 1905.

MUNICIPAL AUDITS.

The annual report of the Provincial
Municipal Auditor was placed on the
table. During 1898 the deficits in
municipal accounts amounted to $12,-
000, while in 1897 they amounted to
$100,000. The decrease was attribut-
ed tothe new system of book-keeping
and auditing which the Government
put in force. The new system of
book-keeping has been found to be
highly appreciated and gave promise
of being a great success. Some muni-
cipalities were anxious for the ap-
pointment of Government auditors,

During the past yean audits were
made at South Marysburg Township,
where a deficit of $1,335.55 was found,
but has been made up; at Ingersoll, at
Flos, at Niagara, Niagara Falls, West
Zorra, North Colchester and Orillia.,
At the latter place a deficit of $5,-
22274 was found,

River Railway, of $3200 per mile. It
1 expected then to have communi-
cation with Chesterfield Inlet on the
north-west coast of the Hudson bay,
and to get the trade of the Klondike
gold regions, Members of the de-
putation spoke, showing the great
amount of trade such a railway
would make. They referred to the

T. Harvey, the engineer, explained
that by such a railway there would be
a route to the Klondike by way of
Ontario. In dismissing the deputa-
tion, Hon. Mr. Ross thanked them
and promised to lay the matter before
the Government,

IN A NEW DISTRICT.

The Thessalon & Grand Portage Rail-
way Company seeck incorporation in a
private hill. They set forth that the
construction of a line as proposed
would open up a portion of the coun-
try apparently rich in minerals, and
would conduce to the general advan-
tage of the province. The line as pro-
posed is to run from Thessalon, in the
district of Algoma; thence in a north-
westerly direction, passing through the
townships of Thessalon, Kirkwood,
Bridgland, Wells and Gould, to a point
known as the Grand Portage, on the
Mississaga River, in the township of
Gould, and thence in a northerly di-
recton through the township of Gould
and the unorganized district a dis-
tance of about 30 miles, with such di-
gressions or divergences as may be ne-
cessary or convenient. They agk power
to construct cross lines to extend not
more than 21 miles in an easterly or
westerly direction. The line is to le
operated by either steam or electricity,

point crossing the Ottawa, Arnprior
and Parry Sound Railway at the vill-
age of Whitney, and- from there to
Mattawa on the Ottawa River, with
power to operate vessels on the Ottawa
River in connection with the railway.
The capital stock of the company is to
be $1,000,000, with power; to increase
it. When $35,000 of the stock has been
subscribed the directors. shall be
elected. The bill provides for the
receiving of aid from Governments and
municipalities.

i FOR AN OPEN VOTE.

Mr. Pattullo, M. P. P., has introduc-
ed a bill to prohibit the voting by bal-
lot in municipal councils, It provides
that whenever a division is taken in
2 municipal council either upon the
appointment of an officer of the cor-
poration, the election of a wardem or
other presiding officer of the Council,
or upon a by-law, resolution or for
any qther purpose, each member of
the Council present voting shall an-
nounce his vote upon the question
openly and individually in the Council,
and the clerk shall record the same;
and no vote shall be taken by ballot
or by any other method of secret vot-
ing in any municipal Council, and
every vote so taken shall be void and
of no effect,

ELECTRIC RAILWAY BONDS.

Mr. Dryden has givén notice of a
bill to amend the Stréet Railway Act.
The provisions of the Act introduced
some few years ago by Mr. Bronson
in regard to electric railway bonds are
regarded as too strict, and thq pre-
sent measure, it is understood, will re-
lax them somewhat.

of Friends.

There cannot be favorites in a well-
srganized modern court like that of
Great Britain. With the strong light
of publicity now beating upon the
throne, there must be no preferences
in favor of ambitious intriguers, no
patronage of millionaires on account
of their money, no degrading intima-
cies with people of sullied reputations.

The Eknglish royal family under the
queen’’s direction has always been dis-
creet in its choice of friends. Its in-
fluence has steadily increased during
her reign because its dignity has been
maintained, and because the court has
been singularly free from public scan-
dal. |The sovereign, the princes and
the princesses have had intimate
friends, but these associates have been
treated with a certain reserve, and
not allowed to assume anything like
familiarity of manner.

In consequence of this discretion in
making fricnds and acquaintances, the
members of the royal family have been
enabled to meet the most famous Eng-
lishmen of their time, and to do much
to elevate anéd purify cociety. Their
patronage is eagerly sought for every
philanthropic enterprise, every hu-
mane cause and every progressive
movement. Their prestige and ex-
ample are worth much whenever any
practical work is to be done in any
field of human effort.

GOLD CARELESSLY HANDLED.

he Carcless Way in Which the Klondike
Miners Look After Thelr Gold.

Men have risked a great deal in the
search for Klondike gold, but the way
it is handled in that country would
astonish those who are accustomed to
bankers’ methods. Miss Flor Shaw,
writing from Dawson City to the Lon-
don Times, says that the carelessness
with which the gold is handled at the
mines is equa: to the recklessness with
which it is spent in town.

On account of its weight, the men do
not, as a rule, carry their own gold.
In the log cabins in which the miners
live it has to take its chance along
with boots, cooking utensils and pro-
visions, waiting to be transported by
the first pack-train passing down to
Dawson. Any receptacle is good en-
ough to hold gold. Old tobacco canis-
ters and apricot tins stand full of nug-
gets upon the shelves, and sacks of
gold dust are flung upon {he floor. One
little pack-train of three mules brought
down, not long ago, one hundred and
twenty thousand dollars’ worth of gold
in common sacks, over which the mule-
driver, acting on his own responsibility
fastened a bit of sail-cloth, lest a
mule, falling on a rock or against a
branch, should accidentally rip open
a sack and spill the contents. The whole
lot was thrown with other goods into
the packer’s office, and left there un-
til the following mornjng.

On another occasion forty thousand
dollars’ worth was sent down on one
horse. The packer in charge did not
know who had given it to him, and
there was no sign of ownership attach-
ed. It was duly claimed the next
morning and identified by the fact
that within the larger sack of dust
was a small sack ‘of nuggets.

The bags are never sealed, but are
merely tied at the mouth by a leathern
thong or a bit of twine.

PROFITABLE BEEF CATTLE.

Practical and experienced feeders
whe breed or purchase steers for fat-
tening observe striking differences in
the aptitude of animals of varying
types and make-up to lay on flesh
readily and in such form and quality
a8 to command the highest price on
the market.s It requires a well-trained
eyes to detect in all cases the possible
variations of results in the store, or
stock, steer; but there are some dis-
tinctions that are easily detected.
There are certain typcs of cattle, for
instance, that mever feed profitably
under any conditions, and it is quite
@8 important to discriminate against
these in the feed lot as to be able
to recognize the excellence in other
types.

The characteristios that make the
profitable feeder are naturally more
difficult to detect in animals in stock
condition than when fattened; but, not-
withstanding this, there are a num-
ber of indications that are fairly re-
liable. Though the young steer may
be comparatively thin in flesh and
tempqrurily lacking the thick, even
‘overing of the back and ribs so essen-
tial in the finished carcass, he must,
Devertheless, present that  blocky

It would probably be hard to find a
commercial fertilizer of much greater
worth for dry upland soil than pure
and simple unleached hardwood ashes,
A bushel of this home fertilizer is
worth more than a bushel of oats to
any farmer, and yet how often do we
see it dumped as & heap of worthless
refuse to leach in the rains and part
with its hidden value until it becomes
worthless.

Our lands as a general thing have
become deficient in potagh, This is
one of the main sources of fertility
that have become exhausted. It is
good for cornm, it is good for wheat,
it is good for potatees, and clover can-
not thrive without it, Try a little
experiment next spring. You who
burn wood this winter, store your ash-
es where they will keep dry, and. sow
them on your young clover as you
would plaster. You will be agreeably
astonished at the result, You will
find many dollars added to your pro-
duct. Nor is the effect gone with the
first crop, as is often the case with

commercial fertilizers. It lasts for

THE HOME ORCHARD.
