they learned that the collection of val
uable enamels in Limoges Cathedral and
a number of sacred vessels had been
stolen by thieves. This is the latest of
a series of crimes by which during the|
past year French churches have lost |
over 2,000,000 francs in church plate, pie- |
tures and other art objects. The enamels
stolen from the Limoges Cathedral were
valued at 360,000,

Sacristan Gaure said he was convinced
the crime was perpetrated in behalf of
wealthy American tourists, who recently
had made repeated offers to purchase
the treasure now stolen.

How the thieves gained entrance to
the cathedral is still a myatery, but it is
believed they hid in confessionals until
after the church was closed and got out
with false keys.

Cannon had 15
days in which to appeal from Judge
Snider’s  decision, and Mr. O’Reilly
took the case before a single court,
with Justice Clute presiding. His
Lordship upheld Judge Snider’s de-
cision, and Mr. O'Reilly decided to go
to the Court of Appeal, which does not
sit until September. The work of en-
tering the case to the Court of Ap-
eal was entrusted to the firm of
lake, Lash & Cassels, of Toronto,
who are Mr. O'Reilly’s agents there
Mr. O'Reilly . was not worrying |
about the case going before the Court
of Appeal, and it was with a great
deal of surprise that he learned late
on Saturday morning that the war-|
rant had arrived in the city.

70th year, had been living with his wife

OPPOSITION MOVE COSTS COUNTRY
LARGE SUM OF MONEY.

Mr. Bennett Was the Leading Objector
to the Renewal of the Ol1d Contracts,
and ‘the New Tenders Were at
Enhanced Prices.

Ottawa, May 31, —The country .wﬂl
