When the statcments were made
that sixty (60) thousand pcople peri=h
ansually in the United States alone fi
ioebricty and disease induced by the use
of alooholic hquorn, we belicved  the
figures large, it nov greatly cxagy rated!

Rev. Dr. Buckley, editor of the Chriss
tiau Advocate, a very careful and re-
'lisble paper, in the last issue of that
paper, says :—

“Dr. Norman Kerr, an cminent physi-
oian of England, believing the statement
of temperance people to be extravagant,
that 60,000 people dic annually from ti.¢
effects of stroog drink, begau as carly as
1870 a personal inquiry. in connection
with several medical men and experts,
expesting to quickly disprove the same.
Acoordiog to their deductions the latest
estimate of deaths of adults anoually
caused through intemperance is, In
Great Britain, 120,000 ; in France, 143 -
000; in the "United States, 80,000; or
mrly half a million each ‘year in three
oeountries

We have received the anoual report of
the Department of Fisheries for the year
1888. From it we learn that the total
value of the fisheries of Canada for the
year 1888 was $17418,610.76, a de-
orease of $967,692.99 as compared with
the year 1887. The total vaiue of New
Brunswick's fisheries was $2,941,863.06,
s decrease of $617,643.84 frowm last year.
This heavy falling off is made up almost
entirely of items of salmoo, smelt and
lobsters.

OrTawa, April 10, —On  motion to
go into supply, Mr. Cartwright attacked
the three per ceut. loan negotiated by Sir
Charles Tupper, aud argued that by the
terme of the prospectus the government |
stood pledged to buy back in ten years
in annual ipstalments a fifty years’ loan
at a high premium.

M. Foster ot responsibility for this act
of his predecessor. whioh he denounced
ss unprecedented in its degree of . risk
He eritioised Hon. Mr. Foster's reply to
his previous enquiries into this matter,
that it was the best Canadian loan ever
put on the English market and oharged
that he had intimated the goveroment
might repudiate the obligations if the
prospeetus of the bonds were umreason-

ably appresiated. He derided the ability ]

of the government to determine if undue
appreciation ooourred, and charged that
our financial agents in London were not
blameless in not remonstrating agaiost
this unprecedented scheme of Sir Charles
Tupper. He contended that the loan
invelved a disgrace to Canada snd o loss
of fout millions iu repurchasing 1t, but
be would rather bear the loss thap re-
pudiate our obligations. He would not
be satisfied with the spee dizit of the
fnance minister, but watted ﬁdnn re-
ply to his charges. In novfng “the fol-
