It ie singular, when one glances back at the
past—in so many instances a prototype of the
present—to find that the last naval battle
fought off Cronstadt was won for Russia by an
English admiral. Let us accept the omen as a
pledge that Dritish valour will again be
triumphant on those waters. In the war be-
tween Russia and Sweden, 1780, Eaglish oficers
received permission to engage in either service
as they thought fit. Admiral Creuse, Sir
Frederick Thesiger, Captain Elphinstone, and
several other distinguished men, entered the
Russian service, and off Cronstadt, in the May
of 1780, defeated the Swedes. [t is interesting
to learn how the autocrat of those days esti-
mated the consequences of a naval defeat in the |
Baltie. Catherine was, at the time, residing
at the palace of Zarsko Zelo. For four days
and nights before the action, she took no
rest, and bat litile refreshment During its
continuance, she paced the beautiful terrace
near the Baths of Porphyry, listening with
terrible noxicty to the J:under of the caunon,
which was so tremendous that soveral windows
in St. Petersburg were broken by the concus-
sion. [t is said that, anticipating defeat,
her carriages and horses were waiting in readi-
ness to convey her o Moscow. Ome of the
English boy-lieutenants, Elphinstone, the ad.
miral’s nephew, at lJength brought her the
tidings of victory. His dispatches were car-
ried to the empress, who ordered her attendants
to ﬁi“ the bearer refreshments and a bed. The
gallant boy took advantage of the permiasion,
and slept till the dawn was far advanced, dur-
ing which period Catherine sent three times to
know if he were awake.

THE SUB-ATLANTIC TELEGRAPH.
(From Chambers's Edinburgh Journal.)

Tuose who have watched the progress
of the electric telegraph, its rapid extension
across island and continent, over rivers and
under seas, will be quite prepared to hear
that the great Atlantic Telegraph is likely
to become a fact before we are many years
older. While we write, the enterpgising
offices in London are talking through the
wires with all parts ofthe continent—from
Copenhagen or Stockholm to Bayonne, and,
further still, with the cities of Italy and
Piedmont, and the island territory of our
ally the king of Sardinia. From Cape
irniuato, the southern extremity of this
island, a wire is to be sunk across the Me-
diterranean to Algiers, and another to
Malta, and from thence, by Corfu and the
Morea, to Constantinople. And a third
wire passing from Malta to Alexandria,
will traverse Egypt, skirt the Red Sea to
Aden, plunge there beneath the waters of
the Indian Ocean, to rc-appear at Kurra-
chee, where it will join the Indian system
of telegraphs, which spreads even now over
a distance of'3000 miles. From the eas-
tern border of India, the wire is to cross
Pegu and the Burmese territory, and will
be carried along the Malayan peninsula
and under the sea to Borneo, from whence
a branch will run to Hong-Kong, while the
main line will be streiched across the great
island, and dipping once more beneath the
waves, will extend to Port Essington, in
Australia. From this place, it will pass
onwards to Sydney and the more southern
colonies, and so to Hobart-town, in Van
Diemen’s Land; and then, we shall get
news from our antipodes within the day.
There seems sometlung fantastic in the idea
of such a mighty extension of the Thought-
flasher; but a few years ago, he who should
have predicted even the present Europ(-nn'
system of telegraphs, would have Iu-onl
laughed at as one of the wildest of dream-

one side of the ocean to the other in six or,

seven days. For instance, the stenmer
lcaves New York: four days afterwards,
she calls at St. John’s, and there takes in
the news received up to the latest moment
by Telegraph from all parts of the United
States; and then steaming forth, she will
et over the 1600 miles between Newfound-
d and Liverpool in from six to seven days,
as already stated. Should Cape Clear be
fixed on for a telegraph-station, then the
time would be reduced to five or six days.
The port of St. John's, though a good one
when you are once inside it, is obstructed
by rocks at the entrance. These rocksare
being blown up, and the necessary improve-
ments are to be made to facilitate’ the prompt
approach and departure of steamers; and
as a coal-depot is to be established, vessels
will be able to proceed with a smaller quan-
tity on board, and have room to spare for
freight.

Then comes the second and longer stride
—from Cape Clear to St. John's, or between
the nearest points of Ireland and Newfound-
land. To sink a wire through such a dis-
tance, will indeed be a triumph of skill and
engineering sci The pany enter-
tain no doubt of its possibility, and are
tuking active measures to carry out their
plans. One important preliminary was to
know something of the nature of the ocean-
bottom between the two places above named;
and this has been ascertained by the admi-
rable series of Atlantic soundings uaderta-
ken by the United States’ government. We
have more than once called attention to this
undertaking in the Journal. Tho results
are singularly interesting in many respects;
but with regard to the main question, Licu-
tenant Maury reports, in n letter to the
secretary of the navy at Washington, that
the bottom of the sea between Ireland and

¢ Each communicating wire is regularly and
perfectly insulated in gnua-penﬁa makin,
it, when thus covered, about a qummuz'
indiameter. Three insulated wires are then

in a circular form around a tarred
empen cord, and the spaces between them
ﬁllenp with layers of the same material:
after which strands, likewise of tarred hémp,
are bound firmly around the whole. St
wires are then twisted spiraly around, and
the cable is completed. The reason of “the
use of tar is, that it gives durability; astar,
in connection with iron h?l bou‘h.fon.d to
act as a great preservative to cable
when immersed in salt water.’
