Oyster Pates.—One quart oysters 
minced fine with a sharp knife, one cup 
of rich drawn butter based upon milk; 
cayenne and black pepper to taste. Stir 
minced oysters in drawn butter and cook 
live minutes. Have ready some shapes 
of pastry, baked in pate pans, then slip­
ped out. Fill these with the mixture; set 
in oven two minutes to heat and send to 
table.

Cold Slaw.—One pint rich milk or 
cream, or half pint good vinegar, one 
small cup of sugar, three eggs beaten 
very light, a lump of butter size of an 
egg. one heaping teaspunfulground must­
ard, pepper and salt. Cook all together 
until like custard. When cool pour over 
cabbage cut very fine.

Egg Plant.—Peel and cut the plant in 
slices less than one half inch thick. Im­
merse in salt and water over an hour,
drain and dip each slice in beaten egg 
and-bread crumles and fry brown.

Farmyard manure should 1m kept as 
near the surface of the soil as possible. 
The rain water as it percolates through 
the soil has a tendency to carry the solu­
ble plant food downward and out of the 
reach of plants. Consequently an at­
tempt should be made to delay thw down­
ward progress of plant food instead of as­
sisting it by plowing the manure in deep­
ly. Then again, nitrification is most ac­
tive near the surface of the soil. There­
fore, manure kept near the surface is un­
der more favorable conditions for having 
its plant foed made available and conse­
quently gives quicker returns.

When a heavy application of manure 
has been plowed under deeply, it is no 
uncommon thing to see lumps of manure 
1 rought to the surface by subsequent 
plowing showing that it had never be­
come properly incorporated with the soil. 
It is quite probable, too, that this deeply 
buried manure has lost considerable ni­
trogen through denitrification. Economi­
cal manuring consists in obtaining quick 
returns over as large an acre of the farm 
as possible,’ and this is accomplished by 
moderate applications incorporated with 
tl)e surface soil! Shallow covering of

'.-‘-r . v ,.r., ui ,ut-
surface soil. As a result, the soil does 
not kike and crack in dry weather; it ab­
sorbs and-retains water much more satis­
factorily and works up into a fine tilth 
more easily.

HOG CHOLERA REMEDY.
Dr. lelmoa’a Successful Use of Im­

mune Serum.
After experiments extending over a 

period of 20 years and the expenditure of 
many thousands of dollsrs the United 
States government is at last combating 
successfully those most pernicious dis­
eases, hog cholera and swine plague. 
The results obtained by the bureau of 
animal industry of the agricultural de­
partment, especially during the last 
year, have been highly satisfactory, and 
the scientists who have devoted so much 
time and labor to the work feel amply 
repaid for their efforts.

The discovery of a serum which ren­
ders hogs immune from the ravages of 
cholera and plague is an important one. 
It means a great deal to one of the fore­
most Amerioan industries, and the bene­
fits arising from it are almost incal­
culable. The propagation of the serum 
requires the use of many animals. At 
the experiment station, where it is 
made, there are donkeys, cows, calves, 
mules and horses, all patiently submit-

Queer Divorce Laws-

- - - - \
Although it is, happily, not possible in 

every country to dissolve the marriage 
tie because a husband has an aversion to 
soap or because a wife has a tongue more 
active than her fingers, there is a ludi­
crous facility in many lands for getting 
rid of an undesirable wife or husband.

In Greece, a wife to maintain her posi­
tion, must be the very “pink of proprie­
ty;” and if she goes to theatre or race 
meeting, or even dines with a friend, 
without her husbands’s sanction, he may 
send her back to her mother and bid her 
stay there.

Time was, and not long ago, in Crete, 
when a man might divorce his wife if she 
appeared likely to add too many quivers 
to his bow; and in Russia, if husband and 
wife wishes to part for any reason what­
ever, all they need do was to adjourn to 
some public place, and in- the presence of 
onlookers tear a strip of muslin in two.

In Morocco it is not fashionable to be 
attached too long to any particular wife, 
afid a man’s social position may be gaug­
ed by the number of wives be has divorc­
ed. It is quite common for a man to 
have married and parted from a score of 
wives before he has reached the age at 
which the average Englishman thinks it 
prudent to marry.

In France, during the “time of terror,” 
the daring experiment was tried of allow­
ing divorces at will and without any as­
signed cause. The results were disas­
trous or happy according to the point of 
view; for within a year 4000 couples ag­
reed to part in Paris alone, and within a 
short time there were actually more divor­
ces than marriages every year.

It is interesting to speculate how many 
so-called happy unions would be dissolv­
ed in England if such a sweeping change 
were introduced into our laws. The ad­
vantage of the system was that a man 
might remarry his wife if a penitent mood 
supervened; and the result was that many 
couples were married and divorced sever­
al times before they fully made - up their 
minds.

In Japan, if an oblique-eyed beauty 
gives too much rein to her tongue “off 
she goes," to learn that a discreet reti­
cence is a virtue in a wife.

In Germany if the wife uses her hus­
band purse too freely he can keep the 
purse to himself, and bid her go, while he 
looks outjfor a fraulein of simpler tastes.

In Australia a man can divorce a wife 
who is toe* fond of her cups, or rather 
glasses; ajnd no Chinaman is called upon 
to tolerate a shrew.

stitution. On the well kept farm there 
are dozens of horses and mules that are 
strangers to the plow and harness. 
There are cows whose days for giving 
milk are over, and whose lives, in the 
eyes of the scientist, are devoted to high­
er objects. The farm is presided over by 
Dr. Ernest O. Schroeder, a man who, 
although still young, has made a name 
in the scientific world.

Dr. D. B. Salmon, chief of the bureau 
of animal industry, says: “We have 
used serum on 1,000 animals this year 
and have saved Over 80 per cent of herds 
treated. While the treatment was going 
on observations were made of 1,100 
hogs in other herds not treated for the 
lack of serum, and 80 per oent died. 
Last year the percentage of hogs saved 
out of 240 treated was 76, while in oth­
er herds not treated 86 per cent died.”

This is a great achievement for the 
bureau of animal industry, and attracts 
new attention to its noted chief, who 
was born in Morris county, N. J., July 
28, 1860. He entered Cornell university 
at its opening and graduated in 1876 
with the degree of bachelor of veterinary 
science. That same year he went to 
France and studied for two terms at the 
famous Alfort Veterinary school.

The appropriation by congress in 1878 
of $10,000 for the investigation of ani­
mal diseases led to the appointment of 
several veterinarians, including Dr. 
Salmon, who was called from the posi­
tion of nonresident lecturer on veteri­
nary science in the University of Geor­
gia. In 1879 New York state attempt­
ed to stamp out contagious pleuropneu­
monia, and Dr. Salmon was appointed 
on the veterinary staff as an assistant 
to Professor Law. Here he did excellent 
service, and afterward made a thorough 
examination of the south Atlantia sea­
board, accurately outlining permanent­
ly infected districts.

Early in 1888 he was called to Wash­
ington by Commissioner Loring to es­
tablish a veterinary division in the de­
partment of agriculture. Within a year 
congress passed an act establishing the 
bureau ef animal industry, Dr. Salmon 
being appointed chief, a position which 
he at present holds.

During hie term of service a large 
number of investigations have been 
made under his direction. In 1888 he 
was appointed by President Arthur a 
member of the commission to investi­
gate the quality of American pork prod­
ucts and the prevalence of triohiniasis, 
his report on the subject being received 
as conclusive and unquestionable. In 
addition to the exhaustive labors attach­
ed to the bureau of animal indnstiy Dr. 
Salmon has also charge of the quaran­
tine of imported animals.

As a recognition of bis efforts on be­
half of veterinary science, Dr. Salmon 
had recently conferred upon him the de­
gree of honorary association by the 
Royal College of Veterinary Surgeons of 
Great Britain, the highest professional 
honor which that institution can be­
stow.

He is also a fellow of the American 
Association For the Advancement of 
Science and chairman of the committee 
on animal diseases and animal foods of 
the American Public Health assooiatioa.

Do they eat them, as some 
people say? Do they bury them? Do 
they shake them off into the lakes and 
rivers, so that this evidence of their 
presence will be lost.

When the leaves bud again the 
horns and antlers of all the big game ani­
mals will bud and sprout, and by the end 
of July, except on the young, they will 
bave attained their full proportions. This 
shedding of their antlers is a good thing 
for the moose, caribou and deer, for they 
are the thing about the animal that the 
sportsman prize, highest. He wants the 
antlers as a trophy of his marksmanship, 
and if he is ef an imaginative turn of mind 
he can, with their aid, weave many a 
thrilling story of his experiences in the 
woods. Such stories could not be told 
over an antlerless head closely resembling 
that of a calf.

Those best qualified to judge In snot 
matters have long taught that there on 
certain outward marks by which a good 
dairy cow can be told. . None of then 
teaohsrs, so far as I know, Lave claimed 
that one can Invariably pick a good oow 
by her outward form. There are excep­
tions to rll rules, ont It Is certain that a 
great majority of the beet dairy cows ol 
the world possess In large measure th« 
outward signs that, grouped together,
have given ne what Is called “dairy 
form." *

An Instance confirmatory of this oamt 
under unr notice recently. It was my 
good forraue to be able thoroughly to ex­
amine that wobdorfol Jersey oow, Sig­
nal’s Lily Flagg, with her championship 
record of 1,047 pounds 9 ounoee of buttei 
in one year, now owned at Hood Farm. 
I present herewith a sketch of this cost, 
made from life, and offer it as anotbei 
evidence that the highest excellence al 
the churn is quite sure to be accompanied 
by a typical dally form. This cow hat

8be has the general 
wedge-shape of body, the round barrel, 
the loose, soft skin and golden color, the 
olean-cnt head and waxy horns, and 
above all, perhaps, a wonderful develop­
ment of udder—not so remarkable In 
else as In Its splaedld shape, particularly 
In the forepart. Note the exceeding fall- 
ness In the forepart of the udder, in dis­
tinction to the plnehed appearance often
ecm In that part. Hir teats are large and 
fliielÿ placed, and In general there la tits 
look of the almost perfect cow about her, 
lake her where you will.

Perfection of form will not guarantee 
excellence at the pail and ehnm, but the 
possession of It ghee a long way toward 
giving oonfldenoe that the possessor of It 
has the heat dairy qualities, as Wen as
the pneeasiioa of dairy shape. On the 
ether head, I have rarely seen a oow 
with an ahosnoo of the ontwaid marks 
Which are accepted mm Indicating quality, 
that has proved to be of any particule* 
merit. Others may have found merit 
occasionally In oowe that are without 
daily form or. feature, bat this sorely has 
been exceptional. In keying dairy oowe, 
the wiee course la to consult the ancestry 
of the animals, meanwhile comparing the 
oowe, point by point, with the Ideal but- 
ter oow—an Ideal for that to me, at least, 
Is not far away ftrem the shape of Sig­
nal’s Lily Flagg, which is here delineated.

One has only to go about, even through 
what are called our beet dairy dUtrtcte, 
to note the great prevalence of oowe with 
email, plnehed adders, email, Irregularly- 
placed teats, flat aides and light hind­
quarters. Some herds seem hardly te he 
relieved by the prosenoe of even on# oow 
that Carries In h»' *ody the signs of- eg- 
oeUecoe at ike churn, it ie Smell wdçels 
then that we find snob herds averaging 
•00 to 350 pounds of batter a year, with 
some of the oows probably not producing 
mere than 160 pouudi a year—If as much 
ae that. There are thousands of oowe 
that are being kept at an aotnal lose, the 
owners not knowing it, baoaurn they 
noter twt their oowe, either eolantifloally 
with a Babcock teeter, or practically by 
letting the measured milk of each oow by 
iteelf for seven days, or even fox one day, 
and noting the remit In cream and but­
ter. This would show at onoe the oowe 
that are “queering" the os try bull ness. 
And when the owner of a herd has time 
weeded out the poor oows, I am quite 
lure he will find, that practically all of 
the* discredited animals are markedly 
deflolent In the aooeoted “dairy farm.”—

In the making of but­
ter to many cases, the butter-maker adda 
So the cream a fermentation starter for a 
eomewhat similar purpose to that for 
which the housewife adds yeast to the 
hatter to making bread. By the addition 
of a suitable fermentation starter, as flae 
botter may now be made to January as 
to June. If oae could Introduce a fer­
mentation stopper ae he dose a fermenta­
tion starter, the butter might be expected 
to remain entirely unchanged. The 
stopping of fermentation may be accom­
plished by raising the temperature suffici­
ently high to destroy the ferments In thei 
butter or other product In she case of I 
butter, that temperature (166 degree» 
Fahr.) would epoll the butter ae a com­
mercial commodity. On the other hand it 
the temperature be reduced to freezing 
point, while the forme of life, whloh 
carry on fermentation and bring about 
ehangei to the butler, will not be dee- 
troyed, the eotlvlty will be prevented so 
long as the butter Is held at that temper­
ature. Consequently, If butter le to be 
kept for a period longer than a month, 
It should be put Into a refrigerator at a 
temperature of about 96 degrees Fahr. ; ■ 
and that beoomee an effectual fermenta­
tion stopper. Butter 1» a su be tan oe diffl- 
oult to cool or to heat quickly. It a full 
package et butler be pul to a room at a 
temperature of from 86 to 64 degrees 
Fahr., several days may elapse before It le 
eooled te the eame temperature to the 
middle of the package; whereas If the 
package el butter be put Into cold stor­
age at a temperature of 96 degrees Fahr., 
the whole of It within twenty-four hours 

1 will be eooled to a temperature of at 
L iaat 96 to 64 degress, at whloh the pro- 
e«-ee of fermentation to the butter does 
not ge oo.—Prof. Jemee W. Robertson.

Fabulous Tale of the Costly Gems In th»
Peacock Throne Boom.

Who has not heard of the Persian 
jewels—their glory, their numbér, 
their priceless worth? When the doors 
were unlocked and I was taken into the 
peacock throne room, V found myself 
surrounded by a mass of wealth un­
equaled in the world. Nowhere are such 
treasures, but nowhere also is there 
such an accumulation of rubbish. I 
will, however, dismiss the rubbish and 
refer only to the treasures. Down each 
side of the room were chairs entirely 
covered with sheeted gold, and at inter­
vals were tables of gold, nailed, I shud­
dered to note, with, the commonest of 
black headed tacks.

At the far end of the room was the 
wonder of the world, the peacock 
throne. Whether it is one of the seven 
thrones of the great mognl and was 
brought from Delhi I don’t know, but 
it is certainly the most costly ornament 
that the eye of man can look upon. 1 
inspected it most carefully. It is entire­
ly of silver, a great camp bed structure, 
bnt modeled in lovely designs. It is in- 
crusted from end to end and from top to 
bottom with diamonds.

At the back is a star of brilliants that 
makes yon blink. The rug on which the 
shah sits is edged with precious stones, 
and the pillow on which he reclines is 
covered with pearls. I could keep on 
writing about the dazzling beauties of 
the throne of the king of kings, but 1 
never could get beyond declaring it to 
be a superb jewel. Some people have 
valued it'at £5,000,000. Its real value 
Is between £2,000,000 and £3,000,000.

But, though the peacock throne is 
the magnum opus of the Persian crown 
jewels, it by no means extinguishes the 
magnificence of the other treasures. 
Who can attempt, however, to recount 
the number of bejeweled arms, the roy­
al arms, the flashing aigrets, the trays' 
piled up with cut and uncut stones and 
the bowls filled with pearls that you 
can run through your fingers like a 
handful of rice? Every one has heard of 
the Daria-i-Nur, or Sea of Light, sister 
diamond to the Kohinoor, or Mountain 
of Light. Every one has also heard of 
the Globe of the- World, made by the 
late shah of 75 pounds of pure gold and 
61,836 gems—the sea of emeralds, Per­
sia of turquoises, India of amethysts, 
Africa of rubies, England and France of 
diamonds—and valued at £047,000.—

SUfla Etiquette and Surly Hospitality at 

the Trihes of the Desert.
I heard that the Bedouins gave me 

the name of the walking Englishman 
and once or twice were kind enough to 
say that I was one of themselves. Tri­
fles like these are important when deal­
ing with men who have the minds of 
children. With' them whether yon are 
to live or die depends so often an a tri­
fle that it is as well to have as many 
trifles as possible in yonr favor. I wore 
their dress in my trip to Siwas, not with 
the idea of taking any one in at close 
quarters, but of making myself unno- 
ticeable at a dtawce. I generally walk­
ed some front of my men and
camels. Inti thi: Ln'icse theincessant 
drone tit tlhe Arab songs became intoler­
able to me, and aa I found Abdulla 
couldn’t ipossibly get on without his 
eternal dong I used to put a mile be­
tween us tpvhen the track was dear.

Once or twice, on reaching the bow 
of a sand hill, I would find myself in 
sight of a string of camels. The first 
thing the Bedouins would do Was to 
load and hold their flintlocks at the 
ready. They meant no harm. It is the 
ordinary etiquette of the desert, at 
which no one dreams of taking offense. 
Then I would have to sit down to show 
that I meant no mischief, and conversa­
tion would be carried on in shouts. I 
generally asked them for a bowl of cam­
el’s milk, which they always gave if 
they had it. On one occasion I came 
upon a solitary Bedouin watching his 
herd of camels grazing. That man had 
probably not seen a human being far 
weeks. He was squatting on the ground. 
He neither moved nor turned his head. 
I asked him for milk, and he pointed to 
his camels and said, “Take it” As the 
art of milking camels never formed part 
of my school curriculum this invitation 
was of little use to me. But I could not 
rouse that man to more active hospital­
ity. He probably looked upon my ap­
pearance as" an impertinent intrusion. 
—Geographical Journal.
