¢¢ Clerical Anecdote.”?

BY REV. JOHN HALL, D. D., NEW YORK.

Have not we of the clerical order a
right to complain? Let the readers of
the Ledger judge. Here is ¢ The Book
of Clerical Anecdote ;' not a book, be it
observed, but Tre Book, brought out in
London, and in the * Golden Library”
too, and it is hard to keep awake over
it! We are not surely so stupid as we
are here made out to be! It the clergy
be as dull as here represented, the pre-
sent writer never knew it. But perhaps
all anecdote, divested of the personal
surroundings, that made its subject strik-
ing, and wit, without its settings of ac-
companying looks, tones and gestures,
must be slightly insipid. Still we do
'think something more racy, not to use
any other word, might have been gather-
ed under a title so promising. - Yet that
must be a strange book that is neither
“edifying mor diverting,”’: as the old
Scotchwoman said of a sermon; let us
see, therefore, what may be gathered
from The Book, ’

Sleeping in church is not an exclusively
modern induigence, since in Henry VIL’s
Chapel there are ingeniously.contrived

ers from indulging in a nap, You st
easily in them, while you &it steadily; but
lose your balance and youare on the floor,
Now they do that thing in India moro
simply.

Stop the fanning: he
stops sleeping. The common resort—to
throw a boot at the servant, and wake
bim, is clumsy. So he is put on a barrel
which lies on its side, and is a good seat
to a waking man, but mo:t treacherous
to one who falls asleep ; and so the poor

ing, and even snoring, which “The Book’
says, even nobles do, he stopped to say,
“Lord Lauderdale, I am sorry to inter-
rupt your repose; but letme entreat you
not to snore so loud least you awaken
his Majesty."”

But common people do not get off so
easily, On the 1T7th of April, 1725, John
Rudge bequeathed twenty shillings a year
to the Parish of Trysell, Shropshire, to
fee a poor man to go about the church
and keep the people awake. Less liber-
al, Richard Dovey of Farmcote gave eight
shillings to another parish for the same
purpose; while ‘n Cheshire the church-
warden performed this duty. As lateas
thirty years ago, a wand, forked at one
end, so as to catch the nape of the neck,
was employed ; but more gallant in tem-
per, in another place, a fox’s brush was
at one end, for the ladies, while the hard
end was applied to the men. It must
have been in one of these parishes that
Jobson declared he liked to go to church,
as he sat still and thought about nothing !
This we offer as our contribgtion to the
book of lay anecdotes.

But such sleeping is not all bad, Dean
Ramsay says that the Earl of Landerdale

‘suffered from Insomnia, and baffled the

doctors: They could not get the earl to
sleep Whether he was a descendant of
Dr. South’s Lauderdale or no we cannot
tell, but his son who was *simple,’” said,

[ ugstons, 1o fayther ayo sleeps in the

kirk."”

It is consolatory to see that 1n many of
the cases selected for commemoration, it
is the lay element that furnishes the
point, There ought to be co-operation,
So it was when a clergyman reading the
service, came to the place where he must
say, “our deceased brother (or sister.”
He did not know which ; so turning to a
mourner he asked whether it was a
“ brother’’ or a ‘“sister ?”” I'he mourner
innocently said, ¢ no relation at all, sir,
only an acquaintance.” We did know
the man who gave the child’s name to the
clergyman as Frances, which the clergy-
man very naturally took for Francis, and
described as ‘he’ and f him.’ Edging up
to him, and giving him a gentle touch on
the arm, the ungrammatical man said,
‘Him'sa girl.’

1t is pleasant to see that temperance
has made war among the clergy, if there
be a little literary heresy; oratleast that
the congregations do not labor as former-
ly to make them drunkards. Think of
the parish of Darlington providing *six
quarts of sack to the minister who preach-
ed when he had no minister to assist
him.”” Or this item: “For a pint of
brandy when Mr. George Bill preached
here, one and fourpence.” In the same
place, “when the Dean of Denham preach-
ed, spent in a treat in the house, three
and sixpence,” At Preston in 1791, the
vestry ordered “two bottles of wine to
any strange clergyman who shall at any
time preach.” We hope the strange
preachers  commuted.”

We notice that the “anecdotes of the
clergy’’ take little account of the Irish,
among wh-m Dean Swift-holds the place
that Sydney Smith occupies in England;
though, in point of fact, Swift had far
more real genius than Smith, and often
yielded himself up to an earnest moral
purpose. Both men having acquired a
reputation for wit, had to sustain it, and,
we suspect, often prepared beforehand
those smart things which passed as im-
promptu. There is an advaitage on the
side of the man who writes, as against the
man who speaks, his good things, that
accuracy is secured as an offset to the
tone and emphasis of the speaker. We
knew the clergymon who was frequently
annoyed by an officious parishioner, who
at length demanded his certificate or ¢let-
ter of dismission,’ & process equivalent to
the ‘stop-my-paper’ of a dissatisfied read-
er. The form of such papers isleft to the
discretion of the writér, in Ireland, and my

It is known that the
Trish system of ticket-of-leave for con-
victs has had many warm admirers, ’l:he
prisoner under a sentence, say of five
years, who has conducted himself well for
three, gets liberty for the remaining two,
under police surveillance, and can take
. employment. AnIrish official advocated

Deciaration of the Loss of
Barque ¢ Gloriana.’

St. Joux’s, NEWFOUNDLAND,
Sepr. 3rp. 1873.

Sunday, Aug. 24—At about 2 p.m. I
called Captain Perigrin, to shorten sail.
In doing so a very heavy squall from S. E.
stiuck the ship, split maintopsail, and do-
ing other damage. 6 p.m. blowing a
perfect hurricane. 7 p, m. a terrific sea
running, when the wind struck the ship
with extra force irom the N. E,, carrying
away both lower topsails and foretopmast-
staysail, and leaving the vessel entirely,
unmanageable.  Bent mizzen staysail
placed tarpaulings in mizzen rigging to
keep ship to. Weather dreadful.

Monday, Aug. 25, 4 a. m.—Weather
about the same, found the ship had a
very large quantity of water in hold mix-
ed with the ballast ; put the pumps to
work., At 8 a, m. got steam on the don-
key, and with the assistance of a tub rig-
ged, continued to work till the next
morning, lifting the mud and water on
deck. Crew got boats over the side and
put provisions and water into them—
cutting away spars,

Tuesday, Aug. 26, 11 a. m.—Crew left
the ship in two boats, in one of which I
suppose the Captain took refuge. 6 p.m.
made a fire on forecastle as a signal of
distress.

Wednesday, Aug. 27—Ship sinking
fast, I got the third boat over the side
and put into it a mast, one oar, three
pints of water, two pigs, compass. chart,
with several other things, and left the
ship. Spread bedrug for a sail, and made

fan Ouno Q4. Maugle Qe dhe panacnga pan
sed three vessels which unfortunately took

no notice of me. Afier being out four
days and four nights [ ran the boat
on shore in St Mary’s Bay, where [ found
great hospitality from Mr, Whaling and
others who kindly gave me a supply of
clothing, and in other respects treated me
with the greatest kindness; for which I
return my most grateful thanks.

Monday, Sept. 1—At about 10 a.m
the S.S. Ziger, Captain Hagan, arrived at
St. Mary’s. The Captain gladly gave me
a passage to St. John’s, and to whom, fas
well as to Mr. Mackim and others of St,
John’s, I would likewise beg to convey
my best acknowledgements.
The Gloriana was in ballast, hound
from London to St. John, N B. Crew 19
in all.

GrATIFYING  TESTIMONIAL.—On

their bravery from the citizens of Chi-
cago. The gifts consisted, in all cases
of gold watches of the most costly and
elaborate description, varying in value
according to the rank of the recipients,
whose namesare Mr, Cornelius Brady,
third officer ; Mr, John Brown, fourth
officer; and Quartermasters Edward
Owens and John Specakman. Mr, Brady’s
watch is a double-cased gold lever with
chronometer balance, silver-steel works,
and richly jewelled. The face and back
are flat, and the edges bevilled in
crusted gold. On one side is a beauti-
ful-executed engraving of the Atlantie,
and on the other initials of the receiver.
On the inside case is the inmseription,
“ Presented to Cornclius Brandy by the
citizens of Chicago,in appreciation of his
heroic’ conduct in saving passengers
from the wreck of the steamship At
lantic, 1st April, 1873. Signed H. F.
Jennison, Fred. C. Fake, Augustus
Johnson, Franz Heukel, committee.”
The value of the wateh is 500 dollars.
Mr. Brady and his colleagues are to be
cougratulated upon this handsome ac
knowledgement of their services; the
more cspecially as it comes from a city
whose people had no interest, save that
of common humanity, in the sad event,

TERRIBLE STATISTICS.—A Cape Cod
paper gives some statistics of the loss of
life and of vessels by fishermen from
Gloucester, Mass., during the past forty-
twoand a half years, Ttsays: ¢ There
have been lost from Gloucester since
1830, 1,251 lives and 281 vessels—
valued at nearly $1,500,000—in the
fishing and coasting business, averaging
upwards of twenty-nine lives and six
vessels yearly. The value of the vessels
lost is $1,493,222; their insurances
$822,195, mostly in the local offices.
Ninety.two of these vessels were lost in
the George’s fishery, a little over one-
third of the whole number; fifty-six in
the Bay of St, Lawrence mackerel fish—
ery, twenty-nine in the shore mackerel
fishery, twenty in the shore cod fishery,
twenty-three in the Grand and Western
Bank fishery, eighteen in the Newfound-
land herring fishery, two in the Graod
Mavan herring fishery, one in the
Greenland halibut fishery, thirty-three
in the coasting trade, six burnt by the
rebel pirate ¢ Tacony,” and oue pilot-
boat lost in Gloucester harbor. As
there is no record of the number of
the pumber of widows and orphans,
previous to 1851, it is impossible to get
at the correct number, but it is proba-
ble they would average ubout the same
proportions as those of the last fourteen
years—the number of married men be-
ing about one third of the whole num-
ber lost, and averaging two children to
a man, This wonld give in round
numbers, 400 widows and 800 father-
less children left destitute by the * dis-
asters of the past forty-two years, an
average of ten windows and twenty
children yearly, which is not a large
estimate,”

NARRow ESCAPE oF PriNCE ARTHUR,
—The ¢ Daily Telegraph’s” correspon—
dent says : —On Wednesday, his Royal
Highness Prince Authur, who is stay=
ing at Trouville, went out unattended
at an early hour in the morning to bathe
and after swimming out some distance
disappeared under a heavy breaker. A
waterman, who was looking on, raised
a cry for help and rushed into the wa-
ter, followed by one of the Prince’s
aides-de-camp, who chanced to be
at hand. They reached the Prince
just as be was becoming insensible, and
brought him ashore, Attendants from
the neighbouring Hotel des Roches
Noires hurried to the spot with warm
water and spirits, and after severe rub-
bing the breath and circulation of the
blood was restored. His Royal High-
ness was soon able to return to the ho-
tel, and breakfasted heartily, notwith-
standing what occurred,
afterwards the waterman and others
who' had assisted were handsomely res
warded and thanked by the Prince,

out at sea, with his aide.de_camp, was
carried away by a strong current, His
Royal Highness was saved by the swim..
