At ten twenty Saturday evening 
a severe earthquake was felt here.
The tremor lasted about a minute 
and was violent enough to shake 
buildings to such an extent that doors 
and windows rattled ; furniture ana 
dishes moved. The second shock 
came about three o'clock Sunday 
morning but was shorter and less 
severe.

The first shock caused much alarm 
among the citizens and resembled 
distant thunder; followed by the jar 
and swaying of buildings. Many 
persons rushed from their houses to 
the streets ; while others were arous­
ed from their slumbers and hastily 
arose to ascertain the cause of the 
disturbance.

Electric light fixtures swayed six 
inches; doors creaked; clocks stopp­
ed and many residents reported 
that they felt as if they were 
taking a dizzy spell; while others 
were stated with a feeling of irrita­
tion and felt a great nausea. The 
shock apparently was Celt a Hlt|e 
more severely in the business sec­
tion of the town than In other parts) 
but it is conceded by all as being the 
most severe shock ever experienc­
ed in this locality. Scientists in the 
area affected found their data rather 
difficult to interpret ; but their pre­
liminary observations tended to 
Indicate that the disturbance center­
ed in the region of the Great Lakes 
perhaps near the mouth of the 
Saguenay river in Quebec.

From reports received the damage 
caused by the quake was slight.

--------  Ternary of the
landing in America of _ the first 
organized party of Norwegian settlers 
on the Continent. It was in 1825 that 
the little sloop Restaurationen, of 45 
tons, set sail from Stavanger carrying 
a little band erf adventurers who 
settled in New York state and ever 
since that time there has been a 
steady stream of newcomers to this 
continent from their homeland.

The coming gathering and its pur­
poses were recently discussed at the 
head offices of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, Montreal, by Professor Gislc 
Bothne of the Minnesota state Uni­
versity at Minneapolis. The professor 
stated that the Legislatures of Min­
nesota had endorse:! the gathering 
and had forwarded through tht 
Secretary of the State of Washington 
invitations to President Coolidge, 
King Haakon of Norway and the 
Governor Genera! of Canada. Pre­
sident Coolidge had already accepted 
and Lord and Lady Byng have giver, 
assurance that th:-y will attend. It 
is expected that about 50,000 Nor­
wegians now living in Canada will 
attend the Norse-Air.erican Centen­
nial.

The gathering will be opened or. 
June 6 next and about forty ' Eygde- 
lags" or Norwegians Clans will hold 
meetings during the first day. Oi. 
Sunday June 7 the Bishop'of Oslo, 
which until recently was known as 
Christiana, will held a divine service 
and the succeeding days will be 
given up to meetings, field sports and 
musical competitions, and an 
historical pageant depicting the 
Viking activities of one thousand 
years ago and the history of Norse­
men at home and abroad up to the 
present time, portraying their con­
tributions to civilization, in dis­
coveries, science, agriculture, indus­
try and commerce, in art and literature 
will be staged. The costumes w ill be 
magnificent and in brilliancy of tech­
nique, in magnitude and splendour the 
whole array will rival anything of its 
kind that has heretofore been pro­
duced. The other features of the Cen­
tennial are being prejfcred on the 
same elaborate scale.

It is already arranged that a large 
delegation from Norway’s parliament 
will be present aifd there is some hope 
that the Norwegian Crown Prince 
may attend. Five Ntd-wegian-Amer- 
ican universities are closing for the 
summer early so that their faculties 
and students may be present. Pro­
fessor Bothne pointed out that the 
Norwegians had dene much in the 
building up of the central western 
states and their influence was shown 
by the fact that the governors of no 
less than five states were of Norwe­
gian birth or descent. It has»been 
proposed that the Canadian Depart­
ment of Colonization shall have an 
exhibit at the convention.

In the course of the interviAr pio- 
fessor Bothne stated that undoubted­
ly the new United States immigration 
laws would result in large numbers ol 
Norwegians coming to this country 
during the next few years.

MANNERS THREE 
CENTURIES AGO

Vwy Plain Language . Used
—Custom* of the Time*.

Liverpool,—Letters and 
documents dealing with man­
ners and customs of daily life 
in the 17th century which 
came to light recently tend to 
show that it was customary 
in thoee days for “persons of 
quality” to have sets, then- 
own spoons knives and forks 
which they took with them 
when invited out. These pap. 
ers were of particular interest 
just at this time to collectors 
of antiques in connection with 
an addition made recently to 
the British Museum. This was 
the earliest hall-marked table 
fork known, engraved with 
the crest of Manners and 
Montagu, 1032. About the 
same time a silver spoon of 
identical hall-mark and crest 
was taken to Haddon Hall.

Mention of such a set is 
made in the will of Mrs. Hath 
erine Ridgeway, dated May 9 
1G27 which was among the 
documents destroyed in afire 
some t|me ago at ' the Four 
Courts, Dublin. The will says;

! “I bequeath to the Right 
Honorable the Lord Chan­
cellor my little seller of chey- 
stol bottles intern. I give and 
bequeath ta myflady of Elye 
my glit spoon with the forks 
and pen-knife suitable to it.’ 
Mrs. Ridgeway was widow of 
George Ridgeway, secretary 
of the Irish Council, and the 
Lord Chancellor was Adam 
Lofus, Lord Loftus of Etyl.

Books on etiquiette and 
able manners were far from 

being the prerogative of the 
Victorian age, it is revealed 
as in 1663 there was published 
in London a book entitled 
*' The Accomplished Lady's 
Rich Closet ef Rarities," in
whidh the. following rules are 
laid down:

"A gentlewoman being at 
table abroad or at home must 
observe to keep her body 
straight, and lean not by any 
means upon her elbows—nor 
by revenus gesture discover a 
voracious appetite. Talk not 
when you have meat" in your 
mouth; and do not smack like 
a pig— nor eat speenemeat so 
hot that tears stand in your 
eyes.

“It is very uncourtly to 
drink so large a draught th^t 
your breath is almost gone, 
and yon are forced to blow 
strongly to recover yourself. 
Throwing down your liquor 
as into a funnel is an action 
fitter for a juggler than a 
gentlewoman. In carving at 
your own table distribute the 
best pieces first, and it will 
appear very decent and come­
ly to use a fork ; so touch ne 
meat without it.”

Reference to the fork was 
of particular interest to tip 
museum authorities, for those 
present say iedispensible in 
strumente had not then been 
long introduced, it appears.

Forks were first imported 
from Italy and their use in 
England at the time was con­
sidered pedantic and laugh­
able. One writer of the time 
speaks of a silver fork as “be- 
ng used of late by some of / 
our spruce gallants," which 
did not tend to make a fork 
popular at all among certain 
sets-

WHY ELECTORS 
DONOT VOTE

A book has been Issued by Chas 
Edward M err lam and Harold Foote 
Goeneil, Instructors In political 
science in the University of Chlcaga 
which has a peculiar Interest. It 
ia called “Non-Voting,” and it pre­
sente an exhausive study of condi­
tions as they existed In Chicago 
at the municipal election of j923.

The authors not only obtained 

the views of 300 experts in electoral 
processes, but examined 6,000 non­
voters selected from scattered 
groups through out the city. They 
found that about half this number 
were simply indifferent or neglect­
ful. the classification being as fok 
lows:—General indifference), 2,240; 
intended to vote, but failed; 677; 
indifference to particular election, 
153. The other half gave the follow­
ing explanation: Illness. 770; ab­
sence., 660; ignorance or timidity 
regarding elections, 565; disbelief 
in woman’s vottog, 505; insufficient 
legal residence, 4S0; fear of loss, of 
business or wages, 396; disgust with 
politics, 33S; disgust with own 
party, 267; belief that one vote 
counts for nothing 126; detained by 
helpless Member of family, 120; 
failure of party workers to get them 
out. 117: poor location of polling* 
booth. 108; congtstion at polls, 64;- 
objections of husband, 60; belief j 
that ballot box is corrupted, 52, 
disbelief in all political action, 35; 
fear of disclosure of age, 16.

Many of these “reasons” would be 

vtter described as excuses. The 
voter who will not vote unless he 
is driven to the polls, or unless the 
polling booth is handy to his home 
or who pleads that his one vote 
"doesn't court* can hardly escape 
the verdict of “indifferent or ne­
glectful.” And voters are also guil­
ty of neglect ffhen thej stay in­
doors all day and then find them­
selves barred from the polling booth 
in the last half hapr of voting be­
cause *o many others have done 
likewise. *

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PREMIRR PROMISED 
CONSIDERATION

Speech by Hon. Mr. King in 
Reply to Delegates

Hon. Mackenzie King, in replying to 
the address made by the delegates to 
Ottawa, on Thursday morning, said;

"How can we hope to develop Canad­
ian trade through Canadian ports, when 
such discrimination is allowed to exist?
I he Premier asked the delegation after 
quoting from a report which showed that 
ocean rates were lower from New 
York to Liverpool,than from Saint Law­
rence ports to Liverpool, during the grain 
movement season. If, the government 
could find some mtthod for control;!: g 
these ocean rates, the problem of direct, 
ing trade through Canadian ports was alj 
but solved, i his had been the idea which 
had promoted the government in makn g 
the agreement with the Petersen interest 
to operate a line of steamships on the At­
lantic, the Premier said.

“We have given the subsidy on one 
condition that the government of uus 
country fixes rates on the vessel," Mr 
King declared. The Government fell that 
the time bad come when something must 
be done to cope with a situation wmch 
was causing grave injury to Canadian 
porta.

"The only serious consideration at 
present, is that of ocean rates. The sug­
gestion that the British preference be 
confined to CanSfcan ports had been 
made, said Mr. King. He pointed out 
that these were two phases which must 

* be considered, when this suggestion was 
under review. There waa the international 
as well as the national side of the question.

If specific exclusion of goods coming 
through American ports and over Amer­
ican Railways was adopted, then the nat­
ural result would be some measure of ret­
aliation on the part of the United States 
On the other hand the Government had 
already taken steps toward ea 
aging trade to flow through Canadian 
ports in the adoption of a discount ol 10 
per cent from the British preference on 
such goods.

The result of this legislation had been 
that m the fiscal year 1028—24 all but a 
small fraction of one per cent of the total 
importa bom the United Kingdom had 
come through Canadian ports, Mr. King 
warned the delegation that millions ol 
ton of American produce waa now mov­
ing through Canadian ports, and that it 
would be tmwiee to take any action which 
would discourage the business.

Mr. King said that the Government 
would be planed t# receive the written 
memorial which the detection proposed 
to present sad would give U careful coo 
■deration.

The tide of steamship traffic is turning westward again, and the St. Law­
rence route is still tne favoured one. Beside large numbers of immigrants 
and returning Canadians, a great many European touristsare now turning 

toward Canada and these form no small percentage of steamship pasaengerlists. 
Perhaps the most distinguished list this season, was carried by the Canadian 
Pacific S.S. Empress ofFrmnce on her last westward voyage. Among those 
on board was Lord Beaverbrook, who with several members of his family will 
spend some time in this country. He was also accompanied by T. Marson 
Till, O.B.E., his secretary. Other prominent British passengers were Right 
Hon. Sir Evelyn Cedi, 0:B.E.,P.C„ M.P., and Col. Vaughan Morgan, 
O.B.E..M.P., of London. E. W. Bok, the famous Philadelphia publisher of 
Peace Prize fame also made the voyage.

Two passengers in whom much interest centered were Prince and 
Princess Serge Obolensky whose recent marriage in Pans was one of the big 
social events of the year. The Princess was formerly Miss Astor. The Hon. 
Charles A. Dunning, premier of Saskatchewan, was also on the France. 
Other prominent passengers induded Mr. R. Bosch, the inventor of the 
Bosch Magneto, and Mrs. W. H. Taft, who was met at the dock by her 
husband, w. H. Taft of the U.S. Supreme Court and ex-President of the 
United States. . ^ „

E. W. Beatty, President of the Canadian Pacific Railway, returned on 
the Empress of France from a short visit to the Company's agendas in 
England and Scandinavia. He was much impressed by the great possibilities 
of a furtherance of trade between these countries and Canada.

Asked whether he had seen the Canadian papers while abroad, and had 
noted the storm of comment and protest that had followed upon the putting 
into effect of the Crow’s Nest Pass rates, Mr. Beatty replied that he had seen 
a good deal of this, and it was nothing more than had been expected by 
himself and other railway officers.

“At the time the proposed restoration of the Crow’s Nest rates was 
under discussion,” he said “it was made abundantly evident by the railroads 
that they could not afford in the face of existing costs of operation for labor, 
materials, equipment, etc., to extend the operation of the Crow’s Nest rates 
beyond the limits orginally fixed. It was also fully explained that if restora­
tion was forced upon the railways many inconsistencies would inevitably re­
sult, and some parts of the country would be unduly favored in comparison 
with others.” , „

“One of the grave difficulties of the day in railway operation in Canada 
is that theorists in railroad management are preaching a doctrine that gives 
no thought to the cost, of operation in relation to the price the railroad Is

Krmitted to get for the service it gives as s common carrier. In most outer 
es of business, cost to the consumer is based on the eost of production. 
I cannot see why it should be different Id the sailing of freight or passes 

transportation. Somebody has got to pay wages ana other operating ©c 
and if .the shipper is not willing to do so, I do not know who will, anises 
country will pay it ss a whole and I imagine that even the strongest sup­
porters of public ownership will agree that we have reached the limit in that 
direction.

“Jt is axiomatic, too, that the continuous betterments and Improve­
ments to existing railway lines and the provision of capital for extensions 
and new constructions generally depends directly upon the earning power 
of the companies, especially in the case of the Canadian Pacific, whose funds 
must be secured in tne money marketsNof the world and it would be in every 
respect unwise to borrow unless the general earnings of the company were 
satisfactory. One of the difficulties, facing ths railway companies in Canada 
is that there is not a sufficient margin between revenues and outlays to permit 
of surpluses for working capital and for the general purposes of the com 
Until this martin is re-established extensive borrowings ai» higl 
desirable. Nothing is more conducive to satisfactory commercial coni 
than a healthy transportation situation and thiajean only be aceomplished 
If a proper relation omets between revenues and disbursements. _

“I should like to peint out,” said Mr. Beatty, “that the Interstate Com­
merce Commission in the matter of rates and charges on grain and grain 
products in the western United States very recently decided that the general 
Basis o! rates then in effect did not appear to be unreasonable mad dismissed 
ths application for reduction. Here it should ho remembered that rates on 
grain and grain products now in effect in western*Canada are not less than 
26 per cent lower than those in the United States. The Interstate Com­
merce Commission is comprised of highly qualified economists who approach 
the technical end allied questions of railway ratas and costs In a thoroughly 
scientific manner. On thahther hand, the rate situation in Canada which has 
basa the subject of so much eommeat recently has been brought about by tkc 
restoration by act of Parliament of a scab of rates fixed nearly thirty years 
ago without regard at all to present day costs of the Inevitable disruption of 
the relationship which otherwise existed between various eommodraee and 
various product!do us producing centres.

There were 35 animals in 
the shipment, valued at $17,000, 
30 being silverblack foxes and the 
rest black foxes. The former were 
destined for exhibition at Minneap­
olis, while the latter went to dif­
ferent points in the Canadian West.

The Eastern International Dog- 
Sled Derby, which was so success­
ful last year, will again be held at 
Quebec in 1925, the dates set being 
February 19th, 20th and 21st. As 
on former occasions, the distance to 
be covered will be 120 miles, at an 
ayerage rate of 40 miles a day. 
Earl Bridges, Le Pas, Manitoba, 
now holds the handsome trophy 
awarded for the race and is ex­
pected to defend his honors. Many 
teams are already working out.

A party of 50 Australian boys 
will be the guests of the Exhibition 
at Toronto from August 30th to 
September 3rd. They are public 
school boys from all parts oi Aus­
tralia and their visit to Toronto will 
be made en their way home from 
the British Empire Exhibition.

British Columbia is now the third 
manufacturing province of Canada, 
'with 2,673* manufacturing estab­
lishments, over 41,000 empldyees, 
invested capital amounting to near­
ly $225,000,000 and a value of 
products of approximately *260,- 
000,000, according to Government 
statistics.

A decided acquisition to Trois Ri­
vieres, Que., is the new Canadian 
Pacific Railway station, which was 
opened there on November 8th. The 
building is Italian in design. Rose 
and Macdonald, of Montreal, were 
the architects. Remarkable speed 
was made in the construction, as 
the contract for the work was only 
signed on June 2nd last. The open­
ing ceremony was performed by 
Grant Hall, vice-president of the 
company, in the presence of many 
notables. .

Three moose and one deer was the 
total bag of W. B. Leeds, jr., 
young American multi-millionaire, 
and his friends, Nils Florman, Al­
bert Hopkins, Paul Smith and Mor­
timer Davis, jr., as the result of 
their recent hunting *trip into the 
Kips we district.

That the Land of Evangeline 
(Nova Scotia) now ships over 2,- 
000,000 bushels of apples abroad 
annually was the recent statement 
of F. G. J. Corneau, general freight 
and passenger agent, Dominion At­
lantic Railway. A number of Brit­
ish apple growers and buyers are 
at present putting large tracts of 
land under fruit. With the apple 
growing industry increasing fronr 
year to year, at the rate of two to 
three hundred per cent per decade, 
only twenty per cent of the orchard 
land available in the province is 
yet under fruit . * .____ *

Perhaps the most remarkable, 
certainly the first aerial stowaway 
in history was discovered by Pilot 
.Caldwell of the Laurentide Air Ser­
vice, operating in the neighborhood 
of the Rouyn gold-fields, the ether 
day. Caldwell, on rising for a long 
flight found hie machine se badly 
balanced as to be almost unman- 
agable. Cigarette butts and other 
clues led to the uncovering of the 
extra weight which turned out to 
be a miner. As the man had taken 
this cheap but decidedly dangerous 
way of reaching civilization in or­
der to see his sick wife, he was not 
detained or punished.

New Brunswick in 1923 produced 
more coal than at any other time 
in her history. The Output for the 
year exceeded that of 1922 by more 
than 12,000 tons and amounted to 
*261,091 long tons. It is estimated 
that this industry creates a value 
of over $1,100,000 annually, most 
of which goes out in supplies and 
wages for the benefit of the 
province.

What will probably be the last 
big round-up of horses in the West 
will take place shortly in the range 
country south-east of Calgary, Al­
berta, for the purpose of clearing 
the range of stray horses. The 
horses will be gathered in one cen­
tral corral, where owners may 
claim their animals. It is antic­
ipated that about 10,000 animale 
will be secured. The Department 
of Agriculture is supervising the 
arrangements.
