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Kitchener’s Future.
According to-days cable message, 

the report Is revived that Viscount 
Kitchener is to be appointed Viceroy of 
India. If that is so, it will disappoint 
many hopes.

If the state of India requires a 
Twentieth Century Cromwell to ad­
minister its affairs, then the appoint­
ment may be justified, but it will 
leave undone for England what Kit­
chener did in the reorganization of 
Army Service in Egypt, South Africa, 
and India. There is a general feeling 
that the Army at home needs a Her­
cules to clean out the accumulated 
debris of ages, and to make it an ef­
ficient engine of destruction.

The nation has confidence that Kit­
chener is fitted for the task, and that 
no other man is his peer for the work 
needed.

In a recent sketch of him we find 
the following remarks:—

No man has equal qualifications and 
experience for such a task. His pow­
er to combine and organise material 
Into new and definite shape has been 
manifested in a thousand ways since 
he took charge of the Egyptian War 
Office and established his reputation 
as a great administrator ruthless in 
carrying out reforms and resolute to 
secure fffieiency. This is his supreme 
faculty. He has others less rare, but 
not less useful. He is a hard and ac­
curate thinker, always foreseeing and 
planning, as records in the War Of-, 
fice will reveal some day. His indus­
try, patience, and perseverance are 
phenomenal, and earned for him on 
the banks of the Nile—as I often 
beard in the last Sudan campaign—the 
title of Master of the Fatigue Parties. 
Nothing escajred his sleepless eye— 
not even - the ice-machine which the 
Guards tried to smuggle on the Way 
to Omdurman. His impatience of red- 
tape and official reports was shown 
in Egyptian days by the fact that his 
office stationery consisted of a few 
telegraph forms which he carried in 
hie helmet.

• Not less characteristic is his dis­
like of "influence" in the selection of 
his officers. To every kind of cajol­
ery and social recommendation he 
presents an adamantine front, and his 
success has been due in a great 
measure to his wise choice of instru­
ments. •

And what is to be the future task 
of Lord Kitchener? Is he to be mar­
ooned at Malta? Is he, as report 
whispers, to succeed Lord Minto as 
Viceroy in India, where the need for 
a mailed fist seems to become more 
urgent every day? Or is he to fake 
charge of the War Office in Whitehall ? 
There are admirers who wish that lie 
could be in these three places at one 
and the same time. But what Lord 
Kitchener requires tor the full and 
free exercice of his abilities is 'not 
place, but power. He can never be 
either a figurehead or the machine of 
a party. That Government or that 
Minister will deserve well of the 
country and will have the gratitude, 
and admiration of posterity who, re­
gardless of consequences, lays upon 
Lord Kitchener “the sole solitary, and 
exclusive duty of preparation for war.’ 
Whether that duty calls him to Malta 
or to London, and by whatever name 
it is called, ate to the conqueror of the 
Sudan masters of supreme Indiffer­
ence. Not place, but power, is what 
Lord Kitchener must have and what 
his countrymen demand for him.”

Kitchener Is now nearly 60 years 
old. He is in the ^rime of his power 
and experience, tie cannot live for 
ever, it, would be a pity for the na­
tion to lose the work he alone can do.

POLICE COURT NEWS.
To-day in the police court 2 drunks 

were discharged and 2 disorderlies 
were each fined $2 or 7 days.

Thos. Peddle, who was remanded a 
couple of days ago for stealing a cow 
hide, breaking into F. Wadden’s store 
and stealing $1, and also stealing a 
number of oat bags from Arthur Par­
sons, was before court to-day. He 
was given one month Tor the first of­
fence, 2 months for Wadden’s affair 
and 3 months for the oat bags, or an 
aggregate of six months in the Peni­
tentiary.

Supreme Court
(In Chambers.)

Before Chief Justice.
In the matter of the petition of Phil­

ip Templeman praying that Daniel 
Jennings, of North River, be declared 
insolvent.

French Submarine Sunk
Attemtps to Reach Crew Fail.

Special to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, May 26.

A telegram received at the Admir­
alty says that a French submarine 
was rammed and sunk in the English 
Channel to-day by a mall boat running 
between Calais and Dover. The name 
of the foundered submarine was 
Pluviôse. The crew, numbering 23 
men, were lost., .......

PARIS, May 26.
A special to the Matin from Calais 

says that chains have been attached 
to the submerged Pluviôse. A de­
spatch to the Journal says that the 
torpedo boat destroyer has reported 
that a diver had reached the Pluviôse 
at nightfall and heard rappings in' the 
interior.

CALAIS, France, May 26.
After fruitless efforts made to reach 

the 27 men -entombed in the submar­
ine Pluvioèe, which was sent to the 
bottom of the English Channel this af­
ternoon by the Channel steamer Pas 
de Calais, hope has been entirely giv­
en up of bringing to the surface alive 
any of the crew. A powerful under 
current tialked the divers in their at­
tempt this evening to reach the sub­
marine, and if the imprisoned men are

not already dead, it is almost certain 
that the delay will prove fatal. The 
submarine lies In many fathoms of 
water and the divers were only able 
to descend a short distance. Power­
ful dredges and machinery will ar­
rive "from Cherbourg in the morning 
when all efforts will be attempted to 
reach the ill-fated craft and bring her 
to the surface. The general fear is 
entertained that the submarine re­
ceived a vital blow from the paddle 
wheels of the Pas tie Calais and that 
some of her plates were crushed. 
Even if the crew succeeded in closing 
the water thight compartments they 
will not be able to survive for any 
great length of time. Accounts differ 
as to the cause of the accident. Some 
are of the opinion that the submarine 
attempted to pass beneath the steam­
er, while others think that after a long 
dive she came up by Chance dir­
ectly under the paddle wheels. The 
shock of the contact brought the pas­
sengers to the steamer’s rails and 
they saw almost instantly the hull of 
the submarine rolling about as 
though trying to right herself. A boat 
was hastily launched but the founder­
ing craft, which seemed to be hard 
hit, turned partly over and disappear­
ed."

“Your kind invitation to the re 
ligious, civil and military celebration 
In memory of His Majesty the late 
King Edward VII. was received and 
duly appreciated.

“For the, reasons previously men­
tioned to you, 1 find I cannot be pre­
sent on Friday afternoon.

“As Catholic citizens of this pros­
perous country, we will always re­
member with gratitude and pleasure 
the peaceful reign of His Majesty Ed­
ward VII., who desired that his Cath­
olic subjects should enjoy their full 
rights as free citizens in Canada.

“We expect the same treatment un­
der His Royal Highness George Al­
bert, henceforth George V., who Some 
few years ago visited this country and 
ntade many warm friends among all 
classes of the people.

“The authority of a legitimate civil 
ruler comes from God, and hence the 
obligation of subjects to obey just 
laws, to respect public officers, and 
to uphold the power of those ap­
pointed to govern in their respective 
siihereês of action. It is also our du 
to pray, as St. Paul commanded Tim 
othy, for kings and for all in high 
stations, that they may lead a quiet 
and peaceful life.

And as your Honor is the represen 
tative of the King in this province, we 
ask you to assure His Majesty King 
George V. that jve wish him a long 
and peaceful reign, and our prayer for 

-him will be that of the Catholic 
Church as follows:

“We beseech Thee, O Almighty pod 
that Thy servant, George V., our King, 
who through Thy mercy hath, under­
taken the government of these realms 
may also receive an increase of all 
virtues, wherewith being adorned he 
may avoid the enormity of sin, van 
quish his enemies, and being rendered 
acceptable in Thy sight, may Come at 
length to Thee, who art the Way, the 
Truth and the Life. Through Christ 
our Lord.” \

Dear Sir,■■—The Council meet this 

evening, and I presume that the 
Torpy matter will come up for dis­
cussion, if not for final decision. A 
large section of the public will await 
the result of the Council's deliberation 
with rgrave interest. The matter in­
volved is not so small a one as our 
civic rulers appear to think. There is 
more at stake than thé widening of 
the road at River Head. The substan­
tial question now to be decided is 
whether the Council in the future 
shall be governed by a general regard 
for the interests of the city, or by a 
particular regard for the interests of 
individuals. No one will be disposed 
to deny that up to the present the 
Council has shown a deeper concern 
for the interests of Mrs. Torpy than 
for those of the cty. If a point had 
to be strained, and many points have 
been shown to have been strained, it 
was in Mrs. Torpy's, and not in the 
city’s favor it was done. If a doubt 
of the Council’s powers was entertain­
ed—and doubts have been expressed 
where none exist—the benefit of the 
doubt was given to Mrs. Torpy and 
and not to the city. When the ques 
tion resolved itself into one whether 
the Council should improve the Main 
Western thoroughfare of the town or 
enhance the value of Mrs. Torpy’s 
public-house, our rulers made no dif­
ficulty In deciding in favor of the in­
dividual and against the city. It went 
out of its way to preserve an obstruc­
tion; it did more, it took pains to 
make the obstruction more of a nui­
sance and more of a danger than it 
formerly was. Still more than that, 
it exerted itself to make that obstruc­
tion permanent. And, to make mat­
ters worse, it does not show itself 
sensible of the reprobation it has earn­
ed. It has made no apology or ex­
cuse on its own behalf, -but has been 
content to allow unauthorised persons 
to make disingenuous apologies for it 
It will be seen to-night whether this 
Council has any regard at all for pub 
He sentiment. And there is even t 
larger question than this involved. It 
is this; Is the community of St. John’s 
wiling now and forever in the future 
to allow its temporary rulers to work 
their own sweet will, quite regardless 
of the sentiment of the public? Are 
the citizens always to be content to 
elect its rulers and then allow them 
to do as theÿ please, without censure 
and without protest? Is the city al­
ways to be at the mercy of careless 
and indifferent Councillors? Are we 
to exert no control whatever over our 
representatives ? That really is the 
question which faces us, and as an el 
ectlon is now imminent, it becomes us 
to give it full consideration.

Myriads Upon Myriads of People Great­

Everywhere are thousands of people 
—hundreds of thousands of people, 
ar.d at no time during the pageant 
was there any spectacle as impressive 
to me as those myriads upon myriads 
of -people. What a responsibility to 
rule over them; to exercise for their 
best interests the power held in trust 
for them.

“I have done my duty”, said King 
Edward, dying. He did his duty as 
he thought, and worked consistently 
and conscientously for the advance­
ment and bettermen of all these mil­
lions—not otherwise.

Tribute to New King.
Speaking of King George, M. Hearst 

says:—“Judging by his features, his 
expression, his carriage and his gen­
et al appearance George V. has more 
force and ability than Americans have 
supposed ; more than the English peo­
ple themselves have believed. My 
knowledge of kings is limited, but my 
knowledge of men is constantly oiT the 
increase and I venture the opinion that 
George V. of England is considerably 
more of a man and will prove to he 
considerably more of a King than any 
one imagines.”

A Triumphal Progress.
A special cable to the World from 

its London correspondent says :—
“With all the pomp and majesty of 

Empire surrounded by the sorrowing 
rulers of the world under the eyes of 
mourning multitudes of his people, and 
followed by all whom he had loved, 
even his favourite horse and his pet 
terrier, King Edward VII. made his 
last triumphal progress through his 
capital.

“Thousands of eyes were wet with 
tears in this last sad journey through 
the streets, so they stood until the fun­
eral carriage had passed along out of 
sight.

“The King's funeral procession was

far more of a military pageant than 
ether Queen Victoria’s Jubiléee or 
even the Coronation procession. A: 
St. George’s Chapel. Windsor, some at 
tempt was made to gather together re 
piesentatives of the intellect of the 
nation. But in the progress through 
London the mônarchs and militari 
held sway.
