BONAVISTA via Catalina, To-Day.
The Supreme Convention closed yes­

terday at 6 o’clock, after holding ten 
sessions. The annual meeting of the 
shareholders of the Union Publishing 
Co. and Trading Co. were held in the 
afternoon. At night a big public 
meeting- was held, which was ad­
dressed by President Coaker, W. W. 
Halfyard and Peter Cowan. It was 
the grandest meeting of the Conven 
tion. The applause given the Presi­
dent was continuous arid his wbrris 
carried conviction. The town is indig­
nant over the Herald reports of Coak- 
er’s reception at Catalina and Bona 
vista and Convention matters, and the 
Convention was so aroused as to 
adopt a resolution to prepare an ef­
figy of P. T. Mljfcratu and parade the 
town with it and burn it before the 
whole town. At the close of the 
meeting, at which three bands at­
tended. the National Anthem was 
sung. Ringing cheers were given for 
Coaker, the delegates, the band and 
Bonavista. The procession, headed by 
the L. 0. A. band, started with P. T. 
McGrath’s effigy. The pond was 
reached. A barrel of tar was procur­
ed. the head broken in, the effigy dip­
ped in the tar. and set on fire. Groans 
greeted the flames, and after a half 
Spur burning the ashes were scatter­
ed to the four winds. This is the re­
ply to the outrageous insults offered 
by McGrath to. the Union and Coaker. 
The three bands drew up at the sta­
tion and 2,500 persons lined up to bid 
the President and the 140 delegates 
good-bye. When the train pulled out 
tremendous rounds of cheers for Pre­
sident Coaker rent the air. which 
were responded to by the delegates. 
As the train steamed out the effigy 
of McGrath was then burning. The 
delegates will take to their homes the 
story revealing Bonavista’s reply to 
McGrath’s slanderous statements. 
When the train arrived at Catalina 
at 11 p.m.. 300 men headed by the 
band and with torches and banners 
awaited the President. The proces­
sion then lined up.

Pastor Wounds Two in 
6 Shotgun Fight.

Greensburg, Ls., Dec. 11.—Three

In exchange of shots the son 
was mortally wounded, the father was 
shot again, but will live. The clergy 
man was only slightly hurt.

John Cody (sworn and examined by 
the Attorney General).—I am an A.B. 
1 was in the same watch with Harry 
Penney and John Duke. There was 
a squabble between Duke and myself 
when we were going out. No further 
trouble after that. Duke went into 
the forecastle and the mate and oth­
ers went down and put him in irons. 
Duke remained down there for some 
hours. On the 12th of September I 
went off watch at 4 o’clock ; next thing 
1 heard was some one calling out on 
deck. I ran out on deck and saw cook 
standing in galley door with an axe 
in his hand, calling out "The boy is 
killed.” Soon afterwards I saw Duke 
standing on deck looking aft with a 
knife in his hand. The captain came 
up. and the mate and captain and self 
went forward. Duke went ahead and 
went down nto the fore peak. I went 
aft then and saw Sears on the cabin 
floor dead. Captain and mate were 
then forward trying to get Duke up 
from the forepeak. They could not 
succeed, so they barred him down 
there. Duke sometimes looked queer 
and wild looking. He slept down in 
the forepeak once or twice. He said 
he wanted to get clear of the noise. 
He was complaining of his heart. I 
never sailed with Duke before. Duke 
had no trick at the wheel that watch. 
He was quite calm and quiet as far 
as I could see.

James Flynn (sworn and examined) 
—I am the mate of the Lake Simcoe. 
Duke was in the port watch—my 
watch. We came on at midnight of 
the 11th of September and were on 
till 4 a.m. of the 12th. I was asleep 
in the cabin. At about 5.15 I heard 
some noise and looked out and saw 
blood, came out and saw a man lying 
on the floor in a pool of blood; saw 
the boatswain standing with a long 
boot in his hand. Boatswain said 
Duke had stabbed Sears; saw the cook

on deck with a small axe In his hand; 
saw Duke standing by fore rigging 
waving a knife. Duke said, “Como 
on.” Captain came out and with me 
advanced toward 'Duke. Went for­
ward to disarm Duke, but he would 
not give up knife unty they had 
sworn on a prayer book an oath dic­
tated by Duke that they would pro­
tect him. (The mate put the-knife In 
evidence.) 1 gave the knife to the 
captain. Duke would not come up 
from the forepeak. We lashed the 
hatch down and went aft and attended 
to Sears’ body and afterwards buried 
it. About one o’clock Duke gave him­
self up. Duke was very drunk when 
he came on board. 1 released him 
from the forepeak the morning after. 
He showed some signs of suffering 
from the effects of drink. I don’t 
think he got much sleep. There was 
no drinking after the first day out.

Andrew Wilson (sworn and exam­
ined).—I am the captain of the Lake 
Simcoe. She is a British ship regis­
tered at St. John's. The men came 
on board more or less the worse for 
liquor. Cody and Duke had a quar­
rel. This quarrel was quieted down, 
but trouble started again at 10 o'­
clock. Boatswain and I could not 
quieten them so handcuffed Duke. A 
few days afterwards Duke complained 
of sickness. I allowed him off duty 
for four watches. Thursday morning 
men rushed to the cabin crying out 
that Sears had been stabbed. I rush­
ed out of my room and fell over 
Sears, who was lying on the floor 
dead. I went on deck and saw Duke 
waving a knife. The mate and I rush­
ed for him and he bolted below.

The captain's evidence as to what 
happened after this was practically 
the same as the mate's. He did not 
notice anything very peculiar about 
Duke previous to this.

Duke was kept in the sail locker 
for 33 days. The knowledge of Sears 
death was kept from Duke. The cap­
tain told Duke that Sears, was dead 
the day before they arrived at Per­
nambuco. In 1910( Duke sailed with 
him from here to Sydney. He com­
plained that he thought the crew were 
going to throw him overboard. He 
seemed like a man in the D. T.’s. On 
this voyage (the voyage to Sydney) 
Duke jumped overboard, but was res­
ued and taken on board again and 

was put in irons until the next day 
The captain also states that there wat 
more or less trouble with sailors re­
covering from drunkenness.

This was the last Crown witness.

THE DEFENCE.

Mr. Furlong, K.C., then addressed 
the Jury for the defence, and the poin 
relied on for the defence is that the 
crime was committed during an at 
tack of :unnia. Evidence was to b 
brought by the defence as to forme 
acts, which tend to support this de­
fence.

Dr. Scully (sworn and e—'uiv J ' 
Delirium Tremens follows a drinking 
boilt sometimes, or it may attse acute 
alcoholic insanity. The ev: lence which 
the doctor gave was of a technical 
nature, and stated that a sudden fit 
of insanity might come in if a man 
who has been drinking an 1 is sudden­
ly stopped. It was quite possible ft 
such a fit to come on several days al 
ter the subject has been apparent!; 
quite well.

John Butt (sworn and examined).— 
I know the prisoner Duke. I have 
been shipmates with him on the 
Clutha. We went on a voyage to 
Brazil. 1 was boatswain. Duke was 
all right all the time on the voyage, 
and at all the ports we called at. 
About a fortnight after leaving Bar- 
bad oes for St. John’s, Duke went 
down into the forecastle, because he 
thought the crew wanted to throw him 
overboard. He stayed there four days. 
He would not allow the crew below. 
After the four days he came on deck 
and went to work as usual, and was 
all right for the rest of the voyage. 
He did not drink much at Barbadoes. 
The cook gave him food when he was 
below. He had’ two bottles of Bay 
Rum which he bought in Barbadoes. 
I think he drank it. Don’t know whe­
ther effect of this would be wose than 
whisky or rum.

William Treble.—This witness gave 
evidence as to the prisoner having 
jumped overboard on a former voy­
age.

John Fitzgerald knew prisoner. Had 
been at sea with him. Knew him for 
5 years. Duke was drinking at Barba­
does on a voyage with me. One night 
whilst anchored off Barbadoes, Duke 
drank two bottles of Bay Rum and a 
bottle of Florida water. We left Bar­
badoes after that, and he was all right 
for two weeks. Showed no signs of 
anything wrong. Then he went down 
into forecastle and stayed there four 
days. I went down to smoke there 
one morning; he said he was all 
right. He got no food during this 
time.

Alter this witness had been exam­
ined the Court rose till 11 a.m. to-day.

fore his death and he seemed all right 
This was after he had been dischar­
ged from the Asylum.

William Grimes I sworn and exam­
ined.) —I am Superintendent of Po­
lice. 1 know the prisoner. I saw 
the body of his brother in the morgue 
in July, 19*15. The body had been 
picked up in the harbor by some 
fishermen. 1 cannot say how he met 
hie death of my own knowledge. 
There was a post mortem examina­
tion made and l have a note of the 
finding. (At this point Mr. Furlong 
moved to have this note put in as evi­
dence, and the Attorney General ob­
jected. Some argument took place, 
and finally it was allowed to go In as 
evidence that he was found drown­
ed.I There was no evidence of foul 
play.

John Cunningham (sworn and ex­
amined.)—I live in St. John’s now. I 
belong to Little Placentia. I knew 
prisoner’s mother; her name was 
Mary Frances of Little Placentia. 1 
knew her brother Patrick. He was 
fishing with me at one time. Patrick 
Frances is now dead. He was very 
simple, silly, and bad tempered ; be 
did not. know how to do anything. 
Cross-examined by Morison, K.C. He 
was never in the Lunatic Asylum.

Mrs. Duke, the wife of the prisoner.
( Sworn and examined)—My name is 
Annie Duke. I am the wife of John 
Duke. One Sunday night, when he 
was in bed i had to take the pictures 
from the wall, because he thought 
there was some one coming after him 
to kill him. He was sober at this 
time and had been sober for two 
months. He often had a delusion that 
someone was after him to kill him 
and was sometimes very noisy. On 
Cross-examination:—He was on a 
spree at the time of the races, a long 
spree, for a month or two months. 
He had been drinking from before 
the races till he signed on board 
the ■’Simcoe.”

John Duke (sworn and examined.) 
—1 was on watch on the morning of 
the 12th of September. 1 went to 
the forecastle at 8 bells. I went to 
my bunk. The next thing* I remem 
her is waking up in the sail locker in 
a straight jacket. I don’t remember 
what happened in the meantime, ex­
cept that it flashed through my head 
that I had done something with a 
knife. I was afterwards told that 1 
nad stabbed Sears. 1 did not remem­
ber the stabbing myself. I first heard 
that Sears was dead when we reach­
ed Pernambuco. I was in the sail 
locker till we reached Pernambuco. 
Thé crew used to tell me that Sears 
was getting better. I never had a 
quarrel with Sears. We were on 
quite, friendly terms. I knew Sears 
for three years. We were both fish­
ing out of Flatrock at one time. I 
used to meet him occasionally. 
On cross-examination.—I ant sound 
in mind now. 1 was not sound in 
mind when I woke up in the straight 
jacket. I don’t remember whether 
1 had the knife when I went into the 
forecastle. I don't remember speak­
ing to anyone when I was in the fore­
castle. I talked with the crew after 
I recovered my senses, they told me 
Sears was getting better. I cannot 
remember anything about having 
been down in the fore peak before this 
hapiK-ned. 1 was in Flatrock before 
the races. I came up to the races. 
Stars came up; 1 went on the spree 
with him. 1 fought with Cody îwlien 
1 went on hoard. 1 remember waking 
up in the ton peak wtih handcuffs on. 
The captain offered me liniment when 
I complained of having been hurt by 
a fail. I wanted to sleep in the fore­
peak because it was quieter. I have 
never been in the Lunatic Asylum. 1 
"'fr ruber being on the Clutha. 1 
.•member going down in her forecas- 
le and staying there for days. 1 

drank a little at Barbadoes. I drank 
some hay rum and some florida wa- 

r. It was nine or ten days after this 
that I went down into the forecast. 
On this last voyage 1 had no liquor, 
.fter the first day out.

After the conclusion of this evi- 
’.cr.o?. Furlong, K.C., addressed the 
iury for the defence, pointing out 
that there was absolutely no motive 
for the crime, end that it was only 
explicable on he ground that the 
prisoner was insane at the time, and 
that insanity was a disease of ail 
others which is hereditary. That it 
sometimes skipped one generation 
and cropped out in another. He 
pointed out that the evidence of in­
sanity in the prisoner’s family was 
quite strong. Mr. Furlong went on 
and made a review of the evidence, 
dealing particularly with the periods 
when the prisoner behaved in a pe­
culiar manner. At one o’clock Mr. 
Furlong's address was not conclud­
ed. __ ___

Airship to
Cross Atlantic.

German Invention 1,000 feet long
Meets With Expert's Approval.

Paris. Dec. 10.—Crossing the Atlan­
tic by airship is now only a matter 
of very short time, according to a 
group of German capitalists, which 
recently formed a company to ex­
ploit. as a means of long-distance 
travelling, a new type of dirigible 
balloon devised by Herr Borner, a 
well-known German engineer, which 
is proudly called the aerial ocean 
cruiser.

Plans for the realization of this 
scheme are now well under way, and 
have already advanced to the point 
of choosing the site of a hanger on 
the European side of the Atlantic, tiie 
exact location of which, however, is 
kept a secret for the moment.

In the near future New York will 
lie visited by Ernest Gunther Hensel. 
the representative of the company, 
who was in Paris this week, with the 
object of ascertaining where would 
he the most suitable landing place 
for aerial cruisers, bringing thiir 
load of passengers from Europe.

The inventor, and those backing 
him. assert that not only will the new 
balloon carry more than three hun­
dred persons, and make -the 4.000 
mile journey in two and one-half days 
but they also maintain that safety 
aiid comfort will’ be the chief features 
of the journey.'

The specifications of the new dir­
igible have already beeen drawn up 
in thirty-six different sizes for vari­
ous purposes. The type destined for 
transatlantic passage will be con­
structed to navigate on the waters, 
if necessary, as well as fly. It will 
have a length of about 300 metres (or 
about 97fc feet by thirty metres wide 
and fitted with thirty-four benzine 
motorsl seventeen on each side, on an 
entirely new system, capable of de­
veloping more than 5.000 horse pow­
er. The airship will have its own 
power for rising or descending. 
Which will permit the doing away

with ballast and take no account of 
loss of gas.

The average Sliced is estimated at 
(!7 miles an hour. The airship will 
have a lifting force of 210 tons, whicn 
will enable it to carry 2Hi passengers 
with a crew of 102. The total cost 
is calculated at $465.000.

A feature on which great stress ,s 
laid by the Inventor, is the immunity 
of the airship Irom explosion, even if 
struck by lightning. The lifting 
foi ce will tje supplied by 55 separate 
small balloons, which are covered b> 
a large envelope and insulated from 
the outer air by a compartment, fin­
ed with non-explosive azote gas. 
which also prott els the motors and 
their reservoirs.

A model" airship has already been 
constructed down to the smallest 
detail, and aerial experts, who have 
been allowed to examine its special 
features, are convinced of the prac­
ticability of the scheme, fount von 
Der Goltz, president of the German 
Airship Association, and vice-presi­
dent of the International Aeronautic 
Federation, is reported to lipve said 
in an interview' the other day that he 
wouldn't hesitate to be among thy 
first passengers across the Atlantic 
in it. He thought that it would help 
Germany to obtain the supremacy of 
the air.

After a careful examination of the 
new invention he stated that it ap­
peared to him as if the element of 
danger, hitherto inseparable from 
long air journeys, had at last been 
eliminated.

E. Vmbeck. another well-known 
German engineer, who has hitherto 
given preference to the aeroplane ov­
er the dirigible for series of flights 
states in a judicially worded report 
after an exhaustive examination of 
all the details that he is of the opin­
ion that the inventor has based his 
ideas on sound principles, and that 
his experiments and those of others 
made with the new airship, have open 
ed fresh ground in aeronautics. He 
also says he has carefully checked 
the /calculations and found them 
faultless and concluded :

“We are on the, eve ot seeing for

the first, time a really practical and 
profitable dirigible."

Raoul Pietet, -a Brussels authority, 
prefaces a long reiiort by saying :

“1 have the pleasure of expressing 
my enthusiastic appreciation of your 
new system of dirigible. With real 
joy 1 hail in your splendid work new 
ideas which will lead aeronautic sci­
ence in an unexpected direction.”

Egg War On in
Philadelphia.

Philadelphia, Deb. 13.—Eggs sold 
generally throughout this city to-day 
fci 24 cents dozen, as a result of 
the crusade inaugurated on last Wed­
nesday morning. In addition to the 
7,000 cases containing 2,520,000 eggs 
sold under the direction of the House 

! keepers hcague, retail dealers sold 
from their own stock at the same 
price. In some instances an even 
cheaper rate was charged, one deal­
er advertising "Suffragette eggs 23 
cents a dozen," while many of the 
eggs sold by the dealers were of as 

j good quality as those sold by the 
I League, cases were reported of re- 
| tailers selling inferior eggs for the 
| double purpose, it is said, of discred- 
! iting the movement and getting rid 
; of their worthless stock. The mem­

bers of the Housekeepers League 
have disposed of 6,480,900 eggs, since 
the campaign to reduce the high price 
of living began here.

Tells of Secret Society.
Montreal, Dec. 12.—Claiming that 

a number of influntial Italians in 
New York, Montreal and Vancouver 
are banded together in a society 
which was exploiting poor immigrants 
in this country and that this society 
was directly responsible for the 
death of the Italian Detective Petros- 
ino, Carlo Battista, an Italian now 
under sentence of death here for the 
murder of a compatriot. Salvatore 
Macaruso, has made a long confes­
sion. which will be forwarded to the 

1 Minister of Justice, Hon. C. J. Doher­
ty, at Ottawa.

Battista, says this society of which 
he was a member, made a practice 
of collecting subscriptions on the 
prentence that the money was for­
warded to the Royal Faminly in It­
aly. The money thus secured was 
distributed among its members. Pe- 
trosino discovered the scheme and to 
shut his mouth the society had him 
murdered.

Battista gives the names of a num­
ber of people who, he says, are con­
nected with the organiation and an 
enquiry will likely be held to see 
whether the murderer's accusations 
can be substantiated. The local po­
lice are inclined to be of the opinion 
that Battista might have given out 
the names in a spirit of vengeance.

Kidnapped Cashier 
Saves $28,000 Bag.

Hurls it Away When Bandits Put 
.Sack Over Head and Whirl Him 
Off in Automobile.
Chicago, Dec. 12.—A carefully plot­

ted attempt to kidnap and rob At. J. 
Wright, of nearly $30,000 was suc­
cessful to-day in every detail except 
that of getting the money.

Mr. Wright, who is cashier of a 
butter company, was walking to de­
posit $28.027 in a hank when an ap­
parently intoxicated man stumbled 
out of an alley and fell against him. 
He pushed the man away, upon which 
four others fell on him and pulled 
a sack over his head. A motor car 
dashed up to the curb and Mr. 
Wright was tossed into it. As the 
bag went over his head, however, he 
dropped behind a telegraph pole a 
satchel containing the money.

A few minutes later, while Mr. 
Wright, with his head in the sack, 
was being whirled across the west 
side, Earl Halgern, while walking 
down the street where Mr. Wright 
was attacked, noticed the satchel. He 
picked it up and turned it over to 
the police. .Air. Wright telephoned 
to his office that he had been robbed. 
A message from the police that the 
satchel had been recovered was re 
ceived about the same time.

Oolombus, Ind.. Dec. 10.—The Rev 

F. L. Dimmitt, a Methodist preacher 
l’.as created a sensation by a sermon 
directed against the mode of street 
dress now popular with women. A 
special portion of the sermon was 
the quotation from the pulpit of the 
following lines:
"Little girl, you look so small.

Don’t you wear no clothes at ail; 
Don't you wear chemise or shirt, 

Don’t you wear a petti-skirt,
Just your corset and your hose—

The poet closed with a prediction
