Aeroplane.

The destruction of the German
cruiser Konigsberg, hidden in the
jungle up the river Rufiji in German
East Afx:ica, is the latest example of
the utility of the sroplane. The Ko-
nigsberg was the only German cruis-
er undestroyed outside of the Baltic
and the waters of the enemy. It was
too far up the river to be smashed
up by ordinary cruisers at the mouth
of the river. Besides the great jun-
gles of tropical Africa rendered it
difficult to-locate it sufficiently for ef-
fective shelling. To surmount these
difficulties two of the three monitors
which did so much effective work off
the coast of Belgium in the fall, were
sent to the Rufiji, and on account of
their shallow draft they were enabled
to ascend the river much further than
an ordinary cruiser could. ' But there
still remained the difficulty of loca-
ting the protected cruiser of the ene-
my and directing the fire of the at-
tacking ships.” This was-overcome by
Last week the
attack ~ began -and the _zroplanes
watched and spotted the shots. The
finishing touches was given to her on
Sunday last apd the Admiralty now
reports her a total wreck. It will be
remembered that the Overseas Club
has issued an appeal to the Domin-
ions and Colonies to assist the au-
thorities by the gift of @roplanes.
Hong Kong has collected funds for
six eroplanes. These appeals reach-
ed the Chairman of the St. John’s
Municipal Commission and the Pre-
mier of the Colony.

CORNISH, N. H,, To-day.

President Wilson ‘to-day received
from the State Department the official
text of the latest German Note on
submarine warfare and immediately
began.  the consideration of his reply.

THE LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-day.

From what appeared to be a lull on
the western front there .sprung up
suddenly some of the most severe
fighting for months with Germans ag-
gressors in Souchez Cemetery, seven
miles North of Arras and hardly half
that distance South West of Lens. It
has been wrested from the. French
after a German gas attack.and follow-
ed by hand to hand fighting with
bomb and bayonet. The French admit
this loss and are fighting to regain the
ground, which they had won with
such heavy cost. Slowly the French
have been tightening their grip on the
village Souchez until Germans aware
that the capture of the entire posi-
ticn would be an importaut step of
the French offensive . towards Lens
and_Lille, launched a terrific counter-
stroke which left them master of a
shattered burial ground with more
than 150 prisoners in their hands.
The fighting among houses which
fringe the western edge of the town
still rages. There also has been a re-
newal of activity in other areas in
France and Belgium, but nothing
comparable with the . .strategie ' im-
portance 6f thée Souchez struggle. The
Germans lay claim to the destruction
of a British position at Hill 60 near
Ypres, but this finds no confirmation
from either French or British sources.
The situation in Poland and Galjcia
has reached a crisis, but the public is
rather weary of following the com-
plexities of the Russian retirement.
So long as Warsaw appears to be in
no immediate danger, it is turning to
the West hazarding guesses as to
whether British, French or Germans
will be the ‘first to take the general
offensive. With the arrival of mid-
summer this is a big question, for it
is felt one side or oiner must strike
before long, otherwise another winter
of tedious trench warfare is inevit-
able. The destruction of the German
cruiser Konigsberg in the Jungle lin-
ed river in East Africa was learned
with surprise. The fact she had tak-
en refuge there being forgotten by
the general public. The Italian at-
tacks against Austria seem to be gain-
ing in intensity, but the Vienna offi-
cial statement admits no loess of

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Is There any Proof That
Enemy is Making Shells
Faster than the Allies ?

By HILLAIRE BELLOC IN ¢“LAND
AND WATER.”

Have we any proof that the enemy
can produce shells, new linings/ for
guns as those linings get worn out,
new big pieces, etc., can fill and fit
the same at any greater rate than
can the Western Allies? It is, to say
the least of it, doubtful; and until one
has has very good proof to the con-
trary one would—knowing the char-
acter of the various nations involved
—doubt it. The enemy has made a
mighty effort in. Galicia. In spite of
that effort he has not succeeded in
breaking the Russian line, and, there-
fore he has lost enormously in men—
certainly not less than half a million
—_without so far having obtained any-
thing like a decision, and he has ex-
pended in six weeks ammunition
which it took him, perhaps, twenty
weeks to produce. Italy alone has
peen- for five -months producing muni-
tions with a cféar comprehension of
what this type of warfare has become
and what is mneeded for it. The
French pegple have devoted their
whole energy to that end. Have we
any proof that the enemy have done
more? That they had an advantage
over Russia in this matter, seeing
that Russia can only with difficulty
obtain supplies from abroad, that her
industralization is not that of the
West, that her communications and
the rolling stock upon her railyays
is not that of the West‘ we all know.
Jut would the higher command in the
West regard the enemy’s supply and
accumulation of shell superior to its
own? I doubt it.

Next we must ask the question,
can the production, such as it is, be
increased in the West? ~Whether it
can be increased-in France or in Italy
may be doubted. Those nations are
conscript for war, and are prepared
with their utmost energies. That it
can be increased in this country is
obvious, for this country is highly
industralized, and is making' a great
many things, apart from those needed
for the war. The economic support
which this country can give to the
great alliance demands active produc-
tion in every field. But there is ob-
viously a margin for the increased
production of shell. What that margin
is only the authorities know.

Again, can the enemy obtgin sup-
plies from' outside his own territory
for the product‘ion of shell? If he
can it is the fault of the blockade.
That he has gotten cotten through
for his - propellant explosives we
know. Why it-has been allowed we
do not know. But has he also got

his material for shell? Italy has al-
lowed nothing'to go in since Decem-
ber, and if the enemy is getting for
his: production what he cannot find
within his ‘own boundaries, then it
comes through th® North Sea, and the
answer to that question is therefore
political. It will not be discussed here,
because it is highly controversial, and
depends upon elements in the inter-
national problém of which no layman
has cognizance. *

But the situation is quite clear. If
the - blockade is fully enforced the
enemy cannot get supplies irom out-
side his own territory, whereas the
Western Allies can, and do.

But the production of shell-does not
only -consist in the supply of shell
cases, of copper bands, and fuses. It
also consists in the high explosive for
the bursting charge of a large shell.

Is there a shortage among the Wes-
tern Allies) in these high explosives?

In order to answer that question it
can only be 'suggested' that one form
of high explosive, and one alone, can
show some shortage, and that is T.N.
T. It is not the most violent, but it
is the safest form. It is that mainly
used in the British, German and Aus-
trian services. Its basis is the de-
structive distillation of coal. In this
country it has not paid manufacturers
and coal owners in time of peace to;
produce the raw material for this ex-
plosive in sufficient quantities. That
there is any shortage in other forms
of high explosives is doubtlful in the
extreme, and no shadow of proof that
there is any such shortage has ap-
peared. Without some evidence, we
do well ‘to disbelieve.

I repeat that a belated newspaper
panic or the commoner wind of po-
litical rhetoric may, or may not, be
necessary here as a spur tosthe pro-
duction of high explosive shell. One
would have hoped not. They are not
necessary elsewhere, If such. means
are necessary, by all means let them
be employed for those upon whom
they are useful effect. But let sober
judgment recognize that - while you
cannot have too much of these muni-
tions—always supposing that the
guns and their repair keep pace with
the possible rate of discharge—the
probability- is against the enemy’s
having in the West a superiority in
munitions.

It is probable—I have not the au-
thority to say it is certain—that in
this, as in every other matter, the
more developed and the more active
gations have the advantage over the
nemy. -Whether this judgment is

Household Notes.

A faded carpet can -be much im-
proved at little expense.. Add a pint
of vinegar to a pan of fairly hot
water, and after having given the
carpet a thorough brushing, rub this
well into every part of it with a clean
cloth. ;

To clean and brighten dingy rugs
and stair carpets, get a gill of ox gall
from the butcher, and mix it with half
a_pail of cold, soft water. Rub the
mixture on with a soft scrubbing
brush, then sponge the lather off with
clean water and rub with a soft cloth.

To make apple and custard pud-

ding, put some stewed apples in a pie

dish, ‘have ready some boiled custard
(cold){ and when the apples are cold,
pour the custard on the top and cover
all with meringue.

‘erocted and opened a few years lat-

‘er. . This home was primarily meant
;{1 as a shelter for the blind, and it was

not. until the matter ‘was. taken in
hand by 8ir Charles Frederick Fra-
ser that the institution became ‘an
educational one. Through his untir:
ing efforts, legislation was enacted
so that the blind, irrespective o
‘class, creed or color, could obtain an
education that would enable them ‘tc
take: their place amongst ' their fel-
lowmen. At the opening of the Hali-
fax School:for the Blind some forty-
two yeérs -ago, there were 6 pupils,
and to-day there-are 140 and instead
of one building five are required for
the accomm‘od'ation,,of the students of
the institution. The school, said Mr
Weir, under Sir Chas. F. Fraser, ha: |
prospered, and the seed sown by hin
during his visit here some .few years
ago, has 'evidently horne fruit, a proo’
of which was the large gathering
which he was privileged to address
on the subject which has ever been
most dear to the heart of his revered
superintendent.. Mr. Weir then: went
on to explain the curriculum of the
school. The pupils are taught Braille
reading and-writing, elocution, gram-
mar and geography, music and prac-
tically all the subjeets that find ~a
place in the modern 'college curricu-
dum.  He mentioned the fact that 8¢
graduates of the school are now oc-
cupying - positions ag ‘church organ-
ists, and that many  ofs them have
several letters agter their names..

Dear Sir,—Rev. -
forth in yesterday’s issue of your pa-
per and shells his beseigers with a
caustic comment. “Crass Ignorance’”
and “unmitigated prejudice” of those
innocents abroad is the learned doc-|
tor’s appraisment of those who raisé
a protest against the C. H. K. and the
vagaries of the Examiner. Though
the Rev. Doctor gets waxy and uses
the strong language quoted, still he
admits as to the Primary case, all that
the writers in the press are battling
against. ‘And what he admits to be
true in the Primary case may be to a
greater extent true in the other
grades if he were to examine and pass
upon them.

I will close my remarks with one
or two further comments on the re-
cent Exams. Of course, these are the
opinions of a Candidate and may dif-
fer materially from those of learned
doctors and the college professors.
The Intermediate school management
would be admirably suited to a stu-
dent of pedagogics or an Associate of
the College of Preceptors, but bewild-
ering and rattling to Intermediates.

Questions requiring practical analy-
tical, critical and descriptive skill are
beyond the powers of the average In-
termediate candidates.

In Associate English the Examin-
ers' did not intend the candidates to
get into mischief for lack of occupa-
tion. A good candidate who got flus-
tered by the formidable amount of
work presented to him and in which
the classical literature unduly pre-
dominated to the usual syntax and
synonmyn questions, would come out
of the ordeal badly.

In 1914 Exam. there were 3205 can-
didates entered for the Exams., 294%
sat, (261 had successfully retreated
before the battie begun.) Fourteen
hundred and forty-nine, or 50 per
cent. failed or fell victims to the Ex-
aminers bullets. To a General in
battle this result would be considered
a Pyrrhic victory. I have knowledge
of an Inspector visiting a school and
examining a class in arithmetic, 50
per cent. were correct. His record
in the log book: “50 per cent correct
is not creditable nor to be expected
in a school like this.” If 50 per cent.
is not a creditable showing, and it
isn’t according to the above educa-
tional authority, semething must be
wrong. Either the Exam is too high
for the candidates or the candidates
too low for the Exam. Hence it fol-
lows that the Examiners should modi-
fy their Exam. papers to suit the
average candidate so as to increase
somewhat the Pass List.
