A Curtain of Bombs.

We have worked out in the accom-
panying drawings a system which is
not only comparatively cheap to con-
struct but (what is more important in
this emergency) one which could be
very rapidly put through. .

minefield, it could be built of com-:
mercial one-half inch steel rod. The
mesh would be ten feet and the con-
nection at the alternate intersections
would consist of a buoyant spherical
bomb, containing 20 pounds of trini-
trototuol. The bombs would be built
in two hemispherical halves, with
holes formed in the flanges for the
attachment of the lengths of wire rods:
The ends of the rods would be attach-
ed to the bomb by merely threading
them through the flanged holes and
twisting three or four turns of the
rod snugly upon itself. ‘Since the
bombs would be spaced 20 feet apart
and staggered, it is certain that at,
least one and probably three or four
bombs would come in contact with a
submarine that attempted to drive
through.

Just here, we may mention that the
bembs would have a stfficient positive
buoyancy to carry their own load and
a part of the load of the net itself,
thereby making it possible to use
floatation buoys of medorate size 20
féet below the surface. The net would
be anchored by stéel wire rope extend-
ing from each side of the net and se-
cured to heavy mushroom anchors.

The fact that soundings off the Nor-
wegian coast show depths of from 800
to 1,000 feet, presents no serious diffi-
culty; it would simply necessitate the
provisions of a greater length of
mooring cable.

Protecting the Barrier.

Inevitably, the Germans, on ﬁndiqg

. tioned string of floating mines, a thor-
| oughly organized system of patrol by
aeroplane, destroyer and motor boat.
The function of this patrol would be
not only to detect, and as far as pos-
sible, prevent the approach of sub-
marines to the net, but also to main-
~tain the net itself, making good im-
‘ mediately any damage or displacement
whieh it might sustain as a result of
'the enemy's attack, or the stresses of
wind and weather. The basi¢ element
in this patrol would consist of half-a-
dozen mother ships moored in line
from coast to coast at intervals of
from forty to fifty miles.. These would
form the supply depots from which the
surface craft and aircraft would oper-
ate. The mother ships would consist
of old tramp steamers (a.suggestion of

Mr. Chas. G. Curtis) which would be
,anchored sécurely by the head, heavy

anchors and cables at great length be-
ing used, so that the ships would rise
f easily in the heaviest weather. For
protection against torpedo attack, each
ship would be surrounded by a double
line of extra-heavy torpedo netting,
maintained in place by unusually
heavy booms and guy ropes. At the
stern of each ship, sections of the net
would be arranged so that they could
be lowered to admit the destroyers
and motor boats when they came
alongside for repairs and the replen-
ishment of fuel and supplies. In pre-
paring these ships as starting and
landing platforms for the aeroplanes,
they would be swept clear of all up-
per works, smoke-stacks, masts, rig-
ging, ‘etc., and landing platforms
would be built throughout their entire
length, the platforms extending out
twenty to thirty feet on each side so
as to provide smooth runways, say
100 feet wide by some 400 feet in
length.

The patrol would be in three zones
—the inner one extending -between
the mother ships would be covered by
the flotillas of motor boats; the inter-
mediate zone, from twenty-five to
thirty miles in width would be cover-
ed by the destroyers, and the outer
zone, reaching one hundréd miles or
more into the North Sea, would .be
under the watchful eye at all times
of the aeroplanes.

In this niatter of defeating the sub-,
marine, timé ig the -very essence. of
the contract, afid ammgn a curuln
200 feet deep.and 250 miles in lenxth
is a colossal undertaking, it could, be
built fot, &, reasOnable cost and with-
in reasonable time.

Half-inch steel rods weigh about
two-thirds of a pound per foot, and
they could be delivered, cut to length
at’an English port for about §150 per
ton. Such is the capacity of our mills
that the whole amount of 18,000 tons
could be turned out in a couple of
weeks’ time. The cost of the rods,
anchors and cables would be about $4,-
800,000. The bomb containing 20
pounds of trinitrotuol would be suf-
ficiently powerful to cut a hole
through the interior hull of a submar-
ine or badly wreck its outer hull, ren-
dering it unmamageable. The bomb
would be made in two halves, and with
its flanges could be stamped out of
three-sixteenth plate. Manufactured
on a basis of quantity-production, the
bombs could be produced complete
with contaet points and firing mech-
anism for abouit $35 apiece, which
would represent a total cost for the
bombs of about $45,000,000. Adding
the cost of materials for the met and
anchorages, $4,800,000, we arrive at a
total cost for” materials of the whole
net of about $50,000,000, which is less
than the total value of ships and car-
go sunk by the submarines in a sin-
gle week of the present campaign.

The firing mechanism of the bombs
would have to be of special design, to
prevent the whole net from being set
off by sympathetic shock when one
of the bonibs was detonated. We un-
derstand that a firing mechanism can
be- produeed, which will resist the
sudden shock from & nearby explosion,
and can be operated only by a blow or
push of comparatively low - velocity,
such as would be applied if the firing
pin were struck by a submarine mov-
ing at a rate of eight or ten knots. To
render the bombs safe for handling by
the seamen as they build them into the
net, the firing pin would be locked by
a cement which would be soluble in
water, thereby insuring that the
bombs would become alive only after
they had been in water for ten or fif-
teen minutes.

If the approaches to the North Sea
were protected by successive lines of
aeroplanes, scouts, destroyers and pat-
rol boats, and finally by an impassa-
ble wall of bombs, it is safe to say that
the Atlantic routs would be rid, once
and for all, of the submarine pest, and
America would be free to send over
food, munitions and troops without
fear of molestation.

A similar net at Gibraltar and at the
Straits of Otranto (the mouth of the
Adriatic), wonld effectively block the
submarine bases of Germany’s allies.

Yesterday we pronounc-
ed ourselves a little
sceptical of the German
claim to have repulsed
the Russian attacks. We
now learn that the repulse consisted
in abandoning an outpost on the way
to Lemberg and some ten thousand
men. May all attacks be repulsed in
the same manner!

ceived since the German retreat on
the Somme. It is plain that it an-
nounces but a beginning. While the
fighting has been spread over a large
front, the actual victory has been won
in the very important region west of
Tarnopol, covering Lemberg. The
prisoners include not merely Austri-
ans but Germans and Turks, an illu-
minating fact. It shows that Austria
cannot be depended upon to defend
her own frontiers; she is deficient in
morale and efficiency and probably
also in numbers. As a consequence
we may look for a reaction of the
battle on the Italian front, where its
eifect is<certain to be felt. We can-
not overestimate the importance of
this last development, for we cannot
too often insist that, given a sustain-
ed effort by the Russian armies, of
which this initial success is a good’
promise, we shall have a condition of
things that has never heretofore been
achieved—effective pressure on all
three of the enemy fronts, with every
possibikity of the fourth (Macedonian)
front being added very soon. Hither-
to the attacks of the Allies, however
tremendous, have lacked their full
force because they havévwbeen deliver-
ed more or less spaSmodically and in
succession. There will be an end now
of the continual shifting to and fro
of enemy froops to the point attack-
ed, and the greater part of his ad-
vantage in the interior position * will
be gone.

Great part of the credit of the
Russian victory must be given not
only to the personal stimulus but to
the personal example of M. Kerenski,
the youthful Minister.of War.

THE RACE TROUBLES IN ST.
LOUIS.

NEW YORK, To-Day.
Despatches to the Associated Press
at midnight indicates that the esti-
mates of loss in the race riots in East
St. Louis, 1ll., were somewhat exag-
gerated. The death list, however, may
reach 75, according to the latest es-
timates, and the property loss, it is
believed, will reach $3,000,000. The
torch has been applied to four negro
settlements in the eity and the glare
of the flame illuminates the city and
surrounding districts. - The rioting is
a recrudescence of the trouble that
occurred a month ago, following the
importation of ‘a large. number of

negro laborers from the South to
work in local packing houses. To-
night’s rioting had begun after a
white man had been shot by a band
of negroes. The mob. which quickly
gathered applied a torch to rows of
negro dwellings, the flames quickly
spreading to the edge of the business
district of the city. Attacks on ne-!
groes quickly followed and fatalities
began rapidly to multiply.

The situation in Spain, so far from
improving, appears to be going from !

The Madrid
correspondent of the Petit Parisien,
telegraphing on Sunday, says that the

antees by the Government has not
removed the unrest in Spain. The fact
that the heavily censored Spanish
press publishes nothing concerning the
internal situation seems to indicate
that conditions are far from normal.
Great importance is attached in politi-
cak circles to two facts, first that the
King and Queen cancelled an engage-
ment to attend a polo game; second,
that a special Cabinet meeting was
held, at the conclusion of which Prem-
ier Dato went to the Palace and had
a long conference with the King.
These circumstances have given rise
to all sorts of comment, many persons
seeing in them proof that the Gov-
ernment had received serious news,
but nothing so far has confirmed this
view. Eoristo Satmeron Y. Garcia,
President of the short-lived Spanish
Republic, who has just arrived from
Spain, also takes a serious view of
the situation there. In a statement
published in the Petit Parisien he says
he is convinced that Spain is on the
eve of important events.

The oyster cocktail is the first ar-

Several car lcads of caplin and
about one hurnlied quintals of codfisia
have passed thrcegh the freezing pio-
cess at the new fresh tsh plant yester-
day and to-dav. Everything was going
like clock work &t the plant this morn-
ing From the sanager down to the
laborer, all were busy arranging the
delicate cod in the proper receptacles
prior to placing them in the freezing
room. At the dock wharf, just below
the Long Bridge, the company’s big
floating stage was made fast, and sur-
rounded by a dozen fishing boats,
whose owners were removing their
morning’s catch to specially prepared
fish pounds on the stage. This was
the means of attracting a large crowd
of citizens.  The head and entrails of
the fish are removed by the fishermen
themselves on board the company’s
stage; the sound bone, however, is not
removed. The fish are then weighed
and the fisherman given a receipt for
his fish, on presenting which at the
company’s office he receives payment
at the rate of two and one half cents
a pound.

THE R}]SSIAN OFFENSIVE.

PETROGRAD, July 2.

The Russian official announcement
to-day says that the Russians have
advanced to Koniuchy stream and
also have captured seven heavy guns.
Teuton prigsoners continue to Dbe
brought in. The official statement
reads as follows: On the western
Russian front in the direction of Ko-
vel Volhynia, in the region of Rud-
kaeltovichskaya, our scouts under
command of four officers, after de-
stroying wire entanglements by mines
penetrated the enemy’s trenches, kill-
ed some of their occupants and cap-
tured a number of prisoners. Accord-
ing to the testimony of the prisoners
the Austrians knew of our attack
from two deserters, senior commis-
sioned officer Karsokin and private
Kolotuinoy. An investigation is be-
ing made by the authorities of the
which the soldiers
named belonged. In the direction of
Zlochoff, after two days’ artillery pre-
paration ,our -troops attacked the
Austro-German positions on the Kon-
uichby-Ihki front. After a severe en-
gagement they occupied three lines of
trenches and the fortified village of
Koniuchy, and advanced to the Kon-
iuchy stream to the south of the vil-
lage of the same name. As a result of
the engagement on Sunday, 164 offi-
cers and 8,400 soldiers have been
counted so far as prisoners. We also
took seven guns and seven machine-
guns. Prisoners continue to come in.
Southwest of Brzezany, after artillery
padation, our troops attacked the
strongly fortified positions of the ene-
my. After stubborn fighting they oc-
cupied them at places. The Germans
and Turks made counter-attacks, and
the formidable positions changed
hands constantly. On Sunday we
captured on this front nine officers
and 1,700 Germans, Austrians and
Turks. Some of our detachments sus-
tained severe losses, especially in offi-
cers. Altogether on Sunday we took
173 officers and more than 10,000 sol-
diers.

London.—The

resumption of the
Russian offensive with the capture
of the town of Koniuchy and more
than 10,000 prisoners, is the most
cheerful news the British have had
for some weeks. References in re-
cent German official statements to the
activity of the Russians have given
hope that something really serious
was about to occur, but .the public
was hardly prepared for such imme-
diate and successful results, as it was
thought it would take a few days for
the artillery to destroy .the Austro-
German defences which were under
construction for so many months.
The scene of the Russian success is
between the Stripa and Zlota-Lipa
Rivers and was the battle ground of
such heavy fighting after General
Brussiloff’s offensive of a year ago,
Koniuchy being on the latter river.
This, like other demonstrations, is in
the direction of Lemberg, the capture
of which could be of greatest strate-
gic and political importance. General
Brussiloff apparently has resumed
his concentric manoeuvres which
were interrupted by the advent of
winter and then by the revolution.
Petrograd.—The brilliant = Russian
advance, the news of which has sent
a wave of rejoicing through the en-
tirc country, was led by War Minister
IZcrensky in person. For the last 4
days the War Minister has been con-
tinuously at the front spending every
offort to urge the Russian troops to
advance. - He finally rode to the front
line trenches, and placing himself at
the head of the troops, gave the order
to advance.
