MILNER COUNSELS CAUTION.

LONDON, Oct. 17.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.) —
Lord Milner, the British Secretary
of War, interviewed to-day by the
Evening Standard, says complete vic-
tory is in sight, namely, the destruc-
tion of the Prussian military machine.
All other aims fade into insignifi-
cance beside this aim, punishment of
the men who made the war, and were
responsible for its crimes. The ques-
tion of reparatien for wrongs and
damages ‘done, even territorial ad-
justments, were all secondary to the
rendering of Prussianism impotent
forever. If that one aim were achiev-
ed, all the rest would follow natur-

that aim might be postponed, ulterior
questions being raised in such a fash-
fon as to strengthen the resistance
of the German armies and people.
For exampls, it was a serious mis-
take to imagine that the German peo-
ple were in love with milifarism. They
had submitted to it, partly as a se-
curity, partly owing to the clamor of
its hithero unbroken success, but
there was, especially of late years, a
rising revolt against the Junker and
the Jack boot. When the German
people see the complete and ignomin-
ious fall of militarism, and  realise
that the system has ‘brought them
ruin, they will be as eager to do away
with it as the Allies.. Hence the main
task of the Allies was to hasten the
day when the utter wreckage of the
Prussian military machine would be
demonstrated before their very eyes.
This end might be achieved in two
ways, namely, either by a complete
and. decisive victory, leading to -un-
conditional surrender, or by an ar-
mistice under such conditions as to
guarantee that the military supremacy
of the Allies should not be weakened
but rather strengthenéd by the ces-
sation of hostilities, This second al-
ternative would be as successful as
the first in bringing about the utter
collapse of Prussian militarism. Lord
Miler regarded an armistice under
such conditions as certain to be at-
tended by the realisation of our full
war aims. He was therefore anxious
that nothing be dome to postpone its
accomplishment. He was inclined to
think that if the Allies at the present
time attempted to diotate to Germﬁ;y
certain drastic changes in their own
Government a8
len and personnel, ,the resistance of
the German armies would be stiffen-
en, His Lordship said that after all
there must be a German Government
to negotiate an armistice’ with, and
complete transformation was already
in progress, We should not be in too
great a hurry to denounce it as sham.
The present holders of power are re-
sponsible to the Reichstag, and the
Reichstag is the only popularly elect-
ed national assembly in Germany. It

He
loved the world, and he loved what-
ever he was doing in it.

Judicial Inquiry in
- "~ilway Accident.

The inquiry was continued yester-

day afternoon before Judge Morris,
when the following evidence was tak-
en.

Herhert Russell, sworn and exam-
ined by Mr. Mews, B.L.—I am Super-
intendent of the train service with the
Reid Newfoundland Company. Re-
ports of accidents with the train on
the railway are made to me. The re-
ports are made by the train conduct-
ors. The operator at the other end
would send notes in answer to ques-
tions. This is the 'message that was
received at our office from the opera-
tor at the wreck. (Message put in
marked “H.R.1.”) Message with re-
ference to the injured passengers was
received from the conductor. (Mes-
sage put in marked “H.R.2.”) I was
not on duty at the office that day. I
was on the Trepassey line. I keep a
full record of accidents that happen
on the railroad. I have to send a re-
port of accidents on the railroad to
the Government at the end of every
year.. We have had accidents or run-
offs before. The reports sent to the
Government Engineer are full of re-
ports of accidents stating the cause as
far as can be ascertained.

Mr. Higgins, K.C., Counsel for
Reid Newfoundland Company,
not cross-examine.

‘James Dawe, sworn. Examined. by
MF. 'Mews, B.L.—I am operator with
the Reid Newfoundlana Company. I
was on the express train which left
St. John’s on September 24th last. I
was on her at the time of the acci-
dent. I remember the accident. At
the time of the accident I was stand-
ing in the baggage car. The baggage
car was attached to the second class
car and ahead of it—between the ten-
der and the second class car. I was
inside the baggage car looking out
through the window of the door facing
the second class car when the second
class car left the track. I saw the
second class car bumping over the
sleepers. Brakeman Rossiter was
standing nearby me at the time. The
second class car may have run over
three or four ties. As soon as Rossi-
ter saw her running on the sleepers
he pulled the emergency brake cord.
It would be only a second. I looked
through the end door *until I lost
sight of the car, then I ran to the side
door of the baggage car and I saw the

second class car sliding down on her+

side 'fover the embankment. To my
knowledge the second class car did
not stop ‘until she got down into the
dump. I was standing right near
Rossiter when he pulled the emer-
gency cord. As soon as he pulled the

cord the emergency brake was ap-
plied and the train was pulled right
up. The second class car had gone
over the dump before that. I felt no
jolt in the baggage car. It ran right
steady. I did not feel the coupling
parting. From the low side of the
baggage car, I went to the other side
door, thinking the baggage car was
going over too, and I did not see the
other cars go over. When I next saw
the cars they were all on their sides.
The furthest end of the dining car
was fifteen feet from the track lean-
ing over the dump and the other end
was right near the ties. The other
cars were on . their sides near the
track. After the accident I passed
back to the rear end of the train and
came back to the baggage car. I saw
the conductor who was helping pas-
sengers out. I went back to the bag-
gage car to get my gear and cut in on
the telegraph line. Private Turner
who was on the train, an operator,
gave me a hand to cut in. Private
Turner sent the first message which
was brought to him by the conductor
and by that time the agent from Hum-
bermouth was up and he sent several
messages. I sent messages relating
to .the passengers. I did not notice
the; rails. I was wondering what
drove the * off the track, but I could
I.iigﬂnd‘, hat- the:tfbuble!or cause
w4s. Tidid\ not noticé any rails-off the
ttack or partly off. T was not talking
tdo'any of the train hands after the ac-
cident; they were all very busy look-
ing after the passengers and those
who were injured. After Rossiter
pulled the emergency cord, that was
all I saw of him. -He went to the
cars to look after the passengers.

Cross-examined by Mr. Higgins,
K.C.—The effect of pulling the emer
gency brake cord is to release the
air and so automatically the brakes
go on. The same result is accom-
plished when the air hose coupled be-
tween two cars is disconnected.

Re-examined by Mr. Mews, B.L.—
When I was looking through the win-
dow and saw the second class car
bumping on the sleepers, she seemed
to be heading in a line with the bag-
gage car.

(a). Was the second class car more
to the low side than to the high side
of the track? :

(a). I did not take any particular
notice to see if she was more to one
side than to the other.
