There can
be no discrimination, neither
can one section benefit-at the
expense of the others. All must
bé treated alike:" all must re-
cdive the per capita allotment.
1t is not alone the District of
Placentia .and St. Mary’s -that
will receive all the attention,
but the other seventeen as well,
St. John’s East and West, in
common with - Burin, Fortune,
Bay de Verde, Port de Grave,
Blrgeo, Trinity and the others.

At the reduction
of 26% from last years price, and’ al-
lowing the average catch per boat
about 6 qtls. per day th¢ amount real-
dzed for two men would be $10.18.

Forestalling the Moth.

If winter clothing is not put-away
in spring time, but is left hanging in
a closet all summer, it is apt to suffer
and
éven- from rats.-

In the northern part of this coa-
tinent the motha begin to lay their
eggs between April and June. The
little gray moth miller can be seen
flying about the rooms trying t, find

a place to depost her eggs, so that the’

arvae when they appear may have the
best of food.

The larvae of the moth is-of special
danger to woollen garments, and
those suits that, are not éléan, well
brushed and in use are‘mest apt to
become infected.

If the larvae are once hatched in

the cloths they are apt to begin their !

ravages, in spite of any preventives
placed there to destroy them.
The only safe methed of caring for

clothing and furs is to keep the fiy-
ing moth out of them by putting the
garments away in tightly cloged paper
packages, in boxes, in cedar chests,
or in heavy tar paper bags.

Garments that are not to be -put
away should have .frequent ghakings,
brushings, beatings, and exposures to
the sunlight.

Camphor and napthaline
sedar chips when fresh, sprayed
benzine or formaldehyde and other
remedies are of service if the eggs
are not already laid in the cloth.

the Greeks proposed to pay & state
-visit to-Mount Athos after the fall of

| Salonika.

Mount Athos is among the richest of

the world’s monkish establishments,
not alone in the amount of its reven-
ues and the fertility of its estates, but
in its rare library of manuscripts of
the early fathers of the church, few
of which have yat been opened to the
serutiny of scholars and in which
there doubtless is to be found a mine
of information touching both faith and
doctrine as they were delivered to the
saints.

~ The orthodox monasteries of the
Near Bast have played a most import-
ant part in the history of that region.

Their origins, naturally, are for the

most part shrouded in\ mystery, but
their place in the affection of the peo-
ple is clear—and justly so.

- It was within these cloistered walls
that the Christiap faith was kept alive
through the long night of Turkish rule
in the Balkans. Here, too, was main-
tained the tongue of whatever race the
pious brotHers claimed and to-day
Greek, Bulgar, and Serb, whatever else
they may differ upon—and their quar-
rels have been many and desperate—
unite in a veneration and love for the
church as an institution which has
never been equalled elsewhere.

Finest Traditions of Near East.

About the Balkan monasteries clust-
er many of the finest traditions of the
Near East. For example, the beautiful
cloisters of the Metropolitan mon=~
astery at Cetinje are a venerated
sanctuary of faith and freedom in the
Black Mountain dating back for & full
half m'llennium It stands upon the
spot where Ivan the Black established
his seat of government when he fled
from the Turk and where he set up
the first Slavonic printing press in the .
world. Often hesieged, it once cap-!
itulated to the Turk, but is was soon;
retaken by  the sturdy warriors who |
descended in force from the height of
the Lovcen, whither the Moslem had |
been unable to follow them. I
* Once the monastery was blown up |
by the monks themselves, . who perish-
ed with their precious books and docu-
ments rather than see their sacred
walls degraded by the Mohammedan
foe. i

In its present form the structure
dates only from the eighteenth century
but its quaint clock tower and its!
shaded cloisters give it an aspect of |
much greater age. ;

Here rest many of the valiant'
Vladikas or prince bishops, who 80
long ruled the Jand with & combing-'
tion of church and state, and here are |
to be found the cannon captured from
the Turk on many an historic field.
Here, too, is preserv’ed a. page from';
the first gospel issued from the famous |
press (whose type were atterwardsvg
melted down to )

Cetinje pauses 22 he glimses
shrine from afar and crosses himself
devoutly as he whispers a prayer for
his country.

Above it rises the tower of the
Skulls, the old-time citadel of the
monkish defenders, - which takes its
name from the fact that up to a short
time ago it bore a gristly fringe of
Turkish heads impaled upon its ram-
parts. These grim reminders of a
gory past were dear to Montenegrin
veterans; and many the Gospodar ;

schools of archaeology at -Athens
standing on ground which had been
sequestered from the brothers of a
monastery nearby. But others, like
the famous shrine at Kalavrita, set
high in the hills and overlookizg the
smiling waters of the Gulf of Corinth,
are held in continued favor.

It was at Kalavyrita that the beginn-
ings of the Greek War for Indepen-
dence were made, and the tattered
banner which the Archbishop Ger-
manus took with him from his cell
when he sailed forth to begin the con-
test is still kept as the sacred ' war
banner of Hellenism and was brought
out in much state at the beginning of
the late war with Turkey.

Another well-known shrine in
Greece, and one which is most fre-
quently visited by tourists, is that at
Meteora, where the giant needles of
rock are capped with extensive Build-
ings to which the ventursome may as-
cend either by rickefy ladders set in
the interior crevices or by means of
a net drawn up by a creaking and

Death could not have
come more violently or with horror
more terrible had they met it on the
field, yet nowhere could men with
greater fortitude have met the “Angel
with the darker draught” than in that
holocaust. The noise of the impact
brought help speedily from the mili-
tary hospitals of the neighbourhood,
and soon the motor fire engines from
Carlisle arrived, but the wrecks were
burning fiercely and could not be ex-
tinguished until they had exhausted
the combustible material in the mound
of ruins. So high did the flames reach
at ‘one time that the tops were burnt
completely off the tel:graph- poles on
the line side. The inferno that raged
kept the army of rescue workers at
some distance from the pile wherein
men were burning, it being only pos-
sible to approach the vutskirts where
they worked with almost fiendish en-
ergy to rob the flames of their prey.
On the train were nearly 500 officers
and men; wken the roll was called
about noon only about 50 men re-
§pond to proceed to Liverpool later
in the day. The grass field on the
western side of the railway
strewn with the injured (many of
whom died on the way to the hos-
pitals), and in another part lay the
dead, the toll of
mounted. One poor nidn had a great
eylinder across his Abdomen, which
required a crane to lift it. Another,
conscious of his appalling position,
had ,one Yeg pinned fast by part of
the ‘heavy engine and besought the

only chance of saving his life, and his
gratitude was great when he awaken-
ed from the effects of being chlo-
roformed and found himself free.
