Russia Must Confine 
Her Activities to Her 
Own Borders.

The prompt refusal of Secre­
tary Hughes of the United 
States to enter into negotiations 
with Soviet Russia as long as 
their propagandists were per­
mitted to disseminate the seeds 
of unrest within the borders of 
the American Republic was j 
timely and thoroughly deserved, j 
The President of the American I 
Federation of Labour strongly j 
endorsed the attitude of the Sec- ‘ 
retary of State, and he voiced the j 
gentiment of the great majority i 

" of the workmen, who, although j 
at times compelled by circum­
stances to follow the lead of the 
extremists, would greatly prefer 
to stand by the principles and 
maintain the institutions under 
which they live in happiness.

It would be well if' other 
countries adopted a similar at­
titude. The activities .of the 
Reds are in a great measure re­
sponsible for many of the labour 
disputes in Great Britain, and 
evidence has not been wanting 
that the strikes in the Nova 
Scotian and Alberta coal fields 
have been engineered by the 
same agents.

The most curious feature in 
connection with this revolution­
ary movement is that most of 
the leaders are theorists pure 
and simple. Many of them have 
never in their lives done a single 
day’s manual labour; many of 
them have never had anything 
whatever to do with the prac­
tical problems of Government, j 
and yet they pose as authorities.1 
The bitter lesson taught Ger­
many, many of whose war tac­
tics were based on similar un­
sound principles, preached but 
not practised by fanatical scien­
tists and other arm chair war­
riors, have not been sufficiently 
taken to heart by the rest of the 
world, and Russia herself is a 
striking illustration of the rot­
tenness of such doctrines.

To-day’s message contains a 
confirmation of the statement 
made by Secretary of State 
Hughes and^reads as follows:

WASHINGTON, Dec. 20.
Interception of Instructions from 

Russia to the Workers Party of Am­
erica outlining the detailed plans for 
a proletariat revolution in the United 
States to raise the Red Flag over the 
White House was made public here 
to-day in support of Secretary 
Hughes’ refusal yesterday to enter 
into negotiations with Soviet Russia.

The following story of a little fish, 
the Brasilian piranha, no bigger than 
a bass, which will ferociously attack 
full-grown men or cattle, is tpld by 
Prosper Buranelli:

A large canoe drifted on murky 
waters. A white man and three In­
dians In it cast out lines of Wire and 
drew In fish. The water creatures 
were not large, being about the length 
of a small-mouthed bass and as thick' 
of body. But they were vicious, ugly 
brutes that thrashed against the bot­
tom of the boat and bit savagely at 
wood, at each other, and at hands 
that reached to take them. The men 
seized them at the gills, drew the 
fluke hooks from their mouths and 
tossed them Into an aquarium tank 
at one end of the boat, preserving the 
while a wary caution.

Once a boy made a careless move 
as he jerked at the shaft of a hook. 
The swift strong jaws snapped the 
thumb between knlfe-llke teeth, and 
with a powerful wrench stripped the 
flesh and muscles from the bone.

These fearsome creatures were the 
celebrated piranhas, or man-eating 
fishes of the Amazon, probably *he 
most ferocious of animal things. They 
were being gathered to act, even as 
pretty girls delight in acting, before 
the motion picture camera.

Arthur S. Fisher Journeyed to 
South America to collect museum 
specimens and motion picture studies 
for the Academy of Natural Sciences 
of Philadelphia. Large among his 
ambitions was the project to get a 
cinematographic record of the fam­
ous piranha.

The man-eating fish long have been 
a mysterious terror. Legends have 
been told of how It attacks and de­
vours alive the unfortunate Brazilian 
Indian who changes into its watery 
haunis..

Ferocity of the Flail.
Ex-President Roosevelt during Ills 

South American exploration, witnes­
sed the incredible ferority of this fish, 
and wrote a vivid and spectacular ac­
count of it in his "Through the Braz­
ilian Wilderness.” But still the pir­
anha remained little known. Its 
ways of life were more Invested with 

j the fantasy and fright of myrth than 
| Illuminated with the clear precision 
of science.

Now the ubiquitously prying motion 
picture camera was retting its film 
to record the secrets of the drihy 
cannibal. Was the piranha as fierce 
and blood-mad as accounts would 
have it?

A naked Indian came along pad­
dling a canoe. He swayed carelessly. 
The frail craft overturned and the 
man splashed Into the water. A num­
berless shoal of piranhas were in­
stantly upon him. Myriads of sharp 
teeth nipped and. gashed the flesh of 
his legs as his arms oared him to the 
surface. He kicked and struck out 
in frantic terror, but the swarming 
fiends closed in upon him, snatching 
bits of flesh from arms, legs and 
trunk. The churning water turned 
into a bloody foam. Desperately the 
Indian swam. Now one of his fin 
gers was nipped off, then one of his 
toes. A fish leaped from the water 
an<j.kit ravenously into the soit fibres 
of the throat. Madly the doomed 
swimmer tore it away. His blood 
reddened the water for yards around.
A leg muscle eaten through the limb 
bung still. A score of fishes swarm­
ed aronnd and tore at It. Other as­
sailants hit away fibres at an arm- 
pit and the arm fell limp. Still others 
tore open the unprotected abdomen. 
The convulsively struggling body 
sank In a cloud of crimson and at the 
muddy bottom of the river the piran­
has completed their savage repast.

There have been cases where the 
remains of fully clothed men have 
been found, naked skeletons within 
the garments. The piranhas, never 
biting at the cloth, had entered the 
openings at arms, legs and neck and 
had gorged themselves until nothing 
but stripped bones were left

Afraid of Nothing.
"Even the most formidable fish,” 

says Col. Roosevelt, "the sharks or 
barramudas, usually attack things 
smaller than themselves. But the pi- 
mhas habitually attack things larger 
than themselves. They rend and de­
vour alive any wounded man or 
beast, for blood In the water excites 
them to madness. If a piranha bites 
an qx—taking off part of an ear or 
perhaps a teat from the udder of a 
cow—the blodjl brings up every 
member of the ravenous throng 
which is anywhere near, and unless

The Fisher expedition collected a 
large number of piranhas and placed 
them in a large aquarium which was 
furnished with water plants to stim­
ulate living conditions. There the 
man-eating fishes were kept and stud­
ied with the motion picture camera.

The result of the study showed that 
the ferocity of the piranha had been 
in nowise overstated. A trace 
blood in the water drew the fishes 
like so many flashes towards -it. They 
seized upon large pieces of flesh and 
tore them to pieces In a frenzy. A 
mass of sheep’s entrails was put into 
the water and quickly drawn out. The 
fiah were hanging to it and only after

many seconds did the fierce Jaws re­
lease and they dropped back into the 
water.
