FIERCE FIGHTING IN CHINA.
SHANGHAI, Sept. 5.

Fierce fighting In three sectors be­
tween the armies of the rival Chinese 
military governors contesting for the 
possession of Shanghai, continued 
unabated to-day, but added fury was 
given toy the battle by the movement 
of airplanes.

At the Board of Trade Rooms last 
night, a well attended and enthusias­
tic meeting of the newly formed Play­
ground Association was held.

His Excellency the Governor, ac­
companied by Lady Allardyce, and 
Capt. OoodfeUow, attended the meet­
ing, and showed a deep Interest in 
the work.

The chair was occupied by Mr. 
Reuben Horwood, who welcomed their 
Excellencies and thanked those pres­
ent for their attendance.

The Acting Hon. Secretary, Mr. P.E. 
Outerbridge, read' the minutes of the 
meeting held in Grenfell Hall on Aug. 
26th, and announced that already a 
good sum had been actually paid In 
for membership In the Association. 
The chairman then asked the Gover­
nor to address the meeting.

His Excellency felt It a great pleas­
ure to be present at the meeting, as 
he was entirely in accord with the 
movement. Children require all the 
healthy exercise It Is possible for them 
to get and any movement to help in 
this direction Is deserving of all the 
support possible. Children can de­
rive no benefit from playing around 
in drains and the city should have 
proper playgrounds for them. The 
city can boast of very excellent parks, 
and the people should ever be grate­
ful to Sir Edgar Bowring for the mag­
nificent Bowring Park, which Is such 
that any city might well feel proud of. 
In a big town like St. John's there 
should be at least two properly equip­
ped playgrounds, and in this connec­
tion the Rotarlans have set an ex­
ample which might well be followed. 
They have shown what should be done 
In the matter and have pointed out 
the way in which it can be accom­
plished. The greatest asset to the 
country is the child and It is impor­
tant that precautions be taken to keep 
the children healthy and to this end, 
they must Wave fac'lttles to play. A 
great need Is a competent director 
who will direct the play In the proper 
channels. In this connection His Ex­
cellency thought a good example was 
to be had from the Boy Scout and Girl 
Guide movement, where young boys 
and girls are properly trained and 
learn healthful and beneficial exercis­
es and amusements. The playground 
movement would give every child the 
opportunity it needs and His Excel­
lency hoped it will receive the sup­
port It deserves and needs. He was 
much in favor of it and would give it 
his hearty support. His Excellency's 
address was well received.

The constitution and bye-laws, 
drawn up by the Provisional Commit­
tee were then read and adopted With 
a few amendments. The Executive 
Committee recommended by the Pro­
visional Committee was as follows :— 
Messrs. Ronald Ayre, Edgar R. Bowr­
ing, Jr., Dr. V. P. Burke, C. J. Cahill, 
C. C. Duley, Dr. John Grieve, T. V. 
Hartnett, Reuben Horwood, C. E. 
Hunt, J. F. Meehan, P .E. Outer- 
bridge, John O’Toole, Geo. Peters, Dr. 
W. Roberts, G. R. Williams. Th'B com­
mittee was accepted and according to 
the constitution will appoint its own 
officers.

Mr. Richmond S. Barton, Play­
ground Director, addressed the meet­
ing on the requirements for the play­
grounds, and gave a detailed esti­
mate of what amount would be re­
quired to properly conduct them next 
year. The need of instructors, equip, 
ment, etc., was pointed out, together 
with an estimate of the expenditure 
in this connection.

Mr. Barton thought the work should 
not consist merely of the two months 
in the summer, but should extend 
throughout the year. After school 
and on holidays, and In the winter he 
thought there should be skating rinks 
provided preferably In Bannerman 
Park.

At the close a hearty vote of thanks 
to Mr. Barton was proposed by Mr.
J. A. McKenzie and seconded by Mr.
J. S. Ayre. In the course of his re­
marks Mr. Ayre stated that in con­
nection with one part of Mr. Barton's 
address, that of providing other play­
grounds besides the parks, he had 
been promised by two gentlemen In 
the city, donations of $600 for the 
purpose of converting the top of Buck- 
master’s Field Into a playground. The 
chairman was heartily In accord with 
the vote of thanks and It was tendered 
by acclamation. The recommenda­
tions made by Mr. Barton will be con­
sidered by the committee as well as 
other recommendations made by the 
Provisional Committee.

Mr. J. W. Morris proposed, and May­
or Cook seconded,, a vote of thanks to 
His Excellency the Governor and Lady 
Allardyce, for attending the meeting, 
thus showing, as always, deep Interest 
in anything that tends for the good of 
the community. This was also heart­
ily accorded.

With the disposal of a few minor 
matters, the meeting adjourned with 
the staging of the National Anthem.

ply, Milk and New Vegetables. A 
chemical or bacteriological analysis of 
the water and milk would determine 
If it is necessary to boil or otherwise 
purify these supplies before using. It 
seems unlikely that the new vegetab­
les are entirely to blame, as the out­
break appears to be confined princip­
ally to the city. Some guidance and 
advice from the Public Health Depart­
ment of the Medical Profession, 
would be greatly appreciated and 
would, I feel sure, have a marked ef­
fect on the health of the community.

The steamer 
Uranus left St. Pierre to search for 
them and returned last night without 
seeing anything of the distressed 
vessel or the dories. Late last night, 
however, St. Pierre wireless reported 
that two dories with five men each 
had been picked up by two steamers 
and that only one dory with five men 
on hoard was missing.

A message received this morning 
from the correspondent of the 
Telegram at St. Pierre states that up 
to 9 p.m. last night no further news 
was to be had of the missing men.

As In 1998 When $19.63 A Share
Was Earned On Common.
NEW YORK.—With two-thirds of 

tho year practically gone It is possible 
to estimate American Can’s 1924 earn­
ings with some hope of accuracy. Un­
less there is some unforseen develop­
ment, net for stock will be approxi­
mately as large as In 1923, when the 
412,233 common shares earned $19.63 
a share.

Directors have not discussed in­
creasing dividends since the end of 
1928, but the matter will be consider­
ed again at the November or Decem­
ber meeting. With earnings for three 
years averaging *19 a shore—granted 
the foregoing estimate of the 1924 
showing is fulfilled—and a strong 
working capital position, there is 
every reason to expect stockholders 
will get substantially larger considera­
tion. The question of what form this 
consideration shall take has not been 
discussed, but indications favor either 
another extra dividend— and probably 
a larger one than the $1 a share extra 
paid last year—or an increase in the 
rate. Some directors disfavdr in­
creasing the number of common 
shares either by a stock dividend or a 
split-up, but there is always the pos­
sibility they may change their views.

But that there will be a substantial­
ly increased distribution in one form 
or another seems now practically cer­
tain. Directors take the view that 
earnings belong to stockholders and 
should be distributed, but also that the 
company must, for stockholders’ in­
terest, maintain its itrong financial 
condition.

American Can went into 1924 with 
$41,230,248 working capital, over $100 
a share on its common. Though it 
had to pay approximately $4,000,000 
in tax claims, the company was able 
to go through its season Without bor­
rowing. Even after the tax payment, 
which incidentally cleans up all im­
portant outstanding tax questions, 
working capital at close Of 1924 should 
show but little change from the end 
of last year.

To-day we extend a welcome 
to the Special Service Squadron 
and its gallant Commander, 
Vice Admiral Sir Frederick 
Field, on their arrival in our 
waters after having practically 
circled the globe on a cruise 
which began at Plymouth on 
November 27th last. Visits have 
been paid to the chief ports of 
the Empire, and Britons the 
world over have united to hon­
our the officers and men of His 
Majesty’s Navy.

Here in the Oldest Colony we 
can assure them they will find a 
welcome as warm and a regard 
as deep as they have experienced 
anywhere. Always we have had 
most intimate associations with 
the Navy, and although unfor­
tunately Newfoundland no long­
er possesses a Naval Reserve, it 
is fully recognized that when­
ever the Service requires them, 
the men from this Island can al­
ways be depended upon to rally 
to the White Ensign.

The showing of the Flag in 
the various dependencies of the 
Empire has been one of the ob­
jects of this world tour. It was 
also intended to give certain ves­
sels of the Fleet an opportunity 
for long distance cruising, but 
the main purpose is to call the 
attention of the Dominions to a 
contemplation of their own posi­
tion in relation to the Navy, and 
to suggest the possibility of fur­
ther co-operation.

The geographical distribution 
of the Empire is such that its 
very existence depends upon the 
safety of its trade and com­
munication routes, and in time 
of danger, upon the possession 
of a fleet which would be capable 
of proceeding immediately to 
any point in its vast area that 
might be threatened. So far 
Great Britain has borne prac­
tically'the whole burden of the 
expense and responsibility which 
such a programme entails, but as 
the various Dominions have de­
veloped and prospered, the ques-. 
tion of contributing to a greater 
extent in men and money to the 
Navy has been receiving their 
serious consideration.

The selection of Sir Frederick 
Field for this somewhat delicate 
but most necessary mission has 
been fully justified by results. 
He has not made appeals for 
subsidies. That has not been his 
purpose or intention, but his 
own personality and the presence 
of these mighty ships in the dif­
ferent ports of the Empire have 
been sufficient to stimulate en­
thusiasm, and in the case of 
Australia and New Zealand at 
any rate, have resulted in the 
increased building of ships and 
further plans for the training of 
men to man them.

Let us hope that here in New­
foundland the visit may at least 
have the result of reviving the 
Naval Reserve or some unit 
equivalent to it. It was unfor­
tunate that it was , ever allowed 
to pass out" of existence, as* it 
was not only a bond which 
united us to the Senior Service, 
but its results were beneficial In 
many ways to our people as a 
whole. »

Whenever Captain John Lander was 
asked by his friends why he did not 
marry, he told them the story of -,tlon as Captain, 
Queen Elizabeth having asked one of 
her favourite captains the same ques­
tion, and to which he had replied: —
“My ship Is my bride, your majesty."
Because of this. Captain John was 
listed by his friends as a confirmed 
bachelor. It was no surprise to them, 
however, to find that this answer did 
not embody the sentiments of his 
brother on this subject, and the fol­
lowing entry in the old Marriage Reg­
ister of St. .Paul’s Curch Is a manifès-

Captaln Thomas had just arrived 
at Trinity from Poole in the “Augus­
tus.” One portion of her cargo was 
three hundred kegs of gunpowder. 
During the evening, after the vessel 
had been moored to the wharf, she 
was found to be on fire, during a gale 
of N.W. wind. The tact that there 
was so much powder on board caused 
a stampede of the men from the ves­
sel and the wharf. The captain was 
on shore and knew nothing of what 
was going on. Mr. Lester called for 
volunteers to slip the anchor chain 
and to cut the lines, so that the ves­
sel might drift away to the Harbour 
entrance, and thus save the wharf and 
stores from destruction. Mr. Joseph 
Pittman, father of the late William 
Pittman, volunteered to do the work; 
and at the risk of his life he did It. 
As the vessel was near to Admiral’s 
Island, going before the wind, and on 
fire from stem to stern, a terrific ex- 
ploelon rent the air. The wrecked hull 
drifted in over the mussel bed, and 
sank to where It could be seen on the 
bottom tor several’ years, whilst the 
smaller wreckage drifted out Into the 
bay. Captain Thomas Lander was 
given charge of another vessel, In 
which he came and went In the trade- 
route between Poole and Trinity tor 
a few years.
