Make the House
of Commons Safe

‘While the House of Commons un-
doubtedly is structurally safe, yet,
thanks to the fog and the London at-

“The elaborate ornamentation of
the cupolas, p!nnacles, tumu, cus~
pings and panels was in & very dan-
gerous condition, and the safety of
members of the public could not be
guaranteed,” says the Times’ report
of his lecture.

“The whole building was in a state
of extreme mutilation. The decay was
due to the use of unsuitable stone and
to unuecessary elaboration of detail.
1t began to be apparent within ten
years after the commencement of the

There are two kinds of cold storage.
If the meat is coming a very long way
it has to be frozen by some twenty
degrees of frost; if a comparatively
short distance it need only be chilled
—that is, just kept at freezing point.

Now chilled beef has a very much
better flavour than frozen beef, and
it cooks very much better. Meat that
comes from the Argentine comes to
us chilled, while the beef we get from
! .Austrnlia—-wgich at present is the
only serious .competitor the Argen-
tine has, so far as beef is concerned
—is frozen.

So_that when Mrs. Everyman in-
sists upon having chilled beef instead
of frozen, she is unconsciously choos-
ing foreign meat instead. of that
produced within the Empire.

The remedy for this obviously lies

{in the hands of the cold storage pco-

ple. If they can find a ‘way of keep-
ing the flavour of beef on its long
voyage from Australia and New Zea-
‘lapd, then the meat from those
countries must come to the fore.

Canadian Boiler
Makers Will Break
From International

MONTREAL, Dec. 13.—Rebelling
against the determimation of = their
international union to force a com-
pulsoryy insurance upon its mem-
bers, ‘répresentatives of sevénty five
per cent. of the Boller Makers, Iron
Shipbuilders, and Helpers of Canada
met here Saturday and decided to
sever their connection with the Inter-
national, set up a National organiz-

(| ation and seek affiliation with the

Canadian Brotherhood of  Railroad
employees. The principal industrial
centres of Quebec and Ontario were
represented and letters were read
from local unions in the west and

Maritimes condemning the attitude
of the International and agreeing to
follow the lead of the central prov-
inces.

Previous to the convention, Imter-
national President J. Franklym ad-
dressed a meeting of 800 local beiler
makers, but as he would not agree
to eliminate the compulsory feature
of the insurance plan he failed to
head off the revolt.

A. R. Mosher, President of the
Canadian Brotherhood of Railroad
employees, when asked what would
be the attitude of his mnninﬁon to
the affiliation proposal of the boiler-
makers, said: “In the past our policy
has been not to infringe on the juris-
diction of the internationals, and we
have frequently rejected npnlications
for membership from skilled mechan-
ics working for Canadian Railways.
We had, in fact, . an~ understanding
with the Canadian officers of the Rail-
way Shop Crafts organization by
which we mutually agreed to refrain
from interfering in any way with the

. membership represented by the other.

This understanding has been loyally
adhered to by the Canadian Brother-
hood, bhecause we have desired
friendliness and co-operation. Un-
fortunately, the other party has re-
cently been trying to persuade a con-
siderable portion of our membership
to quit us and affiliate with organ-
izations having their headquartcrl in
the United States.

“In view of this situation, we will
be justified in changing our pelicy
and giving favorable consideration
to any application for membership
we may receive. I wish it to be
known that any applications tog af-
filiation 'which we may have or may
receive trom the Boilermakers or any
other shop craft employees have not
been solicited in any way by our
brotherhood.”

bay has been robbed of great quanti-
ties of its wonderful sand. What
has beenfsaid of these places applies
to nearly every coast town ‘from
Minehea.d, in Somerset. Dgwetj

¢ 90 Years® Record -

“Salvage stock" is of the same
character. / If there is a fire in some
well-known business house, the win-
dows of selling-off shops are next
day plastered with the announcement,
“Great Fire in Street. Pur-
chase of the Stock.” But often the
articles displayed have never been
within miles of that street.

Often theéy are old stock of the
very establishment in -which they
are displayed, though more fre-
quently théy have been ordered by
telegram from a wholesale house.
After one disastrous fire in London
the owner of a certain shop immedi-
ately wired for a supply of the ar-
ticles in which the burnt-out firm
dealt, in spite of the fact that he had
only a general idea of the nature of
those articles. i

The same story is often attached
to “bankrupt -stock.” A certain am-
ount of realism is given to the fic-
tion by displaying in the window a
telegram to the effect that ‘your ten-
der for Messrs. Pillow and Bolster’s
stock has been accepted” at a spe-
cified discount. But, obviously, there
need not be any diﬂiculty in arrang-
ing this detail.

Not Worth: Buying

Equally simple is the production
of a shop-soiled effect on “salvage”
and “bankrupt” stock. Such articles
as handkerchiefs and lace curtains
are ' sometimes thrown on the floor
and sprinkled with the watering-pot
used by those who sweep out the
shop When the things are dry the
result is convincing.

Just as elementary are other meth-

ods of giving commodities a more or  §

less damaged appearance. Not long
ago, for instance, some account books!
were specially made Tfor bargain
shops, and betore they were dis-
patched they all went through a spe-
cial “process.” Taking one from a
pile, a wprkma.n threw it along the
floor to another man at the other end
of the shop, who returned it in the
same way. Thereupon it was ready
for delivery.

That was the finishing touch—the
touch that made it fit to be displayed

to a customer as “shop soiled, but ':

otherwise. perfect, - and" really, you
know, quite ‘as good for all practical
purposes as a book costing three
times the money.”

Calles, Labor Presidont of Mexico.

“Workingman" uékl ‘to« maintain
that President Caﬂu is a Bolnhovﬂ!
or Communist, Under his government
says “Workingman,” things.-have been
done as bad as in _ Soviet: Russia.
Premnier under President = Obregon,
ran for President last summer under
the Jbanner of the Partido Laborista
Mexicana ¢Mexican Labor Party), and
with the endorsation of President Ob-
regon. He was opposed by de Ila
Heurta, and by a ‘candidate of the
Communist (Bolshevik) party. He was
elected by 1,700,000 votes out of 2,-
000,000 cast. It was the first regular
eléction .for many years in Mexico.
Present at histinauguration in Mexico
City last November were retiring
President Obregon, who formally wel-
comed him; official representatives of
the American and other Governments;
the late Samuel Gompers, President
of the A.F. of L., who was America’s
outstanding opponent of Communism.

Just before being installed in office;
President-elect Calles visited the Uni-
ted States and was escorted into New
York harbor on a hattleship, placed at
hu disposal by the U.S. Navy. He was

dlh' \gelcomed by representatives
seﬁt by ‘Presidént Coolidge, Governor

" Al Smith and Mayor John F, Hylan.

He then went to Washington, where
he breakfasted with President Cool-
idge and the Federal Cabinet, and lat-
er went for a yeruise opsw President
Codlidge’s prnate vacht.” The Cool-
idge administration which barred
Saklatvala, the Communist, and is of
all the governments in the world the
most uncompromising energy of Com-
munism and everything Red, then ac-
corded official recognition to Calle's
government and Col. C. B. Warren,
former U. S. Envoy to Japan, Ambas-
sador to Mexico. The British Govern-
ment, under Mr. MacDonald, did not
recoznize Mexico. The present Bald-
win (Conservative) Government 1{s
now negotiating to accord official re-
cognition to the Calles Government.
Recently, President Calles expelled
from Mexico the Russian Trade envoy
for carrying on Communist propa-
ganda against his administration.
When President elect Calles visited
America he was jeered and insulted by
the Communists and Reds there.
President Calles is no more a Bol-
shevik or Red than are Mr, Baldwin
or President Coolidge. I admit readi-
ly that President Calles has been and
is very rincere in his attitude toward
the Churches in Mexico. As one who
prizes religions and civil liberty, I am
disappointed in Calles in this one res-
pect. His attitude is a mistake. It is
based on wrang principles, in the first
place; and is most unexpected and in-
judicious in the second. Mussolini, in
Ttaly, is pickling a rod to be applied to

;his own back later by seeking to op+
! pose and attack the Church and such

fraternal bodies as the Mascnic order,
etc. This policy is wrong and does
not . pay . anyway. Calles’ action
which does -not, I think, as “Work-
ingman” says it does, take the form of
closing down (atholic churches and
institutional buildings and transform-
ing them into schools and libraries,
etc., is the over-zealous result of his
policy of separating Church and State
in Mexico. The various churches in
Mexico have long actively engaged in
political agitation. Calles announced
when he took office that he would al-
low religious liberty, but that the
churches would have to keep out of
politics. He has unndoubtedly carri-
ed his policy too far,

He has reduced the standing army.
He has cut expenditure in two. He
has stiffened discipline in' the public

i | services. . He has given vast encour-
‘agement and help to education( he is

an ex-teacher). He has greatly help-
ed the farmers. These things are in
his favor. It is a pity that he should
spoil his good work by harsh treat-

‘ment of the Churches. . = !
