Defeat and Resignation of the
Gladstone Ministry.

T'he people of the Dominion have
been surprised to learn of the defeat
and resignation of the Gladstone
Ministry. The government bill, pro-
posing radical changes in the organ-
ization of the University in Dublin,
seems to have been a very unpopu:
lar measure, and Protestants and
Catholics alike condemned it. When
the vote was taken on Wednesday,
the most extraordinary efforts were
used to ensure defeat, and the mea-

sure was rejected by a - majority of

three votes. Mr. Gladstone looked
upon’ this as tantamount to an ex.
pression of want of confidence in the
Government, and resigned his pos:-
tion-as-Her Majesty'schief constitu-
tional adviser, which Her Majesty ac
cepted.
