A HOLIDAY PENDING A
‘ WAGE AGREEMENT

Indiana, Illinois, Iowa, Missouri,
Kansas, Pennsylvania,
Most Affected.

New York, March 31.—Three hund-
red thousand organized miners of the
bituminous coal fields of Pennsyl-
vania, Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Iowa,
Missouri, Kansas, Oklahoma and Ark-
ansas, quit weork. lastyThursday night.
The miners are members of the United
Mine Workers of America, and declared
the walk-out was not a strike, hierely
