No New Taxation and Retrenchment to the
Extent of 129,000,000 Franes.

Paris, July 5.—M. Rouvier has prepared a
budget for p in the Chamber of
Deputies. It proposes no fresh taxation nor
new loan. It abandons the sur tax on alcohol
and’ the personal property tax projected by
the preceding government and establishes an
equilibrium between . the state’s receipts and
expenditures solely by retrenching to the ex-
tent of 129,000,000 francs. this sum 69,-
000,000 francs 1s on the ordinary budget and
60,000,000 francs in the extra budget.

The Chamber of Deputies to-day, b{ a vote
of 467 to 41, adopted the clause of the Mili-
tary Bill providing for thiree years’ service.
