noon train, as lie was on his way to Niagara. 
He drove his horses from St. Catharines and 
àrfived here on Saturday evening, and did not 
appear to be sick; in fact, he had Arranged to 
return to Ottawa again to-day:

During Sunday Mr. Plumb dfd not feel 
very well and sent for Dr. Anderson, who left 
him in the evening apparently comfortable.

Much regret is expressed at the loss that is 
sustained by the senator’s death. Mr. Plumb 
leaves two sous and three daughters.

He " took a marked and very 
distinguished position in the House when he 
sat as a member, and both parties admired 
his wonderful ability* possessing as lie did an 
encyclopaedic knowledge of eveiy subject, 
which he communicated with a readiness to 
those who sought that source of information.
