been given to its intention. Accordingly 
I telegraphed to the Associated Press agent 
at Toronto, if the dapatch had not been 
delivered to withhold it. Unfortunately 
he exceeded my instruction* for having had 
it delivered he withont my authority sought 
its return. All the newspapers agreed to 
this except two or three, who of course 
made the mat, not only of the dispatch it­
self, but of the attempt to recall it, entirely 
misinterpreting my motive*

I am glad to say, however, that no harm 
has come from this publication for it would 
seem as if the result of the letter to Senator 
Sherman, which I subjoin, and the argu­
ments which were need in the extracts en­
closed, were conclusive; and whatever had 
previously been determined upon, it is now 
certain that the invitation to Canada to join 
the Union will not at present be pressed.

The following correspondence sufficiently 
explains the matter, and I submit will relieve 
me from any charge of disloyalty, especially 
taken in connection with the arguments 
which with all the force at my 
command, I had the good fortune to be able 
to present, not only to Mr. Sherman and 
his aasociatra, but to the American public at 
large arguments that I maintain place my 
loyalty to a distinctive Canadian national­
ity beyond all possible question.

Mt Dhae Senator : May I beg as an especial 
favor that you will read the 
closed interview with me.

can make the growing of cotton a feasible 
industry for Canada. Against the 
facture of cotton here nature has no law, 
but such attempts as those just above men­
tioned she forbids. Now, the coal situation 
appears to be about as follows: Canada 
has abundance of coal on her Atlantic coast, 
also on her Pacific coast, and in the North­
west at more points than we yet know of. 
On the other hand our neighbours, while 
having in the aggregate far more coal than 
we have, are nevertheless in some local­
ities much nearer to Canadian coal 
supplies than they are to any of their own. 
Instance Massachusetts and Nova Scotia, 
San Francisco and Vancouver Island. Or 
instance, the other way, Pennsylvania and 
Ontario. Now, the location of a coal mine 
is something beyond any power of man, and 
protection cannot change it. If the 
geologists are right, coal will never be pro­
duced in Ontario ; no, not from now until 
the crack of doom. But we know that 
farm machinery and implements of all kinds 
positively can be made and are made as well 
here as in the States. And therefore we 
adopt protection to promote the latter ob­
ject, but not the former.

It is evident that, were coal entirely free 
on both sides, an immense amount in the 
cost of transportation would be ‘saved. On 
both sides the cost of mining1 is very much 
alike, and no great change in that is proba­
ble. It is not that in any case coal is actu­
ally produced on one side cheaper than on 
the other; but merely that in that particular 
case there is an American coal deposit near­
er than any Canadian one, or vice verta. Of 
course, if soft coal were made free on one 
side it would have to be free on the other 
side too; and to that neither free traders nor 
protectionists could consistently object 

But, is this a result at all likely to be 
achieved ? I can only say this much, that 
hard coal is free already, and, this being the 
case, it seems as if the freeing of soft coal 
too should not be an impossible achievement. 
Let the public think it over.

concerning coal and its production in the 
Northwest. The only mines that have to 
far been worked to any great extent are 
thosejatlled the "Lethbridge” or Galt mines. 
They "ire situated 110 miles south from a 
point on the line of the Canadian Pacifie 
Railway, Dunmore, which is 9 miles east 
of Medicine Hat, and 651 miles west of 
Winnipeg. The Coal company has its own' 
railway from the C. P. R. line to the mine* 
It is a narrow gauge railway, and therefore 
the disadvantage of rehandling and tran­
shipping into broad guage cars is experien- 
sed; but this, it is said, will be remedied by 
and by. E. T. Galt, son of Sir Alexander, 
|s manager. I understand that he left 
recently for England,- and that he will be 
gone some time, on business for the 
Company. A considerable part of 
the stock is held -In Britain, I 
believe. Competent judges rate the Galt 
mines coal as of good quality. It is all bi­
tuminous or soft coal. A good deal of it 
has been sold in Winnipeg, though the long 
haulage is rather against it. The magni­
tude of the coal deposit in the Lethbridge 
region is believed to be great, and the mines 
now in operation are easiljr and cheaply 
worked. I regret that I am without statis­
tics concerning them. Next to these mines

For spinning and 
ing machinery wit run here as well as in 
Massachusetts, or ini Ancashire, for that mat. 
ter. And if we have uot.the necessary skill and 
machinery, these can be transferred. Then 
observe, by the way', that, in these days of 
railways, telegraphs* ocean steamers, cheap 
postage, and other “modern improvements,” 
the transfer of capital, skill and machinery 
from one country to anothei is be­
coming easier every year.
Traders could but see it, but appamutly 
they can't ! Every vear the material meaçis 
are increasing which render easier than be . 
fore the transformation of a new, rude, un­
developed country, into one alive and stir­
ring with the larger ambitions and more 
advanced capabilities of older ones. , All 
this may be conceded, I suppose.
