Dr. Barron Unseated
in North Victoria.

BRIBERY BT AGENTS PROVEN,

How a Doctor Was Hoist
by His Own Petard.

ANDY INGRAM" "STILL ON DECK.”

But One Charge of Paying Ex-
penses Reserved.

The Respondent Tells What He Doesn’t
Know About Lawyer Crothers’ Little
Joke on Friend Hathaway—Gene ral
Political News—An Offawa Member on
the Strike—Mr. Mackintosh Denies
that He Will Resign His Seat—Decapi-
tation of Disgraced Clerks—Mr. Mec-
Greevy's Indemnity.

Sn. THomas, Dec. 3.—At the opening of
court at 9.3Q this morning the court room
was crowded, many of those present having
conié from the remotest parts of thecounty,
such is the interest taken in this trial.

The first charge taken up was No. 24,
that Joseph Yearsley paid Garrett Moore,
shoemaker, money or other consideration
for his vote. Yearsley's agency was admit-

.ted. Garrett Moore’s evidence showed that

adew days before the election he borrowed

$3 from Yearsley to redeem goods of his
«cdaughter-in-law which were seized.

J. W. Yearsley, on being sworn, related
how he got the money: $1 from George
Munn, $1 from James, Mcl.can and the bal-
ance in small sums, making $3 in all, which

he gave Moore, telling him it was a sub=

scription to help in his distress and that it

h&d wothing to do with election matters.

The money was paid him publicly.
Suspicion Not Proof.

Justice Burton szid this was a case
of very grave suspicion and it wasevident a
good deal had been concealed, but they
would not be justified in voiding an election
on suspicion.

Justice MacLennan concurred.

Charge 52, that Alonzo Caughell gave
George White of Leamington meat and
drink with corrupt intent, was then taken
up.
pAlonzo Caughell, proprietor of the Inter-
national Hotel, testified that George White
came up election day, voted and had dinner,
tea and breakfast at his hotel. He did not
pay for it and witness never expected pay-
ment, as White frequently stopped without
charge.

Charge 6, that Caughell had paid White’s
traveling expenses, was proceeded with.

Caughell, continuing, said: Paid White
85 to pay his traveling expenses, which he
said were $4.90. - He said he was paid up
and asked if he was not going to get his
expenses. Went to Billy Ingram at the
committee rooms and asked him if he could
not pay White's expenses. He said he
could not but to pay it myself and he would
see about it after the election. I did not
get the $5 back since, nor have I asked for
it. Paid White because I knew he was in
poor circumstances and ought to have his
expenses.

. W. Crothers was called andswore that
Caughell told him that he had gone to the
Conservative Association rooms and asked
for mouey for White’s expenses and was
told there was no money for that. purpose;
that he then went back and paid it himself,
but Caughell said pothing about asking In-
gram, while he diStinctly told witness no
one had instructed him to pay the $5.

W. H. Ingram and George White were
also examined on this charge, after which
Messrs. Cassels and Blackstock addressed
the court. An adjournment was then made
until 2.20 p.m. for dinner.

The Charge that Failed,

‘When court resumed Justice Burton said
they had not had much time to con-
sider charges 6 and 52, but they
had decided that charge 52 as originally
framed (that Alonzo Caughell bribed
George White by giving him meat and
drink) had wholly failed. It was~ utterly
impossible to coneeive that a man who had

“always voted Conservative could have been
influenced by such a consideration as re-
eeiving two or three meals. ©= With regzu'dﬁ
to charge 6, that Caughell paid White $5,
they would have to take further time to
consider it. He could not consider Caughell
as having told other than the truth, and al-
though his evidence is contradicted by Mr.
W. Ingram as to Ingram’s authorizing him
to pay the $5 it was possible that Ingram
in the hurry of the day had forgotten the
circumstance.

Justice MacLennan said he concurredin all
that his learned brother had said. Caughell’s
story was an extremely probable one and
there was every reason to believe he was a
credible witness, while Mr. Ingram was an
equally credible witness, and it was a diffi-
cult matter to decide. -They would have to
consult the shorthand evidence before giv-
ing decision.

Mr. A. B. Ingram M. P., came into court,
but Mr. Cassels stated that he did not wish

to examine him as to L. Jones’ agency. He |

was, however, sworn and exawmined by Mr.
Blackstock as to the memorandum submit-
ted on Wednesday, written by Mr.Crothers,
giving amounts expended by certain per-
‘eons 1n bpibery and stated by Mr. Crothers
to have been written by him as a joke.

Mr. Crothers’ Joke,

This memorandum was a dilapidated
paper pasted together reading: ‘“Memo. for
A.B.,” and contained several names with
sums opposite. This paper, Crothers testi-
fied, was put out under an apple tree in his
grounds for two weeks, and then sent with
an anonywmous letter to Hathaway’s solici-

~tors as a joke to fool them, the A.B. being
smeant for Ingram.

This is the letter
memo :

St. Thomas, Nov. 8, —Lawyer McDonald—
Sir,—I notis that Ingraw, when he was ex-
amined, said he hbad no papers or any elec-
tion account of any money paid to anyone
for votes. Here are some scraps pict up by
me at the Tory clubrooms some time ago.
I intended to send them some time ago. Now
as Ingram lide, you show him up at the trial,
Yours resp., {EFORMER,

P.8.—I would give name but don’t want to
be ouxt up in it.

Mr. Ingram stated that he had never
seen this memorandum aund knew nethin
of it previously. There was no fund mises
for corrupt practices. All the money ex-

nded was raised by the party in St.

‘homas. He also denied the story that he
had been supplied with money by Sir
Charles Tupper, and said he had never
spoken to Sir Charles Tupper in his life.

Charge 2, that W. H. Ingram and George

PAID A VOTER'S TAXES,
Samn Hughes' Opponent in North Victorla
Unseated,

LiNpsay, Ont., Dec. 3.—The North Vic-
toria contested election case opened this
morning a little after 11 in the court
house, before Mr. Justices Falconbridge
and Street. There was a strong array of
counsel; Mr. S. H. Blake, Q.C., Mr. H.
O'Leary, QC., and Mr. D. R. Anderson
apfearing for Mr. Barron and Mr. B. B.
Osler, Q.C., for the petitioner.

W.E. Ellis of Fenelon Falls was secre-
tary of the Reform Association. He pro-
duced the minute book, in which Dr. A.
Wilson was entered as having moved a
resolution at the meeting for the nomina-
tion of Barron.

Charge 25, that Dr. A. Wilson had paid
$5 to George Getchell to induce him to vote
for the respondent, was then taken up.

George Getchell said he had been at werk
in the Slaters’ bush along with Richard
Colman, about 4 miles from Fenelon Falls,
and that Dr. Wilson had driven up and
commenced to talk about voting and want-
ed him to go and vote. He said he could
not lose the time but after almost half-an-
hour he got in the rig and went away with
the dottor. While on the wav to the polls,
he (witness)had told the doctorhe Woulsolike
to borrow some money to ‘pay the taxes.
The doctor said he had’nt it on him,
but witness could get $5 by calling at his
office. Witness came to town, got his din-
ner, voted and called and received the $5.
Witness was pretty hard up and said that
he did not think anybody could get any-
thing from him even in the Division
Court.

Richard Colmer corroborated Getchell as
to the events in the bush.

Dr. Archibald Wilson a life-long Re-
former, remembered going to the bush and
trying to persuade the voter. After about
half-an-hour’s talking Getchell got up in
his rig and drove with him to town. He
had been asked to look after Getchell. The
Doctor on the way to town talked about
the misfortunes of the laboring man under
the N.P.,and tosuch an extent that Getchell
who was suffering from lack of
the needful was  constrajned to ask
for some money to pay his taxes.
Getchell went into town, voted and got his
loan, but had not paid it back. Witness
sent him an account fer it. [Ledger pro-
duced, showing an entry in it.]

i Mr. Osler referred to the book and on
looking at the account, said: “I see you
are partially responsible for a baby that ap-
peared at Getchell's house last December.”

Witness: Personally responsible! No.

Mr. Osler: I said partially, not person-
alla. [Laughter.]

/itness was a member of the Reform
Association and was president of local com-
mittee.

Mr. Blake argued that no corrupt prac-
tice had been made out and there was no
agency proved.

The judges thought the charge had been
made out, however, and gave judgment
voiding the election. .

THE PEEL PETITION.

Papers “Necessary in the Trial Become
Mislaid Through Some Means.

Bramprox, Dec. 3.—The conrt opened at
10.20 this morning to investigate the several
charges of bribery, etc., preferred against
Mr. Featherston, the Liberal member-elect
for Peel, and his agents:

Arnoldi, A. P. Bradley, Horace Talbot,
Ernest Dionne, Andre Senecal and H. J.
Bronskill, None of the above have received
pay from the Government sirfee their sus-
pension, but the order-in-council completely
severs the last link connecting them with
the public service of the Dominion. Mr.
Bradley was seen before che order of dis-
missal reached him. He confidently ex-

ected to return to the Railwaysand Canals

epartment after a further short term of
suspension. Mr. Bradley was within a year
of superannuation, when he would have
retired from the service.

WILL BOTH 1RY AGAIN.

Mr. @uun Will Contest Kingston and Mr.,
Gibson Lincoln,

KixesToN, Dec.. 3.—A delegation from
the Reform Association waited on Mr.
Alexander Gunn, the unsuccessful Liberal
candidate here at the late elections, and ob-
tained from him a promise to contest this
constituency in the Liberal interest in the
forthcoming election. The Reformers are
counting on the work done by them at the
revision of the voters’ lists for a closer con-
test than last March.

Mr, Gibson Will Again Contest Lincoln.

St. CaTHARINES, Dec. 8.-—At a meeting
of Liberal representatives it was resolved
{ that Mr. Gibson, the lately unseated mem-
ber for Lincoln, should again be the party
candidate at the bye-election. Mr. Gibson,
it is understood, has accepted the nomina-
tion.

Is Mackintosh on Strike?

Orrawa, Dee. 3.—The Citizen this morn-
ing has an articleon Cabinet reconstruction.
The Citizen gays: It would be idle to at-
tempt to dedy that the death of Sir John
has greatly weakened the Government, and
there is no one man in Canada whose ad-
mission to the Cabinet can fill the void
caused by his absence. The addition of
three or four young and vigorous men,
strong in the sections they represent and
fully in touch with popular sentiment,
would undoubtedly do much to repair the
great loss the party has sustained, but
merely filling the two vacancies will not
do. New blood, and a good deal of it, is
needed.”

CHINESE REBELS DEFEATED,

Their Leader and 600 of His Followers
Killed.

Loxpow, Dec. 4.—A despatch from Pekin
says the Chinese Government has received
an official report from BrigadierGeneral
Nieh, commanding the troops in the Kin-
chow district, announcing that he engaged
and defeated the rebels on Nov. 27 and
28, and killed their leader and 600
men. The general commanding Imperial
forces at Jeho also announces a successful
engagement with the rebels.

Loxpox, Dec. 4.—The Chronicle’s corre-
spondent at Tien Tsin telegraphs: It is
reported that a band of rebels have mur-
dered a Mongolian Prince, some villages
have been sacked and looted and all native
Christian residents have been found massa-
cred. The mandarins are not attempting
to stop butchery, which is being executed
by an association called a temperance
league, the object of which is the extermin-
ation of foreigners and Christians.

Sir John Walsham, British Minister to
China, confirms the report off an outbreak
of brigands west of Jebol and beyond the
Great Wall, but says the 6000 picked
troops which the Gevernment has despatch-
ed to the scene ought to be able to quell the
rising, and says mno credence should be
given to sensational reports.

Phineas Kinsey Leost One and Put an End
to the Other.

WILL NOT BE VOTED ON,
Rifle Range Site Will Be Purchased with
Money in Hand.

The most important decision made by the
Property Committee at its meeting yester-
day was-the determinatien to meet the cost
of acquiring a rifle range out of moneys in
the hands of the Treasurer instead of sub-
mitting its approval to a popular vote.

There was but little difficulty in settling
the matter of sitee The report of
the sub-committee recommending the
site on the lake shore between Long
Branch and Port Credit was adopted
with very little  opposition. The
only whisper of protest was on the ground of
its"distance from the city. Fourteen miles,
Ald. Hewitt said, was too far for a volunteer
to go before breakfast. The Mayor, how-
ever, cut off this line of argument by saying
that if the military were satisfied with the
distance that sbould be sufficient. The recom-
mendation of the sub-committee was finally
adopted. The price of the land was $20,000,
and $12,000 will be required to dquip it. At
a subsequent meeting of the Executive the
report of the committee is sent on to coun-
cil. 1t is supposed that street car revenue
will be use: to meet the cost.

THE CHILDBU©N'S HOLIDAY, »
The Caristmas Play Days Will Extend
From Dec. 22 to Jan. 4,

The Public Schuol Board met last even
ing. Chairman Whitesides presided. The
Finance Committee, in its report, recom-
mended the passage of accounts amounting
to $38 and was carried without discussion. -

The third clause in the School Manage-
ment Committee’s report provided that the
Christmas holidays should extend from Fri-
day, Dec. 18, to Jan. 4, 1382, and provided
{at the same time that the teachers should
remain on duty until Tuesday, Dec. 22.

Trustee Hastings did not see why it was
necessary to retain the servicesof the teacher
for two days after the scholars had been dis-
misged. He said that the board’s'tuition bill
at present was $1000 per day, and it was pre-
posterous to keep up the burdeun of this ex-
pense when no adequate return was given.
W. D. McPherson, chairman of the commit-
tee, said that it had been represented to the
comunittee by the secretary of the Sites and
Buildings Committee that such an amount of
time as stated in the report was necessary
for the thorough cleansing of the
schoolrooms. After woonsiderable discus-
sion the board came to the conclusion
that such a presentment of the case was ab-
surd and voted, in amendment to the clause,
for closing the schools on Tuesday, Dec. 22.

The fourth clause in the same report re-
ferred to the resignation of Mr. John Camp-
bell of Boulton-avenue school and represent-
ed tbat it should be accepied, to take etfect
Dec. 31. Noexception was taken to this sec-
tion, but the clause went on as follows:
“That in accordauce with Section 164 of the
Public Schools Act, the Government super-
annuation allowance be ‘supplemeuted by
this board by anallowance at the rate of
$250 per annum.”

This seemed a bone of contention, for quite
a discussion was occasioned by its reading.
Trustees Hastings and Baifd wanted it to be
distinctly understood that they were not
actuated in the course they were taking
by any thought of the coming election; they
opposed the passage of the clause on priu-
ciple. They did not balieve in the system of
pensioning, aud were prepared to support
their coutention. The majority of tue
board, however, believed in recognizing the
services of an old, trusted and valued ser-
vant in a pecuniary way, and overwhelmed
the dissentients by their votes.

The clauses defining the duties of the in-
spectors, who are to be designated junior
and senior, were referred back to a joint
committee of the Finance and School Man-
agement Comuittee, .

No Extra Work for the Men.

The whele difficulty about the Sunday cars is,
who will drive them? Will the men at present
engaged in that busi be required to work
seven days & week, and if so, has anybody got a
right to vove that they shall so work -~ News.

If this is the whole difficulty it is easily
overcome. A clausé was inserted in the
agreement with the present street railway
eompany that absolutely disposes of that
dificulty. After providing that Sunday cars

_shall not be run until a popular vote author-
ikes it, the next clausesstipulates that *‘no
employes shall be compelled to work in the
gervice of the railway for a longer period
than 10 hours per day or 60 hours per week,
‘r on more than six days per week.”

5 Thisis ample. Themen cannot therefore
work more than six days per week, even if
willing to do so. Itisnota thing they will
have to rebel against, nor a thing the com-
pany can inaugurate by consent of its em-
ployes—it is forbidden in the bond. This
very thing was uséd among street railway
men last year to scare them, and they were
told that if they did not have to work seven
full days their regular trips would be
spread over seven days, and they would
always be tied down. This, like many other
arguments, is no longer available, and as the
convenience of Sunday. cars is becoming
every day more widely acknowledged the
-drawbacks are disappearing or proving to be
only imaginary.

Express Company Warlare.

The wrangle between the Canadian Ex-
press Company and its mew-born rival the
Ontario Express Company bids fair to end in
both of them being killed off by the Grand
Trunk Railway. which thev each were dis-
posed to regard as their common friend and
guardian. In its position as carrier for the
Canadian Express Company the railway
secured an intimate knowledge of its con-
cerns and observed that very alluring profits
were securable. As Mr. ’Seargeant
bluntly informed the representatives
of the Government on Tuesday the
railway bas-become convinced that there

_ismoney in the business and it is going

~tohave it. Such a bluff determination as
that makes the rival bickerings of the two
express companies seem puny. They cannot
remain in it. The railways of this country
are run for money. While they are uuder
projection the idea is circulated that they
are designed for public convenience; that the
people sbould scamper off the land over
which they wish to run and should put up
the cash required to build them because they
are meant to serve the public. But that idea
never carries past the paéod when the first
annual meeting of directors takes place,
Then comes an insdtiable thirst for divi-
dends. The end ot this tournament will see
both companies squelched by the road, right
or wrong.

According to theauthority of a gentleman
who was riding down town on a Queen-
street car yesterday, the Canadian Express
Company based its objection to the Ontario
Company on a startling point. The gentle-
man in question is evidently identified with
the latter concern, and he explained to a
friend that express messengers on the road
carry firearms, and the lawyer of the other
company claimed that if rival armed mes-
sengers were in the same car they were liable
to get into nltercations and shoot each other.
The Government has viewed its decision, but
will no doubt attach due importance to this
terrifying possibility.

A Postofifice Seandal.

The Jolliffe postoffice case is the worst
thing thut has occurred to tarnish the fame
of the Postoffice Department for many years
past. Where there are several hundreds of
men handling valuable letters, there must be
an occasional thief, and we hear from time
to time that an unfortunate clerk or carrier
bas fallen from grace, and having gives
way to temptation, is at last caught by a de-
coy letter, arrested with tile stolen property
in kis person, and goes to Kingston. But
this s as nothing compared with the blow to
public confidence which is administered by
the detection of a conspiracy to defraud by
means of substituting a previous day’s date
stamp for the ome in use on the actual

day a letter is posted. Tt is by date-stamps
that the history of a [letter in fits
passage the mails is traced, and
hitherto the utmost confidence has been plac-
od in the honesty of the officials discharging
this duty and in the authenticity of the
usual postmarks, Now, the contents of the
Jolliffe letter were seen by several employes

Diphtheria, the Bete Noir of Medicine.

Editor World: As so much has been
written of late about this dread disease,
which not only has secured a goad foothold
here in our midst, but which also defies the
skill of our best M.D.’s, I would crave your
indulgence, and request the use of your
columns in behalf of those who are afflicted
by this generally fatal malady, The medical
profession seems to know nothing better to
advise than the isolation, away from 'home
and friends, of the victims of this dread dis-
ease. Of course this to a certain extent
might prevent a too free spread of the trouble,
but it does not furnishany more certainty
of a cure that way than-the other; in fact, if
statistics go for anything, more die after
being isolated in this way than if left at
home. At all events, the treatment for the
prevention or cure of this malady] is & hap-
hazard one to say the least. ach doctor
follows his own ideas as to which one of the
many remedies he has been taught to use he
should have recourse to, because not one has
ever proven itself as genuinely reliable in
every instance. The rewmedies mostly used
are dangerous poisons. Here are some :
Bi-chloride of mercury, cyanide of mercyry,
nitrate of silver, chloride of silvar, perman-
ganate of potash, chlorate of potash, aqueous
chlorine solutions, double iodide of potash
solutions, alcoboi, bengylalcohol, ether,
chloroform,  cagbolic acid, salicylic acid,
resorcin, benzol, anisol, phenetol, oil of tur-
pentine, anilin, creosoles and dozens of
etheric oils.

Loefller, the discoyerer of the microbe of
diphtheria, states thatin our fight against
this microbe in nature two poiuts are always
before us: First. To guard against the
colonization of this microbe; in healthy sub-
jects on the intact mucous membranes, and
in diseased individuals on the membranes
that have not been as yet infected. This
colonization can be hindered if we bring the
healthy membranes into contact with some
substance which will prevent the growth of
these germs, or, better still, as soon as it is
brought into contact with them. These sub-
stances, to be so used, must not be of a nature
calculated to injure the sound mutous mem-
branes, nor must a prolonged use of them
give rise to toxic or other uanpleasant symp-
toms. Second. The clusters of dave{oped

Proposed Recla mation of the Uldest Metho
dist Church in Canada. %
