She Says She Did Not Commit
i a Murder.

Her Story Is That Her Mother and Ohild
Were Burned During Her Absence—
That She Buried the Bodies for Fear
She Would Be Suspected of Haviang
Killed Them—That She Went to Mea-
ford to Earn Enough Money to Bury
Them InsCoffins—On the - Other Hand
the Brother Pevsists in Accusing Her
of Having Killed the Uufortunates
With an Ax Handle.

Corrixewuop, Feb, 27.—Developments
in the Jennie Wonch case indicate that the
woman and her brother John will have
difficulty in clearing themselves of sus-
picion of having killed the old woman and
child. ‘The boy says his sister is a murder-
ess.. She says she knows not how the vic-

- tims were burned so badly. She is under

arrest. -

If it is possible to look for any benefit to
accrue from.the tragedy it will be in the
complete breaking up of a family that has
been a terrible ‘disgrace %o the neighbor-
hood in which they have outraged decency
‘ or several years. The wonder arises as to
why the peorle of Craigleith permitted for

- 80 long & time the rresence of a family so
debauched in social life, more especially as
the Wonch shanty was visited continuous-
ly by people who sought to add to the fn-
famy of the place and its occupants.

THE EVIDENCE,

No Post Mortem Yet,

CoLriNawoO0D,-Ont:, Feb. 27i—Dy¢. A. M.
Stephen, coroner, held an inquest here this
afternoon on the body of Mrs. Wounch., The
following gentlemen were empanelled as a
jury: J. W. Archer (foreman), Dr. Donald-
son, David Anderson, John Lockton, James
Wild, W. C. Miller; R- Patterson, Capt.
George Collins, John Shaw,? George C.
Brown, L. Brillinger, D. Peterman, Hagh
Cucrie, H. McConnell and N. Saunders.

The jury adjourned to the drill shed,
where the bodies of the deceased woman
and chiid were lying. After viewing the
body the following witnesses testified:

John T. Rice, sworn, said: I am a farmer.
Jennie Wonch came to our place and said a
neighbor was going to take the old lady
and child. I thought Chief Lewis had
taken them away. Inquired of him and he
replied in the negative. Saw James
Wonch. He came up in the evening and
looked for:them, but did not find them.

I searched for them, and after following
tracks in the Snow discovered the body of
the old lady. This wason Saturday even-
ing. 1 followed the tracks and dug away
the snow and just found the hand.

Where was Jahn Wonch af the time?

1 donet know.' “He was 10t at home.
I last| saw “Jennie Wonch on Fri-
day morning, .coming -“dowh’ the rail-
way towards Collingwood. “*Jennie came to
my place- Thursday night between:10 and
11 o’clock, to haul' wood, she said. This
was on Thursiay night. She seemed kind
of queer at that time, as if afraid she was
going tobe takeén away. T next saw her on
Friday morning when she brought back
the sleigh which she borrowed.

iz Always Quarreling,

They have lived near me for nearly two
years. 1 have seen them quarreling ; they
were always quarreling. -

By juror : When did you last see her?

On Friday, coming down the railway.

When did you see the old lady last 2,

It is a long time. The house is about
300 yards from my place. ;

Chief Lewis sworn said® On Satutday
forenoon met- Mr. Rice, the last witness.
I asked him how the Wonchs were getting
along/knowing they lived close by. .He
told me they were not there, and asked me
if we had taken them away. Itold him
that we had not taken them away, and he
said they were gone from the shanty, I
then had suspicion.

I then .found James Wonch, jr., grand-
son of the deceased woman. I told him
that 1 was suspicious there was something
wrong there. I asked him to go and see
and find cut where they were. He said he
would do so and report to me. He went
then and got his father and [went
up with Mr. Rice, the last witness,
and discovered the body in the snow.
John Rice and James Wonch, sr., came to
my place on Saturday night about 7 o’clock
and reported that they had discovered the
body. Immediately afterwards I notified
the coroner and the Police Magistrate and
arranged with constables to go there.

Found the Body.

Next morning ‘we made search for the
body and found it about 30 rods trom the
shanty, naked and buried in the snow.
Found tracks of hand sleigh going there.
After taking the body out on the sleigh,
brought it to the shanty and then made
further search for the missing child.

I knew there wa% a child there and sus-
pected it had been foully dealt with., 1
went out around tvhe shanty and dug up
some snow .which appeared to have
been disturbed. I found there a child’s
petticoat about two-thirds burned. I then
went into the house and examined the floor,
pulled up a board and found that the sand
had been disturbed, and on digging I found
the body of the child buried about a foot
down underground. T took the body out
snd brought both bodies to Collingwood.

The bodies were naked and had the ap-
pearance of being badly burned. The house
is a little single board shanty about seven
feet square.” In the shanty there was a
box stove, a chair, frame of an old lounge
and some pots and tinware. ~There did not
appear to be any bedclothes, or any other
kind of clothes. Very little signs of fire in
the shanty; a few little spots on the
floor, such as wouid be made by
coals out of the stove:~ I could not see how
the bodies -could be burned inside in the
house without burning the hut. The stove
was in good condition, Could see no trace
of fire inside. Shanty can be seen from
Rice’s house. The child’s body was not
. frozen. L

Talked to Jennie,

Elizabeth Rice, sworn: 1 went  over
on Wednesday morning and found
the old lady and child well. The old lady
very hungry. I spoke to the old woman,
and “chaffed with the child. Talked to
Jeunie and then went home. Did not see
her till Thursday evening about 9.30, when
she, Jennie, came down to our place. She
sat ‘awhile and acted m & ‘very
excited manner. Alter a while
she said, I raoust go home to
gev John’s supper.- She came back again
sbout 10.30 in she evecing. She called my
busband and 1 ous v the wood, and said,
What would she do, as she was going to be

sent away—her to the workhouse and John
to the Orillia asylum ? :

Mr. Rice said: I cannot give you any ad-
vice. Stand your ground: She came in
and sat down and still acted. in the excited
manner. Mr, Rice went to bed. She sat
awhile longer and asked to borrow the hand
sleigh, and I told her she could have it, but
asked her what did she want with it. She
replied: To get a load of ‘wood that John,
her brother, had cut near the railway.
going out she took the sleigh with her.

I did not see her again till
7.30 o’clock Saturday morning. She came
in shivering. She said she had been up all
night. I said, Where were you?

She said, I was up at Mr. Campbell’s.
He took the old woman to his place, and
she said that she had taken her child to
Mr. McArthur’s, near Craigleith, and that
on Friday evening Mr. Campbell was going
to take Mrs. Wonch, her mother, down to
Mr. James Wonch’s, her son’s residence.
She wanted me to go over to the shanty on
Friday. I went and saw that things were
changed. I saw neither the old woman nor
the child. I found things different. Paper
which hung on the wall, also all the ra|
and bedding were gone. I stopped awhile
and she said she was going to Meaford on
the 6 o’clock train Friday evening. I went
home after that. My son brought in a pail
with bloody water. I did not see John on
Friday morning, but heard him chopping
wood. His brother Anthony came along
and asked him what he did with the old
woman and child, and he retused to tell,

The Doctor's Story.

Dr. Aylesworth, sworn: I examined the
bodies and found evidence of severe burns.
Ifound no wounds unless it would be on
the head of the 'child.® There
were two or three points on the head
of the child where the 'scalp had
been abraised and the hair removed. I
think the burn on the old woman was
sufficient to cause death. I think
the child was also burned sufficient
to cause death. I think the burns occurred
either before death or immediately after,
before the body became cold.

I am not positive what caused death.
If the woman had been dead before she was
burned she probably would not have been
in the present contorted state.

Thomas Gillson, sworn: I was asked by
the chief on Saturday night to go up to the
Wonch homestead on Sunday morning.
I went in company with the rest; called at
Mr. Rice’s house and he took us over
to the shanty and ere the old
lady was found. I took a spade and
dug in the snow in company with
another man and uncovered the body of
Mrs. Wonch. We lifted te body up, laid
it on the sleigh and put a sheet over it and
brought it out to the shanty. We started
digging around the shanty in search for the
child. Ileft that and went inside of the
shanty, and in company with Chief Lewis
pulled up some boards and found some sand,
quite soft, at the north end of the shanty.
I dug, and the first thing 1 saw was a little
foot. Mr. Earhart came inside and started
to dig the hole larger, and dug up the
child, took it out and laid it on the door of
the shanty.

I was up there this morning and found
that the end of the lounge was burned to a
crisp. Thereare quite afew spots onths floor,
which I shouald judge is not done by coals,
There is a streak on the floor east of the
stove which is scorched by fire, and I think
not from coals.

A Knife With Blood On.

We brought dowa a chair and kcife with
blood on from the house.” T should "judge
the knife was a table knife.

The Brother’s Tale.

John Wonch, not sworn: My mother was
dead when I got home. I was down to
Collingwood Friday evening about dark. I
found my mother dead in the house. My
sister was carrying her child around. I
asked her ‘what was the matter with the
child. She said it was burned. When I
went to tne house my mother was lying on
the bed on the floor. She was covered up
good. My sister"was outside. My sister
says she could not sit up “and was nearly
gone. I cannot tell you how she was
burnt. She was burned when I went home,
I saw the burns on her finger. She had a
sore on her arm and she kept . picking it to
pieces. I went to bed. 1 wanted to go to
tell my mother was dead, but was not al-
lowed.

My sister borrowed Mr. Rice’s hand-
sleigh and took my mother out and buried
her,%and she got me to help her. The
child was not in the bed. I did
not see is, and I asked where the'child was,
and she said she gave it out. I did not
go to bed that night. We were up that
night: I helped my sister to carry out my
mother. Ihad no hand in burying her.
She scooped the snow out with a tin dish,
I was standing by at the time. I helped
her to pull the sleigh out when my sister
made the hole. She put my mother in her-
self. I had no handinit. When my sister
came with the sleigh she said she was going
to draw wood. I had some matches, but
they were not down low.

After burying my mother we came back 4
to the shanty. The child was all right
then. The next morning there were pieces
of burnt cloth on the floor? I had a small
bottle of coal oil which I got for my arm.
It was a long time after my sister got the
sleigh that we buried my mother. My
mother was doubled up when I saw her
first.

My sister dug the hole in the sand with
a pan. I do not know it Jennie struck the
deceased with an ax handle. (Ax handle
from shanty produced.) Idid not wash the
pig head in the pail, but I saw the bloody
water in the pail.

This was the last evidence taken this

nesday evening, during which time a post
mortem examination will be made.

THE ARREST.

Jennie Says She Does Not Know How
They Were Burned,

MEearorD, Ont.,Feb. 27.—Jennie Wonch,
the alleged Craigleith murderess, was ar-
rested by Chief . Constable R. Daley this
afternoon and lodged in the lockup here,

She was employed as kitchen maid in the
Royal Hotel since Friday. She talks freely
about the affair, and says she dragged the
bodies to a snowdrift and buried them;
then came to Meaford to earn money to get
a coffin to bury them in.

She says she does not know how they
came to be killed. - When she came in from
gathering wood she found her boy and
mother burning between the stove and
door. She says she did not tell any person
about it because she . thought they
would blame her for it, and says
that she has only been out of
the Reformatory a short time, and
did not want to go back again. She has
asked the constable several times if she will
be hanged. :

She 1s a sister-in-law of Cook Taits, who
was hanged in  Owen Sound in 1884, She
was a prominent witness at the trial.- She
is evidently insane and will be taken to
Collingwooa to-morrow by the noou train,

. The matron ot the reformatory was seen
by a World reporter yesterday. She and a
companion were found. in the office reading
the account of the tragedy as given by the
morning papers. They recalled the unfor-
tunate woman. and her 1 conduct
while she was confined within the reforma-
tory. The matron said that Jennie Wonzh
was a very quiet and ble woman.
She never once saw her out of temper or
show a disposition to quarrel with the
other inmates, but was obedient to instruc-
tions and very industrious. She was a
simple-minded ~creature, in fact silly and
easily wrought upon, and she must have
been influenced to commit the crime im-
puted to her. The matron then
related a similar occurrence  that
fell under her = observation when
she was in charge of the female reformatory
at Indianapolis. She said there wasa wo-
man in the institution who was serving a
life sentence for the crime of murdering her
two children, the one an infant and the
other about 4 years of age.: She was in-
fluenced to commit the horrible crime under
the promise of marriage made her by a man
who required that she should first destroy
her children.

The matron further stated that parties
who were acquainted with the woman
Jennie Wonch wished to have the reform-
atory management commit her to the
asylum for inebriates immediately after her
release from the reformatory, but they had,
of course, no aunthority to do so. The
records show that Jennie Wouch was 29
years of age when she entered the reform-
atory, which would make her 31 years old
now.

She had an infant in her arms when she
was serving her sentence and it is more
than likely that this is one of her victims.

A REMARKABLE CASE,

A Patient Under Chloroform Dies on the
Operating Table—He Was a Suf-
ferer from Atrophy.

“Died from accidental causes,” said the
jury empanelled by Coroner Johnson to
ascertain the cause of the death of Patrick
Keating, a laborer living at 118 Tecumseth-
street. The deceased expired on Saturday
night while undergoing an operation at St.
Michael’'s Hospital. A week ago Keating
had the little toe of his left foot frozen. so
badly that the bone became exposed and
an operation became necessary. Dr. Dwyer,
the house surgeon, administered a little
more than half a teaspoonful of chloro-
form, and was about to proceed with
the operation, when his irregular breathing
and slow puise attracted the physician’s
attention. - For about 45 minutes Dr.
Dwyer - strove to restore life by artificial
respiration, but all in vain, for after show-
ing several signs of coming out of the coma-
tose state into which he had lapsed the
slender thread that held him suspended
between life and death snapped. In his
evidence last night Dr. Dwyer said that
the deceased took a long deep breath dur-
ing this operation and- life had apparently
returned, but the respiration did not con-
tinue,

Drs. McFarlane and Caven held a post-
mortem on the deceased yesterday, and in
their evidence last night stated that, in
their opinion, death was caused by atrophy
of the muscles of the heart. To the sufferer
from this disease chloroform is a deadly
poison; causing - instant death. ~Moreover,
it was a disease that could not be detected
except by post-mortem microscopic exam-
ination.

The verdict, as will be seen, entirely ex-
onerated the house surgeon, Dr. Dwyer.

A DIVISION ON THE BUDGET

70 BE TAKEN TO-NIGHT IN THE
HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Projected Changes in the Franchise Aot

E ized—Dr. Sproule Moves For
the Reimposition of the Export Dmty

On Pine and Spruce Logs.

OrrAwa, Feb, 27.—Hon. Mr. Costigan
this afternoon introduced his bill to amend
the Franchise Act, and explained someé of
the proposed changes in the act. These
are in the direction promised by Hon. Mr.
Patterson last year, that is, simplification
and reduction of cost. :

Mr. Costigan said that some months ago
his predecessor had taken the opinion of
judges, revising officers and others, and the
result of the enquiry was that the printing
of the preliminary lists should be dispensed
with as unnecessary. The bill, there-
fore, provides that the reyising officer
shall take the old list and strike off all the
names to be struck off by running a pen
through them. - He shall then add ail the
new names by writing them on, and these
lists shall be posted for inspection as pro-
vided in the law with regard to declarations.

A change is made by which each voter
must make his own declaration. He can-
not make a declaration for any other per-
son; but provision is made by which the
names of absentees who are entitled to vote
shall be put on the list. ;

Another change is the reverting to the
first of August as the time for receiving ad-
ditional names, instead of the 15th, which
will have the effect of making the list a
little earlier. :

~iThe Changes Trifling.

Hon. Mr. Laurier said he had no remarks
to offer on the bill at its present stage, but
he must express his disappointment that it
was not -more radical in its scope. Last
year the thén Secretary of State (Patterson)
promised that the act would be revised this
year, but the changes indicated were very
trifling and not nearly so great as he had
expected.

Hon. Mr. Davies complained of the way
in which the revising-officer 1n his constitu-
ency, Queen’s, P.E.%., had done his duty.
He had not put on any new names at all,
but only those for which he got declara-
tions. The candidates and their {friends
had to do all the work of putting on and
striking off names. He thought the revis-
ing-officers ought to be made to do their
duty.

H):m. Mr. Mills also expressed his disap-
pointment at the bill. He had hoped that
the Government would return to the condi-
tion of things which existed before the in-
teoduction of the Franchise Act, and which
had worked satisfactorily for 18 years.

The bill was read a first time.

The Chignecto Road.

On the orders of the day being called,
Mr. Welch, Queen’s, P.E.1I., moved the ad-
journment of the House in order that
he may read an item from The Ottawa Free
Press of Feb. 4, in which it was stated that
an order-in-council had been passed extend-
ing for one year the time given tne Chig-
necto Marine Railway Company for com-
pleting the work. . Mr, Welch objected to
any further extension of time, and wanted
the Government to say what it had pro-
mised. :

Hon. Mr. Foster said the statement read
was incorrect. The time could only be ex-
tended by Parliament. What the order-
in-council provided was that if proper as-
surances were given that the money neces-
sary to complete the railway would be
raised Parliament would be asked to extend
the time for completion one year.

Quite a little discussion followed, in
which Messrs. Davies, Dickey and Edgar
participated,Davies and Edgar opposing any
further extension of time being given,
and Mr. Dickey contending- that it would
injure the credit of Canada in England if
the claim of a limitation of time was made
against a company which had made so large
an investment of its own money and had
experienced difficulty in raising the whole
amount required on account of the failure
of some of the financial institutions on
which they had depended.

The motion to adjourn was then with-
drawn, but not before Mr. Speaker had
called attention to the abuse of the motion
to adjourn by members and a quotation
from an authority to show that a motion to
adjourn was not intended to be used as a
means for having a debate.

After recess the budget debate was
resumed by Dr. Cameron (Inverness), who
was followed by Messrs. Zillies, Flint and
Chesley until 12.20.

The adjournment of the debate was
moved by Mr. Perry (P.EL). It is
arranged that the division will take place
to-morrow night.

He Says Mackay Cuused Him to Lose
$22,000 and Ruined Him,

Sax Fraxcisco, Feb. 27.—Health Officer
James W. Keene, physician in attendance
upon John W, Mackay, to-day said that
Mr. Mackay had passed a very good night.

I dressed his wound at 9 a.m,,” said
Dr. Keene, “‘and found it in tip-top condi-
tion. To-night I intend to take out some
of the stitches. Mr. Mackay is feeling
very well and is able to sit in an easy
chair.”

Wesley C. Rippey. the old man who shot
Mr. Mackay, is sinking rapidly at the re-
ceiving hospital to-duy. Police Surgeon
Gomers has no lope of the man’s recovery.

When he was seen to-day he said he was
sorry he had not made a good job of the
shooting. He added:

“I'am an old man, 73 vears of age, and
I knew perfectly well what I ‘was about
when I fired that shot. = At one time I had
over $22,000, but a combination—fire, flood
and Mackay—caused me -to lose it after it
was invested in stocks. That loss changed
my whole life. Instead of the hope-
ful, energetic man I. once was,
I Dbecame a misanthrope, avoided
the society of my fellow-men and became a
stranded bulk in Pauper-alley. I may be
wrong, but I think all rich men hke
Mackay should be killed. I would do the
same thing over again, but the next time
with better success, I hope.”

Hunger in England,

of those are destitute of food and shelter,
only those belonging to the Operatives’
Union receiving union aid. 3

of work on account of the strike, and the
frost and snow linger with a persistence
that points to fatal suffering unless relief
speedily comes to thejshivering and starving
poor of the great cotton manufacturing
centre,

charity hae been exhausted by the continu-
al and increasing drain since last Novem-
ber., Oldham has not seen such misery
since the time of the American War, when
the scarcity of cotton caused thousands of
Lancashire operatives to be thrown out of
employment.

The immediate canse of .the last failure
of Rufus Hatch was his entrance apon
Northern Pacifie speculations. He or-

It was discovered that an error of
$20,000.000 had been made in the cost of
he road—only 20 millions. Into this pit,
digged for others, Rufus Hatch fell and
broke his back; he was unable to rally, and
after having owned several fortunes, and
squandered them -in Juxurious living and
gambling, he died as . dishonored ' as Jay
Gould, without having achieved his suc-
coss.

. farmers, it is somewhat ‘indecent for him
and his partners in negligence to be com-
plaining against the Ottawa Government
for imposing taxes in obedience to the man-
date of the people.

The Silver Position.

After a prolonged struggle against the
operation of financial laws as dominant in
their sphere as the laws of matter, the
authorities of the U.S. have begun to
realize that they are not as independent as
they fancied. Thereisa good deal of the
ordinary vouth’s disrespect for the experi-
ence of age in Uncle Sam, he wants to find
things out for himself. In the silver policy
he adopted there ‘was transparent folly
enough for » generation, but it must be
tried, and having been tested has brought
the moncy market of the States to the verge
of a panic. The self-imposed obligation of
purchasing an enormous amourt of silver
periodically, regardless of the needs of the
country, or the Treasury, had, of course,
ths effect of displacing gold, and of disturb-
ing confidence in the maintenance ot the
gold standard, and of gold payments. In
order to check the outflow of gold
it is being arranged to issue some
25 millions of bonds at 4 per cent. to be
sold at a price that would make the actual
interest up to maturity in five or ten years
8 per cent. The operation is doubtless
needed to avoid gold :going up to a prem-
fum and the whole trade of this continent
being disturbed by variations of its price
day by day. As the new Government
assumes power on the 4th March, 1ts action
in regard to this silver difficulty, or rather
gold difficulty, is awaited with- anxiety.
But theré can be little doubt they will
ccase to purchase silver, as has been pro-
vided by law, and will take steps to guard
the gold reserves from further depletion.

As to the increasing amount of U. 8.
silver currency in Canada, we trust the
banks will take a decided stand against this
nuisance and -certain source of a serious
ultimate loss. If the people of the States
care to eirculata 65 cents worth of smlver
and call it a dollar, let them do it. But as
we have our own silver coinage, which is
thrust out of use by the debased U. S.
currency, it is folly to give any counten-
ance Lo or encouragement of a class of
coins like those of the Republie, which are
# scandal and e fraud. .

A Warning to Grain Speculators,

Last week there died in poverty a man
who in his time made millions by speculat-
ing in wheat, and made paupers also.
Rufzs Hajch was almost a synonym for a
wheat ‘‘corner,” for anything and every-
thing indeed in the grain trade that was a
scandal to business.

There are farmers all over this continent
who have been fooled over and over again
by the ways that are dark and the tricks
that are peculiar to the Hatch breed of
operators, Bogus cablegrams, lying tele-
grams,cooked statistics, falsified quotations,
suppressed information, were the tactics of
this conspirator and his confederates. When
millions were at stake they could afford to
spend thousands in catrying out their ne.
farious game. The bill now awaiting its
final stageat Washington to, make dealing
in “options” and the like illegal is the out-
come of an agitation to protect farmers
ngainst such speculators,

AGAINST THE BILL.

Lord Dunraven and Ulster

Denouuce Home Rule,

Lonpox, Feb. 27.—Lord Dunraven ad-
dressed a Unionist meeting in Ulverstone
this evenmg on the subject of Mr. Glad-
stone’s Home Raule Bill. Should the bill
ever go into operation, he said, social and
commercial anarchy would reign supreme in
Ireland. As everybody knew, Ireland
was poor and practically without capital.
Under the Homeé Rule plan British capital
would be driven from the country as fast as
the owners could extricate it from business.

After a few years of legislation by an
Irish parliament not a British firm or land.
lord would be found ‘in Ireland; the
eountry would be bankrupt and would hang
a dead weight upon the Imperial Parlia-
ment at Westminster,

A great demonstration was made by
Ulster Uhionists in Balfast this evening.
Sir Daniel Dixon, Lord Mayor, presided at
the meeting and spoke at length against
the Home Rule bill. Between %eb 13, the
day on which Mr, Gladstone introduced the
bill, and Feb. 25, he said the total decline
of Irish railway stocks and _other securities
had been £1,845,750. A resolution de-
nouncing the plan to give Ireland a separate
legislature was adopted unanimously.

TRADE RELATIONS WITH CANADA.

A Bill Carrying Out the Suggestions Made'

in President Harrison's Message.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 26, —The message of
President Harrison on Canadian relations,
sent to Congress on Feb. 3, has had a re-
sponse in a bill introduced in the House
yesterday by Mr. Hitt. The bill revises
and amends the laws establishing intor-
course and relations with the provinces of

British North America and the republic of |-

Mexico, and carries out-the suggestions
proposed by the President in his message to
remedy the present inequalities.

The first section requires merchandise
carried from one port of the United States
to another port therein, throngh Canada,
to be in sealed or closed cars,in the custody
of two regular inspectors of customs of each
train, and to examined by the
customs officers at the pors - of
destination  The' Presidont says these

sealed cars now engaged® ‘in this
enormous traffic while in foreign territory
are not adequately protected, and that such
cars are now delivered directly to the owner
or cousignee without tiie supervision of a
revenue officer, which is inconsistent with
the safety of the revenue. -

Section 2 provides for the transit in bond
of outgoing merchandise from Canada
through ports of the United States for ex-
port, which is omitted from the present
law, which only provides for incoming
transit in bond.

Section 3 provides that merchandise the
product of & dontiguous foreighi country and
none other, arriving under consular seal,

shall be closed or sealed by the customs |.

officers at the first port of arrival in the
United States, and then be accompanied by
two . inspectors to the port of destinatioa,
and there duly examined and delivered.
Such merchandise shall be valuéd for duties
as originating in Canada. Thé President
says the  consular  seal practice
not only equalizes Canadian ports with our
own as ports of entry, but makes them
favored and subjects their trade to less de-
tention than 18 required at United States
seaports. This has tended to “divert our
Chinese and Japanese traffic from our own
ports to Vancouver. It also-exposes the
revenue to frauds committed by persons
beyond jurisdiction or punishment

Section 4 requires cgo manifests-of bills
of lading of all cars crossing the border to
give such information or facts as may be
prescribed by the ;Interstate Commerce
Commission tending to reveal violations of
the Interstate Commerce Act.

Section 5 requires every foreign road
doing business across the border to have a
license or permit from the Inter-State Com-
merce Commission, for which it shall make
formal application, with a stipulation that
it will obey the Inter-state Commerce Act
and the revenue laws as if the traffic is
within the Uuited States, which license
may be suspended by..the Inter-
State = Commerce Commission upon
a wilful violation of that act. Upon such
suspension, the Commission shall notify
the Secretary of the Treasury, who will
direct the customs officers, to prevent the
further passage of the cars while the li-
cense remains suspended.

Section 6 authorizes the Secretary of the
Treasury to make regulations touching this
traffic to protect the revenue and prevent
preference of foreign ports, and the Inter-
state Commerce Commission to make regu-
lations to secure equality between common
carriers within and beyond the United
States.

Section 7 authorizes the President, on 30
days’ notice, to suspend any portien of the
Interstate Commerce .Law that places at
disadvantage a domestic in competition
with a foreign common carrier in equal
compeutlon,snd in order to secure equaliLy
of restrictive rules upon foreign and do-
mestic companies.

Want Free Coinage.

LoxpoN, Feb. 27.—At a meeting' of
cotton operators in Oldham to-day a resolu-
tion was passed calling upon the Govern-
ment to endeavor to secure an international
agreement upon the re-assembling of the
Brussels Conference to the effect that all
the mints of the werld be opened to the un-
restricted coinage of gold and silver.
