Night—Walked In Front of a Freight 
Train at the Yonge-street Crossing— 
Knocked Down and Dragged a Block 
Under the Pilot.

At 10.45 last night people returning from 
the Island at the foot of Yonge-street were 
horrified to see a man walk in front of a 
moving G.T.R. freight train. He was 
knocked down and dragged under the pilot 
of ' the engine as far east as Scott-street, 
where the remains, which were terribly 
mangled, were .lifted into the patrol wagon 
and taken to the Morgue to await identifica­
tion.

The victim of the accident had been to the 
Island and was crossing the tracks on his 
way up Yonge-street. "A number of those who 
saw the fatality 
been deaf, as he deliberately walked in front 
of the train, although several people shouted 
and did their best to warn him of his danger, 
but he evidently did not hear them.

His Name Thought to Be Isaac Brown.
The man walked with two^ canes, had s 

club foot and his left eye is missing. He 
was over 50 years of age, bad bushy 
iron-grey whiskers and had the appear­
ance of being a laborer. He wore a 
brown Fedora hat, brown trousers, 
checked brown coat, striped flannel shirt. : 
In his pockets were 80 cents, tobacco, comb, 
soap and other articles. Also a letter dated 
Rochester, Dec. 14. 1893, headed “Dear L 
Isaac” and signed “Your affectionate mother, 
Mary Brown, 230 Brown-street.”

He carried a parcel containing a new pair 
of trousers, blue and white checked cotton 
gbi^t and a pair of woolen sox.

A man wbo saw the body taken from 
under the locomotive said it was Sam Archer. 
Enquiries at Mr. Archer’s house, 7 Sumach* 
street, showed he was all right.

The Engineer’s Story,
John Ross, of 31 Portland - street, 

driver of the engine, says they were 
running very slowly, not any more 
than four miles an hour, ringing the bell 
constantly. When he first noticed deceased 
he was within two steps of the rails. Al­
though Charles Goushans, a train hand, who 
was standing on the side of the engine, near 
the front, called to him as loudly as possible, 
he heeded not, but stepped directly before 
the moving engine. Had he been one 
second later hé would have walked 
against the engine instead of before it. The 
engine was reversed, but as a train of 30 care 
was attached they ran about 100 yards before 
stopping. The man was looking neither to 
the right nor to the left, his eyes being turn­
ed towards the ground, and he appeared to 
be very deaf.

Driver Ross’ story was corroborated by 
other witnesses.

James Henderson, the G.T.R. w.atchman, 
says that when he saw the man attempting 
to cross the track he endeavored to hold him 
back, but the man pulled away from him.

Ottawa, July 11.—Almost immediately 
after the Speaker took the chair to-day the 
House went into committee on the bill to 
ratify the French Treaty. Last night’s rout 
on the second reading seemed to have a de­
pressing effect ot> Mr. Laurier and hie fol­
lowers, and the objections to the bill in com­
mittee were not very serious, and the bii 
passed through committae and was ordered 
for third reading to-morrow without Itiiy 
division.

French Treaty and Colonial Wines.
In the committee Mr. Foster explained the 

treaty in detail as the clauses came up. 
With reference to light wines there was con­
siderable discussion as to whether the light 
wines of countries other than France would 
be admitted under the terms of 
the treaty. On section 1 Mr. Mc­
Carthy enquired whether it was proposed 
to reduce the duties upon wines from the 
Australian colonies in equal measure with 
the reduction of duties which would follow 
the coming into force of this treaty. As he 
understood the effect of the treaty, it merely 
applies to wines of French origin, but it ap­
plies to these wines whether they are im­
ported into Canada from England or from 
ny other country.
“We have had a conference sitting re­

cently,” he continued, “with a view to in­
creasing intercolonial trade. If our first act 
after that conference is to reduce the duty 
on French wines to 25 per cent., while leav­
ing the wines imported from the 
sister colonies at 55 per cent., it 
is a very unfair discrimination. I 
would like to have the assurance 
of the Government that wines from Austra­
lia and the Cape will be put on the same 
footing.”

Charles Burns, J. P., was found dead in 

bed, soffocated by gas, at bis home, 35 Pem- 
broke-street, yesterday morning.

His wife arrived from Moutreal on Tues­
day evening and complained of being ill. 
Mr. Burns left her at about 11 o’clock and 
retired to a spare room. He was in the best 
health and spirits and chatted merrily with 
a neighbor before going to his room.

About 8 o’clock yesterday Mrs. Burns 
rapped on her husband’s door. There was no 
answer to her summons and she opened the 
door. The sickening fumes of gas met her, 
and quickened by fear she ran to 
the beuside of her hnsband. Eagerly she 
called to him, but there was£no response. A 
messenger was sent for Dr. Cnthbertson, but 
when he arrived he saw that Mr. Burns had 
been dead for some time.

The odor of gas still hung about the room, 
and when Dr. t Cut hbertsou investigated he 
found that ^âs was escaping from the cock, 
which had become loose. The room was 
small and the one window and door were 
both closed. Dr. Cuthbertson said that death 
was unmistakably caused by asphyxiation.

Charles Burns, J.P., who was in his 5Sth 
year, was well known. For many years be 
conducted a prosperous ice business, and had 
for 30 years been a member of the Separate 
School Board, retiring about a year ago. A 
brother of Aid. Burns, he left a family of.

Slater and Brother For Their Insurance- 
Two Sister* Charged With Murder. 

Saratoga, N.Y., July 11.—Catherine 
Nolan, aged 22, and her sister Elizabeth, 
aged 16, were received at the County Jail in 
Baliston Spa to-day on the charge of the 
murder of their brother, John Nolan, by 
administering arsenic. Four members of 
the family have died suddenly since last 
September, tbe father, mother, sister and 
brother of the accused. Embalming fluid 
was used in the first three cases before 
suspicious were aroused, but in the 
case of John, the last to die, the 
coroner took charge of the remains and 
ordered an inquest and post-mortem at once.

An­
other sister, Mary, has been very ill with 
similar symptoms, and it is in evidence that 
the two women had not only obtained poli­
cies of insurance on the lives of those mem­
bers of their family who have died, but had 
also applied for a policy on their sister Mary.

What, then, is to be the method followed 
by her? There are two ways of negotiating 
treaties, as was pointed out in the debate: 
the European or English method, where the 
Sovereign, through plenipotentiaries, nego­
tiates, and where Parliament does not even 
ratify. It Parliament wishes to question a 
treaty it must question the conduct of the 
plenipotentiary, not the content of the 
treaty itself. As a matter of fact, any treaty 
negotiated by English representatives is 
almost invariably duly ratified by the Crown.

Then there is the American system, wherein 
the representatives of the Oovernment ne­
gotiate and sign a treaty, but where the con­
stitution expressly reserves the ratifica­
tion of all treaties to the Senate. We 

nad experience of tbis system. 
George Brown negotiated a reciprocity 
treaty at Washington; both commissioners 
signed it; the Senate rejected it bodily and 
with scant ceremony.' This American 
method has met with little commendation 
from the trained diplomats of ’Europe ; in­
deed, it has been frequently condemned by 
them. For the two parties do not negotiate 
on fair terms; one feels bound to be bound 
by what its representative signs; the other
