TRAINS MOVING REGULARLY IN
AND OUT OF CHICAGO.

———

The Knights Have Seen Through the
Scheme to Make Them Bear the Bur-
dens of Debdbs’ Failure, and Will Not
Go Qut-— Managers May Be In-
dlol.&.

CHICAGO, July 11.—The threatened gener-
al paralysis of labor of all sorts in Chicago
and the general walk-out of the Knights of
Labor and their sympathizers in ail parts of
the country, which were to have taken place
this morning, appear to have proved failures.
In this city in the shops and factories, in the
buildiug trades and in the lines of interur-
ban travel there are no signs of obedience to
the order issued by the representatives of
ellied labor in the city.

Railway ‘Traflic Assuming a Normal
Conditien,

Not only that, but the railroad lines cen-
tering here show decided improvement in
traffic. Passenger trains, through, local
and suburban, are moving everywhere witn-
out interruption and thejgyfreight business is
rapidly assuming a normal condition. For
the first time within a week train loads of
live stock were received at the stock yards
and other trains, carrying hogs to the east-
ern, markets were sent out n considerable
volume.

Sovereign's Order Disregarded,

Advices from the great centres of popula-
tion of the United States and from maay of
the lessimportant cities fail to show that
‘the order or request of General Master Work-
man Sovereign of the Kuights ot Labor for a
general cesssation of work has met with the
slightest recognition by the members of
that order or by those who sympathize with

them, %

Open Revoit At Oakland, Cal.

From the Pacific Coast, where the most
threatening and critical conditions have ex-
isted during the past week with prepa:ations
to resist the military force of the Govern-
ment by arms, comes the intelligence that
federal troops have entered Sacramento uun-
opposed. The situation at Oakland, Cala.,
continues to be one of open revolt against
the constituted authorities, but it is expected
that order will be rastored there without
bloodshed.

In general the situation seems to be that
the last move of the labor leaders was taken
without adequate knowledge of the temper
of their followers. .

Legunl Reévenge Agal the M

The most important development in the
labor situation during the last 24 hours is the
announcement made from the headquarters
of .the American ° Railway Union that
a determined effort is to be  made
to invoke the Federal laws against the mem-
bers of the General Managers’ Association,
and that with this end in view a conference
will be beld to-morrow between W. W.
Irwin of Minneapolis, the principal counsel
for the wen arrested for participation in
the Homestead riots, and a number of
local attorneys. Mr. Irwin, it isstated, is now
on the road fo Chicago in company with
a prominent member of the Knights of
Labor, who was sent to enlist his services in
behalf of the union. Judge Grosscup and
District Attorney Milcbrist said to-day that
justice would be meted ous impartially to all
violators of the Federal statutes, whether
they were railroad presidents or brakemen

Jurymen Af§er Pullman’s Scalp.

When Judge Gro;cup wag asked whether
the special " grand jury was empanelled
simply to enquire: into the offences of the
employes or whether it was within its scope
to enquire into probable vliolations of the
law by railroad managers he replied that he
bad no dsubt that when that body should
bave finished the particular matter it
is . now investigating it will turn
its attention w others who may
have violated the law and that it would
so widen the scope of its enquiry as to
include all persons who may have interfered
with or obstructea state commerce, or the
United States mails, in any way or by any
means. Itis known that this question was
debated in the sessicn of the grand jury yes-
terday thut preceded their return of true
bills against Debs and his associates, and
tbat two of the body insisted that George M.
Pullman nimself should be included in the
indictment.

Managers Ordered

That No Trains
un,

Counsel for the strikers, as well as Mr.
Debs and his colleagues, are reticent con-
cerning the grounds upon which process will
be sought against the managers. In a gen-
eral way, . however, the claim is made
that she obstruction of the TUnited
States mails and the interruption
to inter-state commerce has been due
quite as much to the general managers as to
tbe men responsible for the ordering of the
strike, and that while 1t is true that the boy-
cott was ordered it is also trne that the gen.
'eral managers agreed among themselves that
no trains should be run on any of the roads
uutil all had gained the points in dispute,

For the 24 bours ending tnis evening not a
single fire or potice alarm has been turred in
from the stock yards district. The police are
in fuil command of the situation and there
appears to be no further _use for the troops.

Less Than 15,000 Men Are Out,

The result of the sympathetic strike order
is that less than 15,000 men are out.
Cousiderable discouragement was expressed
Ly the leadersover the result, and tears were
expressed vhasthis might induce President
Gompers and the executive officers of the
American Federauion of Lgbor, who as-
semble here to-morrow, to take a more con-
servative course than has been expected.

Puliman is Determined,

The ofticials of the Pullman Company were
afforded’ still amother opportuuity to-day
for asserting the position of the corporation.
Mayor Hopkivs and Mayor Piagree of De-
troit urged that the Pullman Company
consent to a policy of couciliation aud arbi-
sration. Inorder that there should be no
question concerning the exact teuor of their
reply the Pullman oflicials summarized it in
tue official statement ** 'bat the question at
issue, which was simply that of re-
opening the works and caryiug
them on at & ruinous loss, was
pot a- proper subject for arbitration.”
The members of the - delegation were con-
siderably chagrined over the outcome.

United States Marsbal Arnold to-day re-
duced his force by 300 men. These were
witudrawn from outlying points where no
further necessity exists for their services.

Men in Plenty,

The General Managers’ Association has
quit hiring men. More men than are needed
bave already been employed, General Mana-
ger Egan claims, and this morning he wired
to ali points where bruuch employment
sgencies bud been establisued closing them.
The number of men employed vy the associa-
tion has reached into the thousands. It is

Even had Master Workman Sovereign of
the Knights of Labor not withdrawn his or-
der caliing out the knights, the Toronto
members of the order would not have joined
the strikers, as they do not believe the order
should affect them.

WasHINGTON, July 11.—Senator James
Smith arbitrated to-day the great pottery
strike involving over 7000 workmen in Ohio,
Maryland and West Virginia by deciding
on a reduction of 12 1-2 per cent. in the
wagzes schedule. Manufacturers and men
express themselves as ‘greatly pleased. The
arbitration takes effect immediately and the
fuctories will at once resume work after six
mounths shut down,

THE GAS BRACKET WAS DEFECTIVE.

Charles Narns, J. P, Suffocated in His
Houss in Pembroke-street—A
Wife’s Startling Discovery.

Chbarles Burns, J. P., was found dead in
bed, soffocated by gas, at his home, 35 Pem-
broke-street, yesterday morning.

His wife arrived from Moutreal on Tues-
day evening and complained of being ill
Mr. Burns left her at about 11 o’clock and
retired to a spare room. He was in the best
health and spirits and chatted merrily with
& neighbor before going to his room.

About 8 o'clock yesterday Mrs. Burns
rapped on her husband’s door. There was no
answer to her summons and she opened the
door. The sickening fumes of gas met her,
and quickened by fear she
the beuside of her husband. Eagerly she
called to him, but there wasino respousa. A
messenger was sent for Dr. Cuthbertson, but
when he arrived he saw that Mr, Burns had
besn dead for some time.

The odor of gas still hung about the room,
and when Dr., Cuthbertson investigated he
found that ,gas was escaping from the cock.
which had become loose. The room was
small and the one window and door were
both closed. Dr. Cuthbertson said that death
was unmistakably caused by aspuyxiation.

Charles Burns, J.P., who was in his 58th
year, was well known. For many years be
conducted a prosperous ice buginess, and had
for 30 years been a member of the Separate
SohoolvBot"d. retiring about a year ago. A

sons, pne of whom succeeded him:-in-his basi-
ness. Another, A. A. Burns, is proprietor of
the O'Connor House, 127 Simcoe-street.

In the rotunda of the Board of Trade
building the walls were garlanded with the
Union Jack and the flagsi of the colonies.
On the blackboards were still the day’s quo-
tations of wheat and | stocks, half
bidden by the draperies of ‘buunting.
At the tables were seated gentlemyen repre-
senting all the great colonies which proudly
own as their colors the meteor flag of Britain,
From the southern contthent of Australasia,
from the younger ssttlements op the south of
Africa came representatives of “the Govern-
ments which represent the sway. of the
Queen of Great Britain and [reland.; The
business men of Canada’s metropolis extend-
ed to them a hearty welcome and by a‘mag-
nificent banquet showed their good-fellow-
ship.

A Bust of the Queen,
President Blain in loyal language proposed
the toast of the Queen, which was received
with the usual loud applause and singing of
“God Save the Queen.” X

Brock formally presented to the board a
bust of Her Majesty, which was accepted by
Mr. Blain and unveiled by Lieutenant-Gove.
ernor Kirkpatrick,
A hearty 'round of applause greeted the
toast of the Governor-General.
“For he’s a jolly good tellow,” sung in

-| enthusiastic tones, showed the good-feeling

toward the toast of the Lieutenant-Gover-
nor. :

Lieutenant-Governor Kirkpatrick thanked
the audience for its very hearty welcome.
The only sorrow that tinged the pleasure of
the meeting was that the visit of Toronto’s
guests was to be so short. He would
wish to show the delegates the beauty and
fertility of the province. [Applause.] On-
tario was a province which 1n its lands end
people could show an example to the worid.

President Blain said that there was never
a conference which possessed the sympathy
of the peuple as this had. [Applause.] It
was one which looked towards the building
up-of the empire. *‘Our Guests” was the
toast and right royally was it honored.

Hon, Mr., Bowell,

Hoo, Mackenzie Bowell, president of the
conference, was the first to respond. At
present it is useless for merchants and
manufacturers to attempt to carry on busi-
ness unless they are in touch with the world.
The magic of the telegraph will accomplish
that. The conference had for its great ob-
ject the increase of trade between Canada
and the colonies of Great Britain aud to ex-
tend Britain’s trade throughout the:  world,
[Applause.] Never was thdre a conference
where there wuas & greater unanimity dis-
played in the building up of trade and
the unity of the Empire. If this conference
is the beginning of that great end the mem.
bers may be counfident that their names will
be handed down to posterity as instrumental
to the cementing together of the Empire
and Canada is part and parcel of the Empire,
and ber citizens will be proud of the privi-
leges of citizenship. Amnothor object of the
conference was to remove the restrictions
which have been placed upon intercoloni-
al .trade. On the part of the Do-
minion Government, the speaker said that
he did not propose to stop until
that object had been attaimed. He hoped
that the time -was not far distant when
Canadians could communicatie with all por-
tions of the world by en| electric cable.
[Hear, hear.] When kuit together by these
stranas the people of all. the colonies might
well be proud of their empire. [Applause.

The Voice of New South Wales.

Hon. F. B, Sulton, Minister of Public In-
struction, said that loyalty was one of the
chief features he had noticed in Canada.
He complimented Hon. Mackenzie Bowell on
his able presidency of vhe conterence, * What
results would follow the Intercolonial delib.
erations no one couid peedict, but already it
had been individually aad reciprocally most
beneficial. ¢ .

England Must Go Forward,

There is nothing before England but to go
forward. [Applause.] The ¢colonies are giv-
ing Engldud a greater power than she ever
had before. That power would always be
exercisud for good-will towards men,

We in Australia, as “you in Canada, will
always be prepared to send our best blood to
the front {n time of naticnal dangeér and to
fight to the last. [Cheers.] You in Canada
have done this and we are prepared to follow
your great and noble example. &

A Historic Conference,

The honorabie gentleman then dealt with
the Intercolonial Conferance, which wes the
first which had taken place autside England.
He enlarged on this good augury and hoped
that similar gatherings might be held for the
discussion of other interests than those of
trade.

i
Interesting Statistics,

Then Mr. Suttor favored the company
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with many statistics. The trade of Austra-
lia exceods that of Canada. There was the
same number of miles of railway, 40,000, but
instead of killing 17 in each million as in
Canada they managed to be content with two
in a million. There ig more postal
correspondence in Australia than in any
other country in the world except Great Bri-
tain,

In telegraphy Australia has 45,000 miles of
wires, against Canada’s 31,000,and the people
sent three tines more messages than in the
Dominion.

Reciproeal Trade,

This was Mr. Suttor’s concluding topic.
Said he: **If you are going to uphold, as I
presume you are, the National Polioy—
[cheers]—there are many articles we produce
that Canada needs and which you cquld get
as chibapiy from us aselsewhere.’’ One of
many instances was that Australia had
125,000,000 of shésp, as agaiust Canada’s
2,500,000, Here was a chance for reciprocal
trade.

. Tasmania's Volce,

Hon. Nioholas Fitzgerald, M.L.C., made an
eloquent speech. Nothing had added more
to the lustre, the wealth, the power of Eng-
land and the happiness and prosperity of ber

ple tban the expansion of the colonial
empire, [Applause.]

Our deliberations were "business-like, not
sentimental, The conference marked an
epoch ; it was the abandonment of a policy
which a few yog: ago was not deemed to be
for the good of the empire,

Towards Imperial Federation,

This conference is an Jadvance towards
that Imperial Federation we all desire.
[Cheers.] Then the orator launched into
superlative praise of Canadian scenery and
patriotic faith, He eulogized the zreat un-
dertaking of the C.P.R., and then said that
Ontario should be proud of having given
scope to a statesman who lived to benefit his
country—Sir John A. Macdonald. [Loud
cheering.]

Canada More Than a Oolony,

In conclusion the hon. gentleman said:
Cenada is a nation, not a colony. Australia
possesses colonies, which are the germs of &
nation soon to spring into manhood. The
gentiment of our people is for union. [Cheers.]

From Cape Colony,

Bir Henry De Villiers, K.C.M.G., said
there was a time when Great Britain treated
her.@olonies as step-children. But that time
is now past. The Mother Country treats us
a8 equals. [Cheers,] Self-government had
been given the colonies; but one thing was
lacking—complete freedom of commercial
intercourse. [Renewed cheers.] He believed
the obstacles to commercial reciprocity
would soon be removed. 2

¥From South Australia.
~Hon, Thomas Playford gloried in the
welding of the bonds between Britain’s
colonies. - I'wenty years ago resolutions such
as we have passed would have been laughed
out of court. And then Mr. Playford sought
to outrival his brother delegates in praise of
all they bhad done and the royal reception
Canada bad given them.
New Zealand Speaks,

Mr. Albert Lee Smith praised the colony
he represented and then became eloquent on
the advantages of the Pacific cable. He
spoke most sanguinely of its prospects,
which, he'said, had been very much ad«
vanced by the Intercolonial Conference.

From Victoria.

Sir Henry John Wrixon, K.C.M.G., Q.C.,
was eloquent on the unity of the British race
and optimistic of the benefits in many re-
spects which will result from the confer-
ence. Theera of the brotherhood. of  the:
British race was being realized.

THE HOUSE IN COMMITTER AGREES
TO GRANT A SUBSIDY,

8750,000 a Year for Ten Years to Be
Given for a Twenty-Knot Service—Some
Furiher Discussion on the French
Treaty— Prorogation to Take FPlace on
Wednesday, 5

Orrawa, July 11.—Almost immediately
after the Speaker took the chair to-day the
House went into committee on the bill to
ratify the French Treaty. Last nigbt's rout
on the second reading seemed to bave a de-
pressing effect on Mr. Laurier and his fol-
lowers, and the objections to the bill in com-
mittee were not very serious, and the bii
passed through committee and was oruﬂgred
for third reading to-morrow without any
division.,

french Treaty and Oolonial Wines,

In the committee Mr. Foster explained the
treaty in detail as the clauses came up.
With reference to light wines there was con-
siderable discussion as to whether the light
wines of countries other than France would
be admitted under the terms _of
the  treaty. On section "1 Mr. Me-
Carthy enquired whether it was proposed
to reduce the duties upon wines from the
Australian colonies in equal measure with
the reduction of duties which would follow
the coming into force of this treaty. As he
uuderstood the effect of the treaty, it merely
anplies to wines of French origin, but it ap-
plies to these wines whether they are im-
ported into Canada from England or from
any other country.

*We have had a conference sitting re-
cently,” he continued, ‘*with a view to in-
creasing intercolonial trade. Lf our first act
after that conference is to reduce the duty
on French wines to 25 per eant., while leav-
ing the wines imported from the
sister colonies at 55 per cent, it
is a very unfair discrimination. I
would like to have the assarance
of the Government that wines from Austra-
lia and the Cape will be put on the same
footing.”

Duty on Colonial Wines Equal to ¥France.

Hon. Mr. Foster replied that he had no
hesitation in answering bis hon. friend’s
question, perhaps a little more widely than
he had asked for.

*In the first place the treaty,” he continu-
ad, **does not oblige us to give France pre-
ferential treatment in our market. It simply
obliges us to take off the ad valorem duty.
We are at perfect liberty to take off the ad
valorem duty upon wines coming from any
other country. We are at perfest liberty to
reduce those duties, even below the rate
that would then be left, but in
that case, of ocourse, we should be
obliged to.give France equal treatment
with other foreign countries. @~ We are not,
however, obliged to withhold trom our sister
colonies [the same treatment or better
treatment than we give to Frauce
in relation to. our wines, nor is it the iu-
tention of the Government to withhold from
the sister colonies at present equal treatment
with respect to the same kind of wines as is
given to'the French product.

No Discrimination Against Any Country.

Sir Richard Cartwright wanted to know
what was'%6 be done with United States
wines of tifis ‘glass, seeing they were to be
admitted ' freé from France, Germany and
Australia. ‘

The Finance Minister replied that at-pre-.
sent it was not-the intention of the Gevera-
ment to discriminate against gy couusey.

Olieap Spirits, Ca
Maclean (York) urged fthe Gov-
ernment to make’ at least the smuill
recompense to the Canadian wine
manufacturers of -allowing them to ob-
tain the brandy used in fortifying their pro-
duct. as\icheaply as the foreign producer
could get it.

Sir John Thompson replied that that was
one of the questions the Government would
have to consider. - Representations bad been
made by the Canadian vintners ‘showing the
disadvantage tkeir trade would be liable to,
and it was in no sense a reflection on the
correctness of these representations to say
that they would be looked into by the Inland
Revenue Department before the suggestions
could be adopted.

After some further discussion the bill was
reported and stands for third reading to-
morrow.

Subsidy For a Fast Atlantic Service,

Hon.Mr. Foster then moved the House into
committee on the resolution to grant a subsidy
of $750,000 a year for 10 years for a fast At-
lantic service. The Finance Minister ex-
plained that the whole policy of a fast At-
lantic service had already received the ap-
proval‘of the House and four years ago a
subsidy of $500,000 was voted. That proved
insufficient and now the Government pro-
posed to add $250,000, with)a contract for
ten years, believing the advantages to be so
great -as to warrant the increase. He re-
viewed the 'negotiations with the various
companies and showed that this amount was
the very lowesy offer. The prevailing idea
of the Colonial Conference was that colonial
and Imperial unity would be forwarded by
the proposed cable and steamship services,
that on the Atlantic being requisite as a
conpecting link in this grand scheme,

Mr. Charlton: Will they also grant sub-
sidies?

Permanent Service With Deereasing Sub-
sidy.

Hon. Mr. Foster replied that they Would.
Continuing, he said that Mr, Huddart’s offer
of $:50,000 per year for the first 10 years
and $500,000 for the next 10 years for a 20-
knot service was the best. The policy of the
Government was to have the permanency of
the service secured with a decreasing sub-
sidy.

POISONED FATHRER AND MOTHER,
Sister and Brother For Their Insurance—
Two Sisters Charged With Murder,

BArATOGA, N,Y., July 11.—Catherine
Nolan, aged 22, and her sister Elizabeth,
aged 16, were received at the County Jail in
Baliston Spa to-day on the charge of the
murder of their brother, John Nolan, by
administering arsenic. Four members of
the family have died suddenly since last
September, the father, mother, sister and
brother of the accused. Embalming fuid
was used in the first three cases before
suspicions were aroused, but in the
case of John, the last to die, the
coroner took charge of the remains and
ordered an inquest and post-mortem at once.
Prof. Maurice Perkins found sufficient
arsenio in his stomach and viscera to have
caused death, and the jury so found. An-
other sister, Mary, has been very ill with
similar symptoms. and it is in evidence that
the two women had not only obtained poli~
cies of insurance on the lives of those mem-
bers of their family who have died, but had
also applied for a policy on their sister Mary.

Shocking Aceident on the Esplanade Last
Night—Walked in ‘- Front of a Freighy
Train at the Yonge-street Crossing—
EKnodked Down and Dragged a Block
Under the Pilot,

At 10.45 last fnizht people returning from
the Island at the foot of Yonge-street were
horrified to see a man walk in front of a
moving G.T.R. freight train. He was
knocked down and. dragged under the pilot
of~the engine as far east as Seott-street,
where the remains, which were terribly
mangled, were lifted into the patrol wagon
and taken to the Morgue to await identificas
tion.

The victim of the accident had been to the
Island and was crossing the tracks on his
way up Yonge-gtreet. A number of those who
saw the tamli‘i'y say that he must have
been deaf, as he deliberately walked in front
of the train, although several people shouted
and did their best to warn him of his danger,
but he evidently did not hear them.

His Name Thought to Be Isaaec Brown.

The man walked with two, canes, had a
club foot and his left eye is missing. He
was over 50 years of age, bad bushy
iron-grey whiskers and had the appeare |
ance of being a laborer, He wore a
brecwn  Fedora bat, brown ‘trousers, |
checked brown ocoat, striped flannel shirt.
In his pockets were 80 cents, tobacco, comb,

street, showed he was all right,

The Engineer’s Story,

If Parliament wishes to questiona
treaty it must question the conduct of the
plenipotentiary, not the content of the
treaty itself. Asa'matter of fact, any treaty
negotiated by English representatives is
almost invariably duly ratified by the Crown.

Then there is the American system, wherein
the representatives of the Government ne-
gotiate and sign a treaty, but where the con-
Istitution ~ expressly reserves the ratifica-
tion of all treaties to the Senate. We
have had experience of _this systenm.
George Brown negotiated a reciprocity
treaty at Washington; both commissioners
signed it; the Senate rej ted it bodily and
with scant ceremony. This American
method bas met with little commendation
from the trained diplomats of “Europe; in-
deed, it has been frequently condemned by
them. For the two parties do mot negotiate
on fair terms; one feels bound to be bound
by what its representative signs; the other
reserves a large loophole by which to crawl
out if it is considered desirable. Treaties
are generally negotiated in secret; but in the
case of the United States, when the negotia-
tions are over and the cat is out
of the bag, and the coutents of the
treaty known and the American interests
affected have had an opportunity of learning
how it concerns them, then pressure may be
brought to burst the treaty in the Senate.
This is a distinct sdvantage, it isnota fair
one.

‘Which will be our method? The member
for East York contended that we ought to
follow the English plan where possible, that
we were bound to follow it unless” we made
express stipulations to the contrary. The
Government could not very well take this
view or this occasion, as Mr; Foster had
taken a differeut stand a year ago, but
practically it was the reason why the treaty
was ratified. No one favored it or had much
to.say for it, and yet it passed the House by
a large majority.

Here is our reason for saying that the

Canadian Parliament must ratify what our
representatives negotiate: Qur representa-
tives are appointed by the administration of
the day, the administration enjoys the
confidence of Parliament and the supporters
of that administration are bound to support
its treaties or vote want of confidence in
them. And party government does not al-
low that unless a change in the administra-
fion is desired. The member for East York
said that the honor of thé country required
that Parliament should ratify; other speakers
said no, that a ciause in the treaty expressly
reserved to Parliament the ratification of the
treaty, arid that only at the most the honor
of the Government required that the treaty
stiould be ratified. Well, that, we contend,
amounts to the same thing, for under our
system the Government of the day is the
custodian of the country’s honor and Parlia.
ment will always vote as the Administration
! agks it to do.
! Our method, iaying sll hair-splitting aside,
comes down to this, that whaile we may re-
gerve to Parliament the right to ratify, as
a matter of Jact Parliament, under our sys-
tem of party government, is bound to ratify
what the Government of the day asks it to
do. If it does not do so, then the Adminis.
tration must give way to a8 new one, In
other words, we can ouly refuse
ratification when we are prepared
for a change of Government. We
can quite conceive such a situation arising
and in a highly important treaty 1t is a
valuable safeguard,

pulous care in preparing its case, in select-
ing representatives, in defining their instruc-
tions, i keeping them constantiy under
supervision, and in ascertaining to the fullest
extent how Canadian interests ' will be af-
fected by the proposals.

Be it therefore resolved that this council cali
for teuders forthwith to supply the city with
from 1300 to 1500 electric lights at a price per
light per annum for the term of five years from
the expiration of the present contract, and in the
event of the rejection of all tenders then the
eouneil do proceed forthwith to submit a' bylaw
to the ratepayers for the purpose of issuing de-
bentures to provide funds for the purchase of the
necessary plant to providethe city with the above
number of lights.
