When, on account of war con-
ditions and the consequent scarcity |
of German potash, efforts were
‘being made to secure potash from
other sources | the ixperimental
Farms made a test of the use of
sea-weed a source of potash. To !
put this material into a portable
and commercial form it had to be
dried and ground. This work was
done in an expbtrimental way on
the Nova Scotia coast and some of |
the product was sent to the Fred-
~ericton Station for test.

In the field test an area with an
application of 1000 Ibs. of a 410
fertilizer per acre and no seaweed
gave 178 bushels per \

tests were

acre. 2
cimilar area with the same amount
of the same fertilizer and 1500 1bs.
of ground seaweed gave 230 bushels
per acre. A third area with 18
tons stable manure and 750 1bs.
seaweed per acre gave 242 bushels
per acre, and a fourth area with 13
tons per acre of stable manure alone
gave 232 bushels per acre. Green
moumntain potatoes were grown and
it was noticed [that the plants on
the sca-weed arca stood up greener
lafer in the scdson than where 10
potash was applied.

Calculating the cost of the sea-
weed at $15.00 per ton, for which
it was stated it could be landed at
Fredericton, there was a credit of
52 bushels of the 1500 Ibs. of sea- |
weed used where only commercial
fertilizer was applied. As the sea-|
weed cost but $11.25 and the extra
potztoes were worth at least $1.00 |
per bushel this test showed a
splendid profit ifrom the use of the]
seaweed .

When stable manure was used
however the increase of only ten
bushels per acre for 750 Ibs. of sea-
weed showed only a profit of $4.38
indicating that the potash in the
_stable manure supplied the needs
of the crop to a considerable extent,
and emphasizing the value of stable

*manure for the potato crop as|
against a non-potash commercial |
fertilizer The following = year om|
the oat crop there was no practical l
difference as between the different |
applications—nor was any differ- |

.ence noticeable in the succeeding |
clover crop. |

In the plot tests of one-tenth |
acre each with Empire State
potatoes, seaweed at the rate of |
1000 1bs. per acre gave a yield of
255 bushels per acre and at the
rate of 2000 lbs. per acre. 237
bushels per acre, while the check
plot with no fertilizer whatever
gave 192 bushels per acre. The
succeeding wheat crop was so badly
diseased with Glume spot that the
vield was almost negligible and not
at all to be relied upon for a satis-
factory test. Seaweed at the rate
of 1000 Ibs. per acre gave 9 bushels
and 20 Ibs. per acre, at the rate of
2000 1bs., 7 bushels and 40 1bs.,
while the check plot gave 5 bushels

and 30 Ibs. per acre.

While the above data are of too
limited a scope from which to draw
conclusions, the
evidence, so far as it goes, showes
that if seaweed can be dried and
ground and transported for $15.00 |

' per ton, it would have a place, and |

a profitable place among fertilizing
materials.

Near the shore where the sea-!
weed can be had for the hauling its
almost universal use with satis-
factory results confirms - its value
as a fertilizer.

.Reports for the current year indi-
cate that many hundreds of acres
of turnips have been almost com-
pletely destroyed by club root. it
is est:mated indeed that 20 per
cent of the total crop in Nova
Scotia has been lost through this
[his is a serious matter, but
there ic a remedy. Lxper:ments at
the College, Truro, go to prove that
where Lme was applied two years
ago, grouud limestone at the rate
of 4 tons to the acre, there is practi-
cally no club root, whereas adjacent
lands without the lime application
show over 75 per cent of club root.

The average yield per acie is
about 600 bush cf turnips, 25 cents
per bushel is a low valuation. In
other words, an acre of turnips
should be worth at least $150.00.
A field that is infested with this
disease is worth almost nothing,
not to speak of the labor and
fertilizer involved. An _outlay of
some $20 per acre in lime would
practically ensure a good healthy
crop. ‘The lime should be applied
this fall on the field to be sown in
turnips next Spring. Even better
results would be cbtained by one
or two, or even three years between
the lime applications and the
sowing. This, however, is simply
a matter of getting the lime
thoroughly incorporated with the
soil to a fair depth. If burnt lime
is used the quantity should be
about half the above. For in-
formation on the whole question,
write the Coliege at 'I'ruro.
