This extrewely vave wnceident is but feebly or
cursorily noticed by systematic surgical writers,
while those who have confined themselves more
exclusively to the affections of joints, with one
exception, have not established any satisfactory
comse to guide the practitioner in the presence
of such a casuality, The violent tearing open
of any articulation, and displacement of the
hones composing it, is at all times o formidable
affuir, but especially so in the ginglymoid joints
of the extremitics, and sithough several remark.
able recoveries have occured in the caso of the

Erichsen allmles only to the perils from des-
tructive inthunmatory  action, and advises in
compound diislocations of the upper extremity

o 2d—1In cases where amputation appear unne-
cessary, let reduction be effected after resection,
never without.

WukREAs it is expedient to amend and consolidato
the Acts relating to the Medical Profession, and to
mwake more eficctual provision for regmlating the
- qualifications of Practitioners of Medicine, Sur-
gery, and Midwifery, and to incorporate the Medi-
cal Profession of Ontario : Therefore, Her Majesty,
by and with the advice and consent of the Legisla-
tive Assembly of the Province of Ontario, enacts
as follows:—

On the Microscope, as an Aid in the Diagnosis
and Treatment of Sterility.

The present advanced sinto of physiological
knowledge warrants us in saying that conception
is impossible withont spermatozon ; and that it is
impossibie if the spermatozoa earmol pass into the
cavity of the uterus; and, to these acknowledged
traisms, I must add another, viz., that it is equally
impossible if they die in the cervienl canal, or are
dead when they reach the uterine cavity., It is,
the., self-cvident that these three points must be
determined—it matters not what other complicss
tions nay exist. Fortunately, as I have said be-
fore, they are all easily and quickly settled by tha
microscope.  Without the microscope, it is tmposst-
bl to determine cither of them. Without the

microacope, then, cur treatment of the sterile state
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is simply blind empiricism. With i, our diagnosia {
becomes absolutely certain, and our treatment, at |
Joast, rational., What, then, are the first steps in |
this investigation] How can we begin!  Where |
shall we begin?  Now, as it i3 upon this very point
that I have bheen so stigmatized, I will tell you ex-
actly how I manage this delicate aflair,

Given a case of sterility for examination, the
pbysician examines the state of the uterus and its .
appendages.  His patient may have a frightful
dysmenorrheen, a flexed cervix, a contracted cervi- [
cal canal, some malposition, a polypus, a tibroid, :
or something that would possibly prevent the pas- |
sage of the semen to the cavity of the uterus. He
may feel convineed, in his own mind, that concep- ;
tion cannot take place unless somo surgical opera-
tion be performed—perhaps incision of the ccrvix{
uteri. This operation is usnally done to permit
the passage of the semen into the nterine cavity.
But in this, or in any case, what right have we to ;
say that the semen docs not or cannot pass into the |
cavity of the nterus! Wo must not take it for |
granted that it does not, simply becausc the os |
barely adinitied a small sized probe ; and we know :
very well that spermatozoa now and then pass,
along the Fallopian tubes, which ordinarily adwnit ,
a bristlo. If the scmen enter the cervical canal, |
we may lay it down as a rule, that a dilatation of |
the cervix by incision, or otherwise, is not neces- |
sary ; butif it do not, it may be necessary. We may |
perform any rational operation for the relief of |
suffering, and for the restoration of health; but I |
insiat that we have no right to perform any opera-
tiom, or to institute any treatment whatever, solely
with the view of the cure of the sterile condition,
till we have first settled the threc propositions,
above laid down, touching the prescuce and via-
bility of the apermatozoa.  To find ont all at once,
and with the least delay and trouble, I usually say .
to the imshand or wife, a3 it may be, *It is very i
important, before instituting any trentment, to bo !
sure that the seminal fluid cnters the neck of the !
womb, for without this conception iz impossible,
We must also ascertain if the uterine secretions kill
the semen 5 if so, a certain treatinent will he necea-
sary. If you will, then, send your wife here, or
come with her any day, five or six hours after coi-
tion, it will be easy to settle these poinis at once.”
In nincteen cases out of twenty, the wife presents
hersclf the next day. The speen]mn is introduced
(and when I say the speculum, I always sucan the
one that bears my nawoe,) and some vaginal mucens
is removed by the syringe, and placed onan object- |
glass. Then some cervical mucus is drawn out and -
placed on another object-glass. These two speci-
mens are then examined under the microscope.
I‘f we find spermatozon, well and good ; but if we
find none, neither in the vaginal, nor cervical mu- |
cus, our feara are at once aroused. What thenis to
be dons ! I simply say that I am not guite eatis-
fied with the examination, and would like to sce the
~Wife again, at some future time, under the same
tircumstances. But, suppose we find no sperma- |
tozon on this second examination? Thoen two .
questions immediately arisc : either, that there are !
no spermatozoa, or that the semen has all passed
off hefore the case came under observation.  Some- !
times the semen is all.thrown off by the vagina, |
#nd then it would not do to pronounce the husband |

sterile till we are sure of a specimen of his scmen,
for investigation. TIf I fail to satisfy mysclf on this
point, T then cxplain the possibility of the semen
all passing off, in the act of rising and dres:ing, nnd
shuw the absolute necessity of makingthe examina-
tion half an hour or so after coition, and before the
ercet posture is assumed. When tho subject is
presented in this plain, practical manner, and
treated serionsly, no man or woman of sense could
oppose it; and with me, it has never, in a single
instance, been objected to. When I am sent for
to make the examinstion, if I ind in the vagina a
flnid with the characteristic scminal odor, I am sat-
isfied with the microscopic examination. I have
never, in but two instances, been compelled to re-
sort to Mr. Curling’s plan, of asking the man to
squceze a drop of mmens from the wicthra, on to a
bit of glass, immediately after sexual intercourse.
But as this is sometiines neccssary, it is well to re-
member it.

If we eventually find that the semen contains no
spermatozoa, then all uterine treatment is at an
cnd. But if we aro at last satisfied that it contains
spermatozoa, then we must determine if these
enter the cervix uteri, and if g0, do they there find
a fluid favourable to their existence alive? And
all this can be done only by the microscupe,

The question of the entrance of the semen into
the cervical canal, and of the effect of its secrction
upon the spermatozoa, can be fully and satisfac-
torily ascertained only during a very brief period.
We are sure to make a mistake if the microscopic
examination be made just before the expected re-
turn of the menses; and why? DBecause there is
alwnys, a certain amount of fallness of the nterus—
of engorgement, so to speak—which precedes the
menstrual flow; and the cervical canal may not
admit tho semen from mere turgescence of its walls,
Desides, at this time, its secretions are almost suro
to kill the spermatozoa, even if they should happen
{0 enter this canal.

Physiolagists are generaily agrecd that concep-

“tion takes place during the weck following mene

struation. Avrard says we have fourtcen days of
active uteriro life and fourteen days of uterine
bypnotism.  He says that conception ean occur at
any time after menstraation up to the fourteenth
day, counting irom its commencement. For in-
stance, if menstruation should last for three days,
then we would have cleven days for the possibility of
conception.  But, if menstruation should last cight
or nine or tcn days, then we would have respec-
tively but six or five or four days as the time pos-
asible for conception. After this time, the uterus,
according to Avrard, lapses into the hypnotic state,
when conception is impossible, Whill:) I am dis-
pesed to accept Avrard’s dictum as the rule, I think
I have scen exceptions to it, if wo can always do-
pend upon testimony scemingly reliable, Be this
a8 it may, I am sure of thia fact ; if we wish to de-
termine the effects of the cervical mucus upon tho
spermatozon, we 1nust make the experiment the
weck that follows menstruation. About the fifth
or sixth day after the flow is the best moment ; for
then the uterus is in the most favourable condition,
The cervieal mucas, which just before menstruation
was perhaps thick and opaque, then becomes clear
and translucent. If, by examination made at this
particular peried, we should find spermatozoa in
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the cervical mucus, we could safely say that it will | have eiscwhere so minuicly described, and my

But if the sperm do not enter the canal, then the
Pprobabilities are in favor of the neceassity of some
surgical interfercnre.
corvix in grest abundance, and we may find the
spurmatozon all dead, even bis a foew minutes affer
coition. Then, as said before, we mmust find out
the source of the poischous secretion, and remedy
it ; for a vitiated secretion shows some organic con-
dilion requiring a special treatment.

When I wish to examine the condilion of the
cervical mucus upon the spermatozoa, I order sexual
intercourse in the mornmg—the dorsal decubitus
to be retained for an hour afterward ; and I expect
o visit from my petient four or five or six hours
after coition. Sometimes we find spermatozoa in
great abundance in the cervical canal, and not one
Diving. (I have oceasionally examined the mucus,
Bix, ¢ight and ten minutes after coition, and found
all the spermatozon dead.) Somctimes we find
half of them dead; again, only about a third;
again, about two-thirds.  Somnetimes, in one pertion
of the mucus, every spermatozoa is dead ; while,
in another portion of the same sample with fewer
epithelial scales, we find them alive. Now and
then, after treatinent for a month or more, I Lave
found the mucus dravn from the lower segment of
tho cervieal canel full of living spermatozoa, and I
have supposed that the case was cured; but when
T came to examine that drawn from the upper reg-
ment of the canal, near the os internum, they were
nearly all dead. This was cevidently becauso the
mucous membrane lining the lower segment of the
cervix, being more casily reached and more thor-
oughly treated, had assumed a healthier character,
and consequently its secretion was restored to a
normal condition 3 while that higher up, and more
difficult te reach, had not been 50 much improved,
and hence its secretion was still abnormal—a con-
dition requiring further treatment.

The vaginal mueus, by its natural acidity, kills
very quickly every spermatozoon. I do not now
remember ever to have found one alive in the
vagina, excert when the examination was made
very soon after coition 5 when, indeed, the vaginn
was full of scmen but slightly mixed with other
secretions*  Examined three or four hours after in-
tercourse, the spermatozos found in that portion of
the mucus of the vagina adhering o ils walls are
always all dead. Indeed, the normal vaginal scere-
tion scems to bo a perfect poi..a for the super-
abundant spermatozoa.

‘When, after o month’s treatment, I wish to know
whether the cuse is cured or nut—in other words,
whether all possible recognized barriers to concen-
tion are removed—I order sexual intercourse (just
after menstruation) at night, and examine the
cervical mucus twelve or fourteen hours afterward.
If tho majority of the spermatozos be alive and
active, I have great hepe of conception. Before
dismissing a case as cured, I think it neeessary to
examine the mucus thirty-six hours after coition ;
and, if it is then all right, of course I sngpend the
treatiment, and patiently wait the hoped-for result.

So much carc is necessary in the removal of the
mucns for microscopic examination, that I may be
pardoned for referring to it again. The patient is
placed in the left lateral semi-prono position, as I

; speeulum is introduced, and some of the vaging
; mmcus drawn n)» with a small glass syringe, pre-
viously washed out with “warm water. Thisis de
posited on the olject-glass; the vagina is then
!clearcd of all secretivn, whether vaginal or cervieal,
ti.e whole of the vagina and the os uteri being
thoronghly wiped over with a pledget of cotton,
This is for the purpose of guarding against tle
possibility of mixing vaginal with cervical mucus,
which would, of course, gpoil the whole experiment,
The cervix is then brought forward either by the
depressor or a tenaculum, if necessary, which
enables us to loock directly into the cavity of the
cervical canal. The syringe is then to be again
thoroughly rinsed in warm water ; its nozze is
passed into the gaping eanal for half an inch, and
the cervical mucue in its lower segmient is drawn
out. Theinstrument is emptied, washed out again
with warm water, and reintroduced wmp to the os
interntm, and another portien of 1ucus is drawn
out, provided there is any left after the firat effort.
Thus we have three spechmens of mucus j 1. e., one
vaginal and two cervieal. The cervical sceretion
should be clear and translueent, and about the
consistence of the white of epy,  If it coutain any
littleopaque specks of milky whiteness, it invariably
poisonrs the spenmatozon to a greater or Jess extent,
We sometimes find the cervical mueus perfectly
clear, and yet poisonous to the spermatozna.  Here
we would naturally expect to tind excessive alka-
linity of the sceretion ; but I have not been able to
detect it.  In these cases, it has seemeod to me that
the spermatnzoa were killed—drowned, as it wero
—by the very abundance of the secrction. 1 do
not here allude to cascs of uterine catarrh, where
the seeretion is very thick and albumino-parnlent;
for, of course, thisis a dewdly poison to the living
principle of the somen. Dut 1 allude wholly te
such cases aa have been changed by treatment to a
condition giving risc to a sccrction scemingly
normal, so {ar as an ordinary ocular examination is
concerned.  Here the microscope is our unerring
guide. The mucus may be clear, and perfectly
normal in appearance; but, if it kill the sperisatozos,
then there 1s still gome point in the canal of the
cervix, or in the cavity of the uterus, that gives
out a vitiated sceretion; and this musl be found
out and corrected before the case is wholly cured.
When we find liviag, active spermatozoa high up
in the cervical canal thirty-six or forty hours after
coition, we can pronounce the case cured, so far a8
it ezn bo by surgical means, and not till then,

It is time for us to pause, and consider if there is
not sumcthing more to be done for the sterilo con-
dition, than to split up the cervix uteri. 1 look
apon this operation as onc of great importance, as
one of the most valuable in uterine surgery, but I
think that we have followed too blindly the exanple
and teachings of its illustrious author, Sir James Y.
Simpson. For myself, I am now sure that I have
cut open tho cervix nteri, perhups scores of times,
when it was both useless and unnecessary ; and 1
know that others have done the same thing. Do
not misunderstand me. 1 speak here solely of ihe
operation with reference to the sterile condition,
when it would be wholly useless if the husband
happened to be sterile, und certainly nnjustifiable
unless imperatively called for by considerations of
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healih. Incision of the cervix for dysmenorrhea
isonc thing; incision of the cervix for sterility,
even if there be dysmenoitheen, is another, and it :
behooves us to draw the line of distinetion in every .
ease, and not to take it for granted that every woman -
jssterile who may have dysmenorrhaea or fecble .
health, or that every wman is prolific who may be
vigorous and enjoy good health. T am sorry tosay
that I have had the misfortune to incise the cervix
in huli & duzen cases of sterility, where I found
afterward, to my great mortification, that the hus-
bands were incapable of procreation, beeauze their
seticn had no spermatozon, and that, too sinee [

have known the value of the microscope.  In cach

case the operation was ealled for to restore health, .
but was fotally uscless for the relicf of its inci-
dental aceowpaniment, sterility, and would not
probably have heen sulmiticed to for considerations
of health alone, had it not been for the hope of
offspring afterward. I made the mistake ef oper-
ating on these cases, because the social position,
woral eharacter, and appearance of health in the
husband, conjoined with the excessive  dysmen-
orrheeit and utier yrostration of the wife, led me to
operate: wititout the preliminwey step of asceriain- |
mg whether tlere were sperumtezon or not. 1
wish others to profit by my mistakes ; and T am less
ashamed to tell you of thein, than lan to own

them to mysclf. '

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MZETING MEDIOAL SOOIETY STATE OF
; NEW YORK.

The Medical kiecord of the 15th February con-
tains a very full aceount of the wmeeting of the
. Medical Suciety of the State of New York, held in

the city of Albany, 2d of February.  The President,

Dr. J. V. P, Quackenbush, of Albany, deliyered

the inangural address. 1o congratulated the
; Sueiety upon the number of members and delegates
present. He then eloguently discoursed on the
*advancement of the science of medicine, of the
various instruments that we were enabled to bring
“to our assistance, micntioning some of the most
prominent, but particularly recognizing the sphyg-
mograph and dynamograph.

The important advancement in the method of
representing the appearance of diseased organs by
fmeans of the pathological plates now furnished by
; the stercoscope, which fully cquals a view of the
' specimen itself, was dilated upon. He colled upoit
the County Socicties to wake up to more cxtended
usefulness, to hold their mectings more frenuently,
only by this mneans could the members elevate the
i profession to its true position ; recommended
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further action on the question of renewal of pre-

periptions by apothecaries, and to the sale and -

dispensing of medicines by ungualified persons.
