required reduction.

The subject of the reference to the Committee of the Ven. Chairman’s resolu-
tion in regard to Biennia) Synods (Journal of Synod, 1875, page 184) having been men-
tioned, the Chairman stated that the vesolution was referred to the Committee merely
for the purposoe of insertion as 2 natice of motion for the next meeting of Synod.

Committee to Jook into the matter.

Messrs. Chafee and Greene were so appointed.

Toronto (lebe—Offer of Mrs. Tattle to purchase Lot 10, Avenue Road, for $500
an acre, was declined.

Cobourg (Yebe—Offer of Col. Chambliss to purchase Lot 26, in 1st Tier. (} acre)
Cobourg, for §350, was accepted.

Lots 20 and 21, Francis 8¢, Lindsay.—Sold to Rev. John Vicars for $200. Tho
Ontario Legislature having authorized the Synod, with the consent of the Incumbent
of' St. Paul's Cburch, Lindsay, to exccute an absolute conveyance of these lots, the
Committee ordered the deed to be executed, the Rev. Dr. Smithett being also o
party thereto,

Lots 17 and 18, Con, 6, Tay., and E. } 8, Con 10, Tay.—Applications to pur-
cha-e these lots were dechined, the Committee deciding not to sell at present.

Pwme Grove Parsonage—Application from the Vestry of Christ Church, Woodbridge,

for payment of the $300 held by the Synod in trust siuce the sale of the Parsonage

property, the same being now required for the purchase of land, and the erection
of & new Pursounge.

Ordered—That the application be granted, provided the land be vested in the
Synod, in accordance with the original trast.

Lot 31, Con, 2, Ucbridge—The Secrotary was instructed to insert ap advertise-
ment in the Uzbridge Journal, offering this lot for sale

Block B., and Block D., Penetanguishene.— Application from the Incumbent and
Congreg ition of Penctuoguishene, to have these lots (3} ncres) sold, and the proceeds
applied in aid of the Church new being erected in that Village.

It appearing from search in the Crown La -d Office, that Block B was purchased,
and is held as un endowment, and that Block D.. wus granted by the Crown as a site
for » Church and Parsonage House, the Committee decided that the nature of the
trusts precludes any action ou their part.

The Secretary presented the quarterly financial statement, shewing the Mission
Fund account overdrawn on 1st February, $6718.41, sabject to reduction by the
amount of the debt due by the Diocese of Niagarn, $3,110.24.

Rural Deau Stewart presented new guirantees from two stations in Shanty
Bay Mission, viz: oue from St. Thomas's Church, Shanty Bay, for 3375, the other
frowm St. Mark's, Oro, for $150.

Rural Dean Lett reported that no action wag advisable ot pregent in regard to
the proposed new Mission of Bell Ewart aud Keswick,

Rural Dean Smithett presented & report from Mr, Philip Harding, who has
been officiating as Lay-Render during 1875, in the Mission of Aspley, north of
Peterborough, comprising the towuships of Anstruther and Chandos, a large part of
Burleigh and part of Methueo.

Rev. Johu Davidsoen reported on the state of the West Brock Mission, and on
the necessity for grantiog aid towards the support of a Missionary in the townships
of Brock und Scott.

Avchdeacon Whitaker presented the report of a visit by Rural Dean Lett and
himself to the Mission «f Alliston, especially in regard to the failurve of the Angus
congregation to pay the amount of their guarantee.

Lerter was read from Rev. R. Rooney of Cameroun Mission, asking that the grant
from the Mission Fund be increased, inasmuch as the people cannot pay the whole
sum guaranteed.

The Secretary having reported to the Board the following circumstances in
regard to the Parish of Hollaud Landing. viz: that the late William Thorne in 1866
expressed bis intention of granting $200 per anunum towards the support of the
Clergyman at that place ; that ho pnid the same up to the time of his death; thnt
bis Bsecutur continued sueh pauyment for some time as divected by the testator’s
will, but censed to do <o, doubting his liability ; that & suit n Chancery having been
instituted by the widow of the testator to recover an annuity under the will, the
Synod had been maide parties thereto as creditors, m view of the sum directed to be
paid to the Clergyman at fHolland Landing ; bur that the Master 1w Chancery at
Lundon hd reported that the Synod had fatled to establish thewrclaim:

Resolved—That such further steps be taken iu the case of Thorne v. Thorne as
may be necessary, provided the Counsel of the Synod 80 advise,

The Rev. Johustone Viears, of Pickering, having roported on the state of his
Mission, and asked the Board tr grant him ¥46.51 to make up the loss of that
amount to him on account of last year's guuranteo : The Bourd decided that they
could not grant the application.

An nccount of 520 for the making of 200 new Mission-Boxes, was ordered to
be paid.

The Secretary presented the Quarterly Financial Statement of the Theological
Students’ Fund, showing that the present charges on the fund are for seven exhibi-
tioners, at the rate of $1.20 each per annum, and that the account was overdrawn on
the 1st February instant, to to the amount of $28.78.

‘The applications of Messrs. Rowe, Ker, and Geoghegan, for Divinity Exhibitions
having again been laid before the committee, consideration of them was deferred
till the May meeting, the condition of the fuund not warrauting the committes in
placiug any more on the list.

General Purposes, Statistics, and Assessment Committee.

A letter having beea read from Mr. J. Caleutt, of Port Hope, in regard to the
resolution adupted by the Committee in November last, the committee resumed the
consideration of the Canon on the Constitution of Vestries in Free Churches.

Resvlved ~That the following resvlution be substituted for the resolution of the
General Purposes, Statistics, and Assessment Committee, on the subject of the Ves-
tries of Free Churches, passed at its last meeting, viz.: The Committee having taken
into consideration the Canon on the Constitution of Vestcies in Free Churches,
Resolved, That the resolution proposed by the Rev. C.W. Paterson and seconded by
the Rev. Rural Dean Allen, at the last meeting of the Synod, on the subject of the
Vestries of Free Churches, be altered as follows: That after the words, * habitually
attending worship in such chureh,” the following be added :--% That the words,
Chabutually altending worshw w such churck. shall be taken to mean attendance
(unless prevonted by sickuess or syme other unavoidable cause) at one-third at least
of the regular Suvday services of the said church during the previous twelve mouths,
And no member of such congregation shall be allowed to take part in the business
of the vestry meetiug unless he shall have complied with these requirements.  And
the said declaration shall bo signed aunually at the Enster meeting.

Resolved—That a sub-committee be appointed to estimate the probable expenses
of fthe uext meeting of the Synod, and the balance to be raised from last year, and
levy the assessnent on the various parishes and missions on the basis of 1lie asscys-
ment adopted by this Commattee last year. That the Chairmao (Rev. John Fletcher),
Mr. Crombie, Mr. Read, and Dr. Hodgins be such sub-committee.

Resolved—That the following be a sub-committee to revise the statistical ques-
tious to be issued to the clergy in the usual way, viz.: The Chairman (Rev. John
Fletcher), Rev. Dr. O’Meara and Rev. C.\Y. Paterson ; and that such sub-committee
be instructed to inquire into the possibility of adopting some means to enforce the
answering such questions.

The assembly was large and listened with deep attention to the speakers,
The eeting was opened by the Rev, J. H. McCollum, the .ncumbent, reading the
prayers. The congregation then sang Heber's Hymun ¢ From Greenland’s Icy
Mountains.” The Rev. D. F. Hutchinson was then introduced, who spoke ably and
well, sddressing himself to the grand fact of the Gospel of God vanquishing every
thing that opposed itself to its advance. The Rev. Septimus Jones, Incumbent of
the Church of the Redeemer, Yorkville, was the next speaker, who brought, in his
usual telhing manner, before the audience the necessity of ench Church engaging in
Missionnry work, as an evidence of spiritual life in itself. The next spenker was
J. Cartwright, Bsq., who, a3 a layman, forcibly appealed to his hretbren, at their
first meeting, to give a good start and character to the new Church in the mission
field of the diocese, The next speaker was the Rev John Carry, B D., Incumbent of
Credit, who met, in his able manner, the infidel and rationalistic objections to the
slow progress of modern missions, by showing the very late date at which tne
different countries of Europe became thoroughly Christian. The Hymuns sung by
the congregation during the evening were 358, 274, 242, 366, 217, Hymns A. & M,
Inst edition. At tho close a vote of thanks to the spenkers was proposed by John
Canavan Esq., and seconded by Marcellus Crombie, Esq , nnd, after the singing of
the lanst hymn and the benediction prowounced by the Incumbent, the meeting
separated highly gratified at their first Missionnry gathering, in their new Church,
The collection in aid of the Mission Funid was $14.32,

CHIURCH OF THE ASCENSION, TORONTO.

SOCIETY FOR PROMOTING CANADIAN AND FOREIGN
MISSIONS.

At a meeting held on February 2nd, 1876, for the purpose of
adopting a Counstitution for the **Society for promoting Canadian and
Foreign Missions” the following Declaration was made respecting the
purposesof the Society, and the intentions of those who originated it :—

1. While the very urgent ueeds of the Missionary Diocese of Algoma, contain®
ing ag it does lnrge numbers of the Indians of this Continent, primarily suggested
the formation of this Society, it was yet cousidered iuexpedient to designate its
objects ns relating to the Diocese of Algomn exclusively, and that for the following
rensons :—Ist, It was considered vight to uffirm that it is the duty of the Cavadian
brauch of the Church to seek, accerding to its ability, without any arbitrary
limitation, the geuervl extension of the blessings of the Gospel of Christ, 2ud. It
was hoped that at no distant time the wants of the Diocese of Algoma might become
less pressing, while other equally important fields of labour might present a like
clnim ou the Christinn sympathy of the members of our Church, 3vd. It appenred
that, even at the present mament, the Society might create a uiore general interest
and embrace a larger number of the members of our Church, if provision were
made that, through its instrumentality, aid might be given not only to our own
Missionary Diocese, but alvo to the operations carried on in other missionary fields.

Il The originators and firvet members of the Society propose through its
organization simply to promote the collection of funds for missionary objects, and
not to attempt to administer those funds. All moneys not specially appropriated by
donors or subscribers will, for the present, be placed at the disposal of the Bishop
of Algoma for the purposes of his diocese, white contributions made for other mis-
siouary objeots will be transmitted to the several societies by which those objects
are carricd out or to the Bishop of any particular divcese as the donor may desire.

111, Ttis held that, if a time shall arvive when the Church in Canada shall find
itself enlled upon to undertake dependent foreign missions and to send out mis-
sionaries of her own training, the work should be taken in hand by the Provincial
Synod through a Board of Missions, constituted by that body and responsible to it.

1V. This Society will, with the most lively satisfuction, resign the work which
they are attempting to inaugurate into the hands of the Provincial Synod at the
enrliest moment at which that body may cousent to assume it; trusting meanwhile
that their voluntary orgauization may, by the blessing of Almighty God, prepare the
way for a speedy recognition by our Canadian Church in her corporate capacity of
the duty of putting her own haud to that great work of foreign missiouary lnbour
which is so extensively and successfully prosccuted by the Mother Church at home,
and by the Sister Church in the United States.

Anunual subscriptionsand donations are invited, and may be sent to the Treasurer
or any of the under meutioned officers to whom also may be sent the names of any
persons desiring to become members of the Society.

CIRCULAR ISSULD.RBY THIE COMMITIEE OF MANAGEMENT.

The Committee of the Toronto Diocesan Branch of the ¢ Canadian
and Foreign Missionavy Society,” regard it as their first duty. after their
organization, to make known to the Clergy and the Laity of the Diocese,
the objects of the Society, and the several methods by which, as they
conceive, those objects may be advanced. '

The pressing wants of the Missionary Diocese of Algoma primarily
suggested the formation of the Society, and to the supply of these wants
the contributions which it may veceive will at present be appropriated,
except the donors espressly desive that they may be applied to some
other Missionary purpose.

It has, however, bren considered right not to vestrict the ultimate
scope of the Society’s operations to one single Missionary Diocese, but to
provide an organization which may hereafter be available fov other
and larger purposes. It has been further considered both right and
expedient to extend the present operations of the Society, by receiving
contributions for Missionary purposes in general, and by making provi-
sion for the application of such contributions to any special objects
which their donors may indicate  While the originators of the Society
have recognized. by the name which they have given it, and by the
provisions of its Coustitution, their hope thut it may not be confined to
the Diocese of Toronto, the Committee feel that their immediate duty
is to invite the Clergy aud the Laity of that Diocese fo co-operate with
them in the work which has been inangurated. They beg therefore to
suggest that such co-operation may most effectually be given :—
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1st. By the formation of Branch Societies and Commiltees in cities,
towns, and large villages, for the purpose of awakening interest in
Missionar y work, and of collecting funds for its pmmotxon.

4nd. Periodical meetings, half-yeurly or quarterly, might as they
think, be held with great advautage, for the purpose of offering inter-
cessory prayer, on behalf of the heathen, and of those: who are engaged
in Misstonavy labonrs, and of communicating interesting Missionary
inteHigence.

3rd. They would suggest that in cities, towns, and even in large
villages, much might be effected by a regular system of collecting small
\\'vvkly or monthly subscriptions. It is well known how much is effecied
by such ageneies at home and the younger members of onr congregations,
who have little else to give, might most profitably devote some time and
labour to this good work.

4th. Missionary boxes might also be employed with very good effect,
and these, as well as collecting Books, will be furnished, for the purposes
of the Society, on application to the Seerctary of the Committee,

Provision has been made in the Constitution for the holding of an
Annual Meeting of the members of the Society in the month of October.
The Committee earnestly hope that 1ery many of the Clergy and Laity
of the Diocese will, before the first annual meeting, have enrolled-them-
selves as members of the Sociely, and thus have become qualified to take
part in its proceedings.

Auy member of our Church may be admitted as a wmember of the
Society on the payment of an annual subscription of §1, or on collecting
annually €35. for the purposes of the Society.

While it has been thought advisable not to set the minimum amount
of subseription, vequisite for membership, higher than the sum above
stited, it 3s hoped that the awerage rate of subseription may be far in
advance of this,

Provision will be made for transmitting pertodieally to every member
of the Socicty papers detailing the progresa of Mission Work in the
Dioeese of Algoma.  And it s hoped that, at no distant period, informa-
Honway in Jike manver be furnished  vespeeting missionary work in
general

The Committee submit this briet statement to the kindly considera-
tian of their brethven of the Clergy aud of the Laity, well aware that
their action js at present simply tentative, and trusting that they may
hereatter benefit Targely by the suggestions of others, to w]mm thov ave
assuved that the objects, which the Saciety avows, are no less dear than
to themselves.

CIRCULAR LETTER BY THE BISHOP.

To the Right Reverend the Bishops and Reverend the Clergy of the Feclesiastical
Province of Canada:

Riont Rev. aAxp Rev. BrETHREN I8 CHRIsT,—T address you on behalf of the
Missionary Diocese of Algoma, and bespenk your hearty co-operati n, to enable mo
to carry on the Mission work therein. Permit me, in the first place, to remind you
that it was by the deliberate action of the geveral Dioceses of this Ecclesiastical
Province—first, in Diocesan Synodd. and then by their representatives in Provineial
Synod— that the Missionary Diecese of Aigoma was formally set apart and consti-
tuted, with the express understamnding that the Bishop and Missionary sl should
be supported by the several organized Dioceses; further, that ag a Missionary
Diocese, without any fund or resources beyond what little the members of the
Church within its limits can give, the Diocese of Algoma is entirely dependent upon
extraneous aid for mears to support the little band of clergymen and lnymen now
actuaily lnhouring therein, whose claims upon the Mission Fund amount to upwards
of $4,000 per annum ; aund /estly, that since the responsibility of supervising this
newly formed Missionary Diecese has been deputed to me by a majority of the
representatives of the several Dioceses of this Ecclesiastical Province in Syuod
assembled, it is not unreasonable to expect that the funds necessary to carry on the
work should be provided by those who have thus committed themselves to sustain
and support it,

I base been grieved to find that sene of those who were active in bringing
about what was at the time cousidered to be so desirable 2 wark, now think it was
premature, and are failing to contiibute their quota towards maintaining this poor
Diucese, which they were instrumental in bringing into existence; but, Brethren,
secing it is @ thng done, it is now ail too Inte to repudiate a liability which has been
deliberately incurred, and which the bounour of the Canadian Churceh ix pledged to
cnrry on,

It will surely be a sad scandal—a biot on the escutcheon of the Church—it the
work which hasg been g0 well begun shonld he abandoned, or allowed to fall through
for lack of support, aud reason given for the world to say that, after putting her
hand to the plough and beginning to cultivate what may truly be termed her
legitimate Mission Field. she is looking backward aml growing cold; especilly
when, if only united 1n action, a very small effort would fully wmeet all that is
required. not ouly to maintain existing Missiuns, but also to extend the work ag
much as is at present needed,

By a calulation carcfully made, T find that if only an average of eyl
judividuals iv each Parizli or Mission in the organized Dioceses of this Ecclesiastienl
Province ¢an he found to give six (6} cents n week, or sixteen persons three (3)
cents a week for Mission work in Algoma, all that is required to send a Missionary
to every district where a labourer is at present needed would be nmply provided,
And shall it be said that, amongst the membuers of our communion in this highly
favoured Dominion, there are not eight persena in cach Parish both ab’e aud willing
to contribute the smn of six (6) cents a wecek over amd above all parachial and
diocesan claims, to aid me in doing our blessed Master's work, and fulfilling the
bigh mission given to His Church, of preaching His Gospel to the poor and
publishing the Giad Tidings of Sulvation ?

Think not there is no work to be done in Algoma! There are many members
of our communion scattered throughout that vast Listrict, who are longing for the
privilege of again worshipping Gad after the manner of their fathers; aud there aro
many—alas, very many more—iwho, though they *¢care for none of these things,”
shauld themselves bo cared for.  Again, there are men—clerical as well as lny—who
have offered to cast in their lot with me in doing the Master’s work, but to each
slike I am obliged to say, I can do nothing! for so small are our funds and so
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uncertain our means of supply, that I dare net, in justice to those who are at
present Inbouring with me, increase my iiabilities,

Brethren of the Clergy, 1 ask jour nesistance, feeling assured that it only
necds that every Parish aud Mission ~hoald ta e ity share iu this work, with s
proper sense of vesponsibility, to effect a large result.

Muy Task you then, Brethren, to speak plaiuly, esvaestly, lovingly, to your
people upun this subjeet, to give them an opportunity of discharging their duty by
making 2 collection once a year—say on Whitstndny—in your churches tor the
Missionary Diocese of Algoma, wud also to form a Missionnry. Association, to
consist of members who will promise to subscribe unt less than one dollar anuually
to the snme vbject.  Ouly do this, and I fear not Lut that ali that is required to
enable me to carry on my work will be fortheoming, for 1 bave ever found the Laity
ready to give liberally whenever aud wherever 1 have had an opportunity afforded
me of bringing the subject before them,

Bear with me, Reverend Brethren, when [ remind you that it is only as the
Chureh is supportiag and extending her Missiunary operitions that she can be said
to ‘“lwes” tuat a deep respousibihity rests upon lier to be up and doing the
Master’s work, and that every baptized member of the Charch should be mude to
feel, and urged to meet, his share of tihat responsibility, frum which uveither Parish
nor individual can safely separato itselt,

Commending this all-important subject to your consideration, and praying that
the Great Head of the Church may put it into the hearts of all His people more
clearly to realize and more willingly to et thew responsibilities,

CANADA.

THE OJIBEWAY, DELAWARE, AND MOHAWK CHRISTIAN
CONGLFGATIONS.

A remarkable person, the Rev. [, Pahtahquahong Chnse, the hereditary chief
of the Ojihiewny uation, aud President of the Grand lndian Couucil, is on a visit to
Pariz, amd preached last Sunday afiernoon in the English Church, Rue d’Aguessecau.
His geandfather received from Geo, L a sitser medal which has now descended to
his geandson He is the medium of conmunication between his nation and the
Enulish Government.  When the Priuce of Wales visited Canada this chief read to
him the addrers prepaved by the Indians, s Excellency Lord Lyons being present
on the oceasivn. Thig wteresting man was early brought to a kuowledge of the
Christiau faith by the Rev. Mr. Campbell, 2 missionary to the Red Indiauns, and was
bimself, after due prepavation, ordained by the e Bishop of Hurou.  He has under
his charge three congregations compose  of three different nations, the Delawares,
Mohawks, avd Ojibeways, nmengst whom there are 260 r-gular communicants.
His Missun field is most interesting. Tt was visited in the year 1869 by the Rev.
Dr. Forbes, whe wspeeted the vartous Mizsions in Canada aud reported very favour-
ably of Mr. Chase’s work, having himsell preached to the Iudians under that
clerzyman’s charge.  One ot Mr. Chiase’s oljects in uisiting Englaud (and he comes
cudorsed by s Bishiop) 1s to ratse £300 to budd another church for his pewple, and
10 obtain aid towards the education of two red ludinn youths for the Ministry, He
speaks Enghsh flueatly; and the simpie and touching account he gave, last Sunday
afternoon, of the mnuner w which the Gospel has been received by his people,
made pdeep uspressiun ot thase who heard lnm Ho is himself an example of the
fruit of miswong to e heathen, and a prouf of the elevaung power of Christinnity
iu fitting an Indinn boy, who once hived with bis pareats in & wigwam in the woods
of Cauada, to preach acceptably to a Paris audicnce,—Record,
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REPORT FROM BISHOP HORDEN.

Lotters dated September last have been received from Bishop Horden. During
the yenr he bad written and revised the whole Now Testament in Cree, except St.
John's Gospel and the Acts. Ile reports favourably of several stations in the
Moosonee district, particularly of Brutswick, where the Go-pel was making rapid
progress. The Native Chiistinns in the divcese now number 2000. The Rev. J H.
Keen, who went out in May, had arrived safe and well at Moose, though the ship
had boen much embarragsed by the ice in Ilud-on's Straits,

ENGLAND.

DEANERIES OF RITOM AND CITICITESTER.

Mr. Disrneli bag, on the part of the Crown, appointed the Rev. Sidoey Turner
Inspector of Reformatory and lndustiinl Schools in Great Britain, to the Deanery
of Ripon, in the room ot the Very Rev. Dr. MceNeile, resigned. Mr Turner, who
was educated at Trinity Coliege, Unmbridge, was formerly a curate at Christ Church,
Blackfriars. He has done good wurk iu his day, and has fairly enrned his preferment.

Rev. J. W, Burgon, D.D., has beeu installed Dean of Chiclester, in room of the
Inte Rev. Dr. Hook.

Dr. Scrivener, rector of St. Gerrans, Cornwall, has been presented by the Duke
of Portland to the vicarage of Hendon, Middlesex. Dr. Seriveneris well known as
an eminent Greek scholar, and ns oue of the New Testament Revision Company.
Personnlly unkunown to the Duke, he receives the benefice quite unexpectedly, to
mark the apprecintion entertained by kis Grace of his self-denying and arduous
labours.

At the Christmas ordinations held last week in 22 of the Euglish and Welsh
dioceses, 428 candidates were ordained, 209 being admitted to deacons’ orders and
219to priesty’.

Mr. Scott Robertson has published hig yearly table, showing the exact amount
subseribed in the United Kingdom for foreign Missions. ‘The result is as follows :—

These figures do not include inceme from investments, or balances in hand, or
foreign receipts. Tho apparent fulling off in 1874 is owing to the fact that in the

previous year the Church Missivnary Society received two special benefastions of
£20,000 each.

AN EXAMPLE FOR THE CANADIAN CHURCH.

Archdercon Denison preached a funeral sermon on Sunday morning in South
Brent Church for his old opponent in the Law Courts, the Rev. Joseph Ditcher.
The sermon was preached, it iy said, by the special request of the decensed clergy-
man. The Archdeacon (who wore n hlnck gown in preaching) took for bis text St.
Paul’s worde, © The love of Christ coustrauneth us,”” and reounrked-at tho outsetthat
his being asked to preach on that occnsion, and the willingness with which he
responded to the request, illestrated the truth of the wordr. Nothing but “ the
love of Christ” could have brought it about, “Lheve known our dear friend,” the
Archdeacon said, “whose body we laid in the grave last Tueday, above thirty
years. On some chief points of the religious life as delivered and taught by tho
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Reformed Charch of Bugland, our judgment was unot the same. On a primary
point it wag so different that the differenca issued in proceedings before courts of
law. We were therefore—and I have no reason of any kind to think that his belief
and jndgment had at all changed in any manner or degree up to the time of his
denth, ns I know, and others kuow, my own belief and judgment have not—we were
quite npart upon things which go very deep indeed—mnone other, indeed, so deep—
into a thoughtful man’s mind and heart. DBut, all this notwithstanding, in the
kindly, brotherly, loving intercourse of life we were not apart. What is the one
true account of this? The oue true accouant of it is that, with all our difference of
judgment touching these great matters, we have believed of cach other that the
desire of our hearts aud the purpose of our mind has been throughout that of eatire
faithfuluess to the Reformed Church of England. This has beeu our mutunl charity.
To this have we been coustrained by the love of Christ.  If it had not been so with
him, | should never have been asked to be here to-day, If it had not been so with
me, I could not have come.”—Record.

THE MOST ANCIENT CHURCH OF THE CITY OF LONDON.

The following is a brief historical account of the Church of St. Michael,
Queenhithe, which was read at the closing service in the early part of last month :—
“P'his parish is probably, in its foundation, one of the oldest in the City of London.
1t wag originally kuown as St. Michael’s Cornhithe, but when King John bestowed
the surrounding land upoun his Queen Cousort, and at the same time enacted tbat no
ve-sel should be allowed to unload corn in the City of London except at the Queen’s
hithe or wharf, the church was re-named St. Michael’s ad Ripam Reginge. On thesite
of the origiual church a parish church wasbuiltin A.D. 1181, in which Kiug lidward
11L afterwards founded two chantries, and in 1419 Stephen Spilman, Chamberlain
of Londou, did the same; and he and Sir Richard Marlow, who was Lord Mayor
when the celebiated Corpus Christi play was performed in the City, were both
baried ander the high altar  William Parker, and Richard Grey, Sheriff in 1515,
were both great benefactors to this chureh, The former church was destroyed by
the great fire of 16665 n picce of the nortb-woest wall and the lower part of the
tower are the culy fragments of it now remaining. The present church was begun
to be rebuill, as the stoue at the corner of Trinity-lane informs us, in the year 1676
and ity denwlition will probably be commenced in the year 1876, after an interval
of just 200 years. The stone communion table is supposed to bave been the aucient
atr of the Church before the Reformation, and itis interesting to find from the
minutes of the vertry in 1683 that the present hundsome pulpit probably stands
where its predecessor did hefore the gieat fire. By an Act of Parlinment passed in
the reign of Charles II, the Parish of Holy Trinity-the-Less was united to that of
St. Michael, and its church was given by that monarch to the Lutherans, where
Divine service was, until a few years ngo, perfurmed in the Gerwun language, the
church site being taken by the Metropolitan District Railway. The regi-ters of
this parish, commencing in the first year of the reign of Edward VI, contain much
interesting information  We find in them a record, in 1552, of the Lady Jane
Semer (3o spelt) standing as =ponsor at the baptism of the infunt child of Lord
Deluwer.  Of a marringe being performed on the day that King Philip of Spain
came from beyoud the sens and linded at Greenwich. The clerk of the parish at
thts period was John Machyn, member of the Painter Stainers’ Compauy, and author
of 1he chronicle 50 we!l known to Loundon antiquarians. There is a long list of
rectors of both the parishes.  Among the most remnrkable were William Wright,
who was rector when Stephen Spilman fuunded his charity ; John Rogers, who was
the first Murtyr in tho persecution of the Protestants ducing the reign of Queen
Mary; Riclurd Hooper, Bishop of Qloucester, who suffered in the same persecution;
Dr. Dee, who was rector of Holy Trinity in the reign of James I ; Gregory Huascard
chaplain to Chinrles 11, and Dean of Windsor; Dr. Thomas Nixen, rector for tw nty-
one years, and Canon of Canterbury, buried near the communion-table; the late Dr.
Ruszell, Canon of Caoterbury, and recently rector of Bishopsgate; and James
Lupton, the lute rector, also Minor Canon of St. Paul’s and Westrninster Abbey, and
Yicar of Blackburtou, in Oxfordsbire, who died in December, 1878.
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THE CHURCH OF ENGLAND TEMPERANCE SOCIETY.

The following Pastoral in support of the Church of England Temporance
Society has been issued by the Bishop of Lincoln :—

Just as the great Missionary Socicties of the Church of Euglaud fully recognise
that the Church herself is the true and divinely appointed Missionary Society, and
that they themselves are only her auxiliaries in her endeavours to execute the com-
mission which she has received from her Divine Lord, so the ** Church of England
Temperance Society” acknowledges that the Church herself is the true and divinely
instituted Temperance Society ; and that it is only by acting in dutiful obedience to
the Laws delivered by Ilim to Iis Church, and contained in His Holy Word, and
also by Jabouring in humble dependence on that divine and spiritual grace which
flows from Ilim, and is given to the faithful in answer to prayer, private and pubdlic,
and is dispensed by herin the sacred ministries of religion, that the Socie-y enn
hope for His B-essing on its work, in endeavouring to stay the plague of Intemper-
ance, and to restore the comimnunity to a healthier and hoder condition, physical,
social, moral, and religious.

While, therefore, this Society acknowledges that every one who has been
baptized is under a solemn vow to ¢ be temperate in all things” (1 Cor. 1x. 23);
and whilst it also freely admits that under certain circumstances and with proper
precautions, it may not only be expedient but also requisite for some persons to bhe
total abstainers, both for their own sakes and for the sake of others; and, while it
highly esteems those who are actuated by such principles; italso greatly honours
those who **add to their faith virtne, and to virtue kaowledge, and to knowledge
temperance, and to temperaunce patience, and to patience godliness, and to godliness
brotherly kindness, and to brotherly kinduess charity” (2 Peter i, 4-7); without
which nono of thoso other graces are of any avail (1 Cor. xiii 1-3); and therefore it
is gaided in all it acts by a spirit of Christinn charity, and mutual forbearance : and
dovs not enforce total abstinence on any (Rom, xiv. 3-6). as a term of communinn
with itgelf; and while also it does not venture to coundemn as evil any of Gud’s
crentures, which He ‘“hath created to be received with thanksgiving.” as well ag
* to be sanctified by prayer” (1 Tmm. iv 3 5). it feels itself bound to deliver a snlemn
warning against all excess in the use of thuse creatures, as a zin agaiust the Creator
who hns consecrated humaun nature by the I[nearnation of His Dear Son, and has
made the human body of the Christian to be **a mewber of Christ” (1 Cor. vi. 15,
aud to bea * Temple of the Holy Ghost” (1 Cor vi. 17-19). and therefore not to be
desecrated by intemperaunce, but to be -¢ possessed in sanctification and honour’?
(1 Thess vi. 4). in »bedience to the will and word of Him who says, ¢ Be ye holy,
for I am holv” (1 Peter 1. 16); and ¢ without holiness no wman sball gee the Lord”
(Heb, xii. 14); and * whether yo eat or drink, or whatsoever ye do, do all 1o the
glovy of God” (1 Cor x. 31).

For such rensons as these 1 earnestly commend the Society to your cordial
support.

On Tueeday the Synod of Brechin met in St. Andrew’s Church, Breckin, for
the purpose of electing a successur to the inte Bizhop Forbes Dean Nicolson pre-
sided. The names suggested wero the Rev. Canon Furze, Principal of Cuddesdon
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College ; the Rev. Sir J. BE. Philipps, the vicar of Warmivster ; and the Right Rev.
Bishop Jermyn, ex-Bishop of Colombu. Bishop Jermyn was unanimously elected
both by the clergy and Inity, and the nccessary eteps will be taken to have the
appointment ratified.  Bishop Jermyn was vrdnined in 1842, was formerly Arvchdea-
con of St. Christopher, in the West Ludies, rector of Nettlecombe, 1868-70, and
vicar of Barking 1870-7T1. e was ¢ounsccrated Bishop of Coalombo in 1872, but
resigned through ill-health last year. Rev. Dr. Capterton has been appointed his
snocessor in the seo of Colombo. -

THE CHURCH IN BARBADOS AND MR. J. POPE HENNESSEY.

We learn from the Barbados Agricultural Reporter that the following Address
has been presented to the Governor by the Bishop and Clergy of the Auvglican
Church in the island of Barbndos :—

To MHis Exccllency J. Pope Uenncssey, Esq., C.AM.G., Governor-in-Chicf of the
Windward Islands.

May it plense your Excellency,—We, the undersigned, Bishop and Clergy of the
Church of Eugland, desire to congratulate your Excellency on your safe nrrival at
our shores, nnd to welcome you among us a» our Governor

We are of course aware that vour Excellency’s religious convictions differ from
ours, nor ean we expect or desire n lavge nmount of sympathy with or interest in our
specinl work nga Church on yoeur part: we rejuic-. however, to reflect, that amid
its many unhappy dvisions, Chrs- ndom is thoroughly at one in seeking to advance
the cause of education in ail classes of suciety. of amelicration of social evils, of the
wi-e yet kindly rehet of destitution.  On all «f these points we are sure we shall find
your Excellency as intent, as we heg to nssure you you will find-us; and on this
common ground 1t will be alike our duty and our p casure cordially to co-operate
with your Exccllenoy’s cfforts,

We need not remind your Excellency that lovalty to the Throne and its insti-
tutions has been the unchanging tradition of the Clergy of the Church of England 3
and Her Majesty's representanive in 1lis col. ny may nlways reckon on the loyal sup-
port and obedience of the Anglican Bishop nud Clergy, aud mny rest assured that, as
far ns their influence extends, they will endeavour to maintain the same loyal atti-
tudoe among the laity in their several parishes and districts.

To which his Excellency replied asfollows.—

My Lord Bishop and Reverend Gentlemen :—Thero aro special reasons why I
receive this nddress with more than usual sntiefaction,

In the first place you fraukiy refer to the difference in our religious convictions,
and thus you give me an oppertunity of mentioning an incident that occurred a few
years ago, but which may baye sume interest for us in the future.

1 was travelling in the east of Europe, when I received from:Colouel Taylor
{tho prosent Chancellor of the Duchy of Luncuster) an jut.mution that an sttack was
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about boing made in the House of Commons on the Chuvch of Bugland. By teavel-
ling night and day, I managed to reach Luudon an hour or two before the division,
Two hundred and seveuty-fuur members voted against the Church, and two hundred
and seventy-four for the Church. The House being cqually divided, tho Speaker
cast his vote with us; and that eveuing Mr. Disracli said to me, ¢ the fact that you
travelied all this distauce to add your vote to the two hundred and seventy-threo
members of the Anglican Churgh, who were thus ennbled to resist successfully the
attack of to-day, is u significant event in your carcer.”

In the policy expressed by that vote I have always beon consistent; for [ have
long cherished the Liope that the tido of infidelity which is unhappily rising in
Burope will encounter iu the Anglican Church a firm breakwater.

Aud such being my view of the religious question in England, how much more
deeply must I not fecl it in Barbades? 1In no part of the Queen’s Colonial Empiro,
indeed, in no county of Ingland itself, ix your venerable Church so manifestly con-
sistent with the waets and wishes of the people as it is in this island.

Reverend Gentlemen :

In the educational work of this coluny, and in the prudent but kindly rel.ief of
those whom we are told will always be with us, it is most gratifying to me to kaow
that I can count with confidence on the aid of your long-tried expericence, and the
apostolic zeal of your youthful but most distinguished Bishop.

MISSIONARY NEWS.

AFRICA.

An official despatch has been published, addressed to Lord Derby by Major
Ewan Smith, Acting Consul-General at Zanzibar, describing his visit to the C.M.S.
new Settlement for Freed Slaves near Mombasa, aed speaking in very high terms of
Mr. Price’s arraugements, * I was satisfied with everything I saw and heard,” he
writes—¢ Mr. Price has initiated a new state of thiugs in this part of Africa.

‘The last letters from East Africa, give a vivid idea of the trying work thrown
on Mr Price by the sudden influx of 270 freed slaves. The difficulties of housing,
feeding, managing, and employing such a company have, by God’s help, been bravely
and succexsfully met. Between the medical care of these poor creatures, and atten-
dance on the numerous cases applying at the dispensary opened at Mombasa, Dr.
Foster’s hands are quite full, In addition to the seven converts from Giriama
whose baptism has been already mentioned, their chief, Abe Sidi, and his wifo wero
baptized on October 17th. Mr, Price begs for “the fervent iniorcessions of friends
at home on behalf of the Mission.”

The Rev. H. K. Binus, who was about to proceed to Port Lokkoh, has been
appoiuted instead to Bast Africa, and will be on his way thither before these lines

The Bishop of Bloemfontein, {(in South Africa), sailed from Southampton on
Christmas Day by the Union Steamship (ompany’s vessel Danube, for the Cape,
carrying with him a baud of twenty-two helpers for his Mission work, onc being a
daughter of the Archbishop of Dublin, Few of our colonial or missionary Dishops
have been so successful as Dishop Webb in enlisting the sympathics of the Church nt
home. The Mission party now on its way to Africa, bears witness to the deep and
wide spread interest felt amongst carnest members of the Church in this particular
Mission, which, in some ways, bas <o little that is romantic or attractive to natural
enthusiasm about 't,  The party wamber, in its ranksdthree priests, one deacon,
aud laymen of various sucial pusitions; while all classes of women are represented
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in it, Theo whole party assembled on Christmas Eve nt Rownhams, a small couniry
parish, about four miles from Southampton. The vicar, an old and intimate friend
of Bishop Webb’s, plnced his house and church at the disposal of the Bishop, and
with the kind and willing help of friends and neighbours, whose hearts and houses
wore opened wide for the occasion, the whole band was accommodated for the night.
At 6.30 p.m., the several members of the Mission partymet at the church, and were
golemnly admitted and blessed by the Bishop as associate workers of the Mission,
This service, which was short, and rather of n private than public character, was
followed at seven by choral Iivensong, in honour of the great festival so close at
hand, for which the little church had been carefully decorated. The Bishop
preached.  Ou Clivistinas Day, all mot once more for the eight o’clock celebration,
the real farewell service, in which a large number of the parishioners joined. After
the service wag over, the whole party with friends and relations, and members of tho
church choir, numbering not less than fifty, sat down to a substantial breakfast in
the school.  T'he ship was advertised to suil at noon, and there was, therefore, only
time for & hasty meal, after which omuibuses and flys conveyed them to the docks,
cheergd, it may be hoped, by the sympathy felt and expressed, and carrying with
them that true inner Christinas joy, which no outward circumstances of this mortal
life can really touch. The Bishop being a Cuddesdon man, the members of that
college have naturally taken a special interest in his Mission; and Canon King, the
present principal, had preached at & gathering of the friends of the Mission at St.
Barnabas’s, Pimlico, while on the last Sunday in Advent, he had preached at St.
Mary Abbott’s, Kensington.

INDIA.

In a letter from one of the special correspondents with the Prince, we rerd that
at a village with an unpronounceable name, between Tuticorin and Madura, in and
near gomo very well ornamented sheds, were assembled some 3,000 native Christians
from the Tinuevolly Mission, men, women, and children—converts, and the offspring
of converts—all very clean, wearing the native dress, and attended by four or
five missionnries of the Church Missionary Society, besides several ordained native
clergymen, catechists, &c. The sight was certainly a very striking one, and was of
itself evidence that in this part of Indin~ ‘hat is, over a district of about fifty square
miles—English missionary work is a reality, and not o mere fiction. The children
saug o hymn in honour of the Prince. From what the correspondent saw, and from
what be learned afterwards from the collector of the district, Christian missionary
work in the district of Tinmevelly is, he says, certainly a great fact, and, and as a
rule, those who come under its influence are tar better men and women than the
1lindoos around them, and very much better than they were before. There can be
no doubt but that the Church Missionary clergymen go heart and hand into their
work, and that their work has borne both great and good fruit during the seventy
odd years they bavetoiled.  After this novel and interesting ceremony was over, the
Prince was presented by the people with o very haundsowme folio Bible in Tamil.

The Cawnpore Memorial Church was conseerated by the Bishop of Caleutta on
the &h ult. The Last India Railway Company generously offered to convey by
special train, for any distance, and free of charge, all who were able and willing to
attend so solemn and impressive a ceremony. Siv John Strachey invited every civil-
inn who could possibly be spared to be present on the ocension.  The result was an
important gathering. Long before the appointed hour of half-past ten the church
grounds were well filled with carriages, groups of English soldiers in their red
jackets and white helmets, of Anglo-Indians in their plain costumes, of Burasians
in more gorgeous attire, and of white-turbaned dusky natives, The Memorial
Church stands ou the site of the intrenchment where General Wheeler and his hand-
ful of Europeans kept the Nana Sahib and his armics o' mutineers at bay during
the terrible wecks of June and July, and where so mauy of them, together with our
countrywomen and their little children, met a cruel and untimely death.  An occa-
sional correspondent of the Times says :—

“The church is noticeable for its architecture, as wall as for its hallowed
memories. It measures 162 feet from east to west, and 80 feet from north to south.
Its spireis about 110 feet or 120 feet high.,  The building material is red brick and
reddish-gray sandstone, of which the naturally obLtrusive colour is relieved by the
shade of the loophole fenestrations of thelower, and of the deeply cut, close, row of
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Inncet windows in tho upper line-of the building. Inside tho gencral effect is very
plensing. ‘The two sides of the nave contain oighi piers, with, botween oach pair,
two circular columnns supporting round arches, over which rise the thirty-six pointed
arches of the galleries. The alternate reds and grays of these last relicvo the
rather monotonous white of the nave walls and vaulted roof. The lancet windows,
beautifully coloured, are inseribed with the names of their donors, Tho vaulted
ceiling of the chancel is painted with fleeey clouds on a sky dark blue, and inter-
spersed with stars,

“In the east end a double window threw ity floods of gorgeous light on the chan.
cel pavement of white Jodhpore marble.  The great circular window in the west
end is also a fine specimen of artistic work; but, fine as it is, the writer rogrets that
the glazier and painter did not Jeave the tisk of adornment to tho yalee worker of
Hindostan :—

“Perhaps the regret will be intelligible only to those who have seen the famous
Julee work, with its lovely interplay of bright Indian light and black shindow, as in
the stone-lace windows of Shah Jehan’s paluce at Agra, and Sheikh Suleem’s town
at Futtehpore Sikri. But I am glad to add that all the architectura’ ornamentation
of the Memorial Church iy the work of native artists from Agra—the headquarters
of art in Upper Indin—and well have they fulfilled their task. The lotus flowers
and foliage of every variety which adorn the capitals of the columns and great piers
show a grace of outline and an eye for perspective which are tvo often wanting in
the grand architectural monuments of Upper India. Never had memorial service a
significance so pathetic and sorrowful. Iivery nccessory of the service was in keep-
ing with the mainidea. The musicians were the well-trained bandsmen of the 66th
Regiment, stationed at Lucknow, who led, with their rich and solemu Larmonies, the
long train of English and Hindoo clergymen up tho main passage of the chureh,”

Two baptisms of great interest took place at Goruckpur on Angust Sth. One
was a Pundit, who some years ago heard o missionary preaching in a bazaar, and
has ever since been gradually coming neaver aud neaver to the truth. The other
was a Bengali Babu, who had been wandering about tho country attaching himself
to various bodies of fakirs, Both are the fruits of the jnfluence of native Christian
ageuts; tho Pundit, of a colporteur named Chedy ; and the Babu, of one of tho mas-
ters in the Mission-school,

The Government of India has published the census of the entire empire taken
in 187(-2, This census was taken with extreme care, the officials being aided
heartily by the cnumerators, and it shows that the entire population of Dritish India
was 190,503,048, living ou an area of 9114,0-{9 square miles; while the population of
India, including uative States, was 238,930,008, and the avea 1,450,744, That is,
India had nearly seven times the population of Frauce, and seven times her arca,
which in Burope is 204,000 square miles  In British ludia there were 1043 millions
of Hindoos, 403} millions of Mohammedans, and 9} millions of others, mostly Bud-
dhists, the number of British-bora iuhabitants, exclusive of the army, being through-
out tho entive empire, only 59,000, less than tho population of a single large town.

BRITISH GUIANA.

A correspondent sends us an account of the opening of a church for the use of
the Chinesc Christinns in Charlestown, British Guiana. Thero was an early Com-
munion, at which the Bishop (Dr. Austin,) was celebrant, and at which sixty-cight
persons received the Sacrament. The right Rev, Prelato was himself the preacher,
his remarks being translated by one of the catechists. The church at present con-
sists of a nave 50 feet long by 20, and an aisle 8 feet wide, but it is intended as
soon as possible to add w chancel. It has cost $3,408, A pleasing peculinrity, says
the Royal Gazette, is seen in the groups of flowers and fruits painted by a Chinese
artist on scrolls, and attached to the panels between the windows. On the panel
facing the entraunce, the scroll contains in Chinese characters the name of the church
—3St. Saviour—and over the door way a sentence of which the literal trapslation is
¢ Amen, Come, Worship.” The castern end is adorned with a painted window, the
gift of a Iady in England through her son, a clergyman in tue colony. The altar
cover is given by the Bishop's wite, and & beautifully worked pulpit froutal has been
sent by another lady from Logland.  Our correspondent states that the church was
catirely erected through the exertions of the free and indentured Chineso throughout
the colony. The ordinary services will be wholly in Chinese.— Guardian,
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MODERN JAPAN.

A correspondent of tho Horning Post, writing from Yokohama, on September
26th, snys:—¢ During the last few months the native newspapers have contained
many articles attacking Christinnity, and also some yery quaint criticism on the
Bible. Yet, to all appearance, the Buddhist religion is not leoked upon in a much
more favourable light, and scems to be losing ground here as civilization advances
In one district alone 71 temples have been turned over to the kity since 1873, and
within the lust five years no less than 700 have been converted into dwelling-huuses
and adapted to other uges.  T'he younger generation of Japanese seen: to find that
the Buddhist religion, with its worship of idols, is incempatible with the teach-
ings of modern civilizntion.  After much long and tedivus neeotintion it is reported
that Yedo is about to be opened to foreigners desirens of residing in portions of
tho capital beyond the limits of the foreign concession, on the condition that the
persons availing themselves of this concession comply with the native tenancy law.”

AUSTRALIA.

Tho Ahissionary states that on Tuesday aftornoon, October 12th, the Church
Assembly of Melbourne, by a solemn act, committed the authority with which they
are legally invested of electing o new Bishop, into the hands of six clergymen and
six laymen, who are now commissioned to choose n successor to Bishop Perry as
soon as convenient after his resiguation. The Bonrd of Nominators is as follows
farranged alphabetically) :—Canuns Becher, (‘hase, Goodman, and Ilandfield, the
Dean, and Canon Vance ; the Hon. I\ 'I".

MISCELLANEOUS.

The Record Says that the Rev. R. B. Girdlestune, who has been superintendent
of the eritical and linguistic department ot the Bille Society since 1866, proposes to
resign his appointment in the course of the present year, as his health has been
impaired by the sedentary life and the close appheation which his office involves.

At tho lust committeo meeting of the Society for the incresse of the llome
Episcopate (Lord Lyttleton in the chair), the following minute was passed :—

“‘fhat Mr. Beresford Hope, M.T., be requested to introduce in the House of
Commons at the earliest period next seseion the Dill for the Increase of the Home
Episcopate, which passed through the Ifouse of Lords last session, and which
obtained a second reading in the House of Commons.”

Mr. Beresford Hope, M. P, has been able to secure the co-opetation of Sir John
Renvaway, M., and Mr. Thowas Brassey, M.D,

OUn tho Feast of the Epiphany, there was a fair cougregation at the Chapel
Royal, St. James’s. The magnificent gold plate, which has been in use for many
generations, was pluced upon the altar, which it completely covered. The Bishop
of London, in his capacity of Dean of the Chapels Royal, celebrated the IHoly Com-
munion, the Epistle being read by the Rev. 8. Flood Jones, M.\, precentor of
Westminster Abbey, and priest in ordmary to ler Majesty, and the Gospel by the
Rov. Francis Garden, M.A., sub-dean of the Chapels Royal. Befove the general
Offertory was collected two members of her Majesly’s houschold, whe had been
seated in the Royal pew, were canducted by M= Chapman, the serjeant yeoman, to
the holy table, where they humbly presented to the Bishop her Majesty’s gifts—
eold, frankincense, and myvrh—in a pink satin bag.  As the Bishop placed them on
the conmunion-table the choir sung a special anthem—:*¢ All kings shall fall down
beforo 1lim, and all nations shall do Him service.”  The ceremony, though shorn of
much of its old pomp and circumstance, is etill a very interesting one —Guardian.

CHURCH PROPERTY IN TIHE UNITED STATES,
One of the Brooklyn papers, commenting on President Grant’s Message, says :
“ When President Grant, in his late Messaze, attempted to give the figures relating
to Church pro ~vty, he shuuld have endeavoured to secure some degree of accuracy,
particalarly as he was framing a State paper, and not making a stump speech. e
says that in 1850 (he believes) the Church property of the United States amounted
to about 23,000,000, In 1860 it had doubled (56,000,000),  In 1875 it is about
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$1,000,000,000, and ¢in 1890 it is safe to say that this proporty will reach o suin
exceeding $8,000,000,000," The censug returns are most singularly contradictory
of these statements, They show that the entire Church property in 1850 was
$87,000,000, instead of $3,000,000; in 1860, :3171,000,000, instead of $6 000,000
tn 1879, $354,000,000, and at this rate probably $600,060,000 in 1875, making
allowance for reduced values, instead of unearly twice that sum according to the
President, whose estimates tor five years’ incrense ave wilder than his ¢figures.” It
will be seen that in the decades Churol property has just about doubled. At thia
rate the total value in 1880 would be $7u8,000,000, and in 1890 $1,416,000,000-—
less than half of the President’s expausive esti.. ate, It is useful to examine the
returns of some of the charches in urder tv note the gradual incrense.  We give ten
leading denemunations, and the returns for each ot these Churches:- -

« The render can make his own inferences in regard to the relative past growth
of these Churches in wealth, and the future prospects of each. The remainder of
the Church property is divided among seventeen other denominations., whose
possessions aggregate about $30,000,000. As for the distribution of thie Ghurch
property among the several States, a few figures from the census of 1870 will be of
interest, though they have no bearing on the case in hand. Nearly one-half of the
Methodist property is in the States of New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Ohio,
and INinois. The Roman Catholic property is more than half of it in New York,
Pennsylvania, Obio, 1Hinois, Missouri, California, Massachusetts, and Michigan.
More than half the vresbyterian valuation is in New York, New Jersey, and Penn-
sylvania. Halt of the Buptist property is in New York, New Jersey, Penusylvania,
Qhio, Massachusetts, and Kentucky. The Dutch Reformed have 57,000,000 of
their ten in New York, and 2,540,000 in New Jersey. Hall of the propevty of the
Congregationalists is in Mussachusetts, Connecticut, and New York. The Uniturians
and Universalists have half of their Church property in Massachusetts and New
York. More than half of the property of the Lpiscopalians is in New York,
YPennsylvania, New Jersey, Connecticut, and Massachusetts.”

THE OBITUARY OF THE YEAR 1875,

The death roll of the past year, while presenting comparatisely few names of
eminence in the Courts or in pelitical circles. contains an unusually large proportion
of men more or less famous iu the varions brauches of literature, science, and art.
The only throne vacated is that of the young Ewperor of China, Toung-Chi, but we
have to record the deaths of several Kuropean princes, including the ex-Emperor of
Ausirin, Ferdinand; Frederick Wiiliam, Ilector of Jesse-Caseel ;3 and Adetberyg,
Prioce of Bavaria. Among foreign diplomatists we find the Comte de Jarnac and
Count Bruunow, famiharat the Court of St.James’s ns the Ambassadors of France and
Russiag since which France has also lost the Vicomte de 1a Gueronni¢re, Conncillor
of State under the Bmpire, but Letter known of late as n journalist and as the
managor of La ['resse,  From the ranks of the English peerage will be missed tho
aged Lord St. Leouards and Xarl Stanhope the histovian, who died ou Christmas-
eve; while, in the Lower House of tho Legislature, Ireland has sustained several
losses, including Siv John Gray, the Member for Kilkeuny, Mr. Vauce, M.P. for
Avmagh, and Mr. Martin, who died only ten days after his sometime colleague,
Johu Mitchell, the couviet Member for Tipperary, Several ex-Members of the
House of Commons died during the year, the most eminent being Sir Samuel
Bignold, the founder of the Novwich Uuion In~urance Company, and Mr. Ingham,
Q.C., who sat for Shiclds in seven Parliameuts,
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Among . the prominent military names in tho obituary are thoso of Sir
Hope -Grant and Sir W. M. Gomm, Field-Muarshal and Counstable of the Tower;
while in the sister sorvice the losses were honvy, including Commodore Goodenough,
8ir-Sherard Osborn, of Arctic fame, and Sir G. A. Westphal, the Inst surviving officer
of those who served with Nelson in the ¢ Victory.” In the Civil Service tho names
of Sir Edward Ryan, of the Civil Servico Commission : Sir Juines Hill, Chief Charity
Commissioner; Sir I'. Currie, of the Indian Civil Service; and Sir Charles Cowper,
of tho Australinn Government, claim mention.

Turning to the religious world, whether at home or abrond, the list of deaths
leaves many a gap among almost nlt Churches and sccts.  The English Church has
to mourn Bishop Thirlwall, who had but recently resigned tho Sce of St. Davids ;
Dean Champneys, of Lichfield, who won an honoured name in Whitechapel; and
Dean Hook, of Chichester, still better known from his parochial work at Leeds;
Avchdeacon Sinclair, of Kensiugton: Canon Kingsley, who died within one short
year after his appointment as a Canon of Westmiuster; Archdeacon Freeman, of
Exeter, an eminent authority on questions of ritual; Canon Sclwyn, the learned
Professor of Diviaity at Cambridge ; Prebendary Raudolph, the last of the saluried
prebendaries of St. Paul’s Cathedral : Dr. Monsell, the hyma writer; Dean Peel 1a
brother of the late Sir Robert), who had shortly before resigned the Deanery of
Worcester ; Archidencon Hony, of Salisbury; Me, Packman, who had been half a
century minor canon of St. Paul’s; Mr. Charlton Lane, Mr. Vores, and Mr. L. B,
Elliott (authcr of Hore Apocalyptice), well-known members of the Evangelical
School ; Mr, Hawker, the Cornish parson and antiquariau; Dr. Burnet, F.R.S, an
old City rector ; and Mr. Havergal, of Cople, o well. known musical clergyman. 1o
these may bo added the names of Bishop Forbes, of Brechin, and Bishop Douglas,
of Bombay; and among Nonconformists, Dr. Brock, Mr. Luke Wisemav, Professor
Newth, aud Mr. Arnot, of Edinburgh ; while abroad the deaths have to be noted of
Archbishop Lycurgus, of Syra and Tenos; of Cardiual Rauscher, of Vienna; aud
of M. Athanase Coquerel, the leader of the Liberal party in the French Reformed
Church.

In the legal profession we note the deaths of three well-kuown judges—Sir
Gillery Pigott, of the Exchequer; Sir G. [Ionyman, of the Common Pleas, and Sir
E. Vaughan Williams, who had also long sat in the latter court. Medical men will
remember Sir Charles Locock ; aud in other scientific professions we have to record
the deaths of Sir Charles Wheatstono. the clectrician; Mr. Vignoles, the civil engi-
neer; Dr. J. Gray, the naturalist; Sir Charles Lyell, the geologist; Mr. Dudley
Baxter, the statistician; the sstronomers Schwabe, the discoverer of the eceentricity
of Saturn’s ring ; D'Arrest, of Drussels; and Wenlock, of the United States; and
Sir Gardner Wilkinson, the Egyptologist.

In all branches of art we find many well-known names, and it may be added,
many carly deaths.  Among the painters G. J. Pinwell, who was only thirty-three,
T. Walker, A.R A. (thirty-five), and A, B. Houghton (thirty-nine); IIL W. Pickers-

Lnub, the violinist; Robert Barnby and Giulio Perkins, the vocalists, G. A. Gries-
bach, the violinist; J. H. Griesbach, the author of an ¢ Aualysis of' Musical Sounds;”
and Richard Limpus, the founder of the College of Organists. In the dramatic
world the deaths occurred of Mr. Bateman, the lessec of the Lyceum Theatre; Mr.
Benjamin Lumley, the former impresario of Her Majesty’s Opera; Mdme. Virgmio
Djazet, reputed to be the oldest nctress on the stage; M. Grenier, the well-known
French actor; and Mr. Geo. Belmore.

The list of authors who have passed away includes Sir Arthur Helps, Hans
Christian Andersen, Dr. Ewald, Dr. Tregeiies, Winwood Reade, Augustus Mayhew,
and M. Quinet; and, lastly, among men famous in commerclal and other pursuits,
we find Mr. Robertson @ladstone, of Liverpool; Mr. Gibbs, of Tyatcefield, the
munificent donor to Church wovk; Mr. W, B, Astor, the New York millionaire; and
Mr. John Gurney Ifoarc, the Londun banker. The obituary also includes Sir
Joseph Hawley, whose name was famous ia the sporting world, and Mr. E. B.
Hayward, thoe ¢ Father of Cricket.” The deaths of the year bhave also included
that of Lady Fraunklin, the widow of the Arctic navigator.—Pull Mall Gazette,
