THE LESSON OF THE CENSUS.

The results of the recent consus of the United States
have fallen so far under legitimate anticipations as to
arouse enquiry as to the cause. In the decade from
1870 to 1880, with the assistance of an immigration
estimated at 2,750,000 souls, the increase in population
amounted 30.08 per cent; but in the decade just closed,
in spite of the fact that the volume of immigration had
risen to 5,500,000, or double that of its predecessor, the
increase in the population of the United States was
only 14,000,000 or barely 27 per cent. If we look fur-
ther into these figures we find still more significant
facts. We find that while the agricultural population
bas fully maintained the percentage of natural increase
that the urban population has fallen heavily under
its normal ratio of growth. Furthermore we find that,
although the Southern States bave only received half
a million of the five and a half millions of immigrants
that entered the country during the decade, their popu-
lation lias grown equally rapidly with that of their
northern neighbours.

To what then is this retarded growth of population
attributable ? Simply to the diminished rate of natural
increase in the urban population of the North, and toPQ. Bo:x 2081,T elephone 1277.
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the growing tendency of the inhabitants of the larger
cities to either postpone marriage until late in life,
when the resulting family must necessarily he smaller
and more liable to disease than in the case of the child-
ren of younger parents, or to avoid it altogether. The
demands of modern society life cause children te be re-
garded more or less in the light of an incubus among
those who aspire to shine in the so-called upper circles.
The fashionable mother considers that one or two
children at the utmost are quite sufficient, and that
more than that form more or less a nuisance and a
hinderance upon her freedom; and the. fashionable
father fully agrees with her. The sturdy families of
their progenitors are hopelessly ont of style now-a-days,
and one or two delicate fragile blossoms are all that
the average native-American family consiste of to-day,
while the percentage of unmarried men and women je
larger than ever before in the history of the United
States.

But this tendency to either shun marriage or to
diminish its responsibilities, je not due alone to the sel-
fsh desire for personal freedom. It is due also largely
to the steady increase in the cost of living, the reduc-
tion in the scale of salaries, and the modern tendency
to regard poverty more or less in the light of a crime.
The young man enjoying a salary amply sufficient for
his own needs feels that it would be utterly inadequate
to support a wife in the particular grade in society in
which they have both been accustomed to move, and
consequently lie feels obliged to remain a bachelor.
The married man of moderate income feels that while
he is capable of providing comfortably for a small
family a large one would entail poverty, not only on
himself, but on the innocent beings he has been the
means of bringing into the world. And as the steady
migration from the farm to the city increases, the cost
of living ivill rise steadil y and the ratio of salaries re-
duce in proportion to the increased number of applic-
ants for every position. Hence the possibilities of mar-
riage must diminish in exactly commensurate ratio
and what may be termed the natural increase of the
country will be slowly but inevitably checked.

The true cause then of the gradual slackening in the
growth of the United States lies simply in the increas-
ing tendency of the population to accumulate in the
larger towns, and in the steady migration of the
younger portion of the agricultural population to swell
that of the cities. In the country marriage does not
involve the responsibilities 'r expenditure that is in-

- -
separable from it in an urban population. To the
farmer children are often valuable as assistants to the
city man they are usually only sources of expense. As
a natural consequence the average salaried worker
does not feel justified in becoming a married man un-
til he bas attained a certain financial position which
he often only reaches at an age when a large family je
out of the question, and as a necessary result a retard-
ation in the natural increase follows. This is a lesson
which we may fairly lay to our hearts bore in Canada,
as the conditions of Canadian society day by day ap-
proximate more closely to those of our larger neigli-
bour. With us, as with them, the plaintive enquiry of
"Why do the boys leave the faru?" ie every day
more frequently propounded. With us, as with thein
there is a constant increae of the consuming popul-
ation at the expense of the producing one. And when
we add to this that there is an imperceptible but steady
emigration of our younger, and tlierefore most valuable
population across the line to seek their fortunes in
American cities, we can see that, even if the percentage
of natural increase romains at its normal ratio, the
expansion of the volume of our population is certain to
be a very gradual one.

IMPROVEiMENT IN DAIRY PRODUCE.
The developments of the past few weeks seem to

point to a good wind-up of the season for butter and
cheese. No one as yet bas appeared to help out hol-
ders of medium and stale butter; but creamery and
choice Townships dairy lias been well looked after of
late.

There has been a clean sweep of late made cream-
ery and none-is now to be got in shipping lots. A
number of sellers stipulated for their summer stock
when closing out and some deals include all the way
from June up to the end of the season. Western cream-
ery was contracted for largely earlier in the season and
bas been practically off the market ever since. A
more sensible course bas been followed this sum-
mer by butter producers, who, profiting by the
experience gained from the losses made last winter
and spring have sold straight along through the
season instead of holding their butter for a rise un-
til it was too stale and rank to sell at all, except as
grease. More money bas béen left in the country and
farmers are reported to be satisfied with the result. It
is possible that fair shipments of butter will be made
from now up to the close of navigation as English en-
quiries by cable arein the market and European buyers
think they can place cool, fall shipments of latemakes
if prices do not advance too mucli.
. In cheesethere bas been a steadily hardening mar-
ket with the country taking the lead, buyers operating
more actively and with more spirit in therural districts
than in Montreal. The total shipinents from this port
up to the end of August, deducting the cargo of the
wrecked Idaho (39,457 boxes) were 808,979 boxes. For
the corresponding period last year, excepting 11,913
boxes on the unfortunate steamer Montreal, the
amount :eached 680,011 boxes, an increase for this
year of 128,968 boxes. This increase may be accounted
for in several ways. There have been larg er hi pments
from the States by way of the St.Lawrence and the make
to date in Canada is certainly in excess of a yearago,
a considerable portion of which has gone forwrd. It
je stated that there is not so much cheese in the coun-
try to-day as at this date a year ago, in spite of the
production being greater. The Englieli market bas kept
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up well considering the big exports, but prices being
roasonable the consumption lias been larger on the
other side. It is not unliicely, however, that a block
will b caused if prices are run up much higher.

The fact that English buyers took more summer
cheese than usual on account of the low prices is a
pointer that should net be lost sight of and yet the son-
son has been profitable te ail concerned in the trade.
Now we find that instead of a lot of cheese being held
bore on speculation it lias mostly gone forward and if
there is any holding it is being donc on the other side.
There is a disinclination in England te follow the re-
cent advance in A ugust goods which is looled upon as
a local attempt te force prices on account of the super-
ior quality and reputation of thatimonth's make. Speak-
ing of the total production in Canada an exporter
stated that it was probably the largest known and
Septemîber promises well. It is perbaps net an exag-
geration te figure out a ten percent increase over last
year up to the first of Soptember.

THE BILLS OF EXCIHANGE ACT.

The new Bills Of ExcIange Act, which came into
force on the first of the mnth, contains no very dras-
tic changes froin the pre-existent code. In fact it seems
principally intended te render the procedure in the
various provinces identical, and tc remnove the differ-
ences previously existing under the various provincial
laws. It certainly doos net err on the side of nercy.
Under the old act, in this province at all events, ser-
vice of the niotice of protest, vhether for non-accept-
ance, or for non-payment, could be made at any time
within three days of the last day of grace, and thus
the debtor bad a little tine to turn himself round in ;
but, under the new act, the protest must be given not
inter than the next business day and it is suflicient te
doposit it any post Oilice. It is also legal to make a
presentimint for paynent at any suitable hour on -the
last day of grace instead of being comnpelled te wait
until the afternoon. Further, the now act prescribes
that a bill shall b negotiable no matter if it provides
for payment te aparticular person so long as itcontains
no stipulation against transfer, and that a person
signing a note, otherwise than as a drawer or accepter
-for instance as a guarantor-shall be treated as an
endorser and ontitled te a separate protest instead of,
as herotofore, being considered liable te the same ex-
tent as the person for whomu lie guarantees and conse-
quently net ontitled to any protest apart from him.

But the section that nost affects the average busi-
ness man is that which renders the systein of " cross
ing "l choques, which bas se long been in use in Eng-
land, legal in this country, since it affords absolute

protection to tlhe drawer of the choque as well as te
the bank upon which it is drawn. Under this systemn
the simiplo drawing of a couple of lines across the face
of the choque with or witliot the naie of the bank
tc which it is intended te bo paid, constitutes an order
upon tie part of the drawer that the cheque whon en-
dorsed by the Iayece is te be paid only through a bank
and net te him direct, and by the terms of the law the
drawer of a " crossed " choque is absolved from ail
further liability after lie has handed it te the payee
boyond that of providing funds for it at his own bank.
It lie dOes this, the drawing of the choque is se far as
lie is concerned an act of paymient. No matter if the
choque ho stolen and payment be obtained by the
thief through a forgery of the endorsation, he is in no

way responsible; for the fact that the cheque is pay-
able only to the payee's bank presunes that that bank
will know the signature of its customer and be able
to protect itself against fraud. This system of cross-
ing cheques bas proved an invaluable aid te commerce
in Great Britain and, when the absolute security of
payment it affords is known here, there is but little
doubt that crossed cheques will very largely used. .

The only drawback to the use of crossed cheques is
that they are only valuable to a person possessing a
bank account. As they can only be paid through a
bank it is necessary for the payer to first ascertain
whether the intended payee is in possession of a bank
account; as otherwise the choque cannot he cashed.
This will render them of very little use for general
payments, and consequently we may expect te sec
then confined principally to the settling of commer-
cial accounts.

To give a recapitulation of the miner changes in
procedure involved by the bill would require more
space than we have atour command. Suffice it te say
that it is one of the clearest and most comprehensive
pieces of commercial law-making that lias been framed
for some time past. Its aim is te simplify the existing
laws upon this subject, and te render the one practice
universal throughout the country, and in this its
framers have succeeded admirably.

A SCARCITY OF APPLES.

It bas now been established beyond a doubt that,
the apple crop in the United States is a failure, while
the Canadian crop, talcen ail through, is a small one.
Even in the Annapolis valley, Nova Scotia, the earlier
expectations of a good yield have net been realized.

Already there has been some lively competitionfor
fall fruit in the orchard districts of Ontario, and a
'goodly proportion of the crop bas been secured by
Amorican buyers. Prices mentioned are $2 te $3, in
the orchards, with even higher figures paid for the
favorite kinds. English and Scotch buyers are on the
alert, and have opened the usual agencies in this city.
It is reported that some of them have instructions te
buy supplies outright on this market, if consignments
are likely to be limited. Indications point te good
prices in England, as even if the crop there is an aver-
age one, the deficiency will be enormous and experts
from this side will be much less than last year. Good
sound Canadian fruit has greatly increased in popu-
larity during the past few years, both quality and
keeping properties commendingit to the British trade.

At this season, when contracts for fall fruit are in
order, estimates of the yield are apt te be exaggerated
both by growers and buyers, the former of course pre-
dicting short supplies. From the reports of those who
have visited the apple territory, however, and inter-
ested on the buying side, we shouldjudge that Canada
and the United States will both fall below last year's
poor average beyond a doubt. In 1888, the wet season
or some other cause, occassioned a glut of apples, and
prices ruled at a very low basis. The shortage in 1889
caused better prices than in the preceding year and
there can be no doubt that ahigher average of cost will
again rule this season. Thus improved prices, will, to
some extent, counter-balance the loss in yield. As
we stated last year, in handling perishables, growers
and shippers find it safer and more profitable te turn
over a moderato quantity at good paying prices, than
a lieavy stock at a slim margin of profit. Freight id
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a large item of expense, and moderate supplies are

more likely to go rapidly into consumption than big
consignments; thus lessening losses fron decay, or de-
terioration.

During the fiscal year ended 30th June, 1880, Can-
ada exported 91,113 lbs of dried apples valued at.$3,-
941 and 771,971 bris of green or ripe apples valued at

$1,528,449. The United States took from us 63,376 lbs

of dried apples, France, 21,657 lbs. and Newfoundland
7,080. The distribution of green or ripe fruit was as

follows: Great Britain, 619,217 brls; United States,
144,618; France, 120; Germany, 70; Belgium, 7; China
42; Japan, 63; British West Ind'es, 267; S.W. Indies,
180; Danish W. Indies, 5; U.S. of Columbia, 3; New-
foundland, 7,104 and St. Pierre, 275. The United

States exported green and dried apples to the value of

$3,450,454 which is about the average for the good
years. The quantities in 1889 up to June 30, were
942,400 brls of green or ripe apples and 22,102,000 lbs.
of dried apples. It is estimated that up to the close
of June 1890, the United States experts have been

only 453,506 brls and 20,861,000 lbs respectively.

THE BARLEY DUTY.

It is evident that, if the United States Senate can
do it, Canadian barley will be effectually prohibited
from entering the United States in future. The present
duty on barley is 10 cents per bushel, and that on bar-
ley malt 20 cents per bushel; but in spite of the recom-
mendation of their finance committee, and the appeals
of the brewers and maltsters of New York State, who
pronounce Canadian barley indispensable to their
trade, the Senate has rejected all proposed amendments
and has raised the duties upon barley and barley malt
to 30- cents and 45 cents per bushel respectively ; a
figure that is practically prohibitory.

This is bad news both for the Canadian'farmer and
the American brewer. To the brewer, because Cana-
dian barley is by far the most useful for his purpose. It

bas the right colour and the correct weight, and as it

is of far slower growth, in consequence of its growing in
the cooler climate of the north shore of the great lakes,
it is far less bard and steely than that ripened further
south. To the farmer, because last year we exported
$7,600,000 worth of barley and $111,000 worth of bar-
ley malt to the United States, and this proposed addi-
tion to the tariff will practically close this large and
profitable market te him.

of course this increase in the tariff is ostensibly
made on behalf of the American farmer, and is nomin-
ally intended to protect his bard steely product against
Canadian pauper barley (as it is the fashion among the
partizans of the McKinley Bill to style it), but how
exactly it is supposed to achieve this end it seems dii.

cult at first sight to understand. All the barley Can.
ada expertsto the United States is barely ten millions
of bushels, while the' amount annually used for malt.
ing purposes in the domains of Uncle Sam is nearly
forty millions öf bushels. The American crop is ovei

65,000,000 bushels and as under old circumstances
only 30,000,000 of this was absorbed by the brewers il
follows that the remaining 35,000,000 bushels is used
for feed, and that the price of the whole quantity h
fixed naturally by this latter portion. When the 10,-
000,000 bushels now entering the United States from
this country is finally shut out by the tariff it will
merely reduce the existing surplus a little, and there
fore will not in any way improve prices. Americar

WATER TRAFFIC.

A few interesting facts are brought to the surface
by the traffic returns of the Canadian canals for last
season, recently distributed. In spite of railway pro-
gress and competition a larger amount bas been car-
ried than for many years.

In American east bound business there was an in-
crease of 128,823 tons and in Canadian of 120,358 tons.
If we glance back over a series of years, however, it is
seen that whereas Canadian traflic was formerly of
greater bulk, American business now leads; the trade
between American ports through the Welland canal
being 240,000tons greater than the trade between Lake
Erie and Montreal through the Welland and St. Law-
rence canals. It is evident that Montreal will not act
wisely in staking too much on the grain trade as the
attraction of Anmerican ports appears to be too great.
Undoubtedly we enjoy numerous natural advantages
but there are more grain men in business at the leading
U. S. ports, and the absence of winter traffic makes
a serious break, not easily recovered from. The quan-
tity of grain passing down the Welland canal from
one American ports te another increased from 47,0Q0
tons in 1880 to 213,000 in 1889, whereas, notwithsiand-
ing the rebate of tolls upon stuff bound to Montreal,
the quantity of grain that reached this port last year,
via the canals was 267,769 tons, compared with 333,806

barley is net worth any more than its relative value to
corn and oats for feeding purposes, and when Canadian
barley is finally shut out it will not be able to take its
place. The exclusion of Canadian barley means simply
the extinction of the malting business in New York
State, and the substitution of deleterious chemical
compounds for purebarley malt; but it does net mean
any advantage te the American farmer. Those brew-
ing houses who desire te put a good pure beer on the
market will continue te import Canadian barley no
matter how high itsprice nmay be, whilethose who look
simply te profit will search out seme method of adul-
teration that will eke out the usatisfactory quality of
the American article.

That the practical closing of the American market
to our farmers will be an injury te this country no one
can doubt. It is easy enough te say that we have only
te replace our present six-rowed barley by growing
two-rowed barley for the English market; but it is
doubtful as yet if the two-rowed variety can be suc-
cessfully raised here. It requires a peculiarly cool
summer in order to guarantee a very slow growth,'and
also a larger proportion of moisture than usually is
present during a Canadian summer. All experiments
in raising it across the lino have as yet resulted in
failure, and it is dubious whether they will be any
more successful hers. In fact it looks as if two-rowed
barley required the cool moist summer of England to
render it sufiiciently bright and soft for malting pur-
poses. In any other climate it becomes as hard and
steely as American barley and therefore is practically
useless for the English market. Even if the experi-
ment succeeds and eur farmers are successful in rais-
ing two-rowed barley sufliciently perfect in quality te
suit the English brewers and malsters, the venture is
sure te result in a certain proportion of loss at the out-
set. Look at it how we will, the McKinley bill will
inflict unmerited loss upon Canadian farmiers, and it is
diflicult to believe that it has net been framed in a
spirit of hostility to this country.
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in 1880. The westward bound traffic is disappointingly
small, and this, of course, exercises a most adverse
influence, as full cargoes each way are necessary to en-
sure reasonable profits. The west-ward ehipments
from Montreal last year were only 25,370 tons, or 12,-
000 tons less than in 1881, and more than 240,000 tons
less than froin Oswego and Ogdensburg.

With regard to the competition of rail and water
routes, the latter seemi to be in a po-iiion to hold their
own wien conditions are equal. The railways carried
94,9,13 tons of' grain into Montreal in 1889, a decrease
of 18,851 tonsv. The quantity carried by the St. Law-
rence canals shows an increase of 65 per cent, on Can-
adian railways a decrease of 16 per cent, on New York
canalp an increase of Il per cent, and on New York
railways an increase of 15 per cent. At New York
the advaintnge lies more with the canals than at
Montreal, as there, of course, they are able to keep ul)
their shipments all through the winter. The propor-
tion of total freiglt carried by the New York canals
le rapidly declining. It was 47 per cent in 1869, 23.7
per cent in 1879, and only 11 per cent, in 1889.

The statistics dliel ose that Montreal competed bet-.
ter than for some years for export grain, although the
totals to New York were larger than the Canadian
figures. The porcentages compare as follows:

Those figures afford ground for encouragement to
the advocates of canal enlargoment, but at the saie
time it is matter for congratulation that the prosperity
of Montreal does not depend to a large extent on its
western grain trade, but that traflic, manufactures and
)usiness have corne to the front in other directions,

wlere larger profits are possible.

HTOTEL-KEEPERS' LIENS.

At this tine of year, when the holiday season is
drawing to a close, every change in the law regulating
the legal position of the hotel-keeper and his guest be-
cones interesting. That a hotel-keeper nay detain the
baggago of a guest unable to pay his bill je of course
understood; but recent decisions have qualified this
riglht, by adnitting one or two intricate exceptions.

A case in point has j ust arisen in England. A Mr.
Silber, with his wife, Lady Silber, stayed at the Hotel
Metropolo in London wlere they ran up a nice little
bill in two nonths' time of $2,000. When they left,
they paid only $500 on account, and were compelled
to leave their iniposing array of trunks behind them.
The proprietors ,hen went through the form of suing
the uttorly iipocunious husband preparatory to suing
the wealthy and titled wife. But they simply had
their labour for their pains. The debt was the hus.
band's, the court held. It made no difference that it
was not his custoin to pay. That was no reason for
charging the bill to his wife, unless she made a separ-
ate contract t' that effect, pledging lier separate estate
and credit.

There is an appendix to this decision. Aftér the
suit against Lady Silber had been disiissed she coolly
sued the proprietors of the Motropole for the trunks
they had detained. She said that if the debt was lier
liusband's what riglit lad they to hold her trunks for
it? This, however, was going a little too far; and the

court decided in favor of the hotel men.' The judge
held that the hotel-keepers lien applies to everything
which comes to a hotel with a guest. If a guest
brought to an inn goods to which lie had no title, that
would not deprive the inn keeper of his lien upon them.
Lady Silber and her husband were trusted upon the
faith of their imposing baggage, and the hotel keeper
could not and need not inquire which were the lady's
and which the husband's. It was one transaction, and if
Lady Silber wanted her boxes she could get then only
by paying her husband's bill.

The English law then regards the marriage tic from
two distinct points of view so far as the hotel-keeper's
lien is concerned. In the States the courts are more
consistent; for since the Married Woman's Property
Act came into force they look upon them steadily as
separate persons from a legal point of view. Thus,
in a recent California case, where a wife's jewellery was
lost with the baggage of her husband, who was travel-
ing alone, the court held that the railway was not re-
sponsible. The jewelry was not the man's, and a rail-
way is only liable for strictly personal baggage accom-
panying travelers. Therefore hlad Lady Silber so-
journed at an American hotel she would have had to
have footed the bill after all.

No doubt at a good many of the fashionable sum-
mer hotels the proprietors are now engaged in footing
up their bills and wondering what is in certain of their
guest's trunks; while doubtless, in some cases,the guests
in question are engaged in replacing the contents of
their saratogas with sand from the sad seashqre pre-
paratory te leaving without the formality of settling
their bills. To both these classes the decisions we
have just quoted will prove useful. The English law
upon this subject is largely followed in -this country,
and evea in the United States, and therefore the Silber
case formns a valuable precedent.

THE STRIKE AND THE KNIGHTS.

The miserable fizzle into which the strike of the
Knights of Labor on the New York Central bas degen-
erated should be a lesson to those labor-organizations
who permit themselves to be hurried into forcible
measures without pausing to count the cost of their
experinent. To secure the reinstatement of a notor-
ious agitator, one E. J. Lee, who had boasted that if
discharged he would tie up every wheel in the Van-
derbiltsystem, Mr. Powderly deliberately allowed2,500
men to be deprived of their means of livelihood.
There u as only one man discharged because he was a
member of a labor organization, as Mr. Powderly very
well knew, and that man was discharged because ho
was constantly trying to stir up trouble. The other
men wore dismissed for drunkenness and insubordin-
ation. It was in the interest of the travelling public
as much as in their own that the company dismissed
these men from their employment, and Mr. Powderly
was well aware of the fact.

But Mr. Powderly lias a largo salary to earn, and
te keep his position it is necessary to every now and
then " show his power " by paralyzing one of the in-
dustries of the country. As the present strike plainly
shows he uses that power unscrupulouqly in the inter-
ests of his vanity and his salary. Here then was an
opportunity for hin to advertise himself too good to
be neglected. He at once demanded that the company
submit to him their reasons for discharging these men
in order that lie might determine whether they were
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rightfully discharged or not, and threatened that
unless this act of submission were performed he would
tie up one of New York's principal arteries of trade.
Of course he was perfectly well aware that the com-
pany would never accede to so preposterous a request.
To have done so would have been to practically give
up all control of their own employees. le was aleo
aware that if he carried out bis threat it would throw
out of employment two thousand men who had no
grievances whatever ta complain of, and cause unmer-
ited loss and annoyance ta the unoffending public.
But thon lie would be brought prominently forward as
the author of all the trouble, and his name would bc
in the mouth of every citizen in the United States.

So it is to-day; but not in the way Mr. Powderly
intended it. When the public speak of the General
Master Workman, now, it is in tones of contempt as the
author of one of the most miserable mistakes a labor
organization ever made. They realize that the power
he was supposed to wield bas been greatly over-esti-
mated, and that when the order he represents is com-
pelled ta bear the brunt of a strike itself it collapses
ignominiously. In vain has he orated ind g&ne about
the country trying to make mischief. In vain has he
appealed to other labor magnates whose vanity has
not been wounded, aud whose salaries have not been
put in peril. These men saw no reason why they
should advise thousands of other men to risk their
means of livelihood in order that Mr. Powderly might
be avenged upon Mr. Webb. After the dishe rtening
previous experience of the Knights, it may have been
doubtful ta them whether the other organizations
would have followed them. At any rate they informed
Mr. Powderly in effect that ho could not have any strike
except such as he could Tring about by his unaided
efforts, and his unaided efforts have been powerless
to do more than deprive 2,000 or 2,500 men of employ-
ment on the Central, which is now being operated
without them in a reasonably satisfactory manner.
The only crumb of comfort he got from bis colleagues
was that they showed a willingness to apply any op-
probrious epithets ho might suggest to Mr. Webb.
This, they dignified by the title of "moral support."
But not one cent of money would they give and not
one hour's work would they lose on his behalf. As a
consequence the strike instantly collapsed, and ai-
though Mr. Powderly may continue to " work for edu-
cational and legislative advantages" ashe euphoniously
puts it, ho is not likely to find many followers in the
future. To put it tersely, Mr. Powderly is played out.

THE MILLINERY OPENINGS.

The millinery openings held in this city this week were more
than ordinarily successful. The attendance at them was unusu-
ally large, and a noticeable feature was the number of Western
buyers who visited Montreal ta make their selections in person.
Every millinery bouse in the city was crowded with buyers, and
the volume of goods sold far exceeds that of any previous open.
ing. In fact, somae of the larger wholesalers state that they sold
more goods on the first day of their present opening than in the
whole three days of last year. The reason af this sudden rush
for goods is not difficult ta seek. Western buyers now see the
folly a1 purchasing their fall goods too soon and have this year
held off until they could see the very latest styles. Up ta the
present they have purchased very sparingly, but now they are
making up for lost time in real earnest. Travellers on the road
write with great hopefulneses, and there is every indication of a
good sorting up trade.

Tus mystery surrounding John Rabbins' disappearance from
Ottawa, where ho went about a month aga ta start a grocery, has

at last been solved. Foul play was suspected, and the dead
body of a man found in the Ottawa river was exhumed on this
suspicion, but it proved not ta be that of Robbins. Rabbins
real name is William Gray, and he belongs ta Hurley, Wisconsin,
where he was employed as baggagemaster on the Milwaukee,
Lake Shore and Western railroad. On July 7th last Gray stole
$3,000 from the express car in his train during the temporary
absence of the express messenger. The money was the property
of the United States Express Company. With his booty Gray
went eastward. ]le was found ta have remained one day at
Sault Ste. Marie, thon lie came ta Montreal by the Canadian
Pacific railway. It was on this trip lie became acquainted with
a Montrealer, and Gray told the latter that he ad money which
ha would like to invest in business in this city. After a couple
of days' sojourn in Montreal the two went ta Ottawa. The night
after reaching Ottawa Gray gave his companion the slip and
boarded the westbound Pacifie express. Meanwhile detectives
were on the robber's track. He was traced ta Montreal, thence
to Ottawa, and finally located at Calgary, N.W.T., where he was
arrested, extradition proceedings being waived. Nearly all of
the stolen $3,000 was found on the prisoner, who was taken ta
Wisconsin by the detectives.

Tus following resolution looking ta reciprocity with the Bri-
tish possessions in North America was proposed in the United
States Sonate by Senator Sherman as additional ta the recipro-
cal amendments of the Finance Committee ta the United States
tariff :-

That whenever it shall be certified ta the President of the
United States that the¯Government of the Daminion of Canada
shall by law, or regulation, admit free of duty into all its porte
the coal mined in the United States, shall make proclamation
of the fact, thereafter, while such law or regulation is in
force, coal mined in the Dominion ai Canada shal ho admitted
free of duty into all the ports of the United States. And, when
ever it shall be duly certified ta the PreEident of the United
States that the Government of the Dominion of Canada has de-
clared a desire ta enter into such commercial arrangement with
the United States as will result in the complete or partial re-
moval of duties upon trade between Canada and the United
States, lie shall appoint three commissioners ta meet those who
nay be designated ta represent the Government of Canada, ta
consider the best method of extending the trade relations be-
tween Canada and the United States and ta ascertain on what
terms greater freedom of intercourse between the two countries
can best be secured, and said commissioners shall report before
Congress, and the necessary :expenses of the commissioners ap-
pointed by the President, including their compensation at the
rate of $10 a day each for the tinie necessarily employed in said
duty, shall be paid out of the appropriation for the collection
of the customs revenue.

Tus striking switchmen in the Chicago stock yards after
throwing things into confusion and interrupting important

Tliir hasty and inconsiderate action
was due ta the mueddling of agitators and irresponsible commit-
tees. It was not the result of organization so much as of a lack
of organization, and of the deliberative methods which it is one
of the abjects of al intelligent organizations ta establish. The
stock yard switchnen have declared their purpose of being
governed in future by the constitution of the Switchmen's Mu-
tuai Aid Association. which discountenance strikes, except when
the grievancea have been luly prcsented and ail other efforts at
redress have failed. Thera is a vast difference between an or-
ganization thuat aima at a peaceful adjustient of the relations
botween omployers and employed and the settlement of differ-
ances by rational proceedings and that whose abject is ta pro-
mote istrikes and boycotts and use them as weapons for enforcing
demands that will not stand deliberate examination.

A LOND oN report of August 1LI lias the following: " The
market for salmon is overshadowed by tie public sales thiat are
brought into notice fron time ta time, which feed the trade with
suflicient supplies for immediato use without their having te
operate by private contract as well, and the latest business done
in tie first-named position establishes a fresh decline of 2s per
case. Of 10,000 cases tinned Fraser River salmon offered a
Wednesday, no less than 5,500 cases wore to be sold " without
reserve," and tLiese went at I8s to 18s 6d, with a portion unie-
belled and lying in liverpool at 17s.

lated consimplioni, and there has been a fair trade doene during
tie week in gond chicap salmon, of which there is a plentiful
suppiy. It is considered that prices have now reached bottom,
and are altogether in buiyers' favor, being for good outside river
fisih l93 ta 20s, and fine Columbia River 25s ta 27s."

T'lîiutat seoms ta be still some doubt about the reported union
of L.eblanc chemical manufacturers in spite of the fact that the
hast mail from Liverpool brings the positive assurance that the
organization is complote, and virtually in contral of the market.
Novertheless, none of the stock las yet beau subscribed for by
the public and as probably one-half, and some reports say two.
thirds, of the eight million pounds sterling of capital must ho
raiscd by such subsoriptions, it is dillicult to understand how the

scheme dan be considered in practical working order. As a re-
suit of the reported comapletion of the consolidation, the market
for the heavy chemicals displays a very strong tone, but, except-
ing caustic soda, there has been little quickening of the demand,
and the effect upon prices has not been as great as such a pro-
posed revolution in the trade might reasonably be expected ta
produce were it undoubted.

Mn. BArano, of Crane & Baird, and Mr. Carruthers, of Norris
& Carruthers, grain merchants, have returned from a two week's
trip ta the Northwest. They made careful observations of the
wheat crop, and, after numerous enquiries from the best auth-
orities, have arrived at the conclusion that the yield will be a
large one, the exportable surplus being put down at 10,000,000
bushels as against less than 3,000,000 last season. There will be
a wide range in quality, from extra No.1 hard down to smutty
wheat. They estimate that about 45 per cent of the total crop
was secured before the frost of Thursday a week ago, and that
probably 30 per cent of the balance was injured more or less by
the front. In mnany cases the wheat was too far advanced ta ho
injured much. Fine crops were secured in the neighborhood of
Brandon the yield running from forty ta forty-five busliels per
acre in some instances.

TiAr mackerel are scarce there is no shadow of doubt, and
that the supply will be even smaller until the European fall
catch aflords relief is very probable. There is no news of a more
encouraging nature regarding the American fishing at all events:
Nova Scotia and adjacent sources of supply are furnishing few
fish, and, while net brisk by any menus, the demand is absorb-
ing what supply laes came forward. Boston dealers have been
for saine time past, and still are, on the alert for Irish or Norwe-
gian mackerel that may land here. This clasa of fish when
grading to "large 3 " bring $20 per bbl. or very near that price
at the present time; $1.5 seems ta ho considered close value for
small 3s. The few large fish coming along realize strictly fancy
prices. For example, one barrel was sold at $30 and two barrels
at $32 by jobbers, whilst $28 is considered close price for that
clasa of stock from firat hands.

TaADE in Manitoba is thus reviewed by the Winnipeg Com-
mercial of the 1at inst: ( The long continued spell of wet weather
following closely in the wake of the front scare, caused a good
deal of uneasiness in commercial circles last week, which, how-
ever, largely disappeared as the weather cleared off at the end
of the week. The frost scarce bas been discounted, and the
general bolief is that the damage is net as great as was at firat
feared, while fine weather for the future will make up for the
d elay caused by the recent rains. Business is in a dormant state
in most branches, and dealers are waiting for a brisk movemaent
and general livening up after barvest. With an occasional load
of new grain already coming into market at different points, a
sense of security, such as has not been felt for many months, is
being felt, and it is believed that the good time long looked for
is now safely within reach."

Tu following little fairy story, first perpetrated in the De-
troit FrAec Press, cantains in a few lines a whole sermon on the
moral hazard :-

JUDoE WuarEsT bas dismissed the altions taken by the Dom-
inion Barb Wire Company, Mr. R. Mitchell and Mr. Jas. Cooper,
against the trustees of the South Eastern Railway Company for
supplies. The Court held that the trustees were not liable for
supplies furnished before they took possession of the road.
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A DISCUSSION of considerable interest to the Canadian farmer
took place in the United States Senate on the 27th, Mr. Davis
(Republican) of Minnesota begged hard ta have binding twine
put upon the free list. He said the entire business was governed
by a combination of the manufacturera. This combinaton con-
trols the sources and supply of the raw material (sisal, jute, etc)
and limits the production and fixes the price of the manfactured
article. It consista of 42 manufacturing companies in the
United States and saven or nine in Canada. These companies
are banded together by the cohesive force of a common interest.
In the Philippine Islands they limit and control the price of
one-half of the raw material, and in Yucatan they control the
other half. They have one man in New York ta purchase for
them all, and a committea of thrae ta limit the output and fix
the price.

HARVESTING in Prince Edward Island is now in full swing.
Early wheat all over the island is excellent-as good as bas been
known on the island for years. Potatoes and turnips give pro-
mise ta an enormous yield. Barley is also a splendid crop. Oats
will not be up to the average. The straw, on account of the hiot,
dry weather in July, is not heavy, and grain will not be as fully
developed as it might be. Still, except in very rare cases, oats
will be a fair crop, and will command a much higher price than
in recent years, in a measure compensating for the shortage.
This, along with the splendid root and barley crop, will make it
a more than ordinary prosperous year for the island. There will
almost surely be a good price for pork this fall, and there are also
indications that there will be considerable demand for potatoaes.

A oAsE of considerable interest ta the wine trade, and ta
consumera, recently came before Judge Desnoyers. Mesars.
Finlayson, Hirsch & Co., of this city, were charged with apply-
ing a false trade description to certain spirits sold by them. It
appears that they, in common with sundry other dealers, have
been in the habit of putting up and selling as genuine Hiollands
gin spirits with a label bearing the name of a fictitious Dutch
manufacturer. In the particular instance the gooda were sold
under the name of " John Van Kulen & Son, Rotterdam," the
whole of the label being claimed ta be false by the prosecutor.
The firm having pleaded guilty, Judge Desnoyers, in view of the
fact that the law had not hitherto beau enforced, inflicted a
light sentence, but ordered the labels and brands to be destroyed.

TUE London wool market is extremely quiet sud transactions
are limited ta small lots. Sales of 9,500 bales of low wools will
be held on September 9 and 10. The arrivals available for the
fourth series, which begins September 16, comprise 16,425 bales
of New South Wales, 16,375 Queensland, 17,444, Victoria, 2,402,
South Australia, 76, Swan River, 606, Tasmnania, 57,648 New Zea.
land and 52,443 Cape of Good Hope and Natal, of which about
7,000 Australian and 21,000 Cape of Good Hope and Natal were
forwarded direct. About 270,000 bales are available, including
those held over. The imports during the week from New South
Wales were 1,979 hales; Victoria, 892; South Australia, 176;
Naw Zealand, 1,492; Cape of Good Hope and Natal, 304 i Falk-
land isiands, 105, and from varlous other places 729.

AN exchange states that there are about 1,500,000,000 inhabit-
ant on the globe. Of these 33,033,033 die every year. The num-
ber of males and females is about equal, and their average lifa is
about 33 years; one-fourth of the inhabitants die before they
reach their 15th year. O every 1,000 persons only ona reaches
the age of 100 years ; of every 100 only six reach the age of 65,
and not more tban one in 500 liveB ta see the 80th year ; 33,033,-
033 dying every year, makes a grand total of 91,824 par day,
3,730 par hour, 60 a minute or 1 every time the clock ticks.
Married people live longer than single ones, and the tall have a
better chance for long life than those short of stature. Women
have more chances of life in their favor previous ta 50 years of
age than men have, but fewer afterwards.

AN oflicer of the American Cotton Oil Company, when ques.
tioned in regard ta the Conger Lard bill, which passed the House
on Thursday week said that if the bill became a law a severe
blow will be dealt ta the Southern farinera, for they rely largely
upon the seed for their profit. The planter who produces 1,000

bales of cotton gets from that cotton 500 tons of seed, which
would be worth from $4,000 ta $5,000. Immense iuantities of
cottonseed oil are used in the manufacture of compound lard,
and if the farmers are deprived of that outlet they would have
to find some other market. It is asserted that only about 20 per
cent ofhogs' fat goes into the manufacture of compound lard, 60
per cent of the compound being cottonseed oil and 20 per cent
tallow.

TuE Manchester ship canal is a great enterprise which Eng-
lish capital and pluck are bringing te a successful issue. As has
been well said, the project is not sa dazzling ta the mind as the
Panama canal which French genius has in charge, but is quite
as practical and will probably be more successful. It will cou-
vert the metropolis of the cotton trade into a seaport, and it is
an interesting fact that ships are being constructed with the
special view Uf passing through this canal. Last October one of
these vessele of 6,000 tons burden, as large as the ships that as-
cend the St. Lawrence ta Montreal, was launched on the Tyne,
with masts'so arranged as te clear the bridges over the canal. By
the latest financial report of the directors the total expenditure
up ta date bas been £7,583,343.

THE indications point ta a contnued popularity for brilliant
tinta. A rich deep garnet with a purplish tint is the darkest
shade of red, marking the dividing line between it and purple,
and the shades pass through various tinta of cardinal ta the
brilliant poppy-red; and there are lava tints that promise ta be
very fashionable. The purple and heliotrope shadaes are also
marked for distinction, the reddish purple dahlia tinta being
especially rich. Dark Russian greens take precedence of the
lighter foliage shades that contributed ta the beauty of the
summer fabrics, but which are retained for avening wear and
and millinery. Blues for winter wear are on the marine order,
and browns show a rich golden glint.

A OABLED dispatch from London announces thatin the course
of the Board of Trade inquiry into the burning at sea of the
National Line steamer " Egypt," sane interesting testimony has
beau given as ta the causes of such occurrences. An insurance
expert testified that there were records of seventy-seven fires
similar ta that which destroyed the i Egypt." The trouble was
due, he said, ta the American system of packing cotton. If
American shippers would adopt the the methods employed by
shippers of cotton from India, the insurance companies would
make a large reduction in the rates upon cargoes composed
wholly or in part of cotton, and upon the vessels conveying them.
This evidence was corroborated by other insurance men.

CANADA's success at the Detroit International Fair and Ex-
position in the sheep department is*instanced in the fact that
John Jackson & Sons, of Abingdon, Ont., in Southdowns were
awarded thirteen firats and eight seconds, making a clean sweep
of ail offered, including two medals and a silver cup given by the
American Southdown Association. In Leicesters J. Kelly, jun.,
of Shakespeare, Ont., secured ten firsts and six seconds, nearly a
clean sweep of the class. In Cotswolds J. G. Snell & Bras,, of
Edmonton, Ont., carried off nine firsts and five seconds-the
lion's share of the class. H. Crawford & Son, Canboro', Ont.,
gets the balance, one first and three seconds. In Oxfords 11.
Toliton, Walkerton, Ont., gets five firsts and three seconds.

TuE « bonanza" farmer of North Dakota, Mr. DaIrymple, says
that if the population of the United States increases in the ratio
of the last ten years, wheat will be imported and not exported.
The negligent methods of agriculture keep the average yield of
grain far below that of the more carefully cultivated acres of
other grain producing conntries, particularly those in Europe.
The returns in the last Agricultural Report show an average of
Il bnshels for the whole country-15 in New England, 131 in
the Middle States, 17.4 in Oregon and Washington, about 10 in
Dakota, and only 6 in the Southern States.

THEzRE is an R in the month now and oysters are being dis
tributed by millions ta all parts of the country. The catch this
season seems to be a very large one by all accounts, and the
oysters are fat and succulent.

annual sales of cocoons were held, the peasants for three or four
weeks brought 40,000 ki'ograms daily ta market, and on one day
over 100,000 kilograms. Prices were lower than usual because
of the pressure of sales.

TaE Woodstock, Ont., Wall Paper Co., has assigned with lia-
bilities of about $2,400. Assets are about $190.-The assignee
for H. L. Chandler, insolvent plumber, Ottawa, bas received a
tender for the stock-amounting to over $1,000-which would
affird about 53 cents on the dollar, but the preferential claims
of rent and taxes are considerable and cr'ditors will probably
not realize mucb.

AN INTERESTINO return regarding the national debt of Great
Britain appears in the English papers of the 18th inst. At the
commencement of the year 1836 the aggregate net liabilities
were returned at £845,489,000, which-had been reduced ta

£788,797,000 by 1869, and ta £684,954,000 last year. During
the same period the funded debt has fallen from £760,294,000 ta
£585,959,000 in 1889.

SomE weeks ago the New Orleans laborers employed in hand-
ling cotton made a demand on the cotton press proprietors for
au increase iu the rate of wages of two cents a bale for com-
pressing and one cent a bale for receiving cotton. The demand
of the laborers bas been fully conceded. The price of coi
pressing will now be ton cents and of receiving thiree cents per
bale.

TaR agricultural schedule of the McKinley Tariff bill was
reachsed by the United States Senate Committee, and the duty
on barley and barley malt was fixed at 30 and 45 cents respec-
tively. Last year there was imported by the United States over
11,250,000 bushels of barley, the value of which was $7,750,000,
and on which the duty was over $1,125,000. Under the rate
fixed and recommended by the McKinley bill, the duty on the
same amount would be over $3,300,COO.

Tia PRODUTIoN OF QulcKsILvER.--The supply of quicksilver
during the past five years bas diminished while the consump-
tion bas increased. Hence the pesent high range of market
values. For the five years prior to 1885, according ta statistics
prepared for the U.S. Census Bureau, the average produc.
tion of the world was 115,000 flasks, in round numbers, while
frai 1885 ta 1889, inclusive, the average production was a little
over 104,000 fiasks. This falling ofi in the world's supply is due
ta the decreased production in the United States. From 1880
ta 1883, inclusive, the average production in the States was
about 55,000 fiasks, while for the succeeding six years the aver-
age fell ta about 31,000 flaaks, the smallest production in the
ton years being recorded in 1889, when the output was 26,464
flasks against 33,250 flsks in 1888. The census report contains
much intereating information concerning the quicksilver indus-
try of the Pacifie coast. There are sixteen firms engaged, whose
combined capital amounts ta $1,331,144, California bas eleven
producing mines and thirty six furnaees, giving employnent to
nine hundred and thirty-sevenoperatives, of whom five hundred
and twenty-one work under ground. In 1889 to produce 26,464
flasks of quicksilver 95,714 tons of cinnabar ore were used, the
total expenditure being $854,911, o which $626,289 was for
wages.

THE NE WFMUNDLAND FisiREs.-The fishery commission which
was appointed in 1888 shauld do much ta improve the condition
of the important fishing industry. The first step taken by the
Commission was the engagement of an expert Superintendent
of Fisheries, the choice falling upon Adolph Nielsen, a Norwe-
gian who had for years been an inspector of fisheries in bis native
country. After careiul investigation Mr. Nielsen reported ta
the Commission that the chief cause of the decline of the cod
fishery was the enormous destruction of immature fish by the
reckless methods that had been followed for years. He recoa-
mended, therefore, the passage and enforcementof laws prohib-
iting the employment of these methods, and the adoption of the
system of artificial propagation. These suggestions have been
carried out. The Legislature has given its sanction ta rules and
regulations drawn up for the first-mentioned purpose, and last
year a great cod and lobster hatchery, the largest in the world,
was established on Dildo Island, Trinity Bay. In an interesting
letter descriptive of this institution written ta the New York
Iribune by the Rev. Moses Harvey, of St. John's it is stated that
Mr. Nielsen will probably " plant " 100,000,000 of young cod this
season. Ifone-fifthof this number survive till their third or
fourth year they will, in accordance with the law of all fish life,
return ta Trinity Bay to spawn, and if they could all b3 captured
they would be worth when cured $2,000,000. These figures»will
give sane idea of the vast importance ta the colony of the oper-
ations now in progress at the Dildo Island hatchery. Iaimense
quantities of lobster eggs also are beinghatched thore, ta say no-
thing of the artificial p-opagation carried on by ineans of 432
floating incubators distributed among thirteen lobster canning
factories on the shores of the bay, Several years must elapse, of
course, before the fruits of this work become apparent, but Mr.
Nielsen is confident that by the end of that time the Newfound.
landers will find a vast improvement in the condition of their
fisheries. By that time also they may have secured the right ta
fih without molestation on their own fishing grounds-a right
of which they should never have been deprived, but which, atall
events, they are now determined to recover.

For the ilve monlits ending May 31, the
importe of linon manufactures showed a fall-
ing off of £86,150 as compared with the pre-
ceding year. The increace during June of
£181,055 wiped out this decrease and made
tho'lwlort record of the six months £94,890
larger than lin 1889. The leseened importa-
tians ta the end of May woro the recult of
poor buainess. Tho demand duiring the
spring months boing mucht smaller than
usuial, the importations ware in accordanco.
Whon tho Customs Administrative bill
piasel, the Importera itnmediately began ta
import largely in order ta save the small
advanco which that mensure inflicted, and
ais to sectre theinelvea against the results
of the now tariff bill. The July importa-
tions are nearly double those of thie same
month last year, and as a consequence the
stocks are so largo as ta malk it proapectively
diflicult ta hold up prices.

To any aone Who hu followedi the debates
in the House of Ropresentatives for the past

week, the asuigimption that sone American

pork products ara mit wlolesomo is not a
violent one, The following are come of the
articles used in the so-called t pure rofined
fanmily lard,' as proved beforo a comumittee of
Congress: "Cotton seed ail, sesme ail,
vegetablo oil, mineral ail, starch, caustio,
lime, aluni, carbonate of patash, salt, pota-

tocs, potato flour, cbalk, plaster of Paris and
barytes."

Water la used ae high as 35 por cent. in
thi adulteratedl compound whicl le known
as pure loaf lard. One witnless, Mr. Fairbank,
admitted thlat he used froni 60 ta 60 por cent.
of cotton seed oil and only 20 per cent. of
lard, and told the committee that ho
know botter what the consumers wanted
than they dlo tiemseolves. It was also shown
ln evidenco before lie commnnitteo, as proof of
the use of mixtures, that i 1885 Chicago
ehipped "lard," so-called, in excees of re.
coipte ta th extent of many millions of
paounide. The amount of bogue lard made in
the United States le believed ta be 520,-
000,000 pounds annually. The nmanufac-
turers of counîterfeit lard have grown rich.
It i a very profitablo business. They mix
cotton seood oil made of cotton soed, which le
almost valueless, and stearine, which le the
resldue left ln the ilLter baga after the oil le
presed out of beef fats in manufacturing
oleomnargarine, and thon add a emalil quantity
of lard, a third or a fourth, to give it the
tLste and appearance of lard. This cheap
etuiff they compound so skilfully taint few
could deteoct the coumnterfeit. It le labelled
"Puro reflued famlly lard," and bas undersold
honeet lard. Formerly the real Atàerican
lard sold ln the market amountedl ta over
500,000,000 pounds annually, a great thing
for our farmors, but the sale of bogus lard bas
driven genuine lard, such as fariners produce,

from the market. The proposed bill will put
an end ta the counterfeit businese, and re-
quire the manufacturera ta etamp their pro-
duct ln its truc name.

IT eeeme now a foregone conclusion that
the Knights of Labor will loe the strike
against the New York Central. Why they
never win a strike le perhaps explained by
the following significant interview published
la the New York Sun. Tom Barry was once
a power in labor circles and at one time a
member of the Executive Board of the
Knights, with Powderly and others. No one
ever accused Barry of being dishonest or
crooked. In fact, ha bas always borne the
reputation of being scrupulously upright, and
no man has the interest of the laboring man
more at heart. Asked of the outlook in the
prescent strike, he said the strike was a failure
from the start because it lacked proper exe-
cutive ability behind it. Powderly did not
take the field at the outset and marchal hie
forces as a good general, but stayed away
until it was too late, and even thon instead of
making a game fight spent the time ln writ-
ing long newspaper articles, complaining of
everything and overybody, and laying the
blame on others Instead -of on himself. Mr.
Barry was asked how it was that Knights of
Labor strikes all over the country failed. He
pauaed a long timo and then said : " If you
want me to tell you what is the reason that
the Knighte of Labor are a back number,
why, hore it ls : Did you ever hear of an
ofilcer in an organization trying ta bleed the
members for ail there was ln it ? Yes, par.
hapa you have. Lot me tell you something.
Do you remember the great Sonthwestern
strike? Woll, I was right in the midst of
taint quarrol. The stocks of the railroad fell
right ont of sight. While this strike was on
I was approached by a Wall street broker, for
I was a member of the Executive Board thon
and offored $10,000 in cold cash ta tell in ad-
vance when the strike was ta b settled. Did
I take it ? Of course not, or I would he wear-
ing a siglt botter clothes than I have on me
to.day. I told the broker I was not in that
way, and he accepted my declaration ae truth.
I refused that $10,000, but as a member of the
Board I laid the proposition before the others.
Of course, they rejected it with acorn; but
twonty-four hours later Mr. Powderly was in
New York negotiating with the very brokor
whom I clightod. One day later the strike
was declared off. If I got anything out of It
I have not cceived It. Perhaps Powdorly
knows better," Mr. Barry evidently knew
more of this transaction than ho told, but
would say no more.
