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HELP FOR 4 HOLY LENT,

There are many, very many mistakes about
Lont. People generally speak of it as a timoof
fasting, & season of self-denial, and so it is; but
this is not all. There are many persons in the
Church who have no definite idea about this
holy season, whose notions. fall as far skort of
the truth as those of persons out of the Church.
To think or speak of Lent, merely as a season
of abstinence from food—or as a time in which
wo are to eat coarser food than we usually do—
is'very wrong, very much short of the trath.

It is'a season in which the Churchy requires
her children to © turn unto the Lord witk all
their hearts, and with fusting, and with weep-
ing, and with mourning,”—* worthily lament-
ing their sins, and acknowledging their wretch-
odness, that they may obtain of Him, Who is
the God of all mercy, perfect romission and for-
giveness.” S

The observance of a fast before Raster is of
ovry early-origin. Itis mentioned in the Apos-
tolic -Canons. and- by ~various “writers”in the
second and third centnries. Origen speaks of
forty days before Rastér being set apart for
fasting, and at the Council of Nierea (A.D, 325)
this period was taken for granted. Both the
Council of Nicea sand Laodicea (A.D. 365)
- speak of Lient a8 an institution generally ob-
served by the Church. It is a vory precious
logacy of the Primitive Chureh, and if we make
a proper use of it we shall find it & means of
grace full of blessing to our souls,

IT IS ESPECIALLY A SEASON OF PRAYER AND
PENITENCE.

It is o season in which the Church demands
more than ordinary devotion from her children,
Her services are increased—are of a more sol-

cmn character—are such as are best adapted to
lead our thoughts away from the things of this
world to contemplate the mysteries of Redemp-
tion. Every day she would have her children
prostrate themselves in God’s Houso and pray
that He would * create and make within them
new and contrite hearts.” True, she offers us
no excitement. Her aim is to instruct us in a
sober, constant, and Secriptural piety, steadily
building us up in a knowledge of *“ the faith,”
and in ripeness of Christian character. She
would have us withdraw from the enjoyments
and plearures of the world that we may com-
mune with God; and she keeps two facts prom-
inently before our minds through all the Lenten-
tide—our sinfulness, and Christ's holiness; our
need, and Christ's sufficiency. To secure a
blessing in full measure from our prayers, we
must subject ourselves to careful and diligent
self-examination. To do this well and thor-
oughly, we should carry our scrutiny back to
the carliest recollections of life, and judge our-
selves by a rule that will not fail us when we
shall come to our great examination and trial
at the last day. S

It is well to nse some such

plan as the follow. !

ing, wheu we can take time fo if, and work out
each part carefully :

Let our life be divided into Joriods, such as
childhood, youth, early manhood, active life, or
such other periode as may bo marked in each
one's own history. Then let us take tho Bap-
tismal vows and promises, and senrch and ex-
amine ourselves to sec how close we have lived
up to our profession— which is to follow the
example of our Saviowr Christ, and to be made
like unto Him.” Or, let us take the Ten Com-
mandments as applied to the various dutics of
life, and cspecially those * two things’ which
we “chiefly loarn by these commandments”—
our “duty towards God,” and our “duty to-
wards our neighbour.” Let us think carefully
whether we have kept God's holy laws faith-
fully during one period of our lives, before we
go on to ancther. Of course this way of pro-
ceeding will be a work of days, and possibly of
weeks, but being well dong, it will be a real
step in our lives—the groundwork of a thorough
conversion to God. Prayer must go beforoand
follow after oach examination. And we sheuld
ondeavour to be regular as to time and place.
Wa read of our Divine Mastor that ““ He went,
as He was wont, io the Mount of Olives,” “and
when He was at the place.” Aad 80 we should
use ourselves (as far as we can) to pray always
in the same place; wo should reserve that place
for devotion, and not allow ourselves to do any-
thing common in it; never be there oursclves
but in times of devotion. Any little room (o,
if that cannot be), any particular part ofaroom
will answer very well. Praying always in the
same place gives it a sort of conseeration, ag a
place holy unto God, and helps us in owr devo-
tions.

LENT IS A SEASON OF FASTING.

Some good people think they can get along
very well, and live a godly life without fasting.

But they are mistaken, “Jesus Christ is the
same yesterday, to-day, and for ever. And
His Church is the same ;. the szme in its Minis-
try, in its Sacraments, in its Word ; it has the
same means of Grace now as it had at tho first.
On the subject of fasting, our Lord has not loft
us in doubt. Ho refers to it as an undoubted
duty, and gives us rules for the proper observ-
ance of it. He says: * When yo fast bo not as
the hypocrites.” Ilc does not enjoin his follow-
ers to fagt—He assumes that they woald do ko.
He does not say, “ If ye fast be not as the hypo-
crites”; but, taking it for granted that His
followors would fast, He tells them how to fast,
and says, “ When ye fast”—" When thou fast-
est,” etc. So IIc had said just before, “ When
thou doest alms”—* When thou prayest.” It
is {aken as 2 matfer of ccurse that those who
desire to serve God acceptubly will do these
things, according to their ability and opportunity,
with glad and willing minds, without question-
ing or doubt. And we bave rccorded, for our
instruction, the examples of holy men in all
ages, who chastened themselves by fasting and
watching unto prayer. Of couuse, there may
be cases in which it would be wrong to fast, in
which a man may have no alms to bestow, in
which even retirement for prayer may be im-
possible ; bt these are the exceptions, not the
rule. The Church wisely leaves her members,
cach orp to determine for himself, how much

self-donial ha can put upop himself. She gives
us no specific rules. She would have us know
that fasling is o help to and instrument of re-
entance, and only so far of consideration with
tod, and wise mon, as it contributoes to spiritual
and holy purposes.

So the Church bids us “give alms of our
goods,” but lays down no othor rule than that
wo are to be morciful * aftor our power.” “If
thou hast much, give plenteously—if thou hast
little, do thy diligenco gladly to give of that
littie, for so gathorest thou thysclf & good re-
ward in the day of necossity.”

And just so her rule about fasting. She has
appointed ‘‘days of fasting and abstinonce
through the whole year,” and on these duys
and during these sonsons sho “ requires such u
measure of abstinonce as is moro espocially
suited to extraordinary acts and exorcisos of
devotion.”

THE BEASON OF LENT I8 A SEASON OF WITH-
DRAWAL VROM WORLDLY PLEASURES AND
AMUSEMENTS.

It is, indeed, the part and duty of every per-
son who by Baptism bhas put on Christ, at ail
times * to walk answorably to their Christian
calling, and as becometh the children of light,”
Al baptized persons have renounced the world,
the flesh, and the devil, and how far, under or-
dinary circumstances, they may mingle in tho
amusements of the world, is 2 question which
each individual must determino for himself; but
it is well always to bear in mind tho saying of
St. Bernard, ©“ What a shame, to be the delicate
momber of a Head crowned with thorns."

Yot there are times and seasons whon there
can be no mistake; whon the Chureh has de-
cided that her children must retire, in a peculiar
manner, from this world to thinl of that whick
is to come. Lent is such a season. Liston to
the tones of carnest repentance which tho ser-
vices of tho Church now bLreathe, and say if]
after giving utterance to these, you cun rush at
once into the embraces of a world from which
you have just prayed to bo delivered. Is it not
a miserable mockery to go into the Lord's house
and pray—" Turn Thou us, O good Lord, and
5o shall we bo turned. Be favourable, O Lord,
Bo favourable to Thy people, Who turn to Theo
in weeping, fasting and praying,”—and then go
out into the world to minglo in all its lightness
and vanity ?

LENT I§ A EEASNN OF ALMS-GIVING.

“ Fasting,” says St. Augustine, *without
alma-giving, is & lamp without oil.” God has
no need of our help to relievo tho poor, but Ho
commands it for our own sakes. Giving is just
a8 much an act of devotion as is prayer, for we
minister o Christ when we relieve ihe poor.
What we give to the poor for Christ, God gives
back with interest ; Ho repays with liborality
the erumbs that are given for His sako; Hisre-
wards are laid up, even for thocup of cold water.
“ITe that hath pity upon the poor lendoth unto
the Lord, and He will repsy him.” (Prov.
xix., 172 If you can, make somo specizl offer-
ing for Church work through your pastor.

“What I squandered for self—I wasiad.
What I suved—I lost,
What I gave away—I have.”

1 have thus told you plainly how”you must
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. act, what you must de, if you would indeed and
in truth enjoy the rich blessings which the Len-
ten season affords to all who properly improve
4t. Be constant in your attendance on the ser-
vices of the Chureh; regular in yowr private
devotions; give gladly of your goods; judge
yourself; afilict yoursolf; bring your body into
gubjection, and keep aloof from the world.
Take up your cross daily. Jesus, the loving
Saviour, chose the Oross, and bore it, and died
upon it; and what & mockery of the faith that
is which gives us all of religion but the trial,
which exhibits the Master in hourly tribulatior,
yet would have His people clothed in soft rai-
ment. If God—severely kind—has not afilicted
yon, learn in some way to afflict yourself. Al-
lny the fervor of fleshly will by mortification ;
of ambitious desires by purposed and resolute
seif-nbasement, Exercise your hearts in loving
sympathy with sorrow in every form; soothe
it, minister to it, succor it, revere it. It is a
relic of Christ in the world; an image of the
greut Sufforer; a likenoss of the Man of sorrow;
a shadow of tho Cross. Itisa holy and a vener-
able thing. Let this Lenten-tide bear you a

ood way towards that “ rest that remaineth.”
%et it be a real step hesvenward, and a real
growth in Christ-likeness.

“Tt'strue, wo cannot reach Christ's fortieth day;
Yot to get part of that religious way
is better than to rest;
‘We cannot reach our Saviour's puritie :
Yot we are bid, ¢ Be holy e’en as He !’
In both let's do our bost.
Who gooth in the way which Christ bath gone,
Ts much more sure to meet with Him, thar. one
That traveleth by-wayse.
Perhaps my God, though He farre before,
May turn and take mo by the hand, and moro.
Muy strengthon my decayes.”

D THE CURIOUS ARTS.
SeRMON T0 BusinEss Men, BY REV. W. Hay

Arrxen, or Loxpon, At Trintey
Cuurcro, New York,

Many of them also which used curious arts
brought their books together and burned
them before ail men; and they counted the
price of them, and found it fifty thousand
pleces of silver. So mightily grew the Word
of God and prevailed.—Acts xix, 19, 20,

Wo noticed yesterday the great doity, Mam-
mon; its worship, liko that of other deities,
by sacrifico; that he demands and receives at
our hands the gift of that which ought to be
most precious to us. I told you that one of
the vory first things that aro frequently immo-
Iated nt tho shrine of Mammon is a good con-
seionce; nnd no costlior offering can possibly
bo prosented bofore the altar of this false god
than such a thing as that. No man can part
with & moro procious ireasure than a good
conscionce. I want to point out to you some
other forms that this sucrificial worship of
Mammon will take, and actually does take.

I desire to-day to call your attention to a
furthor consideration connocted with tho wor-
ship of Mammon. Al religions have their
mystories, a8 well as their sacrificial systems,
and the worship or cultus of Mammon is no
excoption to this rule. Thercare tho mysteries

of Mammon, just as thoro are the mystories of
trne religion, nnd as thore arc the mysteries of
Paganism. The anciont forms of Pagan supor-
stition had each of them mysteries of their
own, Very profound those mysteries no doubt
seomod to the uninitisted; very full of chican-
ery and doceit thoso mysteries no doubt seem-
ed to those who happened to be initiated into

them, The great orator Cicero is reported to
have remarked that he never could understand
how two soothsayers could meet each other in
the street without bursting out laughing, be-
cause they knew their own tricks that they
were practicing upon the credulity of mankind,
My friends, perhaps it would require a hiero-
phant of Mammon fo set forth properly the
mysteries of this most mysterious of arts, but I
do not think I should be wrong in saying that
the curious arts practiced in connection with
the worship of Mammon are quite as curious
as any of the arts of ancient necromancy, or
any of the mysteries of the ancient Greeks or
Romans, I venture to assume that there are
things as extraordinary performed in our
midst in this enlightened nineteenth century
in connection with the worship of Mammon as
ever were thought or dreamecd of by the most
eminent or ingenious of those ancient Chal-
deans. The effect of those mysteries must have
been disastrous upon the ancient worship, for,
for a man to know that he was living by chi-
canery and deceit was for him to lose his own
self-respect. Those two soothsayers whom
Cicero supposed to meet each other and burst
out laughing, while perhaps their laughter
might have been directed towards the credulity
of the crowd, might rather porhaps more ap-
propriately have shed bitter tears over the mis-
erable degradation to which they themselves
were condescending to stoop.

In every age of the world’s history, society
has had no worse foo than a habitual humbug.
It {8 not an uncommon thing to talk ubout the
humbugs of religion. I am not sure that it
might not properly be a more common thing

for Christian men to speak about the humbugs

of commerce, You know more about them
than I do, but the little that I know about
them has impressed my imagination somewhat
powerfully. You bave mystic transuctions
hero amongst you, as we have in our own
country, which may overawe the uninitiated
and lead us to feol what a terrible and fearful
and wonderful thing a Stock Exchange is. But
just 80 far as an uninitiated understanding be-
gins to grasp the nature of some of the transac-
tions, at any rate, which are performed in these
secrot and consecrated regions—ijust so far as
the understanding begins to grapple with what
is really meant by them, just so far astonish-
ment and admirvation begin to give way to con-
tempt, and by and by we begin to feel, after
all, that this much beloved worship of Mam-
mon is as full of hollow chicanery and miser-
able humbug as any system of Oriental super-
stition that ever existed in the good old days
gono by.

What shall we say aboust these curious arts ?
There are curious arts, which go by such curi-
ous names a8 bulling and bearing; very curi-
ous names, indeed, and very curious the things
that these same names represent. Now, we
rocognize these institutions as institutions
amongst us, as part of our commercial mach-
inery. It is coming to be regarded as a natural
thing that there should be an undue, an uo-
natural, an untruthful inflation of the market
at one time, and then an equally undue, unna-
tural and untruthful depression of the market
at another time; and men who call themselves
business men actually lay themselves out to
produce such artificial conditions of the stato
of & market as I have just described. Now,
that there must be rises and falls in the prices
of muterials is 80 obvious, that the fact need
scarcely be commented upon; but that any
man calling himself & man should lay himself
out to increase his own fortune by conveying a
false irnpression to the minds of the commun-
ity at large with respect to the value of certain
commodities—that this, I say, should take
place, is an outward and visible sign of a low
moral condition. Do not let us blink the fact.
It stares us in the face. In other words, this
is nothing more or less than a fashionable and
a gentleman-like way of picking pockets,

There is an ungentleman-like and an unfashion-
able way of picking pockets, and i5is done by
people with ragged coats, for the most part—
people who do not occupy a reputable position
in society. They do not drive in their car-
riage and pair, and do not have grand drawing-
rooms furnished with every luxury and adorn-
ed with works of art. They are poor fellows,
for the most part; there is a very slender step
between them and starvation, and in order to
satisfy the cravings of hunger and keep them-
gelves alive, they do occasionally a brisk trade
in pocket-handkerchiefs. We know it is dis-
honorable; ws call them thieves, and if we
can only catch them we send them straight off
to prison. But you will bear me out that
there are other ways of picking pockets, that
there are many men who steal ﬁesides those
that pick pockets in the street. When a man
induces a false conviction with regard to the
value of an article, with a view to his own
emblument, or when conversely that man lays
himself out to depreciate that same article,
still with a view to bhis own emolument, what
is he doing ? In the first place, let me say, as
straight as I can put it, he is lying; and the
business man that lies does not deserve the
name 8f 2 business man. It seems to me that
legitimate, manly, straightforward commerce
precludes this ides of chicanery and deceit;
that in so far as you are a liar, you are not &
proper business man, and in so far as you are &
proper business man, you are not a liar. A
man that condescends to devices of this kind in
order to increase his wealth, is making a con-
fession that he is mot a proper business man.
Why? Because he cannot trust himself to do
business with his compeers in commercial life
on honorable terms and conditions; he cannot
trust himself, and by the very false impressions
which he generates, and by the very lies whick
he circulates, he is practically making this
confession: “I amn so much an inferior in com-
mercial capacity to my neighbor on the other
side of the road who deals honestly, and whose
business transactions ave straight, that I can-.
not keep pace with him as long as I am handi-
capped with honesty. He prides himself that
he can be honest, strictly upright in all his
trangactions; what he says, you koow he
means. On the other hand, I am so much in-
ferior in commercial capacity, or—there is an
alternative perhaps—Iam so much his superior
in commercial rapacity (that may be the al-
ternative, and I will give you tho benefit of the
doubt), that I find it necessary to resoit to
means that he never would condescend to re-
sort to. Hoe tells the truth; Ilie. He gives a
straightforward opinion; I create false impres-
gions. If a man asks me as to the character of
goods which I am interested in, .or stocks in
which I am dealing, whereas my neighbor
would endeavor to let the man know exactly
what the true state of things is, I, on the other
hand, am such a pitiful specimen of & business
man, that I have to endeavor to throw dust in
the man's oyes.” What a confession for a man
to make! But theso are very mysterious arts,
are they not? Quite as curious as tho arts of
ancient necromancy.

4 PAROCHIAL MISSION.

(By the Bishop of Bedford.)

It is a serious.thing to resolve upon a Mis-
sicn in one's parish, and needs much serious
thought. It is bringing a very powerful force
to bear upon one's people, and they will be tho
better or the worse for it. It cannot leave the
parish as it finds it. To invoke this powerful
force lightly and carelessly, without definite
aim and purpose, and without a distinct graep
of the practical working and ultimate results

of a Mission, is to make a fatal mistake, A
man who, conseions of his own defscts, and of
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+he unsatisfactory state of his parish, fancies a
Mission will set all to rights, and do a large
art of his work for him, is only preparing for

himself disappointment, and for his people
gomething worse—namely, the hardness of re-
jected grace and the deadness of burnt-out ex-
sitement. The first thing to be thoroughly
conscious of, in weighing the question ¢ Shall
I have s Mission ormo?” is the fact that a
Mission will inevitably stir up plenty of mud,

o to Jight plenty of hidden evil, and carve
Ex?%lentygof ?uturgr work. If a Pavish Priest
says, 1 long to know my people better; I
long to get ab their trne wants, ic nnderstand
their true difficulties, to be brought face to face
with their.real inner life; I am getting into a
groove, working by routine, failing to touch
wholo classes, such as the laboring men, the
young lads, the rich and prosperous; I long
Yor more true, living, self-denying work; I feel
myself capable of it, and, God helping me, I do
not mean to shrink from it;” if a man speaks
thus, 1 would say, “You are the man to have
o Mission in your parish!” A Mission (it can-
not be too strongly enforced) is a beginning—
not an ending. 1t is a gathering-up of work
for years to come. It is an attempt to lift the
whole parish up to new life, and earnestness,
and loving labor.

We will suppose the question, as to having a
Mission or no, sottled in the affirmative, the
uext point is to secure a Missioner. You had
better wait to get the right man than get the
wrong man because you do not like to wait.
But it is nob always easy to say who is the
right man. Certain qualifications, however,
avo obviously neccssary. He must be a man
of deep religious earnestnese, and of some
power and force of character; he must be wise
and loving; he must bo one whom you can
trust, and whom you can bid your people trust;
he must preach and speak with readiness and
simplicity; and he must be strong in health
and voice. If you have any friend answering
to this deseription, secure him for the earliest
time he can give you. The best time of year
for o Mission is at the beginning of the winter,
ie, in Qctober or November, or else before
Lent. Tho winter gives you the best oppor-
tunity of organizing the various classes for in-
struction, and the varions instrumentalities for
aiding the spiritual life of the parish, to which
the Mission has given birth. It is also the best
time of year for finding your people at home,
and the Mission will furnish you with material
for largely increased intercourse with the indi-
vidual members of your floclk.

But the time is drawing near, and now every-
thing will depend upon the nature and the
thoroughness of the preparation. And that
again will depend upon the spirit in which it is
undertaken and carried out. It is no work
which can be done by mere excellence of ma-
chinery. Organization is necessary, but or-
ganizalion is nothing if there is wanting a
spirit of love and devotion. Warm hewrts, full
of sympathy, full of godly ardour, full of holy
self-sacrifice,—thise are the only things wo.th
organizing. Of course you capnot have any
amount of these to order; but if you ean com-
mand none, I should very much doubt the wis-
dom of holding a Mission at all. You are,
however, sure to have some such loving, ea-
nest, self-denying workers in your parish, and
even two or three can, as the writer knows, do
great things at such a time. And the presence
of one who has had experience elsewhere in the
work, even if only visiting the parish for two
or three weeks before the Mission, is often a
great blessing and a great help to others whose
hearts are willing, but whose knowledge is
scunty, and hands are clumsy. .

It is impossible to enter into details in a

short paper like this, We are trying simﬁly
to give a few general hints which may possibly
be useful to the Parish Priest who is thinking

of baving a Mission in his parish, The Mis-
sioner will, of course, advise concerning the
length, the nature, and the methods of the pre-
paration, and will himself visit the parish and
talce counsel in person with the clergy and
their band of helpers when the more active pre-
paration is about to begin. The great things
to be aimed at are to Infuse into the parisha
thorough conviction of the seriousness and im-
portance of the coming Mission, to take care
that no one is in ignorance of the meaning and
nature of the Mission, and, ahove all, to let all
s0e that the work is undertaken in a spirit of
Prayer, and in entire reliance upoun the Holy
Spirit of God.

To describe what ‘should be the nature of'the
Mission week itself is rather to counsel the Mis-
sioner than the Parish Priest. And yet we
venture to add a few words on this point, since,
of course, the Parish Priest will have at least
gome direct influence in determining the char-
acter of his Mission, if in no other way, yet at
any rate by his choice of his man. It is, then,
of primary moment that the tone of the Mission
should be that of gravity and earnestness, and
not of bustle and excitement. The calm,
simple solemnity, which would naturally follow
the realization of God's presence and of a work
done solely for His glory, is what should mark
the whole progress of the Mission. All mani-
festations of excitement is of necessity an evil,
Grod uses this power like all others implanted
in man, for His own glory: and there is a calm,
deep, sober oxcitement [if we may so speuk],
which is none other than the work of God’s
Holy Spirit in the Soul. On this point one may
learn much from J. H. Newman’s remarlablo
sermon on “ The Religious Use of Excited Foel-
ings,” and on‘ Religicus Emotion ;’ although
we are presumptuous enough to hold that this
groat thinker and writer minimises the pro-
vince of the emotions, and assigns to them
almost too limited a sphere of influence in the
daily life of the Christian. Be this as it may,
thospirit of the Mission, oven if some amount
of chastened excitement is inevitable, should be
calm, prayerful, carnest, and real. Above all,
the Mission must bo wholly practical. Unless
the outflow of the emotions be instantly guided
into practical channels, there is great danger of
a mere wasteful and harmful inundation. It is
this that makes the inculcation of definite
practical resolutions so helpful in a Mission.
It is this that makes it so absolutely indispen-
gable to bear in mind from the very fivst that
you are gathering up material for long after-
work, and that those awakened to deeper
goriousness by the prayers or preaching of the
Mission week must not be allowed to drop, but
must be classified and trained, and led on, by
Bible Classes, Confirmation Classes, Communi-
cants’ Classes, and, above all, by much quict
personal intercourse, to the full stature of Holy
Christian manhood.

Years pass by. The Parish Pricat looks back
to the time of his Mission. What fruit can he
discern as still abiding? At first there was
much promise. But now ? Well; perhaps he
was too sanguine. He will have his dissapoint-
monts. Yet, if his Mission wore & wise luying
of the foundation, and he has been a wise
master-builder in his after-work, he will be able
to point to here one, and therc one, simple,
quiet, godly souls, who have learnt tho dead-
liness of sin, who have grasped the comfort of

ardon, have seen visions of Divine holiness;
who have beheld the outskirts of the measure-
less love of Christ; who have found new joy in
prayer, and npew light in praise, and new
strength in Holy Communion ; who are travel-
ling on, not without their troubles, but peaceful,
hopeful, joyful through all, and who have said
to their pastor in hours of quiet and blessed
intercourse, and do say in their own !.wm-ts
again and again, “Thank God for the Mission!"”

From these figures we Jearn that the snormous
sum of eighty-one millions has beon contri-
buted within the last quarter of a contury for
Christian work at homo and abroad, a sum
which, novertheless, does not fully reprosent
the amount of tho Church's voluntary offor-
ings for tho spiritual and social well-being of
mankind,

WesLeY's Pastoran Apvioe.—Tho Rev,
John Wosley was a Churchman from convic-
tion, felt it his duty to remain in the Church,
and frequently expressed his determination to
do so. He charged the Methodists not to leave
the Chureh, oven though thoy thought their
minister’s lifo or doetrine was bad. Ho loved
the Church Service and preforred it to all
others; observed the Fensts and Fasts, At
tended Chureh, oven whon ho expected an un-
edifying sormon, and read the Church Service
before preaching. Required the Socioty to at-
tend Church constautly, and to reccive tho
Holy Communion there, and urged them to do
8o oven if they did not esteem theil minister.
Spoko from his own experience and that of an-
othor of the great blessings obtained in going
to Church, and described tho loss which he
said some persons had sustnined by not doing
so. Would not let tho Methodists hold their
meotings in Church hours, as ho considored
that ¢ this would be a formal separation from
the Church ;” showed how experience proved
that the adoption of this course would not bene-
fit the Society; enforced his rule on this point
as steictly as ho could. Knew the sin of dis-
sent; on prineiple refused to go to Dissonting
meetings, or allow the Mothodisls to go to
them. Lost some membors of his Society by
his strict rules with regard to the Church Ser-
vice. Disowned those who separated from the
Church as having been influenced by Dissentors,
and having no connoction with him, and im-

 plied that for the most purt they had not been

regular mombers of his Society. Complained
that theso *“Secedors and mongrel Methodists”
did not help, but rather impeded his work.
Traced the failure of Methodism in some places
to disloyalty to the Church, and its success in
other places to the adherence of the members
to it. Declared that if his preachers adminis-
tored the sacraments, they would by that nct
rocant thoir connection with Methodism, and
commit the sin of Korah, Dathan and Abiram.
Took steps to provent separation from the
Church. Reported the decisions of eight Con-
forences in favor of continuing in the Churel,
and with regard to each of thom eaid and im-
plied that the decision was unanimous, When
he was dying, and just before ho ‘‘ changed for
death,” expressed strongly his wish ihat no
chango should bo made in the condition of
affaire, and in almost his last words prayed for
God's blessing on tho Church.— Weekly Church-
man.

Lay. Evancenists.—The Bishop of Lich-

“Qur little band of lay evangclists, hondod
by their devoted chief, are winning many souls
for Christ, as they proclaim, in the highways
as well as in our mission rcoms, the freeness
and the fulness of the Gospel of Christ.

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these men in Scriptural knowledge and in the
. dootrines of the Church, They will be a.great

Bisaop TeMPLE oN THE REMEDY FOR S0GIAL
Drsorpers.—The Bishop of London, preaching
on & recent Sunday night in St. Paul's Cathe-
dral, for the first time since his tramsiation,
said that together with extraordinary progress
in all appliances for material comfort we were
confronted with a state of bodily misery, of
want, of squalor, with unblessed and unholy
conditions in which men work, and there was
no answer to all our invitations because there
wag nothing moral or spiritual which corres-

onded with the increase of material resources,

ut by a slight change in the conditions of
life, the separation of men from one another,
and the difficulty of classes understanding one
another, might be removed : the degraded call-
ed to the cultivated and refined, the ignorant
‘to those possessed of knowledge, and it was im-
possible to be deaf to the ringing force and
perpetual iteration of the cry which was utter-
ed from the depths of society. The remedy
must be sought, not in the profusest use of
money, not in charity taken by itself, but by
the moral elevation of the masses. They must
be taught wnot to bear their privations sulkily,
but by true self-denial to seek a higher purpose
and a nobler life. This we could only teach
them by striving aftor a higher moral stand-
ard in ourselves, by learning what was lacking
in us, and by a more entire surrender of our-
selves to the se.nctifying influences of the holy
lifo of our great Kxemplar,

TrE Besr SUNDAY-ScH0OL TEACHERS.—Ac-
cording to a noto in the Sunday school Chron-
tcle, “smart” Sunday-school toachers are not
desiderata. There is no room for the smart,
the striking, the popular, the exaggeration
that arrests attention, in owr Sunday classes.
They are the spheres for steady, quiet, patient,
wise, faithjul work. There i3 no slavery on
earth so grinding a8 that which the public
teacher knows who has established a reputa-
tion for saying smart things, The thousands
of us may chovish this most comforting assur-
ance—the world's best work, of every class,
has always been done by men and women who
nover snid, or didl, 8 smart thing,

AN UNFASHIONABLE MARRIAGE.—~The mar-
ringo of Miss Mary Gladstone to the Rov.
Harry Drow wae a solemn, imposing, beautiful
roligious ceremonial, but it was grossly un-
fashionablo ! Oy, vather, it was in the newest
and best fashion, for its eimplicity was very
charming. *Society " was, of course, well re-
presentod, but socioty had to come with the
crowd, uninvited; tho dresses were beautiful,
also, of course, but thoy wero of the simplest
book-rzuslin. The service was rendered as such
o servico ought to be rendored, viz, in the
?-J’)irit of one of the holiest ordinances of the

bristian religion; not as the subsidiary pre-
toxt for & public display of finery and worship
of society's gods. No less was, indeed, to be
oxpected.

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DIOCESAN THEOLOGICAL COLLEGE.

—

To the Editor of THE CHURCH GUARDIAN :

Str,—A correspondence has lately appeared
in your paper respecting the application of the
anthorities of the Montreal Diocesan College
to the Quebec Loglslature for powers requisite
to grant degreesin Divinity, This application
has been criticised in some quarters, and it has
been suggested that Divinity degrees should,
in the case of graduate members of the Mon-
treal College, be obtained through the Faculty
of Divinity in an already existing Church Uni-
versity—DBishop's College, Lennoxville. There
would be difficulties at present in the actual
carrying out of a scheme for the granting of
Divinity degroes by Bishop's College to those
who have passed through the Montreal Diocesan
College: for the present statutes require some
period of residence st Lennoxville,

Those whe understand the position of the
Theological Colleges affiliated to McGill Uni-
versity in Montroal can quite see that there is
no reason why graduates of the Diocesan Col-
lege should—as regards Divinity degrees—be
left in a position inferior to the other Theolo-
gical Colleges. The Presbyterian and Congre-
gational Colleges have, I believe, the power of
examining for and conferring Divinity degrees.
These degrees, however, when obtained, are not
direct University degrees; they are at the hest
indirect University degrees; they are not recog-
nized by McGill as Divinity degrees of Me@ill,

1t is quite natural for the graduate students
of the Montreal Diocesan College to aspire to
Divinity degrees, and the qwestion which ap-
Elears to be raised is: Which is preferable?—

or them to obtain these degrees from s Col-

1lege which s not a University, though éﬁli_a.ted

to & University; or to obtain them“from s
Church of England University ?  Other things
tbeing equal, one would be -inclined to think
the latter course would be preferable, even with
the difficulties that are in thé way according to

resent regulations, viz, of residence and of

ength of time required between B.A. and B.D,
(ten years at present).

But would it not be better for the Church,
and for all parties concerned, for the Univer-
gity of Bishop’s College, as well as for the
Montreal Diocesan College, if some new basis
of agreement could be arrived at, whereby
Divinity degrees for Church of England candi-
dates conld be conferred as the resnlt of joint
action by a Board of Examiners representing
equally both Colleges, and approved by both of

- | the Bishops of the Province,

No new powers for granting degrees would
be required, as under this scheme the degrees
would be Divinity degrees of Lennoxville, The
Lennoxville regulations would have to be alter- -
ed to meet this scheme by the recognition on
the part of the University of residence in the
Montreal Theological College as equivalent to
residence in Bishop’s Collega.

The subjects for examination, and the de-
tails of the examination as regards dates and
periods or intervals between degrees, should
also be left to the decision of the Joint Board,

According to this scheme both parties would
give up something. The Lennoxville faculty
would share its undoubted present rights with
ancther body; the Montreal College would
give up its wish to grant separate degrees, and
would form an alliance on equal terms, rather
than an affiliation with Lennoxville, for the
purpose of granting Divinity degrees. The
Church would be the gainer, and the character
of the degrees would lose nothing.

Itis thought by some, who have reason to
know, that in any case the subject of its owr.
Divinity degrees will be discussed by the Con-
vocation of Bishop’s College at an early dats.

It is to be hoped that the Convocation of
Bishop’s College will meet shortly, in order not
only to digcuss changes in its regulations for
obtaining Divinity degrees, but also to consider
fairly the whole question of Divinity degrees
in this Province, and especially whether some

roposal of & comprehensive nature could mot
Be carried which would give the Montreal Dio-
cesan College all the. opportunity it desires of
obtaining Divinity degrees on terms satisfac-
tory to its own anthorities, and yet withou*
adding to the existing number of separate de-
gree-pranting bodies.

It is to be hoped that any such scheme, duly
considered and debated, will not fail for want
of a candid and friendly examination of the
whole question, and especially that the stand-
ing ground of one’s own dignity should not be
sought by any of the parties concerned.

« THE RECTOR OF CHRIST CHURCH
CATHEDRAY, AND OF THE PARISH
OF MONTREAL.”

——

To the Editor of Tee CHUROE GUARDIAN:
S1,—In your issue of March 3rd, two cor-
respondents made-enquiries with respect to the
Title and Diocesan Duties of the Rector of
Montreal as * Rector of Christ Church Cathe-
dral.” In endeavouring to meet these enquir-
ies 1 shall refer to several documents. For
brevity I shall omit references to_the Rector’s
position and responsibilities as & Parish Priest,
and shall confine myself to such extracts as
bear directly or indirectly on his Cathedral and
Diocesan office. The following facts throw
cohsiderable light upon the matters referred to.
Royal Letters Patent, dated June 7th, 1820,
constituted ‘the Anglican Parish of Montresl,
.the Parish Church, and the office of Rector, on

ctory in England.” . Bebides being res-

. constituted & corporation gole, like an Huglish
ctor.  'The fee-simple of the ground upon
which the Parish Church was built stood in his
pame; and he alone (under the ordinary safe-
gurrds) had power to sell the Parish Church
and other resl estate of the Rectory. This
ower descends to “his smccessors,” About
thirty years' aflerwards, pamely on June 18th,
1850, the letters patent were issued (still fol-
Jowing the English method in such cases),
which constituted the Diocese and Bishopric of
Montresl, and ¢ did farther ordain and declare
that the Parish Church called Christ Church in
the said City of Montreal should, henceforth be
the Cathedral Church and the See of the said
Bishop of Montreal and his successors in the
gaid See.” Under these letters, Christ Church
is not only used a8 a Cathedral, but{s the Cathe-
dral Church of the Diocese. The Bighop’s offi-
cial seat, known as his  Oathedra,” “Sedes,”
#See,” or “Throne,” wes thus fixed in Christ
Church by competent authority, which gave it
ermapently thedistinguishing characteristic of

g Cathedral proper. As in the numerous simi-
ilar cases in England, “Christ Church Cathe-
cral” then became & true and lawfuldeseription
and title of the Parish Church of Montreal ; and
the Rector of the Parish Church became ‘the
Rector of Christ Church Cathedral.” Rector
Bethune was constantly so described by persons
well versed in English ecclesiastical Iaw and
usage ; and Bishop Fulford in a letter dated
Jan. 26th, 1866, recognized him as possessing
“ gheolutely and solely,” ‘‘the nomination of
the staff of clergy connected with Christ Church
Cnthedral,” Reotor Bethune continued to be
responsible for the services in the newly econ-
stituted Cathedral; and he also retained the
power of selling the Cathedral, as he previously
had the power of selling the Parish Church ;.
and he actuslly did sell the old Cathedral after
the fire of 1856, This was done under the ad-
vice of the late Mr, Justice McCord and Chan-
collor Bethune, After the death of Rector Be-
thune, Mr. George Macrae, Q.C., described him
as follows in & vote of condolence: “We have
to deplore the loss, by death, of our much re-
vered Pastor, the YVery Reverend John Bethune,
D.D.,, Dean of Montreal. and Rector of Christ
Church Cathedral” The Rev. M. S. Baldwin
was eclected as Rector Bethune's successor.
Bishop Oxenden prepared a remarkable manu-
seript to be read I?y him or by his Chancellor at
the Induction of the new Rector (Oct, 13, 1872),
it “ gave and granted unto the Rev. Maurice S.
Baldwin,” * authority to discharge the office of
& Priest in the CaTeEDRAL of Christ Church.”
Mr. Baldwin's advisers regarded this document
a8 illegal, and calculated to deprive him of his
roper status and authority as Reoror in the
ATHEDRAL. A.dispute arose: the whole mat-
ter was gone into ; and the Bishop eventually
saw his mistake, and inducted Mr, Baldwin ‘“to
discharge the office of REoTOR in the CATHEDRAL
of Christ Church.” Soon afterwards, s long
correspondence’ took place between Bishop
Oxenden and Rector Baldwin with regard to
their respective rights in the Cathedral. The
matter was put:info the hands of some of the
ablest lawyers in Canada, who, kmowing the
Cathedrel and parish to be on the English
foundation, obtained from the Cathedrals in
England information by which they interpreted
the laws and usages of Christ Church Cathedral.
The result was embodied in ‘the “Statutes of
Agreement” which were signed on June 12th,
1876, by the Bishop, by the Rector, and by the
Cmg;oratio’n of Christ Church Cathedral, on be-
half of themselves and their snccessors. These
*“ Statutes,” which are now the recognized in-
terpretation of the existing laws and usages,
begin by declaring ‘that “ the Rector is respon-
gible for the due” and orderly performance of

tion of all duties appertaining thereto, cither
‘a8 CATHEDRAL or

arish Church,” It is fur-
ther provided that “at visitations, confirma-
tions, ordinations, meetings of Synods (Diocesan
or Provincial}, and on public occasions of gen-
eral thanksgiving or of geueral fast, the services
of the Church and the appointmentof preachers
will be under the special direction of the Bish-
op”; but “all” his Lordship’s “ orders and di-
rections concerning the Church, either as Parish
Church or CATHEDRAL, shall be given to the
subordinate officers of the Church through the
Recoror.” ‘The Cathedral Rector is, therefore,
the diocesan official npon whom falls the re-
spongibility of organizifig all diocesan services
in the Cathedral, be they many or few; and
everyone who has organized suuh a service,
knows that where these services are numerous
(a8 they ought to be in. every Cathedral) the
office of Cathedral Rector is no sinecure. The
Induetion of the present Rector, Mr, Norton, 6n
June 17th, 1884, appearsto have been conducted
in strict accordance with the above facts and

precedents. The Chancellor read the Bishop's

presentation as follows :(— William Bennatt by
Divine permission Bishop of Montreal, Toour
well beloved John George Norton, greeting:
we do by these presents, freely, of mere good-
will, give and confer upon you the office of
Rector of this Cathedrhl and of the Parish of
Montreal, &c., %¢.” This document, signed and
sealed by the Bishop, was then handed to-Mr.
Norton, together with the Bishop’s license, in
which he is authorized to “ perform the office
of Rector of Christ Church Cathedral and of the
Parish of Montreal”” Tho Bishop then read
another declaration, in which, among various
descriptions applied to the Rector, he is referred
to as  Rector of this CaTHEDRAL Church.”

The authorities of Cathedrals have various
statutory rosponsibilities towards the Bishop
and Diocese.  The above facts will partially ex-
plain these in the case of Christ Church Cathe-
dral. But there are other responsibilities of a
moral and spiritual kind in connection with
every Cathedral, These arise out of ancient
usagos, rights and privileges, and the recog-
nized position of every Cathedral as (I quote
from the present Archbishop of Centerbury’s
recent charge) the “ Mother Church of the Dio-
cege,”  Pavish Church of the Diocese,” the
* Home of the Diocese.” Cathedrals are, for
instunce, morally bound to be centres of love
and unity in their respective dioceses, and to
set an example of freedom from party spirit.
Cathedral authorities have no jurisdiction or
authority of any kind over other churches and
parishes, nevertheless they are bound *“to the
utmost of their power to assist in the improve-
ment of sacred music not only in the Cathedral
but in parish churches ”; and many Cathedrals
have done & great work in these, and in other
respects, by their influence and example. Arch-
bishop Benson adds: **The iden of a Cathedral
was slways rather a large one. It proved it-
self quite too large for some concoptions.”

The responsibilities of the authorities of
Christ Church Cathedral have been of late very
fully, and not always very kindly, discussed in
both secular and religious papers. The Cathe-
dral suthorities are anxious to discharge their
duties to_the best of their power. But permit
me to siy that there is another side to the
whole question, which has been too often over-
Jooked. We have heard much of ther sponsi-
bilities of the Cathedral authorities towards the
Bishop, the Diccese, and the public generally;
but we have heard little or nothing of the re-
sponsibilities of the Bishop, the iocese, and
the public towards the Cathedral. The Bishop's
Installation Qath binds him to maintain * the
rights, privileges, liberties, laws and ordinances
of this Christ Charch, the Cathedral Church of
the Diocese of Montreal”; “and I will not
knowingly prevent or impede anything which
may be lawfully done for the advantage and
honour of the Cathedral Church.” This obliga-
tion, which is laid upon the Bishop by oath at
his installation, descends as & moral and spirit-

val responsibility upon all his faithful clerg;
and laity. - Happily there are many through-
out the city and diocese who have not forgotten
their responsibilities as Churchmen towards
their Cathedral,

Ho
was ordained deacon in 1840 and priest in 1841,
by the lato Bishop Inglis, the Province of New
Brunswick being then included in the Diccese
of Nova Seotia. Crnon Scovil served first aa
Curate of Trinity Church, to tho late Dr. Gray,
and subsoquontly was for several years Rector
of Norton, which pavish he resigned upon his
father’s docease, to again remove to St. John.
Cunon Scovil did not again undertako parochial
work, but his sorvices woro always cheerfully
and volunfarily givon to assist his brother
clorgy, and for many yoars he acled ns honorary
chaplain to the Provinein]l Lunatic Asylum,
maintaining tho sorvice regularly each Sunday
afterncon. He took a warm intevest in the
Diocosan Church Society. of which he was a
vico-prosident, and in the establishment of the
Diocesan Synod, and its subsequent union with
the Provincial Synod of Canada, Failing health
induced his removal to England, but his interost
in his native provinco novor flagged. The
Sodilin in Trinity Church, 8t. John, were his
gift, and almost his last letter divected the pay-
mont of o contribution to one of the couniry
missions of the diocese. Canon Scovil married
a daughter of the lato Henry Gilbort, Esq., of
St. Jobn, Hiswidow and a son, F. 8. Scovil,
Taq., of Brighton, England, survive him.—8t.

We know that the Clergy are, as a body,
wretchedly paid, but this alone would not ac-
count for this state of things. Can it be that
the Ministry has come to be considered less
honorable than in former years? Wo fear that
the exigency which seems to require that our
Bishops ehall admit to Orders in some cases
men not as fully prepared as they would wish
is operating to lesson the estimation in which
the Office is hold; and that the suggestions
mnde in the Standard of the Cross in reference
to the decrease of candidates for the Ministry
in the Sister Church m America are not with-
out force. It says:—" We suggest s partial
remedy. First, higher requirements as to per-
sonal character in the ministry. Secondly,
higher vequivements a8 to ministerinl educa-
tion, The result will be, so we believe, an in-
crease in Candidates for Orders. The advance-

ment of ministerial sta.ndmg and mﬂuence, of
ministerial devotion and enthusissm will be
a permanent guaranty of lhe increase of the
nainistry,” ) .

‘We fear that Churchmen generally are not
alive to the great and erying’ evil that exists
with regard to the way in which persons take
upon themselves the position of Godfathers and
Godmothers, without considering at all that
they have thereby incurred any religious re-
sponsibility whatever, In some places the
custom of having Sponsors at- Baptism has de-
generated into the merest form. This ought
not so to be. 'The Sponsors make certain pro-
mises in the child's name, and then the clergy-
man points out to them that, having done so,
itis their parts and duties to see-that the in-
fant be tanght what a solemn vow, promise
and profession he hath then made by them.
How many Sponsors take any trouble in this
respect ? At the present day, to obtain for
each child baptized three- persons, other than
the parents, who will look after its spiritual
interests, i8 in many, perbaps in most cases,
impossible. Many people do mot appear to
know that parents are now permitted to stand
for their own children, Many people also do
not seem to be aware that one of the Canons of
the Church of England directs that Sponsors
must be Communicants, The latter rule has
becomo almost 2 dead letter, but we generally
observe the old and less defensible rule that
there must be three Sponsors, other than the
parents, for each child. We hold that it is a
great injury to the Church that her solemn
ordinances should become no better than forms,
and we would earpestly impress wpon the
Clergy their duty to instruct the people com-
mitted o their charge that when they under-
take the office of Sponsor they incur a very
solemn responsibility by so doing, and that no
person is justified in undertaking this office
unless he intends to do his best to see that the
child is instructed in the articles of the Chris-
tian faith as set forth in the Croeds and other
formularies of the Church.

AszroNast the many acceptable and gratify-
ing testimonien borne to the good work being
done by this paper, none has tounched us more
deeply than the following from a layman in
the far west, who, renewing his subscription,
writes we know from no spirit of flattery, but
in sober, Christian earnestness, he himself be-
ing a faithful laborer in the Master’s vineyard.
Our hope and prayer is that the Guarpian
may remain faithful and true, and that it may
be by God’s blessing still more helpful to many
and many more Soldiers of the Cross in the
battle of daily life :—“I have done all I could
toprove to many the sound views scattered on
the ocean of a ginful world by a Church paper
of the true faith. May the olarion of truth
reach far and wide, and the hosts of Satan be
shaken by your voice. I find the GuarpIaN
ever 1n the front rank, with her face to the foe.
Many & cheering word, and many & helping
voice to the many soldiers looking for the
coming of the Master, while fighting foes with-
in and without in His cause.”

In the Fortnightly for February, Dr. Barry,
a Roman Catholic dignitary, argues that either

Roman Catholicism is Christianity or there is
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po Christianity, because every other form of
the creed bends towards the ‘denial of the ma-
jesty of Christ, Whose figure is gradually dis-
appearing. We ghould say that amidst the
often sterile conflicts of the sects, the figure of
Chvist: was the only one reappearing. The fol-
Jowing is & remarkably vain assumption; but
in view of the recent conduct of the Roman
‘Church in Ireland, it cannot be read without
amusement:—¢ Only one Church has never
yielded, never faltered, never gone back, never
made 2 compromise with infidelity, never let
go the Old Testament or the New, never hesi-
tated in the conflict with kings or peopls when
Christianity was ab stake.” Our reading of
history may not be considerable; but it testi-
fies to & modification of the word ‘“never " in
gvery instance, which even “ bardly ever” fails
adequately to describe,

Tee London Guardian, which for thirty
years has championed Mr. Gladstone as the
model Bnglish statesman, is at Iast compelled
to give him up, and in a melancholy article,
entitled ' The Liost_Leader,” it mourns over
the fall of its shattered idol. 'We can sympa-
thizo with our able contemporary, having to
gome extent shared its former admiration for
the most brilliant, but, as recent events have
shown, the most unreliable public man of the
present century. There is scarcely an opinion
or & principle that he has ever professed which
he has not subsequently remounced, but per-
haps tho most inexcusable and inconsistent act
of his whole public career is his late appoint-
ment of a blatant atheist to one of the most
responsible posts in the Government. Wo pity
the unhappy man whose mind is befogged by
intellectual doubts of the truths of Revelation,
and 80 long a8 he respects the convictions of
others we can even respect his doubts, but we
can feel nothing but contempt for the petty
vanity and ineffable littleness of mind which is
displayed by a journalist who goes out of his
way to wound the most sacred feelings of his
readers by writing the Sacred Name with a
small “g.” Vet this is what was done by the
new Chief Secretary for Iveland when he edited
tho Fortnightly Review. Aund this is the man
who is now the most trusted and influential
adviser of that most high-minded, honorable
and Christian statesman, William Ewart Glad-
stone! Alns| how are the mighty fallen !

Ir is somotimes charged against the Church
by those outside her pale that she does not
tountenance revivals of religion. The appoint-
ment of such seasons as Advent and Lent ought
to be a sufficient answer to this charge. These
fre the times when with us men and women
ire bidden to bestir themselves, to shake off
the lothargy of indifference, to examine them-
selves whether they are in the faith or not,
and Ly selfdenial, more frequent and more
CArnest prayers and communions, and the for-
mation of holy resolutions, to correct and
imend in them whatever hath dispieased their
Heavenly Father, It is true that there is
mach in modern Revivalism of which we can-
10t approve, bus all that is good in a Revival—
more frequent prayers and preaching, confes-
Sion of sin, endeavors after amendment, calls
% a holier life—all these are included in the

God is not revived amongst usat these seasons,
it is simply because we do not use the means
which the Church has placed within our resach.
The canse of much of the apathy and indiffer-
ence to spiritual things which we deplore
amongst our people is to be found, not in any
lefect in the Church’s system, but in their
failure to use the means of grace which have
been so liberally provided for them. We re-
joice in the fact that these holy seasons are
more generally appreciated and used than they
were even a fow years ago, but there is still
much room for improvement in this respect.
Lot us all strive to make the coming Lent a
time of genuine revival of the work of God,
first in our hearts and lives, and then in the
hearts and lives of those around us, and we
may be quite sure that, in answer to our efforts
and our prayers, showers of heavenly blessing
will descend upon the waiting Church,

NeBrasgA Diocese has its Church Guardian,
too, and under the heading ‘ Notes from the
Bishop” we find the following remarks, which
apply to the several Dioceses of this Province
and to ourselvrs:—The Bishop is convinced
that mach might he done by the clergy of the
Diocese to extend the circulation of The Guar-
dian if a vigorous effort was madein that direc-
tion.

It
is quite as important for & minister to inquire
con cerning the spiritual life of a people who
have called him to be their pastor, as for a
people to inquire concerning the spiritual life
of a minister whom they are about to call.
Many a young man has been brought into pas-
toral relation with a people who have, by their
indifference to spiritnal things, effectually
quenched his youthful zeal for Christ, and
brought him down to the low level of their own
spiritual life. If the churches wish to exercise
anoble powor over their ministers, and have
joyful and efficient pastors, let them * walk in
truth.” Many now-a-days doubt the Scriptures,
despise the Church and profane the Sabbath ;
but let “the children” walk in “the good old
way.ﬂ

The Church News (Diocesan paper of Missis-
sippi) speaks in the following vigorous terms
of our duty as Church peoplo:—

From all sides, from all denominations of
Christians, people are turning their thoughts
to the Church's claims, and worship, and his-
tory.

CEYLON.

A writer in the Ceylon Diocesan
Gazette, in a description of &
“ faghionable native wedding,” in
which the ceremonies and festivities

extended, as among the Hobrews of | &

old, to tho eight day, observed that
the fenst exhibited caste distinctions
in & more favorable light than they
appear in elsewhere. “Iere were
persons of very differont walks of
life, rich and poor, the educated and
the uneducated, sitting at the same
tabloas brothers at amarriage feast:
the uneducated and the yoeor bene-
fitting b¥ the refined manners and
convorsation of tho educated and
the rich; the rich and cducated
glenning experienco of the poor.
Pcople of the samo caste look on
onch other with brothorly foeling.
Ts not caste, then, o means of draw-
ing peoplo together ? By this I do
not mean to soy that tho observance
of custe distinetion is a good thing,
fur from it; but, undoubtedly, it is
mueh bettor than tho empty boast-
ing of those who suy that there
onght 1o be no such thing as caste,
and yet ave scrupulous in obsorving
worse distinetions than thoso of
censlo, such as the distinctions of
worldly runk and positions.

NATAL.

Tho offorts to sccure among the
Indians (Hindu Coolies) who find
thoir way to Natal, suitable Chris-
tinn Indians as teachors and cate-
chists, have beon fairly successful.
Itis o matter of somo difficulty to
oblain the services of an carnest
Christian, able to teach a school in
English, besides speaking Hindi
and Tamil. Twelve such men are,
however, now omployed, and work
is progressing in Mgritzburg and
Durban, and all tho const par-
igshes. Tho numbor of Indian chil-
dron in Church schools is 340, or
about Lwo-thirds of tho entire num-
bor now under instruction in the
colony. In Durban and the neigh-
bourhood there were fiftoon bap-
tisms last year, and there.are about
twolve adults in proparation for
Confirmation. There aro soventy
baptized Indinns in this district,
and o new building is much needed,
both for the school and for worship.
Classos are now taught in the nar-
row verandah und undor the trees,
Three of the older Mahommedan
children are, with thoir parents,
being prepared for baptism, and the
school often affords to the Mission-
ary an entrance to heathen homes.
Thoe Munshi Azing Bari, an Indian
Fvangolist of much nbility and

renching power, has lately come
vom Cualentta, and it was hoped
that the Mission would be able to
rotain his services.

to most of the adjoining Islands, as
woll a8 to the Marshal ard Gilbert
groups, At present twelve Ameri-
can Missionaries, men and women,
aided by a barkentine with auxil-
iary stonm power, are engaged in
the work, gy that means the con-
verts, a3 soon as thoy are well
enough trained to teach others, are
distributed among the Islands,
whore they sometimes have charge
of nalive congregations, In some
places the whole population attends
the Missionary schools. The con-
dition of society in several of the
Islands has entirely changed since
the Missionaries began to labor in
them, The people are respectably
clad, and willingly accept the teach-
ing offered to them. The Mission-
wry vessol on her last voyage was
oxpected to land toachers on Yap.
The populsation of the Curolines is
doubtful, Ponape may have 6,000
inbabitants ; Ruk about 12,000 ;
while Yap has from 8,000 to
12,000, :

MAURITUS,

The total population of the island
of Mauritius is reckoned at 380,000,
of which only 120,000 are other
than  Indian,” Of the 120,000,
only 10,000 are of the Church of
England; but there are many
Church of England Missions among
tho “Indinns,” and large congre-
gations of them have been formed,

" The Bishop iz endeavouring to form

Training Institutions for Creole
catechists and Mission agents, who
greatly need a better and more dis-
tinctive training for their work.
The poorer congregations arerising
in intelligence and kndwledge, and
efforts are being made to organize
an indigenous Church. hree
young Indian Creoles have been
sent to India, and are now in Holy
Orders. At present some seven or

eight promising young men are re-
ceiving such training as their cir-
cumstances will allow, at the hands
of the Missionaries : but it is most
desirable that they should be placed
in some training institutlon. It is
roposed to erect the building on
ose Hill, near the Bishop's resi-
dence, that the students may be
under the Bishop’s supervision, with
facilities for practieal work. In-
struction and lectures will be pro-
vided by the Clergy, and a duly
qualified Creole clergyman is to be
in charge of the institution. Thus
itis hoped, without the expense of
a salaried staff of teachers, to carry
on the systematic training of the
students for Catechists ‘and Deacons,
work. The Bishop is anxious that
the Church of England should not
be behind the French Roman Ca-
tholic community in their exertions
for the benefit of the Crecle popu-
lation. A grant of £127 has been
conditionally voted for the work by
the Christian Knowledge Society.

- KNIGHTS OF TEMPERANCE.

Amongst other methods adopted
in the United States to further Tem-
perance work is the formation of
an order known as the Knights of
Temperance, instituted by the Exe-
cutive Committee of The Church
Temperance Society of the United
States for the purpose of banding

*together young men between the
agoes of fourteen and twenty-one in
tho intercst of Tomperance. The
order is governed by a Central

Council, which has its headquarters
‘at No. 47 Lafayette Place, New
York., Temperance is set forth in
the constitution and the ritusl in
its full scriptural zense of self-con-
trol, and 28 covering and including
soberness, purity and roverence.

Thore is no element of secrecy
about the order, save that none but
mombers of it aro permitted to at-
tond tho mootings.

The following are practical sug-
gestions that will be of help to
rectors and Jaymen who may be
interested in the spread of the
order :—

1. The rector must nominate a
wuorden, vice-warden, and sub-war-
den, who will be the conurolling
officors.

2. Ordinary membors must be
botween fourteon and twenty-one
years of ago.

3. Applications for charter must

- be signed by rcetor, wardens, and
ot lenst ten prospective members,

4, Official request must bo made
to the Grand Commander, accom-
panied by envollment fee of $3.50,
on receipt of which, charter, six
copies of ritual, six copics of con-
stitution, &c., will bo forwarded.

5. Companies must make returns
on Jan. 1st, May 1st, and Sqpt. 1st,
and pay a per capita tax of throo
conts por member.

6. Rogalin must be obtained from
tho headquarters of the ordor.

7. Arrangements should be made
for simplo drill, after the conclu-
sion of business, in order that it
may be attractivo to the boys.

8. Membors at the first meeting
of each torm choose the following
officers by ballot, viz.: Captain,
lieutenant, ensign, treasurer and
assistant troasurer, socrotary and
assistant secrotary, senior and
junior color-guard, senior and ju-
nior sontinel.

9. Companies form their own by-
laws and terms of mombership.

10. Secrotary mustenter and read
minutes nt ench meoting.

11, Troasuror must hand cash re-
coived to warden at the close of
onch meoting.

12, No business can be transacted
uuless the chavter is hung in the
room or laid upon the lectern.

13, Maximum cost, complote re-
alia, articles of the best quality,
52.20.

14. Minimum cost, complete re-
galia, articles of the second quality,
$17.15.

16. Assistant secretary and as-
sistant tronsurer may be dispensed
with if desirable,
