Tar Bishop of Rochester has started & dio-
cessn movement for promoting higher educa-
tion in the things of religion. The objeot
of this movement ‘is to be the encouragement
of systematio study of biblical, ecclesiastioal.
and liturgical subjects; on definite lines, for
which purpose olasses, leotures, sud lending
libraries will be arranged for, and examina.
tion papers set at the end of each year.'

Tae latest confirmation statistics for Bug-
land and Wales show a continued and general
progress ‘m almost avery diocese, and & con-
siderable improvement in the total results. The
pumber of persons confirmed has rigen from
198 164 in 1884 to 225,776 in 1889. Taking the
whole of England and Wales for the triennial
period 1887 8 9, thero wae an annnal average of
220 -396 persons confirmed, or one confirmation
for each 118 of the population.

Tae Dean of Rochester, in an evening
germon on & recent Sunday at Rochester Ca-
thedral, spoke about the absentees from publio
worship, He named some of the exonses for
this absenteeism. A man stayed at home fo
read his Sunday newspapers, which the Dean
ocharaoterised as the latest insult that hed been
applied to the Lord's Day, and the latest bur-
den that bad been put upon the life of the
working man, Or he stopped at home to read
a novel, or to look at his bank-bock, or to
do scores of other things for which he ne-
glected his daty of listening to the mossage of
God. Or those who say that they can worship
as well at home as in church the Dean asked,
‘Oan they?’ He donbted whether st home
they could fael the glorious sympathy of
Christian love which was felt by those who
gathered within the Cathedral walls,

Goop Wosps for April will contain the first

IN the following striking sentence the aim

Oh-
if wo all adopted this practice, the offertoryl
would not be such a form as it is at presen,
people just giving in such & manner, as that,
while they maintain respeotability, they may

Truly the
Roman Churoh learns ncthing and forgets
nothisg. To-day in Europo and Amerioa she
continues to give abundant proofs that it in for-
tanate for us here in Englaud that our fathers
shed their blood and laid down their lives to
freo us from her yoke, The cardinal sin of the
0.d Catholics is that they csnnot acospt the
dogms of the infsllibility of the Pope. It ia
anticipated that the effect of tho perseontion
will be the extinotion of the Old Catholics in

LET US ANCHOR OUR CHURCHES
AND MAKE THEM FREE,

The latest contribution, that wo have seen to
the controversy on the ‘ Free Chnrch’ question,
is & little brochure under the above title, from.,.
the pen of the Rev, W. S. Rainsford, D.D.,
Hector of Bt. George’s Church, New York,
The suthor is well known in Canada, having
been for some time connected with St. James’
Cathedral, Toronto, There is 8 good deal in
the name or title of a book or pampblet ; and
we have no doubt that the title of this will at-
tract many. Though we do not find any now
or very striking argument advanced, the old
ones are well and forcibly put by Dr. Rains-
ford. In brief but terse terms ho meets the
objections made to free pows; and points out
the arguments in their favor . moro than euf-
ficient in his opinion to counter balance the
admitted advantages of rented pews, Referring -
to existing ohurch buildings, and the way'
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to make them more effective, Dr. Rainsford
88y8.:— g v
Bofore we talk, however, of increasing our
ohnrches, the question is, how shall we make
the churches we have more efficient’ in their
“work # I think it must be evident to us all,
that the large and costly churches wherewith
our city abounds must siways stand as the
most direot embodiment and illustration of the
sotual religion of Jesus Christ to the masses of
that oity. Hospitals, of course, and other
charitable institutions are also embodiments of
the Christion idea; but even before these, the
churches do rapresent to the minds of the
multitude the Christian ideas of the time. Let
us try, then, and look on these churches from
the outsider's point of view, use his eyes, and
gee what kind of Christianity these churches
seem to witnees to, ‘
In most of our lsrge city churches, a number
of well-to-do people gather, week by week.
They pay so much towards the support of the
institution in whioh they worship, and for
their money. receive an equivalent in the shape
of a pew, which is either rented or owned by
them, which is as muoh their property as the
smoking-room is the property of a member of
the olub, or her bhoudoir the property of the
lady of the honse, More so, indeed, for law
has decided thet & pew is real estate. Into
this private property the outsider is often
curteously admitted, should he seek to attend
worship; but he has no right there, what-
ever, These churches are simply to provide
worship for those who combine to support
them ; and,, those who do not ocare enough
sbont Christianity to pay for the support of
a church, have no place in them except as
guests; and those who are not able to pay the
large sum that many of them demsnd in pew
rent, must either perpetually attend church as
a guest, or muet go to some poorer church.
This may be natural, but is not right. If our
churches are to do the work they must do, it
will be because they teach the multitude of
¢ @allios' really to believe that we want them
in the Church, want them to taste and see how
. gractous Christ can make &all life to men; want
" to make them believe that since, before man-
" kind, Jesus set an open door, we believe in an
open door, too; that at that door all are wel-
oome ; that no one so worldly, so oareless, so
godless, so ragged, so dirty, so dark with
deapair, so lost, so skulking, so ashamed, so
afraid, coming from any corner of this wioked
world, but he can come and weloome, Make
them see that the churches are not anxious
beforo all things to get something from him,
but that something we do hold in trust for him,
and that, before all things, we do desire to give
him ; that this is our aim, this is our duty, for
this we live, for this we support our services,
and pay our ministers, and-offer our sacrifices ;
that this, as well as the provision of worship
for onr Christian people, and teaching and
guidavoe for our Christian youth, is the duty
of the Churoh. We cannot make one olass of
Church ombody the idea of worship alone.
and snother class the missionary Gospel to the
oareless or unbelieving. This is impracticable,
and in result hurtful. We must seek to embody

a gospel of invitation 10 the multitudes of to.

day in every Christian Church we erect.
" There are some Christian men who hold that
the duty of worshipping God is each individu-
al's first concern ; and as long 88 he performs
this duty faithfully and to his own satisfaction,
and so long as the worshipping organization to
which he belongs is selfsubstaining, he need
not greatly trouble himseif whether the poor
or the oarelsss join in it or not. Thisis & per-
fectly intelligible position; but I beg leave to
think it will not long remain a tenable one.
For, to repeat what 1 esid a little time ago, the
. public will judge of us and our Christianity as
they ses our religion embodied in the worship
of our great and prominent churches; and on
these churches falls the responsibility of giving
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ublic sn adequate or sn inadequste
conception of Christ's religion.

The great

viding a Juxurious worship for those who can
pay Jiberally, and who own its floor, while it
gathers up the crumbs thst fall from 1its rich
table, and with these orumbs supports mission
houses or chapels. If it act so, the public will
say, “ You sre content to spend the larger por-
tion of your income and your interest in pro-
viding for yourselves & luxurious religion,
while on the duties of seeking the needy, the
godless, and the lost, you spend less money and
less attention.’

I am very sure that to make our city
ohnrches more efficient, it is necessary to com-
bine.in them, far more thoroughly than we yot
have done, aggressive Christian work with the
duty. of Christian worship. The Saviour's
words, ‘Go oat and compel them to come in,’
are for no one time or people; and the Church
that would lead men to Him must bind the
words on her brow and feed on them in her
goul. She must make it, boyond any possible
misapprehension, plsin to all men that she
believes in the freedom of the Gospel of Jesus
Christ. She must not even seem to place a tax
on the privilege of being -converted. Jesus
never intended that any man, be he Jew, Turk,
infidel or heretic, shonld be asked to pay an
entrance fee to the Lord's Supper, of which
His Church is the custodian, If she expeots
the multitudes, who sarround her churches or
pass them by, who care not for her religion, to
pay for what they don’t value, she expeots too
much, As a matter of fact, it has become so
fixed & principle with us that the Churoch’s
servioes are for those only who are willing and
able to pay for them, that we are inclined to
resent the presence of those who do not pay.

The Church of God ought not to be & place
where money can buy privileges, In the Church
of God, as well as under,the s0d, men are equal.
The distribution of sittings in churoches upon
competitive principles—the best seat going to
the highest bidder—is an anomaly that dis-
graces our Christianity in the eyes of an
unbelieving public. We revolt at simony in
the pulpit; but we practise it all the while
in the pews. It may be sometimes necessary
to yield to the desire of families to have a
definite place assigued them; but this sas.
signment should be made on some principle
that will give the man who pays five cents &
Sunday as good a place as he who can pay five
thousand dollara & year.

I fully believe that it is this intolerable pew
gystem that has been largely reeponsible in
producing the alienation which keeps the
working olasses away from our churches; nor
do I believe that we shall ever get them there
again, until wo Fave altered radically our pre-
sent modes of raising money for oburoh sup-
port. The poor have & natural dislike to a
system whioh reminds them of their poverty,
in the very place where they are told that in
@Qod's eyes a long purse makes no difference,
Unoable to pay for sittings, they yet have a
humsan pride which resents their being poked
into-odd corners and free seats and galleries,
where the richer people do rot go.

LiveerooL.—This parish of Tridity Church
is one but seldom heard from, and perhaps we
are too baokward as regards {urnishing our
quots of * News from the Home Field,’ we will
thorefore break this silence for a space by re.

ferring briefly to our Church services in the
Holy season Iateiy ended.

Throughout Lent we observed with satisfac.
tion and thankfulness that the ocongregations
were excoeptionally large, inoreasing in numbera
as Holy Week approached; and all through
that week & goodly number of reverent wor-
shippers assembled morning and evening, pre-
paring themselves we trust for the great feast
of Easter Day.

Oan Good Friday there were four full services,
two in the Parish Church, and two in the
country ohurches ; oune four and the other eight
miles distant from the Mother Church. This
must have kept the curate’s day very fully oc-
oupied, It was remarked that the congregs-
tions in the Parish Church on Good Friday
were lavger than they had ever before been on
that day, nearly all the sesta being taken up,
and not only was the Church well filled, but it
was an unusually guiet day throughout the town,
It is gratifying to see a growing tendency to-
wards the obssrvance of this sacred day.

Eester Day was bright and fine as one would
always like it to be, The church too wasbright
with its white veating, and lillies and other
flowers with whioh some of the ladies had
decked the altar and font. The organist and
choir also did their part well, There were
many communioanis: forty-eight at the early
celebration, aud 67 later—in all 115, Thig in-
oluded nearly all the adults who were able to
get to Church on Easter morning. Thesorvices
wore all that one could wish except for one
great caune of sorrow, the evident feebleness of
our heloved rector, the Rev. Dr, Nichols, now
for over forty years rector of the parish. He
hed been too ill for sevaral weeks to attend the
gervices, but by a great effort was present on
Eastor Day at Morning Prayer, and was sable
to take a part in the celebratior. We hope and
pray that he may be restored to at least & mea-
gure of his former health,

On Easter Monday the .vestry met as usual,
The former churchwardens were again eleoted,
delegates appointed to the Synod and to the
Centonnial celebration at King's College, one
hundred dollars voted to bs added in futare to
the ralary of the curate, the Rev, A. W. Harley,
M.A., and the finances of the church shown by
the accounts of the churchwardens to be in a
most satisfactory condition.

SNOW, & very pleasant and usoeful surprise was
given the Reotor by hia faithfal parishioners,
in the shape of a good substantial sleigh. Leav-
ing out of the question the value of the gift it
speaks well for the kindly feeling that exists
between priest and people, showing in & most
conolusive manner the confidence reposed in
their spiritnal friend.

The death of the Rev. J. H. Jenkins, B.A.,
bas touched the heart of the older clergy of this
Dioocese, and X have waited for an abler pen to
call attention to his life, Born in New Bruas
wick he came early to Quaebeo, whon his father
was, I believe, engaged in teaching, so his very
boyhood had a classical learning, and as used
to be said, Latin roots were mixed with his nur-
gery rhymes. .

ondowment. The Rector's residence is a fine
two-storey brick building, almost new, sitnated
upon a lot containing two aores, and is entirely
free from debt. Darivg the past year a very
neat and comfortable brick church was erected,
with stained glass windows (five of them being
beauntiful memorials of former parishioners),
with furnace, extension pews, and all modern
conveniences. This, too, is free from debt and

' was thereforo consecrated by the Bizhop at the

time of its opening.

There is also an out station a ‘few miles dis-
tant, at Wisbeach. where St. Paul's Church has
stood for nearly 35 years, but, strauge to eay.
had never been out of debt during that long
period. However, this churoh has recently
been beautified, aud also freed from debt, ro
that on the Jth February last it was conse-
orated by the Bishop and became in fact what
it had long been in name merely—the House
of God.

The parish thus comprised under the name of
the Reotory of Warwick i one of the most
compact in the Diocese of Huron, inasmuch as
the great majority of its membership live upon
tho London and Sarnis, road, the best gravel
road in the county of Lambton, Possessed of
two neat and comfortable churches and a large
and commodious reotory, all free from debt;
and presided over by a rector who is the unani-

- mous choide of the people, the prospects of this

parish are bright and ko peful,—London, Ont.,
Fres Press.

Rev A, MoNabintoned Even-
gong to the third Coilect, Rev. P. Spencer
reading the lessons and Rev. T, Geoghegan the
remainder of Evening prayer. Rev. E. Bland
delivered an eloquent sermon from Malachi 1,
vii, to xi, The service closed with & recessional
hymn, At 7:30 p.m. the church was again
‘“rowded. ™ The clergy present were Reva,
Piper, Howitt, Gribble end Rural Dean Macken-
zie, of Graoe church, Brantford. Evensong
baving been sung, Rural Dean Mackenzie gave
an eloquent address on temples and temple
building, The presoher showed how in the
beginning of history, in the childhood of the
human race, men had bailded altars and oalled
on the name of the Lord, referring to the
magnificent temples of Assyria, Egypt and
Peru, speaking of our Anglo-8axcn and Celtio
forefathers. The preacher dwelt at length on
the Jewish tabernacle and the first temple.
then, passivg on to the second temple, he
showed the origin ard meaning of the syna
gogue worship, olearly proving that the latter
is perpetuated in the various systems and plans
sdopted by Christian bodies; while the Holy
Eucharist serves to perpetnate the temnle wor-
ship ; that Matins, Litany and Evensong, cor-
respond to the Synagogue worship, while the
great Christian obligation of the Blessed Sacra-
ment is the representative of the latter—the
bigher worship. The addrees was listened to
very attentively and furnished food to many
for thought,

On Friday evening, Rev. E. Fessenden, rec-
tor of Chippawa, preached Hvensoug, from
Psalm 53,1 and ii. He spoke of The Chureh,
the mystical body of Christ, shewing that
Christ had founded & society called the church
t6 be oontinned to the end of time; that to
this Church were committed the preaching of
the Word and the administration of the Saora
ments; that just as the life from the parent
vine is communicated by the ssp to the
branches, g0 the spiritual life is commuricated
to the members of the Church from their
spiritual head, our Lord Jesus Christ.

On Saturday evening, sfter Evensong had
been sung, Rev. F. E. Howitt, of Stoney Creek,
preached on the spiritual life in the individual,
taking for his text the rebuilding of the walls
of Jeresulslem by Nehemiah.

F. C, Piper as Epistvller, and the Very Rev,
the Dean of Niagars, ss Gospeller. His Lord-
ship delivered an esrnest, thoughiful and im
pressive sermon from tho words * And hath
put all things under His feet, and gave Him to
be the head over all things to the charch, which
is Hig Body, the fulness of Him that filleth ali
in all,”* Eph, 1, verses 22 and 23. His Lordship
held the large congregation’s enraptared atten-
tion while he enlarged upon the facts : that the

ciety, vix, throngh its officers the Bishops,
Priests: and Deacons of Apostolic order-
ing and appointment. Those who; chose to
separate themselves from the sooiety of Christ's
appointment, might be compared to members
soparated from the body to which they had
originally belonged. At the close of the ser-
mon the service was proceeded with, as on
Thursday morning previous—the number of
communieants being very large,

DIQCESE OF ALGOMA.

Urringron.—The Easter vestry was held in
the Church hall, on Tuesday, April 8, Present
the Rev. H. N. Bardén, Messrs, R. Y, Corrigan,
lay reader, James Kirkpatrick, people's
warden, L. B. Smith, R. MoBride, T. Coulter,
W. H. Tinkiss, vestry clerk, and others,

The meeting being held immediately after
Evensong, the chairman proceeded immediately
with his opening address as follows :

My Brethren.—I have great pleasure in
meeting you here at our second Easter vestry
since Ifirst came among yon, and I avail my-
self of this opportunity of wishing you all
& sucoessful and usefal year. Of one thing we
may rest assured, that it oan and will be szo-
cessful and useful, only in proportion, as it is
spent with & constant remembrance of the pre.
sence of Him, who is with us in all oar ways,
88 he was with the two on the way to Emmuus.

If you will permit me, I would pas in
review, the varions works we have together
been engaged in duripg the past year. And at
the same time, I would impress npon you the
deep debt of gratitude we awe to Almighty God
for the success with which he has crowned our
efforts.

Daring the year, 201 services have been held
in the mission on Sundays, and Holy days,
Bosides theee sorvices there has been of eourse
the ususl week day services; 28 children have
been admitted into Christ’s Church by Holy
Baptism ; 8 persons have been united in Holy
Matrimony ; and two bave passed to their rest,
There are some 22 candidates for the rite of
confirmation. Among the most snecessfal of
our undertakings are the Sunday school und
Bibla-classes, the former have upwards of
eighty names on their books, and the latter
about thirty. The attendance &t both is also
good. Take the register of 8t. Paul's Sanday
school for the last three months and we find
43 per cent. have made the full number of st
tendanoces ; 21 per cent. have missed but one;
20 and 16 per cent, have missed two and thres
attendances respectively. The attendance at
the weekly Bible olass is even more satisfac-
tory, Another of our works is proceeding in
a most hopefnl manner, I mean 8t Paul's
Guild. It is impossihle to ssy the amount of
good this will be oapable of doing, when it
is more folly developed. Saorely the fact alone
of 113 aseociates in England and other parts of
the world, offering prayers at the Holy Eachar-
iet, for the mission and the souls therein, can
not but bring down upon all great blessicgs,
from onr Heavenly Father's hand, as may our
prayers, briog upon them like blessings, The
Church Workers' Guild also desorves nolice;
small are its numbers, bat willing and aoxious
sre its members, to do what they oan for the
good of the Church they lave so well. Ouar
pewly formed Mission band, bas I beleivo 21
members, each of whom would say * Silver
and gold have I none; but anch as I bave give
I unto thee.”

Personally, I have delivered 367 sermons
and addresses ; paid 421 pastoral visils; trav-
elled some 3,191 miles on doty ; written 795
letters on matters connected with the mission,
(of letters received no account has been kept);
I have received about 1,300 newspapers and
periodicals, and 10 packages of artioles of
clothing, and srticlee for the Christmas tree,

also I have obtained grants of books, eto., 10
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the estimated valne of $10. To the donors of
all these things I have tendered our grateful
thanks. In passing [ would note the heavy
expense all this means in the matter of postage,

duty, and in some cases of carriage, all of which
I bave been compelled to meet out of my own

ocket. Of the new church so much has been
said already, that I will but briefly refer to it,
and that more that we may be reminded, to
whom the privilege of having this house in
our midst is due, and.of the danger of ever
neglecting that house, when the first blush
of sucoess is over. ‘The total cost of the build-
ing snd its contents smounts to §519.56, of
this sum $760.34 has been contributed, thus
leaving & debt of $19.21, of which amount fifty
is covered by promises, How is it possible for
us ever to show our gratitude to those who
have so nobly helped the mission in this
matter # The question of money matters is
one that deserves our deep attention. You
kave & oircular from the Bishop with regard to
the finances of the Diocese, and I would most
earnestly beg you to consider the same, and if
possible to comply with his request, It is not
to the cl"rgyman, or to the Bishop, or to the
Church that wegive, but to God ; and ¢ He still
takes pote of onr offerings as certainly as when
His Son sat dver against the treasury, and
beheld how the people cast money into the
treasury.’ On this subject I shall have more
to say later, but I would now impress upon sll
that what they have (be it much or little), is
only so much committed to their care, and in
giving to God you are only giving to Him,
what bas belonged to Him from the first. He
whose commission I hold, and who has given
to me the grave responsibility of ministering
unto you, tatght Himself, both by example
and precept, and by His grace. I would copy
Him, my risen Master, who in his dying on
the cross for us, gained the repentant thief; go
brethren would He teach all His disciples to
teach. I have, after well considering the whole
matier, determined to add myseif 20 per cent. to
the extra amount if you will double the con:
tributions you are now giving to the stipend
fund, I regret that your offerings to thie fund
sre 80 much (more than hali the amount
pledged,) in arrears. I could understand it
better, if I found that those in arrear, had
given largely or otherwise t{o the Church build-
ing fand, bat such is not the case, Taere
is room &lso for improvement in the ordinary
Sunday offertory, its total amount for the year
is but $33.78; the Church expenses for the
year amount to $17.46. The following expenses
have also been incurred: Sunday school $1L,
choir $13.45, library $8.36, to meet which I
have been compelled to draw upon my own
slender purse, With reference to the services
in St. Paul's, it is admitted by all, thai for
warmth, beauty, and heartiness, it would be
hard to find thoir equal in the backwoods. We
cannot praise too highly the efforts of our
young organist, indeed when I look back from
such festival services as thowe of Easter day
(made all the more impressive after the solemn
gervices of Lent), to the service held in this
room, on the same day last year, I feel we can
never thank God enongh for all his goodness to
us during the past twelve months. The regis-
ter of attendances of church families, at the
Sunday services, shews that only 20 per cent, of
those families, were represented at all the Sun-
day services, held sinoe the Church was conse:
crated, and that a like number have not been
represented at all, and many were only re-
presented by some younger members at &
number of the services, 1 hope brethren that
God will send us the blessing of a larger num-
ber of worshippers during the coming yesr.
Why should not each member of the vestry
determine that nothing shsll keep him from
the services, and moreover, t0 bring some one
else with him, This has been tried elsewhere
with success. There are living within three
miles of this room 7I families, of these 29 he-

long to the Church of Eungland, and these
19 consist of 139 souls. The average Sunday
attendance at the serviees is 85, ordinary week
day service 10; in Holy week the average at
the daily services was 19 5.6. At the out
stations the number of families belonging to
our Church is larger in proportion to the total
population, but of course that is not so large.
The young men's club, which shonld have been
doing good work now, has not{owing to the
prevalence of “la grippe” at its advent), yet
made any progress, but I hope to see it soon an
establiched faol. As also a branch of the
‘ Ministering Children’s League,” which has
80 much to recommend it, My wife was Presi:
dent of & branch in which God last permitted us
to work, and -we know the good & branch of
this society is capable of doing, in faot it has
only been want of funds which has kept us
from establishing & brancu before.

Abundant opportunities and ever increasing
calls for further dévelopment of our Chureh
lifo in Uflngton, and in those out stations
connected with it, like waiting' our attention
and requiring our aid. *“Benot weary in well-
doing,” but rather let us see if we ocannot

80 reorganize our time and so readjust our

existing responsibilities, that without neglect-
ing them, we may find more time for God.
Brethren pray for yourselves, and for me, that
I may minister to you in holy things according
to God's will, and for our dear Church, that
God’s presence might be incressingly reslized
in all our services; and for ourselves, that God
may draw us all closer to onme another and
to Him, This is my unceasing prayer, let it
be yours, :

None of the members present offering any
remsrks upon the address the vestry pro-
ceeded to comsider their position with reference
to the stipend fund, after some considerable
conversation it was suggested that the vestry
olerk should request those who had not paid
the amounts pledged, through the * envelope
system” to do so immediately, and that the
vestry should adjourn to await the result of his

request and that all other business should be

continued at the adjournment, It was there-
fore proposed by Mr. MoBride, and seconded by
Mr. L. B. Smith, and carried unanimously,
that the veatry clerk be instruoted to write to
those members’ of the congregation who were
in sarrear, requesting payment before the end
of the month. An adjournment to the first
Thursday in May was then proposed by Mr,
L. B. Smith and seconded by Mr., Thos. Kirk
patriok, whereon Mrv. Lancaster said he had
some complsints to mske, first of what he
called the *‘ nonsensioal’” manner in which the
offertory was received ; this having been satis
factory disposed of, Mr. Lancaster procesded
to complain that the ante communion service
and the litany are not both used at every Sun-
day morning service in addition to matins and
sermon. The chairman remarked that scme
now complained of the service being too long
and wished the oatechising of the Sanday
sohool children to be omitted. After some
conversation the matter dropped and Mr.
Smith’s resolution was put and carried unani-
moualy, and the vestry adjourned at 8.30 p.m.

EPISCOPACY.

Does the Church of England in any way ad-
mit the validity of non-cpiscopal orders? Does
sho maintain that Episcopacy, though more
oxpediont, more in accordance with Bikle
teaching, ocolesiastioal history, and primitive
usage, yot is not essentislly necessary ? This
vexed quostion abont tho esse or bene esse of
Episcopacy, whether it be merely benoficial, or
absolutely, essential, to the organization of the
Churoh, has boen brought again to the front by
the Doan of Poterborough and hislatitudinarian
allies. Tho old stock qnotations have been re-
praduced from Hooker, Bramhall, eto.,, and
thoy have been refuted by contradiotory
eXiraots from the writings of thesame anthors;

for these men of the end of the 16th and begin-
. pingof the 17th centuries somelimes wrote

upon the subject coneidered only in the light of

Qod’s truth and of Church history, and some-
times as active sympathirers with the position
of forsign Protestants, aud a8 feeling themselves

allied with them in warfare against {heir com—

mon foe—the Court bnd Chuich of Rome.-
“The go-called ‘historical faots’ of men in

Presbyterian and ‘ German’ Orders receiving

prebends snd canonries in the English Church
in the reign of Queen Elizabeth bave also been
produced, and these too have been traversed or
explained away. Some of them, it is replied,

| like Saravia, must have been ordained, though

the record is not forthcoming, i1 they honestly
believed their own writings on Episcopacy;

.others (a8 was common enongh in those days)

were rewarded with the temporal yield and
fruits of benefices, who performed no spiritual
funotions themselves, but employed & vicar ;
and some few there were who were forced by a
powerfal Puritan patron on & Bishop whose
opinions were of the same color, and who in
evil and violent days were simply let alone,
and 80 their position remained unchallenged
till the wrong was endol by their decease.
These cases all put together hardly reach a
dozen. Yet, when every guotation has been
made, and every example oited from the Refor-
mation times, the settlement of the question
has not advanced one jot &8 to what is the
judgment of the Church of England on this
sabject.

There is n6 room for doubt about it before
the Reformation. The English Charch together
with the Universal Church for 1600 years had
tanght, ¢ without the bishop, there 18 no Church.’
As in the special Church of the Jews there were
high priest, priests and Levites, banded on by
fleshly generation, so in every partionlar
branch of the Church Universal, there must be
apostle, priests, and deacons, handed on by the
spiritual generation of the imposition of the
Apostle’s bands. ‘‘ As my Father hath sent
Me, even 8o send I you, * * * And He
breathed on them, and said, Receive yo the
Holy Ghost. * * * Lo, I am with you all
the days, even unto the end of the world.”
None oan give to others what they have not re-
ceived themaelyes, The Apostles alone received
the commission from Christ, and none but those
who have received it from them by Apostlic
Succession can either give it, or hard on the
commission to others. To colleot and com
mand troops in the King's name, not having
the King's special commission to do so, is
rebellion, and against God it is also sacrilege.

Snch being the universal dootrine and law
of the Church before the Reformation (so that
no schism even was ever attempted withoat
Episcopal leading) we ask, When or where did
our Church rescind this universal law after the
Reformation ? Has she not always bad three
distinot offices of ordination, first for & Desacon,
next for a Priest, and last for an Apostla?
Though in Holy Soripture those who immedi-
ately followed the Apostles are called ‘Apostles
of the Churches,” and ‘Angels of the Churches,’
yet after the death of St. John, they received
the speocial and technical name of Bishops. The
word ' Bishop,’ which at first was used in its
common mesning both for the elder, who was
¢overseer’ of his parish, and for the Apostle,
who was ‘ overseer’ of & diocese, a8 well as for
Christ, who is the *overseer’ of the Church
visible and invisible, was now restrioted in its
mesning to those alone who were officers of the
first of the three ranks.

We need not quote the well-known Prefac.
to the Ordination services, in which the state-
ment is made a8 one whick cannot be gainsayed
that these three orders have ever existed since
the time of the Apostles,

Next, if our Churoh considered Presbyterian
orders valid, it 18 plain that she would not re-
quire a Presbyterian minister to bo ordained
before she allows him to officiate. To insist

that he is not ordained. Suppose & layman
and Roman priest seek office in the Church ot
England ; the former she insists upon ordain-
ing, the latter she takes as already ordaiued,
A Presbyterian minister also seeks office,
Does she class him with the presbyter or with
the layman? She trests him ss a layman,
plainly because she ocnsiders him a layman,

To this it may be said, * The Church of Eng-

upon his being ordained, is & distinot declaration.]

land prefers Episcopacy, and, therefore, she
requires this ceremony to be submitted to for
the sake of regularily, and order, It is s mat.
ter of proper torm, not of essential right.’ This
is 8 very serious charge to bring sgainst the
Church, She dees not re-ordain & Greek or g
Roman priest, kno ing that such an act would
be & grievous wrong, would she then do so
with a Presbyterian minister, if it were not
her deliberate judgment that he is a layman,
and unordained ? To suppose that for the sske
of regularity and crder, the Church of England
should commit schism by re-ordaining a man
already in Orders, and so break all the regula-
tions and canons of the Church universsal, is
prepoaterous.

Again, the words of ordination are them-
selves sufficient proof: ‘Receive the Holy
Ghost for the office and work of a Priest (or
Bishop) in the Chureh of God now committed
unto thee by the imposition of our hands.’ It
is not merely & commisgion to act within the
fold of the Church of England, but throughouat
God's universal Church; and the commission is
then and there given. Whatever mav be the
prejudices and private opinions of individuuls,
it is certain that the Church itself would not
use such awfnl langusge without meaning
exactly what she says,

Next, it is said, ¢ Presbyterian Orders are
valid, but defective.’ This is impossible, for
there oan be no degrees in validity, Ignorant
people sometimes ask to have a sick child ‘half
baptized,” But this is impossible, It caorot
be half baptized and half unbaptized; neither
can & minister be half orduined and half not,
Irregularity there might be, as when a man has
been ordained by a *titular’ Roman Bishop in
England; but the orders are valid, and the
irregularity is sonulled when the man is no
longer scbismatio, -

Again, it is argued, ‘ The Churol™® doubts,
but she l:kes to be on the safe side, ..If this

ere 80, she would with her usual caution have

rawn up a short rubrie to that effect, as she

has in the ocase of *hypothetioal baptism.’ In
the case of Presbyterian ministers the Bishop
would be required to say: *If thou art not
already ordained priest, I ordain thee,’ eto,

We can see nothing objectionable in such a
course in order to heal the divisions in the
Body of Christ, We mizht go even further
and say tha: if the {ime ever came when Con-
gregationalists and Wesleyans desired as bodies
to return to the fold, and to occupy therein the
positions oocupied of old by Augustinians and
Franciscans, keeping all their property, and
preserving the peculiarities of their discipline
#8 Christian communities, but holding the
Catholic faith, we shounld look upon such a con-
cession to their natursi soraples against con-
demning their own position in the past as
being generously offered by the Church, and
generously accepted by the sects of Calvin and
Luther,

Of course, no Catholic refuses to acknow-
ledge the Presbyterian ministers, and those of
the other b.dies of ¢ Orthodox Dissenters,’ who
derive their authority from a modern human
institation, as being ministers to their own
congregations, and, 8#s such, deserving of
woridiy honor and respect. Again, it is not
deniel that, as a matter of fact, they do act as
priests in offering up prayers, thanksgivings,
1. tercessions, alms, and bread and wina 1n Goa's
worship on behalf of others, and that they bless
aleo in Christ's name. Moreover, they repudi-
alo (83 we do in the 23rd Article) the fanatical

 dootrine that nothing is required but an inward

call 1o take upon themselves the ministerial
commission, What the Catholic Church does
deny is that any can act as Priest by Divine
right unless they have received “the Apostolic
commission, that gitt which the Scriptures and
the Church declare to have been made by Christ
to His Apostles, and which gift St. Puul says
must be handed on by ¢ Apostles’ ¢ till the per-

feoting of the ssints through the work of the
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ministry, snd the edifying of the Body of
Christ' shall be' completed at Christ’s second
advent, Such' & gift was given to Bishop
Timothy by the imposition of St. Paul's hands,
and he earnestly exhorts him * to stir it up.’

Such a-gift the Church of England declares
to be given to every Bishop from that time to
this, snd the consecrator, after the words of
consecration, oontinues: ‘Remember that
thou stir up the grace of God, which is given
thee by this imposition of our hands,” The
Church in Rome had never seen an Apostle
smong them when St. Paul wrote his Epistle;
they had not a8 yet received this gift, and,
therefore, he earnestly desires fo go and give it
to them (i, 6) ; it was in this that the Church
of Crote was ‘wanting' till Bishop Titus should
supply its deficiency, and we all know what
that gift was—the gift of the Holy Ghost not
only for ruling the Church, but for ordaining
priests to their work aud confirming the bap-
tized in their privileges and duties.

Estimate as highly as we may all the good
done by Nonoonformist ministers through the
blessing of that God who not only works
accordicg to His covenanted promises, but
who oan go beyond them, and work abundantly
ountside them, nevertheless, it is questionable
whether their overt rejection of ‘the gift' in
Orders and Confirmation does not countervail
and counteract everything that could be put to
their credit, Who oan reckon up the disin-
tegration and weakness of God's House and
Kingdom, the disunion, pride and uncharitable-
ness, 88 well as absence of all discipline,
wrought in the Body of Christ by the denial of
the pift of the Holy Ghost in Apestolic Orders ;
or who can mesasare the ignorance of Christ,
aud the gracelessness which might have been
remedied during the last 300 years, if all the
baptized had been properly instructed to re-
ceive the Pentecostal Outpouring in that
blessed rite of Confirmation which is the pecu-
liar ordinance of the Holy Ghost Himselt ?—
CGhurch Times.

MODERN MARRIAGE,

[From a Lecture delivered by Canon Knox
Little at All Saints', Margaret Street.]

For this oause shall a mean leave his father
snd mother, and shall bo joined unto his wife,
sud they two shall be one flesh, This is a
great mystery, but I speak concerning Christ
snd the Church.

In these days what must be called the Pagan
reaction tonched all things; but it touched
them all, becanse it went to the root of all—it
weni for marriage. We knew the ways in
which the Pagan reaction had come upon us.
There was a great development in the educa-
tion of women, He hoped it would be clearly
understood that no words of his would be taken
to mean that he had any fault to find with the
higher education of women when that education
was sanotioned, guided, governed, adorned, by

the teaching of the religion of Christ. But
oortainly there. was & direction which that
development was taking which filled the heart
of the Christian, at least, with anziety, OQur
daughters were sometimes iaught, not that God
had created two sexes, but that there were two
clastes, and that those two olasses were rivals;
that woman was to find herself at home in the
cricket field, on the foot-ball ground, on the
Platform, perhaps in Parliament, at the ballot-
~ box, a3 much ag man, Ifso, all the magnificent
. 1nfluence of woman, which came from her sex,
from her supplying that which man had not;
all that wondrous influence of hers that bailt
Up homes, trained men, that made a pation,
and supported the Church was gone, For this
Pagan reaction taught us, not that there were
IWo gexes, to help each other, to be companions

side by side, each supplying gifts which the

other lacked, but two classes to fight it cut in
rivalry and in bitter scorn. But the Pagan ro-
action went further. In those days it was
blatant, It rejoiced in divorce, though, God
knows, we had had more than enough of the
horrors of the divorce court, It rejoiced in the
legalization of incest. England, it was true,
bad' not yet committed itself to the marriage
of & man with his sister-in-law, but only the
other day the imperial sanction was given to
the most wanton of divorce laws yet passed in
the colonies. And when we would understand
what it all meant, wo wore told that thére was
to be justice done to woman, that she was to
be kept mo more in s state of subordination
and subjection to man. One writer reminded
us that it was impossible for a wife to do her
duty unless the husband paid her for her work,
if she was to be independent. Thon we were
instructed to remember that marrisge was not
a relation but & contract to be dissolved at the
will of either party. We had also been told by
the *“ higher oulture” that thore was something
almost degrading in being a8 mother! And,
lastly, we were informed that, if there was
such a thing as & happy marriage at all, it
must arise trom the softening of the brain
on eithier aide, All this was inconceivable non-
sense to a sensible person, but these were the
counters with which men and women were
bartering away the great institution of mar-
riage, e bowed our heads in shame.that
such things shonld appear in the newspaper
Press. In the name of Christ, he gave the lie
to the infamy! In the name of the mother
who had made in us all that we were of good,
and checked whatever in us was evil, with her
large hearted sympathy and tender love, and
her intellectual eapacity and deeply penetrated
gense of the natore of man, he gave the lie
to the infamy! In the name of the girl we
had loved with devotion in early manhood, in
the name of the amiable, faithfal, and obedient
wife, who gave her troth to the man she loved,
in the name of the danghter who brightened
the home by bher purity and tenderness and
gweetness, he gave the lie to the infamy | It
was disgusting to think that a woman with an
English name could pen anything so atrooious,
and that Englishmen and Englishwomen could
tolerate such words appearing in a publio

rint, Rut what was the slleged justification ?
%nhappy marriages. He was quite aware
that there were unhappy marrisges enough
and to spare—mostly unhappy because they
had not been rooted in loyal love, but in love
of money &nd social position. There might be
unhappy marriages, there might be unhappy
homes ; but we were creaturos of time born for
eternity, and out of darkness He bringeth
light. - The man who found that he had made
& mistake might find with the help of God's
grace that he could rise to higher things from

his dead self; and those who sprang from un-

happy homes might learn the great lessons of
truth and duty would they but come under the
sunlight of the Christian Churoh. These apos-
tles of the ** higher culture” would oure you by
killing you ; but the Christian Church pointed
to submission, to prayer, to the tender graces
of the Holy Spirit. Yet the Church did not
say that in this valley of toars all would be
brightness and sunlight and glory. bat she
tanght that if a married life was a rial, it was
one to be borne, and to be sanctified, People
thought that the affections were mere impulses
which could nut be controlled, He denied it.
The affections were to be governed by the will,
and we were not to allow ourselves to drift
helplessly down the stream of inclination, Yes,
in spite of the “ high-fallutin” ponsence that
appeared in reviews, thero were such things as
happy marriages, not simply among the foolish
and the sentimentalists, but among the real,
the strong thinkers, and the hard work_ers, and
they were 80 because they were guided by
Christian principle,. because there was the due
recognition of the proper place of man and

woman, hecause the affsctions were governed,
by high principle, and that high prinaiple
came from a strong will and an understanding
illumined by the grace of God, Was England

going to listen to tbis miserable teaching of
the Pagan reaction ? Then, if so, England was
gone, for patriotism, like soociety, depended
upon the home, and there would be no home-
lite in England under this new systom, Wore

we going to proclaim in the interost of society
8 universal licentionsness and oall it morality,
or to maintain the dignity of law, of self-
restraint, of self-mastery, the high ideal of
a pure and noble affection, and the thought that

doep down st the root of society was the loyal

love of the man for the woman and the woman

for the man? Long might tho Christian view

of marriage remain nncontaminated and intaat!

It rested with Christian womon to determine

that it should. Men were what women made

them, and he appealed to the Christian woman-

hood of England to insist upon a high ideal of

a really noble love.—The Family Churchman,

“OATHOLIC,” THE OHURCH'S TRUE
NAME, '

The word * Catholic’ means universal, It is
spplied to Christ's Church to show that it was
not to be confined to one country or people;
that it was to teach all truth, all things neces-
gary for salvation; that it was to bring all
olasses of men to God ; that it was to cure all
spiritnal diseases, Tho word is also used to
distinguish those Christians who maintained
what had been universslly taught from the
beginning, from those whe have detracted from
or added Lo that faith,

In the English Prayer Book the word ‘Cath-
olic ' is found in the Preface, the Three Croads,
the Prayer for all conditions of men, The word
¢ Protestant,’ on the other hand, does not ocour
once in that :Prayer Book. Protestant was
originally applied to the Lutheran party who
protested against the Spire ediots in 1626, *If
& man says that he is & Protestant he only tells
us that be is not & Romanist. At tho same timo
he may be what is worse, & Socinian, or even
an infidel ; for these are all united under the
common principle of protesting against Popery’
(Hook’s Church Dict).

¢ Catholio’ denoted union and agreoment with
the main body and its teaching, the accoptance
of those dootrines that can bear the teat of the
quod semper, quod ubigue, et guod ab omnibus,
* Protestant 18 opposition to and separation
from all this,* Canon 30 shows that the
Charch of England never separated from the
main body or Catholic Chunrch,

The English and American Churches havo
adhered most tenaciously to this title. It sets
forth their claim to oneness with the primitive
Charch, It isthe warrant and assurance that
their ministry is of Apostolio origin; that the
faith they profess is the one faith that has boon
handed down from the beginning; that the
sacraments they administer were ordaianed by
Christ.

Therefore, to apply the term ‘ Catholio’ to
Romanists implies that they are right snd the
Church of England wrong ; that only in the
Chaurch of Rome are valid Orders, Creeds, Suc~
raments ; that the English Church is & seot,
and English Churchmen merely a portion of a
great multitade of Separatists, the ‘Protestant
Omnium Gatherum.’—GChurch Oritic. .

But cven of their outer life, what
do wo'really know of this? I do
not menn their incessant intertribal
wars, the savage slaughter or beart-
less treatment of encmies women
and children, or their rude social
customs,~ but I mean their iedivid
* ual* animal life,” if you will let mo

go speak  Of this we got, it may be,
glimpses, hints, from the narratives
of Migsionnries and travellers; but
thoy are and can be hints only and
nothing more; for they dare not tell
us without reserye nll 1hey see and
know ; they cannot in books which
anyone may read do more harm than
darkly hint-at some of those moral
horrors—not exceptionsl, but cus-
tomary, a8 I may be allowed to do
before this company: the brutish-
_mess, ihe brutality of lust; the tyr—
onny of lust; the tyranny foo of
superstition and the cruel croftiness
of its practiced manipulators Even
in India, with its civilization, mate-

rial and intellectual, older than our|;j

own, but without Christ, if we ounly
knew, not merely the social tyran-
nics of which we do hear so much,
but the unblushing obscenity of their
very religion in its rites and i1s
publie symbols, and the sanction,
the very consecration, of gross licen
» tionsness in its idol temples! DBut
ull this cannot be generally spoken
" of. and so there grows up a false
improssion that their state is not so
exceedingly bad, and that we have
nothing so much better to say of
ours] . “Why wnot leave the poor
savago in his simplicity ?’' ¢Why
trouble the faith of the Hindao?
some have faid. But they know not
what they say., I myself know but
the moeroest fringo of what I speak
of; but it is enough, and ought to
be more than enough, to stir strongly
within us, not disgust only and hor-
ror, not indignation and contempt,
but intonse thankfulness for our
solves, and fo quicken indeod the
religion in us which has saved us
frow it,

You are many of you probably
awaro of the testimony of Lord
Macaulay, 8 writer by no menns
predisposed to a favorable estimate
of religious influence smongst us.
Afteraresidence iu Indis he declared
that the most cerrupt form of Chris-
tianity which had ever existed would
be a blessing in exchange for what
ho saw thore,

And oven of the highest form of
Hinduism, known as Buddhism, now
a distinot religion, but originally a
reform of the popular faith, it was
the deliberato judgment of the great
French savant, Barthelemy St, Hi-
lairo, aftor personal study of it on
spot—tho judgment, observe, of
another quits unbiassed writor--
that if it be rightly called a religion
at all, and not, more correctly, a sort
of moral philosophy, it is * areligion
without lovo,” without the greatest

without which all else i8 * nothing| i

worth.! Again, the religion of
Mahomet hasgaee'n' described by those
who know it as being a religion
witbout morality. And to these we
may add the religion, if so it can be
called, of the African savage as &
religion without trust, without hope

Even, then if you gather 01t and
put together all that has a distant
l.keness to the truth in sall these
religions, and all that in them can
be reckoned on the side of right and
bappiness, how infinitely are they
all ‘together worthless, beside the
truth and grace which come to us
in Jesus Christ.

But the promotion of our own re-
ligions life meed not, must not be
sought only through the knowledge
and realization of the degraded
migery and darkness Which s study
of Missions reveals to us as the lot of
others. The picture of the Mission
Field has another side. It brings
us into contact with the highest as
well as the lowest side of humanity,
with man's spiritusl oapacity in
Christ as well as with his patural
helplessuess in himeelf ; with exem-
ples of the noblest 88 well as of the
most -pitiable ; with examples that
may promots our own religious life
without any of the risk of flattery
which contrast with the heathen
mi%ht bring to some of us; promote
it, I mean, not by raising thankful-
ness for what we are in Christ by
grace, but by humbling us with the
thought of what we might be but are
not, and 8o shaming vs, and at the
same time consiraining us to better
things; in a word with examples of
the wonderful solf saorifice of the
Missionary hiwself— not, remember,
the self-sncorifice of a noble impulse
to some heroic deed, such as wins a
Victoria Cross, or tho bold grasp of
gome sudden opportunity, but the
deliberate prayerful surrender of
home, friende comforts, worldly
prospects, health, intellectual and
social inrerests,—sll that to most
men seems to make life worth living,
—a surrender snd & courage for
Christ and H s souls which I confess
has often s!aggered me and exorcised
all golf-esteem Surely if anything
would promote in us religion, a
readiness & longing to be up and
doing something, a consciousness of
haviog done eo little, and risked per-
haps nothing, for God, it would be

snd just now the mnoble story of
Father Damien, his life and now his

THE TREATMENT OF INEBRI-
ATES,

But there are go many obstacles
to such a scheme, 80 many difficult-
ies involved in it, perhaps some-
one objests. OF course there are.
Who ever started any scheme to
benefit bumanity since the world
began without encountering them ?
There is, I believe, no obstacle
that cannof be overcome—no diffi-
ocnlty that cannot be conguered in
this, The genius of Christianity
has proved itself equsl to greater
ones over and over again. Have
w e not lately seon that it can accept
even joyfally long-life exile in an
island peopled with victims to the
most loathsome and terrible of all
digenses ? 1If there are smongst us
men and women whose ardent
charity does not shrink from im-
molation in a leper scttlement,
there must be also those who, if the
untrodden path is but indicated to
them, would cheerfuliy come for-
ward to aid their brothers and
gisters to conquer in the terrible
hand-to-hand conflict with alooholio
cravings. Not in the ways we all
know 8o well—I had almost said ad
nauseam; but working with them
as well as for them to restore the
lost mense of honorable independ-
ence and self-respect—to give them
hope for the future, when the shame
of a miserable past woighs down
their spirits; to give them some
end in life, and Iabor practically to
induce thom to adopt some oocupa:
tion for brain snd hand. Let any
taste for musio, for painting, carv-
ing, modelling, art needlework,
writing, be warmly oncouraged ;
Jot access to the best and noblest
literature be freely given ; also to
gardens stooked wiih beautifal and
ourious plants, perhaps with avia.
ries of sweot singing or brilliant
birds, thatNature, with her healing
influences, may soothe the morbid,
troubled soul. Though I wonld
have such an arrangement elee-
mosynary ir the very highest senee,
yot let those who can—or whose
relations can—pay for their sup-
port acoording to their means;
only the groatest ocare should be
taken to let no soupgom of the
ordinary boarding hounso oreep into
tho management of affairs. Above
all let them not be always, or, in-
deed, very much together, but let
them have bright energetic com.
penions, ready always to help and
strengthon thom.

Only those who have had spoocial
means for studying the subject
know of the pressing need for such
homes—for such succour. Very
frequently acuto and ncodless sut-
fering is oaused by patients of re-
fined feclings and gontle birth
being placed in the charge of coarsg-
minded men and women, entirely
their social inferiors, with little
better than a jeilor's instinot, and a
vulgar foeling of triumph over one
who is their superior by birth and
breeding., I ocould teill you of a
patient kept in & lunatic asylom
longer than was needful beoause of

the difficulty of finding a home,
which. when found, proved to ‘the
last degree unsatisfactory. I have
known aftempts made to prevent
the Commissioners in Liunaocy from
letting an inmate know of his legal
freedom, of a suggestion to abstract
such a letter if it did arrive, Hap-
pily, both these scandslous pro-
posals were frustrated. But there
may be other cases in which low
ounning like this has succeeded.
These ure exireme oases, Yet even
in “home" where & far more
humsne and upright ruling pres
vails, golf-interest seems so far to
carry the day that serions and sus-
tained attempts to help patients to
return to & professional career are
rarely if ever made,

None are more helpless, lanatics
soaroely excepted, than men or wo-
men who have given way to habits
of intoxication. ‘Lhere is a shame-
ful and degraded past behind them ;
its memory and the faces of basi-
ness-like strangera are with them
in the present. Old friends shrink
from them, turn awsy coldly and
distrustfuily from faltering pro-
mises of amepndment, and draw
agide their children quickly—** un-
kindest out of all,” da if contagion.
What wonder if for trembling
hands aud palsied gait thore seems
nothing on which to lean,—for
dimned vision and that oankering
remorse which makes & foretaste ot
hell within, there seems no future
refuge, but madness, or suicide, or
a drankard's grave,

By all means urge total abstin.
ence on scch. Bot do not think
your work ends there; it is begun
~—there is ** aching void” to fill, or
seven devils may retirn with the
first to take possession of the
empty, swept and garnished dwel-
ling, We know it'is almost a
common place that many ‘of the
finest and most highly wrooght
minds, the most brilliant intelleots,
have become slaves to the wine
cup. Why should not noble bro-
therhoods and gisterhoods band to-
gether to reach and rescue those
who cannot be gained by the
more ordinary methods? And
those who remember the Divine
compassion expressed * for the
weak, and diseased, and them that
are out of the way,” the halting,
the torn and wounded in life's bat-
tle, will need no other motive in
laboring to restore to this poor
flock * tho grass which tne looust
and palmer-worm have eaten.”
