The gentlemen of Belleville and of the prisons
lose no time if they know well that the power will
not remain long in their hands, and they wish first
to satisfy their vengeance—one might also say, to
give free scope to their folly. 1know of no other
word to apply to some—shnll I say to the greater
nunber ?—of their acts. This morning they arrested
a singer, M. Villaret, a tenor at the Opern, What
do you think was his crime? He was walking and
smoking a cigar in the Place Pigalle, They accused
him, like M. Clement Thomas, of taking a plan of
the barricades, and would have shot him but for the
intervention of some neighbors. M. Jules Favre
was right yesterday in asking pardon of God and
men for having refused to M, Bismarck the disarm-
ament of the National Guards, Firenrms should not
be placed in the hands of children of furious maud-
men, still less in those of idiots. How shall we get
out of this chaos is what every one asks. Three
meuns present themselves. Either the better part
of the population combined will regain the upper
had, whigh is casy if propdrly commanded, if they
do natellow themselves to be disarmed, if they agree
togrether and kuow how to arrmge things propuly,
or clse the indignant provinees will rise and preci-
pitate themselves on Paris, with the assistance of
any gond elements in the army that may be at Ver-
sailles ; or, lastly, the Germans will carry out their
threat, and will occupy Paris. after having driven:

This state of things remained
unaltered until Wednesday the 22nd, but after the
lamentable affair of the Place Vendomethe © patriots”
of Batignolles got afraid some reprissls might be
attempted, and that very evening & barricade was
made at the top of the Rue de Turin, cutting it off
from the Boulevard de Batignolles. A mobt black-
gueadly looking sergeant of the National Guard came
up, escorted by six cut-throats, you would say, judg-
ing by their appearance. The sergeant stopped, and
said to his followers, “ Eventrez moi ¢'te rue, un peu
leste, et faites moi uné barricnde que cesoit ca” A
licutenant passing by stopped and asked “ Why make
a barricade in that place? ‘The sergeant looked
round with a scowl, and said, ¢ we have orders,” and
then turned his ack on the officer, who went away
shrugging his shoulders. And ovr barricude wasmade
# que c'est ca,” in stone and earth five feet high and
four feet deep, with two embrusures, before which two
7 pounders were pointed, and sentinels were placed
to guard this new toy. It is always surrounded by o
knot of hideous looking ruffinns dressed as National
Guards, such msn as onc only sees during a revolu-
tion, ag if they remained Lelow ground the remain-
der of the time. Every day a few stones are added
to “the works,” and & smaller barricade has been
constructed in front of the parent barricade as an

outwork.” The 7 pounders, too, have been replaced
by 24 pounders. Every now and tlen a detach-
ment of patriots takes one of the cannons out for
an “aifring” They dmg it along the Boulu-
vard for half an hour or so, and then it
is restored to its place before the cmbra-
sure. At night unsuspecting cabmen drive up
our strect, when they are stopped by a sentinel who

crosses bayonets, and in commanding tones calls
out, ¥On ne passe pas! Au large!!” and with
praiseworthy prodence the cnbmen drive rapidly
away. Inthe daytime every now and then some
alarm causes the shops of the ncighborheod to be
hastily shut up, and the dirty gunrdians of our
liberties are in very bad odour with "the shop-
keepers, especinlly with those who have been sub-
jected to  “requisitions” and bave been paid with
red “ bons” ¥ Des bons qui sont tres mauvais,” as
a grocer remarked to me.  How is all this to end?
It seems difficult it should end without much blood-
shed, but then help must come from without, The
minority of the armed well thinking men inside
Paris is most alarming. At the time I write there
is continual drumming going on under my windows,

The young National Guard
had just seen these two friends, and it wes their
story which excited him in so extraordinary a man-
ner, Instead of liberating the Vicomte de Molinet,
the insurgents, in the presence of the friends who
came to claim him, began to spit in his face | they
then tore from his cont the medal of the Tegion of
Honor, and threw it at lLim. After this they
knocked the old man down ; they trampled on im,
they kicked his body about. “Now" said the in-
surgents to the friends of the Vicomte, “you may
go away, for be is condemned to death? The un-
fortunate man had but time to murmur a demand
that his body should be decently Duried, when he
fainted. His wife is anxiously waiting for him at
home, She does not know of her husband’s danger,
nor of her son's death, ‘The young Nationul Guard
who told ws all this had been fo see her, but he had
not had cournge to tell her more than that her son
wis wounded,

TWOW GUSTAVE FLOURENS DIED.
(Versailles Correspondence of the London Times, April 2.)

Many of the insurgents changed their clothes
when they found that their retreat had been cut off,
Among the rost the nide-de-camp of Gustave Flou-
rens, one of their chiels, did so. In the afternoon,
about 4 «'clock, the gendarmes were searching the
villege of Clhiatou, when a shot tame from the win-
dow of an awberye kept by a man named Ducoq. The
gendarines entered the house,and when they reached
tho fivst floor oue of them received a bullet in the
shoulder at the moment when he was ¢ntering one
of the rooms. His captain, M. Desmarct, rushed
into the room, found -the man who had lired the
shot with a revelver in his hend, and instantly cut
him down with his sabre. This man was
no other than Flourens. His aide-de-camp, an
Italian named Cypriani, was wounded by a sbre
cut and made prisoner. He had assumed civil at-
tire, but Flourens himself was in military uniform,
His dead Dody now lies in the Amphitheatre Hos-
pital in this town,

I had made an sppointment with Captdin Ren-
wick, R.A., to drive yesterday morning to “the old
chatean of Beaumont la Ronce, and accompany the
proprietor over some of the communes which had
suffered most. .

How is it that we in England aro taught to be-
lieve that respect for ancient families, attachment to
the * seigneurs” have dicd out in France except,
perhaps, in remote corners of Brittany and Vendee?
All I can say is that during a thirty mile drive we
met not & man in blouse who did not touch his cap,
or a single village mayor who did not bow with defer-
ence as the Marquis passed. Yet this was in 'l'ournine,
within 12 miles of Tours, which has always returned
a Democratic candidate, “How would ye like to
have back a King in Frunce ?” I asked the Mayor of
St, Laurent. % Very much, Sir,” hereplied, ¢ if he is
strong enough to keep order; all we want is quiet.
We are not what is called Legitimists about here,
but the great proprietors are, and they would support
a King, which in itself would be some guarantce of
strengtht and therefore of tranquility :but we all fear
Paris, and that the King would be soft-hearted
enough to e enticed into living there until he was
again upsct by the mob. We are all more or less
ruined and cannot afford another revolution. If a
King will come, and be strong enough to deal once
for all with the Parisiaus, we will all become Legi-
timists the moment after; but in the meantime we
have our private apinion that ne King will do this,
and that it requires something stronger.” In this'
he expressed I believe the universal sentiment of
the pensantry. This same Mayor we found with
some difficulty, as his own house was cmpty, the
Prussians having made him a prisvner and demo-
lished the domestic possessions of the family beenuse
he could not produce within half an hour the num-
ber of cows, oxen, sheep, pigs, and other animals re-
quired for a day's provision, of a regiment of Uhlans.
The old gentlemnn had not yet got over his capti-
vity and spoke iwith a dejected air, whicl: rendered
the conversation far from cheerful.

HOME FROM THE WAR.

A special correspondent of the London Daily
News thus describes the arrival and disbandment of
a Landwehr regiment at Berlin :—

This morning Berlin received the first genuine
consignment of home-coming warriors in the 1st
battalion of the 2nd Guard Landwehr regiment,
The battalion went out over 1,000 strong; I do not
care {o estimate how far bencath that number it
mustered as it marched down the Linden this morn-
ing. Nearly all the men had bound green wreaths
round their helmets. Some had stuck nosegays in
the muzzles of their needle guns; others carried
chaplets un their bayonets. Big muscular fellows
all of them, of set frames and mature years, hair to
the eyes, and clumsy rather of build and ' guit, but
of rare weight and toughness—troops that evidently
knew the meaning of lighting, and had good fisht
in them as & matter of course and quite in the way
of business.

After their Kaiser had bad a look at them, and
they had marched pust the palace, the battalion
broke into companics, ench company taking a dif-
{crent direction to o lialting point, 1 accompaniced

-the 2nd company through the Friedrich Strasse to

the top of the Juger Strasse.  While it waa in the
Linden rigorous discipline was the order of the day.
But it relaxed somewhat in the Friedrich Strasse,
and the people got among their martial fellow-
citizens. It made one laugh, though mirth was
not the sole emotion, te sce the women claim their
husbands, throw arms round their necks and kiss
them heartily ; while the honest fellows, fain to re-
ciprocate, had still to keep step and not materially
lose their diessing.

" Some of the results of the Government Land Bill,
as developed by recent decisions of legal tribunals,
are remarkable as showing how little practical
relief it is likely to bring to Irish tenant serfs. It
has been asserted indeed that it was really intended
to only root out the Irish tenants from the soil, and
it would scem in working to have that e¢ffect, Emi-
gration hes not ceased, on the contrary it has even
increased of late, and cjectnent processes are as
plentiful as ever. Itis no chieck on the evicting
landlord that he is supposed to be compelled to
compensate his tenant, He knows belter. He is
aware that the act allows him so many loopholes to
escupe that he will have little or nothing to pay,
while thie tenant may be ruined by law  expenses,
Let us take o case in point. At the late Quarter
Sessions at Boyle, an cjected tenant—one Charles
Mechan—sued his landlord for compensation for
disturbance, for the reclamation of waste Iand, and
for certain unexhausted improvements, Tt was ad-
mitted that the tenant's labour and capital had
nearly doubled the value of the iand, notwithstand-
ing which the landlord disputed all the claims for
compensation, and the tenant was finally compelled
te retain possession at a rent nearly double that
which he had previously paid, That is to say, the
tenant lays out money and lavishes labour on his
little farm, and for having the temerity to do so is
fined by the imposition of an incrensed rent.  This,
too, under the beneficent provisions of Gladstouc's
Irish Land Act, which was to %root” Irish: tenants
in the soil, and make everybody cemfortable and
prosperons, No doubt Charles Mechan has a wery
lively sense of the benefits of the measure ; he will
pay his doubled rent until cempelled by poverty to
mo to swell the ranks of Irish disaffection in the
United States ; and he will, of conrse, he particular-
1y grateful to that hread centre and protector of Irish
Iandlords—William Ewart Gladstone.

Seymour Langley, D.D, Vicar of Kilworth, Diocese
of Cloyne, which, we rujoice to see, advocates in an
able manner the right and the necessity qf conceding
Home Rulc to Ireland. Wherever the fcllgmus views
of the writer come through his discussion of the sub-

{ul signs of the times. .

Br. Tenant asks by what means was the Union
effected, and he answers his own question—it was
effected @ by bribery or cajolery for thosg who
would scll their country, and transportation for
those who would not.”

The Union was a political experiment, and _ha.s
proved a grievous failure. It way badly conceived
and badly carried out : falsein principle, aud carried
out by force and treachery.

Not the Parlinment of
eighty years ago, but an independent Parliament for
the uncontrolled management of Irish affuirs and
Irish local interests.”

#Ireland,” he says, ¥can never be united with
England, except on the bread ground  of indepen-
dence and equal interest.” He holds that if the
Irish people be now willing to accept o Fuderal
Union with England, the English minister will be
unwise who omits the opportunity of cffecting it.
1t is folly,” he suys, “to wait till the time of teial
comes, for Ireland, which has always been England's
weakness, may then be England's dunger”  ‘The re-
sult which would follow from the establishment of
aa Irish legislature for the management of Irish
affairs would De, he declares, of incalculable benefit
both to Ircland and England. One of the passages
in which he gives expression to this opinion is as
follows :—

#In a National Parliament, in which Irishmen
will learn to manage their own affairs—in which
national sentiment will find its expressions—and in
which Irishmen when they differ will Le forced to
discuss their differences with the consciousness
that it is Ireland, and Ircland only, that must arbi-
trate between them—in the teaching of such a
Parliament Irishmen will learn the lessons of no-
tional dignity and mutual selfrespect, and their
natural exuberance of spitit and self-confidence will
be held in wholesome check Ly the consciousness
of responsibility. This consciousness alone would
be of inapprecinble price. It would clevate cvery
man in the community, and in giving him a pride
in his country, it would give him n new power to
serve his country and himself.”

Those are just, true, and noble words. The Rev.
Dr. Langley draws an equally bright picture of the
peaceable and happy order of things which an Irish
Government would substitute for the distrusts, con-
tentions, and disaffection that arc generated by Eng-
lish rule in this lamd.  He says :—

# Beforc many years shall have pessed, we shall,
1 believe, sce n national Parlinment sitting in the
old Parliament House in College-green, and a -real,
not & mock court, held in Dublin Castle. We shul
have the nobility and gentry of Ircland occupying
theiv mansions in Dublin us they used todo in the
times before the Union. Trade will revive and
flourish, All the attractions that now draw away
our upper classes to London society will be found
und enjoyed at home. Then the wealth, now spent
ont of Ircland, will revert to its legitimate channel ;
Absentecism will be the exception, not the rule;
churchmen of different creeds will no longer think
it necessary to hinte one another for the love of l?:od,
but cach, whilst holding lis religious convictions
conscicntiously, will never allow the baneful spirit
of sectarian intolerance to raise its blighted influ-
ence amongst us. Hand in hand men will work
together for the good of their mative land. A
healthful spirit of self-reliance will pervade the
whole nation, and an honest independence will
make men feel that they are now what they never
were Lefore, and act accordingly.” . .

To the pamphlet from which we have taken this
admitble passage we shall return again.  We have
before us also a Birmingliam journal which con-
demns Lord Derby's declaration that Ircland must
be taught that to seck for political independence is
as useless as to ask for the moon, and which says
that in the idea of s Federal Legislature for Ireland
there is nothing at which Englishmien should be
stertled.  Who, in the presence of such signs and
tokens as these, can doubt that the Irish cause is
marching onward to victory ?—Dublin Nation.

Sup-
pusing, too, that the Catholic Religion and the
Church of the Irish nation had Leen forcibly estab-
lished inevery parish in England, the mujoerity of
the English people remaining Protestants, and that
this the national faith having been atfirst proscribed,
had come grodually to obtain a contemptuous toler-
ation. Would they atonce forget the injustice of
centuries, even though at length the slien church
should lose her legal supremncy, and the revenues
which once belonged to the national religion should
be confiscated to State purposes, not restored to the
representatives of the original donors—would Eng-
‘lishmen feel perfectly contented as if they had suf-
fered no injury in the past?

A CaucrnaTiox Aport Murper —According to the
verdicts delivered at coroners’ inquests, there were
2,493 murders committed in England and Wales
during the last ten years. During that time only
247 murderers were convicted.

On an averuye there are, therefore, about 250
murders perpetrated cevery year in England and
Wales. Of the murderers only 25—the one-tenth
of the murderers—are convicted ! For every twenty
five murderers punished, two hundred and twenty-
five escape!

The population of England and Wales is, in round
numbers, 20,000,000. The population of Ireland is,
in like manncr, 5,750,000.

The murders committed in England and Wales
arc, ou an annual average, 249—these English ur-
ders are consequently perpetrated al the rete of over
twelve per million inkalitants.

If mwurders in Ireland were committed in the
same ratio to population, how many murders would
there have been in Ireland, in one year? The
answer is appalling.

If in Lrelaned murders were eommitted in the same ratio
to population as in Fngland—there shovld be sixty-nine
murders here annually—or tieo murders annunlly tn every
County und five in Dublincity ! !}

Instead of that frightful array can even enc-tenth
of the number—can even six—be computed ?

They say also that criminafs escape detection in
Ircland. Ifthey escaped at the English rate, out
of the sixty-nine supposititious Irish murderers only
siz should be punished and sizty-three should escape!

Asgenoe of CrivE 18 Ireuaxp.~The proceedingsat
the present nssizes are of o character which should
fill the heart of every honest Irishman, whatever his
opinions, with happiness and pride. In almost every
county the charges ot - the lenmed judges who presi-
ded wore conceived in the lkey of congratulation at
the singulay immunity enjoyed by the country genc-
rally from crime or disturbance ofany kind. North
snd South, East and Weat, everywhere save in one
little spot—where, owing to & remarkablo conjunc-
ture of circumatandes, the spirit of agrarian disturb-

ances still lingers—crime is almost unknown. In

the great county ot Limerick, for instance, ufter the
nine months which clapsed since last assizes tho
criminal business was disposed of in two hours, und
in most of the counties the cnlendars were almost as
light. Such criminals as were for trial were princi-
pally poor rogues whohad stolen a loaf ora coat,and
whose delinquencies were amply expiated by a fow
mouths’ imprisonment. Exccedingly few persons
were charged with crimes ofimportance, and, thanks
to the wise discretion of the Executive, the assizes
have pnrssed without giving any work to that
dread official the cxecutioner. And while in
Ircland we scc again something like that golden
age of innocence and aecurity of which our
poet sung, what is the state of the sister country ?
Yesterday Mr, Justice Mellor opened the assizes for
the rich and flonrishing county palatine of Chester,
one of the fairest and most afilnent distriets of Eng-
land, flowing with milk and honvy, studded with
prosperous towns, and great mansions, and pleasant
villas, A tersible story my lord had for the grand
Jurors of Chester.  Fifty cases stood for trial at the
askizes, muny of them of the darkest bue of guilt—
Two men were charged with murder, six with dis-
graceful outrages, many others - with brutal acts of
violence. And of the fifty wretches waiting their
doom only one could read! T'here is aspecial Com-
mittee to inguire into the state of Westmeath; why
is there not one to ascertain why this great English
county blossoms cvery assizes inte such a goodly
crop of criminality? And yet English scnators and
English publicists talk of Irish crime and clamor for
coercion. Thank God for it, we have no Chester
amonyg our Irish counties. The every-day English
occurrences of murder for greed and robbery with
violence find no place in the high and virtuous
hearts of the Trish people. Physician, cure thyself!
Let the Bnglish people not trouble themselves with
Westmeath till they have probed their own social
gangrenes, till they have exterminated or civilised
tliat vast mass of ignorance, poverty, and ruffianism,
daily increasing in n.umber and in savagery, which
form the dregs of English society.—Freeman.

That makes up three of the list; but on
Sunday, in guite the English way, a puddierat
Leceds drowned & compadion named Frederick Drake,
and that gives us another, and then on Friday a
baby-farmer, called Frances Rogers, wns committed
for trial en charges of murder and obtaining meney
under false pretences. The attempts at murder are
not a whit less criminal than the perpetrations of
that erime. The wife murder line takes precedence,
William Oliver was “up” for having attempied to

administer poieon to his wife, of course with intent |

to murder, . William esceped by & * fluke.”” Noxt

to this for its diabolical purpose we may ‘put in re-’
cord the case of Horbert Smith Cordle and Elizabeth

Cordle iy ‘wife, who were committed at Warcester

for exposing, starving, and eruelly using the illegiti-

mate child of the female prisvuer, They used to
kick it, cane it, put it under & water pipc and keep
it n whole day without food, and strip its entire
clothing from its body day and night for a weck in
an attic with an open window.

very properly excluded, T'here was another gintle-
mun who had a grievance. A child of his had been
converted to the Roman Cutholie religion; and that
was all the informatien that he conld give them.
There wus third gentleman whose wife's brother had
left his fortune to a community instesd of to this
gentleman'’s wife. and he wasvery indighant, and he
went fully into the history of & trial before the Pro-
bate Court that established the will in question.”
Surely, now, the rabidly Catholic journnls have
good cause to dub the hon, member for North War-
wick—'* The Jesuit in disguise”  Had he been one
of the most adroit menibers of that much-calimnin-
ted order, he conld not have better served the cause
of Catholic monasticism than by again bringing up

dicted themscelves for life to what they consider
polities,  They are ahways rewdy for a Lorse-ruce, a
game of ball, n target excursion; but they do
not average an honest day’s work caclt per month,
Of course, they are always ncedy, and cnvious
of those who are not; and they scldom achieve
n new suit of clothes save on the cve of o contested
clection, In short, they arc a bad lot of loafers.
Though they expect to live out of the publie, not one
of these fellows ever suspected that it might Le ne-
cessary for him to scem honest, moral, and decent in
order to succeed in his chasen career. On the con-
trary, they are universnlly libertines, gnmblers and
tipplers, or only fail to be for lack of means. They
glory intarget excursions; they swell Democratic
processions ; they begin to vote at sixteen or seven-
teen years of age, and are veteran repeaters by the
time they are twenty.

How Ao Tur was Derecten~The Chicgo’ Fost
relates & singular story of a post office thief who
was detected by chewing plug tabacco.

NEWS OF THE WEERK.

The political situation in Francc has not
greatly changed since our last. There have
been, there are constantly going on, a great
number of “ decisive’” battles which have not re-
sulted in much beyond a great shedding of
blood; though on the whele the insurgents, or
Reds, seem to huve lost ground.  Paris is again
suffering from lack of provisions; the shells
thrown iuto Lier have dome more damage than
did the Prussian fire, if the report be true that
the famous Arch of Triumph has been de-
stroyed ; and on the whole, the appearances at
present arc that in this war of Paris against
France, Paris will have to succumb, and that
M. Thiers, the Assembly, and the troops under

" $heir command, will put down the insurreetinn.

This they may do, probably will do; but
what will they put up in place of the Federated
Communz! reginie which the insurgents have
adopted as their political platform? Putting
down is onc thing, and putting up another;
and though mitrailleuses, mnd shells” may be
useful in the first named process, they will do
but little towards the accomplishment of the
other. When he shall have put down the in-
surrection, the real difficulty of M. Thier’s po-
sition will only have commenced.  France wants
above all things & government, a good streng
government, such as shall inspire confidence
abroad, by maintaining order at liome ; und this,
we do net think, that M. Thiers is able to give
her. In a word, France nceds a ruler who, or
which can style himself or itsell such, * By the
Grace of God,” and to whom or which obe-
dicace will be felt to be a moral duty, and a
szcred obligation. Who shall give to France
such a government ?

Fuiling this, failing the old legitimate for-
‘mula, ¢ By the Grace of God,' France must
resign hersell' to a government By the grace of
the bayonet, to a government of brute force ; to
which the ruled will yield obedience, not from
a sense of duty, but as a matter of expedieney,
and so long only as they arc not strong enough
to cast it off. 'The Hmpire might give them
this; but if they want a legitimate government,
a government which shall be able to appeal to
its rights, as well as its mights, and to remind
the ruled of their duties, it must seck it, not in
a Republic, nor yet in the Orleans family ; but
in the person of Ilenri Cing, where alone it
is'to befound. In short, it scems as if theve were
but two alternatives open to France. . The Em-
pire, ie. the rule of the sword; or Hemri
Cing By the Grace of God, King of Frunce.

On the 4th of April, a deputation from the
Catholies of England, hiended by the Duke of
Norfolk, had the honor of laying av the feet of
the Sovercign Pontiff, an address of whieh we
will present our readers with a copy in our next.

second Revolution, that of 92 and '93, was the

—and this is the revolution, or revolt, of which
the continuation is passing before our eyes.

To understand it, we.must understand that,

just,as the tiers etut or bourgeoisic prior to
1789, formed an order apart from, and hostile
to the aristoeracy ; so within the bosom of the
tiers etat there are to-day, two distinet, and
hostile orders—the bourgeoisie and the prole-
tariat,
& By bourgeoisie,” says Louis Blanc the most able
and the most moderate of Freneh socialistic writers—
T understand the sum of the citizens who, posscascd
of instruments of labor, and of capital, carry on
work with their ewn resources, and depend upon
others only to a limited extent—dans une certaine
mesure. 'These are more or less free.

#«The people—or proletaires—are the sum of the
citisens, who, destitute of capital, depend nltogether

upon others” in that which concerns the primary
necesserios of life.  These are free only in name.”

Thus we sce that, according to the clussifica-
tion of the Socialists—the bourgeoisie, or those
who have any property of some kind of their
own, whetber in the form of instruments of
labor, or of capital—form no more a portion of
the pegple, than did the members of the royal
family, or of the noblesse under the ancien re-
gime; 2nd that the people, the sovereign peo-
ple, to whom alonc belongs the right to govern,
and whose will is law, consists exelusively of
those who have nothing—neither capital, nor
even instruments of labor, - This sharp dis-
tinction betwixt peopls and non-people, betwixt
the proletariat and the bourgeoisie—the Aave-
nothings—znd the have-somethings must always
be borne in mind, or the language, the aets,
and the aspirations of the Reds will be alto-
gether unintclligible. If in England, under its
bourgeois regime, the political rights of the
pauper, of him who has nothing, are inchoate,
or in abeyanee, so in France, according to the
socialistic theory of which M. Louis Blane is
one of the ablest exponénts—the citizen, by the
acquisition of property forfeits his political
rights, and ccases to belong to the body of the
suvereign peaple; to which belongs exclusively
the right of governing, and of making laws;
whose will, it is sin of the deepest dye to resist.
« Death to the rich—death to proprietors’ is
the mot ordre of the revolution of 1871, as it
was of the revolution of 1793.
1t has also another object in view, and it is
this which so complicates the positionin Franee
atthe present moment. In a certain sense, the
Reds or Jicobins of to-day huve sdopted the
Federative principles of their andient anta-
gonists, the Girondists. They aim at setting
up, in the form of Communes, alot of federated-
semi-sovereign and independent States, which
shall govern France, and keep the rural popu-
lation—whose members as proprietors of land,
are not worthy of being included. smongst the
“people”—in subjection to the urban proletarint,
or non-property holding populations of somenine
or ten of the chief cities. The insurrection is
thus not only an uprising of the poor against
the rich, of what is called labor against capital,
but i¢ is also a protest of the urban against the
rurzl, classes, an assertion of the inherent right
of the Citics of Frznce to sway the destinies of
the entire country. .

The rural population of France is still to a
considerable extent Catholic, and amenuble to
moral and religious influences. It may not
carc much for either branch of the Bourbons,
and to the pretensions of the Napoleonic
dynasty it may be profoundly indifferent ; but it
loves order, and would no doubt ncecept any
form of government, Imperial, Ozleenist, or
Legitimist, which would ensure to it domestic
tranquility. But in this very love of order lies
its weakness, or inability to cope with its less
numerons, but more energetic enemy, the urban
proletariut. It may be hoped, though it is by
no means certain, that the army which is
mainly reeruited from amongst the rural popu-
Iation, will remain  faithful to the class of so.
ciety from which it springs ; but if in the hour
of need, the soldiers should turn against the
Versailles authorities, it is to be feared that the
rural population will have to succumb to that
of the Cities.

Ax Ingentous Dopae~—The Ritualists of
England though discomfited by the decision
given againgt them in the Privy Council, are
not disheartened or altogether east down; but
are setting tb:air wits to work to discover some
means of evading the law s laid down, or
rather enacted, by Lord Chelmsford.

Nevertheless the sote pressed ‘Ritualists ap-
pear to have. found 2 way of cscape, Which, if
they can but raise the necessary funds; will
-enable’them to indulge' their ritualistic tastes,
whilst still clinging to the loaves and fishes of
the establishment. They do not proposs to
defy the law, but simply to evade it, or turn it,
by a flunk mevement. The plan of campaign
is this :— o

Some years ago an Act, known as the
« Shaftesbury Act,” was carried in the interest
of the low church party. By this.Act the
members of this section of the establishment
were released from the obligations of the Law
‘which had till then enjoined upon the minister
of the Church of England, the use of the Book
of Common Prayer on all occasions; so that he
could not even hold a prayer meeting, or preach
anywhere, either in barn or in school room,
without officiating in the dress prescribed by
the rubrie, and using the form of prayer en-
joined by Aet of Parliament. This was felt
by many of the low churchmen to be a hard-
ship. Their tastes ran, not in the direction of
vestments, and liturgics, but were strongly in-
clined towards the forms of non-conforming
worship,—consisting mainly of long dreary ad-
dresses to the Deity, in which that party is in-
structed how to comport himself, and during
the delivery of which the worshippers stand for
the most part ; and of other Iong dreary addresses
to the congregation, during which they are al-
lowed by custom to sit down. Now the
Shaftesbury Act in (uestion gave to these An-
glican ministers of non-conforming proclivities,
relief by allowing them, outside of the parish
chureh, in any private chapel, school house or
other place of meeting, to indulge in such modes
of worship as best suited their particulav tastes
and the tastes of their severul audiences.

This law the Ritualists propose to invoke in
behalf of their peculiar usages. They propose
to erect, by means of private subscriptions, free,
or Shaftesbury churches, in which they shall
be legally at liberty to conduct worship as they
please, They will of eourse officiate in the old
churches, zad in the style cojoined by law : that
is te say, they will oo Suadays and Festivals,
therein hurry through the preseribed form of
prayer, which will not take long; and three
times a year they will, as by law required, cele-
brate therein their comnmunion serviee after the
pattern delivered by the Privy Council. But
these official acts of worship legally discharged,
the Rector will be entitled to his salary; and
he will be free also to carry on the worship on
which his heart is set, and with as close an
imitation of Catholic ceremonics as he pleases,
within the Shaftesbury church, or meeting
house, which it is proposed to ercet.  There his
real, or serious worship will be conducted, and
there neither Courtsof Archesnor Privy Council
will be able, as the law now stands, to interfere
with him. Thus do the Ritualists propose to
satisfy the requirements both of their pockets,
and ot their conscience, to keep on good terms
with both Ged and Mammon. The dodge is
an ingenious one, and we shall be curious to see
how it succeeds.

The V. Y. Tribune, quoted by the Montreal
Witness of the 20th April, hus some remarks
upon newspapers, and the causes of their sue-
cess, and decline. The great sceret of the sue-
cess of most papers on this Continent, suys our
informant, is tobe found in their impurity, and
thoir irreligion ; in their pandering to the lusts
and the anti-Christian—or anti-Catholic—pre-
judices of the public :—

¢ "The newspapers of this country, just in propor-
tion as they purify themselves, decrease their circu-
lation, and when a paper becomes positively reli-
rious it is almost—not quite—certain to become
bankrupt."—AN., ¥ Trituns,

There is we fear only too much truth in what
the Trilune here asserts. A paper that is
neither immoral nor anti-Catholic has but a
small chance of success; and an increasing sub-
iseription list is prima facie evidence of, either
general smuttiness, or rabid No-Popery-ism.
Obseenity is always sure to command populurity;
but cven obscenity may be dispenséd with, and
its ubsence condoned for, by a lavish abuse of
Cutholies, their priests and their religious,—
An anti-Catholic paper, if conducted with an
utter disregard of truth, and charity, is almost
as good a paying concern as an.obscene paper.

It is only the * pesitively religious” paper
that fails in coramanding success ; and to be
“ positively” religious, a paper must needs be.
Catholic. Protestantism is simply the negation
of Catholicity : it is not a positive, but a nega-
tive relizion: and consists essentially not in
what it affirms, but in what it denies. Its
organs are thercfore not ¢ positively” but «ne-
gatively” religious papers; and the secret oftheir
success, when they do succecd, lies, not in their
affirmation, or defence of those Christian veri-
ties which they have retained, and which they.

The law is now dead 'against them; and it is

‘hold in comon with Catholics—for in any-

’

thing wherein they agree with, or do mot pro-
test against the latter, they are non-Protestant ;
but, in their negation of, apd assaulis upon
truths - peculiar to Catholics.” It is not the
Christianity of these journals which makes
them popular, but their anti-Catholicity; not
their "morality, 'but their assaults wupon
that Church which all- instinctively . feel
to be the only sure bulwark of Christian
morality. For iustance: a Protestant writer
will never command popularity on this Continent
by denouncing divorce as immoral, and anti-
Christian, or by upholding the sanctity and
indissolubility of the warriage tie; but in
spite of so doing, he may still find favor in the
eyes of the public, if he be but constant and
bitter in his condemnation of Popish clerical
celibacy, and unsparing of his denunciations of
Catholic vows of chastity, And the reuson is
obvious. The Protestant religious paper is
felt by all to be impotent towards restrsining
the cver onward rolling tide of licentiousness, or
of restoring the old Catholic idea of the sacra-
mental and indissoluble union of one man with
one woman ; whilst on the other hand, it is
equally obvious to the most superficial observer,
that could the Catholic Church and her teaching
be entircly discredited in any community, there
the only cxisting obstacle, not ounly to divoree,
but to t Free-Lovism,” would have been re-
moved. The evil then to the Protestant cause
that a Protestant journal does by its mild ob-
jections to divoree, are pardoned to the editor
for the great service thut he renders to the
cause of immorality, licentiousness, and the
abominations of “ Free-Lovism,” by his con-
stant efforts to discredit Catholicity, and the
Church which alone is able consistently and
effectually to maintain the sanctity of the mar-
ringe tie :—Consisteatly, because she teaches
that marriage is more than a ecivil contract,
that it is a saerament; cffectually, because in
spite of the assaults of ler enemies she stiil
asserts and exercises dominion over the com-
science of millions of the world's inhabitants.

There is nothing therefore inconsistent with
the fact that many IProfcstunt papers have a
lzrge circulation, in the assertion of the XY, 1.

'ribune that “ when a paper becomes posi-
tively religious it is almost certain to become
bankrupt ;" whilst on the other hand, it is quite
certain that as a general rule *  just in propor-
tion ac journals purify themselves, purge their
columns of their liccutious stuff, of their highly
spiced tales, their inuendoes, their indecent
police reports, and similur matter, they ¢ de-
crease their cireulation.” .

* There are many honorable exceptions; asin
our Montreal secular press,—which is for the most
part, pure, high-toned, ably conducted, and de-
servedly popular.

DiseasED MEAT.—The danger to which the
public are constantly exposed from the sclling
by ignorant or unprincipled dealers of meat,
the flesh of diseased animals, was strikingly
manifested the other day at Boston; where, as
a Coroner’s Inquest shows, a butcher named
Temple, came by his death from disease by
him contracted, by wiping his hands with a
towel which had been previously used for
washing the inside of a cow that had been
dressed for the Boston market. It seems that
the cow in question had been one of a drove
brought by rail, but had heen trampled to
death in the train, In spite of this however,
and from want of any cffieient sanitary super-
vision, the flesh of this animal, unfit even for dogs,
was dressed for human food.

The following is the substance of Dr. Car-
penter’s evidence in the nuisance case, arising
out of the carting of earth mixed with human
remains, from the excavations for building pur-
poses now making in the old Catholic ceme-
tery :—

DR. CAMPENTER'S EVIDENCE,

He declined to take the prescribed onth, and with
the permission of the Court made o #olemn affirma-
tion, and deposcd in snbstance as follows: He had
studied matters relating to public henlth for 30
years; was familiar with the apecial smells of grave-
yards; wasin England minister of a_church in
which interments had been made more than a gen-
etation previously, yet he had to keep the windows
open summer and winter becnuse of the smell. The
Queon in Council ordered the church to be closed
il complete disinfecting measures bad been taken,
He Lnd previously given ovidence in this Court on
the so-cnlled desecration 4 years ago. Only the
bones were maked out, and he  (with several gentle-
men of the. Council) saw horrible putrid matter
buried again, The land was gravelly and porous;
and even if dead remaines were nob found in any
particular part, it wonld still bo likely to reeceive
poisonous - drainage from the ncighborhood. On
Sunday, n.m., March 26th, hisattention was arrested
in Dorohester” street ' by - the peeulinr grave-yard
smell, Tt.was not the gus-metery which .wns nearer
Metcenlfo stroet; - He feared that fresh excavations
werg being made; but found that the wind was
carrying it from M. - Poton's lote.. Large numbers

‘In twenty-eight days,

it that day. On Easter Eve he went ugain, Ald.
Alexander baving informed him that fresh excava-
tions were making, and that lhe had ordered the
police to interfere, He found it was at the same
lots; this time the wind blew tha smell towards the
chaneel of St. George’s.  As he wallked on the op-
posite side of St. Frangols street, he could perceive
the exact places where the stench began and ended.
Air, containing poisonous stench, is often carried
by currents to considernble distances without being
dissipated. The excavation which caused the fresh
stench appeared to be between Mr. Paton's buiklings
and the line of strect. The policeman showed him
where a vofin lay, only a few inches from
the surface, which he had compelled the
parties to leave. The stench there was intoler-
able. A heap of human hones, also @ complete
coffin were on the ground. On Enster Sunday, large
numbers of persons attending St. George's church
were aunoyed by the smell. The earth was
unctuous from human remains ; some of the labor-
crs had been obliged to hold their hands in the
smoke of the stove, even after washing, before they
could cat. Mr. Anderson had informed him that
the smell was so bad when they carted the same
soil to the part north of Dorchester strect, that he
wus obliged to complain, Iest his Dakery should
suffer. It was still very bad there on Easter cve.
It might be seriously dmmnaging to health, even
were there no smell ; the poisonous germs of many
diseases were inodorous. The cmanations from
decaying human remains were the most deadly of
any. Cros-examined: Had heard that this carth
near Des-Rivieres street had been covered over with
a luyer of good goil ; that would greatly lessen the
danger, but not remove it, were bascments excu-
vated, Had heard that the city anthorities wero
depositing  the same earth on the low streets;
thought it equally injurious to public health, who-
ever did it. He did not know the defendant; but
Mr. Paton hnd been his intimate friend. He would
give cxnctly the same evidence if snlpenaed
against the Corporwation, or any other person. He
would consider it an intolerable nuisance if any
sich earth were deposited on his ownland. He did
not say that small-pox would break out if a small-
pox corpse was disturbed, or the ship-fever if the
trench went near Mr. Paton’s lots ; the peculiar die-
eas¢ depended on many unknown cuuses. He
would only say that such condnct was inviting dis-
case, and that if any such appeared here was a suf-
ficient cause. There was o difference between roads
and houses built on grave-yards, because strects
were well covered with metal; while in houses the
gases Tose from the basements and might kill the
infuuts. It was matter of history that when the
plague Lurial-ground in Bristol was re-opened after
nearly half a century, the plague broke ont afresh.
There was a virulent but isolated outburst of cholera
near Golden Square, London, and H. M. Cowmis-
sioners could account for it in no other way than
that a sewer bad been cut through the old plague
cemctery, unused for nearly two centwies, and lad
allowed of drainage from it into a well used by the
cholera-suficrers.  Larth might smell and even fuel
harmless as in aa carth-closet, yet it may have
absorbed morbific matter, and may give it out again
uader altered conditions. The great smell arose
from the cisturbance of the soil; but cven after
that had been dissipated, the injurious muatters
might remain in the carth and be given out at a
future time. Should not censider earth legally a
nuisance merely because it had lain around a coflin,
provided no atomn of human matter had been ab-
sorbed by it. Dr. Sterry Hunt hnd stated that a
coftin might be hermetically sealed for generations
in pure cluy undor certain conditions; but the
wliole earth in that part of the old cemetery was
poreus and bighly charged with the most offensive
and morbific matter. Facal matter when first
cjected bad & most noisome smell; on being im-
mersed in water or dry carth it lost its smell, but
wes equally unhealthy if allowed to decompose.
%o the cemetery enrth, on beinzg first disturbed,
emitted & mast odious stench; but it was still nor-
ifie, even after the smell had ceased.

SwiNpLING Exrraounryary.—Tvwo persons atived
at the St. Lawrence Hall on the 14th inst. and re-
gistered their names a5 the Kev. Dr. Sackville of
New York and Captain de Charleton of the same
city. Cowfortuble reoms were allotted to them,
and the captain and the¥clergyman might have
been often scen chatting together or with other
persons,  The veverend doctor was particularly
conspicuous as he walked up und down the corri-
dor of the hotel attentively reading what every-
ono supposed was his prayer book. A day or two
after their arrival at the Hall the captain and hls
reverend friend paid a visit to Mr. Strect, Notre
Dame street, when the captain requested to see
some gold watches, as he wished to buy a good onc
for presentation to n friend and another for himself.
At the same time Doth informed Mr. Strect of their
respective voeations, and meanwhile selected two
watches and jewellery and diamond pins fo the
value of about cight or nine hundred dollars. On
the conclusion of the selection of the wuatches wud
jewellery, the reverend doctor informed Mr. Street
that hie would very much like to buy a large and
handsome gold cross to present on his return home
to Dishop McClosky of New York. He had Teen
for o long time looking for an article .of tlhls des-
eription, lut could find none to suit him. Mr.

P New .Y{)m{, {\.pril 20.—A despatch dated
Paris, Tuesday night, says in ﬂ.]e affair at As-
niers yesterday the 228th buttalion of National
Guards retreated inside the Porte, crying < all
is lost.” The people charged the Nationals
with cowardice, and a hot fight ensued between
“the civil and military adherents of the Commuse.
Levall presents a horrible spectacle, the Nation-
als are carousing and the wounded lying iu the
streets groaning. Ibis strange the Government
did not, follow up the attack. They must have
succeeded at Neuilly. A body of gens d’armes
has been entrenched for the last 8 days, and in
spite of 1 withering fire still hold out. News
of reverses at Asniers yesterday caused great
excitement in Paris,

The Times has a despateh from Paris, stating
that it is reported in that city that Prussiawill
intervene in the affuirs of France, in case the
commuae should be victorious over the Ver-
sailles government. :

Cholera is expected to add shortly to the
troubles of the wretched Parisians. Other
epidemics of a kindred nature have already ap-
peared.

The indemnity of 500,000,000 francs due
from France to Germany on April the 1st, stiil
remains unpaid.

General David, with a bedy of Garibaldians,
has “purified the Pantheon,” by driving out
the priests, sawing off the arms of the cross
over the front portico, and hoisting the red flag
on the upright portion of the crown. The
cross on the cupola has been removed, and the
red flag hoisted in its place.

A special from Versailles on Tursday after-
noon says forty thousand Government troops are
in the wood at St. Cloud, and ten thousand are
quartered at Bougival. The Communists are
firing on Puteaux, and doing great damage.
The road to St. Denis is crowded with people
leaving Paris; the advantages for doing so being
greater than was expected.

A bloody combat has been raging at Neuilly
since morning, The Commandant of 261st
battalion of Nationals waskilled. The Comman-
dant of artillery was denounced and arrested
as o traitor.

THE ARREST o THE PRIESTS IN PARIS.—
The men who arrested the Archbishop of Puris
threatened with pistolsin their hands. During
the night his residence was pillaged.  The pro-
perty containad in it, both private and public,
church ornaments and plate were thrown into
. carts pelemele. The pillage lasted until six
a.m. Monseigneur de Sura, the apostolical pro-
thonotary, was arrested on Wednesday. At
the same time the curc of the Madaleine was
captured. The door of the preshytery of the
Church de I’Assomption was broken open by
the butt-end of rifles. Everybody in the
houses was arrested, and- the pillage began.
This was at two o'clock in the morning.
When he heard the door broken open, the cure
immediately got up, and having hastily dressed
himself in plain clothes, rushed across the gar-
den to the back of the house, behind the
church. With his servant he then attempted
to scale the garden wall. It was wmoonlight,
and cverything could be scen with distinctness ;

Tne 17 CoNSTIFUTIONS OF FRANCE.—
Three removes they say (in private life) are
as bad as a fire; what must 17 Revolutions in
82 years be for a country? What might
France now be, if, during those years, she had
enjoyed a stable Government instead of being
distracted by the 17 'great organic upheavals
of her political fabric, The Monde cnumerates
them as follows: Under Louis XVI we had
the Constitution of 3 September, 1791, which
succeeded to the ancien regime. This Consti-
tution lasted 15 months, more or less. Then
cume the © Republic, One and Indivisible.”
It produced three Constitutions, (1) that of
the 24 of June, 1793, which lasted 15 months ;
(2) that of 19 Veademiaire of the year Two,
which Jasted 3 months, and (38) that of the 14
Brumatire of the same year, which lasted 15
months. Under the Directory, there was the
Constitution of the § Fructidor, Year Three,
with a duration of 4 years and a half. Under
the Consulate there were: (1) The Constitu-
tion of the 22 Brumaire, of the Ycar Seven;
duration, 2 years; (2) The Constitution of
the 14 and 16 Thermidor, Year Ten; it also
lasted 2 years, The Empirc of the Emperor
Napoleon I. had a Constitution dated the 28
Floreal of the Year Twelve; its span of exis
tence reached to 10 years. Under the Restor-
ation there was: (1) The Constitution of the
6 and 9 April, duration 3'months; (2) the
Constitution of the 4 June (La Charte), last-
ing 3 months. During the feverish period of
the « Hundred Days’ there was a Constitu-
tivn ; it bore date March 22, 1815, and lasted
two months, The second restoration brought
» new Constitution, known as the Ordonnance
of 7 July, 1815; it lasted 15 years, The
reign of Louis Philippe had its Constitution
dated 6 August, 1830; duration 18 years.
Second Republic, Constitution dated 12
November, 1848, losted 2 years. The Second
Eupire had 2 Constitutions; (1) that of De-
cember 2, 1851, duration 1 month; (2) that
of January 14, 1852; duration 19 years,
Lastly, we have had the third Republic, with
its Government of National Defence and its
Constitution of the 4 September, 1870. Its
span of duration is not vet determined, but it
may safely be prophesied that ne greater lon-
gevity awaits it than the average of its prede-
cessors, Surely we have in this_ brief history
the reductio ad absurdum of revolution. -
