4 From the moment the Union'was accomplished
nothing kept back the possessing ctasses, who per-
slsted in looking en Irelond as a conquered country
obliged to pay wibute to the conquoror, They left
Irelund tospend the income of the Irish estates on
their lands in England and abroad, Whatever the
Irish farmerearned he had to give up in tho shape
of rent to the distant Inudlord, while no gaod came
tothe tenants from the Jandlord. At thesame time
the avents of the emigrant landlords wounld oppress
the tenants most unmercifully and no consideiation
a{pity or charity would step in between the inexot-
pols right of the owner and the last farthing that
conid be squeezed out of the unfortunate farmer.
By this system of absenteeiam Ireland was reduced
to the direst poverty, and its people brought to des-
poir aud crime.”

After giving a general view of agrarian
outrages, the writer refers to the murder of
Lord Leitrim in cloquent words, which we
prefer to translite in extenso .

“«The alaim and horror may well be imagined
that Beized upou atl people in Iveland aud Kogleed
wlilke when the news came that an agrarian murder
liad heen perpetrated on Lord Leitrim  In the
first flush of legitimate excitensent it wus proposed
ti restore the exceptional lawa that had been made
in times of gencral fighting, nod had been repealed
long since. Dut calmer counscls have prevailed
riney, aud it is no langer ta be thought of that the
Legislaturs and administration should attempt to
put u whele nation into new chains on account of
nn isolated eriine. Lord Leinim was an extremely
harsh tandlird ; the least infringement of his orders
be punished by eviction, even if it wns against his
own intervst, and eo much was he detested that he
had to turn many faims into pasture grounds for
b-ing unable to find tenants, however much arsble
lund might have been sought nfter, His death was
probably an act of vengeauce for somo fresh evic-
tion recently ordered ; but the indignation it canses
Bhould not be lavished entirely upon the murdercr
Laws aud public opinion are ready at hand, and are
quite right ia branding offunders against property,
but they are very slow in punishing the abuse of
property, nlthougzh this offence is no less immoral
than the other, 'Theft, robbery and imposture are
ot a bit less damning than ueury, extortion, op-
pression, hurshness of the creditor again-t the
d:blor—nnay, the last-named crimes, be they defined
by the law or not, dc & great denl more nuschief
than those first named, for they poison the minds
of the injured by exciting within them acger, hatred,
vindictiveness and kindred passions, which often
lead to criminal actions,”

This is a common gense and, at the same
time, thoroughly Christian view of the case,
which differs very mueh indecd from the re-
flactions made by the London daily papers on
the melancholy event in question, The writer
winds up by saying that * the law ought to
Punish the oppressor so as to prevent acts of
vengeance on the part of the oppressed.”

JAMES NAPPER TANDY.

Thongh by ®o means Among the most promioent men who figured in Ireland during the last
quarter of the eighteenth century, the name of “ Nupper Tandy” i3 indelibly fixed in the momory of
his countrymen as & very zealons and fcarless champion of Irish rights at the time when Grattan and
bis associntes were atruggling for the legislative independence of their country, Durieg our Revolu-
tignary war, England, unable to keep suflicient troops in Ireland to defond the consts agalnst antici-
pated attacks from French cruisers, favored the formation of an Irigh militia, and under an act passed
by the Irish Parlinment in 1778, a military organization sprang up, known as the Volunteers, which
at one time numbered siaty thousand ar.ed men. But as the example of America began to be felt in
Europe, the patriots of Ireland commenced to bestir themselves to throw off at Jeast the shackles that
bound their trade nod crippled their legislative action, In their contest with the govercment they
were ably seconded by the moral effect of the Volunteers, whose capnon, bearing the label ¥ TFree
Trade ot elss——"? were planted in College Green, while the debate on independunce was going on
inside the Partiament House. The officer who commanded those eloguent guns was James Napper
Tandy, 8 Protestant gentleman of high social position snd great influence in Dublin,

The efforts of Grattan proved for a time successful, but the government never forgave the Volun-
Assoon a3 pence was restored, it used all exertions
to break up the organization, and succeeded too well, Tandy then jolned Tone in forming the “United
Irishmen,” aud for some time occupied the position of Becrctary to the Dublin Socicties, Falling

The disestablishment aond discndowment of

the Established Church of Eogland in Ireland

removed one of the Irish grievances which was
more than sentimental; but this was not done
in such a manner as justice to the Irish people
demanded, The disestablishment and disen-
dowment were marked aséhe establishment, and
endowment were, by the most shameless rapine
apd the most absolute di-regard for the rights
of the people. The great bulk of the property
which, if' it was not the property of tho Ca-
tholies of Ireland, wus the property of the
Irish people; was divided amongst those who
happened to be Bishops, Rectors and Curates
at the time, no less than four huondred persons
having been appointed curates just in time to
catitle them, under the Act of Parliament, to
n-share of the plunder. The report of the
commissioners for 1877 shows, 23 an exchange
states, that: 1 —

#The work of the Commissioners is very nearly
aver.  That work during the past year has con-
sigted chielly in paying snnaitants who have not
commuted, gettling with the owners of advowsony,
and generally putting matters in such a shapo as te
leave wvery little more to be attended to previous to
Landing over the surplus funds to the Government,
to be disposed of us may suem best  That surplus,
it is now enlculated, will amount to about six and
u half millions of pouuds sterling. This is much
less than Mr. Uladstonc ealculnted it would be, but
quite a8 much as could be reasonably exprcted,
when the manner in which tho wholoe businees hre
buen mannged is tauken iuto cousiderntion, Mr.
Gladstone calculated that the eotirg capitalized
veveouos of the Irish Cburch would amount to
about £16,000,000. ‘Fhis must have bepn cousider-
ably below what has been actuully realized, for
otherwise the surplus would liave been much
smaller than is even now reckoned on. Wor one
reason or .gpoether Mr. Gladstons caleulated tho
necessary expensues at much lower tigures than thosoe
at which they now actoally stend. He certainly
tid not make them too low if only ordinary ¢quity
were to be considered.  But the louse of Lords
did not think his arrnpgement sufficiently Jiberal to
tho mewmbera of the discndowed Church, and the
changes thus made added considerably to the out-
lay whil the munner in which the commuting
clergy and the Commissiuners arranged their cliams
and commutations has beon ou a sealv of such un-
puratieied liberality (to pub the matter very mildly)
a3 to make formidable inroads upon the funds above
what any ono could have calculated upon who
lookad on it a% o mero matter of businers, For in-
stapce, Mr. Gindstone caleulated—and witle the
menng at hig disposal for furming s correct estimate
ho could not have been very far astray—that to-
commute with #ll the beneficial clergy wonld take
£4,900,000. It had actuslly taken £,320,000,
besides L16,5%4 annually for annuitios to those who
did not commute. ‘Lo put on the claims of the
curates Mr. Gladstono thought would require
£800,000. 1t actually tuok 1,860,000 and no
wonder, wher: the conscicuces of the clergy could
alfow them to retain 4+ 0 ¥ permanent” curntes as
nppointed within the Jast yeur of the Church’s exis-
tenco a8 nn establisbment, 1t was thought that
£300,000 would by out all the owners of advowsons,
but that work nctually took £779,000. Upon the
whole, while Mr. Giadstono calculated that to meet
nll claims with the greatest liberality would reqlire
48,450,000, iv has actually taken £12,227,000, In
other words, to settle up un vstate of some cighteen
millions of pounds.has taken considerahly more
than twelve millions. There cun bo no reasonable
doubt that this ‘I8 very extravagant, and that the
tlisendowed and disestablished Churches havo fea-
thered their nests In & very remarkable faghion. It
cunnot be belped, however. It was the firet experi--
ment of the kind in disendowing and disestablish-
ing, and it was but natural tuat blunders should be
committed, though in this cuse some of the blun-
derts have been of a charaster which many wowmd
be inclined to speak of under a barsher name.”

The Rev. Dr. Couroy, Apostolic Delegnte to
Canads, left San Francisco last Wednesday 17th ult
for Marysville, On his arrtval in that city, be was
received by.the R$..Bev. Bisbop O'Connell with
gome of his clergy, and conducted to the episcopal
residence, where he remained during his stay. He
pontificated and blessed tho holy oils on Boly
Thursday, and assisted at all the offices of the
Church ‘during the remaining days of the Holy
Week. On Easter Sunday he afforded the Catholics
of Marysville a good and lasting pleasure, by
preaching for them the sermon of the duy. Easter
Monday he set out with & party of friends t_o visit
the placer mines of the Excelsior Co, at Smarte-
ville, He was met half way by Mr, McGanney,
who owns about o fourth interest in the mines, and
by Mr. O'Brien likewise a stockholdor, and super-
intendent with Mr. McGanney, of the mines. Ac-
companied by these gentlemen, he went through al}
the works, and was struck by the enormous power
of the hydraulic system of mining. After his visit,
the Very Rev. Vicar General, Father Dalton and
others were waiting to accompany bim to Virginia
City. Report ran before him, and the *golden car-
riage” of Mre. Fair was at the railrond depot to re-
ceive him, but fellowing the edvice of his compan-
ions he had made the trip from Reno in n carriage.
Rev. Father Manogue had assembled the clergy, Mr
Mackey and {other promioent gentlemen, to meet

im at dinper.  After dinuer, accepting the invita.
tion of Mr. Mackey, his Excellency visited the
mines, and was conducted by the ssme gentleman
through all the works and wondersof the Comstock
Mining Co. He left Virginia thesame evening and
took the train for Reno en route for Omaha, where
he will spend a duy or two, proceeding Northwards.

In Omaba the Delegate delivered the following
irpressive lecture, of which we are able to furnish
an accurate reporf.

tions, without life or inflaence on the souls of men,
while some of them Lave sunk to tholowest depths
of moral and socia) degradation, like the Russian
Church, end others, like the Apglican, have becnmo
nests of foulest simony, through which they have
lost all digoity sud sp.."*val vigor. We have even
begun to see the hand of disestablishment applied
by the Btate to these combrous and noxious paras-
ites of its power, and the case of the Protestant
Church in Ireland seems to be a type and fore-run-
ner of a Tenclion against estublished Churches, even
on tho pait of the Governments whose creatures
and slaves they have hitherto been, Not so with
the Catholic Church, While her proud rivals are
falling, stricken by the poison of State control, her
youth is being renewed as of an eagle. In Holland,
in Eugland, and in other countries she has restored
her ancient hierarchy, while in the virgin flelds of
the new world she has found millions of children
to comfort her for those who had becn torn from
lier in Europe,

NON-ESTABLISHED CHURCHES.

Nor is the condition of the wnon-establizhed
Churches that have retained some fragmentsof the
old faith better than that of the established Protest-
ant Churches, Theage in which we live isan age
of critical solvent scepticism. There is no man
outside the Catholic Church whosee soul has not been
thrown in upon itself, nnd forced to test the grounds
of his 1¢ligions belief by asking himself the awful
question: * What reasons have I for my faith in
the supernatural? Why do I belicve this and
rejuct that doctrine? This stern investigation
must result in oue or the other of these issues;
cither he finds that he believes on divine au-
thority, nnd then he has the seeds of Catholicism
sown deep in his leart, or he dizcovers that his
faith rests on historical or esthetical arguments
which have no other than a human value. In the
first case, the grace of God, rightly corresponded
with and mnde fruitfal by prayer, will lead him to
the fulness of Catholic truth, ng we have seen the
kiudly light lead on some of the imperial intellects
of our age, In the second case he passes insensibly
to the ranks of the infidels. Not so with the Cath-
olic. He knows who it is whom he has believed.
Built on the rock of Peter, secure in possession of
God's gift of faith, which satisfice at once intellect
and heart, he rests securo in the one unvarying
teaching of a Church which while it speaks with
authority carries with, as if in its hand, the motives

the first word that rises unbidden to their ilps is
the name of their mother, And if among them
there be one whose privilege it is to have looked
latest of them all upon that mother's face and to
have been called to devoto his life more unreserv-
edly than the rest to thei mother's service, he is
gure to be questioned with al the eagernews of love
concerning her welfare and the state in which he
left ber. You and § are here this evening, for the
first time, face to face, and yet we meet as brothers,
for we are all children of the same holy Catholic
Church. And since we are brothers, I feel that
your ieartg interrogate mive, asking from me how
fares it with the mother of our souls? The mote 8o
becanss you bave heard that powerfal enemies have
arlsen ngainst her, and that violent hands have
been laid upon her, and her cries and Jamentations
in her distress have reached your ears, Perplexed
by the inroad of so muny evils, you fain would cry
to me as the Idumenus cried to the prophet out of
Seir: * Watchman, what of the night! Watchman,
what of the night! Think you that the dark night
of persecution that bus come down upon the Cath-
olic Church will last over long.” Can you discern
any sign of peace appearing as yet amid the storm 7
T'o this questioning I would in words like those
employed by the prophet, yet coming from ono who
spoaks with more than 8 prophet’a authority : *The
morning cometh, nlso the night” (Is. xxi. 11.)
Without doubt Christendom is passing at present
through a crisis derk and drear a8 the night,  We
are dismayed,” says Leo XIIL in his noble allocu-
tion ot 28th March, ¢ we are dismayed by the most
sad ccnoition to which bas teen riduced almost
everywhere, not merely the civil society of. the
world, but also the Catholic Church, nnd especially
this Apostolic See.” DBut though they may be dis-
mayed, Catholies ate not to be discouraged at the
gloomy prospect before them, Although the Light
is there, the morning cometh, and already the first
gracious harbingers of the dawn may be seen in the
brightening sky. Hope is the life qf Ohristian
prayer, and our Holy Father bids us join our pray-
ers witk his to % that God who is rich in mercy
that he may always assist us by His kindly grace,
goide towards good our counsels and acts, render
happy the years of his Pontificate, and finally sub-
duing the storms and calming the angry billows,
condact the bark of Peter to ita wished-for heaven
of tranquility and peace.” It is not necessary for
me to remind you that the Catholic’s confidence in
the indestructibility of the Cburch is not based on
any trust in human power howaver mighty, but on
the teachings of faith, On the one hand we have
Deen forewarned that in this world the Church is
never to enjoy absolute repase from the persecution
of men. * If”gays Christ, ‘ they have persecuted
e, they will also persecute you i (St John, xv.
20), and * in the world you shall have distress, but
have confidence; I have overcome the world” (St.
John, xvi. 33); and on the other hand we are as-
sured that “the gates of hell shall not prevail
against the Church,” and that .Christ Himself will
be with her “all days, even to the consummation of
the world” It is sweet and consoling to mark in
the course of history the working of thislaw, which
in :the Church bas wed together weakness and
strength in & union so wonderful.that, like the
Apostle; when she is wenk then she is most strong.
And it is specially sweet and specially consoling in
the very crisis of & persecution such as that which
now welghs her down, to contemplate the tokens
of unséxpected strength she exhibits at the moment
in which, humanly speaking, her strength would
seem to have departed from her. Tosome of these
tokens of this supernataral strength in weakness I
wonld invite your attention this evening, And first
of all, it is impoesible not to be struck with the
favorable position the Catholic Church holds to-
day. .
IN THE WORLD OF MODERY THOUGET
potwithstanding the attacks to which she bes loog
been exposed, both from religious bodies outside
her own pale, and from the scbools ot sclentific un-
belief. As far ag religlous bodies not Cathelic are
concerned, they may for vuc present purpose be

He halts not in his belitf, cheosing to pro-
fuss this portion of revelation and to reject thatac-
cording to his own capricious fancy. He holds fast
by the entire body of revesled truth because God
has revealed it in its integrity, and the Church pro-
claims it without mutilation or change, Nor i3 he
shaken by the teachings of
THE UNBELIEVING SCIENCE OF THE AGR.

It is distressing to every belleving mind to ob-
gorve how the science of the age, as taught in such
universities as are not Catholie, bas become abso-
lutely sceptical or materialistic. For one who is
not a Catholic it is next to impossible to resist the
current of modern infidol thought, because no-
where outside of the Catholic Church is it beld that
there is any other order of knowledge save that
which is putely human in ovigin as well as in ob-
ject. Now whboever starts from the principle that
there 18 Ko second order of truth divinein its origin
and in its object and under this conviction under-
takes to voyage over strange seas of thouglt alone,
must inevitably end in materinlism. This is pre-
cisely the course of the hostility to revelation that
ig characteristic of modern science. It is only
the Cathalic who can unite his faith in God with
the fulleat nnd freest study of the natural scicnces.
For he knows from his Faith that there are tvo
orders of truth, one divinoe, the other human, and
he knows thas the God whe is the author of re-
vealed troth isthe same who is the Lord of sciences.
He con read securely the two books in whizh our
Henavenly Master has written His thoughts, and to
him the pages of the one ore but a supplement to
the contents ot the other. Hence it happens that
to day by the very force of logic, science sinks inlo
unbelief wherever it has been removed from the
influences of Catholic discipline. I think it is
plain therefore that we Catholica bave no reason to
be discouraged by the place the Cathelic Church
holds in the world of modera thonght.

THE INTERNAL VITALITY OF THE CHURCH,

In the next place, I think that considered in her-
self and in ber internal life, the Catholic Church
bas never been stronger at any period of her his-
tory than she is to-dsy: When St. Cyprian would
describe in what the Church’s vitality consisted, he
defined her to be ¥ A people made one with its
priest ; & flock closely clinging to its shepherd”
(8. Cyprisn, Ep. 49) Never before in the entire
range of the Church’s history has this marvelous
unity been more complete, or more eplendidly con-
spicnons than at present, Never before was the
laity, united in irself, mors thoroughly and heartily
oune with the general body of the clergy than it is
to.day. Nevar wasthe general body of the clergy
more united with the Episcopate; never was the
Episcopate more united with the Pope, and never
so far as the Church’s members are concerned, was
the suthority of the Apostolic See, as centro of
unity, more clearly asserted or more loyally sus
tained than at present, Each separate element of
this complex unity is in truth a magnificent ex-
hibition of power. That more then 200,000,000 of
believing men, differing in age, In country, in habits,
in languagoe nnd in interests, should freely continue,
century after century, bound together as members
of one great corporation, submitting to the same
laws, nnd calling "each other brothers, is in itself
an historical marvel, ‘ .
THE EMPIRE OF ANCIRNT ROME,

of éitizenship, has been ever regarded as perhaps
the grandest expression ot human power the earth
has geen. And yet, after a few centuries, it was
ground into the dust benenth the heel of the baroar-
inos, while the Catholic Church, century after cen-
tury, has but waxed stronger in the over increasing
number of her united children. The foul spirit of
Revolution is now abroad in the modern world,

She will not n[lpw
her children to belong to-those secret societies,
which usutp to themsclves, over their wretched
adepts, the dread functions of supreme power and
it is well for the world to-day, ard it will be well
for the world ia the near future tbat her hold upon
the. consclences of two hundred millions of men,
instead of being weakened, grows stronger in this
period of socini crisis. And if the strength of her
unity be great, the. secret. by.which she created and
by which she waintains it, reveal a strepgth more
glorious still. /The’ secret of the unity of the Ca-
tholic masses lies in the frequentation of the holy
sacraments of God's Church ; for, as the Apostle
says (1 Cor. x. 17.) % They are one body all that
partake of one brend 7  Now, never perhaps, sinee
the early ages of faith, bave the gacraments been
more generally or more worthily approached by the
faithfal than at present.
TUB SPIRITUAL REFORMATION INAUGURATED

Ly the Council of Trent has now reached its nlmost
full development, and if we contrast what we read
in the episcopal acts of St. Charles Borromeo, with
the details of the daily life of the Catholic masses
that contiaually fall under sur own notice, we shull
find resson to dless God for the change that has
taken place; and when we remember that the fre-
quentation of the sacraments is but another name
for an habitual, close and loving wunion between the
faithful and the spiritual head of the Church, Jesus
Christ Himself, by virtue of which the Christian
man clicgs mare tendurly to this Saviour, thinking
the thoughts of Christ, loving what Christ loved,
batiog the evil that Christ bated; who would not
rejoice at the sight of that marvellous strength of
the Catholic Church, which I have attempted to
describe 7 Who would not salute and bless her as
the most powerful agent that livesand works to-day
in the midst of a world rotting and perishing in its
materialism ?

And as the frequentation of the sacraments binds
the Catholic laymen in the closest union among
themselves, so the adwministration of the same
sacraments binds the clergy to thém, and them in
their turn to the clergy. - The Catholic naturally
and without effort complies with the Apostle’s ax-
hortation: * Let a man so account of us as the
ministers of Christ, and the dispensers of the mys-
teries of God"—(l. Cor,, iv, 1), “What iz a
priest?? asks Bilmez. What is his charscter and
functions?” What is the mission he Las to dis-
charge ou earth? The priest is, as it were, a medi-
ator between God and man, Itis his tooffer totle
Almighty eacrifice and incense, to carry before the
torone of infin'ts meroy the prayers of mortals, to
appease the Divine Justice, incessantly provoked by
their crimes, and receiving from the hands of the
Eternal Father gifts most neceseary and precious, to
scatter them upon the world as unfailing treasures
of consolation avd of hope. Look at him when he
izoccupied in the discharge of his angust functions,
surrounded by his flyck bowing low in the spirit of
humility before the Holy of Holies, clothed in sym.
bolical and mysterious robes, slanding before the
altar in the glow of lights, enveloped in the sweet
and fragrant cloud that rises from his hand towards
the throne of the Eternal, he pronounces with fal-
tering accents the universal prayer; he intones the
majestic hymn to the God of Sabbaoth ; he lifts up
with trembling hand the host of salvation, and pre-
sents fcr the adoration of the people the Lamb with.
oat stain, whose blood has redeemed the world,
Dozs not this sublime spectacle move to transports
your entire soul? Arp you not penetrated by a
religious feeling; that humbles you before the Most
High, and at the same time, is not your heart
filled with profound respect for the dignity of
His minister ?* These are eloquent and noble
words, and powerfully depict the lofty condeption
of the priesthood, which faith and love impress
upon the minds of the Catholic mnsses, and which
binds them to their clergymen in bonds of affec-
tion, altogether unparalleled in any other religious
body. Men say that their devotion to the priest is
but a bigoted supersition. No! it is the outcoms
of faith in the great heart of the people, who, after
looking on the face of their Christ,are quick enough
to recogrize in the priesthood the traits they have
adorned in Him, Men say it i8 a growth of ignor-
ance, No! it is the eplightened bhomage which
millions of intellects pay willingly to the sacerdotal
virtues of humility, chastity, love of ltarning, zeal
for man's salvation, the spirit of labor, union with
God. They say that it isthe result of fear, No! but
it is the outpouring of n love that has beep growing
in tho henrts of the faithful laity for eighteen cen-
turies, fed year after yoar as the sea by the inflow-
ing rivers, by the service of a priesthood whom
gold could not corrupt, nor prosperity alter, nor
persecution crush, nor labor tire, nor the fear of
death itgelf sever from the flocks which Gcd had
committed to their charge! And, blessed be God,
never ot say other period of the Church’s history
has the clergy been more worthy of their people’s
love than in these days of ours, and never has their
peaple’s love and confidence been more unreserved-
Iy theirs, It i8 not tco much to say that this
wonderful union between the laity and the clergy
i{s one of the most powerful elements of that heaven-
given strength which sustains the Catholic Church
wader the pressure of the persecution which now so
furiously ussails her. )

And as the laity is united in itgelf and with its
immediate pastors, 8o the pastors in turn are united
among themselves and with their bigshops, Those
who have seent the inner life of the Catholic clergy
can bear witness how fully the Paalmist’s concep-
tion of what is good and pleasing is realized by the
spirit and practice of brotherly love that prevails
among them : % Behold how good and how pleasant
it is for brethren to dwell together in unity.” (Ps.
132,i) And those who witness how fithfally and
unreservedly the Catholic priest carries out the
promise made by him to the bishop in the solemn
hour of his ordinution at once recoguizes in this
union of the two orders of the clergy the fulfilment
of the counsel, given by

of Cheistianity : % Let all follow the bishop, ns
Christ follows His Father” In one word, the
relations between tbe priests end bishops in
the Catholic Church exhibits the latter as the hiv-
ing centre of an authority respected Ly all, and, as
in every deed, ¢ placed by the Holy Ghast to rule
the Church of God So true i3 this, that the
efforts that are now being made to shatter the
organization of the Catholic Church in several of
the Envopean States, are avowedly based upon this
principle ; that unless the clergy can be brought
to bresk with the bishops, all the violence of the
persecution will spend-itself in vain. * We must
give to the inferior clergy” wrote an Itallan poli-
ticlan, on a recent occasion, ¥ such a posltion of
material independence as will secure for them
dignity, strength of character, moral independence
and liberty in the face of the episcopate and of the
Papacy. . . This would serve to transform the
Church, which now belongs to the Pope, intoa
Church which would belong to the nation,” And
another politician of the same school wrote a few
years ago: “There is no other way to fight the

But notwithstanding all the efforts of these men,
sustained a8 they have been for some years by an
unbridled press, encouraged by the favors apd
stimulated by the patronage of successive govern-
ments, the Catholic clergy has remained sbeolutely
naited with the episcopate, and whrough the epis-
copate with the Pope. In Italy alone, out of more
than forty thousond parishes, but two were jound in
which the clergy proved falss to the teachings of
the Church, by accepting an uncanonical election.
Before this sacerdotal firmness the mighty
Kaulturkampf itsolf has failed. Aund not Catholics
alone, but all who profess the Christian religion,
have 7eason to admire tbe strength of Catbolic
unity, as exhibited in the Catholic priesthood; for
the enemy that has been vanquished by it isthe
swora foe not only of the Catbolic Church, but of
all churches professing the Christian religion,
This is candidly acknowledged Ly arecent German
writer, Hartman, in his work on “ The Religton of
the Future.” * The true meaning of this strugple”
—he is gpeaking of the persecution of the Church
in Prussia—‘is ihe arswer to the following ques-
tion : Will mankind, as it is to-day, assign the tirst
place to the next life or to the present life; to the
spiritual or to the temporal, to eternity or to the
things of this worldt Which of these interests
must prevail; those of Christianity or those of
civilization? We shall now be ina position to
measure how much of true Christian apirit remeainsg
in the Protestant sects by observing what degree
of resistance Protestantism will offer to the State,
and how far it will consider the interests of Christ-
iapity identified with those of Catholicism. Should
the Ultramontanes win, their victory will involve
victory also for the evangelical orthodox Protest-
ante; out on the other band, the triumph of the
State over Catboliciam wounld scatier their pigmy
hosts, 85 a puff scatters the dust on aa old book.”
Since then the most terrible persecution that has
been unchained for centuries ngainst the Christian
religion hes been guided by the keen instincts of
hatred to deliver its most furious Llows agaiost the
Church’s armour in the place where the two orders
of ber clérgy meet in union; and since, with a firm,
constant unyielding spirit, the priesthood of the
Catholic Church remains to-day mors thae ever
steadfast in due and canonical accord with the
Episcopate, we have remson surely to bless the
Lord God of Sabaoth for the strength He hasherein
bestowed upon His Church.

It is not necessary that I should dwell Lere at
any length upon the union that binds the members
of the Episcopute together, and with the Sovercige
Pontiff. Allthat could be said to describe the most
perfect form of ecclesiastical unity is summed up in
the mentiop of the vesuits of the Vatican Couccil.
The union wbich at the prescat tims prevails be-
tween the entire Episcopate of the Catholic Church
and the Soverelgn Pontiff is absolutely without s
flaw, There is not a single member of a hietarchy
that girdles the whole earth, nnd counts in its mem-
bers men, leaders in the world of thought and of
action ia a hundred different countries, but teaches
his flock to.day, as the very word of divine truth,
each and e¢very definition issued from the mystic
agsembly of the Church’s latest Council. There is
not one of that illustrious throng who does not
venerats the Boman Pontiff as the infsllible teacher
of Christians,and as the supreme ruler of the entire
Ghristian Church. From a thousand episcopal
thrones in the old world and the new, {from the
Oriental Churches in the mystic East; from the
great European centers of modern civilization ;
from the bustling and prosperous cities of this
American Republic; from the islands of the sen
there rises up as one voice the same cry of greeting
and of homage tothe new!ly clected Pontiff, As St.
Bernard asiced, concerning the Pope of his day :

THRY ASK LEO XIII,

“Who art thou?”’ and then they themselves
speaking for their flocks reply with one accent:
“Thon art the Grent Priest; the SBoversign Pontiff,
the Prince of Bishops; the heir of the Apostles.
Thou art Able in primacy, in government Nos, in
patriarchate, Abraham ; in order Melchisedech ; in
Judgment Samuel; in power Peter; in unction
Christ.”

Alex) How
surpassingly beantiful is this vision of perfect unity
in the midst of the world's dissensions and strifes |
Sorely it is of no carthly forging the bond that
links in foll and perfect accord 5o many millions
of men with each other and with their respective
pastors ; that gives one heart and soul to so many
pastors aud_to their bishops; thut unites tbese
bishops to Leo, and Leo to them; and Leo and
bishops and pricsts and faithful to the Sacred Heart
of Christ! Can we conceive of a more perfect ful-
filment of the prayer of Christ to His Father, that
His followers should be one, even as He and His
Fatherare one? Isnot the Catholic Church to-day,
in the living strength of ita internal unity, the one
fold and the one Shepherd which our Saviour pro-
mised to create?

The
large number of passengers, however, and the con-
sequent confusion, seemed to have so occupied the
attention of this official, thai he was neglectful of
his charge, and thetwo boys, ¢ golog in the swim,”
were soen on board the Sardinian. They had a
vague Idea of having to cross to a ferry at Halifax,
and meant no disrespect when they took the stately
liner Bardinian for ar unpretending ferry boat.
This * ferry,” however, proved unususlly broad, and
very soon attention was directed to the two poor
Inds, who crouched on deck looking very much
scared and distressed. Their history was soon told,

It 1ooks as if it were harder to raise boys now-a-
days than it ever was, In eld times—If twenty or
thirty years back may be s0 des:gnated—wq older
boya remember what struggles we had v'nth the
mesasles, whooping-cough, and other illsincident to
boyhood, not forgetting the hair breadth escapes we
had from drowning, being knocked on the head by
a ball bat, or by being thrown off 8 horse while
wuder full headway among stamps, just barely es-
caping befng impaled upon & small one that stuck
up out of the ground like a huge chisel. These
and like accidents from fying stones and snowballs
were among the physical ills we had to contend
with, and we took them &g they came—as & matier
of course—ztied when they hurt us, and laughed
when some one else was the victim, Our spare
time wad usually spent in athletic sports of some
kind, and very few of us were ncq}nlnt.ed with the
poy who forsook s out-door pastime to go intoa
corner of the konse to study how he would become
a great man by and by. The mind was not burden-
od with all kinds of sickly sentimentality, but the
body was daily charged vitality, which bas stoad
us in good reed in after life, Our imagination was
not precocionsly stimalated by reading of impossi-
ble adventures by other boys who stn}ck out iato
the world and became heroes before they could
Leep their noses clean  Our lives in this respect,
wete more realistic. If we read ¢ Robingge Crusoe”
or“Jack the Gisnt Killer,” we dared not vecture
to put any of their wild ideas into practice, or, ifwe
did, the paternal hand, armed wita a farious birch,
soon drove all such nonsense out of our heads. We
were taught that kind of mormlity which enforces

When we went to church of a Sunday we listened
to enrnest moral doctrines, enforced by all the ma-
jesty and solemnity of a tangible theology, for the
preacher generally believed he was 'dlvmely com-
wissioned to teach morality,and his enlhus_hfam
was really like that of Puul and the early Christian
fithers. We thouglt his conditions for our proper
¢ nduct batd, but we never doubted thelr propriety
—wo never dreamed that that good man whom we
respested 8o highly could make any mistake in so
i-nportant & muatter. Therefore, taough on week
dsys we mightbe wild and wayward, we never
doubted tha: we were not doing wrong. If we dis-
obeyed our parents, we felt remorse and shame for
it; simply because our conscience bad been mould-
¢d to a high standard of discipline and of right. If
we had many physical ills to contend with, our
moral growth wus tolerably guarded. There were,
it is trne, occasious for the exercise of our perverse
nature, and temptations to which we siccumbed ;
but, a8 a rule, there was in ua a substrains of con.
scientiousness which, being part of onr earliest and
boliest education, could never quite desert us. Now,
lsot us here ask : Was this mods ot tra.miqg & good
one, and have we Lenefited by 4 ? Thls is a8 hard
question to answer  We may think we have, but
has this advantage borne in us the frait that mlgl_xt
be expected of it? There are 80 many conditions in
this connection to be taken into consideration, that
on reflection we become well-nigh confused in form-
ing our ¢states. Let us see what they are: Inthe
ficst place, our nation has advanced in that line of
mutation which we call civilization. We have be-
come, in & gense, refined, Our taates have been
daveloped. Our capacity for mental enjoyment has
uadoubtedly increised, and this, of course, includes
a taste for the production of the fine urts, of liter-
ature, and of romance, In the next place, our facil-
ities for gratifying our tastes bhave, if anything, sur-
passed our wants. The priating press, that strikes
down nbuses with the bammer of & Thor; that
changes dy nasties, and that can spread

A GOSPEL OF PEACE TO THE WORLD,

can also undermine morality, and sap the very
foundations of society. It iz perhaps the most
powerful instrument for evil or for good that is in
the hands of man, This press, which is omniver-
oug, serves up daily such a varlety of mental food
for the puople of the age that it would seem 88 if
they could not spare the time from learning a ll.t.tle
of everything to become profound fn any one thing.
Hence, with all our civilization, the tendency seems
to be towards superficiality in those growing up,
and precocity in our youth, And here we come to
the application, of the earlier illustration by com-
parlson. 'The boys of our day, whils largely shar-
ing in all the physical ills and dangers which !)gset
us older boys when we were boys, are, in addition,
esposed to a series of moral ills which, if not
checked in some way, is going to seriously affect
the usefulness of their futuie manheod, if it will
not, through them, change the whole nature of
socisty,
1T HMAY BE BAID THAT THE BOY OF TO-DAY

is more manly than the boy of thirty yeara ago. He
koows more at his age, is smarter, has more inde-
pendence and self-relinnce.  He ls o boy in years,
but, in some respects,a man in character. Muost we
biame him for this ? Heis not under parental con-
trol, bus isin a measure his own master. It is ap-
purently useless to try tocoerce him iuto abedience,
Must we rezson with him P But what if he will
not listen to reason, ag he seldom does? Must we
corx him ? must the parent abdicat his self respect
and sue 10 the child? Must we try and * manage”
him as we would a balky horse? All these are
questions not eastly angwered.  This spirit of in-
dependence against parental authority bas been
growing for mony years, bat of lute years it has as-
sumed much grester and more alarming propor-
tione, becauge 't has developed idlocyacrasies and
itregularities of conduct which, in some cases, have
produced shocking results. It s bad enough, in
our estimation to have the boy-boy of our youth
changed into the man-boy of to-day; but, when the
precocious man-boy takes on the morbie passions
and propensities of the vicions and :

ainy to make them attractive. Itig in New York
Ledger style; that is, in the shape of an illustrated
story paper. That it has surcly accomplished its
hellish work is quite apparent from the increasein
the circulation of the papers slready established,
and by the starting aud the gond patronage ex.
tended to new ones, Among the principal of thege

There is mors zest to this too, for here; tulike the
Romua gladiators, both parties are eager to kill one
another.

It had not enongh of tlash, hash
and lewdness in it to entice the precocions youth of
the pericd. Now let ux take a few of the publica-
tions and look them over. Beside the flaring aud
badly executed wood cuts mentiored, a perasal puts
us in the seeret of their popularity, and why boys
are perverted by reading thew. The boy hero of the
tales of these papuis is o yotung man with more
couceit thaa brains,

whom if iz a virtueto cheat aud waorry iu every con-
ceivable way.

His father’s be-
livsts aru to be treated with contempt, becanss they
are alwayws qure (o Tun counter to the impossible
purposes of the youog man whose life is regularly
divided between Muochausen feats and daeds of
mischicf, To thisnew reveladion of a man, humavity
are the frogs of the fuble, nud be belts them with
an urter disregard of the consequences, only re-
wembeting that itisfunfor him. There is nothing,
#s # rule, that i broadly obscene in these publica-
tions; but there is very much that has n tiat of
that and other things that would have nr tendency
to dubauch the yoang mind, The bov bero en-
counters aud overcomes men, A8 Juck, the Giant
Killer overcame giants, by sudacious cournge and
menn strategy. He does not, on occassion, hesitato
to use the pistol, the knifs, drugs or even poisoos.
He ig the enfant terrible of his neighborhood, and one
of the chief chavacteristics which is held up for the
xdmiration of the boy reader is his want of respect
—nay, event his sontempt—for older and old per-
sons. This is a brief list of the cbaracteristics of
the boy hero of the bad boye’ literature. As to the
style or literary merit, it may be briefly said that
the stories have none. They are composed unearly
altogether of dialogues in short, jerky sentences,
which abound in the lowest and most leathsome
alang of the thieves’ alleys, There s not even o
broad humor about them, the writer depending for
effect upon silly, vulgar, slangy repartee, and the
grotesque developments of impossible situations.
But he (the writer) plunges on, feeling himself safe,

sign that it sells quickly and profitably. A Times
reporter bought three of these newepapera at a down-
town news-stand yesterday. They were three of
the principal ones, and ther can be bought of almost
any small news.denler in new York. Every one of
them has the word ¢ boy’ in starting letters 1a ite
reading to attract the attention of its young cus-
tomers,

catibines, literally makiog lanes through the
advancing hordes of savnges. They fired fast
but  without aim and most of their bullets
passed over our beads, Howcver, our 9-pounder
gmu and the Naval Brigado 2+i-pounder rocket
plaged dreadtnl havoc among them, and in half an
hours’s time we had driven them back, aud were in
hot pursuit, killing cu every side. We counted
over 53 bodies close 1o the camyp ; altogether at-
loast 350 Guikas and QGalekrs must have fallen
that moruing. The F, A. and M, P. and Caring-
ton’s Light Horse followed them about five miles,
but they would not stand except in two cages, in
onv of which eightotC, L. H. came up with a
number of Galekss, wbo fought like demons,
Cnptain Robertson’s columun, 200 strong, cume up
during the enemy's rtotreat, and fired most
effoctually some fine case shot and shrapuell ghell.
We hear, on high authority, that both Sandili avd
Krell wure watching the fight. Tue Gaikas have
been driven out of the Colony, and strong detach-
ments of infantry, with Pullein’s Rangers and
Carrrington’s Light Horse, are watching the Kei
driite, and 50 of No. 7 F. A, M. P, are at Tsomo
with 1,000 Fingoes at difierent points. Wo
shall mot be able to call this war finished till
May or June at the earlisst, as the Kafirs have
plenty of food left. Trade iu the colony will be
very dull for ancther year or two,

" This Iveka is 2 great depot now ; thereare over
50 bullack waygons on the outspaun, also about
200 each of the 24th and 88th regiments, 150 F,A.M,
P., 50 F.A M.P. Actillery, with three guns, 30 Naval
Brigade, and 50 Carrington’s Light Horse; so we
haven large camp, and a very pretty camp it is, as
our tents are pitched on three hills round Barnett’s
House, in rear of which a large fort has been built, as
itiseaid the general intends to make this a perma-
hent military post and the liendquarters of the
‘Trauvskeinn army of occnpation.”

COMMUNISM

While the cities of the United States were small
and the manufactures were in their iufancy and the
immigrants were chiefly of the farmer and Iabourer
classes, little was thought or heard of communism
in that country, and most persons supposed that it
never could take root in the soil of 8o freo and so
great a Republic; but within a few years a great
change has taken place. Several of the cities ars
overgrown ; in sevural branches of mnnufacturiog
industry the power of productioun has become too
great for the wants of the countiy; tens of thous-
aads of men fiod themselves without employment
nud their famjlies without bread; the wealth has
accumulated in tho hands of a fuw, and of thess the
greater numberare accused of having mnussed their
colossal fortunes by dishoncst means, and especially
by defranding the public; and from Gormnuy have
swarmed hundreds of infidels, and from France and
otber countries hundreds of those who have earnod
notoriety a8 tho apostles or disciples of ultra.revo-
lntionary doctrinvs. Tt would be folly to underrate
the effect which these doctrines, if propagated ex-
tensively, may have upon the absolutely irreligious
masses who now compose the greater part of the
population of the Unitsd States. A Frencuman
named Magy, who boasts that he commauded the fix-
jog party of Communists who murdered the Arch-
bishop of Paris, uddressing a meeting of Communists
held lately In New York said :—

“ The Commune was the riaing of the workers,
caslaved by the existing social organization, againsc
those who arrogate to ihemselves the right to con-
sume, without Iabouriog, the production of the
workers, who receive for thofr toil only poverty,

“‘Thug thought all who fought under the flag of

Communalism,” municipal liborty,
and $he like are Lollow words which answer to no-
thing eerivus, and serve but to mislead the people,
and make them Joso sight of the true and only alm
of social revolution, Wu could not too vehem-

It has gone on peaceably for
years and years, and is supported by the voices
of nearly everyone of the 900,000 Catholics
in the province, Then we have St Pat-
rick's Day prosession., which has alse
grown ioto an institution, It too Thas
gone on for years, and is supported by the
unanimous voice of the Catholics in the
province, Suddenly Orangeism rises its head.
Tt is a sccret society and there is a law in this

Sir Francis Hiocks (excitediy)—Mr. Prentice,
you cannot conduct yourself as a gentleman, but act
like s blackguard. (Seneation.)

Mr, Prentice-—Sir Francis, If you were notan old
man I would throw you out of the window.

Mr, BDannatyne—DButtoning his coat, and walking
to the table, sald,#Iam a young man, and I tell
you Prectics that you are a d——d liar, scoundrel,
blackguard and thief”

At these vary insulting and totally un-called-for
expressinng, Mr. Prentice, a8 wag natural, * rushed'’
for Mr. Bannatyne, bringing down on that gentle-
man’s head a chair, which was smashed into pieces.
They then grappled, getting each other's heads into
“chancery,” and began pounding away fora few
moments until they were separated by Dr. Hingston
who, however, fonnd that his professional services
were not required, na {t would have taken a strong
microgcope to discover n mark on either of the
belligerents faces, The little fraces had the cffect
of ot onev breaking up the meeting, as faras Sir
Francis and his colleagues were concerned, who st
once left without closing the meeting, although re-
pesatedly requested to do something of the kind.

mestage ; but'ns 8001 88 he withdrew' then the wordy
war recommenced with increaged virtulénce Sir John
Macdonald had referred to Mr. Smlth in not very
complimentary expressions, and Mr. Smith, as mem-
bers were preparing to leave the chamber gaid
in a ‘loud-volce, “8ir John Macdonald is the
greatest lar in Canada.” B8ir John Macdonald re.
torted, * You area traitor” Dr. Tupper kept
shaking his finger in Mr. Smith's face and calling
him coward, slanderous coward, and other like

names, The spesker ordered ‘the would-be com-
batants under arrest, and the "Clerk gave the word
10 the Sergeant-ni-Arms to arrest those members;
bat no arrests were mads and as the members
passed into the lobby, the row continued, Mr.
Rochester eager for the fray, and hia wig dis-
arranged, shook his fist in the facu of Mr. 8mith, re-
peating the terms coward and liar, uytil. the latter
threatened to knock him down, whichin 211 pro-
bability he would have done, bad not the Deputy
Sergeant-at-Arms placed himself between them.

As an illustration of the closingscene of our
Canadian Legislature it may amuse some pec-
ple, but to those who take any keen interest in
the dignity which should surround our law-
makers the incident can but bring a fee ing, of
regret, and a hope that our legislative halls
ghall never agaia be disgraced by such an ex-
hibition.

THE BLAKE ACT.

The provisions of the Blake Act are now
before us, and they are perhaps, as stringent as
it is possible to impose upon any but an en-
slaved race. However the condition of affairs
in Montreal necessitates the measure, and we
have no doubt but that the act has been made
in good faith for all concerned., It is entitled
«“An Act for the better prevention of crimes
of violence in certain parts of Canada, nnti! the
end of the next Session of Parliament.” It
speaks of *Proclaimed Districts” and the
pbrase carries with it the recollection of the
Arms Act in Ireland, when the Catholics were
left defenceless and were placed at the merey
of their antagopists. The Blake Act de-
fines an “arm” to “include any gun, rifle,
revolver, pistol, or other fire arm, or air gun,
and any part of uny such weapon, and any bullet,
gunpowder, cartridge, or ammunition, and any
sword, sword-blade, bayonet, pike, pike-head,
spear, spear-head, dirk, dagger, bowie kaife,
or other instrument intended for cutting or
stabbing, any steel or metal knnckles, skull-
cracker or slug-shot and any otber such deadly
or dangerous weapon.” Such are the forbidden
fruit, and imprisonment not” excecding twelve
months will full sharp and sudden upon any
one or whom such weapons as mentioned may be
found, after the Governor in council has “ pro-
claim” any ¢ district’’ ip which he thinks dis
turbance is likely to occur., The act further
says that after said proclamation is made it
shall not be lawful for any person, not being a
Justice of the Peace, or officer, soldier sailor
or volunteer, in Her Majesty's service, while
on duty, or a constable or other peace officer,
or person licensed under the sct to carry or
have within the proolaimed district, elsewhere
than in his own house or counting-house # shall
&e., &o.” Then it gives the right to * any
person whosoever to seize and apprehend any
person who shall be found carrying any arm
within the proclaimed district.” The arms
act never we think, went that fur, but yet the
condition of affairs necessitate itall. Arbitrary
power is given to the police or civiliap to search
anyone und houses can bo searched on the in-
formation of any persve, and if urms are found
in them, even one arm, it is confiscated to the
crown and the owner issent to prison, Iun
one respeet it is milder thaa the Peace Preser-
vation Act now in force in some parts of Ire-
land for it does not allow of domicilary
visits, According to the Blake Act s man’s
house is no Jonger his castle, between sun-rise
and sun-set, but after that he can rest in peace.
But botween sunrise and sunset the Act gives
to the authorities the power of foreing an en.
trance, if catrance is refused. It is provided,
indeed, that if the owner of the arms can,
within four days, prove that they-were not in-
tended to be carried in the proclaimed dis-
trict, then all responsibility is removed. Forin-
stance, if some antiguarian has preserved ¢ the
sabre of his sires,” no doubt he may be able to
prove that he did not intend to use it within
the meaning of the Act, or if- an amateur. per-
former, retained the dagger of Macbheth, for
future use on the stage, he, too, might esoape
the penelty of the law. We hardly think that
the authorities will go to tho length of arrest-
ing an organ-grinder because of the barrels of
his organ, or of taking-up a monkey and its
proprietor for using a toy-pistol, as was done
in Belfast, and the public was seriously as-
sured, that the monkey “had arms in a
proclaimed distriot.”

Of course some provision is mado for those
who seek permission to carry arms, and we
notice, what we thought might have been a
flaw, has been provided against. This right of
giving permission to carry arms will not be ves-
ted in any Justice’of the Peace to grant, but it
will be given to “one or more person or
persons,” appointed by the Governor in Coun-
o, and this commission will also have
power to give licensos to such- of the public
as can - establish satisfactory reasons for re-
quiring fire-orms, Then follows o section
where ‘summery trial” has heen adopted,
and the man who is found to violate the pro-

1 cannot easily believe that you reflected upon
the consequences of thatcharge when it was
made. I have indeed grown somewhat accus-
tomed {0 abuse, and all because I do my best
to expose the history, of the Orange order. The
many calumnics that bave been heaped upon
me have but proved how rabid is the oppusition
of my antagouists, who do no¢ fight me upon
the issues before us, but who assail me with
personal abuse, Calumny and falsehood have
run riot with the tongues and brains of my
encmies. At one time I was a funatic; then
I was a Fenian; and now I am a veritable
¢“fire-cater,” and all because I oppose Orangeism.
T have indeed paid no attention to the many
F falschoods that have been uttered about me, I
koow well I must fight my carecr for some
‘time beforc I am understood, for Protest-
ants in any numbers do wot read my
opinions, and so they get them second-
hand, fulsified and contorted, There is just
one rumour that T wonder has not been cir-
culated about me, Hitherto all the silly things
said of me have fuiled in their intended cifect,
but why cannot some of my antagonists start a
rumour that it would be difficult to prove not
true—say provide me with half.a-dozen mothers
inlaw.

It matters not what his station,
whether he graduated at Qxford or McGill, or
if he wus ¢ 1n a garret born and in a kitchen
bred” yet wherever an Irish Qatholic is found
there stands a man who hates Orapgeism, as
we Catholics say ¢ the devil hates holy-water.”
And pow whyis this? Is it because Orange-
men are Protestants, Certainly not, for many
of my own dearest friends, and the nearest of my
kith and kin, are of the same creed. For my
own part I have as much, or perhaps more,
Protestant than Catholie, blood in my veins
apd the man who could full out with a
Pratestant, simply because of his religion, is
only fit for a lunatic asylum. The question
of Protestantism never enters our heads, nay
we would, at least I certainly would, risk my
life if necessary to vindicate Civil and Religious
Liberty for apy Protestant neighbour.

Let the Protestants unanimously soy that our
demonstration .on the 17th of March is insult-
ing, and 1, for my part would advocate the
abandoument of our pracession on that day.

If we
are Catholies e cannot forget that we are mcn,
and all the world over individuals and nations,
resent insult when they can. But it may be
considered that T write wildly—well I will
prove what I say. ln the first place the Oranze
organization is linked with tyranny, the most
foul that ever disgraced 2 Christian community,
If this is too strong,then Protestant gentlemen
and Protestant noblemen are to blame, for
from them alone I take my authority. Lord
Gosford, the Governor of the County Armagh,
& Protestent nobleman who was not morked by
no kindly feeling towards the Catholics, writing
of Orangemen called them “ a banditte whe
commenced and carricd on a persecution of
atrocious cruelty; that npecither ancient nor
modera history could supply an exampleof the
ruin and misery ioflited by Orangemen” and
he added—Jet this be marked well—that the
only crime of the wretched objects of this ruth.

mittee is a chapter of horrors, which would
cause any cvenly minded mind to despise the
order—well letus for the present say—as 1t
was in Ircland, Theo we have the testimony
of Sir Jonan Barrington, who gives a cataloguo
of insults so gross as scarcely to be fit for pub-
Yieation.

Aye and the same, or similar, phrases are in
use in Canada at this very hour. They insult
and annoy us here as their fathers insulted, out-
raged and annoyed, the Catholies in lreland,
Here they would commit outrage if they dared;
but they insultand anuoy whenever and wher-
ever they can, Surely we have a right to ex-
pect peace in this new country. The spirit of
the age is in’ favour of allowing people to go
their way in peace. Bat even that blessing is
ot to be allowed us in Canada. Qur thorough-

FROM INSULT; we insult no oue, and no one
should with impunity ‘insult us. We do not
ging * Protostants lie under’” and the Orange-
men sing “Croppies liedown.”” We do not strive.
for undue Catholic power as Orangemen
strive for Protestant Asocndency. They out-

ligious Liberty,” when their history belie their
words. I challenge anyone to point to a single
measure that wes' ever, ealeulated togive ¢ Civil
and Religious: Liberty" to Catholios that
Orangemen did not ‘opposd. ~ Herd'is s - plain
issue, Let .any reader. of history point-to a
single measure that was likely to place Catholica
on an cqual footing with Protestants, end
which Orapgemen did. not vehemently de-

nounce and porsistently appose, and I will

confess mysolf deteated. No, the reading o
history is all the other way. As early as1792
when the Protestant patriot Henry Grattan
was labouring to remove the disabilities under
which the Catholics of Ireland then suffered;
at a time when no Catholic could hold office,
nor exercise the franchise, the Dublin Corpora-
tion, animated by the spirit which afterwards
impelled Orangeism, protested against the
proposed act in favour of the Catholics and
declared that Protestant Ascendency should be
maintained even at the hazard of ¢ the lives
and fortunes" of the bigots of the day.

These
facts came to light by the Parliamentary en-
quiry to which I before alluded. This lend to
their suppression for a time. 1 could fill your
paper over and over again with catalogues of
their bigoted fury. In Kogland the order is
laughed at and despised by every respectable
Protestant, It wos only three or four weeks
since the Times of London called them < the
Bashi Bazowks of Ulster.” T have never heard
a respectable man defend them, except in-
deed the few who usc them for political pur-
poses,

In Iteland, as Richard Lalor Sheil said,
¢ Qrangeism bas  marked its progress
in blood, in murder and in massacre,” and
it looksas if the sawe thing wasto happen
bere. You ask that they should be protected
and say that they have the »ight to flaunt all the
insigni which conjures up theirinfaimeus history
in our fuces here in Canada. We come here
to make a new home, and I am of opinion that
no man who brings to this new ocountry the
feuds which disgraced Ireland, should be pro-
tected in his blackgardiem. If Ribbonmen
undertock to walk through our strocts, calling
to mind their broils and turmoil with the
Orangemen of Ulster 1 would say the same.
If St. Bartholemew's day was celebrated with
honour, and the memory of Charles X, made
the occasion of a jubilee ; or if Catholics walked
through our thoroughfares singing ¢ Protest-
ants lie down,” ¢ We'll kick the Protestant
bishops before us,” &e., &ec., I, and =all my
Catholic friends, would be among the first
to resist such infamouswork, Wherein then
do we offend the Protestauts of this Dominion ?

It is two volumnes of 500 pages each,
and with the book au atlas is given, To the theo-
logian the work is invaluable. The learned author
Father Thibaud, 5.1, has piled autborites, and the
research necessary to complete “ The Church and
Gentile World” must have been considerable.
The book gives & clear history of the Charch and
shows how much the civilization of the world owes
to its divine power, Unlike the civilization of
Greeco ar Rome, or the restoration and philosophy
of the Hellenes, strengthened rather than weakened
by the idolatrous practices of the times, and it was
the Chuich alone that destroyed them, Thus the
author of * The Church and the Gentile World,”
proves as cleary a8 noon-day. It ia mothing new
indeed, but Father T'hibaud puts the facts clearly.
Every roader of early history knows that from the
Ocicat, in Palestioe, Syris, Egypt, Mesopotomia or
Western Asia, and further East, the funumerable
systems of polytheism that had ruled over there
regions, the required notions of the West took all
their superatition, Rome, Alexandria, Antwich, had
openly adopted the Gods of Egypt, Syrin and Poly-
lonia, yet sooner does the Church come upon the
pcene than idolatary disappearea from the greater
part of Furope, Asia and a good portion of Africa.

AGRICULTURE.

' EGGS.

Eggs hatch much better if the nests are made by
placiog a cut turf, and a shovel of mould, sand or
ashes in the box or basket, and on this & little short
straw, than If straw only is used. In this way a
convenieot hollow is obtalned, thalt prevents the
eggs rolling out from under the setting hen. In
cool weather the eggs are thug kept of much more
equal tempersture than in nests made simply of
lcose straw,

CORN PLANTING.

Over a large portion of the country the planting
of corn begins with May, Although early plautiog
Is convenient, and in some cases unavoidable to
prevent stress of work, yet with corn itis a quoes-
tion if anything is saved by bhurrying it into ths
ground: The first operation, that ot plowing sod
ground, we generally postpene until ready to
plant, g0 that the seed may go into fresh mellow
soil, sand the clover grow as much as possible,
With fallow ground this may not apply.

BONES.

Bave all thc bones for home.made fertilizers,
Take a light barrel, box or hogshead, cover jthe
bottom with four or five inclies of unlenched ashes,
upon this place a Iayer of bones as close as they
can be packed together covering completely with
unleached asbes; then avother layer of bones, and
thus alternate layers of ashes and bones until the
box or barrel is filled. Pour in a couple of pailfuls
of water, or place the vessel in the yard, where it
will get sufficient moisture from occasional showera,
In a few moanths it will be found that the bones are
dissolved,

WATERING PLANTS.
Ta the Watering of plants the temperature of the
water used is of vital importance, It should neither
be cold nor warm, bat jast the temperature of the
ntmosphere in the room. Thus wpo check, or chili,
or undue excitement is given to the roots, while
both roots and branchoes are equally warm. A good
plan is to set over night a large pan of water among
your flowers, then you will be sure of a sufficiency
of water of the proper temperature for the morning
wateriog.

MANURE FOR CORN.
Corn Is a gross feeder, and fresh manure is
acceptable to it. Where the sed has been top-
dressed early in the spring, and the manure turned
under with the vigorous growth of herbage, uo
better preparation can be made for this crop, Then
after harrowing, & light dressing of some active
artificial fertilizer, guano-Llocd-manure, fish scrap,
or either of the special corn manures may be given
broadcast, or in the hill. When the sod has not
been previously fertilized, the manure, if coarse,
muy be spread upon it and plowed under, or, if fine,
may be harrowed in. 'When no stable-manure can
be bad, & liberal dressing of

PRBAIRIE VS, WOOD LAND.

At the weekly meeting of tbe Manitoba Coloni.
zation Society Tuceday night, the question of
clearing prairie and wood land came up, and atter
some consideration 1t was concluded that in wood
land, ons man with a good aae would, on the aver-
age, clear five acres in a year, or fifty acres in ten
years, But in prairie jand one man with a yoke of
oxen could clear twenty-five acres in one year o1
two hundred mud fifty acres in tea years, But the
advantage is still greaterin favor of the prairie, be-
cauge in the wood !and the labor is of the most
exhausting kind, and o tells upon a man’s health
that by the time a young strong man has gota
clearing of fifty acres, with only the half of that
cleared of the stumps, he is a broken down man.
While on the prairie the heavy part of the Iabor ia
done by the team, and the farmer, with hig two
hundred and fifty acres of well cultivated land free
from every obstruction, is still a youug bhealthy
man, Ancther party of members of this »ociety is
expected to leave hero about the first of May, and
one from Cornwall or the 23rd inst. Infermaution
can be obtained from Jobn Ritchie, 320 Commia-
sioner strest from unoon till 4 p. w, daily,
BALKY 1IORSES.

Every balky horse, unless it inberits the habit, is
a living witness against some owner or driver.
The difliculty is not a physical but a moral one, and
4u most cases i8 acquired by the animals being over-
loaded. A horse generally has a pretty definite
iden of how much it ought to draw, and if this
amount is excoeded, balking is the very natural re.
gult. Itis far more ensy to prevent than to cure
the habit of balking when once asquired ; no barsh
treatment will ever break it. Firmuess and kiod-
ncss alove will avail anything. Never apply a
whip to a horse when it is balking, nor after it
starts, Success in trsining and governing animals
lies in opne's ability to make them uncomfortable
when disobedient, and comfortable when they obey.
And yet how often do we see foolish drivers, when
a horse has staked and refused to start for & while,
when it does start make him uncomfortable by put-
ting on the whip while 1t 18 doiug what they want
it to do. Itis whipped when it stands, and whip-
ped when it goes, This fo lsh practice has grown
from the foolish iden that punishment must be
given for what has been done, and the horse has no
opportunity to learn that it 1s better for it to obey
than not to obey, eonsequently it caanot learn to
obey.—Ebuffulo Commercial,
A GREAT FARMERS MAXIMS.

The successful life of Mc Jacob Straw, the prince
of American farmers,ie usttributed to the close
observation of the following maxims, originated by
himself;~

Muke your fences high and stroong so they will
keep cattle and pigs out. If you have brush mnke
your lots strong and securs und keep your hogs from
thecorn, Be Sore to get hands to bed by seven
o'clock. They will rise early by force of circum-
stance. Pay a haud,if hs is a poor one,all you
promise him, and if be is & good one pay him alit-
tle more, it will encourage him to do still better,
Always feed your bands a8 well as you feed your-
selves, for the laboriug men are the bone and sinew
of the land and ought to be well treated, Iam satisfi-
ed that getting up early industry and regular habits,
are the beat medicine prescribed for health, When
rainy, bad weather comes so you can’c work out
doores, cut ¢plit and pile your wood, make your racks
fix your fences or gates, and patch the roof of your
barn or bouse, Study your own interest closely,
and do not spend your time in electing Presidents
Governors and othersmaller officers, or talk of bard
times, aud gpend your time in whitting store boxes.
Take your time and make calculations, do not doa
thing ina burry, but do them at the proper time,
and keep your mindas your body employed.

The plao is to start . with his boe
palaces and his 1,000 colonies from sonthiern Louisi-
ans when the honey flowers are in' full bleom, to
ramain but a day or two at a landing and move each
night to another landing and a fresh field, Mr,
Perrine thinks:the bees of from 1,000 to 2,000 col-

onies will take the cream from the country around

The Cororation of Pope Leo XIII; New Publics-

tha Ianding, from one to two miles distant fn one
ur two dags. 1o this manier he expeota to move
‘ap the Mississippi to St. Paul, a distance of nearly
2,000 miles, where he will arrive about the last of
July. Returning, he will halt about two months
somewhere above St. Louls, and will reach Loulei-
ana with his palaces and bees in October. Tt will
be his object to take the autumual flowers at each
point In their prime precisely as he takes the spring
flowera in his advances up theriver. He expects
his early swarms on his hoats to increase his colon-
ieg to 2,000 in April oud May. Torun the steamcr
and manage the barges sud bees, from fifteen to
twenty hands will be needed. The cost of the
whole establishment barges, bees, steamer and the
complete outfit, will not be much short of $15,000.
‘Mr. Perrine, expects to obtain from his colonies
from 100 to 200 pounds, and to eel! his honey &t an
average of 10 cents; the 2,000 hives he expects to
average $15 to the hive. Willowa make an excel-
lent bes range, 'They are in blossam ten weeks in
Louigians, and but from one to two weeks in the
Nortb,—Ameri¢zn Paper.

StrancE Pers.—A Mrs, Lincoln, of Boston, has
a couple of strange pets in an African lion-
lioness, which are 21 monthsold. She has brovght
them up by the hand, being as free with them as
‘any one would be with kittens, avd has taught
them a number of tricks, The male weighs 250
and the female 200 pounds ; and, till recently, they
bave the full and unrestrained run of Mrs Lip-
coln’s apartments, the smaller one even occupying
the same bed with her at night, The police or-
dered certain restrictions, however, and now there
is less chunce of catastophe, should the beasts taks
a notion to taste human flesh,

Nove. DiscovsRy 15 Narvrar Hisrorr.—A
lecturer on patural history was called npon the
otherday to pay for a live rabbit which he had in a
basket in a railway carringe, and which the ticket-
coliector said would be charged the same as a dag.
The lecturer vainly explained that he was going to
use the rabbit in illustration of a lecture he was
about to give in a provincial town, and, indignantly
taking a small live tortoise from bis pocket, snid
% Youw'll be telling me next that this is a doy, and
that I must pay for it also.” The ticket-taker went
for superior orders, and on bis return delivered this
lecture on natural history—' Cats is dogs, rabbits
is dogs, Lut & tortus is a hinscct,” The professor
had to pay dog-fare for the rabbit,

IneTixer oF  Biros —Notwithstanding mRvy
opinions to the contrary, it eeems cerinin that
birds often die a natural death. One teason why
their bodies are so rarely found is, that on the ap-
proach of death their instinct prorpt them to creep
away in some hole or under sowe cover, where they
would be least liable to fall o prey to their aatural
encmies, It is doubtful if any of the game bivde,
like the pigeon and grouse, ever die of old age,
or the semi-game birds, like bobolink, or the * cen-
tury liviog? crow; butin what other form can
death overtake the humming-bird, or even the
swift aud the barn-swallow ? Suach are true birds
of the uir; they mey be occasionally lost at gea
during their migrations, but, so far as is known,
they are not preyed upun by uuy other species,

The Jacrar or AMswmcaN Pasturn~—Thisanimn)
inbabits thy warmer parts of South Americn—
chicfly Paraguny and the Brazils. 1t is one of the
most powertul of the felinwe after the tiger. It ip-
habits the forests, aud secks its prey by watching,
or by openly seizipg cattle in tbe enclosures. 1t
climbs freely and expertly the tallest trees—even
those without branches,—1lorses, oxen, and shecp
are his favaorite seizures ; and be can walk off with
a borse withount much difliculty, They are known
to fecd extensively upon turtles in pluces wlhere
these avimsls are found. 'They surpiise them on
the sand, and in order todevour them at their case,
turn them in such manner that the under sbell is
uppermost.  Io this situstion, the turtles cannot
rise, and as the jaguar turns many more than he can
eat in one night, the Indians often avail thewn-
selves of his cunning and malignant avidity. He
pursues the turtle quite into the water, when not
very deep, and also digs up the cgge, and {ogether
with the vulture, and the heron is the most cruel
encimny of the Jittle turtles recently hatched.  The
jaguar will nat attack man ualess lnterfered with
and it may be stated that he iz usually hunted with
dogs, which run him te bay, or make him take re-
fuge in a tree, cither to be shot or disabled with
long spears by the huntere.

Tue Canrviye Powen or Tue Gracies.—In North
America, and especially throughout the Northern
States, the boulders are numerous, often of great
8'z¢, and indieating transits of many miles. Over
the Kastern, Middle, and North-Western States,
boulders, that have emigrated from different pointy
to the northward, eccur in such abundance that
they way almost anywhere o found, if the inquirers
will only examine the country he passes over.
Upon Mount Katahdin, in the Mooschead region of
Muine, stones can be scen lying over four thousand
fuet above the sea, fossilliferous in their nature and
comipg from the porthern sites; while towards
Mount Desert, masses, some forty to fitty feet in
height, are sprinkled everywhere, and as in the case
of the Dedham granite distributed to the south, in-
variably show northern origin. In Berkshire county,
Massachusetts, these travelled rocks lic in long
alignments, passing over the Lenox 1ills, and ex-
tending generally in s south-casterly direction for
fifteen or twenty miles, and have been filched from
the Canan and Richmond Hills, across the line, in
New York, being a chloritic slate, with angular
specimens of limestons intermixed. Some granites
from Vermout, on the west of the Green Mountains,
have been lifted over these barriers and transferred
to the southern margins of Massnchusetts; while,
in Vermont, & boulder weighiog over thirty-four
huadred tons, and known as the Green Mountain
Giant, Liss been drifted from the Greea Mountains
easterly across the valley of the Deer field River,
aud planted five hundred feet sbove the stream. In
Michigan, near the Menomonee River, a field upon
the northern slope of a mountain 18 densely covered
with boulders, so that a mile can be traversed with-
out once touching the ground. Again huge nugpgets
of copper, totn from the immensa deposits of native
copper at Keweenaw Point, Portage Lakes, and the
Ontonagon district, on the southern shore of thase
Jocalities in Michigsn, Wisconsin, Obio, and Min-
nesota, & few of which have weighed three hundred,
efght hundred, and one, three th.ousand pounds.

Taug Istaxp or Java.—It is strappge that more
travellers do not visit Java for its Leauty, or that
more do not vislt Canton for its political and social
interests. Newer scenes cannot be found, From
the moment of embarkation upon dirty steamers,
crowded with Dutch ladies in bare feet wnd native
dress, to cross a gea that is covered with floating
palm trees from the Sumatra River, to that of dig-
embarkation in the lovely tropical forest, dotted
houses here and there, which is called tho city of
Batavia, all is fiesh, even to the experienced tra-
veller's eye., 'The system of the Dutch ; the after-
noon stillners of Buttenzorg Palace, a sott of tro-
pical Versailles; the great rumbling coaches drawn
by six pied rats of ponies upon levels, and dragged
by ecight great tawny buffaloes up the hills; the
deafening screaming of the beetles ; the tree-ferns
of Sandanglava; the ' walking flowers” or pick
orchid insects, feeding on live butterflies, which
they will not take doud—all theee things tempt
the traveller to linger over deecriptions of things
which eannot be described. The Dutch stutisiics
ae eloquent as to the nature ot the country which

| they occupy. Java is not large, but within ite

limits 300 people every year are eaten to cg.mivors,
200 by the crocodiles, 100 killed by the rhinoceros,
500 killed by lightning, while 100 die by snakbites,
and a varying number by earthquakes and voleanic
action. The traveller journeying under Dutch pro-
tection along the well-known ronds is snfe against
most of the accidenis which destroy the natives of
the land ; but the hospitalites by whickh he ig sur-
rounded, combined with want of knowledge of the
langusge, prevent lim from making_obaervauons
upon the pature of the Dutch rule which are of any
worth, It is certain that the Dutck have killed
art in Java. They do but little for educalion, and
the doubtful question is whether, nnder their ad-
ministration, the natural poition of the people has

been improved.

A young man pamed William Crimmon was last
week found almost dead in the bed ot the Lachine
Canal. 1t was fouud that the injured man was
Willinm Crimmon, a young law student, a memUer
of the Crthulic Young Men’s Socicty, and a teacher
in St Patrick’s Academy roiut 3t Charler. He
was taken to the hospital where hedicd, without,
however, recovering softiciently to bo able to give
any account of the cause of the nccident, an in-
quest wad held, and bis Tnndlady testitied that * ho
used to get intoxicnted sometimes.  This stntement
has led some peaple to believe that the young man
met his death while under the influence of driuk,
but there is not the shadow of any evidence to sup-
port the wild supposition, To his parents, who
live at Chatbam, N, B. the statemeoat that # he
got intoxicated sowmetimes” may bring much pain,
and may lead them into the error of supposing that
he was intoxicated when ho met his death, but if our
words cuu reach them, we can assure them in their
‘boereavemaont that not one of the many who knew
their son belicve it, and that he earried to bis grave
the good wishes of everybody who knew him and
the prayers of every Catholic with whom he was
acquainted,

18 was shown ot the inquest that he had money
—perhaps $50 or $60 ubvut him, sud when he wag
fouod in the Canal ho had “nothing in his pocket
but a clay pipe.” All the evidence has gone to

LIVE STOCK MARKET.

FAT CATTLE.—The markets were overstacked with beef
cattle, causing a dicline in the prices of third-class and in.
ferior cattle, by far too many ot which are being brought to
market. It séems to be rather doubtful economy to bring
half-fitted cattie to market, now when the pasturage is so
goot that with a month orsix weeks at grass they might
become so much more valuable tor beef; besides at the pre-
sent time there is an abundance of fat cattie in the country
which are of 100 small a size for profitable shipment to
Britain, the greuler portion of which will be brought to
market within the next six weeks, and it is quite possible
that good beef cattle will briny as high prices two months
from now, as at present. The prices paid fur cattle to ship
to Rritain were from 4lc to 54 per Ib. live weight; the
prices paid by city butchers wis from 3icto fic perIh.; a
few bulls and scallawayy cittle were sold at from ¢ to 3le do.

The total :trrivils of fat cat'le at Point St. Charles during
the past week were about seventy-six car-loads; nearly
half of these were shipped ta Britain.
