Lownox, April 11.—Parnell, on alighting
from the train last might, looked tired and
heggerd, and was evidently suffering physic-
ally. S
The Press Association says:—Parnell took
the early train for Dover this afternoon, to
avold the demonstration which would have
besn made Lad he taken hia departure on the
Continental train from Charing Cross in the
evening. Conversing with a friend, he sald
he bad little to complain of regarding his
prison treatment. He hoped other suspects
were a8 well cared for. He bad reason to
doubt that they were, His imprisoned fol-
Iowers regarded the racent outrages with the
greatest indignation. TParnell expressed his
belief that the state of things in Ireland would
improve if the Government introduced a bill
to relieve poor tenants of arrears of rent and
amended the land act regarding purchase, so
as practicaliy to assist tenants to become
owners of thelr farms, a result which, he
thought, would go a long way to restore peace
and oxder. He sald he would remain in Paris
quietly until the latest moment consistent
with his parole. Parnell refosed to see the
correspondent of the Jrish World.

Duting the illuminations at Roscommon
last night In honor of the releass of Parnell,
the windows of houses not illuminated were
smashed. The house of Major Waring was
attacked ard the windows broken. Serious
rioting ensued, and the millitary were called
to assist the police, Three riotera were
serlously injured.

Lowpow, April 1ll.—Professoz Goldwin
Smith writes to the Times that i1 the British
legislature and people would handle the Irish
question with vigor, their determination
would be applauded by nobody more than
the great. mass of the Awmerican people as
distinguished from politicians. Smith re-
commends the abolition of jury trial in
sgrarian cases, collection of fair rents by
summary process, suspension of representa-
tion of rebel districts, suppression of murder-
ous press and Special legislation concerning
foreign emisearies, they and their Govern-
ments being glven to fully understand their
position and the liabilitles they incur.

A good aathority
says the real amount wanted would not
exceed £30,000,000 and would probably fall
much lower than this sum. It 18 propoaed
to deal with arrears of rent on the same
principle, the State advancing the money to
pay off part and the landiord zemittiug the
remainder. The whole detalls of the scheme

LUNATIC ASYLUM SCENES.

A Professional Gentleman Gives a Few

" Interesting Experiences—Some of the

" mtrange Ideas of the Lunaticy—Hor.
‘rible Cases.

A reporter of this paper on Saturday met
8 gentleman who has had considerable expe~
rience in his professional cspacity with luna-

tic osylumes, and who has visited the Longus
Pointe Asylum recently. In ‘%a oplsion this
is one of the best estublishedi@nstitutions of
the kind on the continent, bullt for the pur-
poges to which it is d>voted, having every
appliance which science has invented,
and being manasged with skiliful care
and devoted oharity. In speaking of
Junatics he mentioned that they were usunally
clasified as 1diots, imbectles, and manlacs;
the former having no ideas nor even concep-
tionr, totally incapable of kncwing right from
wrong and sometimes even incapable of ob-
serving the elementary lawa and necessities
of animal life. This class, he said, were
either born in thia deplorable state or full
into it from their indiscretions and vile babits.
One case he mentioned in which he described
the etate of & professional man whom he had
known Bome years previously, handsome,
highly educated, active aud on the high rond
to honor and wealth. Now he was o miserable,
driveling wretch, unable to cantrol himeslf
phyeically or morally, unable to speak intelli-
geotly, unable even to pronounce the simplest
word. This state has continued for some ten
years and as the cause of bis lunacy has
ceased because of the constant watchfulness
of his attendants, snd is likely to continue
go for the next thirty or torty years, during
which this wretched creature will encumber
the earth in his present unconscious and un-
thinking condition, for thought he can never
have, short of a miracle, a8 his brain Is utter-
ly destroyed. This, our informant said, was
the worst type which can be seen in similar
asylums. They are uunfortunately very nu-
merous, and the most distressing sight a
human being can- contemplate whetker he
believes in the immortality of the goul or not.

lmbeciles are those, continned the gentlo-
msn, who retain glimmers of Intellect,
who can perform the ordinary dutles

of life a8 to dressing themselves,
eating and drinking, taking exercise,
etc, in a seemi-conscious manner, not

go - intelligently a8 ordinary men and
women, but like children who are learning
the rudimentary knowledge of existence—
they are generally cheerful, sing, amuse
themselves and seem to be bappy. They
ate not -usually .eubject, to the in.
citements of vice, and. are generally the
victims of the sins.of their fathera belonging
to the third and fourth gsenerations,
through  which the vengesmos of
nature followa . the iniquities of pro-
genitors.  Msniacs are those who at
ordinary times poseees all their faculties, but
at other times loose them tsmporarily, or
those who on ordinary subjects think ration-
ally, but who on certain . particalar szbjects
base fancles as strange as they are untrue.
Ag the timsa of the fallure of J. Cooke & Co,
the great Government banksrs of the United
States, under Grant, there was brought to the
Asylum a gentleman who imagined that by
the fallure he had been divested of several
mililons.. In reality he had not even been
interested in speculation at the tims. His
mania did not take the form of anger against
the bankera nor condempation of the reckless

cease, 8ing a pleasant song, converse charm-
ingly on other subjecta like a highly educat-
6d man that he was and break off as sudden-
ly again in tears and lamentations. Oar in-
formant knew a woman who had baen de-
tained for several years. She sesmed always
and at all times in perfect health. Her
husband also waa confined in the eame asylum,
aid’'a stranger to see them both would think
that it was an injustice to detain them, and
yet they could not be discharged. Her mania
wad murderous, They had a lovely little
child which they cherished to distraction,
One day {hey fancled that some one would
steal it becanse of its beanty. They immedi-
ately with a table fork placked out its eyes.
Another case was that of a young man whose
instinct led him to atrocious ormelty. Not
& living thing could oome witbin his reach
without his attempting to inflict sufferiag
upon it, Amnother young lady could not see
a gentleman without immedistely ongagleg
in a charming flirtation. Her conversation
wag most {nteresting nntil mention would be
made of her mother, when she would rise
furlous a8 a very demon, and yet her mother
had been to her the best of mothers, but had
prevented her marralge with an unworthy
suitor. Avnother patient had been a contrac-
tor, Baud fapcled that he had built
all the remarkable buildings 1in the
city. He would relate numerous in-
stances of difficuities which he had sur-
mounted in their construction. He used to
tell how when he was bailding the French
Church one of the towers leaned towards the
west. To straighten it up without shock, and
without danger to the whole construction,
waa a perllous undertaking. He said that he
kad tied ropes to the tower, conveyed them
to 8t. Helen's Island, and then thoroughly
drenched them with water, alleging that the
contraction emsuming therefrom wonld bring
back the tower to a straight line. This was
very true seclentifically, but no omne but a
maniac would adopt euch an extravagant
moda to accomplish the object.

The gentlemen related many other incl-
dents, and promised to take the repurter
through the asylnm at some futurc date.

TRADES OAONS" PRINIPLES

Not eince the day of the consecration of
His Lordship Mgr. Fabre in the beautifal
Church of the Gesu, has this sacred edifice
contatned such a large number of people ot
every denomination as assembled therein
Bunday to witness] the imposipg ceremonics
of a Cutholic ordination. rundreds had to
be turned away for wantof room.

A LECTURE

BY THE REV FATHER RYAN, S. 1.

The following lecture on & Oatholic Oal-
ture” was delivered by the Rev. Father Ryem,
8. J, at a literary entertafament held by the
Catholic Clab of this city in the Acadomie
Hall of 5t. Mary's College on the 13th Inst :—

Lapies AnDp GENTLEMEN :—]1 had intended te
begln by proposing a vote of thanks to the
speakers whom you have just heard. Bef
yon have been too quick for me. By your
kind attention and your hearty applause yow
bave proposed and seconded the motion E
ictended to make before I had time to make
It. With Mr. President’s permission, there-
fore, I shall declare the motion unanimously
carrfed. 1 am glad that you bave been so
much interested by the lecture. It is some-
times said that our English-spesking peeple,
egpecially onr English-speaking Oathollcs, are
not easily interested in nuything intellectudd.
Now, I have always considered this a kind of
calumny. When people have said to me=
“ You cannot get an sudience for a leoturs om
Literature or Science,” I have simply. asked
thom : “How often have you tried ?". This ia
tho first time the Catholic Club has tried ta
get an audience, and it has certainly swe-
ceodod to its entire matisfaction. It will,
therefore, I hope, bo templed to try soom
sgain. Wo do not pretend to give you any-
thiog startling ; we merely wish to show you
the kind of work we do in our crdlnasy
woekly meetings. I think from whot yow
have hesrd this evening you will admit withx
mp that we do onr work protty well, The
lecture, though on a puraly scientific sutjedt,
was 8o carofully prepared and pleasingly
given that it has evidently interested yow
much ; and the Reading, so ably rendered by
our gifted elocutlonist, has contribated te
crown our entertaicment. In a weak and
timid momont [ had my name put Iast on the
list of speskers. I hoped time would give
me something to say and courage to say it;
but, I agsure you, I pow sincerely wish that,
In this case, the last had been first. I have
found something to say, and I think I shall
find courage to say it; bat, I fear, I phall
ncither entertsin mor interest yon, How-
ever, 1 will 1cavo this to your judgment, and
I ask you to hear me in your patience as well
ag your wisdom that you may the bettex
judge.

As this Is the first time the Catholic Otet
comes before the public, 1 think it 18 bound
to glve an account of itsulf—to say what 1t ia,
aud why it ie it was my privilege and my
plonsure to assist at the birth of the 0. €.,
and to stand by itz cradle when it began to
wax strong. I, therefore, tske a sort of
paternal interest in it; and if yon wish te
know what the C. Q. i+, and why it is, I ought
to be able to tell you, I do pot think it iz
necessary to tell yon how the Club is. You
have seen and heard it this evening, and, I am
sure, you will agree with me in eaying that,
considering the wretched winter weather
through which it has passed, the O. Q. is
looking exceedingly well. I may tell you,
in confldence, that It is, and does, as well ag
ft looke. It i healthful and hopefal, amd
promises to be an honor and a joy to ite father
and founders.

Perhaps many of you kuow ail about it ; and
this is one of the reasons why I intend to teld
you only a little. This little will not be now.
I om very much afraid of two things. Gold-
smith sald of a frlend that he was ¢ too fond
of the right to pursue the expedient” - L am
too tond of the old to be easily caught by the
new. Our age 18 over-fond of novelties. It
must make all things new; and s0 we have
not only new fashions and new rallways, but
we must bave even now thought, and, in
consequence, new calture. #Modern thought”
and “modern cuiture” they call these new
inventions.

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THE INDEPENDENCE OF CANADA.

AN EX-MINISTER PRONOUNCES 1Y FAVOR OF
CANADIAN INDEPENDENCE—THE EENTIMENT
13 RECEIVED WITH ENTHUSIASM.

At the first annual dianer of Le Club Na-
tionale, held Tuesday were in the Windsor,
the Hon, Mr, Mercier, in rising to respond
to the toast of ¢ Cunada, Our Country,” said he
considered the present more than an ordinzery
event. It was an energetic and patriotic ex-
pression of the youth of the country, the
youth whogwould. have the future in thelr
bands (ckeers).. The speaker here graphi-
cally recalled the history ¢f the country
after the conquest. The battles of the Plains
of Abraham having been fought and won, the
French gave their hands to the English and
they becams brothers and fought together
for thelr country, ‘This was the be-
ginning and creation ot the national senti-
ment, snd this was the sentiment they should
cherish. This sentiment having been creat-
ed, what was their daty ? The first duty of
this nation was to aspire to independence, to
take her place. among the netions of the
world, (Cheers.) He thought this was the
expression of all their feelings. (Cheers.)
Some said that this was all very well, but it
was not s loyal sentiment. What was loy-
alty.? He had profound respect for the per-
son of Queen Victoria both a8 a woman and
a Queen. But after they left their parent's
house did it follow that they must forget
their parents. No; they ceparated, sayimg
that they regretted the separation, but that
the hour for it had come. So Canada had
now become a man, the hour for her separa-
tion had come, and she was ready for separa-
tion, (Cheers.) The greatest loyalty they
could practice was loyalty to their country.
Europe, he would say without fear or hesi-
tation, had no right to found kingdoms on
this Continent, and play the master. XKing-
doms had no place here and England was
obliged to give us a practical republic. They
styled this disloyalty and révolution. But
this was not the cdse, as he could show, The
speaker has quoted the words of the great
Xnglish statesman Lord John Ruseell on In-
dependence, who said:—He knew they were
ready for independence, that it was the pop-
ular wish and that it would be obtained. But
it was said again that they had not the means
to make a nation, and that they could not ex-
ist without the protection of England., The
first objeotion wae trivial, a8 we had orators,
statesmen and poets already. Again there
were many indspendent couuntrien who had
not our resources, nor our richness, such as
Belgium, Denmark, Greece, Portugal, Swe-
den, Norway, Switzerland and others, And
if they were willing to make sacrifices they
cornld heave a great country, Canada had
now a population of rix millions; the Uni-
ted States had only three when they obtained
their independence. It had gone on increas-
ing, however, until it was what it was to-day.
But these were not the only independent
countries in America. They had the Argen-
tine, Bolivia and other republics, with not as
large a population as curs, and these main~
talned themeslve3. And could we not then
maintaic curselves. He thought so, and he
considered that when they saw that those
small countries could maintain themselves,
they were .late in bringing forward the
question. He closed by an eloguent appeal
to the members of the Club to be true to
their country.

" HQW JOHN BULL LOST LONDON.
A PAMPELET -PUBLIsHED IN LONDON 1N THB
MANNER OF. THE " BATTLE OF DORKING " -

A llttle brochure, signlficantly Louond in 8
tricolor cover, has just been published in
London. It is called # How John Bull Lost
London; or, The Capture of the Channel
Tunnel.” After some introduction it says :

On‘the evening of a bright day in May
there arrived by the Chanuel Tunnel at Dover
a large number of French holiday mukers.
The « Allied Brothers of the Amity Lodges
of the Freemasone’ so the newsapapers of
Paris stated, had determined to hold a fete in
Epgland, and three special trains had brought
the boliday makers through. They had en-
gaged beds every where; the Lord Warden
and all the other hotels were crowded to
exceag; but nobody thought anything of that,
for thero had been several such fetes, on a
somewhat smaller scale itis true, but still
fetes ot a similar kind, before. [t wag known,
though not specially noted at the time, how-
ever, that just at that precise date a couple of
French army corps were carrying out o ser’es
of peace maunceuvres in the neighborhood of
Amiens. Nobody troubled about what the
French did; they were England’s firm allies.
1t 8 true there had been a little misunder-
standing sbout the right of France to menace
the Egyptiang with an armed farce ahould
they not hesten to confer certain concessions
upon varlons great French financial compan-
ies, and true, moreover, that Tripoli, having
gome time been annexed to Tunis, had been
& matter of s8ome contenticn bstween the
governments of London aud Parls ; butthese
were small matters which diplomacy would
certainly smooth over; mobody gave them
more than a paseing thonght. When, then,
on that fine May evening the tourists arrived,
nobody thonght anything of their 7isit, nor
wag it considered at all suspiciona; nor
wheg, later on, by an hour or two, two French
stenmers, which might have been loaded with
apples or arme, drew up near the Admiralty
pler, and sent word ashore that they would
be examined by the Cuostoms officer in the
morning. It was all so natural. Dover that
night slept tranguilly. 1t bad not a large
garrison, for troubles In Ireland and a reduced
army system had not left many men in the
lines abont town. Butit knew it was secure ;
none but the good and f:iendly French were
near, and they were only tourista. Only
tourists !

THE SBIZURB.

The clock had only jast struck midnight
when all on & sudden these tourists might
have been seen hurrying toward -the tunnel
station, while coming from the French
steamers were many men bearing in their
arms bundles of rifles. There was a sound
as of a ecuffle and a shot or two fired, but it
only drew the attention of a very few. The
tourist had all disappsared. But an alarm
bad been given, and the police had been seat
to the tonnel mouth ; and then, the alarm
continuing, a party of enldiers hed been sent.
What couid it all mean? Only this, that the
tourists wero rapidly enscoucing themselves
behind the rallway material and the mouth
of the tunnel, were throwing up earthwcrks
and cuttipg tronches aud quickly converting
the position they had taken up into a mili-
tury entrenchment, alurm came. What
troops thero were in Dover were gent in good
earnest now to attack the strangers, for it
was clear that they had got the tunnel in
their hands and that if they could hold it for
six hours no one would be able afterward to
dislodge them. Bnt the attack was not by
any means the easy job ft had loohed, It
was night time and the men, hidden behind
earth ond railwsay tracke, could not be geen.
Ia vain the musketry rattled ig the direction
of the tunnel, the defenders of the f{romtier
were safely under shelter and in an impreg-
nable position. Artilfery must bs brought
up and the tuunel destreyed, that was clear ;
the order was given, Bat the artillery was
ineffective, and it was mow found that the
electric wiro provided for blowing up the
tunnel and the apparatus foc sleicing it had
all been seized and cut ; the tunnel ‘noath
must: be taken by hand-to-band fighting.
Telegrams were forthwith dispatched to Lon-
don, and the Dover garrisen led up to the
fight, It numbered, however, not many more
than the Invaders, and these had the immense
advantage of being under cover. 'There was
mauny an Eaglish soldier who bit the dost
tbat night.

IN LONDON,

Let it not be supposed that in London the
government, on getting the information of
what was tranepirlog at Dover, was suplne;
on the contrary, it acted with praiseworthy
energy. ‘Lhe Secrotary of War was at a re-
ception of the wife of the Foreign Minister
when the startling news arrived, and his first
impulse was to rush up to his collsague to
demand what 1t all meant. “Iam wholly at
a loss to know,” was the reply, # except that
this evening the French Ambassador did cer-
tainly say to me that his government viewed
our protest with regard to Egypt wnore seri-
cusly than he wisted, snd that ho trusted
the situation might not become strained.
Bat I took him to be joking.” ©Joking?"
roared the War Minister. ¢ Do you know
that tke French have come throogh the
tunnel and taken Doversince midnight, three
hourg ago?? To say that both the Ministers
were thunderstruck hardly describes their
condition. Bat they acted—the one leaving
the company immediately, and dtiving round
to seek for explanation from the French Ara-
bassador, whom he, curiously enough, did not
find at home ; the other to the War Office,
whither he summoned everybody attachbed to
the staff. * . * News from Dover
announced that the French force there had
{ncreased to an army corps and was being
augmented every hour. While it was cer-
tain that if the varions detschments coming
from different parts of the country essayed to
attack Dover they would be cut off in detail,
there must be an order given for a concentra-
tion upon various points. Dover had gone
and could not be re-taken for the present, and
the whole available army must be concenira-
ted on the Sarrey Hills tlll it was ready to
march. ) S

1t is really diffi-
cult to see what exception can be taken by
honest liberals to any of these suggestions,
He advised that the Government should
introduce a bill to relieve poor tenants
from ‘the arrears of rent which accrued
during the recent years of agricultural
depresslon., Well, the necessity of such
relief wns urged by a prominent English
Liberai in the House of Commons just
before the racess, snd the Premier declared
that the matter deserved and should receive
immediate attention. Mr, Parnell would
counsel alge the prompt passage of the Healy
amendment to the Land Act, introduced to
give the Healy clause the coumstruction in-
tended by the framer, and sanctioned by the
mapjority of Mr. Gladstone's appointees on
the Land Commission. And finally, Mr,
Parnell recommends a considerable expan-
slon of the facilities offered to tenants
by the Land Act to become the pur-
chasers of thelr farms. Inasmuch a8 the
principle o1 lending publlc moneys to
tenants for this purpose was distinctly re-
cognized in 1870 aund again in 1880, there
deems to be no good reason why it should not
be applied on a sufficiently large scale to
prove of practical utility, If the Minlistry
wonld take these steps, which merely involve
the consistent and thorough-going execution
of its own programme, they would go & long
way, as Mr, Parnell thinks, towards the res-
toration of peace and order.

In his published letter, Mr. Smith asserts
that the mass of the American people would
applaud the adoption of his harsh counssls,
We have placed them side by side with Mr,
Parnell’s, and we venture to say that intelli-
gent Americans will look with mory appro
val and respect on the temperate and judi-
cions attitude of the Irish Leader.

He related the is-
cldents which preceded and followed the great
battle: that was -fought by Joshua, when the
sun and the moon were said: to have stood
stlll. Dr, Macdonald pointed out that, in
the first place, the Zanguage was poetical, and
the narrative bore {o have been taken from the
book of Jasher—a collectlon of odes and
Iyrics which the people sang in honour
of the heross of the Hebrew race. What
happened wus nov the standing still of the
sun or of the moon, but an occurrence of a COM-
MON NATURE after aviolentstorm/ On acoount
of the: density of the atmosphere, after the
great thunder and hail . torm, the image of the
sun appeared to the eve of the lsraelites
AFTBR {he sur himself had gone under the hori-
zon, ‘Stmilar phenomena might be Yrequently
witnessed in varions quarters of the globe, and
under certain atmospheric conditions. Zhus,
he snld, science and revelation had deen com-
pletely reconciled 1”

The italics in the above are mine. 1 beg
now to lay before the reader, for the sske of
comparison, the words of the inepired narra-
tive, from Josue x., v.12-15. (12.) “Then
Josae spoke to the Lord, in the day that he
delivered the Amorrhite In the sight of the
children of Israel, and he said before them :
Move not, O Sun, toward Gabaon, nor thou, O
Moon, toward the valley of Aialom. (13.)
And the sun and the moon stood stiil tlil the
people revenged themselves on their aue-
mies. Is not this written in the book of the
just? . Bo tho sun stood still in the midat of
heaven, and hasted not to go down the space
of one day. (14} There was not before, nor
after, g0 long’ a'day, the Lord obeying the
volce of a man, and fighting for Israel. (15)
And Josue retnrned, with all Israel, into the
camp of Galgal.” - .

Let: the reader alzo consider the following
observations-—well known to the faithtal—
on the above verses, vizz:—¢ Josue had pur-
suod the enemy at mid-day.to the-west of the
city of Gabaon, when, turning round, ho ad-
dressed this wonderful command to the sun.
It s supposed that the mooh appeared st the
same timo. But the.meaning may only be
that the sun and the course of the stars
should be interrupted for a time—«The sun
and the moon stood still in their habitation ¥
(Habacuc c. iii,, v. 11). Many besides Bev.
Dr. Macdoonld. -have - called in  guestion
this miracle, or have devised warious
meaus to explain it away, by haviig re-
course to a perihelion or reflection of
the sun by n cloud, or to a light which
wag reverborated by the mouutains, after the
sun was 8et, &c.—(Provdam iv. 6. Spinosa,
Grotius Le Clerc). DBut if theso authors be-
lisve the Beriptures, they may save them-
selves the trouble of dovising such improbable
explanstionr, as this fact is conetantly repre-
sented as a most striking miracle. T'he pre-
teuded impossloility of it, or the inconveni-
ence arlsing to the faligued soldisrs from the
loog coutinuance of the day, will mako bus
small impression upon thuse who consider
that God was the chief sgent, and that He
wbo made all out of nothing might casily
stop the whole machine of the world fura
time, and sfterwards put it in motion sgalu,
witliout causing any derangement in the diffor-
eut parts. Alalon lay to the south-wuet of
Gabaon, Josue ordered the mcon to etop as
a nocessary consequencs of the sun's standing
still. God condescended to .grant his re-
quest.

V.13.—# The Book of the Just)~-1n Bebrew
Jaster, an nncient book long since lost, It
wag probably of the eame nnture with that of
the # Wars of the Lord "—(Num. xxi, 4)—
containing an account of the most memorable
occurrences which concerned the people of
Israel, the just or Ischuron (Duut. xxxiii. 5).
Josephus (v. 2) says snch “records were kept
in the archives of the Temple” They were
drawn up by people of character. The quo-
tations inserted are in & poetical style, as tho
book might contain various canticles, though
the rest was written in prose. (Sce 2d Kings
I. 18.) It mightappearunpecessary torJosue
to appeal to this work, as the fact in quostion
was known to all. ¢ Bo the sun stood atill
in ¢ the midat’ of heaven, and hasted not to
go down the space of one ‘day.”

1t was then almost noon. Josue was
nevertheless afruld leat the day should not
allow them tlme tn destcov thelr fuelug
envomies completely. If the evening hsd
been at hand, he would have snid, Raturn,
Sun, towards Gabaon, na it would bave besn
on the west of his army. The battle had be-
gun eeily in the morning, and the pursult
had lasted porhaps four or five hours—«The
apace of one day "—Hebrow, « About a whole
day." Many think thata day here comprises
twenty-lour hours, and continued other six,
it must have buon visible for the space of
thirty-six hours, ns tho Jows believe, and as
it ia specified in St. Juetin. Dial, The
author of Eccli. xtvl. 5 says, “ Was not the
sun stopped in bis anger, and one day mace
a8 two 7’ (8eo also Isa. xxviil. 21.) .

V. 14—~ 8o long ¢ Day”—God had often
wrought miracles before at the prayer of his
servonts. The difference between this day
and all otherz must be therefore in the length
or in thao stopping of the heavenly bndies.

The long d..y which the prayer of Ezechias
procurad (4 Kings xx. and 184 xxxvili. ) con-
sisted of thirty-two hours; or, supposing that
the retcogade motion of the sun was instan-
taveous on the dial, it might be only twonty-
two hours in length, Bat ifthe daya of Bz:-
chiag bad been even longer, the words of this
text may be verified that nelther in times
past nor while the author lived, had any sach
day .been known.

“torch all naticns,” and the faithful were
commanded to hear, obey and believe them
(8t. Mark xvi, 16). This commission was
accompanled by a promise that He would be
with them in thia office of teaching, to the
eud of time (St. Matt. xxvii. 19 20). From
these expressions it is clear that their lawful
cuccersors wers also incloded in the commis-
sion and promige given to the Apostles, It
follows, thon, that tbe authoritative juterpre-
tation of Scripture made by the lawful sue-
cesgors of the Apoetles is tho only tine one,
and truly the Word of God; a contradictory
interpretation must therefore of nucesaity ba
false, and i8 not the Word of God. For, na
tho Proteatant Bishop Walton eays, '« The
Word of God does not consist in
more latters, whother written or print-
ed, bnt in the truo seenso of it.”
And St. Jerome had said many agesg before :
* Lot us be persuaded that the gospel com-
sistod not in the words but in the senge. A
wrong explanation turne the Word of God
into the word of mau, and, what la worse,
fato the word of the devil ; for the devil him-
self ponld quote the toxt of Scripture,” and
he did s0 when he tempted our Lord in the
desort (St. Matt. vi. 6).

There must therefore be some living aw-
thority on earth, commissioned by God to de-
cide the meanfnk of the Revelation which
God has glven. Such an authority must be
infallible because divinu, Ite infallibility is
contloued in its very commisalon. Romam
Oatholics of all ages and nations belleve that
such an Infallible authority exists in the One
Holy Oathollc Apostolo and Roman
Church, and that belongs to the whole
body of the Eplscopate united with the
Ruman Pontiff. They also belleve that the
unfalling protection from teaching error ia
assured by God In a special manner to the

Thoe Holy Catholle Church of all
nations and nges is the only Church which
clalms’ infallibillty (all other churches are .
avowedly fallible, and therefors llable to
teach error). It isimmutable in its know-
ledgo, discernmont and enunciatiou of the
truth, and that in virtue of its indissoluble
anlon with the Holy Ghost, and IIis perpet.
unl teaching by its living voice, But the
private interpretation adopted aud glven
forth by the Rev. Dr. Macdonald on Joshus

of the educating act, and culture, like edu-
cation, is a Latin word; it is applled In its
primary sense to the caltivation of the earth.
If we apply the two words to the same thing
we should say, education is the plooghing
and planting ; cultore, the emiling harvest—
the ripe and mellow froit,

The culsure that is the object and alm of
the Catholic Club is not culture in genersl, or
any kind of culturs, it 18 emphaticaliy Catho-
1ic Culture; and here I have to tell yoa what
Catholic Quliture is. It may be well to say
here that I do not use the word Catholic in
its merely religiouns sense. I do nmot exclude
its religious meaning; but I use the word
primarily and principally In its literary and
philosophical sense, tor 1 speak to literary
and philogophical minde, a8 well as to Chris-
tian Oatholic hearts.

‘be cultivated is the mind of man; and the

. They would give us good walkers, or
Tunpers, or rowera. They would treat man as
if bo were all and only muscls. They culil-
wate ithe body and neglect the mind. The
advocates and teachers of physical culture are
sanfficiently important and numerons to form
a school and formulate a creed, and their
oreed 18 known as i Muscular Christlanity.”
The only thing we have to say here to this
kind of culture {s, that it certalnly is not
Cathollo, It may be good as far as it goes;
dut it is imperfect and incompiete. Man i
not all muscle, and to treat him as if he were
ig not to develope but to destroy what is

-moblest in his nature. There must be phy-
ulcal exéroise for the healthful developmentof
the body ; but there must be mental exerolss,
100, for the healthful development of the soul.
‘We do not object to walkling, running and
rowing and general gymnastics ; but we say
there should be intellectual walking and
Junning—mental gymnastics, too. I notice
#his false system of physical education only
1o {Ilustrate a still more serious error held by
the leading apostles of modern mental cul-
%ure. As man is composed of body and eonl,
3o exercise the body only 1a not to educate the
man, but io form a kind of moral monster,
Bat the goul itself iz one and manifold : one
In its nature and {hres in ite powers or facul-
dea. To oultivate one of these faculties only
and neglect the other two is to develope a
mental monstrosity, The faculties of the
woul are, memory, inteliect and will. As man
ig not all muscle, 50 nelther {s he only memory
and imagipation. Yet the professors of
“modern’” calture would treat him &g if he
were. If you analyze that thing called
&#:mopdern thought” you will find it is made up
of fact and fanoy. Modern thought ia the
Jood or the seed of modern culture, and fact
and fancy have to do only witk the memory
and the imagination. Science and Literature
seem to join hands and roam round the world
in search of food for the craviag appetites of
‘the children of sc-called «calture.” Sclence
suppliea the facts; Literature cooks those
facts and serves them up in the dress of
tancy. The scientist searches the heavens
and the earth with s courage and persever-
ance that is sometimes appslling. He brings
down the stars with his telescope, breaks
them to pieces with his spectroecope, takes
them up and examines them with his micro~
scope, snd then handa them over to the man
of fancy (who may be himeel{) to cook them
and rerve them up in a sort of celestial
soup! He does with the earth what he does
with the heavens, and the inhabitants of
«earth have to pass under telescope and micro-
8cope, t6o. We may say of the soientist
what Bhakespeare says ot the poat :
4 The searcher’s eye in a flne frenzy roiling,

Doth glauce from Heaven to earth, from

earth to Heaven,

1HE POPULATION OF CANADA,

The first volume of statistica furnished by
the censns returns of 1881 has been printed
ond sobmitted to Parliament, and it was
about time. Some of the Information cor-
talpned in it has been published before in the
press of the country, but the figures shewing
the religion and nationality of the Canadian
population have not. These latter are very
interesting, - and will ba still more so
if ti&e retnrns asked for by Mr.
Tasse, member for Ottaws, be grant-
ed by the Goverr ent, which are thsat
the religion, nationality, &c., of all ‘Govern-
ment vmployees be laid betore Parliament.
The total population of the Dominion is 4,~
344 810, of which 1,791,982 are Catholics, or,
as the official returns set them down, Roman
Catholics, or roughly, three-sevenths of the
whole, the other {our~gevenths being Metho-
dists, 743,050 Presbyterians, 676,174 Church
of England Protestants 577,414, Baptlsts 28¢€,.
525, ana so on, the balance bsing composed
of Jews, Pagans and those professing no reli-
glon, of which last, there are about 90,060 who
may be classed a8 free~thinkers, One would
naturally euppose that in a free country like
Canads, whose population as regards race 1s
pretty equal in the elements composing it,
by which we mean that no one element is
considered Inferlor by the others, all being
Caucaslane, thers would be no religions or
race test requnired for office. Nor is thers
nominally, but that there is in reality a few
figares will show that as a religion Catholiclty
is somewhat prescribed, and, as a race, the
Irish are kept away in the tack ground to
bew wood and draw water for the
Scotch, who are the aristocracy of
Canada. Ae we have remarked, Mr, Tasee's
returns have not yet been furnished, but a
glance over the «FParllamentary Companion”
will give usapretty good idea of how matters
really stand. We pass over the Governor-
General and staff, all Epglish and Scotch of
course, and we coms to the Canadian Ministry
of whom there are thirteen, nine Protestants
and four Catholics, so that there 13 little pro-
portion here, nine-thirteenths being con-
slderably more than tha Protestant share of
four-sevenths according to the numbers.
Qolng over the Judges a proportion still less
favarable to the Catholica i to be seen. There
are forty-one chief officers In Ottawa, or con-
nected officlally with the Departmentsone way
or the other, of whom thirty-three are Protest-
ants and eight Catholics, or less than a fourth
instead of three-sevenths, In Bo far as we
know the eame proportion holds good all
the way down the steps of the official ladder
until we coms to the second lowest, on which
rest messengers and the lowest which holds
the washer women, acrubbers and such.
Fhere,indeed, the Catholics preponderate.

As regards race, the numbers of the four
chief elements are : French, 1,298,929 ; Irlsh
959,403 ; Evglish, 881,301 ; Scotch, 699,863.
Thus the FYreonch, according to numbers
should have four ministers and the Irish
three, but then that would interfers with
Scotch ascendancy, and the Irish and French
could mever think of such s thing as that,
they must be content with three and two
Cabinet Ministers respectively—namely, Sir
Hector Langevin, Hon, Mr, Mousseau, Hon.
Mr. Oaron, French, and Hon. Messrs. Alkens
Secretary of State, and Hon. John O'Coanor,
Postmaster-General, Irish. The English ele-
ment kolds ifs own in Canada, and that ia
about all; the Scotch rule the roast
all over and hold the positions in the
Ministry, in Parllament, in the Departments,
which, if numbers had anything to do—or let
us humbly suggest justice—with the appolnt-
ments, would belong to the French and Irish,
It is, of course, probable that the Scotch are
the superior p-ople. It that be s0 no one
can complain; or it may be that, as they
were chiefly among the first settlers in Canada
and the Irish among the last, they have ob-
tained possession ofthe ins'de track.- But then
what about the Irench? Bpeaking In all
serloueness there 18 something i the clannish
theory put forward by some journals. Look at
Hudson’s Bay for instance and how long it
was kept in Scottish posaession. The wealth
of Hudson’s Bay i2 now in Montreal and is
chiefly among the Bcotoh,.who: raula the city
just as they rule Oanads, and always with the
same kindly regards for the interests of them-
selves fixst and thelr countrymen next. It is

THE COSTIGAN RESOLUTIONS.
There 18 evidently a hitch in the Costigan
resolutions. Oa the day origizslly sed apart
for their discuesion Mr. Plumb talked agalnst
time in order to prevent Mr, Costigan bring-'
‘Ing them forward, knowing that, as the sezslon
drew to its close, and consequently the days
set aslde for private members’ billa
the chances of discuselng ‘the Irish
regolutions wounld become mare beautifully
less, if they did not disappear altogether.
From the position occupled by Mr. Plumb in
the House as a friend of the Minlstry it may
be assumed he did not act as he did without
their tacit sanction, and hence we mey infer
thet the resolutions are disagresable to the
Government, and that they do not want them.
Still it would be very awkward to refuse
them on the eve of & general election, and 8o,
at the request of Mr. Costigan, Sir John has
promised to set Thursday apart for
their discussion. Their defeat is fore-
shadowed by the Ottawa correspondent
of both the @azette and the Herald
and that may now, therefore, "be taken as
dead resolutions. We pever expected that
the Government would be very ent uslastic
over thelr intreduction, but we did think they
would glve them fair play and allow the
sense of the House to be equarely taken on
them. We see now that we were mistak n;
that the Government are secretly opposea to
them, and that but for the firmness of M.
Costigan they would be heard of no more..
It is thought they will be brought forward

next Thuraday merely a8 a matter
of form, and will them be with-
drawp, but untll we sse thls realized

we shall not believe Mr, Costigan will be so
foolish as to piace himeelf in such a false
position to please any Government or party.
The Irish people in Canada will much preier
to gee the resolutions wvoted upon or not
brought forward mt all, Their expectations
have been ralsed to a hopeful height by their
introduction ; the telegtaph wires and the
oables have fiashed intelligence all over the
world as to the great things the Canadian
Parllament was about to do for Ireland, and
now they wiil learn that it has all ended in a
fiagco, or as an emigration advertisement for
the Syndicate.

Az we polnted ont yesterdsy, the Irish of
Oapads are very badly represented in the
Olvil Service. They do no!, in proportion to
their numbers, thelr intelligence, or thelr
wealth, occupy one-third of the positions due
to them, and as a Conservative Government
has becn la power for the past thirty years,
except with few intervals—and one only
worthy of the name—the Clonservative party
18 responsible for such a condition of things,
,and pre-eminently Sir John A. Mescdonald
its head and front. But the Irish
are not sordid enough to revolt ageinst this
exclusion, much as they may be angry at it,
knowing that it is not allogether the faunlt of
a government if they are not weil represented
in Parliament, and, therefore, not their fault
except? in a degree—Iif they are slighted when
honor and emolument are being distribnted,
as it is In proportlon to their par-
liamentary strength they -are considered.
One would suppose, however, that a
sagaclous  statesman 1lijke B8ir John
would avail himselt of every opportunity
to concillate or compensate them in other,
rospects. The $160,000 grant was indeed an
fnstance of his forsthonght in that direction,
but the remembrance of that piece of gene-
rosity will be swallowed wp in disappoint-
ment if the Costigan resolutiona miscarry.
The Irish are peculiarly placed in Canada.
Owlog to the misfortunes of their mother-
iand they are not able to enter the lists here
a8 against all comers. Part of their force
is continually spent in working for
Ireland. Hernce it would be a great
causs for rejoicing to them if Ireland
was 80 frese and conteunt as to allow them to
look after their own business in Canada and
elsewhers. We firmly believa that in the
present state of parties in England, when
Gladstone's mind is osclllating between co-
ercion and justice, a declaration of opiaion
from Canada would decide him in favor of
the latter. We can reslize, therefore, how
important these resvlutions are, and how
eagerly the whole Empire is looking towards
Ottawa.

Fortunately, If we are not in & position to
help ourselves hers in Oanada, we can help
our friends and punish cur enemies through
all the constituencies, or nearly all of them
and so that we may seo clearly before acting,
we wonld like Mr. Costigan to ineist that
his resolutlons may be voted upon.

THE MALLETTE INQUEST.

We hardly think the public will be satis.
fied at tho result of -the inquest on the body
of the uafortunnate ‘young man, Adelard
Mallette. The information collected by our
reporter 18 of sc surprising a npatare, and
altogether so different and so contradiotory
to what appeared .a8 the result of the
Coroner's Inquest, that intelligent men can
arrive at no conclusion other than that the
inquest was conduoted In. tae. most slovenly
manner. The daty of a Coroner's jury ia to
find out by evidence, and by post morfem ex-
aminstion if necessary, by what means death
‘came about. In the case ' of Mallette this
was cerlainly not done, It does mot follow
that beoause a person {8 poor, ”obs'cm"e or
even 8 vile oriminal, that the inguest en
his body should be “a . 'mero matter. of
form; the life of & poor :person is-as precious:
a8 that of a prince in the land, :and:

The evidence was accepted
in the most cheerfal manner by the Coroner
.and the jury, and the men-—all of bad char~
acter—were discharged | o

Now, if this was not a slovenly way—to uge
mwild language—of acconnting for the death
of a fellow crenture we know not what is
the true meaning of the expreesion. In good
gooth it was no inquest at all, as Coroner
Jones should know after an experience of
over forty yesre. Butnow look at the other
side of the question, beering in ming ’
that some of the witnesges examined had
been arrested on suspicion, and are
known to the police ss thoroughly bad char-
acters, Dr, Pelletier, who visited Malletto,
states over his signature that when examined
he was not asked 1f deceased bad come to his
death by intoxication, and that he believes
the man was perfectly sober. This is cor-
roborated by the clergyman, the Reverend Mr,
Charpenez, while the parents of the deceased
gafd he had not been drinking for eight days.
The testimony of Olivier Brunemu, one of
thoee arrested, is worth quoting in this
connection. It is in the third person:—
Ho (Brunean) testified to meeting the de.
ceaged near the Bonsecours market at three
o'clock Thuraday afterncon. There were
five of them together im Mignomne atrest
about nine o'olock, They had purchased
oight bottles of liquor at difterent groceries.
The deceased sald he was going homs and
asked for & good drink before he went; he
then put the bottle to bhis lips and took a
lIong drink and started off at a rapid pacs.
The rest of the witnesses’ evidence was coro-
borative of that of Jobin.

Now, according to an impartial witnegs,
the guarrelling was going on; but of this
Brunean says nothing. What he does say—
among other things—1is that Mallette took a
long drink from a bottle of whiskey and then
gtarted to run for home. Now, as the time
between this episode and the arrival of the
priest and the doctor could not have been
more than half en hour, and a8 when Dr,
Pelletier arrived the body was still warm,
if, indeed, it did not breathe, Mallette must
have been actnally reeking with the smell
of whiskey. And yet both clergyman and
doctor assert they found no such smell. The
doctor 1a young, he had never before attended
a Coroner's inquest, much less given evidence,
and he did not tell the whole truth, simply,
a8 he eays, because he was not asked. Per-
haps Mr. Jones was in haste to get to his
home. When in cases such as this, there is
a doubt it is the rule to hold a past mortem ex-
amination, iIndeed it 18 the law. Why hasit not
been held ? Are the lives of Her Majesty’s sub-
jects of such small consequence, then,
that an enquiry as to the taking away of them
can be conducted in such a manner? Was
the evidence of & number of loafers arrested
on suspicion of murder more value than that
of impartial and respectable persons in the
opinion of Coroner Jones, and, if so, why 8o ?
The suspecied parties sald nothing of a
quarrel—of course not—but the othera did:
Why was not Facet{e called to give his testi-
mony ? Is it likely, after the parties had been
drinking together in such a frlendly way,
that one of them should ran suddenly away ?

It is in the interests of Mr. Jones, of the
public and of justice, that a real investiga-
tion be held immediately into the gad affair.
We have done our duty at all events. We
nave called the sttention ot the autborities
to a shameful travesty of justice.

THE RELIGIOUS ORDERS.

A LEOTURE BY RECORDER DE MONTIGNY.

At the monthly meeting of L' Unéon Cutho-
lique, on Tuésday night, His Honor Recorder
De Montigny delivered an able lecture on the
subject of « Religious Orders." The learned
lectarer especlally devoted himself to dispel-
ling certain prejudices which were commonly
entartained by people who thoughtlemly
favored opinions without careful examina-
tion, The firat prejudice was that religlous
orders were too rich and too anxiots to be
tlch. 'Fo thia the answer was that whatever
wealth they might acquire was not for the in-
dividual = benefit of any of the mem-
bers, 'but for the support of re-
ligion - and the good of society;
it was only acquired by the exercise of the
most intenve seli-sacrifice; thus the habit
snd clothing of s religeuse only cost $25, and
would ‘last for. 15..years. Contrast this
economy with the cost of clothing of any
ordinary.lady- of- the middle classes and it
could uot be much under $LCO per annum,
No reagonable person- could find fault with
the system, which dolng ipjustice to no one
merely provailad upon it3 .supporters to prac-
tice virtus in.a heroic degree., If the re-
ligious orders “thus becaiié” rich they shonld
be regarded not with reproach, but withap-
proval, ahd their 'detractors would show their
Rood sempe; 1 -they tmitated their example in-
place of condemning thelr conduct, The second
prejndlog was that the education given by reli-
glous orders was not in harmony with modern
idema, *i'To. - this .- wad
that such education was in harmony with
frath and not opposed.- to, anything .that was
good in the term modern ideas, [
tion taught- on the question of liberty, self-
government and the like, d: otrines in con-
sonance with human dignity, and as {favorable
to freedom a8 the boasted ideas of the nine-
teanth century without their vagdries, uncer-

tainy and even changing aspects. The third

GHOKED TO DEATH.

MAN MURDERED IN THE

EAST BND. -

Adelard Malette is the name of & young
man, aged 21, who was choked to death by
some murderoas hand between the hours of
9 and 19 o'clock last night in the East End of
this oity. Adelard resided: with his parents
at No, 47 Wolfe street, and was a young man
.of the ordinary stamp, During the past few
weeka he. had been out of employment, owing
to the temporary closing -dewn-of tbe factory
where had been workipg. - Yesterday after-
noon as he was [reperieg to gu out be ad-

dressed his mother, end eaid: ¢ The
shop 18 guing to open again to-
morrow, g0 get my working . clothes

and linen ready, as I am golng to work, and I
waunt to look clean.” After speaking those
words he left the house, never to return alive.
The next seen of him by his parents was his
mangled and lifslees body brought up atairs
on the shoulders of three individuals. Thke
mother looked at the face of ker Adelard, but
there was no sign of recognition; the eyes
were closed ; his body was fast growing cold
neath the warm blood which flowed from his
wounds, Tho services of a doctor werse at
once songht for, and in & few minutes Dr.
Pelletler appeared on the scene.. .On placing
his ear over the region of the beart he found
that the beating was alwmost imperceptible,
snd in a few moments it bad ceased its life-
giving fuactions. ‘The Doctor then examined
the deceased to see it he had taken any
liquor, but there. were 10 indications
of any spirits having been psitaken of. The
doctor then declared that Malette’s death was
dus to asphyxy, which from all sppearances
wag ovidently caused by a horiible aud fatal
grip on the throat of the deceased. Our
reporter viewed the body this morning, and
found the faco partially covered with blood
which fssued from the mnostrils, there was a
large wound on the forchead, right cheek and
a small one on the left. On the neck there
were the marka ef three huge fiager natls,
which bad been buried in the flesh, and
which bespoke of o deaperate grip which
would have choked the stoutest. The neck
was pomewhat discolored, and behind the
eara the darkeat biue prevuilegl.

The collar aed bosom of the shirt had die-
appeared, Thero was on the whole mmple
evidence of the life of the poor victim hav.
ing been taken away by & fearful choking. In
connection with the affalr five individusls
have been arrested on suspicion of murder.
Thelr names are Olivier Bruneau, George
Jobin, Emile Lariviers, Edmonde Latrenlere
and Alphonas Valllere. The police say that
they belong to a dsngerotus gALE: 1t appears
that the five of them were mnoticed by Con-
stable Altemis on Mountcalm atreei, near
Mignonne, carrying an awkward load. The
constabls approached and enguired what was
the pature of the load. They answered,
« Ob, It 18 only a young fellow who ia drunk
and we are fstching him homs!” Thisan-
awer only served to arouse his suspicions, and
he quietly followed them tutil they reached
Ro. 47 Wolfe street, where they deposited
Adelard Malette. ‘The constable entered
with them, and remained until the arrival of
tne doctor, who pronounced Adelard to ba
dead. 'The parties who had cariled the vlc-
tim te his home were all recognized by the
policeman. They immediately departed with-
out any remarks, The policeman, how-
ever, set to work with Bergeant Bouch~
ard to effect thelr arrest during the
night. ‘This morning our reporter inter-
viewed the prisoners at No. 2 Station, where
they are locked up. One of them, who acted
a8 epokosman, related that Malette was dead
drunk when he got into their company last
evening, while the doctor states that there
waa not a gign of liquor on him,. The Coro-
ner was notifled thig morning, and proceeded
to summon a jury for the puspose of holding
an inquest. ‘The body was viewed by them
at 11 o'clock, when they proceeded to No. 2
Station to take evidence in the matter.

It has been insinuated by a morning con-
temporary that we gave a sensatlonal ac-
count, or, in other worde, & mieleading state-
ment of the facts, in connection with Adelard
Mallette's death, which took place on the
night of the 13th inst. We deny the impu-
tation, and can vouch for the entire truth of
whatever appeared in the said acconat, en-
titled «Choked to Death.” The facts, as re-
lated therefn, were personally escertalned by
our reporser ; and We now, in the interests of
public order and safety, reiterate the charge
againet the fiveindividoals in whose company
Malletts waa at the time of his death, and
who were acquitted by the Coroner and the
jury of the suspicion of ‘foul play or murder
on thelr own testimony. We moreover
charge the Coroner with having carrled oun
the investigation in o very unsatisfactory
manner, and the jary with having rendered
a verdiot inconsistent with the real atate of
afisirs. We make these charges-on the fol-
lowing grounds :—In the first place, the doc-
tor who was called In to attend Mallette,
did not tell the whole trutb. In the second
place, the Coroner falled to summon the
necessary witnessee, -and in the third place
the verdict was based upon the sole evidence
of the individuals who were arrested on sus-
picion of having murdered the victim.
FNoxt morning our reporter called on Dr.

elletier at his residence on Dorchester
gtreat to recelve the testimony which the
Coroner falled to’elicit at the inquest. '

The
Reverend Father H. Charpenez, attached to
Bt. Peter's Church, alse corroborates our state-
ment in the following certificate : — o

In the meantime
we leav » the public to say which of the
oplnione , either of the jury or of the doctor
and prler , should be accepted.

Ou~ re;lort: r has collected evidemce which
goes to provc that the deceased had not been
drunk up & o'clock that day, and farther,
that he bad not been drunk for at least elght
days previous to the murder. ‘This fact does
not coincide very well with the verdict that
death was duo to the. excessive use of in-
toxicating liguor.

The prisoners, who swore that Mslieite Wss
drunk, are known to the pollce and to the
residents of tbhe East end to be notorious
roflians and loafersa. Another witness whom
the Coroner failed to call wag Mr. Facette,
who resides on Montcalm street at the very
spot where Mallette was picked up in a
dying condition. If this man had
been secured as a witness, the following im-
portant evidence could have been produced ;
Mr. Facette was golng up Montcalm street
about nine o'clock ounthat evening with a Mr.
Lefrancois; when within 30 or 40 yards of
the corner of Mignonne street, he perceived a
gang of men in a state of excitement. Pre-
sontly he heard ome of them cry out, # Ne
frappe pas, frappe pas,” or, # Don't strike, don't
strike.” After thls there was & kind of short
tussle when one of the crowd rushed forward
down the strect and fell at the foot of a tree,
apparently having collided with 1t. Dauriag
this time, which was very short, Mr. Facette
kept advauncing with his firiend. He
just came up to Malette as the latter fell.
He shouted to the gang at the corner but
twenty yards distant, « Here's one of your
companions lying on the sidewalk,” but he
received no answer, and he shouted again,
when the crowd came down. As they did,
Mr. Facette heard one of them shout to the
other, « Btop quiet ; don’t touch him; it will
be better for you. WMr. Facette would say
positively that he smelled liquor from the
crowd, but wonld not say that he did from
Mallette, whom he lifted from the grounc.
Why was not this man called to give evi-
denca? It is simply absurd the way this in~
vestigation has been carried on; it {s an out-
tage on justice, but murder will ount even
if it is a reporter who has to see that blood
does not remaln upavenged. The greatest
dissatisfaction prevalls in regard to the ver-
dict in overy direction, but especially in police
circles, and it is not the first time that our
Coroner’s inquests have falled to give satisfac-
tion. We consider that we have done our duty
in the matter, and we now give the case to
the public to render a verd’l‘ct on it.

THE LATE ARCHBISHOP HEANNAN,

HaviFax, April 17.—The public were no
lesa pained than surprised on hearing this
morning of the very serious illness of His
Grace the Archbishop of Halifax, and when
about 11 o'clock it was aunnounced that the
respected Prelate had breathed his last, con-
sternatlon and sorrow were everywhere
visible, all clagses and creeds uniting in ex-
preesions of sincere regret for the loes which
the Church and country had sustained by hia
sudden bereavement. His eminent position
in the Oatholic Ohurch, his long residence and
active career of usefulness in thia city had
made the deceased Prelate's name a house-
hold word throughout the city and surround-
ing country. Michae! Hannan was born in
Kilmallock, Limerick, Ireland, on the 2lst
July, 1821, and was, therefore, within three
months of belng 61 years of age. In 1840
he came to Nova Scotls, and was appointed
teacher in Bt. Mary's College, which had just
previously been established by Dear O'Brien.
Flve years later he was ordained to the priest-
hood. Since 1852 he has been senior priest
in th archdlocese of Halifax, and has
labors among his people with quiet but
none . }.less marked success. He filled
variom positions in the church, among others
those [ Administrator, Vicar-General and
Archblehop. On the death of Archbishop
Connolly in 1876, Dr. Haonan was unanl-
mously recommended to the Pope for ap-
pointment to the See of Halifax. The ap-
polntment was made about the middle of
March, 1877, aud on the 20th of May following
His Grace was consecrated. The consecration
cersmony was performed in St. Mary’s Oathe-
dral by the Most Bev. Dr. Conroy, Bishop of-
Ardagh and Papal Delegate, In the presenca of
over 2,000 peoplé. Archbishop Hannan im-
inediately set to work to'build up‘and extend
the Catholic Church in the Province. New
mission fields were occupled and congrega-
tione organized. ‘He aleo devoted himself
to the 'work of ocompleting the cathe-
dral begun by Archbishop Connolly and ar-
renging the financlal affalrs of the dlocese.
Heo founded'the Society of Bt. Vincent de
Paul thirty years ago, and haa exerciged close
personal supervision over it from that time
to the present. He established Oatechistical
Bocleties, and was patron of and took deep in-
terest in varlous total abstinence socleties
and other organizations connected with the

Rome and spent the winter there. On hig're-,
turn home he Wwas presented.with an.address
'and recelved an cnthusiastic ovatlon. The
Archbighop . haé. ‘boen - falllng ~In  heslth
Jor - some time. past,’’ but , has 'béen
able to attend’ to bis dutles.."On Thursday-
evening he attended a service held by ths
Redemptorist Fathers:'in' St.” Joseph, . and
caught more cold.

THE IRISH IN AMERICA.

BY T. M. BEALY, M.P.
(From the Newcastls Chroniele.)
THE AMNBRICANB OF IRISH DESOENT.

Mr. Bright, in his last Birmingham addrees
gave it to besupposed that the Land Leaguera
of America are men who know nothing of the
present state of affalrs or of the cxisting laws
of Irsland, but are simply the descendants of
emigrants who have had handed down to
them by tradition the sufferings of thelr
fathers—eufferings which the Chancellor of
the Duchy eaya have long since been abolished
by beneficent legislation. The right hon.
gentleman gives more credit to the persistency
of racial tradition on a forelgn soil than I
thjnk the cage deserves. As a matter of faot,
only & moderate number of the men who
help us in Amecrica have been born there.
The bulk of these are original Irishmen.
Some of them, it I8 tros, may have emi-
grated so far back &8 40 or 50 years ago,
but - the mainspcing and inilial force of the
organization is derived from the recellections
of comparatively recent anivals who ars well
acquainted with what is golng on in the Ire-
land of to-day. Our people at home should
realize that the greater number of the sons ot
Irlehmen became Americans and little else
than Americans, end therefore that svery
man who leaves their shores is a direct loss
to the country and to themselves. It {sa
mistake to suppose that this loss ig certain to
be repaid by a sympathelic gain elsewhere.
For why shouid iie young Irishmen born in
America pot bacome Awmericansa? What do
they Lknow about Ireland / ‘They hear vague-
ly of & country where perhaps thelr fathers
have been very wretched, and thoy know
positively that they themselves inhablt a
land where every man may become grest. To
which of thase powers shall tbeir allegiance
be given? To a:houndless Republic, with
fifty or sixty millions of people enjoying all
the arts of modern civilizstion, and the
pride of succesaful combat, or a down-
cast little island, whersa everything, by con-
trast, is miseradle, and every one depressed;
where the people are suatained only by the
memorios of the past to live through the de-
feats and humiliations of the present ; where
revolt 18 never successful, where there i no
public life, where the policeman and the
dragoon relgn suprame, and whose people fly
ber shorea n3 1f the waves who washed them
but beat aegainet ome vast pesthouse? It
peeds no ghost from the grave to tell us
which mistress the mass of men wolild prefer
to own and serve.’ And therefore it fs—I
may be wrong—ihat I belleve it iz upon the
omigrant Irlshmen alone that the XLand
League chilefly Jeans for succor in Amerlca.
The children of tkesé men, in many cases, do
not actually possess the means to learn how
to eympathizs with thelr father's country. If
the father is poor or ignorant he will not
have brought with him from home the books
'and histories ‘which would keep alive the
traditions of the children of Gael,
Buitable Irish works are Dot easy
to procare, or it may be the breadwinner
does not know exactly what books fo
obtain for tho purpose. The children bear
the name ot Ireland outside as a thing that
fs mocked and apat upon, and at school what
place finds the hiatory of their country beside
ths oycle-ineensed story of German eld or the
racy records of the native-born American?
The German has his langnage to sustain.
Teutonlc feelings., Hie boye, bowlng down
before the tiousehold god from the Morning-
land, repeat Ich Dien till the eavour of Deut-
tchland become a sweet odour before them,
to amack strongly. through their {future lives,
Americanborn though they be. Thenative
Yankee boy is the proudest creature that
walks. He is born to breathe an Imperial
ether, charged with the proudest possibilitiea
-—a heroic and an infinite fatare. And what
chance is there for little Paudheen to pre~

gserve his nutional isolation amidst an
environment euch as this? ‘Therefore
I would say to Irlshmen st home—

Look not for much mors than for a gen-
timental sympatby from the maogses of the
children of your race abroad. They cannot
understand your needs, they ore not tanght
your history,’they heer of little else than your
shame. It is proverbinl everywhere that
those who become rich and great are not too
heedful of thelr poor relations, and the
Western Republic is very great and very rich,
and Ireland very small and very poor. Scores
and thousands of American-born Irishmen
there are, it 1s true, whese fealty to Ireland
is greater even than thsat of her own chil-
dren; but we have to reckon with men in
massges, and the mass of mankind {8 peither
very unselfish nor very self-sacrificing. What
is important for us is to sherish no more than
sane expectations, and it would be less ibhan
sane to hope that saiter the descendants of
our flesing emligrants have become environed
by everything that is strange and foreign to
the old land, -they 'would retain as freshly
as before the passions and racollections of the
Celt.

THE LAND LEAGUR CAWSE DAMAGED BY QUTRAGE,

It 18 true that at the present day a much
guperior class of emigrants are finding their
way to the West than those poor fellows whom
the famine fever spared long ago; and tke
new arrivals, with their better edudation and
their appreciation of every-day life in Ire-
land, at onoe become the propagandists and
the sustainers of the old faith amongat their
countrymen in the States. The bettar intel-
ligence and higher education of the more
recent emigrants give a more solid founda-

aid and comfort for the Land League in
America.

Nevertheless the fact remains that many
Americans who know nothing of the provoca-
tion the Irish peoplo receive, and whose Con-
stitution is too noble te enable them even to
conceive the bare idea of the tyrannical posei-
bllities of coerclon, are day by day rendered
less sympathetic by the unsifted exaggerations
of crimes which they detest,

NATIONAL LAND LEAGUE CONVEN.
. TION. :

WasgIRGTON, April 13,—At the Natlonnl
Land Leagus Convention this evening, Father
Walgh, Treasurer of the Lesgus, reported ro-.
celpts and remittances since last convention.
The total receipts since formation of League
were $180,600 ; remitted to Egan, President
ot the Irish National Lend Lesgue, and Miss
Paruell, $169,000; balance on hand after pay-
ment of expenses of the League, $7,000. The
report was frequently interrupted by ap-
plause.  Three cheers were given when a
large contribution from Massnchusetts was
announced. . -

Mr, Dulaney (New York) said the stata-
ment did not include all the receipts from
Neow York. He knew New York contributed
over $20,000, A similar remark was made by
Flanagan (Cala.), who claimed that his State
contributed over $28,000.

The chairman announced that the Secre-
tary's report would show all these receipts.
The Treasurer only accounted for sums re-
ceived by him. :

Secretary Flatly (Boston) read a fall state-
ment of the nomber of branch leagues in
each State, amounts contributed by each
State and the method of remittance pursued.
Massachusetts: headed the list with a total
contribution of $82,000; New York mnext,
with a coutribution of $60,000; totsl ac
kuowledged as having been sent to Ireland
direct and from the ‘Freasurer was $273,000
from 940 branch leagues in good standing.
The secretary said there were other sums to
the credit of the League which had not been
received. He believed the total receipts since
the Bufialo Convention were nearly $300,000.

Mr, Duolaney sald the New York branches
had rested under a stigma becanse they gsent
the largest portion of their money direct to
Ireland. They only exer:ised their rights,
a8 they understood them, under the constitu-
tion of the Buffalo Convention. He die-
claimed any intention of reflecting upon the
treasurer.

Both reports were unanimously accepted.

John Boyle O’'Reitly read the report of the
committes on resolutions, which afterithe
preamble, is as (ollows :—Besolved—"That the
Convention of the Irish National Laund
League of the United States send to the
struggling tensnt farmers In Irelsnd an ex-
pression of profound sympathy from millions
of their race in America, whe are proud of
thelr faithful enduring adherence to the prin-
ciples 1aid down by their brave leaders now
{n prison, and the earnest assurance that we
will stand by them with continued moral and
financial support until they have succeeded in
abolishing their antiquated destructive lund
system. Resolved,—That we heartily endorse
the denire of the Irish people for national
existence, and as Ireland, first by force and
again by corruption, was robbed of her birth.
right, we pledge oursslves to do all that is con-
sistant with American citizenship to place her
once more amopg the nations. Besolved—
Phat we advise the farmers of Ireland to con-
tinus steadily and patiently in the pussive re-
gistance which haa already proved so effective a
weapon, We exhort them to etand uaflinch-
ingly by the policy left them by the leaders
now in prison, and keep fresh in memory the
words of Charles Stewart Parnell, addressed
to them before his impriscnment—* Let no
man leaveo bhis post, continue your organiza-
tion jnst as before, and: have. others ‘ready to
take the place of those who may be arrested.”

'! By this policy of passive endurance thé Irish

people will command-"the reapeot -of the
world- and prove themselves worthy of free-
‘dom. Resolved—That this convention in-
struct its officers to confer at the earliest op-
portanity with their council of 7, chosen at
th: Chicego Couventlon, as to the feasibility
of uniting under one head all Land Leagne
branches now orgarnized in the United States.
Resolved—That we expreas the gratitude of
the Irish-American people to the ladies of
Ireland who, like the « women of Limerick,”
took the place of their husbands and brothers,
and, assuming tbo risk of arrest and im-
prisonment, nobly upheld the flag of the
Land Lesgue. Resolved—T'hat we are proud
o! the Christian forbearance of the Irish peo-
ple under their dreadful exasperations, and
while exhorifing overy man in Ireland to cen-
tinue to ues bis inflaence in prevent!ny even
the least act of violénce, we solemnly charge
the Britlsh Government with the respopsi-
bility ot all crimes and ontrages of an extra-
ordinary naturs ocourring since the imprison-
ment of the chosen leaders of an.indomitable
and exasperated people. Resolved,—That
while we do not ask the release of any: clti-
zen'who ‘violated the just laws of the land,
wo demand ot .the proper authorities, not as
a favor bat as a right, the immediate trial or
unconditlional release of American citizens
confined without accusation in foreign jails,

Conslderable discussion followed. The re-
port was finally adopted, nearly unanimously.

Bas Fraxcisco, April 16.—Dr. Ledyard,
who met Lieut Danenhower at Irkutsk, learn-
ed some details of the loss of the “Jeannette

here. From the ficst fall when they

were caught by the lce In trying to reach

Herald Island, they never took a course,

but were held sz in the jaws of death,

Every timber quivered, the vessel turzed

this way and that, and was thrown about
like a cork. Evory hour they were in suspense,
never knowing when the ice would close upon
them. Throughout this strain the crew were
well and trylng to be cheerful, working very
hard for the engine, and barely able to keep
the water out. They had to pump a year
and a half. June 1ltb, 1881, the crisis came.
The ship showed greater siralning than be-
fore, the deck quivered, and it was evident
she could hot hold out mach loager. The
men prepared the boats and made a
camp beside the vessel. She rose and
turned in her cradle till the yards touched
the ice, then the rigging gave way, and the
masts lay prostrate. A$ four o’clock in the
morning the ice parted, and all went down.
A cry of alarm called all to escape from the
crevice in the ice. It opened juost through
the captain’s tent, then began the retreat.
Twenty-nine days they struggled sonthward ;
300 miles of broken ice were thus passed
over. Four miles a day was thought good
fortune. After one series of fourteen davs
they were 27 miles further north than at first,
While working over the ice, dragging thres
boats, they discovered Bennett Island, to ex-
plore which they spent three weeks of their
precious summer cays, and expended much of
the limited supply of food.
