Let me thank you for your
letter of January 28th with reference to my
suggestions re the amalgamation of some depart-
ments at Macdon=ld College with those here,

Tou know, of eourse, theot
what I am trying to do is to bridge the gap which
has always existed between HpGill snd Macdonald.
Hacdonald 1is part of MeGill and I am most anxious
to bring the two 28 close together as possible.
I hope the members of the staff at Msedonald will
help me to duild the dridge. Do not let 2 situation
develop similar to that of the Intercolofial Rail-
way and the Canadian Natioral. The Intercolonial
is part of the Canadian Wational system, but there
are yet some Maritime Provinece people who, apparent-
ly, wish it to remein the Intercolonial of old.
I asked you to offer 21l the eriticisms you could,
but,while on first reading they sppear formidable,
I do not think they are really so. Let me reply
to them in the order inm which you set them forth:

(1) 1t appears to me that the objecticn
which you raise attributes to the Head of the
Department at the University rather more responsi-
bility than he in faet carries. The object of
initiating the system by whieh the senior member of

emphasize the fagt that the University expects the

I can see noinsuperable obstacle
to consultation between members of a departmental
staff at Macdonald and the Chairman of the Depart-
ment. at MeGill, and indeed I rfesl that nothing bdut
good could come of such consultation. Lectures,
estimates angd appropriations must 211 be dealt with
in the last resort by the Faculty of Agriculture

and its Dean, and 80 far as I gan see this procedurs

will not differ materially from the pPresent,

The situstion referred to in
this paragraph occurs in other faculties without
apprarent ill results; in &ny case the practice is
t new. Dr Eve, for example, is on the Faculty
Hedicine, dbut does not tezeh any medieal students.,

I cannot see that there are
ater difficulties hers than already exist in
her cases at HeG1ll and we seem to be abdble to
rmount the obstacles.

(4) I cannot agree with your
assumption that there is any degradation in regard-
ing a professor at Hacdonald ds junilor in his
particular field to = rrofessor at MeGill who happens
t0 be ehairman of the department. I do not think
that Dr, Snell, for example, need feel that his
professional reputation will suffer by being plaged
in the same category as Dr. ¥hitby, Professor Naas

or Professor Johnson, or Professor Quayle by being

are such as might easily arise in any department
of the University and we have not so far fziled
t0 solve them.

60 The auestion of salaries is
one Which involves a very careful incuiry iato
the cost of living at Macdonzld College and in
Hontreal. I do not think that there is any in-
superable difficulty hers, and I have no hesi-
tation in assuring you that the professors in

the Fagulty of Agriculture will resceive adbsolutely
fair treatment, Promotion is and must always bde
earried out with the good of the University only
in view. If a professor at Macdomcld seems the -
most suitable person for promotion in his depart-
ment, he will assuredly receive it. I cannot see
that any hardship would be worked in this way.

(7, 8 & 9)., It may be desirable to com-
plete the work of fusing departments at oncej it
may, on the other hand, prove desirable to let
them stand. Of those to which you refer the only
definitely secientifie department is Bacteriology;
and I see no insuperable obstacle to the arrangs-
ment in that case., It is not cuite correct to say
that the Department of Cellulose Chemistry 1s not
under Chemistry.

Report of winter Course Conmittee.

The Committee appeinted by the Faculty of Agriculture to consider
the revision of the Winter Course syllabus beg to report as fellowsas
In the opinion of the Committee the planning of the Winter Courses

in Agriculture should be governed by the fellewing censiderationsi=

l,~ The function of these courses should be a twofold one,
(a) to provide a general education for boys who
intend to farme
(p) te equip voys who intend to farm with technical
xnowledge of Agriculture that will enable them
to understand and deal with problems that Qbtain

in Tarm practice.

2.~ The courses should be outlined with reference t0 the important
types of farming that are falrly distinet and that prevail in
Quebec and Eastern Canada generally, viz., Dairy, Fruit and

Yegetable Farming.

The number of courses should be limited and so arranged that

a student may have some opportunity te choose subjects that

definitely relate to the type of farming in which he is inter-

ested.

The courses should extend throughout the winter months when
outside farm operations are not pressing, a period of five

montnhs from November lst, to March 30th, is suggested.




5«= A linited amount of gpare time during classroom hours is
desirable. It is suggested that in these courses spare tine
should not exceed 20 per cent of the regular classroom time
available. This allowance together with the study-hour time
would amount to more than one-third of the student's working
days It is further suggested that in all courses with the
exception of English, assignment work outside of classroom
ghould be baged on half the time devoted in the classrcom O
the subject in which the agsignment is made. On this basis
three hours a week or approximately the same length of time
devoted to English in the classrocm, as shown in the proposed
outline for the first year, would be available for work in

English outside of classroom hours.

It seems advisable that for those who can spend only one winter

at college there should be opportumity to follow a course of

study which in itself would constitute a falrly complete unit

of the more practical courses which may be of special interest
to such students. And, for those who can take a second year
there should be a further opportunity in the type oI work
necessary to give them some sound training in farm economics
and farm business, some appreciation of science in relation to
farm problems and some further work in their special fields.

In tiuis way, and as time and money
would allow, the English speaking digtricts particularly could
be covered gradually and systematically by all departments that
might be concerned and have a contriopution 10 make. With infor-
mation obtained in this work it should be possible 10 8shnape sSome
co-ordinated policy of effort and help that would umake for the
intelligent development of a district in accordance with 1ts re-
quirements and its interests.

In regard to Gaspe and Bonaventure, I

feel that we ghould do everything we can to help these people and

to make the College better known among them. Some Of our men have

visited them and, as Mr. Burke mentions, we have had the odd
student from there but owing to isolation and distance the dis-

trict has not nad much cultivation from here. It is one of the

few English speaking districts in Quebec which I have not bpeen
tarougn but from information I have been able 1o gather, its
farming possipilities would appear te differ somewhat from those
of most others.

Prolfessor Suwumerby and I are agreed twat instead
o sending a representative down %o the Seed Fairs in Marcn, more
could be accomplished by sending him down next suumer to judge the

Field Crop Competitions wnich are conducted by the guebec Department

of Agriculture. He could then spend more time in the district, see

much more ©f the country and its practice, obtain more infeormation
and be more helplful to the people. However, we intend taking this
Uup with the department dITicers and if this cannot be arranged we
shall try the Seed Fairs. I shall see that a supply of literature
is sent to the parties mentioned in the report, forward some infor-
mation about Orange Hawkweed and arrange with Dr. Snell to make an
analysis of the lake sediment.

In regard to remuneration for Mr. Burke, my Jjudg—
ment 1is that $10.00 per day and expenges would be a fair and reason—
able allowance.

Report of Trip on Gaspe Coast,-
NEW RICHMOND, QUE.,

New Richmond is primarily a farming community.The farms,for
the most part are large and prosperous. The small farmer may accept
work by the day with his team,when he is not busy,but the larger farmers
attend to their farm work and that alone. During the winter months they
sometimes cut pulp and fire wood on thelr own wood lots. This,in most
instances,is sold locally but of course shipments of pulp wood are made

my A -

from time to time. The progress that these people have made along
Agricultural lines is amazing to the average person who thinks of the
Gaspe Coast as practically an ice-berg the year around. The people are
keenly interested in thelr farms and apparently ther is a jreat field
for Macdonald College in Bonaventure County.

An Agricultural Soclety was formed some years ago but little
peogress was made until quite recently.At present this organization is
really "booming" and a great deal of enthusiasm 1s being shown for
Agricultural interests.The Secretary-Treasurer of this Society 1is a man
keenly interested in Agriculture . himself and apparently of a very
bread progressive nature. Last season the following money was paid in
prizes,and a great deal more the details of which I did not take, -

$150 For Reglstered Marcus Wheat.
(this amount was,of course,divided into 1st,2nd,3rd.,
etc.,prizes)

$150 For Banner Oats

8§75 For Clover.

Registered animals are also kept throughout the district
for the benefit of the members of the Soclety.

$417 was pald last season in prizes on Live Stock.

The Agricultural Society of New Richmond consigts of 207
members,The annual fee for membership is $2,00,%hich amount also
entitles the member to a subscription for an Agricultural Journal.The
balance of the money collected in fees is spent in prizes and for other
expenses of the Society.

FARM OPERATICNS

Apparently the people are becoming keenly interested 1in
Dairy farming.A couple of butter factories have started business in the
vicinity and the people seem to be well satisfied with the returns of
last season.David Fallet,an enterprising young man,who took the Winéer
Course at Maedonald in the winter of '23-'24 has stabted a dairy business
and is selling milk around the ltown.He seems to be convinced that'direct
to the consumer' ig the ideal way.The Ayrshire is apparently the popular
breed of cattle in this vielnity.

Kelp is hauled off the beach in large quantities and
on the land. Herring,when they are obtained in large quantities
spring,are adso used on the land.

Ordinary seaweed is not used to any extend on the farms
at New Richmond. Some people claim to have had bad experiences with
"Twitch Grass" after having used this form of fertilizer. There does
not seem to be any very good reason for this unless the fertilizer
anplified a condition wh#dh already existed.

Years ago an old man brought home a shovel of mud from
a certain lake near the village of New Richmond. ”hrowgh some
accident the soil from the lake reached a plant which suddendly
took on new life. I was interested to find that the fargers now
dredge the lake every winter and haul this sediment away to be
spread on their farms.The proprietors of the lake cut holes in the
ice,set up a sort of derrick,lift the sediment which they sell to
the farmerc for $.20 for a double load. The farmers seem to be
satisfied with the results obtained with this fertilizer but they
complain of a tremendous shrinkage. The loads are heavy when hauled
and distent farmers can make ﬂlj a few trips in a day. When this
material has dried and is ready to be spread on the land,the farmer
is always disappointed with the quantity whith he has as a resuly
of hie toil.
