ACQUES Cartier, a Frenchman, in the year 1534, .
under a commiffion from his mafter Francis 1. ex«
d the Gulf of Saint Lawrence, and the next year
sfcended the river, and wintered at Sainte Croix
---where he errefted a Wooden Crofs, inferibed,
“ Franciscus Dei Gratig Francorum Rex Regnat*—In
1603, a Patent was granted to Sieur de Monts, for an
exclufive trade, and he employed Champlain to make .
further difcoveries in Canada. Champlain arrived at a
ftrait called by the Indians, Quebec, where he began to
build huts, on the 3d July 1608, and here he pafied the
winter.—=A company of rich merchants, compofed of
107 perfons, was eftablifhed by Patent, in 1628, for an
exclufive trade, at firft, and in 1642 acquired a right
of foil—=Quebec was taken by sir David Keith and his
brother in 1629, but furrendered to France by the trea-
ty of faint Germain en Laye. The charter of this
