On Tuesday, 22nd inst., Mr Cascy
brought up the question of the speech
of Mr. Wallaco bufore an Orange gath-
ering in Kingston. He quoted o por-
tion of this specch, and also from
gpeoches mads by Dr. Kane and John.
ston of Ballykilbeg, stating the inten-
tion of tho Orangemen of Ulster to
take up arms in caso the Home Rule
Bill were passcd. The speaker then
expressed his opinion that no man had
a right to iucite citizens to rebellion,
and such a course was particularly
biamoworthy in a Minister of the
Crown. He asked Mr. Wallace to
give the House a distinct statement
of what he really did say.

Mr. Wallace acknowledged that the
roport of his specch printed in the
Kingston MNews was correcy, and re-
fused to withdraw a single word of
what he bud said. Gentlemen on the
other side could not accuge him of dis-
loyalty. His record was the best
argument against that, He was no
wore disloyal than Lord Salisbury,
who had spoken in a similar sirain.
The Government wes not responsible
for his utterances. He had a perfect
right to express his views upon British
politics, and the views he had ex-
pressed waere in the direction of main-
taining the union of the Empire.

When this avowal was made Mr.
Dawson of Addington, who is said to
bo the only Orangeman in the Housa
who is o member of the Reform party,
rose to his feet, and, after condemning
the Controller of Customs as having
incited people to sedition contrary to
good citizenship and to the principles
of their Order, moved his resolution of
censure, a copy of which appeared in
our columns last week .

Mr. Davlin said he had nothing to
do with Mr. Wallace as Grand Madster
of tbe Orange Lodge ; but as Controller
of Customs his speech was open to
censura, He (Mr. Wallacs) had paned
the feclings of many loyal Cauadians
when he wished o deny to a portion
of the Kmpire the rights in which
Canadians rejoiced. If the honorable
gontleman wished to cross the ocean

_ to fight against the Queen in her old

age, he might go, but none of the
Canadian people would go with him.
Mr. Kenny at first condemned the
, motion as being introduced. to harass
the Government, but he afterwards
decided to cast bis vote for it.

Mr. Mill (Bothwell) seid the motion
was not & want of confidence motion,
unless the Government wished to
make it so. Members should bear in
mind that the Controller had not
denied or withdrawn his disloyal utter-
ances, but hed reaffirmed them, and in
supporting him they would give

approval to the disloyal sontiments in
the speach.

Mr. Foster doubted the good faith
of the gentlaman whn introduced the
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motion. Mr. Wallace's speech did not
contain, in his opinion, the disloyal
sentiments which others had seen in
it; and, morcover, they must distin-
guish betweon the Minister of the
Orown and the private individual.
Under a Refurm Adwministration Mr.
Huntington, the Postinaster-General,
had attacked the Catholic hierarchy
of Quebeo, and Mr. Mackenzie dis-
claimed all responsibilityin the matter.
Mr, Wallace's utterances did not bind
the Government in any way. At
most, he saw in them nothing more
than the action of advacates of Home
Rule, who were collesting funds for
the peaceful support of that measure.
He did not think that solid, sensible
members would support the motion.
He hoped, indeed, that it would be
withdrawn.

Sir Richard Cartwright was willing
that the motion should be withdrawn
if the Government would repudiate
the language of its Minister. Solig,
sensble people would think it a gross
breach of faith for a servant of Her
Majesty to advorate armed resistance
to ber laws. The Controller's speech
might not do much harm, but it was
bad principle to let such wourds pass.
He recognized in the speech the kind
of loyalty which led to the assault on
Lord Elgin in Montreal, and the
threatg to kick the Queen’s crown into
the Boyna. He felt that the people
of Canada would repudiate the senti-
ments of the honorable member.

Mr. Hughes condemned the motion.
Mr. MoInerney deprecated the intro-
duotion of the question, but condemn-
ed the utterances of Mr, Wallace.

Mr. Costigan said a great principle
was invclved. In this country men
had paid the penalty of their lives for
resisting authority, and allegiance to
the constitution was something avery
citizen should observe. Ho would
vote for ths motion.

\Ir. Curran regretted that the Con.
troller had allowed the discuysion to
arise ; but since he had assumed the
responsibility of his speech, and
allowed members to interpret him as
wmeaning active aid, he (Mr. Curran)
would have to condemn him.

Mr. Bergin spoke in a similar
strain. He had at first looked upon
the speach as a mere post-pran-
dial outburst, but the action of Mr.

Wallace in the House had made
the question serions. He asked Mr.
Foster whether the Government wish-

ed to make the resolution one of want
of confidence. Mr. Foster answered
that if it passed it would not be by the
aild of friends of the Government.
Mr. Bergin upbraided the lsader for
leaving members in the dark as to his
intantions. It made him lament the
more the absence of hig leader in
Parig. 1f he was taking his political
life in his hands, he would vote for
the amendment.

Mr. Wood recalled how the leader
of the Opposition had on one historicsl

Jceasion duclared that if he were on
the bauks of the Saskatchewan he
would shoulder the rifle against the
volunteers.

Mt. Davin mado the specoh of the
ovening. *TheControllerof Customs,”
be said, ** is one of my leaders, and 1
am told that it does not matter what
o leader says on 80 important a ques-
tion as taking up armns against the
Queen. If Mr. Wallaco were in Ireland
he would render himself liable to penal
servitude by his uttorances.” He (Mr.
Davin) was an Irish Protestant, and
Mr. Wallace was no representative of
tho loyalty of Irish Protostants. The
question before the House was not
whether the motion would disturb the
Government, but whether it was s
proper one. He suspected the Con-
troller had used this language to fill
his politioal sails. In a meeting held
by the Protestant Conservatives to
discuss the Jesuits’ Estates Bill Mr.
Wallace had urged his brother Orange-
men to voto with the Government,
regretting that his position forced him
to vote for disallowance. This state-
ment brought forth numerous denials,
but Mr. Davin held to it. He said his
word was good ; he was no heeler with
an axe to grind. Mr. Hughes had
said he would lose his seat if he took
action in this matter, but he did not
wisb to hold his seat if he held it by
favor of the Controller or Mr. Hughes.
Be was glad he had not risen to office
by bleating and pleading and weeping.
He hoped he would not wriggle up
from the base of the tree to the top,
and be the same dirty little worm at
the top he was at the base. He con-
cluded by saying he was an enemy of
all sedition.

Col. Tisdale, Mr. Frechette, Col.
Denison, Sir Adolphe Caron, and Mr.
MoNeilt, all spoke in the same strain
againgt the motion, disapproving of
Mr. Wallace’s language, but opposing
the censure on the ground that it was
introduced simply to embarrass the
Government.

Mr. MoMullen spoke in favor of the
motion. Sir Hector Langevin did not
consider it as a want of confidence
motion. He had been a Conservative
member for 85 years, bt he intended
to vote for the motion. Mr. Mulock
asserted the majesty of the law. He
called the Controller's attention to
laws pagssed under William IIL to
punish traitors.

Finally, about midnight, the House
divided, and the motion was rejected
by a vote of 74 to 105 —Messrs. Costi-
gan, Borgin, Carran, Lepine, Pelletier,
Kenny, Adams, Hearn, Davin, Mo
Donald (King's), McInerney and Sir
Hoctor Langevin voting for the motion.

*In comwon with innumerablo read-
ers, ] have watched the battle waged
round theso words, and 1 havowonder
ed that uobody, unless it be Mr, Bram-
well Booth, haa tried to call attontion
to what Christianity is actually doing,
and even he bas understated the case
in an extraordinary degree. Whon 100
yoars ago the Frenchmen of science
quarclled vigorously as to whother a
fish flonting in the water weighed loss
than a fish on dry land, it was a long
time before anybody thought of weigh-
ing the creatures under either oon-
dition. This has becomo a stock jest,
yet-nobody has seriously thought of
weighing the body politic with and
without Christianity.

Francis Bacon. Theology has gone to
rgjoin miracles. But there is one
thing which has survived, aud which
aothing cso kill. Tear it up by the
roots in one part of the world and it
pute forth leaves in another; how it
got there bafles the onlooker—it is
Catholic charity. What a preposterous
delusion! Stamp on it, dance the
Carmagnole over it—it is quite useless.
Catholio charity, says the philosophic
observer, is roally driven of a devil.
It is a Juggernaut, absorbing tho lives
of men and women. Only listen. The
last computation of the white-bonneted
Sistera of St. Vincent de Paul was
17,000. When earlier in the century
the cholora fastened on Nsples, the
General .of the Jesuits flung the
Sistera at it as an officer flings regi-
ments, They died and others took
their place, What the rector of Eyam
did in Derbyshiro 200 years 2go (a
story of the plague) Monsignor de

Belzunos did in Marseilles. Poor de-

* It secms to me that to write about
Christinnity being played out is as
wide of the mark as to write of tho
extinction of potatoes or roses, Looked
at merely as a natural or supernatural
phenomenon, the modern world might
as well try to get rid of Niagara or the
oil wells.

8he
snid yesterday that she wus born st
Stara Vis, in Poland, near Warsaw,
whero Ler father, Shimake Feforman,
owns a largo dairy farm, having 800
cows. The butter and cheese made
on this farm aroe sont to the Warsaw
market.

Joscphine is about 18 years of age.
When she was somewhat over 16 she
became converted to  Catholicism
through tho efforts of the wilage
priest. Knowing that her father
would soon find out that she had
changed ber religious views she went
to a nunnery in Warsaw. Her native
village is elso the home of Countess
Krajenska, who, taking a great interest
in the young convert, invited hor to
stop at her house, About & mile from
the countess’ houso thero lived a
worthy young glazier, Yosef Kikols,
who belonged to the Catholic church.
Kikols and Josephine fell in love with
each othor, and the young glazier
proposed marringe. The wedding was
celebrated in the countess’ house.
Josephine continued to live with the
countess, as she was afraid that her
father might send people to injure her
during her husband’s absence.

One day the countess sent Josephine
to Warsaw. Ina store there she was
seized by several men and carried to
the cellar. Her father appeared and
begged her to return home. He told
her that he would secure a divorce for
her, and would get her a much hand-
somer and a very rich bridegroom, and
would settle a large amount of money
upon her if she would only renounce
Christianity and return home. Jose-
phine refused, and her father ordered
the men to take her away. They
forced her into a carriage and took her
to Gracef, near the Prussian frontier.
They kept her there eight days trying
to persuade her to return to Judaism,
Her father could not follow her to
Graef because ho had his hair trimmed
according to the orthodox Jewish
style, which was unpopular at Graef.

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PIGEON-HOLE PARAGRAPHS,

It is extraordinary how men like
Gladstono find something appropriate
to say to every sort of audionce. I
have preserved this sorvap for the gake
of tho words addressod to tho students
of Glenalmond, which prepares young
mon for tho Anglican ministry. The
admonitions as far a3 they go, might
bo taken to heart by eandidates for the
ptiesthood : ** Tho ono thought that
comes to the mind of the cld man
when he speaks to the young is this:
* Oh, that it were pussible to make
thom know how precious aro the
hours, how fraught with consequences
of incaloulable importance, which
now fill up oach and overy day of
their comparatively easy lives. T
would not ask you to relax your
attontion to the games that fill up
your leisure hours. On the contrary,
Iebould rogard it as o great misfortune
wero thero to prevail o laxity and an in-
difference in the pursuit of youtbiul
and innocent sports; but, I say, let
every one, with the same energy with
whioch he plays cricket or football,
with the same energy with which he
applies himself to leaping or running
or to any exercise whatever his of cor-
poral powers—and he wants very
littlo oxhortation, so far as my experi-
ence goes, to bo encrgetic with that
portion of his duties—let him carry
the very same spirit into the work
which 1s intended to develop his
mental faculties. The extension of
Govornment employments has given
an enormous enlargement to what
may be called the official classes—in
faot, there are 8 much larger number
of professionals competing now than
competed together in the days when I
came nto the world; but, depend
upon it, the profeasion of the clergy-
man, if it be more srduous than it has
ever beon. 1s, on that account nobler
than it has ever been.”

The Zimes once wrote: ‘It has
been proved beyond a doubt that Lord
Mulgrase hasactually invited to dinner
that rancorous moathed ruffian O'Con-
nell.” Even the Zimes would speak
very differently of O’Connell now,
though it might not have the magna-
nimity to adopt what Gladstone said at
Limehovse on the 16th December,
1888 : “ O'Connell was their leoader
because he was a man incomparably
elevated in taleut, power, and devotion
to his country over any contemporsry,
whather Roman Catholic or Protestant,
throughout the length or breadth of
Ireland.”

There is a maxim of worldly wisdom
which may be very aseful in our spiri
tual concerns: “ Short accounts make
long friends.” When we don't pay in
ready money, when we order goods
freely, if not recklessly, and keep no
account of our outlay, it is pretty
cortain that, when the bill at last is
furnishad, we sghall be greatly startled
at the total amount. < Is it possible ?
Surely I can’t have got all that wine ?
Did that cost so much 2" And we are
apt to dispute the account, if possible,
or, at all events, to pay with a bad
grace, and perhaps pact on bad terms.
Whereas, if we had forced ourselves
to settle our accounts at certain short
intervals, if we bad tried to pay our
way for the most part in cash—for
*ready monoy is a groat check to the
imaginalion "-—the effort would roake
us curtail our outlay, the necessaries
of life would be found not to ba quite
50 necessary, our debts would be kept
within reasonable limits, we should be
better satisfied with our merchants
and they with their customers, and
our accounts, almost as short as our
tempers, would be in a normally satis-
factory state. The application of al
this to ounr conscidnces is obvious
enough; and this iz fortunate, for
there is not time now to enter into
particulars,

Lord, give me grace and sfrength of
character to tear myself away proraptly

from what, if not bad, is less good,
and to give mysolf carnestly, diligently,
solf-denyingly, to the better and the
hest.

We ghould not wuste rogrets on the
{rrovocablo past, but to force ourselves
to use well tho fleoting present. Of
course, wo are bound to he sorry also
for the past, so far as we have misused
it. A little boy gavo it as his idea of
heaver:, ¢ tire place whero you are
nover sorry.” Certainly that desorip-
tion doecs not hold for this earth, If
you are good for anything, if vou haveo
any propor idoel, you are sare tn be
sorry very often to escape being sorry
by being very dull, and worthless, and
heartless. is far worse than any amount
of trouble and sorrow. Coarser
natures, liko owrs, are not likely to
have un excess of regrot and self
roproach, and we ought to use our
faculty of remorse to good purpose.
Regret the shortcomings of yestorday
or of half aa hour ago, in order that
you make amends and aveid similar
mistakes to-day or in the next hulf
hour. **No use watering last year's
crops,” said Mr. Poyser. Tears will
not make the flowers to apring up
which we ought to have planted last
year, and did not, but take your water-
ing-pot into your hauds to refresh the
drooping flowers that are pining in
your garden this minute, so pale and
sickly as rather to be oyesores than
ornaments, woeds rather than flowers.

God pity the wretched creatures
who cannot get enough ot sleep; and
God convert tha s'ill more wretched
croatures who take habitually too
much sleep. The writer of the follow-
ing list of doggerel belongs to neither
class. Not to the first: since one of
his subjeots of thanksgiving is that he
has never lost o pight’s rest in his
life and has never been obliged to bave
recourss to any more dangerous
narcotic than a sleeping draught of
Hail Marys. Not to the second: for
on the contrary these rhymes open
with self-reprouch for having cut down
the sleeping time too much—and also
the time of prayer, which sometimes
comes too near deserving the cther
name also :(—

Moro slcep, morv prayer! -
‘Then do and dare

All that you can

For glnful man,
Youracl! tho first,

God knows If worst,

So will God blcss

With truo stioress
(Which oft is known
To flim alone)
Whatover you

Think, aay and do
¥rom morn to night
In hoaven's sight,

‘Till your last breath—
Then welcome, Death !

That. is o useful peculiarity in the
German manner of namipg the days
of the week, which calls Wednesday
Mittwoch, ¢ Midweek.” With Sunday
ag the first of the week, we have threo
days before and three days after, and
Wednesday is the middle point, so
that we may say, ‘here we are, half
way through another week.,” It will
be well for us to make Wednesday
another warner of the flight of time,
as noon separates morning and even-
ing, and in the declining hours of
every day it is easier to feel that our
life is verging towards itsolose. Let
every Wednesday exhort us to spend

better the last half of the week.

But where are your
roots® Vo.morrow or the day after,
your leaves will have withered, your
stom shrivelled. Another kind will
arige, and somo other frosh twig will
be lying whero you are now; it also
will be talking just like you. It is too
lato for you to leurn that the resemb-
lance between the young ork and the
old consists not 8o much in stom and
leaves, as in the power to put forth
new stems aud leaves. Oaks and
geedlings grow, not broken twigs,”

began tofeel limp, and soon tho evolu-
tion theory interested him no more.

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A NON-CATIHOLIC PAPER

Roviows tlie Great Life Work of the
Sovoieign Pontiff,

Thoe London Guardian writes as fol.
lows :—The Popa has boen colobrating
his Episcopal Jubiloe amidst a chorus
of congratulation from all parts of the
world and almost all divisions of man
kind, Kinga and Queous, Emporors
and Ropublics, Oatholics and Protos
tauts, havo sont their greotings, and ia
many cases thoir presonts. Dovout
pilgrims havo flacked to Rome by
thousands, and all the statoly and gor-
goous ceromoninl which conturies of
practice have wrought to unsqualled
porfection was invokod to adorn tho
day of the celsbration, and impross the
multitudes that gatherod from overy
quarter undor the domo of 3t. Petor’s,
This unauimity is remarkablo when
wao considor the very different feellogs
with which tho Vapacy has been re-
garded by largs mas.cs of population
since tho Roformation. To many it
has seemed the incarnation of all that
was ovil, the emhodimunt of anti-
Ohrist in roligion, tho typo of all that
was crafty, rathless, and insincere in
secular poiitics.  'bat such frelings, it
they exist, are no longer predominant
and outspoken is perhaps due to the
amelioration of religious bitteraess.
which bas beon brought about by in-
oreased kmowledgo and enlarged inter-
courso. But the general good will
which bas surrounded Pope's Leo’s
Jubitee is in no sma!l measurs the
result of the impression made upoa
the world by his personal character
and actions. He has done much
toward bringing the Papacy into lice
with tho edvauncing forces which mark
the century tbat is now drawiog
towards it8 olose. There are, of
course, some points on which the chiof
of Latin Christendom cannot but
stand aloof frow theso forces in the
attitude of a rehuker. Unbelief,
agaosticiem, relexation of morals in
the individual and the family, aggres-
sion of secular power upon spiritusl
freedom have received from him noth-
ing but uncompromising denunciation.
But, on the other nand, he has bsen
willing to recognize tho advance of
thought in the domain of general
knowledge, and he has conspicuously
taken uuder his protection and en-
deavored to modify by hia guidance
the democratic impulse which consti-
tutes the most striking and most
powerful feature of our age. The
Popo has not been deterred by the
fear of the charge of Socialism from
expressing his deep eympathy with
the woes of the toiling multitude, and
his earnest desire to find, if it be
posstble, some means of diminishing
them.

Tae fifty years of his episcopate
have indeed been such as might well
bear to a reflecting mind the ripe fruit
of a varied experience. They began
five years hefore the revolutionary
epoch of 1848. which bas remodelled
the face of Europe and transformed
the aims and motives of its.inhabitants,
Tne Thrse Days of Paria in 1830 bhad
indeed set many new ideas afloat, but
they were still fermenting in secret,
and kept down by the weight of a
stern repression. Gregary XVL oc-
cupied the Papal turone, and young
Italy atill fretted uswlessly in the
manacle with which it was tightly
bound. Then cawe the suddea ra-
lease of thwse forces, when Pius IX,
wag hailed as the Libarator of Ltaly.

Duriag this time his future successor
was not without training for the great
affvrs in which he was afterwards wo
take part. Giracchino Pecci had early
attracted the notice of ’npe Gregory,
to whom be became in 1837 & sort of
domes'ic chaplain, under the title of
Pratonotary Apostolic, and by whow
hw was gent succ-gsively to adminigter,
somacimes uader difficulc couditions
she distriots of Buneveato, Spoluto, and
Perugia, then stitl part of the patrimony

of 8t. Poter. The year, 1843, which
witnessed his consecration as Bishop,
saw him also sont to Brussols in the
important capacisy of Apostolio Nuacio
to the first King of tho Bolgiana,
Pius IX mado him a Oardinal ia 1863,
but daring the long reign of Antonelli
as Papal Secrotary he kept aloof from
Rome, Only after Antonnolli's death
in 1877 was he rccalled to ofiice as
Chamberlain, and therefors in ceatrol
of domostio busincss, But tho appoint-
mont was opportunc, since in tho fol-
lowing yesr Popo Pius died. Cardinal
Pecci thon obtained, aftor threo scruti.
nies, tho two-thirds majority of the’
Collego of Cardinsls which is necessary
for the election, and took the placo
which ho has now ocoupied with so
much honor for fiftoen years.

Ho had reached tho ripe age of
sixty-eight when he thus began to turn
his long-gathered experienco to account.
Exglishmen may.remombor with grati-
tudo that almost his first aot was to
make N-wman a Carcinal. Popo Leo
knew how to appr-ciate the high oul
ture, duep dovotion aud great service
to the fuith that Nowman gave. But
it is in the domain of Europuan politics
that the present Popoe has mado the
most striking impression. He found
tho Qulturkempf at its height in Ger-
many, but by wise aod modorate per:
sistenc® ho effected » reconciliation
batween Church and Ntate, which com-
pelled the most powerful statesmen in
Europe to go at least balf way to
v'‘anossa.  And tnis he did so skilfully
that be not only did not irritate, but
oven oxtorted the admiration of his
great antsgwnist, Prioce Bismarck
recognized the ability of his conqueror
when he requested him to assume the
honorable oftice of arbitrating between
Gormzoy and Spain in the dispute
concerning the Caroline Islands—thus
replacing the Pope, after many genera.
tions, somewhat in the position of
Alexander VI. when he divided the
andiscovered world between Spain and
Portugal. In Franco Leo XIIl. bas
lntely even taken a bolder and more
original line, by severing the old con-
nection between Catholicisms and
Legitimacy or Monarchy, and thus
no longer linking religion to the for-
tunes of a vanishing party. He bas
laid down the clear principle that reli-
gion is indifferent to forms of govern-
ment, provided only they respect her
proper sphere. That is & principle
which enables religious men to take
part in a Republican administretion,
and bear their share in averting the
wmischief which the enemies of religion
in France have hitherto been able to
perpetrate almost unchecked. In Ire-
land, ns we know, he has ventured to
uphold the supremacy of the moral law
at the risk r* alienatiog the party that
profess the most zealous devotion to
his Faith. It is only in Italy that he
has made no effort to efface the feud
with the civil power that has "-.um
bequeathed to Lim. He still in. s
on the right of the Pops to reign
alone in Rome, and to be sovereign of
the dominion which he claims in theor;
from the doubtful donation of Coustan.
tine, and in fact by the more sulid pre-
scription of centuries of possession,
Hy probably sces that the time is not
vipe for uny arrangement with the
Quirinal which shall waive this claim
He hasg iived tbrough a stormy time,

Rt Rty

The late attempt to unite the
various branches of Protestantism has
been looked upon by observant Cathe-
lics in various lights, according to the
motives which each anxious speotator
attributed to the spokesman of the
diflerent bodies concerned. Somse
were moved to broad smiles when
thev saw the farcical attitude of each
actor inthe apparent comedy. Others
again pitied the blindness of those
who appeared to approsch the im-
poriant subjeot with even a semblance
of earneatness. One great admission,
however, bas been wrung from all,
that the Church of Christ should be
one. This is at least an omen of good.
It is a step towards the quarter in
which this unity way be found. God
grant that they may see the * City
upon tha mountain top."

Apart from the discussions at the
different gatherings in which this im-
portant topic was aired, a Jetter in the
Globe, of February 25th, feom the pen
of Dr. Burns of the Ladies' Collego,
Hamilton, is worthy of comment. It
does not in any manner throw oil on
the troubled waters; but it plsces the
whole subject in a peouliar aspect to
the thoughtful critic. All who know
the genial President of the Uadies’
College (and every Catholic of Irish
blood bas reason to know him favor-
ably) must admit that be is sincere in
his {utterances, and bears in his big
heart no ill-will for those who differ
from him in religiousbelief. Infactthe
Doctor wishes to grasp within the
broad slope of his theology all who
profess Christianity in its widest
terms. And on this very score his
paper is all the more open to criticism.

He deplores the faiture of the dis-
cordant churches to unite in the raest-
ing of February—at least practically,
whatever thst means. He is soiry
that the meeting evar took place, for it
loft the impression that it was an
earnest effort to secure the desired
end, and was an utter failure. ** Had
it been called to give the representa-
tives of the churches an opportunity
of answermg, ¢ Why am [ a Baptist ¢
or * Why am I an Kpiccopalian? it
might well be called a success.” But
here begios tho inconsistenoy of the
Doctor 8 position. Condemning others
for their attitude, he but adds to the
confuston by giving his views on the
matter—or in other words, « Why he
18 8 Methodiat." As the Spirit called
the Genules &8 well ag tho Jaws to
Christianity, so should all be admitted

a8 Christians, who profess ** Repent.
ance towards Qod and Faith towards
our Lord Jesus Chrise,” whatever all
that may mean in the mind of Dr.
Burns.

It is not our intention, by any
means, to refute the many debatable
statements on tho matter 1n quostion.
Wo wish morely to point out a fow of
the logical conclusions from tins
boiled down Christianiiy. The omis-
sion of even one cgsential truth of the
Church of Christ would be, by the very
nature of it, disastrous. It would be
in direot opposition to the command
of Jesus Christ, who said : *¢ Teach all
things whatsoover I have commanded
you." Now if there are too many
doctrines taught, and if Repentance
towsrds God and Faith towards our
Lord Jesus Christ be the only essen-
tials, where has Christianity been the
last four centuries? After all, this
ideal union means simply s new
church, a new basis, a new creed. Or
if the Doator admits that Christiana
may hold their peculiar tonets as
before provided they admit, as they all
do, the two doctrines formulated,
why 18 he o Methodist ? Why did the
Methodist body secede from the
ohurch of England in the days of
Jobn Wesley 2 Surely Repuntance
and Faith were doctrines of the
mother of Methodism. Again let us
run a little farther back, Why are
there Anglicans, Baptists, Lutherans,
Metbodists, ete., since the Roman
Catholic Church always held the dac-
trines of Faith in our Lord Jesus
Christ and Repentance for sins.

Many indeed are the other logical
conclusions pointing back to the
Church built upon the Kock. If unity
is so seriously desirable, if disunion is
so sinful as all admit, whence came
disunion ? All those sects whose re-
presentatives came together in Toronto
are historical, but their history begins
in the not far distant past. Each
gplit was & move towards greater dis
nnion, and now they seek to be united.
Wby not go back to the point of
digreseion ? Or is 1. necessary after
the lapse of ages to form a new
Church ? Has the Christianity of the
past been a failure? If the Church
were & human institution, unity is
practical y impossible ; but if it is
divine, then it is what the divine
Founder made it, ¢ Cne as the Father
and I are one.” Where can this be
found ? Ags’n we pray that men may
see the light.

Mr. Clark Wallace’s Loyalty.

During tho stormy debate which
arose 1n the Commons on the memor-
able mght of the 21st instant, in reply
to the churge of seditious language
and inciring to rebellion preferred
againgt lum by Mr. G. E. Casey,
mewber for West Elgin, Mr. Clark
Wallace sa:d - * Men whom I rapre-
gent, and men who hold the views
that I do, don’t need to take lessons
of loyalty from the Hon. gentlemen
opposite. The record of these men 18
one long reword of unimpeachable
loyalty to the British Empire.”” If
Mr. Clark Wallaco had said * coa-
ditional" instead of ** unimpeachable,”
his words had sonnded far more hke
the ring which truth gives, The very
oatn which Mr. Wallace took on the

night whon, blindfolded, he was led
up by tho tyler to the throne of the
* Worshipful Grand Mastor,” and
swora on the Gospel that ho would be
loyal to tho Queon of England as long
as **sho maintained Protestant asoend-
anoy in Ireland"—that same oath and
its obligations should cause Mr.
Wallace to hesitate bofore deolaring
his loyalty * unimpeachable.” The
mon whom he boaats of representing
aro all bound by a similar outh to ro-
fuso obedicnce or loyalty to Queen
Viotoria the moment she proclaims
roligious equality in Ireland. In faot
Mr. Wallaco and his loyal Orange
friends proclaim, by thoir selfish, blas-
phemous oath, that tho Sovereigns of
England need expeot no help or attach-
ment from them, unless armed
Orangomen arc permitied to strike
terror into the hearts of their unarmed
Catholic neighbours, and treat them as
alions and parishs 1 tho land that
gavo them birth,

It was not their * unimpeachable **
loyalty that urged Orange mobs to
rotten egg Lord Elgin when acting in
the capacity of immediate representa-
tive of Her Majesty in Canads, or to
burn down the Parliament buildings
in Montreal, or again to profane the
ganotity of the Lord's day in this city
by riotous proceedings and public
ingult offered to the Prince of Wales
on his way to morning services in 8t.
James Cathedral. The damning re-
cord of Orangemen is ore continued
effort to establish and keep up a reign
of terror in their own country; to
frustrate all attempts at improvement
or amelioration in the condition of
suffering humanity; to ever wield a
sceptre of injustice and a rod of iron
over their Catholic fellow-subjects ; to
retard ocivilization and make social
happiness an impossibility in every
land cursed with the baneful influence
of their arrogance and fanaticiam.

Tho seditious harangue addressed
by Mr. Wallace to his brother Orange-
men in Kingston, and repeated in the
House at Ottawa, is highly churacter-
istic of the blustering braggadocio
nature of Orengeism. It fiaunts its
colours of loyalty amid threats of
rebellion ; and, while menacing the
peace of the realm, it proclaims its
love for iaw and order. On all public
occasions where its friends are in
great numbers assembled Orangeism
fully snswors the description of Pope's

mopument:
Where Lo* don pillar, towering to the skies,
JLiko a to’ A=lly lifts its head and les,

Christian Socialism.

To the great majority of our readers
the tirle of this article may geem, and
nightly seem, paradoxical ; for nothing
is 8o strongly oriticized and severely
condemned by all Catholic moralists
as Booialism in any of its forms.
That the evils arising from the atrange
and frequently unjust, distribution of
wealth arouges wmaay an earnest
thinker and well wisher, to davise
some plan of alleviation for the suffer-
ing poor, is no subject of astonish.
ment—such & man’s zeal is often good
in its intention; but, unlike true
wisdom, it neither reaches from end
to end with might, nor ordains things
with sweetness. That religion is call-
ed upon in this practical age to throw

its mantle of sympathy, support and
charily over the poor goes without
soying; but its greater and oroe
important work is to toach the rich
the propor use of their waalth; to
arbitrate with tho equity and lovo of
heavon botwoen oapital and labor;
and show all society that its true
vigor lies in somothing more idoal,
moro spiritual and ecternal than tom-
poral riches, Whilo religion multi.
plies in the desort tho loaves and
fishes to feed tho famished, it does
gomothing more, it Jeads ‘hem on to
somothing higher oven though they
find tho saying hard, and though a
fow bo scandalized : nowhero elso can
they go for the saving word of eternal
life, Neither bencovolence nor state
gocialism will resonn thom from their
misory, or provide any lasting romedy.

Without encroaching uponour philo-
sophical confrero, who talks so wisely
and well, we aro led to this subject by
a report of a meoting held on the
aftornoon of Sunday, the 19th inat.,
at which the Rev. Mr. Shortt choso
for his discourse Christian Socialism.
He began by explaining that this
#did not wean & different kind of
gocial dootrine from tha* which was
generally accepted amongst tho great
body of English, German, French
and Australian socinlists.” The phrase
was * used to show that atheism was
really no part of Socialism, and was
repudiated by those Christiane who
werealso Socialists, as he (the speaker)
was.” In developing the idea of a
Socialist the Rev. Mr. Shortt claimed
that the systom was the co-operation
of the city, the state, and ultimately,
they hoped, of the world, for the pro-
duction anddistribution of wealth. As
to the methods, he claimed for tbe
Socialists that they wore not revolu-
tionists but evolutionists ; that their
Utopian plans would come gradually.
And amongst the matters which he
considered should be placed under the
management of the State, was a
churech — ** o real church of the
people.” .

Woe certainly think that Mr. Shortt
has fallen into the errors of his teach-
ing from mistaken charity—that his
heart is too generous. The history of
Socialism teems with atheistic ox-
amples and revolutionary methods.
Whatever the theory may possess
noble and worthy of imitation is too
dangerous to be made universal or
carried out in practice. Ruligious
communities, which are the true forms
of Christian socialists, are the only
ones which can lay claim to stability
or the inviolability of vested rights.
But if they are the better part, they
are the part of the chosen few; they
are safe-guarded by ramparts of the
most sacred character and of the most
religious origin; that and Socia-
lists in the ordinary sense of the term,
meet only because exiremes meet.
Their motto is obedience, poverty and
chastity ; and each individual wember
freoly answers for himgelf and assumes
the responsibility imposed.

Buch Bocialists have been the
State’s noblest champions and reli-
gion’s greatest help. The cormer
stones of modern civilization bave
been carved and laid in their
places by them. Their povarty has
been the wealth of Catholicity; their
obedience and discipline its power;
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and their chastity has been tho fruitful
mother of virtuo, sanctity and good
works, But any other form of Soofal-
ism lacks that stability which is neces-
sary for the existonce and well being
of saciely; impious in its removing
from man his moral responsibility,
and fraught with disastrous resulte
because of its false fundamental prin-
oiples. And when a man olaiming to
bo a Christian ministor suggests that
the Churoh should be given over to
the Stats, all we can say is, that he
neither knows what aroe the proper
functions of a Church, o Btate or an
individual, Tho fact that the divine
commission of teaching a'l nations
was not given to tho State, with all its
officers who might easily have aided in
tho carrying of it out, but to a few
weak, unaided apostles, is sufficiont
proot that itshould nover be attempted,
and can never be done. The work of
the Church is supernatural and hea-
venly; that of tho State is natural and
earthly. In thoir origin, their destiny,
their results, thoy are as far apart as
the 1llumined heavens und the dark.
some earth. But ag tho lights of the
former kindle up the valloys of the
latter, eo the Church may help the
State—but it over remains above it.

this. lifo of obedience to God, love of
His blessed will, and hopo of our own
Easter morn tu the genoral resutrec-
tion.

In the Epistle of the Mass St. Paul
impresses upon us the consequenco of
the Resurroction, namely, that we
must lead a new life. And he warns
the Christians of Cormth that thewr
rejoiaing and feasting must not be 1n
the leaven of malico and wickedaess,
but in the chastened spint of sincerity
and truth. Tho Jradual 1s an outburst
of joy upon this day of days, and of
acknowledgmont for the sverlasting
mercies of God. And tho Sequenco 18
full of beauty and touclung fuith in
the Victor King who hath purchased
us by His blood. Tho Easter Mass
concludes in the Post Communion with
o prayer full of happiness, beseeching
God to fill us with the Spinit of s
love, that we whom He has filled with
the Paschal Sacraments may ever bo
in accord with his loving kindness,

The Ontario Medical Jouraal for
February contains a brief but thonght-
ful article entitled NVational Board of
Health. 1t is from tho pen of a very
able member of the medical profession,
Dr. Cassidy of this city, whose careful
study of bygiene, whose position as
Chairman of the Provincial Board of
Health, and whose natural talent well
fit him to write upon such a subject.
The learned writer starts by claiming
that the Department of Agriculture,
when accepting advice upon sani-
tary ‘ questions, did well, but that
is not enough. It would occupy a
much stronger position if it were
backed by a National Board of Health,
consisting of representatives from the
various Provinces with an execu-
tive for the carrying out of any plan,
This necassity grows with the growth
of the country, whose ** acean-ports on
the Atlantic and Pacific, and land
frontier of 2,500 miles open channelg
for the admissionof epidemic diseases. "
A Board of this character would also
be of greau service in investigating the
diseases of domestic animals, thus
begetting & feeling of confidence in
foreign countries as to the status of
live stock in Canada : ¢ Registration
and vital statistics, the adulteration
and deterioration of food and drugs
would naturally fall under the sphere
of such & Board. Finally, even from
the low standpoint of expediency, the
eatablishment of a National Board of
Health, which need not be expensive,
would be a capital advertisement for
the Federal Government, showing
that whilst Capada is anxius to secure
the better class of sottlers, she is
determined that their health interests,
a8 well a2.thoge of the inhabiiants of

the country, shall be prolected from
the inrosds of proventable diseases.”

I cha'lenge
my sister GGrace on a long tramp, but
she begs to be excused, saying she has
letters to write. She always has when
I am taken with those wandering
inclinations. Fergus joins his appeals
to mine, but in vain, and in sheer
despair I cry: ¢“Why cannot [ go
with you 2"* This little suggestion 1s
not met with that ardour one would
expect from an aflectionate elder
brother. I Lold on though, declaring
Aunt Geraldine will be so disappointed
if I do not come, and I know she and
I will have such a delightful day
together while he is at Court.

I was
about to fling 1t up when wy eye fell
on his shoes.

In the late Admiral Aube Iiance
lost a devoted statesman and patriot.
Tho work of later yenrs was the re.
form of the administration of the
Freoch navy. I'rom the time that
be entered a naval achool as a boy, his
caroer was marked by fine courage,
sincerity, and good sense.

When ho was geuior midshipman of
the Zonerre, and not yet tweoty two
years old, he distinguished himself by
sn act of intrepid daring.

The Zonerre was anchored in the
port of Genoa. Qoo night a fire broke
out in the wilitary arsenal of the place,
The commander of the French ship at
once sent out a boat with a party of
sailors to assist the garrison and the
inhabitants. The fire threatened to be
terribly destructive if 1ts spread could
not be checked.

Aube was placed in commrand of the
siding party. The struggle against
the fire was going on well, when
suddenly & panic seized the Italians,
and they fled precipitately.

A sudden breath of wind bad
changed the direction of the flames.
4 quantity of debris on o low strac-
ture, the roof of which wsas ouly six
feet above the ground, burst into
flames. This stracturewas the powder
magazine,

Quick as thought Aube perceived
and acted upon the one plan by which
he could master the situation. He
sprang on the smoking xoof, climbed to
the ridge, and seating bimself calwly,
went on directing the men from this
puiot of observation.

Electrified by this act of heroism,
the Italians retraced their steps, and
they and the sailors attacked the fire
with vigour and success.

The midshipman Auabe descended
from his perch and tried to retire
quietly to his ship, but an ovation was
not to beescaped. He was surrounded
and carried to the ship’s boat, which
waited him, in the midst of entbusiastic

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Mr, Gladstone’s Programmo.

Two things scom to be rendered
cortain through the course pursued by
the Gludstone Government sinco the
opening of Parlinment. First, the New
Home Rule Bill will, with possibly
some amendments, be passed by the
preront House of Commons. Socondl{,
although the measure will undoubtedly
bo rojected by the Lords, the next
goneral olection will turn, not solely
upon the Irish question, but upona
many-sided programme, most of whose
features are calculated to appeal to the
local interests of British voters. This,
which the Umonists had most to fear,
is in the way of being accomplished.

The debate which preceded the first .

reading of the Home Rule Bi'l made it
tolerably clear that the attack on the
details of the measure is destined to
miscarry, Mr. Balfour's speech is
acknowledged to have been surpris-
ingly weak, and Mr. Goschen, who
wag counted on to make havoo of the
financial proposals, proved unable to
subject thera to any trenchant criti-
cism. The truth is that the scheme
was framed with the purpose of fore-
stalling all possible objections on the
part of the most conservative Glad-
stonians, and thus reducizg to a mini-
mum the chanée of any organized
secesaion like that which wreocked the
plans of Mr. Gladstone in 1886. Such
being the cage, the more astute Union-
ist leaders, like Lord Randolph
Churchill and Mr. Chamberlain, aban-
doned the hope of making inroadsinto
vhe Gladstonian ranks, being appar-
ently convinced that even the nine
Parnellites would uitimately accept the
Bill ac an earnest of better things to
come. Both Lord Randolph Church-
ill and Mr, Chamberlain confined
themselves to denouncing the principle
of Home Rule, as if this had not been
thoroughly discussed before the last
general election, and as if every mem-
ber of the lower Houss had not pro-
claimed bis position in regard to it to
his constituents.

From this point, Dr. Gladatone's
position in the present Parliament is
entiroly different from that which he
occupied in 1886, and it is remarkable
that the difference has not been more
generally recognized. In the generzl
election of December, 1685, scarcely a
single Liberal had promised the elec-
tors to accept the principle of Home
Rule, Mr. Gladstono himself kad not
accepted it. On the other hand, at
the genoral election of last year not a
single professed Gladstonian had the
slightest chance of being returned
unless he pledged himself to adopt at
leas! the principle of home rule, to
which his leader had been for six
yeare irrevocably committed. The fact
makes a tremendous change in the
situation. But this is by 1no means
the only advantage possessed by M.
Gladstone at the present juncture. He
was forced, in 1886, to appeal to the
people on the single issue of home
rale, which was new, startling and im-
perfectly understoed. Now, on the
other hand, zoncurrently with the Irish
project, ho is pressing through the
House of Commons bills which go
directly bome to the business and
hosoms of the natives of Great Britain.
Such is the registration reform, by
which the required period of residence
is reduced from & year to three
months. It is safe to ssy that scores
of thousands of voters axe intorested in
this innovation. There again is the
Welsh Suspensory bill, which pro-
hibits the acquirement of any new
vested interests in Walsh rectories
pending arrangements for the dis.
establishmont of the Anglican Church
in Wales. Thig measure was domand-
cd by 81 out of the 34 members for tho
principality, and its introduction will
bind the Walshmen to Mr. Gladstono
with links of steel. So, too, a bill
largely increasing the powers of theo
London County Council and meeting
the views of the Progressives, who
constitute s great majority of the

metropolitan population, is on the
point of being submitted to the House
of Commons, The promise to create
elective parish councils, which are to
control tho distribution of smal! allot-
ments of land, has already had such
an offect on the agrioultural laborers
that have won back for the Gladston-
inns the seat at Cironcester, which was
lost last October. Lustly, the sole
chunce of defeating the demand for
“ One man, one vote,” by coupling
with it the equally plausible demand
for * One vote, one value,” has been
frustrated by outting down the repre-
sentation of Ireland from 108 to 80
members~a reduction to which Mr.
McCarthy and his colleagues have
assented.

We do not behieve 1it. would be easy
to suggest iruprovements in the pol:
tical strategy and tacticsa which Mr.
Gladstone has exhibited since the
opening of Parliament.—N. Y. Sua.
