COAL MONOPOLY AND ITS
REMEDY.

In Pennsylvania the State Railroad
€Commission has been investigating
complaints that the freight rates levied
on coal carriéd from the anthracite
mines to ?hﬂadelphlu are prohibitive
and discriminatory. During the course
of the enquiry it has been discovered
that practically all the retail yards in
that city are owned by the railroads
&nd that the nominal owners are only
leaseholders for periods in some cases
of only thirty days. The lessees fur-
ther admitted that should their con-
duct of the yards be unsetisfactory to
tihe raliroad companies they would prob-
ably be put out of business, Philadelphia
therefore had no independent retail coal
dealers, and in the matter of supply
and cost of this economic necessity
was wholly subject to the arbitrary
action of the rallroads. That similar
conditions exist in other citles and
in other states is certain and the de-
mand has already ‘been made that the
federal government, thru the Inter-
State Commerce Commission, shall en-
ter upon a nation-wide enquiry cov-
ering all the states of the union.

Saw the Fight,

sive witness, arousing the ire of the in-
serpreter. ‘Who, In an interval, declared :
‘You ask him about a cow, and he tellg
ﬁou of a plek.” His brother, he declared,

ad been in .the house with the other
Poles and Itallans drinking beer. He came
upon the scene In time to see his brothcr
and. the prisoner rolling on the ground,
fighting. When his brother got up, he
swore, he saw blood issuing from a wound
from what he now thinks was his right
side.  Fis brother staggered to his feot
and was punched or shoved by Blg Frank,
and he fel] to the ground and expired.

He swore to seeing a knife in the hands
of Big I'rank when he was engaged with
Masternak, but did not see one in the
hands of accused, .

Had No Knife. 5

Thomas Masternak, brother of the Mag-
ternak whom, it is alleged, Big Frank
murdered, declared that he at no time
saw a knife in the prisoner’s hands, but
he had seen a revolver, with which the
prisoner fired at another .Pole, when he
was: being pursued. He had afterwards
overtaken him and taken the gun away
from him The revolvér was put in as an
exhipit. He corroborated Gyrada in that
Michael Gyrada was bleeding from the
side. before BIg Frank pushed or punched
him; During the combat, he sald, Gyrada
was on top and Napoli underneath.

Proof that Toronto's new general
hospital on College street will be the
last thing in the hospital line was fur-
nished to the board of control yester-
day when a visit was made to the
buildinigs. None of the members of the
board of control are medical men, but
all have eyes, and what they saw
greatly pleased them. The fact Is they
are proud of the new bulldings and
thelr equipment, and they have many
reasons for this feelidg,

First of all there is the cost, $2,600,-
000, which talks. Then there is the:
big site of nine acres which will be
covered with grass in elght months or
less. Add to these two features count-
less special features pertaining to the
specifications of the buildings and the
equipment to be put in. ¥

Oped in April. 2

The board of control was pleased to
learn from George Richards, superin-
tendent of construction, that the build-
ings will be ready for their opening in
April. Work was started on the exca-
vations on November 21, 1910, The
private patients’ building was not
started until -a year after the others,
but it is expected that it, too, will be
finished in April. The news that the
laundry had been in operation for more
than three months came as 4 surprise
to the controllers. About 21 giris have
been employed and they haye been do-
ing all the washing for the old general
hospital. The latest electric frons are
used and 22,000 pieces are being turn-
ed out each week.

“Be Sanitary.”

“IKf you can't be pure be sanitary,”
seems to have been thg motto of the
architects who planned the buildings,
The microbe is about the only thing
known to physicians which will be kept
out of the building, The walls have a
sanitary base and are microbe-proof,
the water even for washing is distilled
in one of the bulldings, and is microbe~
proof, the ice is microbe proof, and
even the doors are microbe-proof and
unpaneled. i

No Noise.

Noise is another thing which will be
eliminated as far as possible. The
kitchen court and the entrance to it
from Elizabeth street will be of ce-
ment and in order to lessen the noise
they will
blocks. ‘In the halls and corridors of
the bulldings linoleum will be usedafor
the same purpose.

he roof gardens over the medical
and surglcal wings will afford a splen-
did view of the city and will be—a
veritable paradise for the patients.

The nurses, too,will be well looked
after. -Each one will have a cosy; eom-
fortable room, prettily decorated, and
accommodation will be made for two
hundred. wnstairs there will be re-
ception rooms and a large dining hall.

Electric Signals.

All the electric power needed will
be generated in the plant on .Elizabeth
street. The electric fixtures will be
finished in white enamel and will
throw the light upwards to the celling,
from which it will be reflected equally
over the room. The nurse signals wiil
be lights, not bells, and all the heating
will be hot water which will be pump-
eéd from the power plant.

No Suggestion of Anything Crude.

Simplicity marks both the bulldings
and the equipment, but there is noth-
ing crude.
