Vienna, March 22.—The serlousness

" Town Set on Fire,

A more successful attack was mads
at Vaslul, south of Jassy. Two thous-
and peasants forced their way into
the town. The prefect of Vaslui did
not have sufficient troops to stop the
onward march of, the infuriated coun-:
trymen. He etood by a helpless wit-
ness while the rioters plundered prac-
tically all the buildings on the three
principal streets of Vaslui, end then
et them on fire, which completed the
work of destruction;

The prefect appealed for reinforce-
ments, and the peasants, in jgnorance
of this step, remained in the town
untf{l the soldiers arrived. Then en-
sued a serious fight up and down ths
burned streets. The soldiers were vic-
torious, but 20 rioters were killed and
many wounded.

The entire Roman district was up
in arms. The authorities were power-
less and the peasants pillaged, burn-
ed and devastated everywhere, All
the bulldings in the willages of Hal-
ancostl, Herlesti, Holcisteni and ‘Nino-
lusen were demolished.

Serious Fighting Yesterday,

The most serious fight of to-day oc-
curred near Platra, a town about sixty
miles sputhwest =of Jassy. Several
thousand peasants marched against this
tcwn, where a regiment of infantry was
gtationed. The soldiers chargeld the
peasants-with fixed bayonets. The pea-
sants replied with rifles and revolvers.
Then the troops began shooting.

The fighting lasted over an hour be-
fore the rloters retreated. They had
forty-two men  killed, sixty-sevien
wounded and 250 carried off prisoners,
The troops had eight killed and twenty-;
seven wounded. i

The esttmate of 10,000 Jews, without|
homes, is considered here to be con-j
servative. Most of these fugitives sav-|
ed nothing, barely escaping alive., Fouri
thousand Jews fled to Bucharest, where
the authorities wene making every effort
to assist them. | Nevertheless, they are.

Horace George Rayner Pleads In-
sanity, But Jury in London is
Out Only Nine Minutes.

London, Maréh 22.—After a trial
lasting a single day Horace George
Rayner, the slayer of Willlam White-
|ley, the well-known merchant of West-
'bourne Grove, whom he professed to
believe to be his father and claimed to
have shot under stress of.brain trou-
ble, was convicted of wilful. murder
by a jury to-day, whoze deliberations
lasted mine minutes. ,

Lord Chief Justice Alverstone im-
medlately pronoufniced the sentence of
death,

The defence was insanity. d
The wife and other relatives of th
iprisoner described Rayner as being

moody, excitable and eccentric.

The lord chief justice, in summing
up, said the jury must dismiss any
question of sanity or insanity.” If the
prisoner drew a pistol on Mr. Whiteley
with the intention of killing, they must
‘ind him guilty of wilful murder.

Béfore the lord chief justice’s charge
to the jury, counsél for Rayner sug-
gested a recommendation for mercy,
and the prosecutor said he would not
oppose fit.

In sentencing Rayner the lord chief
justice said:

"I, cannot hold out to you the slight-
est hope that the sentence will not be
carried into effect. . I ask you most
earnestly to spend the time- left you
in earnest communion with your
Maker.” .

According to the English custom, un-
less the home secretary mitigates the
penalty Rayner will be hanged within
a month, making less than three
months between the crime and the
punishment.

CHILD LABOR PROBLEM.

Editor World: An item in this morn-
ing’s issue of your paper, under the
head line “WIIl Force Eight-Hour
Day,” may convey a wrong impression
as to the attitude of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association towards
the question of child labor.

The executive council of the asso-
clation has as yet taken no action
whatever, either in support of or in
opposition to, Mr. Preston’s resolution.
Nor will it take any action until all
the members in the Province of On-
tario have been cousulted.

From what I know personally of the
feeling of the manufacturers, I can as-
sure you fhat there is no desire on
their part to legalize the employment
of children or to impose on mere boys
a longer working day than is consistent
with their physical and mental devel-

opment. On the contrary, our manu-
turers are as much opposed to child
labor, with all its attendant evils, as
any of our most enlightened citizens.
Mr. Preston’'s resolution, however,
raises some important points which
employers of labor cannot afford to
overlook, and it is probable, therefore,
that enquiries*will be made among the
manufacturers of Ontario with a view
of ascertaining how they would be af-
fected if legislation were enacted along
the lines of the resolution referred- to,

Edlédr World: lInsp:!’ctor Archibatd
called ms a “faddist” ‘at the-annual
Mmeeting of the Children's Aid Soclety. |
The term. “faddist’” is ‘applied by unh-
Pprogressive men to thosé who are more
advanced than they are themselves. It
is-always an honotr.to be called a ‘fad-
dist.” The remarks of the imspector
about the schools and ' the proposed
Juventle court were absolutely mislead-
ing. He said I was advocating a child-
ren’s court to undo the evil caused by
bad methodg of training in the schools,
He: is-entirely wrong. Children’s courts
have been fous@l necessary, because In
all civilized ntries the ‘methods .of
dealing with delinquent children advo--
cateq and practised by Inspector Archi-
baild have been proved to be unjust, cruel
anq ineffective. The old ideal in regard
to the proper way of treating delinquant
children was to punish them, The new
ideal is to reform and save them. The
old ideal trained the delinquent boy to
regard law as an evil, and the officers
of the law as his énemfes; the hew ideal
leads him to regard law as & guiding
principle, and the officers of the child-
ren’s court as his best friends: friends
in the truest sense of sympathy with
him, and helpfulness towards him, The
old ideal shut him -away from the
world; the new ideal tries to treat him
as. a partner in the regular world’s
work.. The old ideal, it it made him
work at all, made him work for the in-
stitution in which he was placed; the
new-ideal trains him to work for him-
self, and gives him what he eamns. The
old ideal was repressive; the new is
directive, The old ideal made the boy
conscious of his badness; the new ideal
tries 'to make him  eonsciou Qf his
power for good. The old ideal robbed
him of faith in htmself; the new ideal
tries to.develop a new faith in himself
as an essential element in his best
developmient. . The old ideal held the
child “responsible for his delinquency;
the new| ideal holds, his parents, or
gudardians, or those who allow him to
acquire bad habits, orawho train him in
evil, or who contribute to his celin-
quency in any way, to be responsibile,
and; after fair warning, they are fined,
or imprisoned instead of the unfortu-
nate child who has become a delinquent
thru thefr carelessness or criminality.

nillips was indicted for publishing a
false statement, viz., the annual state-.
ment of the year ending Dec. 81, 1904,
in" which' the company’s mortgages on
land were overstated by $6,435.20,  and
the labilities to shareholders were un-
derstated to the extent of at least $1,-

There are already two other indict-
ments against Phillips, one charging
him with conspiracy amnd the other
with theft.

The . indictment for conspiracy reads
as follows: & ¢

“That Joseph Phillips in the years
1901, 1902, 1903, 1904 and 1805 did con-
lvk'et ~COIXH
with Lilian Hudson, Georgiana Hud-
son, FEleazer John Burt and George
Robert Baurt, and with others whose
names are  unknown, by deocelt and
falsehood, to defraud the shareholders
of the York Loan & Savings Co., and
did thereby commit an indictable of-
fence contrary to the provisions of the
criminal code.”

On this charge the grand jury brought
in a true bill on Oct, 5, 1906, and on
the Jist of the aa.mlghe month Phillips

leaded mot gulity. casé came up
?or trial at the December sessions and
was traversed,

The charge of theft is ‘“‘that Joseph
