David’s speech, for the most part, how-
ever, without effect,
Henderson Had an Ovation,

Mr. Henderson was given an ovation
when he arose at 4, and a good house
listened. He declared the Government had
not red d Iits pledges, and ted
those violated, Where he.was particularly
strong was In answering the question:
What share of, the preference have the
farmers obfained from the Liberal
tariff? He read a lst of 30 articles im-
ported by farmers, upon which the prefer-
ence did not operate. These consisted of
plows, harrows, binders and lke imple-
ments of absolute necessity to the farmer.
Upon these the farmers pald in 1809 $307,-
692 duty, but not a dollar of the impoFta~|
tions came nnder the preferential tariff,
Another list consisted of tbe chief articles
of neachinery needed and Iimported by
farmers. Upon these the farmers pald in
1809 $45,610 duty, but got no preference.
Other farm requirements cost in duties
§23,671, Altogether $376,073 had been pald
in duties by fariners upon thelr chief
tools, and yet no preference had reached
them.

The Enormous Gain!

What the Government did for the farm-
ers was to place articles of little use under
the preference. He enumerated 50 such
articles, and showed that in 1800 $431,447
duty had been paid on them, which was
$472 less than would have been pald under
the Conservative tariff, This represented a
gain to the farmere by the preferential
tarlff of $472, or about 1-9 of one cent
to every farmer in Canada. ‘

Mr, Henderson apostrophized the old
farm wagon, told of its many uses, and
declared that, tho It had borne the heat
and burden of the day, it had been neg-
lected by the present tariff, and to-day, as
under Comservative rule, a duty of 25 per
cent, was attached to it. It was the old
farm wagon that the speaker used, as a
rule, to gauge the tariff. The duty on it
—the farmers’ friend—in comparison with
the duty on innumerable other articles not
hankered after by farmers, showed that
the preferential tar{ff had done Ilittle or
uothing for the farmer.,

The Flounces and Flummeries.

"What get .the benefit of the tariff?"
asked the speaker. *“Simply the flounces
and flimmeries of the giddy and gay, that
are not entitled to it,”’
‘ﬂummeriea consgisted of jewellery, p
stones, toys, badges, belts,
Iabelg, etc., all of which were lower in
duty than the old farm wagon. The duty
on things of great value to the farmer
was not reduced, while that on things of
fittle valwe to him was, He noted that
the duty had been reduced on spades,
hoes, reaping hooks, windmills and wheel-
barrows; but did the Government expect a
farmer to cultivate his land with a hoe,
cut his grain with a reaping hook, thresh
it with a windmill, and push it to market
in a wheelbarrow? [Opposition cheers,]

Tarifi Robs Farmers.

As an Instance of how, the tariff worked
against the farmers, the users of cotton, !
cottonades, ducks, etc., he showed that,
after two years of preferencé of colored
cotton, the farmers paid $170,25 more duty
than they would if the Conservative tariff,
had been in vogue. The tariff robbed
farmers. He presented the startling fact
that in 1899 Great Britain fmported from
Canada $99,091,855 of goods, which was
25,907,000 less than in 1808. Was this the
benefit the preferential tariff gave Cana-
dians in the British market?_

Mr. Henderson declared preferential
tariff would destroy the leather trade In
Canada. In his own town, Acton, a glove
manufacturer. had turned from 50 to 75
men out of work because he could not
pay the wages he was able to do previous
to the preference, and why? Becauge the
gloves imported from Britain were really
cut and stitched in the rough in France by
pauper labor, and then sent to England to
be finlshed. Canadian manufacturers could
not meet such competition,

Mr. Henderson was still speaking when
the Speaker left the chair.

Mr, Monk’s Vigorous Speech.

After recess, Mr. Henderson continued,
and elaborated the Conservative policy of a
quid pro quo preferepce, and was followed
by Mr. Semple (Wellington), who charac-
terized Mr. Henderson's speech as amusing
because of its inaccuracies, both in figures
and facts. He then launched out into an
hour's strenuous defence of all Government
projects, much to the interest of the Lib-
erals. *

Mr. Monk on Quid Pro Quo,

He was followed by Mr. Monk (Jacijues
Cartier). Speaking in French, and dealing
with a quid pro quo preference historically
ond logically, he held that Frdnce sand
Gernrany gave preferences to their colonies,
and that England had, prior to 1848. The
Conservative policy was, therefore, a rea-
scnable one and bound to be so considered
by the Impertal authorities. He was speak-
ing at 12, when the House adjourned.

MOREY BALANCES IN THE COURTS.

Mr, Carscallen Wants Publication
“ “1 n the Interest of the Public
—Bills Sifted.

In the Legislature yesterday Mr, Marter
futroduced a bill to amend the Judicature
Act, which touches the trouble between thp
Toronto Rallway Co. and the city of To-
ronto. i
Mr. Marter explained that the object of
the bill was not to change the law or to
affect agreements between electric rallway
companies and citles; but to. make the law
operative with regard to such agreements,
This was rendered necessary by the eci-
sion of the Court of Appeal on a case
where the corporation of a city had
Lrought action to compel the performance
of an agreement with an electric railway
company that declined to extend its lines
upon certain streets. The effect of the
judgment was that the court cou'd mnot
make an order without looking after the
execution of that order, which it could not
undertake to do. The rallway company
had agreed to do this. The corporation of
the city came to the court to compel the
company to do what its agreement called
for. For the reason stated the court wouid
not give an order, nor would an Injunction
be granted to restrain the company from
carrying out its agreement in toto. The
present bill provided that the court could
delegate to some officlal the work of seeing
that the order issue was carried out. The
opinion of Judge Maclennan showed the
reasonableness of the bi'l. In the case re-
ferred to Judge Maclennan saw no ground
to excuse the performance of the company's
contract. Nor did the judge see any Insu-
perable difficulty with regard to an injunc-
tion. The position taken by the company
was that the parts of the agreement that
paid to carry out would be carried out, and
those that did not pay would-be neglected.
fhe bill before the House was in the in-
terests of all municipalities thruout the
province situated as in the case instanced.
They had made contracts with electric rail-
waf:?nd the law should compel the carry-
ing otdt of those contracts, for which rur-
pose the machinery of the law at pres:nt
was ineffective. The justice of the amend-
ment would be evident to the House.

The bill was read 4 first time.

BOARD OF TRADE COUNCIL:

Port Arthur Will Explain the New
‘Water-Power—The Dominion

port when the matter came before the

House,

Port Arthur Boomers,

The committee . approved of the proposal
to change the date of nominations from
January 1 to the third Monday in .Decem-
ber, and that eleCtions take place on Jan.
1. but stmn%ly urged that the method of
electing the Board of Control at present be
continued.”

The
House itself seems to swarm with mem-
bers who are willing to take the brief of
the corporations, to espoude their Interests
before the committee of the House, and to
utterly disregard the fact that they were
sent by the people to the Legislature to
protect the rights of ecitizens. Men like
Mr. German seem to hold a brief every day
for a corporation and openly practise their
profession of corporation members in the
House, while lawyers by the score without

by their number and herd and watch the
members as they are directed by their
chiefs.

Mr. Ross and his colleagues subnfit to
this degradation; as a mattér of fact they
are at the mercy of the corporations and
of the machine which gave them power,
and which machine was enabled to keep
them where they are by recason of the
money it got from the corporationists and
the friends of the corporations.

The Attorney-General does whatever the
coerporations ask of him; not only does he
give them what they ask, but he arrauges
to have thrown out everything they op-
nose.

If ever the danger of a single chamber
was proved to be a fact, It has been proved
to be so in the case of the Legislature of
Ontario; and it would bean act of Provi-
dence If in some way we had another
chamber and a governor who would exer-
cise a veto power upon many of the trans-
actions of the Ontario Assembly,

The Premier and his Attorney-General

have lost any conception they ever may
have had cf the fact that a Premler and
Attorney-General are the chief custodians
of the municipal rights of the people. They
know of nothing-but the interests of the
corporations and the desire of these cor-
porations to bind the public hand and foot
in the service of monopolies of all and
every kind.
Some day . there wil a man arise in
Ontario with the force of character and
Conception of public daty to compel the
corporiitions to occupy their true and pro-
per ‘position, who will repeal all nefarious
legislation that has been put thru in late
years, irrespective of any claim of vested
right that may be put forth, and who will
place the rights of the people and the
municipalities away above the Influence of
these unfair and corrupting monopolies.
May God speed the day when this comes
to pass. As things now are, The World,
judging by what is taking place’ in On-
tario, has lost all confidence In our much-
boosted representative institutions. They
are a shame and a disgrace, and nothing
but an. instrument-of a new Kind of more
degradation - and slavery ‘'than was ever
known in the past.

BIG TUNNEL SCHEME.

In a letter just received from Trooper H.
R. Jackson, with Roberts’ Horse, S.A.,

dated Bloemfontein, March 15, he says :

“The ratlons for the men have Dbeen
short, too, but we have managed all right
with goats, sheep and beef that we com-
mandeer (take) from the different farms
(deserted). We cook our own food, usually
in messes of four men, and just at the'
present time are doing very well. One
of our mess happened to get into a house
among the first and commandeered some
rice, sugar, condensed milk (a luxury), cof-
fee beans (green), flour and meal, That
windfall put us on our feet, and we are
living like kaffirs, i.e., gorge ourselves when
we get a chance, and when we don’t,
lcok pleasant.

‘““We have not been under canvas for six
weeks, as the tents are top heavy to carry
with a flying column; besides we wouid not
have the time to put them unp if we had
them, as we frequently have to saddle up
in middle of the night, and it is not un-
pleasant sleeping in the open air, except
when it rains, when it is miserable, to say
the least.” .

HEAVY LOSS FROM FLOODS.

Timber Booms Have Broken and

To-
day the timber booms commenced breaking
up, and thousands of dollars worth of tim-
ber has floated out to sea. All business in
the. river is at.a standstill, The sawmills
have had to discontinue operations.

Several boats are
at their wharves in the neighborhood of
Pearlington, with steam up, and will be
used as a meaps of escape if the waters
continue rising. Many people living on
the Louisiana side, between Pearlington
nd Logtown, have beeén forced to abandon
thelr homes and - flee to the Mississippi
side for safety. Hundreds of head of cattle

and hogs have been drowned.

Judge Adams of St. Louis Declares

St. Louls, Mo., April 20.—Judge Adams

Baron Fava, the Italian Ambassa-|
dor, Deplores the Murder of |
Sergeant Douglass. |

Albany, N. Y., April 20.—Baron Favd, the
Itallan Ambassador, was among those who
paid the Chlef Executive a friendly call
yesterday. In the course of their con-

versation the Croton Dam strike was re-
ferred to by the Baron, who said he deeply
deplored the murder of Sergeant Douglass.
The Governor told the baron that the
militia were there to preserve order, and
no violence of any kind would be tolerated
for g moment.

The disturbing cause was the pres-
ence of a number of alleged Italian An-
archists,

MUST HAVE CANNED ROAST BEEF.

The American Troops in the Philip-
pines Need Fresh Meat at
All Hazards.

Washington, April 20—War Department
officlals have been compelled to resmt to
the use of canned roast beef for subsis-
tence of the army in the Philippines. This
is due to the fact that it is absolutely
essential that the soldiers shall be served
with fresh meat, and because of the impos-
sibility of providing refrigerated beef or
cattle on the hoof under existing circum-
stances.

When the bulk of the army was located
near the seashore, and at easily accessible

ints, there was no diffieulty in provid-
ng them with fresh meats, but conditions
have now changed, and the army is scatter-
ed among 160 posts in various parts of the
archlpola% a great many of them at con-
siderable distances from the nearest ship-
ping point. There are no cattle available,
and the refrigerated beef, which has here-
tofore formed the principal basls of sub-
sistence for the troops, cannot be preserved
in good condition long enough to reach
many of the inland points,

ANOTHER NEGRO LYNCHED.

He Was Captured By Means of
Bloodhounds, and a' Mob Drag-
ged Him to Death,
Bluefields, W. Va., April 20.—John Peters
(colored), who ‘assaulted Kate Ritcble, a 16-
year-old white girl, near Tazewdl, on Wed-

nesday, was lynched last night. Peters had
been captured with the aid of bloodhounds
and placed in jall at Tazewell.

At midnight masked men broke open the
door with axes. A s placed around
Peters’' neck, and he was dragged 200 yards
down the rallroad tracks towards the
woods. Hundreds of shots were fired into
his body while he was being dragged, and
before the woods were reached he was
dead. The rope was then thrown over a
tree and he was drawn up.

TELEPHONE SYSTEM OF ITS OWN.

Chicago Proposes to Instal =a
“Hellp” Service to Be Controlled
by the City Counecil,
Chicago, April 20.—The Chronicle says:
Chicago is to have a municipal telephone
system—an innovation in America, Its use

REPORT SENT ON TO COUNGIL,

P

Altho Not Agreeable’ in Some
Ways to the Company’s Repre-
sentatives—City Hall News,

A special, meeting of the Board of Works
was held yesterday afternoon to conside:
the report of the sub-committee, which re-
commended that the city consent to 4
connection being made with the Metro
politan Rallway and the C.P.R. at North
Toronto on certain conditions pamed In
a basis -agreement submitted. Presiden!
Warren, Manager Moyes and Mr. Walte
Barwick were present representing the
company, and the result of the conferencc
was anything but satisfactory. While
portions of the basis of agreement werc
agreed to, others were not, and according-
ly there is still a wide disagreement be
tween the company and the city.

The Original Report,

The report, which was originally as fol-
lows, was adopted with several amend-
ments: i

That_the City Council consent to thi:
junction of the Metropolitan and the C.
P.R. on the following basis of agreement:

1. The city to maintain the highway and

the company to pay $1000 per mile per |’

single track per year for pant of highway
within the eity limits occupied by them.

2. The company to run all freight ship-
ped to be delivered in the City of Toronto
to such poimts on the line of railway be-
tween the saild junction and the St. Law-
rence Market as may be from time to time
designated by the City Engineer; the com-
pany to operate a service of at least four
trains each way each day, carrying pro
duce to the St. Lawrence Market at rates
not to exceed prices to be agreed upon.

3. The Toronto Rallway Company shall,
if the city requires it, but not otherwise,
be permitted running rights gn the lines
of the Metropolitan Railway Company to
the eity limits wherever they may from
time to time be, on payment of such com
pensation as may be agreed upom, or, it
unable to agree, then on terms to be ar-
raunged by arbitration, and in the meantime
the Metropolitan Railway Company to give
a two-cent return fare from the present
C.P.R. tracks to and from Mount Pleasant
and Mount Hope Cemetery gates.

4. FElectricity to be used as the only mo
tive power for cars on city streets.

4a. No freight to be loaded or unloaded

on Yonge-street.

5. The City Engineer to exercise_ the fol-
lowing control: Comtrol of tracks, condi-
tion of streets and all poles and appliances
to be used on street; the use OL poOwer,
speed and service; regulation of time for
carrying all classes of freight and passen-
ger tratfic on Yonge-street.

6. This agreement to expire at the same
time as the city’'s agreement with the To-
ronto Rallway Company, or as the
existing rights of the Metropolitan Com-
pany to operate on Yonge-street, which
ever shall first expire.

7. This agreement to be sanctioned by
legislation, provided that anything herein
contained shall not' invalidate or interfere
with the Toronto Rakllway Company agree-
ment,

What Ald. Hubbard Wounld Like.

Ald. Hubbard said he was desirous of
seeing outside railways enter the city, but
gq,‘wnuted the corporation to control their
own, streets. He also desired to secure a
two-cent return fare to Mount Pleasant
Cemetery. g

Mr. Barwick wished ft to be understood
that the Met n Co ny .were will-
ing to submit to any regnlation providing
they had a proper place to appeal to in he
event of a disagreement. He also explain-
ed the company’s position in regard to the
agreement and pointed out the objections

had to it.

. Lamb: I would like to know, before
we go any further, what your undenstanding
with the C.P.R, is.

Mr. Barwick: They will construct a
switch at North Toronto and haul our cars
over their tracks to the market.

Mr, Warren Denied it.

Ald. Lamb: I have been told that the
Imperial Bank have a large claim on your
company and that Mr. Warren is trying
to get it for the C.P.R.

r. Warren: You have been misinform-
ed. That is absolutely false in every par-
ticular.

Mr. Barwick: There is no use dealing
with you, Ald. Lamb, uniess you believe
what we say.

The agreement was then taken up clanse
by clause and number one was immediately
carried without any great objection by the
company. Number 2 was fraught with con-
siderable discussion. Ald. Hubbard moved
that the following be substituted for the
clause: That at least two trains be ran
every lawful day to the market if required
by the City Engineer.

v  Woods’ Motion Didn’t Go,

Ald. Woods moved the adoption of the
clause as it stood, but Ald, Hubbard’'s mo-
tion prevailed.

Clanse 3 the company rosﬂlvoly refused
te agree to, They were willing, 1f an agree-
ment were arrived at, to give the citizens a
5S¢ return. fare or six tickets for 25¢, to
Mount Hope Cemetery, and 2¢ each way to
Mount Pleasant Cemetery.

On motion of Ald. Woods the clause was
adopted with the exception of the words
“Mount Hope Cemetery,” which were
struck out.

Ald. Bowman emjem'ornd to have the
clause remaln as it/ was, and claimed that
the people should caried to Mount Hope
Cemetery at the rgduced fare, but his ef-
forts were futile.

The other clauses in the agreement were

assed without practically any changes of
mportance.

Can’t Settle on Fares,

The principal bone of contentlon was the
matter of fares, and in this respect the
company took a decided stand, as did also
the committee, and apparently the ques-
tion is as far off from a settlement as ever.

On Wall-street.

The stock market continued unsettled and
hesitating to-day under the influence of un-
certainty surrounding iron and steel stocks
and their future movements. The under-
tone was distinctly firm and the early pe-
riod of weakness gave way to a slow and
irregular upward movement, doubtless due
in large part to the demand from the short
interest to cover. The rates for loais on
siocks this morning on the floor indicated
that the short interest was quite Jarge.
The comparative quiet of the iron and steel
stocks and positive strength at a number
of points prompted the covering of shorts
and encouraged what slight buying for gen-
eral account there was.” Eager attention
was fixed upon American Steel -and Wire
all day in view of ‘the session of the Execu-
tive Committee. The movement of the
stock was feverish, the common and pre-
ferred often moving in' eontrary directions,
as tho to cause a feeMng of uncertainty
over developments in the company. Aside
from this confusing manipulation dealings
in the stock were apparently largely in the
hands of the room traders, who circu'ated
many rumors concerning  the Executive
Commiittee meeting.  But' the committee
room was kept closed and sealed until after
the close of the market, and no inkling
could be got of the proceedings within
dors. With this disturbing factor kept in
the background a number of favorable in-
fluences were allowed to have play. The
Coalers were all notably strong on favor-
able trade reports, the bituminous coal as
well as the anthracite roads sharing in the
movement. The local traction stock and
Sugar moved upward in a decidedly irre-
gular manner, and Texas and Pacific, Can-
ada Southern, New York Central and Penn-
sylvanla were also points of strength. The
good crop weather was a satisfactory influ-
ence with the grain carrying roads. Ru-
mors' still circulate of new railroad com-
bination and of prespects ‘of dividends on
several railroad stocks, but they have no
definite authority and in many cases meet
with contradiction. The banks seemed as-
sured of an increase in cash to-morrow,
having gained nearly $4,000,000 on sub-
treasury operations and over half a million
dollars on the express movement with the
interior.

0ld Boys Will Be Represented—Pri-
