25.—E. A. Cudahy
yesterddy afternoon signed a statement giv-
ing the detatls of the kidnapping of his sof
the night of Dec. 18, He had promised the
kidnappers mot to talk ontil mew. The
statement is as follows: :

“It has been sailed to nfy attention that
despatches are being printed which throw
doubt upon the kidnapping of my son. 1
regret exceedingly that there should he any
conflicting reports or any misrepresenta-
tiens with respect to the crime that wou.d
create any doubt or uncertainty. The facts
briefly are these:

“On Tuesday nigit, Dee, 18, between 7
and 8 o’clock, our son was sent to a aelgh-
bor and was expected to immediately re.
turn. Failing to retura, the police were
notified. About 1 o'clock on Wednesday
morning the coachman- found a letter on
the lawn fastened to a stick, and addressed
to ‘Mr. Cudahy.’.

“This was a five-page letter with lead
peucil printing and unsigned, stating that
they had kidnapped my son and demanded
§25,000 in gold coin for bis return, and
with specifie instructions as to where the
money should be placed.

“I procured $25,000 in gold coln and deliv-
ered the same at the point designated in
the letter. 1 recognized that the leaving
of the money was but a chance at .best,
but a chance that under all the elredm-
stances I was compelled to accept.

“About five hours after depositing the
meney my son was returned. ‘While a cap-
tive he was informed that he was held for
rapgom in the sum of $25,000.

“Thes2 are -the plain facts; any state-
ments,, rumors or assertions other than
stated above being without any foindation
in fact.

‘(Signed), “B. A, Cudahy.”

1 RACE WAR N PROGRESS

Negroes at Cementville, Indiana, Are
Armed and the Whites Are
Keeping Indoors.

ORUNKEN NEGROES STARTED IN.

When Whites Resented Insult—
Other Negroes Joined the
Desperadoes,

Jeffersonville, Ind., Dec. 25.—A race war
is in progress at Cementville, a small sta-
tion on the Pan Handle JRoad, five miles
north of this city, and serious trouble is
expected. The negroes are armed and the
whites are keeping within doors to avoid
them.

The outbreak began yesterday when Lee
Ranger and John Redmond, negroes, be-
came intoxlicated and started in to intimi-
date whites. When their insults were re-
sented, other negroes joined Ranger and

Redmond, and captured Samuel Kendall's|

saloon. Nearly 20 shots wenre fired, but no
one was hurl. An appeal by telephone
was made to Sheriff Rave for help, and he
drove to Cementvile, and to some extemt
quieted the negroes, while he was present.
After his depanture, another outbreak took
piace, and message after message came
to the local police to send men to the
town.

Ranger was shot by Kendall, but. how
badly is not known, as he was carried away
and secreted by his companions, Kendail's
life was threatened and about midnight he
managed to escape from his store, and
came direct to this city,awakening Prosecu-
tor Montgomery and begging Blm to lssue
warrants and have deputy sheriffs sworn in
to serve them. It was almost daylight
when the community became quiet, the
negroes having everything their own way.
So far to-day-no outbreak has taken pace.
The whites are intimidated to such an
extent that they are using every possible
precaution to prevent a colligion.

::,::n.gm:‘u than ever the existence of
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty. I§—was at-
tempted to show that the Clayton-Bulwer
treaty had become extimet, but if it were
extinet it would have been superfluous to
declare 1t to be “hereby superseded.” No
better evidence of the existence and val-
idity of the Clayton.Bulwer treaty could
be desired than the admissions of the
United States, made thru the Senate, in its
rvecent fetiom on the draft treaty. The
treaty that the Senate has just approved
is so much waste paper. The document
that is in force is the treaty made In 1850,
and it eannot be abrogated without Great
Britain's t, The Philadelphia Re-
cord admits that the Senate has been “‘too
smart” In its attempt to roar the Clayton
Bulwer treaty out of existence, and The
Buffalo ‘Express pertinently Inquires how
the United States is going ¢o get any
country to deal with it at all, if it cannot
be relled on to keep faith when changed
copditions make the terms of a convention
disadvantageous. Even Senator Lodge,
who had charge of the bill, finds It neces-
sary to lssue a supplementary statement
in justification of the Senate’s actlon. His
attempt to justify the Semate only brings
the dishonorable conduct of <that body
more Into rellef. The New York Press, at
least, takes this view, when it says:

Senator Lodge sees the drift of such
sentiments as these, and—bis better
nature being for a moment uppermost—
seeks to palliate them with talk about
the Clayton-Bulwer Comvention belng
“an outworn treaty,” made fifty years
ago, under conditions no longer exist-
ent. This is what merchants ecall
“pleading the baby act.” It is the case
of the young man, who, on coming of
age, repudiates the obligations con-
tracted in his minority. He thereby
avoids payment of his debts, but he
also puts an end to his credit. Senator
Lodge’s better self i{s perfectly aware
that the fact that a treaty is fifty years
old may make it much more irksome to
an  honorable nation, but not a whit
less binding, He knows that the only
decent way for g people, as for a man,
{nt su&h a case, is to offer to pav to be
et off.

The net result of the Senate’s attack on
the Clayto Iwer treaty has been to de-
lay the Nicaragua Cdnal project for an
indefinite period. ‘Indeed, i looks as iIf
there might be reason behind the Senate’s
madness. It is suspected that the trans.
continental llnes, which would be affected
by the canal, initiated this policy of treaty
renunclation thru certain influential Sen-
ators, who are the advocates of the big
transcontinental Companies. Whatever
may have been the motives of the Sen-
ators, only one course is open to Great
Britain. The British Government cannot
overlook or condone this aggravating bad
faith shown at Washington, We do not
at all agree with our contemporary, The
Globe, which stated two days ago
that Great ° Britain could and would
doubtless see its way to accepting the
‘treaty a8 amended, or rather recast, beyond
'recognition by the Senaté, Great Britain is
bound to refuse tq recognize the document
now on its way to England, fresh from the
hands of the Senate. ‘Bigland shoyld ignore
the proposed treaty for two reasons: First,
for the bad faith In it, and second, in the
interests of Canada. Fortunately, we have
in Lord Lansdewne, the new Foreign Se-
cretary of State, & map who is able, even if
not given to fireworks, to maintaln the tra.
ditions of England In regard to the honor
of nations, and who s exceptionally well-
posted as to the Interest that Canada has
in keeping our neighbors up to their word
of honor, and we would not be surprised to
hear that the outspoken protest of The
London Times very fairly represented the
views of the man who was the ablest Gay-
error-General Canada ever bhad. The
Globe's article is a disgraceful surrender
of the Canadian and British position und a
direct encouragement to the Lodges and
Dayvises to continue their discreditable tac-
tics in dealing ‘with international affairs.

NEW YEAR'S EVE CELEBRATION.
« There is not much time between now
and New Year's Eve to decorate the City
Hall, but the Mayor and Board of Control
ought to see that some form of entertain-
ment and some measure of decoration Is
provided in connection with the incoming
of the new century, The installation of
the civic chimes is an event of itself sumM-
cient to justify a public ceremony of some
kind. When the first peai- of  the
bells will usher in a brand mnew cen-
tury, the event becomes doubly signifi-
cant, and it ought to be marked in some
special way. The City of Philadelphia
will have its bulldings lavishly decorated
with flowers and electric l.ghts. One
thousand pounds of powder for producing
red lights will be used for outdoor effects.
Three regiments of soldiers: will parade
on the occasion, and as many bands widl
be distributed thru the building.

bullet, passing thru the Boer's heart, laid
him beside the Briton. *“‘Sounds like a
journalistic lie, does it not?’ says the cor-!

appears on the scene. Just how long a
period they may have to wait is uncertain,
for royal telegrams are not desptched In
the ordinary gvay.

Colds Are Infectious.

Now, tho it is not generally realized,
So-called ordinary colds are infectious- dis.
eases quite as much as those mentioned.
Colds are ubt as contagious as most of the
others, tho It must not be forgotten that
rheumatism and colds often spread in fam-
illes or schools or barracks in a way that
shows that they are essentially contagious
diseases in their nature.

An ordinary cold is g catarrhal inflamma-
tion of some mucous membrane, produced
by the Invaslon of some microbe. If the
mucous membrafe affected Is that of the
Dose, it is called a:cold tn the head. The
symptom is a runping. from -the nose, The
material which thus flows eut was foric-
erly thought to come from the brafn. The
Latins called' the nasal secretion pituita,

and there ig a little oval body at the base

of the brain" called the pituitary body.Thist

is doubtless the reason for speaking of a
nasal cold as a cold in the head: but, or
course, the inflammation of thé nasal mu-
cous membrane does not spread to the
brain. The sense of fulness in the head 1s
due ‘to the enlargement with blood of cer-
tain very sensitive structures within the
nose—the turbinate bodies.

If the cold, that is the catarrhal inflam-
mation, attacks the mucous covering of the
tonsil, a tonsilitis is produced, with difp-
culty of swallowing. If the larynx is affect.
ed, that is, the mucous memi brane cover-
ing the vocal cords, hoarseness results; if
the inner lining of the lungs, then the
affection is called bronchitis. The microbes
that cause the symptoms of a cold may at-
tack the muoﬁms membrane of the stomach
or Intestines,and then gastritis or diarrhoes
results,

Whenever microbes gain a foothold in the
tissues, nature endeavors to throw them
off. Hence, the first symptoms of g cold
in the head, that is, in the nose, Is re-
peated sneezing. Whenever an irritant
touches the nasal mucous membrane, a
sneeze results, This Is a convulsive ejee-
tion of nasal secretion for the purpese of
getting rid of the irritant. In the same
way affections of the pharynx,
the back of the throat, t
’hrronchlal tubes, lead to 5
® so far from being harmful rhat
ideally beneficial. The best thlngn f!)tr,::
cough is coughing. The convulsive forcible
expiration sweeps from the mucous mem-
brane and carries with it the offending ma-
terial whose presence keeps up the ca-
tarrhal inflammgtion, If nature is but given
a proper chance she will soon cough up all
the sources of the trouble.

Cough Mixtures Harmful.

Most of the ordinary cough mixtures so
popularly used do harm by limiting the
corgh. - This always makes the cold last
longer, There are circomstances under
which the physician may have to choose be-
tween two evils, and may deliberately elect
to limit the cough. Where a cough will
keep the patient and perhaps also friends
awake for a good part of the night its sup-
pression may be judged advisable. This is
not difficult. A little opium in almost any
form suffices to accomplish the purnose,
Some of the praparations of opium form
the principal ingredient of most of the or-
dinary cough mixtures. In old people, par-
ticularly, the suppression of the coagh and
the consequent retention of inflammatory
secretion that should, in the ordinary
course of nature be thrown off, is frequently
productive of serious results. Healing is
delayed, and chromic bronchial affee:ions
Tollow.

Another part of nature’s protective me-
chanism is the fever that occurs with colds.
Whenever microbes invade the body the
temperature goes up. The reason is that
the chemical activity within the body is
greater at the higher temperature. The tis-
sues live faster for.a wifile and are hattoer
able to resist microbe influences. Fever is
an unhealthy state, however, because it is
exhausting, The tissues are putting forth
a special effort to conquer the enemy, but
1his extra effort cannot be kept up for
long. If work, especially’ in the coid air,
Is done during fever, it-calls for greatly in-
creased consumption of energy. To keep
150 pounds of material at a temperaturs of
08 degrees, when the surrounding air is
much lower, requires constant burning of
tissue elements, that Is, the joxidation of
carbon-containing substances” Heat is or-
dinarily produced by carboh oxidation, even
cutside the body. keep the human body
at a temperature of five degrees higher than
normal requires the burning of much more
carbonaceous materfal. If muscular work
is calling for its supply of energy at the
same time then Indeed, the systemic forces
are rapidly drained,

Rest the Best Cure.

For a cold the first best thing is rest.
If not complete, then as much as possible.
Muscular exertion must not be indulged in
while there is fever and the chilliness on
exposure to the air that accompanies 1t.
The cough must be stimulated and softened,
not treacherously lulled. All the secretions
and excretions of the body must be render-
ed active. They carry off toxic material
from the circulation. When perspiration Is
free, cool sponging and good rubbing should
precede exposure to the cold air, for the
relaxation of the cutaneous tissues brings
blood to the surface. This will be chilled,
and internal congestions, with complications
of the cold, result, unless the little arteries
rear the surface are stimulated into activ-

ty.

’ )In a word, It is judicious care of the de-
tails of daily lHfe, not special remedies, that
bring coughs and coldé {o their specdiest
ending.

My active career as g Soldier was &t an
end, as time proved, but it chanced that
I was to play a part—small tho it was—
in the closing act of the ill-starred enter-
prise by which so many were nndone, Of
that I shall speak: but beéefore I do so 1
must tell how it fared with those from
whom I had been separated by the trea-
chery of Vawter,

So far as concerned that loeality where
my mother lived I had been wil'ing enough
to remain more an onlooker than to be a

Will Be a Feature in the Twentieth
Century—He Would Elimin-
ate Politics.

New York, Dec. 25.—Alfred Harmsworth,
editor - and proprietor of The London Dally
Mail who is a passenger on the Teutonie,
due .ln New York to-morrow, has contribu-
ted to the January number of The North
American Rexiew an article on what ‘he
calls “The Simultaneous Newspapers of
the Twentieth Century.” Mr. Harmsworth
expresses the opinion that, in spite of all
the progress that has been made in the
development of the newspaper hitherto, we
are still merely on the fringe of journalis-
tic development. Mr. Harmsworth thinks
the ordinary newspaper [llustpation is un-
! necessary, and many times ouly used to
fill space, and he considers the present
form of papers clumsy, and says improved
‘machinery will produce a newspaper which

wil! be a small and neatly indexed publi-
catiom.
The Paper of the Coming Century,
Mr. Harmsworth pays a high tribute to
the press of the United States, as being,
in one respect, far in advance of the press
of his own country. Predicting what the
urnals of the twentieth centugy will be,
says: ‘I feel certaln that the news-
paper of the twentieth cemtury will be
drawn into the vortex of combination ana
centralization. In fact, given the man,
the capital, the organization and the occa-
sion, there seems to be no reason why one
or two pewspapers may not presently
dominate great sections of the United
States, or almost the whole of Great Brit-
ain, In other words, where there are now
a multitude of p;rer;. good, bad and fn-
different, there Il then be ome or two
great journals, methods by which |
d be established wonld

DEATH FOR KIDNAPPERS.

Illinois Legislature Will Be Asked
to Make Such a Law,
Chicago, Dec. 25.—The General Assembly
which convenes in January will be asked
to make kidnapping for ramsom punishable
by death. Stirred by the kidnapping of
young Edward Cudahy at Omaha, and his
release on payment of $25,000 in gold, some
members of the State Legislature are de-
termined that the Illinois laws shall be
amended so as to make liable to the gallows
any one who may commit similar crimes
in this state. Already three state represen
tatives from Chicago: districts are engaged
in dmafting bills to be presented to this end.
The present law prescribes a penalty of
five years' imprisonment or a fine of $100,
or both, except in case of children under 12
yesrs of age, when life imprisonment may
be the penalty. Both Democratic and Re-
publican members of the new General As-
sembly assert that the death penalty wil

be adopted by a unanimous vote.

ABSINTHE DRiNKING

Observations of &« Physician in
New Orleans, Where There Are
Uwsers of the Insidicus
Ligquor.

From The New Orleans Times-Democrat.

“I see that the French Government is
making an-effort to suppress the manufac-
ture of absinthe,” remarked a New Orleans
physician, “and that the medical corps of
the army has made some very alarming
reports a4s to the effeets of the stuff on the
rank and file of the troops. A similar move-

ment was started in 1880 or thereabouts,
and, if I remember rightly, an order was
issued forbidding the sale of the cordial to
any soldier, The subject was discussed at
length in the papers at the time, but the
dealers brought their influence to bear and
the crusade was ultimately abandoned.

“Absinthe is a strange tipple,” he con-
tinued, “‘and the evidence as to ifs effects
is _singularly contradictory. Some people
drfnk ﬂlnll their~llves and apparently suf-
fer no bad results, while others are re-
duced to herrible mental and physicai
wrecks by not haif as great an indulgences
More absinthe is consumed in New Orieans
than any other clity of the United States,
and in years past I have made the habit
something of a study, hoping to discover
the exact toxic properties of the prepara.
tion and some fixed facts as to its effect
on the system. I can’t say, however, that
I was particularly successful. he liqueur
is simply a distillation of wormwood,known
botanically as ‘Artemisia Absinthium'—
hence the name, absinthe. Wormwood it-
self is used to some extent as a medicine,
and a ﬂ“lf extract made from the leaves
and tops Is regarded as a good tomic In
cases of dyspepsia. The extract has some
very slight narcotlc properties, but the dis-
tillation seems to develop a new and power-
ful agent which, in certain cases, acts di-
rectly on the brain and great nerve cen-
tres ‘and stimulates them to an extraord-
inary degree. The ultlmate effect is a
breaking down of the system, loss of mem-
ory, inabllity to articulate, hallucinations
and something resembling palsy.

‘““One absinthe wreck whom I treated for
several months had strange lapses 'in
which he would forget his own Mentity
and be unable to find his way home. An-
other patient was continually using the
wrong words, lilke a man with aphasia.
One day he walked into the office and said:
‘Doctor, I have run out of referential.” He
meant to say he had run out of medicine,
but was absolutely umgble to do it, and to
this day I never hear the word ‘referen-
tial’ without think'ng of him. But, as I
said before, it all depends on the Individa-
al. Some are naturally Immune to the pol-
son, and others are abnormally sensitive
to it. Then, again, the symrtoms difrer
widely, so widely that It would be impos-
sible to diagnose a case without knowing
something of its history. Altogether, the
actlve principle of the stuff is a great
mystery.

“Here in New Orleans absinthe is general-
ly drunk in combinatifon with anibette,
diluted in about six parts of wafer. 1
think the French way of taking it is less
injurious. In Paris the confirmed absinthe
drinker pours about half a gill in the bot-
tom of a large tumbler and fills it up with
water, Then, as he sips he adds more and
more water from theé carafe until the mix-
ture is nlmost transparent. One glass will
occupy -him at léast an hour, and he rarely
takes a second.’
