with the increase in the professoriate.
A considerable extension in the work
of the college has been determined
upon, and the call to Chancellor Wal-
lace comes at a time when his loss
would be severely felt. The resigna-
tion of Prof. Calvin Goodspeed has
been accepted, and his successor must
be appointed. Under the recent rear-
rangement of the lectures at the col-

|1ege Dr. Goodspeed felt %hat too much

work had been assigned to him and
tendered his resignation. A committee
was -appointed in an endeavor to ef-
fect a satisfactory arrangement, but
Dr. Goodspeed felt that his connection
with the college should cease, and de-
clined to withdraw the resignation.
Another appointment to be made is
that of professor of physics. Dr. Mc-
Kay, dean in arts, has been professor
of mathematics and physics, while
Prof. Wilson-Smith has taken biology
and experimental physics. A new de-
partment in arts will how be created,
and mathematics and biology will be
given the entire attention of the pro-
fessors of these subjects. There is also
to be appointed a lecturer in history,
Prof. Cross having been appointed to
take over the theological teaching form-
erly done by Prof.- Goodspeed.

NATURAL HISTORY OF ONTARIO.
Nothing is more deserving of encour-

tion and study of the natural history
of localities. Not only is it a peren-
nial source of delight to the observer
himself, but it is of enduring scientific
value. A notable example of the po-
sition which may thus be attained is
afforded by Gilbert White’'s Natural
History and Antiquities of Selborne,
now a classic of English literature and
filled with valuable and instructive in-
formation, which can never lose its
charm. To the trained eye no season
is without its interest, and no day
passes without bringing its own re-
ward.

What may be done in this line is
more easily realized from such a pub-
lication as The Ontario Natural Science
Bulletin, the journal of the Wellington
Field Naturalist’'s Club, of which the
first number was recently issued.

REBUILDING TORONTO.

N. Y. Tribune: A few dayy more
dian oae ¢ ¢
ronto suffered from a fire that de-
stroyed property valuell at $12,000,000.
An area measuring three ‘or four
squares in each direction in the heart

of the business district- was swept
clean. More than one-third of this, ac-
cording to Insurance Engingering, is
now covered with new buildings. A
still better showing would doubtless be
made were it not for the fact that
some of the stores and warehouses that
were burned last April have been re-
placed in parts of the city which were
not invaded by the fire.

If the regulations which now control
building operations in that beautiful
city are compared with those that are
in force in New York, it will be sten
that they are more stringent in one or
two particulars and less so in others.
The metropolis tolerates ‘‘non-fire-
construction in apartment
hsuses 85 feet high, if the lowermost
two storeys are fireproof. Hotels and
lodging houses are here placed-in a
separate class, and in them an eleva-
tion above 35 feet is not permitted un-
less both materials and methods are
designed to resist the flames. Toronto
includes all three types of building in
the rule which requires fireproof con-
struction in structures more ‘than 55
feet high. For hospitals and asylums,
New York puts the limit at 35 feet,
while Toronto places it at 50 feet. In
New York no office building which is
not fireproof may have a height ex-
ceeding 75 feet. Toronto draws the line
at 70. The building code of New York
is generally regarded one of the best
in America because of its strictness.
That Toronto should have made hers
conform so closely. to that standard is
creditable to those who have shaped
her policy during the last twelve
months.

GOLDWIN SMJTH TO M. BOURASSA.

Stands for Separation of Church and
State and Equality of Religions.

The following letter has been address-
ed by Dr. Goldwin Smith to his friend,
M. Bourassa:

The Grange, -
¢ "Toronto, April 13, 1905.

Dear M. Bourassa,—I am very sorry
to. find myself on the side opposed to
yours upon this schools question.

History has taught me strenuously
to uphoid the great princirl.s of a se-
paration of the chprch fromj the state
and equality of all rcligions before the
law; No church, I believe, -has suffer-
ed more by connection with the state,
or gained more in spiritual dignity and
influence by separation from it, than
yours. A glance over its annals may,
I think, convince you of this. . Nor can
I see how the state can‘confer privi-
leges on the schools of a particular
church without a violation of princ.ple.
; Pergonally I have always beeh inclined
in favor of the voluntary system under
which of course any or all of the
schools -may be religious. I can fully
sympathize with the desire of religious
education. But the state system is our
lot, and the state must be impartial.

You will, T am sure, acquit me of the
slightest feeling ‘ against Catholicism
other than inevitable dissent. I dis-
like Ultramontanism, Jesuitism, and
the Syllabus, on grounds irrespective
of religious belief. But I have no fzel-
ing other than respect for the Catho-
licism of Pascal, Montalembert, and La-
cordaire. You must remember the Syl-
‘;lahus, the claims of the church to tem-
| poral power therein put forth, and her
| political action in France and else-
| where,
| With any prejudice of race you know

It’s Not So.

“There is absolutely no foundaticu
for such a statement,” declared M=,
Kemp emphatically, amid loud cheer
ing, and the minister looked decidedly
uncomfortable.

“Mr. Fisher,” continued the member
for Toronto East, 'has not & lex to
stand on- No one wants to do away
with separate schools in this country.”
Mr. Kemp regretted that this trouble-
lsome question wag pitchforked iaio|
the arena of federal politics again.
{The iexample, of Manitoba showed
how difficult it was to legislate in te-
spect to education without violent fric-
tion. If the Quebec minority were
interfered with how was that minority
to be educated? It would be like tak-
ing away the privilege of separate
schools from the Catholics of other
provinces, and forcing them to go to
Presbyterian Sunday schools.

He made a strong arraignment of
the Laurier government for making
the school question a party issue.

“We are getting some votes
your side,” interrupted a
member.

“I think I am right in saying,” re-
torted Mr. Kemp, “that the men whose
vctes you get on this side do not rep-
resent the views of their constituents.”

After referring to the meeting in To-
ronto on February 4, 1896, for the pur-
pose of discussing the Manitoba school
question, and charging Sir William
Mulock with having now taken a po-
sition diametrically opposed to the one

he took at that meeting. Mr. Kemp |
turned his attention to Mr. Grant. He |
considered it far better for members |
from Ontario if they would state the
exact feeling of that province in re-
gard to this question. 'In Mr. Kemp's
opinion, the better plan would be to
drop the clauses altogether. The coun-
try was drifting into the same vortex
as in 1896. Quebec was being de~
ceived, and if the legislation was pass-
ed, the question would come up strong-
er than ever in the near future. On- |

tario, also, was being deceived. |
Mr. Kemp referred to the attitude of

Mr. Sifton as ‘“‘a wide tureing move-
ment.” The premier had declared that
it was only a matter of words between
them, and there was no need to resign.
There was a bigger game on foot. After
the seven members from the North-
west had committed theémselves, the
minister of justice would rise in his
seat and show therée was no difference
between the original and the amend:d
clauses. The whole question of edu-
cation should be left to the provinces
themselves, and in the name of peace
and harmony the government should
drop the clauses.
Always Opposed.

Mr. German (Lib.) made a remark-
able declaration to the effect that he
was always opposed to separate schools
from boyhood to the present moment,
and if he did not think it the bounden
duty of this parliament to keep faith
with the people of the Northwest under
the constitution, he would be prepared
to vote against the government in the
matter. He had several tilts with Dr.
Sproule ¢ver the Orange feeling 1 On-
tario, but wound up by declaring that
the Orangemen were responsibie for
the establishment, of separate schools
in Upper Canada.

Col. Ward of Durham then took u»
the debate in an excellent speech, al-
tho he did not take up much time of
the house. So much despatch was ef-
fected that by the time the adjourn-
ment for dinner came, three speeches
had been concluded, and the fourth
was in the preliminary stages. ' Col-
Ward expressed the opinion that Ro-
man Catholic minorities in other pro-
vinces received equal consideration at |
the hands of Protestant minorities, as
the Protestant minority in Quebec. 1n
Quebec the national schools were not
places where Protestant children could
go, but there were a large number of
towns and villages in Ontario without
separate schools. In these places Cath-
olic children were educated in the pub-
lic schools. They turned out-good citi-
zens. Col. Ward referred to attacks
made by Liberal members on the|
Orange order. Every protest againstﬁ
the clauses had been laid at the door |
of the Orange order. When the Jesuit |
estates bill was before the house, he,
altho an Orangeman, had voted for the
r:ghts of Quebec, and he was supported
by his constituency. It was the duty
of the government to submit the ques-
tion to the privy council. He also de-
sired to know definitely whether

clause 16 gave greater powers that
were intended in the place of it.
Private bills were taken up after ths|
adjournment.

Residents Object to Destroying Curv-
ed Channels and Engineer Says
Cost.

The respective merits of the proposal
for an aquatic course on the west side
of the bay, and that of J. G. Merrick
for one along the island front were
debated by the\'l'sland committee yes-
terday.
