St. Paul, who wrote,“Thigs
is the will of God, even unto sanctifica-
tion " also wrote, ‘“We ‘are bound to
give thanks always to God for you,
brethren, beloved of the Lord, because
hath from the beginning chos>n
you to salvation thru sanctification
of the spirit and belief of the truth;
whereunto He called you by our gos-
pel, to the obtaining of glory of our
Lord Jesus Christ.” ' (JI. Thessalonians,
ii., |13, 14.) Note from these words thal
thi call of the church is the special
feature of this " present gospel age and
its message. Note also that our call
is not to sanctification, but to a heart

RDeminion President Draws It to
Attention of Annual Cenvention
.in Session at St. John, N.B,

ST. JOHN, N.B,, Oct. 31.—(Special.)—
The feature of Saturday afternoon’s

gession of the Dominian W.C.T.U. ccn-
vention was the biennial address of
the president, Mrs, S, R, Wright, of
London, Ont., The advance made In
tempera.nce reform the world over was
reviewed, Referring to the ‘‘white
slave traffic,” the speakdr told of the
convention held in’ Parid when thir-
teen governments signed an agree-
ment for the purpose of controlling and
ﬁr«ventlng this shameful traffic in
uman Jite. Despite this international
effort, this year this traffid was more
firmly entrenched than evey. It was
evidént that the existing law in Can-
ada, which left the applicatiyn of the
jJaw in each case to the provinecial au-
thorities, was not *properly applied,”
glse this Iniquity eould not so flourish,
Just recently word c¢ame to her that
in one of the maritime provinces two
young~women, under the guise of do-
ing evangelistic work, weére winning
recruits for “the gateway of hell.’

It was necessary to souhd a note
of alarm in regard to the Mormon sys-
tem, which was gaining a foothold in
the western provinces.,  Monmon mis-
sionaries were everywhere, and their
converts were many.
