For THE YEAR ENDING DECEMBER, 1875.

Ix submitting the Report for the past year, the Directors
have much pleasure in announcing progress in the beneficent
work of the Institution in several departments, and especi-
ally in commencing a new and much needed building.
Year after year since the re-organization of the Dispensary
in 1867, the physicians of the City have cordially co-operated
with the directors in caring for the sick poor and guarding
the public health with very inadequate means and appliances.
We are now gladdened with the hope that by the month of
May next, we shall take possession of a building in a suitable
locality, and which has been constructed specially with a
view to the needs of such an Institution.

It is only fair that the public should have some idea of
what is done in this work, by the medical men of Halifax.
An apothecary 1s paid to be at the rooms every day for three
hours in the forenoon and one hour in the evening, to make
up the prescriptions given to patients by the doctors; to
register cases, classify and otherwise assist as may be required ;
to extract teeth from those suffering from toothache who are
unable to pay a dentist ; and to take a general oversight of the
Institution. He has dispensed every year on an average from
six thousand to eight thousand five hundred preseriptions.
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Last vear the number was 8404 including 517 for other Chari-
table Institutions. Those prescriptions alone if bought at the

ordinary rates would cost all that is givenr to support the

Dispensarv.  Our reason for giving oratuitously to other

[n addition to those seven, other seven give their services
as consulting physicians. These have equal rights with the
others as members of the Medical Board. In consideration
of their valuable services, and of other facts, the Directors
have resolved that in future any prescriptions they may give
to the poor shall be made up by the Apothecary.

To sum up —All this work is done by ecare taker of the
house, apothecary, dentist, fourteen physicians, and nine
directors ; eight or nine thousand prescriptions are made up ;
and over two thousand sick persons visited at their homes
or treated at the Dispensary, at a cost of eighteen hundred
dollars a year. Half of the sum is contributed by the Local
Government and the City Council ; most of the other half
by private individuals or societies.

THE NEW BUILDING.

For years we clamoured for it and pointed to the necessity
for it. No response came. At length we were told to

cease invoking Hercules ; to put our own shoulders to the

wheel and to go forward in faith. We did so, and as usual
faith has been vindicated. Plans were prepared, and carefully

studied over. The medical men were consulted at every

What I propose is this :—Let a couple of beds, to begin
with, be placed in one of the rooms on the 2nd flat of the
new building, for severe cases of eye disease, and for such
:ases as require an operation, where they can be properly
nursed and watched. An intelligent person having the care
of the building, ¢an act as matron and nurse to the patients,
and provide them with food. Our excellent Apothecary, Mr.
Puttner, can assist her in the details of treatment. I am
prepared to say that competent persons can be obtained who
will perform the duties of nursing the patients, and watching
them, in addition to taking care of the building, for the privi-
lege of having rooms found them, with gas and fuel free.
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After the beds and bedding are provided, the additional ex-
pense will be slight, as will be readily scen.
the patients, which is the only other expense of any moment,
I propose should be in part met by the patients, as there are
very few of them who could not afford to p

ay something to-
wards their boavd,

The object is to aid the poor, not to
pauperize them. T'his plan is in accordance with that pur-
sued in the principal Eye and Ear Infirmaries in the United

States. The number of those who would have been considered
proper persons for admission during the past year was about

9, and the duration of their stay would have been in some
cases one week, in others two, and in others three weeks.
The price of board can be arranged with the matron of the
Institution at a reasonable sum, and the amount deficient
over and above that paid by each patient, would be ali that
was required from the Dispensary funds.

Trusting that these matters may be thought worthy of
attention, I respectfully submit them for your consideration.
