a load from which *t is only now begin­
ning to free itself. Our God-given reason 
imposes on us the duty of taking nothing 
for granted, and of seeking for evidence 
for every statement put before us. At 
onbe we must drop the idea of the infalli­
bility of the Bible if for no other reason 
than this, that it|is not one book but a 
collection of sixty-six books of very un­
equal value. We have no right, that is, 
to take the noble language of a part of 
the Gospel to prove the inspiration of 
the Book of Esther. The scholars called 
the higher critics have shown us that 
there is no reason to believe that the 
books of the Bible were written in any 
other way than other books; they show 
us that
documents of varying degrees of accuracy, 
and that many of them contain large in­
terpolations by later hands. All admit, 
however, that the Gospels, especially the 
first three, give us the earliest recollec­
tions of the teachings of Jesus Christ; 
give us, in a word, a picture of the im­
pression which He made on His first fol­
lowers.

In Strathcona Hall, Montreal, a week 
ago last Sunday, Prof. McBride, who 
holds the chair of zoology in McGill'Uni­
versity, delivered an address on Science 
*nd Religion, which takes the moat ad­
vanced ground with regard to the Bible 
end the old theology, declaring the latter 
no longer believable in the li^ht of mod­
em knowledge.

The first portion of the address was 
devoted to a powerful argument to dem­
onstrate the existence of God and the 
immortality of the human soul. In the

Now it would be the very worst kind 

of presumption were I to attempt in half 
an hour to demonstrate to you two such 
tremendous propositions as the goodness 
of God and the immortahty of man. I 
may say at once that I do not think, that 
any demonstration can be found which is 
Incapable of being questioned. AU I can 
do is this: I can confess to you .that I 
myself, having been brought up in the 
strict religions ideas of Puritanism, and 
having clung to them for a long time af­
ter I had commenced the study of science 
found my traditional faith crumble to 
dust before the difficulties wised by the 
new knowledge, and that after a long 
period of unrest it bas been possible for 
me to fight my wav back to a hope that 
God and immortality are what Ohrist 
represented them to be. I can give you 
an outline of the reasons which seemed to 
me to point to this conclusion; and it 
may be that they wifi help some of you 
to similar conclusions. After all, how­
ever, as Balfour has said, “nothing waxes 
so quickly old as apo’egetics, except criti­
cism”—in the long run every man—at 
least every thinking man—has to con­
struct his own apologetic. It may, how­
ever, be that I may start trains of 
thought which may lead some of you to 
develop a much more satisfactory apolo­
getic than my own.

After having discussed the question of 
God's existence and goodness, Prof. Mc­
Bride proceeded as follows:—

In arriving at the conclusion 
that God is good, or putting it in the gkxn- 
ous -words of St. John, that God is love, 
we ‘reach the highest point in religious 
thought. We arrive at this conclusion be­
cause to think anything 'else would seem 
to land us in an absurd position. But we 
must frankly own that this goodness is 
not revealed in the world around us. It 
is a deduction from the natu/re of the hu­
man mind and we must await with pa­
tience the next life, when faith will be­
come sight, for the meaning and justifica­
tion of pain. Faith, then, is the hope that 
God will /bum out to be like the highest 
we can think of him.

Dr. Symonds referred to the address 
delivered last Sunday by Dr. MoBride.
This address had a profoundly interest­
ing, as well as a profoundly pathetic side; 
for it deeply stirred his emotions to see 
that multitude of young men, the men of 
tomorrow, the trustees of posterity, so 
earnestly and so seriously concerned about 
the things of life, and so eagerly listening 
to one who never concealed from them his 
thorough going acceptance of the new me­
thods and the new results. He was in­
deed, of the opinion that Dr. McBride's 
address marked an epoch in the general 
attitude of our people, both with regard 
to science and to religion; and 'he was 
convinced that many of these young men, 
years hence, would speak of last Sun­
day afternoon as a distinct epoch in their 

'lives, in which they came to fee] a strong­
er faith in both science and in religion, 
as they saw one of their own professors 
stand before them and tell them how 
modem science could be harmonized with 
the old faith in which they were born 
and brought up.

Endeavoring to draw atention to some 
of the outstanding points of this address, 
he would first mention the immense field 
covered—natural science, metaphysics, and 
historical criticism: and he would, in the 
next place, observe that the attitude of 
the lecturer was severely scientific from 
beginning to end.

development, we have strong grounds for 
believing that Christ will declare the. will 
of God, and was in point of fact the re­
velation of God. In a word, Christ vindi­
cates His Claims, because in response to 
Hie words, an answering something rises 
up in our deepest consciousness. With­
out it, external vindication wEl never com­
pel the assent of a single disciple.

If the question is raised, whence did 
Christ get His revelation? Was it not 
only an amplification of previous insight 
on the part of the prophets and sages? I 
think one may safely say that He never 
got it from the contemplation of external 
nature. He saw the sparrow fall and yet 
believed in the goodness of God. As to 
His predecessors, the most orthodox per­
son believes that Hè had forerunners ; but, 
let any one apply the experimental test 
—take the writing of any other sage—and 
see whether they will produce the same 
result as Christ's sayings liave done on 
millions of souls.

Meanwhile, the National Committee 
on Bird Protection, of* the Audubon 
Society, had become Interested, and 
authorized the employment of two war­
dens to watch the preserves.

"Inside of three years," ventured 
President Miller, ’'these Islands will 
be the marvel of bird life in Us West­
ern Hemisphere. Next year we will 
have three wardens, and the National 
Committee proposes to provide a naph­
tha launch for patrolling. .Within 
three years we will be raiding mimons 
of birds every year.”

A MYSTERY OF THE ISLAND.
One of the Breton Islands, Grand 

Cochere—the greatest bird-breeding is­
land of the whole group, having a ca­
pacity for 250,000 royal terns a year— 
has, at least, ope tragic incident In Its 
history.

On this desolate island the body of 
Miss Taggart, the beautiful 18-year- 
old daughter of Thomas Taggart, chair­
man of the Democratic National Com­
mittee, was found several months after 
the launch Paul Jones was lost In the 
Gulf five years ago. The body lay 
far up on the Island, over two hun­
dred feet from high tide. How did It 
reach that elevated point, If washed 
to the island by the sea, as generally 
supposed?

The launch was wrecked probably a 
quarter or half a mile from the Island. 
From the position of the body when 
found, Miss Taggart is believed to have 
escaped from the boat uninjured. How 
she reached the Island Is the mystery.

The order of President Roosevelt was 
dated October 11, 1908 : Since that day 
the United States Government has 
been In the bird breeding business, as 
a secondary party. The Audubon So­
ciety Is In full charge.

On January 19, 1906, Secretary James 
Wilson, of the Department of Agricul­
ture, sent out the following order;

All persons are hereby warned and 
ordered not to shoot on the Islands or 
waters of Breton Island Reservation; 
not to collect eggs or shells therefrom; 
not to disturb the birds thereon in any 
manner, and not to land on the Islands 
of the said reservation without a per­
mit from the Department of Agricul­
ture. Permits to land may be obtain­
ed directly from thé Secretary of Agri­
culture, or from Frank M. Miller, spe­
cial Inspector, stationed1 at New Or­
leans.

Returning from the East, after get­
ting the National Audubon Society and 
the Federal Government Interested, Mr. 
Miller took up the matter of securing 
possession of the chain of small Islands 
along the coast.

At first. the Lake Borgne Levee 
Board would not entertain a proposition 
either to sell or lease Its Islands be­
cause of the rich oyster beds along 
the shores.

But, finally, the board wae hidmk'd 
to entertain a proposition, and a few 
weeks ago seventeen of the islands 
were leased by the society for a period 
of ten years at $46 a year. These 
seventeen islands have an area of 3,000

It was then found that the State of 
Louisiana had one Island left, Battle-

No human being was ever known 
to live on one of them, although bird 
hunters have for years frequented the 
reservations.

On the sand and among the shells 
along shore the birds make their sim­
ple neats and lay their eggs. While 
the females sit on them, the sun has 
as much to do with hatching as any­
thing else.

As soon as the young birds come 
from the shells, they are fed along the 
beach, and soon learn to catch small 
fish.

This peculiar use of the Islands has 
brought about a remarkable invasion 
of another kind. Thousands of rac­
coons Infest them.

How the first of these animals got 
there Is a mystery, unless they swam 
the hundred miles of water or escap­
ed from some vessel that stopped there 
years ago.

Yet raccoons there are, and In al­
most countless numbers. As there are 
no trees In which to construct dens, 
they have learned to burrow in the 
sand and beneath matted grass.
