Paris, Feb. 24—The French ministry of marine today announced 
the receipt of definite information that a German submarine, which 
attacked the channel steamer Victoria on Monday night, was later 
sunk by a French torpedo boat.

The submarine is believed to be the U-16, which has been attack­
ing merchant ships in the channel for a week. She was sent to the 
bottom off Cape Alprech, near Boulogne.

The 
Oakley was not far from the Folkestone pier when she was attacked, indicating 
that the German submarine attacks ate becoming more bold. The Oakley was 
destroyed in the lane used by British transports crossing the channel from 
Fotta^pne.

The Oakley was a vessel of 1,000 tons and carried a crew of between twen­
ty and thirty men.

“Even the keenest critic of the eco­
nomic order under which trig business’ is 
possible, could not well question the sin­
cerity of purpose which backed those 
simply and quietly uttered words. No 
one who has followed the recent hearings 
of the Federal Commission on Industrial 
Relations across the line can fail to have 
been struck with the attitude of various 
captains of industry called upon to ex­
press their views. Ida Tarbell has not 
shown herself the champion of monied 
interests; but even she bore witness to a. 
‘silent revolution’ in American industry 
the goal of which is the application of 
the Golden Rule to the relations of cap- j 
ital and labor. In this revolution a re- | 
awakening church must play a part of, 
growing importance., As Professor Ved- 
der puts it in his latest book, ‘Men used 
to be converted to God alone and think 
it quite sufficient; now they must be j 
converted to God and their fellows, or! 
we can no longer recognize them as con­
verted-’ The social conscience may yet 
be ‘stabbed wide awake.’ Present inter­
national strife is not without some com­
pensating good, if it has permanently 
broadened out that individualism which 
had characterized Canada during its 
quick-growing youth."

The trials of the present time have 
proved that Canadians can sink their 
differences and unite to meet a common 
foe in war. They have yet to learn to 
unite to overthrow common foes in the 
social life of communities. Possibly that 
union will be made easier by the experi­
ences of war-time. There are so many 
directions In which improvement Is need­
ed, and could easily be secured by united 
effort of the people, that the hour of the 
real awakening of the social conscience 
Is eagerly awaited by every Individual in 
any way associated with social welfare 
work.

counted for. The British Admiralty has 
declared the waters between Great 
Britain and Ireland to be practically 
closed channels for the present. Thus 
far neutral vessels appear to have been 
the greatest sufferers from the German 
mine and submarine policy directed 
against British trade. That trade, apart 
from some disorganization in the Eng­
lish Channel and North Sea, goes on 
very much as usual. The chief result of 
tlie first week of Germany’s attempted 
blockade of Britain appears to be o 
further alienation of the sympathy of 
neutral powers, and the determination 
oil the part of Britain and her allies to 
adopt a more vigorous policy of repris­
al. Also one German submarine has been 
destroyed.

A significant speech was made this 
week by Ex-President Taft, in which he 
declared that the new German policy 
had brought the United States to the 
verge of a national crisis, in the threat­
ened invasion of its rights as a neutral 
nation, and the possible destruction of 
American lives and property. Mr. Taft 
declared that in any action taken to 
vindicate American rights President 
Wilson would have the support of all 
the people, “no matter what their Euro­
pean origin."

It cannot be very long bdfore the 
neutral nations, in defence of their own 
rights and their own trade, protest in 
nuire vigorous terms than they have yet 
tmployed against the action of Germany.

government's 1915 budget in parliament today.

With the war budget—the proposal to mate another vote of $100,000,000 to 
Canadian participation in the empire’s struggle—Mr. MacLean expressed the 
hearty and enthusiastic accord of Liberalism. But he maintained that it 
excess of real patriotism that produced a proposal to add to the barriers of 
British trade with the Dominion at a time when Britain was furnishing the 
sinews of war for her allies and daughters.

Instead of an increase in the British preference Mr, MacLean, speaking for 
the Liberals, declared that there should be a reduction.

He pointed out that the horisontal increase in tariff proposed by the finance 
minister “with eyes shut and ears closed” would mean the keeping out of im­
ports and consequently the reduction of tariff revenue.

It was a so-called “revenue measure" designed for the permanent benefit of 
the protected interests under the cloak of the necessities of war, and the aver­
age consumer would have to pay both for the extra taxes and for the increased 
profits of those who benefited from decreased competition.

Mr. MacT-ean gave many instances of the extravagance of the present gov­
ernment which had led to “the most disastrous financial statement ever delivered 
in Canada.” The war certainly was not responsible for increasing the ordinary 
cost of administration from $79,000,000 to $140,000,000 in four years.

A. Claude MacDonnell, of Toronto, maintained that the government was 
exercising all due economy, that the old national policy of protection was what 
Canada wanted, and that if the general tariff alone had been increased, and no 
change made in the British preference, it would have ruined Canadian manufac­
turers. He endeavored to prove that the increased expenditure was the result of 
a Liberal legacy. ,

Hon. Frank Oliver, who was the last speaker of the day, declared that the 
government was trading on the patriotism of the people for the benefit of the 
protected interests.

He declared that to calf the tarifi increases 
the hoisting of a neutral flag on the enemy's warship for the purpose of making 
ft treacherous attack*

He noted that with the $14,000,000 of extra taxes imposed at the war session 
and the new taxes proposed this session there was a total of $44,000,000 addi­
tional taxation, not to meet the expenses of the war, or even the interest on 
war loans, but to meet the ordinary cost of administration by an extravagant 
government, I .

The total amount in stamp taxes and other direct taxes to be Imposed would, 
he claimed, bring in a total revenue of at least $14,000,000 instead of $8,000,000, 
as claimed by the finance minister.

The debate was adjourned on motion of Mr, Burnham.
