Two Canadians Get Share In

Dixon Estate

Canadian Press Despatch.

WINDSOR, Ont., June-’5—The $50,-
000,000 estate of James Dixon—inven-
tor and manufacturer of the famous
Sheffield silverplate—is to be distrib-
uted after being in chancery for 62
years in England, it became known
here today.

Two residents of this city, Mrs. John
Ouellette and Angus Dixon, together
with John McLinden, of Wyandott,
Mich.,, are the only prospective heirs
whose identity is known here. It is
declared that lawyers have added eight
other heirs to the vast fortune and it
seems likely there will be an equal
division of the millions.

It was back in 1805 when James
Dixon, a silversmith of Sheffield, Eng-
land, discovered the process of electro-

plating which ‘resulted in his becoming

the foremost manufacturer of pewter
in the world. The enterprise showed
an ever-increasing capital so that when
Dixon died in 1864 his three sons in-
herited an immediate estate. To two
of the silversmith’s grandsons, who had
emigrated to North America, belonged
part of this estate, but as these grand-
sons were never again heard from the
fortune stood without division in the
British courts.

It later developed that Mrs. John
Quellette’s father, who had pioneered
in Ontario and settled near Carleton
Place, was one of these grandsons.
One copy of the will was destroyed
many years ago in a fire and nothing
was done to prove the claims of the
Canadian families until about two
months ago when copies of the legal
papers were obtained from the Old
Country.

Provincial Ministers
Pledge Assistance to
the Maritimes

- RAILWAY TAXES

C. N. R. Agrees to Pay $91,000
Annually on Lines in
Nova Scotia

ALIFAX, June 15.—'Reso-

lutions of the utmost import-~
ance to the Maritime Provinces
apd especially affecting the co
industry, were unanimously
adopted at the conference of
provincial premiers held in Ot-
tawa last week, and I cannot ex-
press too highly my apprecia-
tion of the splendid spirit evi-
denced on the part of represent-
atives of the other provinces,
who showed most emphatically
that they have a real desire to
aid in the solution  of our prob-

lems.”
So declared Hon. E. N. Rhodes, pre-

mier of Nova Scotia, upon his return
to the capital last evening from {Ot-
tawa, where together with Hon. J. O.
Douglas, attorney gencral, he represent-
ed Nova Scotia, at the conference of
provincial ministers.

Premier Rhodes said that in addition
to the resolutions passed, it had been
arranged that the Canadian National
Railways should pay to the government
of Nova Scotia annually the sum of
$91,000 as taxes on the Nationally oper-
ated railways ‘in this province. This
agreement will be retroactive for two

years.

While in Ottawa, Premier Rhodes
held several conferences with members
of the Federal government, with a view
to arriving at some solution of the
situation, which exists in the steel in-
dustry in Nova Scotia. The Premier
said that his efforts in this regard were
non-political, .and he had sought only
to. find some -common . ground upon
which the federal and provincial gov-
ernments could, unite to aid this in-

ustry.

The resolution passed by the con-
ference of premiers, and urging upon
the federal government the importance
of adopting such measures as would
alleviate the position of the provinces,
which under confederation have not
progressed as was expected, was moved
by Attorney General Nickle of On-
tario, and seconded by Premier Tas-
chereau of Quebec. This resolution re-
ceived the unanimous support of the
copference, and during the session
when it was suggested, as well as dur-
ing the speeches of the mover and the
seconder, the provincial representatives
on repeated occasions gave expression
to their real desire and purpose to as-
sist the Fastern portion of Canada in
solving its problems.

Attorney General Douglas presented
a resolution to the conference having
particular reference to the adoption by
the federal government, of a national
fuel policy and to the establishment
of coking plants through which Cana-
dian coal will be able to replace Ameri-
can anthracite in the Canadian market.

BY HALIFAX LADY

Mrs. E. M. Murray Leads Dis-
cussion at National Council
of Women

VANCOUVER, B. C, June 15—A
report on “taxation” placed before the
National Council delegates on Monday
afternoon, by Mrs. E. M. Murray of
Halifax, deals at great length with
taxation problems throughout the
Dominion. Mention was made of the
four canons which have been adopted
by the National Council of Women,
namely:

1—A tax should be levied so as not
to fall heavily upon the general fund
of wealth so as to hamper production.

81t should be certain so as not to
encourage perjury or bribery, as a
means of evading it.

4—It should be equal so as not to
place one at an advantage or disad-
vantage as compared with another.

Queer Quirks of Nature

OSSES are of many species, and
their presence adds much to the
beauty of the forest, and, to its use-
fulness.

They are though to have been de-
rived from the algae, and have modi-
fied their structure to enable them to
withstand Jdrought. They still like
moisture, however, and are at their
best when well supplied with it.

The floor of a fores that 1s well
cdvered with moss holds the water
like a sponge, letting it flow off gradu-
ally, to be used as it is needed by
the other plants, and so preventing
floods and erosion.

Often, too, a thick bed of green
moss will stop a fire, by virtue of
the moisture which it holds. A bed
of moss is like a forest in miniature
displaying beauties of form and cdlor
unsurpassed in charm and interest.

The age-long accumulation of mosses
of the sphagnum type has resulted
in the formation of the vast beds of
peat found in many northern countries,
and which furnish fuel for the people
of sparsely wooded sections.

Sphagnum is most useful as an anti-
septic. dressing for wounds, and was
gathered in large quantities in Europe
during the World War for this pur-
pose. :

HAZARDS GREAT.

According to Mr. Lowe the back-
ward season is producing extremely
hazardous conditions in the woods .of
the province. . The wind which springs
up almost daily is drying the ridges
and while the tall trees are leaving out
the undergrowth has been retarded
materially by the continued cold wea-
ther and vegetation is about a month
behind the average season. A heavy
undergrowth is regarded as one of the
best sources of protection against fire
hazard and for that reason the tardi-
ness of conditions this season is likely
to prove a serious factor.

Frank Walsh & Co. and
Flett’s Studio, Moncton,
‘Burned Out

' STRUCTURE WAS ONLY
WOODEN ONE IN BLOCK

Smoke Causes Damage to
Other Stores in Vicinity;
Strenuous Fight -

Special to The Times-Star

MONCTON, June 15—Police Officer
Trites discovered a fire at 2.20 o'clock
this morning in the three storey
wooden building at 726 and 727 Main
street, occupied on the ground floor
by Frank Walsh & Co, and in the
upper portion by Flett’s studio. He
called out the fire departments by an
alarm frem box 21.

The fire which had secured a firm
hold in the back store of Walsh &
Co., spread rapidly and traveled with
amazing speed through the entire
building, the only wooden building in
the block. 'The firemen were quickly
on the scene and the motor from No.
2 fire station, reinforced by the chemi-
cal from No. 1, and the other appa-
ratus, including the steamer from No.
3, the salvage corp and ladders, did ef-
fective work in preventing the spread
of the blaze to the adjoining build-

ings. /
DENSE SMOKE

Two streams of water, one at the
piront and the other at the rear of the
“building, soon had the fire under con-
trol, although dense clouds of smoke
continued to pour' from the place, the
fire eventually working its way to the
roof where it burst forth In a spectac-
ular blaze. The axemen on the roof
of the store of O’Neil and LeBlanc
.cut through the adjoining wall and
were able to get at the neart of the
fire.

The Salvage Corps, although unable
to get into the store of Walsh & Co,,
confined their efforts to protecting the
stocks of the adjacent stores, covering
the furniture of Fairweather Brothers’
drug store. - The store on the other
side of the burning building, occupied
by ¥Neil & LeBlanc, gents’ furnish-
ing's suffered only from smoke damage,
the fire and water not penetrating.

Flett's photographic studio, over the
store of Walsh & Co., was practically
destroyed, it being impossible to re-
move the valuable cameras and other
apparatus, which will be a total loss,
partly covered by insurance.

The building,- which is owned by
Roderick MclLean, is badly gutted. Mr.
R. R. McLean was unable to state what
insurgnce was carried, although he was
of the opinion that it was at least
partly covered.

STOCK TOTAL LOSS.

Frank Walsh, manager and pro-

her theme and her presentation of it
were very favorably commented upon.

DR. WEBSTER HEARD

" A specially interesting feature of the
closing exercises was the address by
Dr.:J. Clarence Webster, of Shediac,
who, in his opening remarks, spoke of
the high standard of the school and the
character and esprite de corps shown
by the pupils, of which there were none
better in Canada. He next dealt with
the purpose for which the girls attend-
ed the school. Not primarily to learn
facts, said the doctor, but the main
purpose was to get mental discipline so
as 'to be able to iackle any kind of
work. They also attended for the pur-
pose of having a love of cuiiural sub-
jects, such as art, sculpture, music,
drama, etc., instilled into them.  He
spoke with regret of the lack of devel-
opment along cultural lines in the Mari-
time Provinces.

Dr. Webster quoted Napoleon who,
about 120 years ago, said that there
was no necessity for girls to have any
other education than that furnished by
their mother. He also quoted Bis-
marck to the effect that the only
spheres for women were the churc‘!:,
motherhood and the kitchen. The speak-
er next dwelt with the great develop-
ment and change in women’s activities
since that time and attributed much
of this to Florence Nightingale, the
famous nurse, who opened up that pro-
fession to women. He also spoke of
the discrimination shown between men
and women in work, especially in re-
gard to the teaching profession and
the matter of remuneration and said
that if a woman did the work as well
as a man she was worth as much.

TELLS OF PEACE
TIME DBJECTS
OF RED GROSE

Dr. J. L. Biggar Addresses
Meeting of Canadian
Club and Gyros

A comprehensive exposition- of the
peace time work of the Red Cross
was given here today by Dr. J. L. Big-
gar, chief commissioner of the Canad-
ian Red Cross, at a combined lunch-
eon of the Canadian and Gyro clubs
in the Admiral Beatty Hotel at noon.
.W. Grant Smith, president of the Can-
adian Club, was in the chair.

Dr. Biggar said that his mission
here was to broadcast the peace time
work of the Red Cross Society. He
pointed out that the Red Cross was
fixed in peoples minds in connection
with war work. The value and bene-
fit of such work as was done during
the war was of such importance that
it was decided still to carry it on and
should not be allowed to lapse. The
work was a campaign for health, being
sanctioned under the covenant of the
League of Nations, the aims being to
work for the improvement of health,
mitigation of diseases and prevention
of suffering.

He elaborated on the work of the
society towards the objectives and
placed it under three heads, viz:
Junjor Red Cross, public health nurs-

ing and home nursing teaching.

He also referred to the work of the
society being carried out for the for-
mer soldiers and spoke enthusiasti-
cally of the efforts being made in this
direction. He also referred in lauda-
tory manner to the work initiated by
the Red Bross in welcoming immi-
grants to Canada. He said that this
was a real advantage to the country
and an evidence of the Interest Cana-
dians took in.new members of the na-
tion.

Dr. Biggar is on a tour of the Mari-
time Provinces and will go to Frederic-
ton tomorrow to attend the quarterly
meeting of the N. B. Division of the
Red Cross there. He will speak here
again on Friday at a luncheon given
by the Saint John branch of the Red
Cross to the heads of the different or-
ganizations in charge of general re-
lief work here.
